Reducing The Arm y.

The muaterlng out of the volunteer 
army ralaed in  defenae of the union 
againat the armlea of 8pain practical­
ly began a t the war department Tues­
day and will be continued until tbe 
army baa been plaoed on a  baste con­
sistent with our preeent relattona to 
the nationa of the earth. Orders were 
prepared for tne muaterlng out of 
about 85,000 volunteers, Including 

^  nearly twenty-flve regiments of in- 
*  fantry and about eight troops of oaval- 

ry and five or six batteries of artillery. 
The details of the order bearing on 
this subject have not yet been per­
fected and the officials confine them- 
selves to general statements in regard 
thereto.

I t was admitted that the First Regi­
ment of Volunteers attached to the 
Third Army Corps, encamped at 
Cbiokamauga, Go., ha* been ordered 
to proceed to Fort Ethan Allen, Vt. 
That post la the nearest one to the 
homes of tbe members of tbe regiment 
and was selected with a  view to ibetr 
mustering out soon after they arrive 
there. Adjt.-Gen. Corbin said that a 
similar oourse would be followed to 
tbeoeaeofthe other volunteer regi­
ments selected for mustering out. 
Thoy would, he said, be ordered to 
tholr state capitals as soon as It could 
be done without dinger to the Inter­
ests of tbs government and mustered 
out of the military servloe as rapidly 
as possible.

;  moot, about 100,000 volunteers will be 
mustered out within tbe next thirty 
days. _________

Several times be reached* 
out bis hand to seise It, and having a t  
last with great patience managed to 
coop It up In a corner, from which there 
appeared to be no escape, be was tri­
umphantly bending down to take It, 
when, to bis utter astonishment, It 
looked around a t  him, cried *Quack!* 
and then flew away so strongly that 
he w u  convinced he had never bit R 
a t a ll Tbo bird's object clearly w u  
to draw the gunner away from Its com­

ing and shutting tlie door, between 
mouthfuls.

How Tfcolr Uniform* Aro Cut, Maka
Up and Dl*po**d Ofc

Now th a t« large body of volunteers 
Is to the field the question of how tho 
men got their uniforms la pertinent, 
tnveottgotlon to this line will show that 
the government does a  large business 
In the ready-made clothing line. Tbo 
government settles all the preliminary 
questions, such as the quality, color, 
style, etc., of the garment*. The mat­
ter of fit Is fixed by certain rulee, which 
work sometimes and more often do not 
work at a ll

The government has large cloth tog 
■hope in Brooklyn and Philadelphia.
Ibe  former supplies the navy, and un- 
leu* the demand* are too heavy the 
army supply come* from the other 
shop. These two manufacturing points 
are to the various quartermasters what 
the big (dothtog factories are to the re­
tail shops. The garments are made to 
the various *tscs that are moat to de­
mand nod are forwarded to army posts 
or other army stations on regular 
requisitions. There the uniforms are y  
given out on requisitions from com- ■ 
mandtog offkvni, and record Is kept of 
the final disposition of each garment 

The statistics as to measurements 
give the cutters a good Idea of wbat 
Is required, aud the stocks are usually 
so arranged that no customer need go 
to the opposition bouse. The men who 
have the matter to charge are anxious 
to "lit" their subjects, but It Is prob­
able -that no long talks as to the quality 
of tbe stock and the neatness of the 
fit are delivered In the place where the 
uniforms ora Issued.

A large manufacturer of clothing 
sold that tbe sites In clothing are so 
well assorted to the stocks sent to tho 
army headquarters that a  soldier finds 
what be wants as readily as the man 
who goes to the average ready-made, 
ekrtbtog store.

Shoes for the soldiers of tho Uoltcfl 
States army are also furnished to as­
sorted rises to the quartermaster's de­
portment, and men have little trouble 
to finding shoes to fit them out of the 
assortment which conies from the shops 
where contracts for army shoes are 
filled.

The receivers of the Baltimore sad 
Ohio Railroad have turned their attention 
to the Improvement of the grades on the 
Third division, from Cumberland to Graf­
ton, or rather that portion which lies be­
tween Altamont, the top of tbe 17-mlJe 
grade, and Terra Alts, where the Cran­
berry grade beglus to descend. Tbe line 
passes through Deer Park and Oakland 
and crosses what la known* as the 
"Glades" of the Alleghany Mountains, 
The grades arc short and choppy, some of 
them being 80 to 85 feet to the mile. One 
of the first pieces of work to be done Is 
now In progress at No. 58 cut, where the 
grade la being reduced from 81 feet to 
4216, feet per mile, with equations for 
curvature. It Is expected that the cutting 
down of this grade will enable the receiv­
ers to increase the train load from 1,000 
tons to 1,800 tons on east-bound trains. 
Oue mile of the roadway will be lowered, 
and It Is experied that tbs work will bs 
completed by the middle of October.

