FACTS ABOUT THE HAWAIIAN^

How They Became Cfcrlstlane-Thelr 
Alphabet-Pol, Alohs, and Lais*

Hawaltans all become “Christians” 
through the simple process of an edict 
—kapoo—of oue of the sturdy old 
Kamehnmebas. That worthy King, 
observing tbat It was easier to kill an 
enemy with a rifle than with a dub, 
and that tbe rifle was tbe invention of 
tbe Christians, took a short cut through 
tbe theological maxes of tho mission­
aries who were trying to convert his 
subjects, and announced that all Ha­
waiian* were from that moment Chris­
tians. As he added that be would 
knock In the head any who objected, 
the thing was done as fast at his cour­
iers could deliver bis message to bis 
loving subjects.

All native women ride, full-blood, 
half-caste, and white, and everywhere 
but In Honolulu ride meu’s saddle*. 
Tbe low-caste ride native ponies In a 
careless, slovenly manner, but tbe bleb- 
caste and whites, sitting astride nn 
American horse—tbe possession of 
wbleb Is almost u mark of rank-ride 
with a dash and style that are flue to 
see. Ou all tbe Islands but Oahu, and 
oven on that outside of Honolulu, 
where fashions from “tbe States” pre­
vail, tho women all dress lu a gown 
filling straight from the shoulders, aud 
In this garment, called a boloku, they 
ride man-fashion, tho skirts being so 
very full they need not be divided.

Pol, the staff of life of the uattve Ha­
waiian*, is made of an esculent root 
called tarn, much resembling a ldg 
sweet potato. Tbe tara, raw, Is pound­
ed Into a thick, stiff paste In wooden 
troughs, packed In matting, and allow­
ed to ferment. When It Is to be served 
this Is thinned to any desired const*- 
tency In a calabash, and Conveyed to 
the mouth by the fingers. It Is pale 
blue In color and slightly acid In taste, 
but foreigners soon acquire a liking for 
It, especially when thinned with milk 
so tbat It can be drank.

There are but twelve letters In the 
Hawaiian alphabet. These, with their 
pronunciations, are: A tab), e(a), I tec),
0 (o as In bo), u (00), b (hay), k (kay),
1 (la), m (moo), n (000), p (pay), and w 
(voy). The missionaries added a thir­
teenth, t, but tbe natives won't have 
It, and continue to pronounce, for In­
stance, the name of tbe root from which 
poi Is mode “kara,” although tbe mis­
sionaries have It “tara.” Every vowel 
In a word Is distinctly sounded, except 
tbat the vowels “a!" are sounded “1,” 
as In Kugllsh. Waikiki, tbe beach 
where our soldiers take an ocean 
plunge during their stay In Honolulu, 
Is properly prouounced “Vlkeckee.” 
There Is a great difference in the speech 
of the high and low caste natives. The 
first call their Island group “Ha-va-e.v 
ee,” and the latter begin it all right 
with “Ha,” but conclude with a gut­
tural grunt; and the word heard most, 
“Aloha,” sounds soft and beautiful ou 
the lips of the first, but is a buy, good- 
natured grant as the latter spedfi i t

Aloha Is, la their limited vocabulary, 
at ooco a greeting and farewell, a 
formal expression of regard and of 
deep love. In tho lutter cuse It Is In­
creased In warmth and depth of mean­
ing by modifying adjectives annexed 
Instead of prefixed, as “Aloba uul,” 
“Aloha nut loa,” or even “Aloha nul 
loa kear’—and'then It Is time to speak 
to papa.

Our soldiers, so say tho reports from 
Honolulu, were greeted with “Alohas” 
and “lots.” The latter Are wreaths of 
flowers made cither to fit around the 
hat of a man or head of a woman, or 
more generously to hang over tho neck 
and shoulders. The native women dis­
play much art In weaving the abund­
ant flowers tuto lets of much beauty. 
No matter how mnuy men may leave 
a ranch or plantation-house, nor bow 
early It may be In tbe morning, the 
mistress has bceu busy with her maids, 
and every guest Is decked with a lot. A 
popular man dopnrtmlng on ono of the 
little Inter-lslsnd steamers Is bade fare­
well by. a huudrod friends, wbo rub 
noses with him until tbe gong sounds, 
and then load him with lels so that he 
can scarcely stagger up the gangplank. 
—New York World.

It Is tbat weeds flourish aud Increase 
In spite of llmlr best efforts to elimin­
ate them from the gardens. Botanists 
cease to lie surprised Immediately they 
know the resource** of the posts. It Is 
now known that a single wild carrot 
plant will produce no less tlmn 1,’JOO 
seeds In a season, while other uud bet­
ter-known woods are even more pro- 
lUle. A common dandelion will have 
LfiOO seeds; chlckwccd, 2,<nm: cockle, 
8,200; euinpslon, it,431; chess, a,500; 
dock, 11,700; ragweed, 4,872; gmnndifol, 
0.500; ox-eye daisy, 0,000; mallow, 10;- 
500; motherwort, IMJnni; fox tail, 18,* 
500: sow thistle, 10,000; mustard, ill,- 
000; Canadian thistle, 42,000; and red 
|N)ppy, 50,000, Kveu these are hut tri­
fling when compared to the burdock, 
ptirslulnc and 11110118’ quarters. The 
first named will disseminate 400,1128 
stasis; tho sisamd, fiOO.'M), and tho 
third, H25*ooo In a single season.

For Working Men.
A winter garden In wlileli the tired 

worlfingmati may take his ease la 
{among tin1 attractive features of tbe 
Mills House, the handsome hotel for 
the iNHiple, erected In New York by 
P. O. Milts, Iwnkcr and philanthropist 
The house Is built III two parts, ,*och lu 
the form of a hollow square, with a 
courtyard In the center of cacti part. 
Each courtyard Is fifty fi*ei stpuire and 
floored with heavy glass, which i* the 
skylight for room* Mow. I’tilm* will 
In* placed aInmiI them* courtyard*, aud 
there will In* sent* and tables. Above 
the glass floor rise nine tiers of win­
dows, and over all Is s great skylight. 
The walls rising uliove the «*»mrtyard 
are entirely white, and at night are 
starred with electric lights. There are 
ovtrr flftecu hundr d  iNtlrootus In the

building, the uniform rate per night 
for each being twenty cento. This In­
cludes tbe privilege of reading and 
lounging rooms, writing tables, hot and 
cold water baths, and tables where 
games may be played. Each room baa 
at least one window looking either upon 
tbe street or Into one of tbe courts.

