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El—tlon day dawned as one of the 
most uncomfortable of tbo fall. It 
was chilly, raw and gl—my, and un­
pleasant In all respects.

In this city it 
waa but 022—the lightest by fur of any 
vote—at a general or municipal elec­
tion,during tbe past 28 years.

They laughingly replied that 
they bad, three times, hut (he lUlprlta 
had begged so hard lo stay la tbs 
school, and promised so solemnly net 
to offend again, that they had not hem 
rojierted. A pity that some of the 
throe thousand boys educated to such 
purity by Dr. Porter do not serve open 
Northern boards of aider meal

Of the several causes of fear, that of 
thunder and lightning Is said by Presi­
dent Stanley llall to be the moat com­
mon, because of the supposed helpless­
ness of humaulty to avert or neutralise 
a stroke of lightning. Yet this Is not 
always the rase. During tbe Civil War 
Col. Rutherford B. Hayes and s  little 
squad of men were reconuolterlug In 
the mountains of West Virginia, when 
a severe thunder-storm broke over 
them, ta d  they took shelter uuder a 
dump of trees. With a single holt, 
Hvc of the men fell seinmless, and were 
mourned by their companions as dead. 
Colonel Hayes detailed two men to 
rack of tbe unconscious soldiers, and 
himself demonstrated the methods used 
In resuscitating the drowned. After 
ten uifuutes of liu»ff«Hitisl effort, the 
Bitdlsri declared It folly to try longer, 
the men were dead. Tlie Colonel or 
dared no relating of the work. In

twenty minutes twe of tba mm  ahownd
signs of life; In forty minute* two otb*’ 
era, and after an hour and a  half tbs 
breath of tbe fifth came with a  faint 
flutter, and all were saved. "Make 
a  point of telling this experience," Pres­
ident Hayes used to say; "U may save 
other llrea."

Dr. Ltlllcofeld, the celebrated Vienna 
chemist, has discovered a process for 
making albumen artificially from the 
waste products of coal tar. It can be 
made at so little cost that 8 cents’ worth 
will support life for a day. I t Is a  de­
batable question whether the average 
run of people want to llvo cheaply— 
that Is, judging by their present meth­
ods of life. There Is not a family in this 
country In even ordinary circumstances 
that does not expend considerably more 
money than Is necessary for Ita "liv­
ing." Decrease* In prices does not de­
crease family expenses, unless adver­
sity Interrupts. A certain sum has for 
years been allowed for bouse expenses, 
and If prices drop more articles are add­
ed to tbe list, thus keeping up tbe av­
erage expense account. It Is a  notori­
ous fact that there Is more waste among 
the poorer classes than among those of 
"better circumstances." This waste Is 
due to Ignorance of the preparation of 
food. The waste meat from tbe labor­
er's table Is brought back as croquettes 
to tbo clerk's table, or chopped and 
mixed with a couple of eggs, an omelet. 
The additional expense Is not 5 cents, 
yet a  fair meal for a  small family has 
been made. And so on. Pear keeps 
the average American family from liv­
ing within Us proper money lim it Mr, 
So-and-so has this and Mr. Wbat'a-hla- 
name must bavo I t  too. If Dr. Lillian- 
feid could find a  process for keeping ^  
whole family for 8 cents a  day and de­
pended on the sale of tbe process for 
his own loving he would starve to death. 
People do not want to live on 8 cents 
a day.