French Solicitude.
Before the peace protocol « u  signed 

tbe French aolloltude for Spanish In­
terests was really toucblog. French 
journals expressed the fervent hope 
that the United S ta tu  would bo mng- 
nanlmoui with the Dona Read be­
tween the lines, this meant, that th o u  
newspapers were dutrous of having 
tbo Cuban debt shouldered by tbe 
United States. Parisians are the 
heav lu t bond holders, and It made a 
jre a t  difference to th o u  whether a 
rich nation like the United S ta tu  or a 
praotlcally bankrupt nation like Spain 
assumed the obligations to pay. With 
the debt guaranteed by tbe American 
government these bondholders would 
make fortunes. Their anxiety that 
Spalo should not suffer too muoh, ex­
tended no further than their purse 
strings.

Convict Squealed.
Convict Daniel E. Hampton ,wbo i t  

serving a 15-year sentence In tbe Mar­
quette prison for burglary, is about to 
apply to Gov.

fuck n transfer. Borne of the more in­
telligent and adaptable of the mature 
will welcome any change of surround­
ings that ensures a  "new start." Rut 
there will remain the many to whom 
excitement Is as the breath of Ilf* and 
who would choose to go hungry In a 
crowd, rather than to dine In comfort­
able quiet These people must be met 
upon their own ground. Decent tene­
ments, cleaner streets, the restriction 
of the saloon, the curbing of the un­
scrupulous employer, and other like 
reforms must be carried o u t primarily 
In their Interest Even though they 
reject the greater benefits, they must 
be helped to live as wisely as the con­
ditions they cherish will perm it And 
It Is not sn unuilxed evil that the city 
Is unable to evade responsibility by 
sending them to the country. The 
oountry has problems of Its own.

Saint Patrick In the fable, ont of her 
own Instructed bead, to teach Norah 
bow to boll a potato or broil a  steak 
so that they may yield their utmost of 
relish and nutriment Until she can 
do th a t no woman Is qualified to pre­
side over a  household, and since few 
reach adult life without being called 
to that position In the household of 
husband, father or brother, the legend 
of Saint Norah has a  wide significance.

Government by commission or by con­
tract Is being put to a practical trot In 
Great Britain’s most ancient colony. 
The financial and sodal distresses of 
Newfoundland have boen notorious for 
years. Again and again there has 
teemed to be Imminent danger of the 
Island's being reduced to the humilia­
ting rank of a  crown colony aa the 
only resort to save It from Imnkruptcy 
and repudiation. One other way bos 
been found, however, aud entered upon, 
with what result K Is too early to pre­
dict wKb any degree of confidence, al­
though at present there appears on the 
face of R to be good ground for hope 
that the experiment will prove success­
fu l In brief, the bulk of the public 
property and industry of the Island and 
a  large ebare of the functions of gov­
ernment have been turned over under 
contract to a private operator. An­
nouncement of this bargain has already 
been mode. The details of It are now 
at hand, and are worthy of some fur­
ther consideration. Mr. Reid, the con­
tractor who built the Newfoundland 
railroads, Is to receive In fee from the 
colony lie railroads, telegraphs, docks, 
and a  large share of Its public lands, lo 
all worth about $15,000,00(1 and repre­
senting perhaps half of the assets pur­
chased by the public debt of the eatony. 
For these he la to pay 9UXX1000 in 
cash, lie  Is also to develop the ooa) 
lands of the Interior of the Island and 
pay the government a royalty of 10 
cento a too on all coal mined; to operate 
a t hie own risk' and cost all the rail­
road* telegraphs, docks, etc., and to 
extend them as nsed may be; lo estab­
lish and maintain a fleet of eight Arab 
doss coasting steamers, and to do va­
rious other things for the advancement 
of the public prosperity. On the fact 
of fit* Mr. Reid has made a  jo o d  bar- 
gala for himself, i t  may torn out to be 
a  good one for the colony, too, He Is to 
ralae not lees than 50,000 tons of ooal a 
year, but win probably raise many 
times se much. Nova Beotia gets a 
revenue of $900400 a  year from Ita min­
eral royalties, and Newfoundland ought 
In a  few years to be getting as much. 
The railroads are now run at a  teas to 
the colony of at least $800,000 a year, 
and that tardea will have to bs as­
sumed by Mr. Reid, as will also the 
deficit In ths telegraph department In 
all, K Is reckoned that tbs cash gala 
to ths colony la receipts and In saving 
of expenditures will amount to between 
$500,000 and $000000 a year. This will 
relieve the government from much am- 
tarraseuent, and may prove to he a 
good thing for all concerned.