Windows looking on tbe court are 
provided with grilles and lace curtains, 
no window glass being used. The rooms 
on tbe outside of tbe building have win­
dows and curtains. The various floors 
are reached by means of elevators. Tbe 
rooms are Just large enough to contain 
a bed and a chair. They are all separ­
ated, however, and are lighted over the 
partition, there being no lights In the 
rooms. Lockers In tbo basement allow 
for tbe storage of tho effects of the 
guests. The building le heated through­
out with steam and lit by electricity. A 
laundry la provided In tbe house, and 
tho men may, If they desire, wash 
their own clothes, The dining-room Is 
In the basement and Is Intended to fur­
nish cheap meals of a good quality. Mr. 
Mills wishes It to be understood that 
men wbo become guests of the hotel 
pay well for the accommodations they 
get. He declares that he expects the 
Investment to pay financially. HIs ob­
ject Is to show that self-respecting men 
of small means can 1» given fine accom* 
modatlons at surprisingly low prices.

A most curious and sluggish creature 
Is tho tnutnwn, a nlue-lnch llxard, 
whose home Is in New Zealand. Tbe 
little Imitation saurian has the reputa­
tion of being the bixlest creature ever 
created. He Is usually found dinging 
to rocks or logs along the shores of riv­
ers and lakes, and has been known to 
remalu In ono position perfectly mo­
tionless for many months. How the 
creature manages to exist Is a mystery.

A naturalist who has given ninny 
years of study to some of the smaller 
forms of insect life has discovered that 
oertalu sorts of spiders are possessed of 
organs for which ther^seeius to be no 
use save to create sound. They are 
mostly used when the little creatures 
are alarmed, although tho oplulon la 
held by some that this Is their means 
of colling to their mates. The alarm 
Idea, however, has some support Iff the 
case of the rattlesnake, which is pro­
vided with tbe means of making Its 
presence known whenever an enemy 
approaches. Whether the possession 
of organs for creating sound Is design­
ed merely as a protection or warulug la 
a point to which uuturailsts are giving 
careful and enthusiastic attention.

“It Is common to hear people speak 
about poisonous serpents,” writes a 
xoologlst. “Hcrpents are nover poison­
ous; they are venomous. A poison cun- 
not be tukcu Internally without hud ef­
fects; a venom can. Veuoins, to lie of-1 
fectlve, have to tie Injected directly luto 
the circulation, and this Is the manner 
In which the snakes kill. Their venom 
taken Internally Is Innocuous. A uot her 
popular error Is the supposition thut a 
snake bites. Probably uo creature In 
the world provided with teeth and jaws 
bus so little power of biting. The Jaws 
are not hlugcd, but are attached ono 
to the other by cartilage. Thus a snake 
can have uo leverage In opitoslng ono 
Jaw to the other, aud eould not In this 
manner pierce the skin. The fangs are 
driven Into the flesh by a stroke, and 
not by a bite. A suuko Is harmless un­
less In coll. From Ms colls It throws tta 
Load and body forward, and strikes or 
hooks Its fangs Into the object aimed 
a t  Tho entire work Is done with the 
upper Jpw, the lower jaw having noth­
ing at all to do with I t A man strik­
ing a boathook Into a pier furnishes an 
oxamplo of tho way lu which a snako 
strikes.”

How Do Yo« Walk?
No two people walk exactly alike and 

ths ntudent of character finds much to 
Interest him In the way pcoplo walk 
as In any peculiarity they may liave of 
feature. Quick steps denoto agitation; 
slow steps, either long or abort, suggest 
a gentle or contemplative turn of mind.

Turnod-ln toos generally character­
ise tho absent-minded and a stoop the 
studious and deeply rofloctlre, whoso 
thoughts urn unywhers rather than 
with themselves. Oltstluacy Is ludl- 
eated by tho slow, heavy aud flat-foot- 
i*d style of walking, while mlserlluos* 
may be suspeend from short, nervous 
and anxious footstep. Hly, cunning 
people walk with a noiseless, even and 
stealthy tread, resembling that of a 
oat. A proud person gouerally takes 
evun steps, hold* the figure upright and 
the head a little back and turns tho 
toes well out.

A gay aud volatile person trip* light­
ly and easily. In sympathy with his or 
her nature. Character Is showu by all 
sorts of oddities in gait, but for grace 
aud elegance no civilian's walk will 
hear comparison with that of the man 
who has received military training.— 
Chicago News.

Observation and experiment go to 
show how large an Influence food has 
In determining the color of animals. 
Everybody knows how easily tbe color 
of tbe yellow canary may be altered to 
an orange red by mixing cayenne pep­
per with Its food, though It Is true that 
the color change may be produced only 
In the very young birds whoso feathers 
are not completely matured. It Is also 
a  matter of experiment that all varie­
ties of canaries ore not equally suscep­
tible to the Influences of the pepper, and 
It Is a very curious fact that If the pig­
ment that causes the red color of the 
pepper be mixed with the food of the 
bird without tbe other constituents, yel­
low-colored canaries are not In the 
slightest degree affcctril by It, while 
brown birds or the brown feathers of 
yellow birds become distinctly lighter 
In hue.

Here Is another Interesting experi­
ment The large tortoise-shell butterfly 
normally feeds upon the leaves of the 
elm, while the small tortoise-shell Is ad­
dicted to nettles, but when some Ima- 
[goes of the large tortoise-shell were 
•bred from caterpillars that have been 
found upon nettles, they showed a won­
derful similarity to tho smaller species, 
though the color was nearer that of tho 
larger. Quite in the same line is tbe ob­
servation tbat the thorn moth exhibits 
variations In color according as the lar­
va Is fed upon oak, hnwthorne, llmo or 
lUac. Many other exiierlments havo 
shown a similar effect of food In modi­
fying or completely changing the color 
of animals.

Among the changes of color that are 
most perplexing, If one would refer 
their canse to utility only. Is that of tbo 
gull, which Is blue and white, and Is 
therefore generally allowed to be of 
protective value. But of the first three 
yean of their lives several common spe­
cies of gull have a brownish speckled 
plumage, which Is totally unlike that of 
the older birds, on which fact Mr. Bed- 
dard remarks: “If one color Ims advan­
tageous, the other must be the reverse, 
and three years Is either n considerable 
period, or It Is not long enough.”

Anotherperplexlngpart of the subject 
Is the color of deep-sea animals. It Is 
an established fact that marine animals 
can and do live at the enormous depth 
of more than five miles below the sur­
face of tho water. It Is also certain 
tbat tbe sunlight does not penetrate to 
that depth, so that the animals that ex­
ist there exist in more than midnight 
darkness. Yet, the fact Is, that brilliant 
colorations arc generally found in them. 
Of what use can It be? How can natu­
ral selection or sexual selectlou have 
anything to do with It? It Is true, In­
deed, that there may be phosphorescent 
light emitted by the anlmuls them­
selves; and of this there are many evi­
dences, but though tho deep-sea fish 
may be guided to Its prey by a series of 
natural “bulls-eye lanterns, tho color 
of Its prey could hare no protective ef­
fect, but exactly the reverse. -Our Ani­
mal Friends.