There Is to be no ehango In tbe nom­
enclature of the Sandwich Islands. The 
commission appointed to arrange the 
annexation preliminaries has decided 
that tbe new acquisitions shall be called 
Hawaii Territory. This will be a  dis­
tinct disappointment to thousands of 
our English-speaking cltlsens who bad 
hoped that tbe name of tbo Pacific por­
tion of our public domain would be 
changed from the one bestowed upon 
It by Its Kanaka Inhabitants to one 
more In conformity with tbe nomencla­
ture common In this country and with 
tbe ortboeplcal limitations of the Amer­
ican tongue. Still, concessions have to 
be made In such matters to tradition 
and origin* and these considerations 
evidently swayed the Commissioners In 
deciding to retain tbe old name. There 
Is some consolation for tbe thoughtful 
patriot In this decision, Hawaii and 
Us minor Insular comrades might have 
been defaced and disgraced by the be­
stowal upon them of names of cheap 
politicians or of public men with un­
desirable reputations. U Is going to 
be a great strain on tbo chert, throat, 
tongue, teeth, palate, Ups, lungs and 
nostrils of tbo American man and wom­
an to conform their sound-forces to the 
exigencies of pronouncing Maul, Oahu, 
Haul, Molokai, Laual, Nukau and Ka- 
Uoolaul, but the American man and 
woman have In tbe past been equal to 
all tbo emergencies produced by f its  
and territorial expansion. No ono 
doubts that they will brace tbemaelvea 
up and meet without flinching tho Jaw­
breaking obstacles thrust Into their 
langnage by the annexation of tbe 
Sandwich Islands.

Tbe question of precedence, which 
some time ago disturbed officialdom In 
Washington, has also been raised In 
Canada, and Liberal papers do not hes­
itate to pronounce the old order a t 
state functions absurd and obsolete. 
The las no was raised by tbe protest of 
tba President of tbe recent Methodist 
conference a t  Ottawa, who objected to 
trailing along wkb no recognised place 
a t functions, where tbe arebbtebops 
and bishops of tbe Roman and Angli­
can cburcbee bold high rank. Tbe ta ­
ble of offtoial precedence In Canada le 
n relic of early colonial daye, and 
placet tba Governor-General drat, the 
scalar officer commanding lia r Majes­
ty's troop* In tba Dominion and tba offi­
cer In command of the British North 
American elation, If of the rank of Ad­
miral, following 1a tbo order namod. 
After three imperial officers come tho 
Lieutenant Governors of the provtnees 
and territories, Ihet the dlgoltaries of 
tbe Church, scrordtog to seniority, and 
after nil these civil, military and re­
ligious personages comes the real hand 
of the Government, Ike Prime Minis­
ter, who Is graciously permitted to fait 
In somewhem near the end of tbe pro- 
cMsIoa, ffUN another anachronism e f , 
which Canadians are beginning to b e -; 
oome conscious Is (hat the offtaer com­
manding Her Majesty's troops In tbe 
Dominion takes precedence aver the 
fipnaken and members of tba fleas to 
and Mouse. This Is s  strict subordina­
tion of colonial dignitaries to the Im­
perial to which Canada has not hith­
erto objected. Her protests oven now 
a r t  very courteously voiced, and unless 
mad# more earnestly than perhaps tbo 
occasion seems to warrant, will pasg 
unheeded. Canada Is but n pendant 
of Imperialism, and unlota It seta up 
for Itself must oontlnus to see Its dig­
nitaries subordinated to those who rep­
resent tbe Crown.

wages have been reduced* a whole fata­
lly - a  man. his wife and their children* 
work for 25 cents a day. In that coun­
try a railroad brnkeiuiiu gets $4 a week, 
while a locomotive engineer Is opulent 
with tin .