Road Conetrectlon.
A most excellent departure has been 

made In Rhode Island, whore a course 
of Instruction In practical roadbulldlng 
has been Instituted lu the Agricultural 
College at Kingston, and the papers 
announce, with justifiable exultation, 
that "this State leads the world" In 
each an undertaking.

The course of Instsuctlon Is to extend 
over two years and has been laid out 
after consultation with General Stone. 
In ths classroom theoretical instruction 
will be provided, and tbs roadmaking 
plant of ths college will furnish amplt 
opportunity for tbs acqulremsnt of 
practical knowledge. Students who 
wish to enter the courts must bs wall 
grounded In the common liranciies, In­
cluding algebra and geometry. During 
the first year the course will include 
higher geometry, trigonometry, survey­
ing and other English studies. In tbr 
second year physics, electricity, physi­
ography, geology, mineralogy and 
steam engineering will be taken. The 
practical work will run side by side 
with the theoretical during the course. 
It will Include actual work on the 
roads, handling the shovel, driving 
horses, running the stone crusher, trac­
tion engine and road roller and all ma­
chinery operated by the department 
The student will thus actually perform 
all the varied operations connected 
with roadbulldlng os well as receive 
competent Instruction In oil that per­
tains to the art. In this way not only 
w!|l a large number of young men re- 
Helve most valuable training, but a  de­
mand will probably quickly arise for 
special instruction for older men, who 
now are superintendents of streets, 
commissioners of highways and engin­
eers.

There Is here a field which Is not yet 
crowded or even full. As the Provi­
dence Journal remarks: "Of late years 
there bos been a demand for compe­
tent rosdbullders all through the States 
that have boen constructing macadam 
highways. In most Instances either 
theoretical engineers or highway su­
perintendents have risen to fill the 
places. And to the sorrow and cost 
vf the big cities and the disappoint­
ment of the counties, In many In­
stances, the latter have been compel!- 
94 to pay for the lack of practical 
Knowledge of the civil engineers and 
tbo lack of theoretical knowledge of the 
highway supervisors.

*But even with this school of men 
who have boen educated by building 
the roads there have not been enough 
to go around la all the localities where 
good roads are needed and where th en  
Is money to build them. A man who 
thoroughly understands road construc­
tion to-day may easily gst a  position. 
What Is needod Is the educated man, 
who net only knows bow to build a 
costly, Ideal road, but one who can eco­
nomically construct an eight-foot coun­
try roadr-a man who knows both the 
theoretical and practical end of road 
construction. This is the style of grad­
uate which the Rhode Island Inatltu- 
tlon alms to turn out. At the end of 
the course they will have graduated a 
man who can plan the highway, draw 
tbs contracts, end who Is able to rua 
fee machinery to build tbo road; a  man 
arbo knows the business from the hoe 
fondle to the tripod, from shoveling 

under the boiler of the steein roller 
to drawing the p lana-a rood engineer.

"There are a number of openings 
which a  practical roadbuilder may flU. 
He may become a  road expert for the 
United States Government By loos­
ing the civil aervloe examinations of the 
road division, department of agricul­
ture, be wlU be put on the list of eligi­
ble* end as soon as a vacancy occurs 
will receive an  appointment from the 
Government Then the builders of road 
machinery have a  oonotant call for men 
to set up their plants to the varioue 
towns and cities which are constantly 
acquiring such equipments. They have 
to send with the machinery men who 
know all about operating K. As a rule, 
the men they send out are shop band* 
and, Iwyond the rule of thumb experi­
ence with tkeae Identical modi!nee, 
lliey know t a t  little. The builders eay 
throe Is a  constant demand for road- 
taildrow wttb throe plants and that 
they consider that Ibis Is a goud field 
for young men.