Blstortsd Portraiture* of French
Wives and Mothers by Novelists.
Miss Anna L. BIcknell, wbo lived for 

tome years In tbe Tullerles as a govern­
ess In the household of Napoleon III.» 
contributes to tbe Century an article 
on “French Wives and Mothers." Miss 
BIcknell says: Those who have gath­
ered their opinions ss to tbe real char­
acter of the average Frenchwoman 
from the romantic literature of the 
present century, more especially that 
sf the last few years, would necessarily 
bear a severe judgment, tinged with a 
considerable amount of contempt. Such 
an opinion would, however, be unjust 
tnd wholly undeserved, as any impar­
tial observer, having been privileged to 
share French home life, could truly tell 
them. The average Englishwoman Is 
very graphically depleted In English t 
novels, and a fotelguer can form a fair 
estimate of ber merits aud demerits 
from the descriptions ef English domes­
tic life presented by popular writers. 
But It Is not so In France or In French 
literature. The real French gentle­
woman deserves to be better under- j  
stood, for she Is totally unlike the hero­
ines of modern novels, whose writers 
know about as much of aristocratic Ufe 
as the author of “The Lady Flabclla”
In “Nicholas Nlckleby.” Tbe pictures 
presented In Octave Feulllct's writings 
are perhaps the truest to nature as it Is 
seen lu some melancholy cases; but lie 
himself certainly would havo been 
ready to admit tbat the women be met 
In dally life had nothing to common 
with his morbid heroines. As he be­
longed to a good old family of tbe up­
pernonrgeoisle, yp had better opportu­
nities of knowing the society which he 
depicted so powerfully In his novels of 
fashionable life than have the upstarts 
who describe salons of which they have 
never crossed the threshold.

Bui even In the works of Feulllet, 
although tbe frame Is accurate, the ]>or- 
traits are those of exceptionally dis­
eased minds. Women like Madame de 
Cbampatlon In “Monsieur de Cantors," 
or the dreadful Julia de Trecoeur, may 
exist In France or elsewhere; but those 
who know French society will certainly 
recognise more readily women Ilka 
Madame de Camors and her charming 
mother, or the Susanue of “La Clef 
d'Or," wkb the home of Hlbylle and tbe J  
dear old people so delightfully de­
scribed there. Many examples might 
be quoted equally sweet and pure 
among the heroines of Feulllct's Im­
passioned uarratlves, and one Is con­
vinced that these hare been more faith­
fully copied front nature thau the oth­
ers.

The fact Is tbat the great majority of 
French novelists belong to the Bohemia 
of literature, and are uot admitted 
within the precincts either of aristo­
cratic circles or of the less refined, but 
equally strict, bourgeois homes. They 
know only the borderland, peopled In 
general by tbo wealthy uud adventur­
ous foreign set which budded aud ex­
panded daring the Second Empire, and 
luis now takeu its place by the side of 
French society, but uot within Ms pale.

Hoosehold Economies In Franco.
An article on “French Wives and 

Mothers,” written by Miss Anna L. 
BIcknell, and Illustrated by Boutet de 
Monvel, appears In tbe Century! Tbe 
author suys: The pot-au-feu, or meat- 
soup, Is In fact a festive meal; more 
often the mother has made soup with 
dry crusts soaked In tho water which 
lias belled vegetables, uud tho addition 
of pet-pods or some such delicacy. If 
they lire near the Hallos Centrales, or 
principal markets, the mother gees 
there late In the afternoon and looks 
out for articles of food which would 
not bear a day's delay, and pouuces up­
on these bocauso they are sold at any 
price, In the caso of old bachelors or 
widowers, "lone aud lorn,” who are not 
•0 export at bargaining, there Is tho 
characteristic resource of what are 
called lea bijoux, namely, the remfinnis 
•old by cooki of large establishments 
tnd by first-class restaurants. These 
are collected from door to door, and 
tumbled together In uo very iipiioUsIng 
fashion; but the retailer sorts and ar­
range* tbe various articles, which are 
then proporly adorned (pares), scraped, 
and cut Into uoat pieces, nicely garnish­
ed, and set out on deau plates. Custom­
ers who are bravo enough to forgot the 
antecedents of such dainties nmy thus 
purchase for a trifle portions of the 
choicest game or tbe best fish served on 
blgh-dsas tables, with many other ddl- 
ctdes of tempting appearance, Mauy 
old rentiers, so called, living In garrets, 
and sunning themsdvo* all day on 
benches lu the public gardens, where 
they talk politic* with Qietr fellows, 
get really good dinners In this way.

Tbs Rainbow*

If were poised 
In tbe air, high above tho earth, we 
could see It alL The circular ehape la 
dus to the fact that tbe raindrops are 
round, and tbat each drop reflects but 
ono color to our eyes. It may strike 
you as a strange thing, Imt It Is true, 
that no two persons see tho samo bow. 
Tbat Is because no two person* can 
possibly occupy tbo same position, and 
thus reflections fall dlffcreutly upon 
their eyes.

fhe Btory of an Old Man Who Had Bad 
, Lack Kalarag Peefowte.
* "No, ma'am,” said the huckster at the 
alley gate to the lady of the house, who 
bad come out there to ask him n ques­
tion, "uo, ma'am, 1 haven't got a  pea­
fowl on the place, and I don't think I 
ever will have.”

STATISTICS ABOUT THE SEA.

Cnrlous Figures About Its Welghti 
Depth and Volume.

I Intend to take iny reveuge on the 
•ea for the past ludlgultlcs suffered 
row him aud to deal deliberately In 

personalities about him. Inviting to 
my side his many victims who huvu 
Buffered the like ludlgnltles, I propose 
hat we weigh, lueusure and gauge 

him, battle him, play games with him 
and show him up generally—for, like 
most bullies, he Is a bit of a humbug. 
For our attack ou the sea wo shall 
want a few facts to start from, and 
hero they are:

We take the statements of. four good 
wen of science, a geographer, an as 
tronomcr, a physicist, a stutlsticiuu. 
add the statements, divide by four, and 
arrive at the result that the surface of 
he sea Is 188^ millions of square miles 

hls weight 1.882.000,000,000,OUO.OUU 
tons aud hls volume 822,000,000 cubic 
miles. A like process will tell US that 
the average depth of the sen Is 12,000 
feet (more than two and ofle-quarter 
miles), and we know that one cubic foot 
of him wqlghs over sixty-four pouuds 
avoirdupois. 1. e., about font and oue 
fialf stouc, or as much as a small child 
8 or 10 years of age, From these flg 
ures Mr. Schooling deduces that tlm 
sea Is simply nowhere wheii we com 
pare It with the laud of this planet as 
regards the so)!J quantities of weight 
depth and volume:

"Only in the superficial quality of sur 
faro does the sea beat the hind. As to 
beauty, there li infinitely more of it 
and In much groater variety, on the 
land than on tho sea. To further cm 
phaslse the magnificence of the sea we 
wlU now pour It luto a Jelly mold-one 
of those thin, ornamental, tin shapes 
yon see In the kitchen dresser. For 
this experiment 1 have dug out all the 
Inside of the Cultcd Kingdom of Grant 
Brltafu and Ireland, from Its surface 
all the way down to the ceuter of tin 
earth (3,tKV> miles), and have thus nmde 
the largest jelly mold known—or rather 
two of them, for Ireland forms a shapf 
by Itself, although, at Iwttom, It Is firm 
ly joined to England, Wales aud Scot­
land. Now. tills jelly mold would Ik* 
large enough to hold Just oue-hulf of nil 
the msi of this planet, so that a pair of 
these tin shapes would dispone of the 
whole sea!"- Person's Muguzltie.

Way will be opened for marketing of 
crops that It has not hitherto been 
worth while to grow and minerals 
which It 1ms been a needless waste to 
toil to dig out of me ground. Whatever 
may be decided as lo the political fu­
ture of Culm, its Industrial and com­
mercial future will bo directed by 
American enterprise and stimulated 
w'th American capital. This next In­
vasion will be beneflclent to Cuba, en­
riching to us and gladdening to tbe 
world at large.—New York World.

An Italian physician, Dr. JtanareUI, 
has succeeded In fludlng tho special 
microbe that Is rcfffioasJbto for the yel­
low fever. The discovery was made 
two or three years ago, but it was not 
nnuouuccd until 18OT, when lie gave u 
full description of it. Like mnny other 
simitar bacilli, the germ does Its work 
by secreting and excreting a poison 
tluit has a peculiar effect upon the vital 
organs of the human system. Tbe 
jhiIkuu acts upon the nervous system, 
tho kidneys, liver, spleen and stomach, 
but the kidneys and stomach are the 
moot seriously affected, producing 
uraemia and vomiting. Sonaretll found 
In his Investigations that “if a culture 
plate was sowu wltb nothing but this 
one class of genus they would repro­
duce slowly, but If the seeds, or spores, 
or certain other fungi, were scattered 
over the plate the yellow fever mi­
crobes would propagate rapidly.*' From 
tills he concludes that the yellow fever 
germs produce rapidly In moldy places, 
aud ospcclully that ship bottoms arc 
good brewliug places for them. He 
fouud tbut the germs were proof 
against drying, but that seven hours of 
direct sunshine was fatal to them, as 
was a tciniicruturc of 1-10 degrees 
Fahrenheit. The genus are taken Into, 
the human system by breathing dust 
containing them as well os by drinking 
or eating Infected water or food. Some 
of the governments In Houtb America, 
where yellow fever Is often epidemic, 
have offered prises for Investigations 
of the disease*, and It Is prolmble that 
in n few years It will cease to tie dread­
ed its It now Is.

It Is Interesting to note that railroad 
officials now do not hesitute to declare 
the complete subsidence of the Klon­
dike cruxe-lutercstliiff and significant 
for the reason that the railroad com­
panies were active In stimulating travel 
towurd Alaska, liecause of the beueflts 
uccrulng to them therefrom. The ar- 
rlvul at Western ports of vessels lodeu 
with gold dust from the northern min­
ing camps awakens little Interest and 
scurcely even comment now. Least of 
all does It plant in uuy man's breast a 
desire lo forsake tbe comforts of home 
for the husardous and perilous trip to 
the far off Klondike, It Is Improbable 
that there will ever be auotber Klon­
dike rush. Men are too familiar uow 
with the haxurds of gold hunting In 
Ahiskn lo willingly face its perils. A 
cortalu umouut of travel may flow In 
tluit direction coutlmmlly, but It will 
never ugalu ussurne the proportion of 
the opeulug months of the year. As 
travel toward Alaska aud interest In 
the gold fields there U*gau to wutie 
coincident with the outbreak of the 
war with ffpalii, It hue boon assumed 
that as tin* war draws to an eud the 
Klondike erase will reassert Itself. It Is 
questionable whether the war luul 
much to do with stemming the tide of 
travel northward. Would uot the rush 
to the gold fields luive ulmted at atwut 
the same lime hud there tieeu no war I 
Was It uot iho native good sense of the 
people, reasserting Itself, tluit caiiand 
them to turn from Die glittering clilm 
ora of the northV An amplitude o{

WMi aud Marrow Tiros,
One who has thoroughly studied the 

subject writes: We advocate wide 
tire for farms and narrow tire for good 
roads and pavement. Experiment* at 
tho Utah experiment station demon­
strated that a' given load on lftdnch 
tiro drew 41.0 per cent heavier than on 
a 9-lnch tire, the draught betug on a 
fairly stiff grass sod; on a moist but 
bard road the IH-locb tire drew 12.7 
jwr cent, heavier than the 8-lnch. An 
authority on tbe subject says: “In New 
York Htate tbe experiment was made 
of using wide tire cii a road about five 
miles long leading to a stone quarry. 
Tho heavy wagons used thereon were 
equipped with rear wheels having tires 
0 lucbre wide, and forward wheels 
having tires 4 inches wide, the for­
ward wheels tracking Just inside the 
rear wheels. Each wagon was thus 
transformed Into a roller covering 20 
Inches In width every time It pbssed 
along. Smaller wagous were equipped 
with wheels similar In principle. The 
road, which formerly rutted luccssant- 
1)’ and deeply, was covered with stone 
chips, which' these wagons soota rolled 
tuto a bard mass. The road now sup­
ports loads of from 8,000 to 10,000 
pounds, and consequently has a hard, 
compact and regular surface. The cost 
of hauling loads over this road Is re­
duced about 20 per cent.**—’Western 
Plowman.

Flneet Bicycle Bead Known.
The road I have In my mind Is In 

Indio, and stretches 1,200 miles from 
Lahore to Calcutta. It Is the famous 
Grand Trunk road. Let me explain 
Its nature, though one cannot do so by 
comparison, for there is no road of five 
miles lo England that Is anything like 
lb It Is level; Indeed, there Is not 
above a mile tbe whole distance where 
even a lady need dismount to walk. 
Around Battersea Park Is supposed to 
be the easiest little spin In London. 
Tho Grand Trunk road Is infinitely su­
perior to Battersea Park. The material 
with which it is made is called kunker, 
and If you care to turn that word into 
concrete you buvu au Idea of what It Is 
like. It Is exceedingly hard, and as 
smooth as a prepared pavement. There 
is no dust. When I first got on this 
road and enjoyed the luxury of oasy 
traveling, 1 said: “This is magnificent; 
but lu a little time I suppose It wifi be­
come gritty and uneven." I went fifty 
miles, 100 miles, 200 tulles, 500,000,700 
miles aud It was always the same, with 
not even a small stone to give a Jog. 
Nearly tho whole of the way Is lined 
with a double row of majestic trees. 
The concrete road runs like a long 
white ribbon down tbe center, and 
along each side are loose-soil tracks, 
over which tho natlvo bullock carts 
creak a slow ten miles an hour.