Gravel Roads and Calverts*
A few suggestions to trustees and 

supervisors of the public highways 
may not be out of place, writes a cor­
respondent to the Indiana Farmer. In 
the first place, It Ik too common for 
each man to want to haul his tax gravel 
just where bo wishes to, and perhaps 
dump a few loads Into somo mud boles 
where It was soon lost In tho mud. I 
think tbe best plan Is to first build a 
first-class grade before a tingle load 
of gravel Is put on the road, and that 
cau be dono by a good grader with an 
experienced man; and harrowing or 
draylug until It Is firmed down smooth 
sud even. It Is then ready for gravel, 
provided the culverts and bridges are 
In proper order. And here I would say 
to trustees, do not Invest any money 
In sewer tllo for culverts until you have 
examined and noted the waste of mon­
ey already spent for such tile. I have 
observed for many years that, oa a  rule, 
tbe bridges and culverts on our country 
roads are entirely Inadequate to carry 
the water In time of heavy rains; con­
sequently they are washed out, or tbe 
road Is washed so much that repair Is 
needed. Bower tile Is of no use unless 
In n place where there can bo put two 
or three feet of dirt and gravel on top, 
as heavy loads soon break through tbe 
tUe; and 1 notice that round culverts 
are much easier washed around than 
square ones. I am sure there have been 
thousands of dollars spent for sewer 
tile badly placed that had better have 
been spent for larger and better culvert 
material. Perhaps In the spring wonld 
be tbe best time to suggest to super­
visors the fact that It Is poor road mak­
ing to undertake to grade more miles 
than ran be properly finished, because 
n badly finished grade Is generally 
worse In the end than to have left It 
as It was.

Broad-Tired Wagons.
Some of Ibe leading citlxeus of this 

county are agitating tbo feasibility of 
Introducing the broad-tired wagon for 
tUe protection and benefit of the coun­
ty rends. The subject of good roads 
ta attracting more than ordinary a t­
tention in all parts of tba county. 
There are several bills on tbe subject 
to bo brought before tbe Maryland 
Legislature. Most of these schemes, 
while undoubtedly good, would prob­
ably Involve more or less expense, while 
If tbo broad tire la universally adopted 
tba cost would be very light, and It 
would be n decided step along the way 
of Improvement. All the roads can be 
founded Into fine shape by road scrap­
ers properly used, but can nevor be 
kept so as long as heavy loads are be­
ing continuously hauled over them on 
narrow tires. The broad tires will roll 
and pack and continually Improve 
them.

K. B. Goslln, In tho lower port of this 
county, Is making n practical test of 
the brood-tire wagon. He has n new 
Iron wheel n little over four-inch tread 
which Is working admirably. Its ad­
vantage over tbo narrow tire Is appar­
ent when the wagon can paw over tbo 
road several rimes without tho tracks 
being disturbed by other vehicles. It Is 
estimated that there ara about 800 
heavy wagons In tbe county. Now, un­
less the majority of these contained 
brood tiros It would be almost Impossi­
ble to realise tbe ndvintags In the wuy 
of Improvement, from the fact that tlie 
broad tires would have to break a new 
track with every load. If tbe broad 
tire were universally used, however, 
there would be solid roadbeds, and tho 
deep rots now made on tbe county roads 
by tbe narrow tire wonld disappear.— 
Greensboro (Md.) flpcclal to Baltimore 
American.

Bacteria.
In talking with •  practical farmer 

tbo other day about bis lisylug, lie re­
marked how great n difference was 
made In the curing of hay If It wits wet 
by ruins. No matter how quickly the 
hay was spread out and dried after be­
ing wet, It would lie badly colored, and 
if put. while at all dump, lu large ln>u|» 
would rot. Tlie reusoti for this, ui|. 
doubtcdly, is the pn**eliee of bacteria 
In the rain water wlileh is gtiiherml In 
tts (iSNsage through the nlr. These l*c- 
terla In any damp body Iiktcukc with 
enormous rapidity. Toe Juices In bay 
or other vegetables are free from bac­
teria* except where they era cut or

bruised, and a t  most of these Juices 
ara sweat, their drying down Inside tho 
outer shell of straw has a  preservative 
effect. But Id tbo work of gathering, 
the stalks of grass or other vegetation 
arc usually more or loss bruised, so 
that some s ir can get to tbo juices aside 
from what enters a t tbe base. All 
know bow quickly cornstalks will rot, 
even In tbo stook, If exposed to heavy 
rains. Thou, though the stalks may 
seem to dry out, there Is enough damp­
ness Inside to keep tbo outside bacte­
ria alive, and the stalks will rot when 
put In largo heaps. Green stalks, If 
they hare been got in without rain, 
will keep much better.