"But the largest field for men edu­
cated as rundtaUdere will probably be 
found aa highway superintendents 
among fee various counties and towns. 
There are few flret-dass men In fids 
Une, and, with the spread of the good 
roads movement, the demand for such 
experts Is growing."

north of the city. A large quantity of 
ammunition for the Insurgents was 
put ashore at the same time.

R IO fN T INVINTIONS,

Carpets, rugs, etc., are kept In place 
on the floor by a perforated plate which 
has a number of sharp points set In Its 
surface to liold the edges of the carpet
after the plate Is screwed down to tbs 
floor.

A handy seam-ripping device Is form­
ed of a wire handle wttb the ends of 
the wire brought close together and 
rounded off, a sharp blade being set a 
short distance back of the points to 
sever the stitches as the tool Is pushed 
along.

In an Improved collar button a  two- 
part expansible shank Is fastened on 
the flat head, wttb shoulders on the 
sluuik to hold a small slotted plate, 
which fastens the collar In placet a 
loop on the plate retaining the necktie 
to prevent Its slipping over the top of 
the collar.

Pofelaln Is to bo used for monu­
ments and tombstones, the stone bciug 
hollow aud filled with concrete, after a 
tablet has been Inserted In an open 
face on one side, having a  flange cut 
around the edge to prevent removal 
from the outside.

Kettles, saucepans, etc., are provided 
with covers closed at the bottom to 
prevent steam gathering Inside the 
cover and scalding the bauds when the 
cover Is lifted, the steam passing 
around a flanged rim at the top of the 
kettle and out through a curved spout

Stovepipe sections are securely lock­
ed by a new fastener which la made 
by cutting a Y-shaped tongue on one 
end of the pipe aud a silt in the con­
necting end of the next pipe, the sec­
tions being turned around until the 
tongue fits lo the s ilt

RACK WITH A WATIRBPOUT.

Paseeaners on a Mexican Train Have
•  Thrilling Experience,

Recently there was a  race ran  be­
tween a  passenger train on tk% Snter- 
occaolc and a  waterspout. The race 
was declared a draw, ns the train es­
caped from the lufmedlate effects of 
the waterspout, which burst against 
the crest of a  mountain, but the Im­
mense volume of water poured down 
the mountain aide along the roadbed, 
and finally caught up with the train 
and Inundated It so that the passen­
gers had to be taken off In handcars.

Ttie particulars of this unique race 
are highly Interesting. It was the daily 
psaaenger train from Puebla to this 
d ty , and a  large number of passengers 
were aboard.

will ever live long enough to forget, 
and which, bad It not been for tho 
presence of mind of a nervy engineer, 
none of them would In all probability

“When oi;r regiment went luto camp 
hear Louisville, Ky., In 1892, the first 
startling rejmrt that reaehed us was 
that the last regiment wbleb camped 
on that ground lost nineteen men from 
drinking water taken from a well uear 
•u  enemy's house.

“You enu Imagine the consternation 
such a report, Menttered through the 
ranks of n thousand men, would cre­
ate. Borne of us felt that our first duty 
was to slaughter that enemy and burn 
his bourn*. tVhen such a proposition 
was made It was learned that the man 
bad gone Into the Confederate army 
and that the woman and her children 
had lieen sent north to poison wells 
surrounding camps of Instruction.

“In the afternoon a man come around 
With a newly patented article for test- 
lug well and spring water. I t was 
more thnu a test. If there was poison 
In the well or spring the tester would 
extract It, retiderlug the water per­
fectly safe to drink.

"The man did a rushing trade. Hun­
dreds of the hoys possessed them­
selves of the tester. Ills stock ran 
o u t The dealer would go to the city 
for a new supply and 1>e back the next 
day. He never came back. The fact 
that none of the men (lied of poison 
was construed ns proof positive that 
the tester was a  huge success as a 
life-saver, until one day the colonel 
called lu the surgeon, who was a 
chemist, nml the major, who was nn 
expert In machinery. Before this toard 
one of the water testers underwent ft 
scientific examination.

‘“ These two pieces of painted tin/ 
said the surgeon, ‘must have cost a t 
least 1 cent. Bohlerlng thorn together, 
and attaching this book that shuts 
close to the tin, was done for another 
cent, and the black bag, filled wltb rice, 
may have cost 1 cent more.

“ ‘I'll call the surgeon.'
“When the medicine man put to an 

appearance he was asked bow he knew 
ten men of Mansfield's brigade were 
dead from poison.