With two friends I rode across India 
during tho hottest time of tbe year, 
in April and May, and was never se­
riously lucopfcntoucod by tbe beat; for, 
at a pace offifteen miles an hour, one 
could always create a draught.—Cham­
bers* Journal.

BRAIN A DOUBLE ORGAN.

Queer Theory Advaaced by an Anato­
mist of Wldo lUpute.

One of tbo best-known anatomists, 
Dr. George M. Kellogg, Is quoted as ad­
vocating the theory that tbe brain, like 
tbo eyes, ears, bauds, etc., Is a double 
organ—In fact, that man bas two 
bralus, the greater number of nerves 
leading from each half of the brain to 
tbe half of tbe body which they govern, 
and crossing before connecting with 
the body and only about one-tenth of 
the nerves which come from each side 
of the body. All mammals, It Is re­
marked, are modi* up of paired organs, 
nerves, muscles and limbo, each side 
belug a duplicate of tbe other In struc­
ture, function and form, except that 
they are reversals of each other. Mao 
alone, as a result of habit, uses tbe 
right aide of his body In preference to 
Hie left, snd this has tended to make 
tbe left liiunlRPliHs of (be brain pre­
dominant. When a movement la made 
tbe brain record* it, and there Is a 
slight change In development; If tbe 
nerves rtmulng to o l  half of the brain 
are but little*, used they do not set vol­
untarily aud the toft aide of tbe brain 
ocou becomes anxious to do all the 
work. Frequently* too, pereons Injun* 
over the third toft frental area of tbe 
brain have lieeonw mutes, and then 
been educated to epeak by training tbo 
right brain. Dr. Kellogg desires a race 
with two iierfect hoods and a double 
brain, healthfully responsive, each to 
each, through these exquisite conduc­
tors, tbe nerves, and argues that chil­
dren should be taught to use both sides 
of the body equally from earliest In­
fancy-

THE ROMANOE OP A PRINCESS.

I t  Is Probably an Untrn* Story* bat an 
Xntorsatlng Ono,

El Tiempo, a newspaper published at 
, Caracas. Venexnela, recently printed a 
somewhat sensational account of tbe Al­
leged flight to America of a daughter of 
Don Carlos, the pretender to the Span­
ish throne, aud of her finding refuge In 
a  millinery store in this city. The fact 
that the high-born senorlta has not yet 
been found out and Interviewed by 
some American reporter Is proof 
enough that she Is not here. Neverthe­
less, El Tiempo manages to tell a pretty 
good story, of which the following Is a 
translation:

"Some days ago wo gave an account 
of the fate which had befallen tbe Prin­
cess Elvira of Bourbou, daughter of 
Don Carlos, In consequence of her in­
fatuation for tbe painter Fotcbl. She Is 
now working as a milliner In Washing­
ton, and her patrician fingers are busy 
putting ribbons, feathers and flowers 
on tbe bats of Yankee ladles."

The paper then proceeds to cull, from 
Italian Journals, the following particu­
lars concerning "tbe origin and devel- 
opnent of tbe passion of the Princess 
do Bourbon for this poor painter, whose 
•kill In bis art was not grea't cuougb to 
secure their support, or prevent bla 
Elvira from being forced to earn her 
living by working for dally wages lu a 
millinery store."

"Robert, Duko of Parma, Italy, pos­
sesses three magnificent pieces of tapes­
try, which he Inherited from his grand­
father, Charles Luis, Duke of Lucca, 
which be desired to transfer to Castle 
Hchwarxcn, his Austrian estate. Tho 
laws of Italy, however, do not permit 
the removal of such works of art from 
that country, and tbe Duke hod to con­
tent himself with having painted copies 
made of the tapestries. For this under­
taking he engaged’ tbe services of a 
painter named Folchl, a man of pious 
aud temperate disposition, married, 
and the father of children—a person, 
Indeed, well suited to tbe austere si­
lence of the ducal palace.

Folchl was soon Installed at his work 
In the palace, where, by-reason of the 
Duke's continued absence, he enjoyed 
the greatest freedom. At first he paint­
ed fulthfully, but soon he let fall the 
brushes and engaged In the more agree­
able occupation of walking about tbe 
grounds.

“On so estate adjoining that of tho 
Duke were sojourning the daughters of 
Don Carlos, tlio Princesses Elvira, 
Beatrice and Alice, who had gone there 
In order to be removed as far as possi­
ble from their father, whose tnArriage 
to Marie do Rohan hod greatly Incensed 
them against him. Dou Carlos on bis 
part, took not tbe slightest interest lu 
their doings.

“Folchl, tbe palutcr, while strolling 
around tluit vicinity one day, met 
them. Princess Elvira, a girl of exalt­
ed and romantic ideas, an admirer of 
tho urt of paintlug, aud an Incessant 
reader of poetry, was tbe one who was 
most deeply Impressed by Folchl, who, 
In spite of his deep piety of soul, Is a 
very insinuating young man.

“Her mother, tbe good Princess Mar­
garita, died In 1888, and her father 
passed his time In Venice, devoted to 
bis uew wife and receiving tbe liomugo 
of the Carllsts, who went there to kiss 
bis band.

“Now began an amorous romance, 
which filled with pride tbe young paint­
er, who was better qualified to feed tbo 
flame of a growing passion than to 
wield tho brush of an artist. Thence­
forward he never walked alouo, but 
was always accompaulod by tbe Prin­
cess In bis rambles. This naturally 
caused no end of gossip among the do­
mestics, but the two lovers cared*uoth- 
lug for that.

“Meanwhile tho Duke o( Parma was 
wondering when tho copies of his 
topestriof would be ready for Castlo 
Hchwaraen.

“One eveulug Princess Elvira and her 
fovorness went to Lucca to witness a 
performance of the well-known opera, 
'Bohemian Life/ Folchl followed, and 
never deserted them for an Instaot. Tbo 
governess did not relish bis company, 
but ibe was threatened wltb loetont 
dlsmlfleal by ber mistress If sbu raised 
further objection,

“During tbe scene lu the o|K»ra In 
which Mini!, tbe heroine, dies In a mis­
erable hut as her lover gives her a last 
kiss, ilie princess was seen to dry her 
eyes frequently and appeared deeply 
nuived. Did this scene'remind her of 
what the future might have In storet"

To make a tong story short, the gov­
erness went back alone, and the Prin­
cess end ber lover fled from llely and 
•ought n new heme In the domain of 
Uucto Ham, and at last accounts Dou 
Carlos was not worrying himself about 
bis daughter's escapade,-Wsslilngfou 
Star.