The estimate of 
bis status was not Infrequently, In for 
mer days, on n par with that of tbo or­
dination csndldstea, ns Illustrated by 
tbo following story, which Is told of 
ono of tbe prince bishops of Durham:

Tolar# Lake Dries Up.
Talar# Lake has passed out of exist­

ence. W hen once there wss t  body 
of water la central southern California 
moro than 1*000 square miles In area 
there to now only n barren desert of 
mud, drying and cracking In tha best 
of tba desert sunshine. For years this 
lake has been known as tho largest 
body of fresh water west of tbo Rocky 
Mountains. It was over eighty miles 
long and about tblrty-flvo miles across 
a t tba widest point. Its depth was never 
very great. From 1264 to 1872 the wa- 
tars of tbo lab# changed vary little In 
•ran. I t was about these years that 
irrigation wna started In tbo valley 
around Visalia and Bakersfield, and 
tbe shrinkage became vory rapid. Tbo 
King's River and Tulare Blrar war* 
tapped In several places, and tba water 
that would have goat Into Tutors Lake 
was spread out over lb# dry pastures 
and cornfields. From 1272 ta 1276 tha 
sbrlnaka was not marked. TIm  south­
ern and of tba lake contracted and took 
tha farm of n croak. It narrowed until 
It wna not more than n mlto wide, and 
had drawn up from tba southern end 
a t toast 6fteea stiles* Between 1278 
and 1222* when vineyards began lo Ita 
Planted, tba waters shrunk up almost 
to tbo borders of Tulare County. In 
1211 they crossed It and toft Kara 
County allogetber.-Bostott Transcript*

In fact, the severest 
trials to volunteers In all wars come In 
the first three or four months of ser­
vice. This was the case In 18til, and 
we bid the same Hurry of hysterics 
and complaints and the same dismal 
talk about starvation and bad treat­
ment. Just a t the lime when the three- 
month troops worn asked to re-enllst a 
wave of exaggerated and extravagant 
complaint swept over the country.

"There were accusations agilost of­
ficers, charges against the government, 
wild stories of persecution In camp, all 
circulated with Inteut to discourage re- 
enlistment. People of this day can 
scarcely Imagine the terrific onslaught 
tluii was made on Ike government and 
on the army In the first three mouths of 
the war. Cool-headed people saw the 
purpose, but many of the volunteers 
earne reully to believe that they bad 
suffered such torments as were never 
visited on soldiers before. Atorles were 
told ni home of the cruelties of officers 
and the volunteers were urged by their 
parents and friends not to re-enllst.

“The sorely perplexed men wbo bad 
enlisted to fight, and who had no ex* 
imriciicc in war, bad one advantage 
over Dm* discontented volunteer* now. 
There was fighting ahead of them. 
They knew that the waff had only be­
gun. The war spirit, Hie Amorlcan 
spirit, tin* certainly that there was hard 
lighting to tie done by Americana, held 
them together. In spite of all that 
could be said by the copperheads, and 
die iN'twc-gbany-prlc* men; In spite of 
all the pleas of panic-stricken friends, 
the great majority of Hie three-mouth 
men rc-cnllsted. They soon learned 
that the trials of their Arst three 
mouths were harder to Iwar than auy 
i hat came after. The hardships of real 
campaigning wore as nothing compared 
with the hardship* horn of Inexpert- 
cue* and discontent.

"After they hod been one year or two 
years tu the service they took hardship 
him! exposure as a waller of coitrae, ami 
made provisions lo rare for lliemselves. 
A i first, to he left oue night without 
ibeir icul* was a sore grievance, hut 
In iin* second and third years of the 
war they did not rare whether they had 
lent* or not, They bad lieeome self- 
reliant. They know whal lo do In uu 
emergency, and they knew how to get 
out of n scrape. They lielievod that 
tlie governmeat was doing the heat It 
could, nud It was their business to do 
the rest. They aeoeptod defeat In bat- 
He, slckurss In hospital, hardship on 
the inarch, exposure and privation, all 
In a soldierly spirit, ami It made the 
greatest difference 111 Die hearing of 
Die troops.