“ 'Why. I don't know anything about 
It—I haven't beard a word from the 
brigade/

“I asked him If bo didn't tell the 
captain of my company that he had 
(letter circulate the news that teu men 
In Mansfield's brigade died In one day 
from eating secession pies,

'T he  surgeon looked at the delega­
tion, at the colonel, gave a general sur­
vey and then laughed.

RECORD OF BUSINESS.

COMMERCIAL STATISTIC* SHOW 
PROSPEROUS CONDITIONS.

The Showing o f N a s s fa c tw ls g  and
M ercantile Pallors* for tho Paot St*
Months Ptovm that tho Country's
Plnaaces Aro on a round Beale*

O ratlfylag Exhibit.
The record of mercantile failures for 

six months endlug June 30 Is a remark­
able and gratifying exhibit. It shows, 
In the total of #17.444/J39 liabilities, 
the smallest aggregate for five years In 
eight of the fourtceu trading branches. 
Compared with the first six months of 
1307 the record Is striking. Then, it 
should to  remembered, tho business 
conditions of the couutry were feeling 
the Impulse of the change of adminis­
tration, and also the promise of an 
early fulfillment of the pledges of the 
Republican national platform. Confi­
dence everywhere itrevalled, every en­
terprise was pro*|H’ring, the depression 
caused by the four years of the Ctovs- 
land free trado administration bad 
been In great part dispelled, and all In­
terests were hopeful.

Bearing in mind the fact that decided 
Improvement was In progress during 
tbs first half of 1807, the reduction of 
108 In tbs number of failures and of 
124,248,148 In liabilities In the first half 
of 1808, compared with the same tlms 
jin 1807, It noteworthy.' The present 
conditions wlU more strikingly appear 
If we make comparisons by twelve 
months periods. Tho failures for the 
fiscal year ending June 30,1808, were 
12,248, while the liabilities were $180,- 
083,023, against 13^51 failure* and 
$104382*071 liabilities during the pre­
vious fiscal year. The first half of that 
year showed 0,821 failures and $01,- 
002,787 liabilities, while the last half of 
the year, Jan. 1 to June 30, covering 
the period of early recovery from the 
previous depression, showed 0/190 fail­
ures and $02,030,284 liabilities. These 
figures show progressive Improvement, 
The last twelve months of liabilities, 
$130,083,023, are the smallest for any 
calendar year since 1802, when the 
total was $114,044,107, and that total 
wa* the smallest for any calendar year 
since 1882.

Comparisons of the last six months 
period wltb the same time As 1807 
show some notable decreases fc special 
branches. Liabilities of manufactur­
ers Indicate a  diminution of $15,100,000.

Probably the most striking feature of 
the record Is that the failures In bank­
ing for six months were 88 In number 
and $13,000,000 in liabilities less than 
for the same time last year. The rea­
son Is obvious. Banking conditions 
were probably never so well establish­
ed as they now are. This Is due not so 
much to the bountiful craps of last sea- 
ton  and the enormous addition thereby 
to the material wealth of tho country 
as to the growth of confidence which re­
sulted from the election of President 
McKinley and the promise, and later 
realisation, of the enactment of a  pro­
tective tariff.'- Bountiful crops and the 
marketing thereof a t high prices were 
Important auxiliaries to and by no 
means primary factors In the wonder­
fully Improved conditions of the banks 
and of tho country which have been so 
prominent during President McKin­
ley's administration. The geueral de­
crease In tanking defaults shows how 
complete was the confidence of tho peo­
ple In that administration. Had this 
confidence not existed, tank deposits 
would not have Increased so marvel­
ously as they have done, loans would 
not have been augmented, neither 
would the tanks have been enabled to 
accumulate such vast amounts of gold 
as they now possess.

Though tile record of failures for the 
second quarter of the currant year 
makes some unfavorable couiixtrisons 
when contrasted with the some period 
lu 1807, this result was due to entirely 
exceptions! causes, Tim* wns an In­
crease of 142 In the numtor of failures, 
but the lUWIKJe* were 41MM.BU2 tow. 
There were Important *u*|M'ti*lon* of 
manufacturers of machinery, of .print- 
toff establishments, of locomotive 
works, cycle concerns nml manufactur­
ers of rubber tires, But considering 
the fact that during this lust quarter 
the country waa actively engaged In 
war, which ta d  a  depressing effect up­
on some Industries, these failures era 
not surprising. It may In* iiotisl that 
In tbs ootton Industry, which was 
greatly detwssail last fall snd early 
this year, there aro now Indication* iff 
revival, ns Is shown by the fact that 
whereas ttore were failure* of New 
Radford, Mass., mills last Involv­
ing $<),5oo,ou0, only one failure, fur 
$250,000, Is recorded this year.