BONES OF GIANT INDIANA

Prehistoric Man Boren Fret Tall Who
Once Lived In What Is Maryland.
There his been received at the Mary­

land Academy of Sciences the skeleton 
of an Indian seven feet tall, says tbe 
Baltimore American. It was discovered 
near Autlctnm recently.

There are now skeletons of three 
powerful Indians at the academy who 
at one time In tbelr wildness roamed 
over the State of Maryland armed with 
inch Instruments as nature gave them 
or that tbelr limited skill taught them 
to make. Two of these skeletons be­
longed to Individuals evidently of gi­
gantic slse. The vertebrae and bones 
of the legs are nearly as thick as those 
of a horse, and the length of the long 
bones Is exceptional.

The skulls are of fine proportions, 
ample, tod with walls of moderate , 
thickness, but of great streugtb, and 
stiffened behind by a powerful occipital 
ridge. The curves of the forehead ure 
moderate and not retreating, suggest­
ing Intelligence aud connected with 
Jaws of moderate dcvclopme.it.

Tradition lias handed down the state­
ment that betweeu the years 1780 and 
1730 tbe Catawhas overtook a band of 
Delaware* nt Hie mouth of the Antle- 
tain, and In the battle Hint ensued the 
Delawares were completely annihi­
lated. Ho the tradition goes, but ac­
cording to Dr. Philip R. I’ulcr, presi­
dent of tho Maryland Acnd miy of Hel- 
eueos, a careful examination of this lo­
cality has fulled to establish evidences 
of a battle at this point, although nu­
merous spear and arrow leads Imve 
been taken froth the soil thcie.

It Is of great Interest, however, to r 
notice that the locality was. at uu ear­
lier date, before the ejmiug of the 
white man, occupied us a village site 
by Indians of greut stamre, some of 
them six and a half to seveu feet In 
height.

Tho manner of burial was like this: 
The flesh was cleaned from llu* Imuic*. 
some of which were then charred. The 
small bones of the face aud neck were 
packed in tbe cavity of the skull, and 
a round hole, about two and n half feet 
wide, was dug In the ground, iu which 
the^ikeleton was buried uid carefully 
packed with day. In the grave was 
also placed lottery, u tomahawk and 
other weapons tolonging to the In­
dians.

The carihwa* heaped tip into a small, 
oblong mound, along which other sim­
ilar mounds extended for many feet. 
The overflows of a neighboring river at 
tills point had almost destroyed the 
burial area, so that only three- of Hic«e
•mall elevations were ..... gnixnhle at
the time of the exeuvaiiuu.

A captnln who recently visited the 

United HUttes camp at Chlckamauga 
was greatly interested lu the tiiotiKurc* 
liolnir taken to iilmtu the mddlcrs sleep­
ing on guard. "This keeping awake." 
said the Captain, "lit tin* hours when 
most men have, through the hnhlt and 
training of their entire lives, done their 
soundest sleeping Is u dltlleult question 
to handle. It Is a matter In which hy 
force of will a new habit must Is* 
formed. Hundreds and thousands of 
robust fellows find It extremely dittleult 
to keep awake after 1 or 2 oYloek In 
the morning must keep awake by exer­
cise of will power UUtll the pruetlee of 
keeplug awake at will has become a 
habit. Iu the Tilton army during the 
civil war it was found Unit alsiitt 2 or 4 
o'clock lu the morning the men were lu 
such deep sleep that It was dllttcult to 
wake them, General Nelson in his <11- 
vislou adopted the plan of waking the 
men before daylight every morning, 
with Instructions to stnud for an hour 
Id Hue of bat tie. The hoys swore about 
this a great deal lmenusc they thought 
there was no necessity for It, hut the 
old General knew what he was doing. 
That division acquired the Imblt of 
sleeping lightly In the early morultig 
hour;; when titer.• was moNt danger of 
attack, and the men were never taken 
unawares. In placing men on picket 
duty the General at that lime made It 
lni|N)Ssib|e for the men to sleep, be­
cause the sergeauts or olllcers of the 
guard were kept on the move nearly 
all the time. This trained the men to 
alertness and to a great extent broke 
Up the sleeping Imblt.

"There were cases where men went 
to sleep on dangerous posts In spite of 
all their training and experience. While 
at Chattanooga I made It my business 
to walk loug the picket lint1 lu front of 
Fort Palmer during the siege of Chat* 
tnnooga. I fanchsl that I, located the 
s|M>t when* I found one night one of the 
liest men of our company asleep and 
snoring. At that time men were on duty 
six hours at a hi retell, and they kept 
watch sitting or lying down lu shallow 
hole* which they had scraped In the 
ground as lust they could muter fire. 
The picket line was as quiet ns a grave* 
yard except when a man showed hls 
head and the rifle of a Confederate 
sharpshooter ordered him down.

"Ah the sergeant and myself were 
creeping along the line on our hands 
mid ktlees yve limit'd a queer noise In 
one of the little cubbyholes, W< 
thought at first that one of our men 
lindheenstnhhed by a Confederate pick­
et who had sneaked up In the grass, 
hut on examination we found the man 
farthest to the front In our picket line 
asleep and snoring. That meant dentil, 
and for a minute the sergeant and my­
self stood ns If paralysed. At hist the 
sergeant's hand came out to mine and 
we shook hands. The sergeant, who 
wim n Herman, sahl lu n whisper, T 
have not I have not heard.' Then, 
retiring a few steps, he came forward 
with a great flounder of noise and 
found the man awake, Thai fellow 
kuew that he had Ihn»ii asleep and be 
realised the enormity of Ids offense. He 
came to me nt a Inter date mid mado 
explanation, and I was glad then that 
no report was ever made of the mat* 
ler,M

"IVo bad lots of trouble," said the 
Major, "lu tlte early years of the war. 
hut I cannot remomlter a single ease 
of shaping on guard In our brigade In 
the later years of the war. One night 
while we wen* camping nt Uatiley 
bridge Colonel Frlxxct), coming down 
from Hawk's Nest to consult with Hen- 
cral Cux, found tlte sentinel on duty In 
front of headquarters asleep, Tin* 
guard,ngrlm-InnklugOcrmnn, was lean* 
big against the fence post ou the top 
atep of the silk* or crossing, and was 
fast asleep. The Colonel, coining from 
the front, was much provoked nt this 
niisoldlorly conduct and proceeded to 
lake ibe gun of the sleeping man,

"A* Hu* gun was fairly In the C-olo* 
aid's hands the sentinel awoke, rubbing 
ills eyes and looking at the Colonel In 
stupid astoulsliment, After a tirade of 
abuse and much frantic gesticulation 
tin* sentinel, watching Ids op|M»rtunlty, 
suulchcd the gun from the Coloncl'a 
hands, and, bringing It lo n full cock 
ami to a charge Imyonct position, yell­
ed, ‘Hergeant mlt the gtiurdl* He re­
peated this again awl again la tones 
that soon roans! Iieadqunrter* awl 
brought the officer uwl sergeant of the 
guard to the |mst. As soon as the ser­
geant reported I lie Herman proceeded 
to relate how the matt liefore him had 
ridden up on Imrsclmck, refused to give 
the countersign, awl tried to take hls 
gun from him.