“The Army of the I'uiuhcrlaml moved 
forward from Ua ramps at Nashville 
on the 2tlth of December. 1882. There 
was fighting from ike first, and for nine 
days that arm y was without tents, 
without even skelter tents, and for the 
grrater part of the time was fighting 
against a  wett-postod and well-dMp* 
lined army. Thla was In midwinter, It 
must In* remembered, and I do not sup 
IK>*c that ooe soldlor among Hie fliVNW 
under the command of Bosccrans 
thought of complaining about the hard­
ships or espaonrt. or of blaming any 
one herankt thing* did not come out as 
expected.

“The woundod wort* from III* ntees- 
sity of the aaoe, loft on the Add. They 
were eared for as noon as possible, la 
making the rounds of the hospitals the 
wook after th t battle I found not s

•Ingle man of our regiment with a coin 
plaint on bin Hps. Every one waa glad 
that he had been In the battle, glad 
he had done hla duty, and glad that 
the enemy had been whipped. There 
was some sickness as the result of this 
exposure In winter, but not one-tenth 
as much as there would have been 
as the result of such exposure In the 
first six months of the war. In some 
cases men were taken sick on the bat­
tle field and bad to bo removed by 
force.

"We had one sergeant In our com­
pany who bad severe olitlla on the night 
of December 20. These were followed 
by high fever, and when the morning of 
December 80 came he waa a  very sick 
man. Portnnately on that day our di­
vision was not called npon to change 
Its position In line, and the sergeant 
was cared for by the boys, wbo pllod 
their own blankets over him, regard­
less of the character of the disease. The 
anrgeon came and prescribed for btm 
and advised bis removal to the rear. 
Ite  declined to be removed, and on the 
morning of December 81, when the or­
der of battle was read, be took his 
place In line, with two heavy blankets 
draped about him.

"Again the surgeon came and order­
ed him to the rear. Two of tbo boys 
got him by the arms, walked him off 
briskly toward the rear, made a little 
detour In the wood*, aud came back 
with him. When the attack came the 
sergeant, sick with the fever, fired as 
many shots as any other man In the 
ranks. The last sight the boys caught 
of him was a* he was going forward, 
with the two big blankets fluttering In 
the wind, wild with the excitement of 
litttle. Six days after that wc found 
him In tbo hospital, (be two blankets 
literally riddled with bullets. The man 
In his delirium raved because he bad 
only two or three little flesh wounds 
to akow he bad been In the fight."— 
Chicago Inter Ocean,

MY POPULIST FRIEND

Mall In War Times,
"Let Mil* go. A. LINCOLN."
When the army was encamped In 

Virginia, near Washington, In 1801-02, 
President Lincoln franked a letter in 
the above manner for a youthful sol­
dier named Frauk King, of Fond du 
Lac County, WIs., and the envelope Is 
still held as a sacred treasure by the 
family of the soldier lad, who lost his 
life at Gettysburg.

Captain Thomas Jones of the pension 
office related the story In this way to a 
representlve of (he Washington Star:

“The boy* who went to the front to 
fight Spain Imagined they hod a diffi­
cult time getting ihelr letters to home 
folk* and loved ones, but they had 
things dead easy compared to what wo 
luid In the war of the rebellion. Pa­
per aud envelope* were hard to get, 
and stamps were almost as scarce as 
diamonds, fioldlars who were fortu­
nate enough to bo near Washington had 
their letters franked by fionators and 
Uepreoentatlves, and you may Imagine 
that our national lawmakers were kept 
busy with their pens. President Lin­
coln was even known to help the boys 
out occasionally. On ono occasion 
Prank King, a private In a  Wisconsin 
regiment, encamped near Arlington 
Heights, got a package of envelopes, 
and, with a  friend, Harry Dunn, went 
to the White House and naked Mr. Lin­
coln to frank Die envelopes. I t was 
easier to oee Die president then than 
It Is now, and at certain hours of tbo 
day a  soldier could reach him as easily 
as could any of Die high officials. When 
the President knew what waa desired 
of him bo naked: ‘Why don't you get 
your Congressman to frank these en­
velopes? I am very buoy.* The folks 
i t  homo would like to see your name 
on the envelopes,' replied young King. 
Mr. Lincoln smiled, then, taking a  pen, 
be wrote on one of the envelopes; 'Let 
this go. A. Lincoln.' He carefully 
blotted It, aud, banding It to King, with 
the reminder of the package, said: 
'Now, my boy, take the rest of these to 
your (tangreseman, ficott Moan, and 
tell him I said fig them for you. I  
want you both to bo brave soldier* 
and, shaking the bands of King and 
Dntiu, he bade them good-bye. King 
wrote to bie parents that night and en­
closed the letter In the envelope frank­
ed by Mr. Lincoln. The young fellow 
was killed at Gettysburg, but that en­
velope Is religiously sad lovingly pris­
ed by the surviving members of his 
family. Dunn, who waa with King 
when Mr. Lincoln franked the envri- 
ope, railed at Hie White House two 
years later and asked to have some en­
velopes franked. Mr. Lincoln remem­
bered him. and when told that King 
had beeu killed his face wore a  look 
of sorrow.

Lead ore in the Joplin 
district Is now worili $23 per 1,000 
pounds, and Mexican or British Colum­
bian lead, after paying the $15 tariff, 
would Imvo only $8 left to pay for min­
ing um! freighting fo the Mississippi 
Volley. Now if Die Mexican nud Brit­
ish Columbian lead mines cau mine and 
pay freight for $8 per 1,000 itomids, 
even without a profit, they could, under 
the Wilson bill, have a net profit of $15 
per 1,000 pounds, and such a profit fo a 
foreign miner would give such nil im­
petus to tbo business of Importing lend 
ore to the United States from these two 
couutrte* that the Jopllu miners would 
soon find their lend ore price where It 
was under the Wilson blit III 180fl-$14 
per 1,000 pounds.

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TERRITORIAL EXPANSION THE 
PIVOT OF THE CAMPAIGN.

President's Brief'Terse Hpecvhci Havo 
Kcscbe l the  H earts of the  People- 
Republicans Rally Around McKin­
ley, aud Contest Takes oa New Life.

WaablngloD corrruponUonce:
President McKinley's Western tour put 

life into the political campaign. The con­
gressional committees of lx>th parties are 
rcillxlng lids from the reports Dint come 
to them. The principal effect is felt In 
tbe West. es]N*c:ul)y in Ohio, Indiana. Illi­
nois aud lowu. the Hrntes through which 
Ihe President traveled, and where he 
made short speeches. Bui the whole West 
seems to have felt the new vigor which 
amc from the President's plain talk nbout 

the wnr and its Asulrs. The Republican 
congressional committee has been ham­
pered by usage, which confines its official 
effort* to sending oat docnmeuis and liter­
ature relating to subjects upon which the 
party has either in national convention, la 
L'ougrcss or by act of the Hepnblieaa Pres­
ident, taken a decided stand.

The committee began its work in this 
canijtaign on the tariff ami the currency 
questions, liocniise it knew just where the 
party stood on those questions. It took 
no stand on tbe great question of terri­
torial expansion, because no nntiousl con­
vention bad ever considered that question, 
t  Republican rongres* Imd not acted upon 
It, and President McKinley had not made 
public his Instructions to the peace com­
missioner*. The committee found utm-h 
difficulty iu nroiishig Republican enthu­
siasm over either the tariff or tbe money 
question, Itccausc the people seemed to 
consider those quesDoui practically set­
tled, and were glvlug their attention to 
another and more important question, 
w’hich had been developed by the war 
with Bpnlu. The Hag had I teen placed 
over Manila, and Hpain had been driven 
out of the Philippines, as welt as out of 
Unha and Porto Rico, There has been 
no mistaking the sentiment of the people 
regarding ihe I'hiiippines, but Republican 
Congressmen, n* well as the Republican 
commission, have hesitated to take a posi­
tion upon this question until the peace 
commissioners should act and show to tbo 
world whnt were their instructions from 
the Republican administration.