The couutry hss now entered ujwu 
the second fiscal year of President Mc­
Kinley's administration. The outlook 
Is very encouraging for au csriy res­
toration of peace. The enact rncqit of a 
bankruptcy law will aid In restoring to 
activity many marabouts who have for 
year* lieen compelled to remain Inac­
tive tocuusc of the pressure of old 
debts. With the return of |>oa<w will 
Willis Increased prosperity, mid the rec­
ord of mercantile failures for the third 
quarter of the current year should show 
rcductlou* lu Ilubllltlcs even more de­
rided thsn those which huvo thus far 
been report<-d.

Tariff and Price e f  Wool.
Under free wool the price dropped to

12 cents per i»uml. The present price 
of wool Is due to the protection afforded 
by the Dlngley tariff bill The market 
has now nearly reached the poON *t 
which wool can to  Imported under the 
now tariff. When our unwashed wool 
hss reached the price of about 22 cents 
per pound the full protection afforded 
by the Dlngley tariff will hare been 
reached. Under the McKinley tariff of 
1880-90 the price of wool was 22 to 24 
cents per pomul* which Is the highest 
point It has reached In twelve years. 
Following this, for * period of two 
years under Grover Cleveland and no 
tariff, the price was about 18 cents per 
pound for unwashed wool.

Owing to the Dlngley protective tar­
iff the price to-day for unwashed wool 
Is 20 cents per pound, and with the 
return of prosperous times and tto  con­
sumption of the enormous amount of 
foreign wool brought In under free duty 
during the first half of the year 1807 
we shall have reached the point where 
the wool will receive the full benefit of 
the tariff which will advance the jrlce 
of unwashed wool from 2 to 4 cents 
above the present price. This will again 
rovire the wool Industry In this country 
and greatly Increase the next year's 
clip,—Meadvlllo (Pa.) Republican.

Sufficiently rtrlklng,
Tha detailed analysis of Great Brit­

ain's over-sea trade for 1*07 Is given 
to the latest Issue of the Blue Book. 
There Is a marked Increase In Imports, 
the total for the year being $2,255,144,- 
800, and a  heftvy decrease In exports, 
the latter aggregating $l*171,O08t54a 
This leaves a debit trade balance of $1,- 
084,04fL200, while the credit trade bal­
ance of the United Btates for the fiscal 
year ended June 30 Is In round num­
bers $000,000,000. Compared with 
free trade England protected America 
has the to tter of the argumort to the 
extent of over $1,000,000.

Some deductions from this mighty 
sum must be made on account of 
charges for carrying American goods 
In foreign ships, Interest and dividends 
on American securities held abroad, 
money spent In Europe by American 
tourists, and some minor Items besides; 
but even after making alt these allow­
ances tbs contrast between the work­
ings of the two fiscal and economic pol­
icies Is sufficiently striking.

Must Pay for tha Privilege.
I t Is hardly likely that any considera­

ble numtor of Englishmen Indorse tho 
movement to secure a  lowering of the 
American tariff on British goods as a 
slight token of the esteem In which tho 
American people now bold their cous­
ins across the water. Yet the very fact 
that the better feeling existing bo- 
tween tho two nations has Imought 
such a  scheme to the front furnishes an 
argument to show why a real alliance 
would he Impracticable. No matter 
how much wo lovo our English breth­
ren we msst continue to charge them 
for tho privilege of railing their foods 
in our mark* Troy Times.

One Night of Tragedy Wes Eaoogb 
for This T seng Actor.

As a delineator of the traditional 
Yankee character Mathias Currier 
Kimball, more widely known as Yan­
kee Glunn, long stood without a rival. 
Kimball ho* now practically retired 
from the Mage, and at a ripe age has 
settled down to a prosaic life in tho 
Uttto village of Klnguian, Me.

Away tack In the early forties, when 
he was a mere lad, a  little Incident 
with Junius Brutus Booth, the elder, 
started him In bis career. Kimball waa 
only 17 years old a t she time, aud was 
a t  work aa an usher In the Lowell mu­
seum. Booth, who was then In the 
aenlth of his power aud fame, was bill­
ed there for tbreo nights. The play 
was Richard UI. Kimball bad thor­
oughly studied the play and was con­
sidered a  young man of promising 
dramatic ability. On the opening night 
tho actor who took the part of Lord 
Norfolk failed to stow up. Booth was 
In despair. At last some one suggested 
that young Kimball knew the lines of 
that port, and be was cast for It by 
Booth.