I wiim tieeh a soldier twenty long years 
ago and no matt ever took my gun. You 
was Ihm'Ii dreaming now. Ilow I get 
tty gun, say?* The Colonel cotitcmplat- 
*sl the frnufle actions of flic sentinel 
for a time and then said, *oh. hang It, 
keep your gun, I withdraw the charge,' 
aud passed into liendqitartcr*.

“At .Louisville, when Buell's veteran 
army enme Imck to head off Hrngg, the 
old regiments met many new ones. One

of tho now regiments bad been ordere| 
Into the river to bathe, and the Colonel, 
sitting on n stump near, superintended 
the wholesale bathing with an air of 
authority that vexed the older soldiers. 
Old Fraux, the ut»u who had had tint 
trouble with Colonel Frixell at Hatiley, 
was supremely Indignant, and he walk­
ed around to see the Colonel of the new 
regiment lu the face, ‘to see what kind 
of a man he was made of/ He eaniu 
back, puffing away at liis pipe like a 
■ team engine, ejaculating. ‘No good, 
boys. He was Iweu Colouel Frixell, the 
d—n liar what took away mlue gun 
from me At der Oauley when I was 
nschleep one time ou mine post. No 
wonder he makes men strip off alto­
gether that way lu the river/ Old 
Frnnx had alwuys denied that he Imd 
Iteenasleep.luit ill hls excitement he ad­
mitted the truth of Frlxidl's charge/*— 
Chicago Inter Oeenu.

Hatties of the Civil War,
The actual tmitilier of engagements 

that occurred lu each Htate will doubt­
less surprise those who have not inves­
tigated the matter. As Virginia was 
the great theater of that struggle, wo 
hear oftetiest of Hull Hun, the Hoveit 
Hays* battles, Fredericksburg. the Wil­
derness, Chtilieellorsvllle, Petersburg 
ami tlie Valley euinpalgti, but by actual 
count, taken from the records, fi27 bat­
tles were fought In that commonwealth 
Muring tho civil war. In Missouri the 
greatest prominence Is given to the 
Imttles of Klk Horn and Wilson's 
Crook, while, ns a matter of fact, 417 
engagements took placo altogether. 
Teunessee Is famous as the scene of the 
battles of Murfreeslwro, Lookmit 
Mountain, Chlekamatiga, Franklin and 
other imiHirtant struggles, hut at tho 
close of the strife 378 engagements 
were put down ns bar quota.

Iu Arkansas, one of the Imrdcr 
Htates, there was much hard tlghtlug, 
Pen Hidge Mug one of the importaut 
engagements, hut there were 2U4 bat­
tles In all. Vicksburg was In tho fury 
of a long Niege, and the Imttles of Co­
rinth, Holly Springs and Jackson also 
took place lu Mississippi; add to these 
the other engagements that ocetirred 
lu that Stale, and we have a total of 
284. Louisiana comes next in point of 
uumVq’s, with IKt, among these being 
the Imttles of New Orleans, Pleasant 
Hills mid the siege of Port Hudson ns 
cventH that will live lu history. Hear- 
gin, the route of Sherman's march to 
the sea, furnished many of the notable 
battles of the war. among them Atlan­
ta. Kenesaw Mountain, Peach Tree 
(’reck, liesasea, Savannah and Ring- 
gold, the total being 1U2. In Kentucky 
there were 153 Imttles durlug Hie war, 
that of Perryvlllu lsdng perhaps tho 
most Important. In Alabama there 
were 103 engagements, notable among 
them being the lnmihardment of Mo­
bile and Imttle* around Heluiu and 
Montgomery. Next on the list comes 
North Carolina, with a total of 102 Imt­
tles, among them Beutonvllte, Wil­
mington and Orecnsboro. in West 
Virginia 88 engagements took place. 
In Hbuth Carolina, where the tlrst gun 
of the war was tired, there were 70 
Imttles, itieltidlng the eapture of Co­
lumbia and the numerous Ixuiilmrd- 
molds of Fort Sumter and the assaults 
that were made upon the batteries lu 
Charleston Imrlsir. In the Indian Ter­
ritory there were 40 battles, and 111 
Florida there were flO, the most Inqior- 
taut iH’lng the Imttle of Olustoe, Mary­
land Is famous for strategic Importance 
tmenuse the Imttle of Autletnm took 
place within her Ismlors, but there 
were also 38 other engagements. There 
were 22 engagements lu Kansas during 
the war, aud In Texas 12. Hettysburg, 
the greatest Imttle of the war, was 
fought III Peiisylvanln, hut there were 
six other engagements In that State 
which have been overshadowed hy that 
morn Imimrtnnt event. In Ohio there 
were 0 engagements, In Indiana R, Illi­
nois 1, and In the District of Columbia 
party's midi 1.

According to the atmve figures, and 
they arc taken from the records, the 
total iiumlier of battle* (hat were 
fought betweea Hie Tiibm and Confed­

Not all the unfortuuate are shiftless, 

butthcshlftlessareall unfortunate. The 
shiftless mun does not recognise Ids 
shortcomings. If be did he would cease 
to be shiftless, lu one respect the 
shiftless mun Is the Incarnation of 
shiftiness. He shifts the responsibility 
for bis failures from hls shoulders as 
readily as the rain rolls from a duck's 
back. Fate or circumstance or the 
machinations of personal enemies have 
compassed bis discomfiture. Sometimes 
bo is derout, and then providence bus 
tripped him for some occult purpose.