A nother Issue.
Borne of these gentlemen, n few weeks 

-ago, expressed the belief that Die cam­
paign would be fought out on the silver 
question, but they have changed their 
minds. Republican Congressmen who 
have visited Washington In the last three 
weeks have reported that there Is an­
other and n dominunt issue, nml the Re­
publican party must take its position on 
that issue and declare its puriKwc regard­
ing the fruits and responsibilities of the 
wnr.

President McKinley went West to a t­
tend the Omaha exposition and the peace 
jubilee at Chicago, He did not start out 
on a pleasure tour. I t  developed, ns did 
his campaign of 181)4, when be left Ohio 
to make a dozen brief speeches In as many 
different Htate* and was kept busy talk­
ing to the people from the car platform 
over n frail of ubout 10,000 miles, which 
itiinmcd up more than 100 speeches to 
erow'd* that aggregated several millions 
of people.

The President met Ihe same demonstra­
tion front file people on Ids Western four. 
Wherever he went the people wonted to 
liar him, and instead of three «r four 
speeches, scheduled for him when lie left 
Washington, he made seventy-five tulles 
of from two minutes' duration to twenty 
minutes, and more than a million pcoplo 
heard him. l ie  knew' what the |K>op]o 
were thinking about, and be knew they 
wanted to know whut were his purjmsc* 
regarding the results of tbe war. He 
could not speak in detail about questions 
now lu the hands of the peace commission­
ers, hilt lie cxuild eniinciafc certain prin­
ciple* which were governing Ids action* 
lu making a peaceful settlement of nil Die 
questions which have been dcvc|o|»ctl hy 
the wnr.

That the President's iqiecclic* have been 
satisfactory to the Republicans of the 
West fs shown by the n-ports from W est­
ern Htate* to the congressional commit­
tee, The Republican Uougressmcn are 
more confident of a large vote ami victory 
tliau they have been at any time since tbo 
opening of the camiaign, and all over the 
W est It la rc|M>riod that the Republican 
candidates are taking their stand on this 
question of expaiisinn, and declaring their 
purfioso to uphold the bunds of the Presi­
dent lu keeping Die American flag where 
it has been placed hy the army and navy.

The same condltlou is reported lu Ihe 
East, aud Die Democrat* have recognised 
the dauger of Die new life in the cam­
paign, Kx-HctiaUir llfll, in Die first 
sjieoch he has made since he left the Hen- 
ale, begun with a ibdense, claiming that 
there were no party difference* regarding 
the wur, that both jwrtlcs stood together, 
ami that there was no pr<i*|M’ct of parly 
difference* lu the settlement of ihe peace 
•egotlatloii*. The wily Hcuaior from New 
York realised that hi* party could not 
hope to win hy antagonising the adminis­
tration ou this issue, and he sought to 
pass H over a s  a  war wUhttin poU/j/waad 
get ibc |M-op|c of New1 York fo consider 
Htate issues alone.

PROFITS FOB THE TATTOOffA

War Baa I r M s h t lit r a  Raalaaaa far 
the Artist aa Bkia.