Of the event the old showman says: 
“When I went on the stage I was badly 
rattled. Booth was Imperious end 
stern, which only complicated matters. 
However, I got along all right until we 
came to the battle of Boswortb Field. 
In  my burry I had taken the wrong 
place on the stage, when Booth hissed 
out In a whisper, *Get Into your place/ 
then wheeling around be pronounced 
these Hues In thrilling tones, 'What 
thlnkest thou now, noble Norfolk?* 
T h a t we shall conquer, my lord,' waa 
my reply, *but on my tent this morning 
surly was this paper found.' Booth waa 
marking out the plan of battle on tbs 
sand. When I bad finished the lines 
he drew his sword and wltb terrific 
fores struck the paper from my bands, 
•oyftof: 'A weak Invention of the ene­
m y/

"I was thoroughly frightened at Ids 
fearful expression, and dodged bock, 
nearly falling to the floor. Booth then 
repeated the Uses:

** W hat thlnkest thou, Norfolk, If tha 
pardon was offered?*

“By this time I was completely rot* 
Red and forgot my lines. Booth stood 
Staring a t me Hke a  tiger. The audi­
oace Wert holding tlielr breath for the 
next turn of affairs. Suddenly I real­
ised that something must be done. My 
nerve returned, and I think It must 
havs been tto  devil that prompted me 
to balance myself on one leg and drawl 
out wRb Yankee twang:

“ Well, I don't know, Ur. Booth. It 
may work/

"Instantly the whole bouse waa la an 
uproar. As stout after shout of laugh­
ter went up tko black cloud on Booth's 
brow relaxed, and wheeling on bfa heel 
he left the stage, shaking his sides wltb 
merriment. After the ploy was over 
to  canto to  me, and placing bis bond on 
my shoulder, said In fatherly tones: 
'Young man, you never played tragedy 
before, did you?* Without waiting for 
a  reply, to  continued: Take my ad­
vice aud never attempt It again. You 
are a  natural comedian. Take a  Yan­
kee character and become Identified 
wKb It and fa mo and fortune will be 
y o u n / and I followed bis advice."-

Mot Alt Pork and Hard Bread, Bars 
Thla Veteran of the Civil War.

“There can be no doubt that wltb 
ong contlmiiHl reiteration meals of 
?ork, hard brand and coffin- may at last 
oecome distasteful even to the man of 
tto hardest stomach," satd an ohl sol- 
Her; “but worse things can happen, 
namely, the nhsem-e of tmrk and so ou, 
when not replaced tty something else; 
and as for the other side of the ques­
tion, why, tome of the most delightful 
meals 1 have ever eaten 1 had lu tho 
army; the rt-cniiecthm of them lives 
with me vlvtdly still.

“.La I understand It, the army ration 
is rattier more elatorate now than It 
was In civil war times, or the cotmnU- 
•ary carries a greater variety of tilings 
wblefa may tinder certain condition* ins 
drawn, and. ns I understand it, there 
U now no sutler accmn|>aiiylug the 
troops. I Imagine that, take It alto­
gether, the ration now U rather lu-tter 
tlrnii H wns. We had n sutler, who did 
uoL of course, go on the march, but 
found us us sihiu ns he could, or wher­
ever circumstance# pormltti-d, when 
wo were lu camp. And wc used to buy 
things of him wton he was there or 
ww had the mom-y or cn*dlt to buy with.

“When we were when* we could do 
so wo um-U to huthl ovens and tmve 
frash bread, Just as they do now. Pota­
toes were IssiknI as a ration with inoro 
or less frequency, and also sometimes 
onions, though I do not at this moment 
recall that potatoes and onions were 
ever Issued at the same time. But I do 
recall that when we have had potatoes 
os a ration and the sutler was In camp 
and to  had onions, I hare drawn my 
potato or potatoes, If I got more than 
one, of tto  company cook, and drawn 
from him alto tty  ration of pork, and 
bought onions of the sutler. From these 
Ingredients, with a little hard bread 
added later when tt was finished, I have 
compounded and personally cooked an 
Irish stew that looms up In my mem­
ory as a eloud of fragrance that will 
never fade. 1 get t to  folks where ! 
lire now occasionally to make me a 
■tow just that way, nothing else in it, 
no* nothing except potatoes mu! onions 
and strips of pork nml cracker*. This 
may Indicate a low and depraved gas- 
trooosifc! taste on my part. Very like­
ly so; but If I live to be a million yeurs 
o h t i s t  trust 1 may, I shall never ceusu 
to Hke I t