The political demagogue is still going 
about seeking what be may devour. He 
Is pretty shifty himself. Iu the dearth 
of other convenient points of political 
attack bo Is driven to seise upon this 
widespread trolt of poor human nature 
In the hope of faking It minister to hls 
selllsh ambition. By rallying the forces 
of discontent and shlftlessness he 
thinks he sees a prospect of spoils. And 
there Is the gold standard for an all 
sufficient scapegoat. It Is to take tho 
place of circumstance and providence 
In bearing the faults and burdens of 
the faithful who march under the dem­
agogue's banner. In return for mis­
placed sympathy hls hand Is ont for 
votes. Has a man neglected hls oppor­
tunities or bungled hls chances and 
failed to get on In the world, the gold 
standard Is to blame. Have the weeds 
choked the farmer's corn, or sloth de­
stroyed the tradesman's business,* or 
dissipation ruined the laborer's pros­
pects, cost the burden on the gold 
standard. Every moral and material 111 
Is the direct outgrowth of the gold 
standard. Nobody and nothing else Is 
responsible for failure. It Is all the 
fault of the gold standard. With that 
Infamous mischief-maker wiped out 
and cheap money ushered In, the sun of 
prosperity will shine for all, and even 
the rains drop from cloudless skies. 
How easy and pleasant It Is to cast off 
all responsibility for miscarriage of 
effort not conceived In wisdom or for 
lack of effort! Such a shifting of moral 
responsibility for failure from what­
ever cause may uot be conducive to the 
growth of strong manhood. But wlmt 
It It docs detone public sentiment and 
organise disaster for Individuals and 
communities. Does It not hold out 
sotno sort of a  promise of getting office? 
The gold standard or any other stand­
ard will uot fret the demagogue much 
when bo shall laud himself In a soft 
berth.

It Isn't a creditable basis for a partt'i 
hope—the appeal to failure and ditch- 
tent. But It Is the best that offers Itself 
to tho politicians who find themselves 
6n tho wrong side of tho fence, barred 
away from tho spoils. It Is not the 
exlstenco of tlio gold standard that wor­
ries them so much ait their nlweuce 
from the precincts of the golden calf 
which they worship-office. They must 
cajole tho people Into giving them a lift. 
They will doubtless delude many of 
them. But os this Is America, and not 
Hpaln, tlielr army will not tm large 
enough to win the victory they covet.- 
flloux City Journal.

tained by the simple operation of nat­
ural laws. 8o rapid 1ms the expansion 
been that It far surpassed the addition­
al needs arising from on expanding 
population and an expanding com- 
inerae. Even on tlielr chosen battle­
field the forces of bimetallism are In 
danger of defeat.

Faccest of ths Popular Loan,
Tho announcement from Washington 

that the war bonds have been allotted 
to 800,000 bidders demonstrates the 
full success of the popular loan. Most 
of the bonds will bo Issued In email de­
nominations, and It Is sold that no bid 
for more than $5,000 worth has been 
accepted. The securities will till go 
Into tho hands of the people. This 
proves that die Americans have confi­
dence In their Government and are 
willing to lend It their money at 8 por 
cent. Interest, even though they could 
get a higher rale from the savings 
banks. It proves, also, there Is not 
the opposition to Hovernment Itoml* 
among the people of small means that 
unscrupulous demagogues liavo pro­
tended to believe there wan.

The war loan Is one of the best re­
sults of the conflict with flpsln. In Hm 
first place It has added a large army to 
the number of bondholders, and In­
creased by that much the proportion ef 
voters who will hereafter Insist that 
the Government's credit must be main­
tained and Its pledge to redeem Its 
securities lu as good money as was Iwr- 
rowed must lw kept. The placing of 
this popular loan among the people of 
small means will go a long, way to­
ward hrlnglug final and overwhelming 
defeat to Hie cuuse of the free coiners, 
Hie repndlalors, and the Inflationists.

An Old Knalnacr Speak* HI* Ming 
Freely on an Interesting Rttbject,
"Grandpa," said the old engineer's pet 

and pride as lx* looked up from his his­
tory liook, "In wlmt year did Mr. Ful- 
tou luvent the Mtoaiuliont?’

"Hu didn't/’ responded grandpa, with 
a snap of hls Jaws.

"This liook says he did." protested tho 
youngster.

"We can't help that, my lad, but como 
over here and let mo tell you some real 
history." Tho boy obeying by gladly 
firing bis book Into a corner and climb­
ing Into the old gentleman's lap. tho

The se­
cret of the propelling power was un­
known, Imt there tvns a Mg tatik of bolt­
ing water and steam on liosrd, and 
there were two wheels visible on tho 
outside of tlu1 hull. As I said, she was 
A success, and the King was greatly 
pleased and wanted hls treasurer to 
buy tho whole thing from Captain 
Guorere and build some government 
•team vessels, but the treasurer was 
away behind the times and poked 
•round until HmWerc took the engine 
out of tho hull and ltd tin* boat rot in 
the water. As for himself he died from 
disappointment, taking hls secret to tho 
grave with hint. Spain had discovered 
America, nud the effort had been too 
much for her In the progressive line, 
so sho simply laid down on the poor 
captain, my child, nud killed him.

"For n hundred years after that tho 
steamboat business was as dull ns It Is 
on a Western river during n drouth, nml 
theu In 1037 one Holotnon do Cosle cmno 
Into France from Normandy with an 
engine that would propel a vessel on tho 
water or a carriage on land, and he 
showed It to the King, and Inter to Car­
dinal Richelieu, who held a mortgage 
on France, Inaly and soul. This engine 
of dc Caste’s was pretty much all that 
was claimed for It, and was without 
quostlou quite as successful as Its suc­
cessors, yet tin1 t>e*t Richelieu could do 
Tor dn Coste was to shut hint up In a 
iimd-houso for Ills persistence, where 
111 good time, I suppose, the poor fellow 
died. Franco wasn't any better than 
Hpaln In the navigation business, and 
the tftoamlHMt Interests languished for 
Another hundred years, when up on tho 
Potomac nt Shephcrdstown, Va., James 
Ramsey Imd A steamboat that that 
highly respected citizen, George Wash­
ington, thought was a good thing, ami 
advised him to push It along. Mr. Fitch * 
ran in one about the same time, and 
poor Ramsey had such a hard row to 
boo with hls Invention that ut last ho 
gavo It up In dcspulr. Two hundred 
years wasted, my lad, and still no 
steamboat doing a regular passenger 
and freight business. The next trial 
was mad« by William Symington on tho 
Forth and Clyde cannl lu Scotland, with 
tho tug Charlotto Dundas, and nobody, 
sold then that steam navigation was a 
now thing, Tbo Dundas towed for a 
whllo and was laid by because her 
wheels washed tho banks of the cnnal. 
This was in 1802, aud there was anoth­
er lapse until 1807, when the Fulton you 
mention shoved a little steamboat call­
ed the Clermont out ou the Hudson Riv­
er and mado a trip to Altmny In her. 
Ho bad failed on the Heine and would 
have done It In America, blit be had the 
money behind him tills Hum amt he got 
there exactly as Captain Guorere would 
have done three hundred years ahead 
of him If ho had only had the hacking. 
That's history, tny child," concluded 
tbo old gontlemau, "and whenever any­
body talks to you about Uuliert Fulton 
Inventing the steqmliout you tell him 
what your grandfather tells you. Do