Tbe war boomed a t least one Bow­
ary industry, says a  New York corre­
spondent. I t  brought grist to tbo mills 
of tbe “professors" who uso tbe Japa­
nese needle on the human akin. One 
of the best known tattooers baa a  "stu­
dio" lu Chatham square, soother ex­
pert can ho found under the skylight of 
a  Bowery saloon. There la no better 
profession for a young man to adopt, 
according to tbe leading professor, than 
that of tattooing, provided, of course, 
that tbo learner baa a  gift for tbo art, 
l ie  modestly admits tbat It la a  mighty 
poor year when be doesn't earn $9,000 
or $8,000. For the benefit of those who 
know nothing of tattooing, It may be 
said that the price* vary from 'JO cents 
to $40. You can get so  anchor and 
three stars for 80 cents, hut a  Japanese 
dragon coats $40. “In Memory , of 
Mother," “The Bailor's Return" and 
“Hope" come at about $8 apiece, and 
are very popular. “The Sinking Hblp" 
has a certain vogue among tbe despon­
dent, but “Hoisting the Flag," which 
represents a  sailor turning the glori­
ous stars and stripes loose lu a gale 
of wind, Is deservedly tbe most popu­
lar design. It figures on Am bosoms 
of most American seamen. Of lute, how­
ever, pictures of tbe Maine, tbe por­
traits of tbe naval heroes, eagles and 
flags have had the call. The professor 
Is himself a  walking art gallery. He 
proudly exhibits "Tlie Orudflxloo," a 
battle scene and several other works 
of bis beloved tutor. One of the ear­
liest photographs of Lillian Russell, 
taken when she was about 17 years 
old, has been tsttoed on tbe arms of 
thousands of American cltlseiia, and it 
is not a very attractive photograph at 
that. Experts say the tattoo mark Im 
one of tbe best aids tbe jiollce have In 
catching criminals. One Bowery art­
ist makes a specialty of “covering old 
work" and administers cocaine wlicu 
It Is desired, though be says tbe needJc 
doesn't hurt.

Tornado and t?e lo se .
Tlie government weather bureau lias 

sent out the following distinction, mo 
that alt may kuow the difference be­
tween these two foruiM of atmospheric 
disturbance.

The torusdo is a sudden outburst of 
wliul lu nu otherwise quiet, sultry at­
mosphere; It Is ushered In by a loud, lu- 
describable roar, similar to a continu­
ous roll of tbuuder; Its path Is very 
narrow—seldom more than ftno feet 
wide a t greatest destruction; it moves 
generally from southwest to iiortbcaftt, 
nud rarely extends more than *J() miles; 
It very often rises In the air, to decnitd 
again a point a few miles ahead: It 
Is always accompanied by thunder­
storms, with often a bright glow In tb1; 
cloud; the cloud Imn usually a  fuuncl 
shape, which appear* to be whirling, 
though some observers have described 
Its appearance as like that of a huge 
ball rolling forward. A tornado may 
be considered as tbe result of au ex­
treme development of condition* which 
otherwise produce thunderstorms.

A cyclone, on tlie other hand, Is a 
very broad storm, oftentimes 1«tNM) 
mites In diameter, aud sometimes can 
lie followed half around the world; the 
winds circulate about It from right to 
left, or the way one turns clock bauds 
backward (In the floutkern Hemisphere 
this motion Is reversed). The air pres­
sure always falls aa oue approaches tbe 
renter, where at sea, there Is often a 
calm, with clear sky visible a t times. 
The cyclone winds often rise to hurri­
cane force, hut are not to he compared 
with tbo extreme violence of the tor­
nado, befofe which the most solid 
structure* are raxed.

Baa Iklaga,
Nature has beeu gettlug Information 

from bee-keeper* as to (mutually from 
stings. Circulars were sent to oue bun. 
dred and forty-live bee-keeper* In Ger­
many. From the reiriles, It appears 
that all but tweuty-slx hail acquired 
Immunity, ulus or so having It natural­
ly. Tbe uumber of stings required to 
bring the result varies from about thir­
ty loom* hundred, ami the remedies ap­
plied range from ioba«>co Juice, salvia 
and water lo French brandy, rum, am­
monia, acetate of alumuhi, beat and 
masMMge, Doctor Istuger, who Is con­
ducting the Investigations, stntes that 
a  two to five per ivut, solution iff per­
manganate of potash lujecbri will 
renuu nud the polsou.