"We wore more or less In regions 
wtoro oyriers ntoumh-d. I've often 
seen colored p<-npl# going through the 
company streets carrying oysters In 
backets and ratling them at it) cents a 
pint, the pint being measured In nn 
army tin cup, which held about a pint 
and a quarter er pint and a half. Un­
der such clrenmstsncea, If a man liked 
oysters ft was simply a question of 
whether to  had tto  money to buy them 
wltli, which reminds mo that It's a 
mighty good thing to have a Utile mon­
ey In your pocket wherever you may ho.

“I t was the same with sweet pota­
toes, which I remember we used to cook 
In a  camp kettle with Just water 
enough to oook 'em and no more, so 
that they'd cook dry- And sometimes 
we used to take sweet potatoes along 
on picket and roast them In t to  fire, If 
you were where you could have tho 
fire; In camp wo would bury theui in 
tto  ashes of the cook's fire a t the end 
of tto  company street 

I remember onoe wo bad a 'possum— 
'possum stew. Tho first fresh figs I 
e rer ate I got In tho army, and the 
ssmo with persimmons and pomegran­
ates. Mtybo you don't like all these 
things, but they're alt a good wnyi 
from pot*- l  don't know Just what 
the boys get In tho West Indies aud 
Philippine Islands, but It probably lsu't 
all porit and hardtack."—New York 
Sun.

Samuel Millington, member of Co. 

D. 84th Mlohlgnn Volunteers, passed 
through here Tuesday on his way to 
hie homo in Calumet, having been 
granted n furlough extending to Sept. 
18. Ho wee with the regiment la tho 
fight a t {Santiago nod endured the 
hnrdehlM of the siege. Ho was n per* 
eonnl friend of tho Into Frank J .  Muok 
and was intimately associated with 
him until sickness took him from the 
racks. Millington himself was great­
ly emaciated and lost 20 pounds, whioh 
for a  man of his statue, Is adeoimatlon 
nearing tbe verge of collapse. He 
looked badly, in spite of the fact that 
bo claimed to have been rapidly re­
cuperating since reaching New York, 
more than a week ago. Hie uniform, 
of tbe regulation blue, which, was 
now as he entered the service about 60 
days ago, was bleached and faded by 
tbe burniog sun and pouring rain that 
prevailed througbdut tbe period of his 
active service In Cuba. It looked as If 
It had seen a year’s service Instead of 
tbe small fraction. He had no com­
plaint of the hardship and seemed to 
think that all possible for tbe comfort 
of bis. regiment bad been dono by those 
In command.

Another Fire*

with a  view of s  conflagration. W hat 
then tb s motive? Wes U tbe work of 
boys who thought to get the fire de­
partment out merely fo? tbe fun of the 
thing, or was It the work of some de­
signing person who sought to annoy 
the polios? I t  certainly looks as If i t  
must be one of these two tLlngs. Tbe 
fire was put out before any damage 
was oaused, and It may prove a fortu­
nate affair In the end as pointing a  
theory upon whioh tbe apprehension 
of tbe offender m ty be based. Those 
who are Inclined to blame the polios 
for tbe frequency of thle thing, should 
not forget tha t the three policemen on 
nights hero are not omnipresent—th a t 
they one not be expected to catch the 
sneak, possibly under direction of a  
pal who Informs him of tbs exact 
movement of tbe officer upon tbe long 
beet. His ability to do detective work 
le modified by hie uniform and gener­
al knowledge of bis duty. If this vil­
lain In oaugbt hymn offioer, it must bn 
by one steadily la  tbe role of a detec­
tive and not by tbe n lf h t patrol wboes 
identity and prssenon at n given point 
le unavoidably known lo tbe mischief- 
maker. Therefore criticism of tbla 
sort upon tbe oflloer is unfair and un­
reasonable. They are nil doing ibcir 
best la view of tbe disadvantage by 
reason of the positions occupied by 
them. This particular affair seems to 
offer some new light upon tbe mystery 
and It Is to bo hoped may enablo a  de­
tection of ibe oflleoder.
