Cranberries in Chippewa.—

Tbe result how­
ever conclusively demonstrated that 
the fruit can be successfully produced 
in tbe section.

O W , fjAl-ftrnm1 fit
New South Wales, a recognized au­
thority ou naval matters, lias expressed 
some interesting opinions ns to the na­
val lessons of the engagements at Ma­
nila and Santiago. Ilis conclusions do 
not differ much, if any, from those re­
cently expressed by British and other 
naval experts, except in one important 
particular. The great spurt of speed 
of the Oregon at Santiago, by which 
it did such effective wotk, and the head 
lug off of the Spanish vessels by the 
swift Brooklyn led many to Insist on 
speed as one of the greatest requisites 
In battleships. With this view Lord 
Brassey is not In sympathy. After n 
certain speed has been attalued, say 
fifteen knots an hour for n battleship, 
the English naval expert thinks It a 
mistake lo sacrifice protection lo speed. 
Tim importance of secondary batteries, 
the elimination of wood and other In­
flammable materials, are points on 
which Lord Brassey agrees with most 
of those who have discussed the sub­
ject. The immense superiority of good 
shooting over bad, lu his lordship’s 
opinion, was also noticeable In both en­
gagements, though he remarked how­
ever skillful Spain’s seamen might 
have been they could not have held 
out long in such nn unequal contest. 
Hood men also, ho says, arc lietter than 
good ships, ami when a nation has both, 
as Lord Brassey evidently thinks 
America has, “it Is Ideal.”
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It Is a curious fact Dial this age of 
scientific enlightenment should be ac­
companied, ns it is, by a revival of 
medieval superstitions. Men who are 
in doubt as to the propriety of certain 
business investments, who arc anxious 
to know Die unknowable, and women 
who are in trouble with faithless hus­
bands, or maidens who sigh for unre­
quited love, alike seek wisdom and con­
solation at the shrine of the clairvoy­
ant and fortune teller. Astrology offers 
its aid to forcrcml the possibilities of 
success, and by a cheerful and hopeful 
message for every disciple helps, pos­
sibly, some otherwise falut-hearted to 
stem the currents of adversity. There 
is hut one of the superstitious fads of 
our forefathers that seems to have 
fallen into innocuous desuetude. Ghost- 
seeing may practically he said to be a 
lost art. The consensus of judgment 
that a ghost is an Impossibility has 
pretty much, if not wholly, eliminated 
this figure, as a form of raeulul disturb­
ance. It Is somewhat remarkable that 
Die same logic does not prevail to ban­
ish other equally absurd Illusions. 
There are two axiomatic facts tlmt 
should be Impressed on Ihc mlud of 
every child. First, all knowledge of 
every sort Is Die result of human ex­
perience. Second, no human being cau 
know anything, save us he lenrns It by 
expcrhucc or receives it of his fellows. 
There is no such thing as Intuitive or 
Inspirational knowledge. That which 
we so denominate is merely inference 
from the known. There is no channel 
or power of the mind by which a fact 
can be communicated or received apart 
from a material impression reaching 
Die consciousness through the sense of 
touch, sight and hearing. From our ear­
liest Infaucy we have bceu taught to 
look to authority. It is a sad shock to 
the child when It lirst realizes Dmt 
father and mother <lo not know every- j 
thing, am! can not answer lls ques- 
tiotiH. Full! late in our Intellectual de­
velopment (uot necessarily until late lu 
life) we cling to the notion that some 
one somewhere must know nml have 
loiivcrsc with Dio iiiim-i-m. Millions of 
people live am! die ill that lndief. Faith 
satisfies them In place of kuowlcdgc, 
and credulity holds the ihrone of rea­
son; and society uud our institution* 
are largely Inillt upon this sort of foun­
dations, To apply knowledge to its log­
ical eom-lusioiis would mean a revolu­
tion In more than one department of 
life. Iu deference to our established 
habits of thought, we admit In practice 
Dio poHilblc truth of many things Dmt 
we are assured are utterly liupoNslhlc, 
mid In irylngto maintain what vveare 
vrotit to regard a* the best »ud saving 
elenn niH of N.H-lety we prov !de WflHTt 
form and -landing r«HUii for Die rhai'la 
tan.

BISHOP GAINES OF GEORGIA.

Wide Tires t-ave Draft.
Elaborate tests of the draft of wide 

and narrow tired wagons have just 
been completed by the Missouri Agri­
cultural College Experiment Station, 
Columbia, extending over a period of 
a year and a half. These tests have 
been made on macadam, gravel and 
dirt roads In all conditions, and also 
on the meadows and pcjwed Helds of 
the experimental farm. Contrary to 
public expectation, in nearly all cases 
draft was materially lighter when tires 
six Jnehes wide were used than with 
tires of standard width. The load 
hauled w*us In all cases the same, and 
the draft was most carefully determin­
ed by means of self-recording dynam­
ometer. The benelieial effect of the 
wide tiro on dirt roads is strikingly 
shown In some recent tests at the sLa- 
tlon. A clay road, badly cut into ruts 
by the narrow tires, was selected for 
the test, as presenting conditions least 
favorable to the broad Dre. A uumber 
of tests of the draft of the narrow tire 
were made in these open ruts, and Im­
mediately followed by the broad tires 
running in the same ruts. The first run 
of the broad Urcs over the narrow ruts 
was accompanied by an increased 
draft; the second by a draft materially 
less than the original narrow tire, 
third by a still greater decline, and in 
the fourth trip tbo rut w*as practically 
obliterated and filled. In another trial, 
when a clay road was so badly cut Into 
rufy ns to be almost impassable for 
light vehicles and pleasure carriages, 
after running the six-inch tires over 
this road twelve times the ruts were 
completely tilled and a Hrst-dass bicy­
cle path made.- -Columbia Herald.

What Good Koadn Will Fovc,
The average cost of moving a ton one 

mile over our country roads Is 25 cents, 
and to move n ton ten miles it will cost 
$2, or.20 corns per mile, and this does 
not lucludo the driver's time. The 
average distance of our farms from 
their local market or mill is ten miles. 
The average price of wheat ou the 
farm Is 10 cents less than It is at the 
local mill or market.

It costs 10 cents a bushel to haul this 
wheat because the roads are poor, and 
If the roads were good the average 
cost of hauling would be cut in two 
and thus 10 per cent. W’ould be saved 
to the farmer. This saving would not 
only apply to wheat, hut everything the 
farmer sells or buys. It is fair to say 
that the saving made by good roads in 
a few years would be sufficient to give 
every fanner an asphalt pavement 
from his front door to the nearest mar­
ket.

The total amount <̂f farm products 
■old In this country annually is about 
$3,000,000,000, and the amouut of pur­
chases made by the farmer is about 
$1,500,000,000, hence good roads will 
save 10 per cent, on these amounts or 
$4 ,500,000 annually to the American 
farmer. The best road machines In the 
world are wide tires. They take the 
place and render almost unnecessary 
the road scraper, etc. The narrow tires 
cut the !>cst roads to pieces iu a short 
time and make the bad roads worse. 
The wide tires Improve aud preserve 
the good roads aud make the bad roads 
Into first-class highways.

The honor of possessing tho highest 
chimney in the world belongs to Glas­
gow, where there are two stacks of co­
lossal proportions. One of these—Die 
Townsend shaft at Port Dundus—has 
a total height of 4HS feet, with a diam­
eter nt Die base of 32 feet, and at the 
top of 13 feet 4 inches. The structure 
weighs about 8,000 tons. The other 
•tiick—thiit at St. Itollox, Glasgow- 
has n total height of 445 feet 0 laches, 
with a diameter at the base, of 50 feet 
and at Die top of 13 feet G inches. The 
managing director of Joseph Townsend 
(limited), Mr. Oliver C. Townsend, has 
been good enough to give me the fol­
lowing particulars of their shaft: 
Founded iu May, 1857; coping laid Oct. 
(I, is,VJ; bent by storm of Sept. 9, 1859; 
restored to perpendicular by sawing 
from Sept. 21 till Oct. 1, 1859. Total 
height, 108 feet; from surface to top of 
cope, 454 feet; outside diameter at foun­
dation, 50 feet; nt surface, 32 feet; at 
top nf cope, 12 feet 8 inches; height of 
lightning conductor nt top of chimney, 
20 feet. There is a chimney at Cologne 
which is 441 feet high, w’lth a diameter 
at the square base of 89 feet, and at 
tho niuuil top of 11 feet G Inches. Its 
weight is about 5,500 tons. Another 
towering chimney on the continent is 
that at the Royal Smelting Works, near 
Freiburg, in Saxony. It is built up to 
the top of a hill, where it stands iso­
lated. and Is 4C0 feet high. The most 
cosily chimney In the world Is In Brad­
ford, nt the famous Manninghnui Mills. 
The shaft is a remarkable structure, 
architecturally, and Is the most prom­
inent feature in the landscape in that 
part of Yorkshire. It Is 25G feet G inch­
es high, aud 21 feet square. It contains
8.000 tons of material, and cost rather 
more than £10,000. A peculiarity of 
this shaft U that It is as broad at the 
top as it is at the bottom, but the In­
terior is wider at the summit than at 
the 1>n*<c, the dimensions being 13 feet 
and 10 feet, respectively. In addition 
to possessing the most expensive chim­
ney. Bradford ha# the gloomy distinc­
tion of having experienced the most 
terrible chimney disaster ou record— 
that of the Newlands Mills.—Ludgate 
Monthly.

India's Scourge of’ Snalces.
Snakes aro one of the scourges of 

Iucl!n. Thousands of people die yearly 
from their bite. In the last twenty- 
two years the number of deaths attrib­
uted to this cause has reached the 
enormous total of 433,280. Huukes ap­
pear to be a much more deadly enemy 
to man than wild animals. In the same 
period wild animals have only killed 
04,284 persons. On an average In India
20.000 people perish yearly by snakes 
and wild animals. The number of 
deaths In rcccut years has shown a 
marked lucrense. In 1875 the number 
killed was 21,200, in 1890 it had risen 
to 24,335. Bengal is the most danger­
ous province to live in, for the Bengal­
ese snakes are responsible for half the 
deaths from snake bite. The loss of 
cattle bits al*o lieen very great. Since 
1875 about u million aud a half animals 
have been destroyed. Wild nulinaU 
ire responsible for nlue-teuths of the 
cattle killed. In 1800, for iiwtunee, 
7,143 animals died from snake bite, but 
81,397 were killed by wild beasts.— 
London News.

pure African, but he does not disguise 
the satisfaction which he feels over the 
undoubted quality of the white blood 
in his veins.

Bishop Gaines Is the author of a book 
iu which he sets forth tho belief that 
the solution of the negro question in 
this country is the absorption of the 
black race by the white. It is his opin­
ion that a few hundred years, at tho 
farthest, will witness, by admixture, 
the disappearance of the African iu 
America, lie Is radically hostile to the 
scheme of Bishop Turner for deporting 
the uegroes to Africa,

"The place for the Afro-American,” 
says Bishop Gaines, “Is in this country, 
and he is better off in the South than 
lu the North. That is, he has better 
opportunities for getting on in the 
world. He can buy laud cheaper and 
flud more work, lu the North a negro 
uspires to be a barber, a hotel waiter 
or a Pullmau porter. In the South he 
wnuts to be a professional man. lie is 
eager for an education, aud wauts to 
be os nearly like a white man as possi­
ble. In my preaching I try to save the 
body as well as the soul. I tell my peo­
ple that if they don’t got used to shoes 
here they, neodn’t expect to wear any 
golden slippers In heaven. 1 say to 
them: 'Get a home, and a bank ac­
count, and a few bales of cotton, and it 
will hide your color.’ ”

When asked about tho faculty of the 
negro for accumulating property, Bish­
op Gaines said: “When I began to 
preach tn Atlanta lu 1800 there was not 
n colored family in the town owning 
their own home. Now the negroes 
there pay taxes on two or three million 
dollars’ worth of property, and I know 
colored men who have a dozen houses 
or more lo rent. The trouble about 
voting will be settled when the uegroes 
learn to Improve their opportunities; 
wheu they liecoiue educated and ac- 
quiro enough property to obtain a 
standing in the community.”

Bishop Gaines has always preached 
a policy of coucilation between the 
whites aud the blacks, the responsibil­
ity of the negro as the architect of his 
own fortune, tho necessity of patience 
In working out his destiny, and by fol­
lowing this course he 1ms nbtaim*il sup­
port from Die white* to the extent of 
$30,000 for the schools and churches 
which have boon built through hi* ef- 
foris.—Kansas City Star.

FOREIGN AND AMERICAN TRANS­
PORTATION ALLIANCES.

A Combination of Interests that May 
Be Kxpccted to Oppose Measures for 
the Rehabilitation of the American 
Merchant Marine.

It is a fact, though probably not gen­
erally known outside of transportation 
circles, that there Is, so to speak, a 
dose community of interest between 
the principal trunk lines of railroad in 
this country aud foreign steamship 
companies. This combination enables 
the railroad companies to secure the 
distribution of imported goods and also 
to gather and deliver to the steamship 
Hues outward bound cargoes, both 
steamship ana railroad lines apportion­
ing the rates of freight and sharing in 
the proilts of the transportation.

Of the live principal lines of railroad 
connecting the Interior with Atlantic 
ports, all but one have combinations 
with foreign steamship lines, and thus 
the carriage of the commerce of the 
country, from the various points of pro­
duction to those of distribution and con­
sumption, is almost wholly directly or 
indirectly controlled by alien interests 
and combinations. The solitary excep­
tion among the railroad lines maintains 
an independent system of steamship 
connection; otherwise it also would 
probably be obliged to combine with 
alien ocean transportation interests in 
order to get Its share of the traffic.

This shows how absolutely necessary 
It Is that whatever protection is af­
forded to American over sea shipping 
Interests shall be ample and of such a 
character ns to give assurance of per­
manency in order to be entirely effec­
tive. The reciprocity navigation trea­
ties now in force require that at least 
twelve months’ notice shall be given of 
their abrogation. It is easily conceiv­
able that during this interval of twelve 
months the enormous aggregation of 
foreign capital employed In alien trans­
portation Hues, and the Influence of the 
railroad interests allied with these 
lines, would combine with the object of 
securing the repeal or at least the mod­
ification of enactments of a character 
so inimical to their interests as pro­
vided for the imposition of discrimina­
ting duties against imports in foreign 
vessels.

The profits of ocean freight carrying 
ire very largely derived trom imported 
poods having high freight classifica­
tion. Aliens practically enjoy the 
monopoly of ocean transportation, and 
through agreements among themselves, 
freight rates arc maintained with gen­
eral uniformity. With outward hound 
-argoes practically assured, through 
combinations with the principal rail­
road lines, and with but little competi­
tion in passenger business, tlic forelgu 
steamship companies could well afford 
to lower rates on Imports to such a fig­
ure ns would materially lessen the prof­
its of American ships enjoying the pro­
tection of discriminating duties against 
imports !u foreign vessels.

Therefore, the measure of protection 
which It Is proposed to give with the 
object of promoting American ship­
building Interests aud restoring the 
American merchant marine should, at 
the outset, to so liberal and of such a 
character as not only to be entirely ef­
fective in its purpose but such as to 
give assurance of being maintained for 
a term of years.

Capitalists could not be expected to 
take tin* risk of establishing plants for 
the r.msiruelion of cargo ships to com­
pete with foreign vessels If there should 
to Die remotest probability of such 
mod Meat ion of the measure of protec­
tion, through foreign or domestic Influ­
ences, as would teud to discourage the 
operation of such vessels wheu they 
were water borne. Neither would man­
agers of the projected ships be likely to 
imrfect their arrangements for employ­
ing the vessels In the over sea trade 
without some assurance that the pro­
tection afforded would bo sufficient to 
enable them successfully to compete 
with alien enterprise*.

"It is believed by those who hare 
given ibis matter careful consideration 
that 10 tier cent, discriminating duty 
against Import* In foreign vessels Is 
lime* too great, and that any less degree 
of protection would be Ineffective aud, 
moreover, discouraging to the Interests 
whloh are sought to lie promoted. lion. 
Mtcplieu It. Klkins. the framer and the 
earixM advocate of the measure pro- 
v idlng for discriminating duties on Im­
port* In foreign vessel*. In his speech In 
the Koiiate lo April, 1807, said.

"It i* not claimed that the bill under 
consideration Is perfect or wrJU bring 
alt needed relief. I t  will bars to be 
supplemented by further legislation. It 
Is claimed, however. In Its behalf, that 
the principle has been tried for nearly 
forty year* and produced tha moat ben­
eficial r<**ult», and to rettors discrimin­
ating duties now would b* a start In 
the right direction.**

Though the measure Is to oomo ex­
tent tentative, the principle Is by no 
meaos experimental. Perfection of the 
measure, according to tbs first lights 
obtainable, would give promloe of such 
results as would lie a practical guar­
anty of Us successful operation, de­
spite the opposition of the combinations 
of capital and of Influence that would 
be arrayed against I t

According 
to W. W. Bates, ex-Unlted States Com­
missioner of Navigation, the people of 
tbo United States have paid out, on an 
average, $150,000,000 annually, for the 
last thirty years, to forelgu ships for 
ocean transportation.

However much gold we may take In, 
In pnymeut for our surplus exports— 
and we Intend to tike In all we can get 
—It will never be enough, and it ought 
never to be euough until we add to it 
the millions we are now paying out to 
foreign vessels for our ocean carrying. 
That amount, added to the American 
side of the balance sheet, by being 
paid to the American owners of Amer­
ican vessels, would look well when we 
came to make up our yearly statement 
of receipts and expenditures.

many men were discharged on account 
of general debility tlmt the phrase cam * 
to ho used in n joeiilnr. suggestive way. 
To the thousands of men who, In spite 
of high spirit, lost strength and health, 
and droned away months in eonvales- 
oeiit camps or hospitals, the phrase was 
exasperating. It cxidaiucd nothing, 
nocountod for nothing, aud yet tho men 
iu the general debility class found 
themselves sinking Into chronic inva­
lidism. with little sympathy from com­
rades mul no such potting from friends 
Ut homo as was given lo wounded men.
\ "It was a convenient phrase, and the 
-urgeons used It when they ought to 
have used others. Sick mou given fur­
loughs on aecount of general debility 
wen* as much depressed as though the 
physicians had written consumption. 
They came up from a general break­
down of the system, more slowly than 
from acute disease, and deserved more 
sympathy than men who knew what 
was the matter with them. More often 
than otherwise they mot suspicion and 
ridicule,”

"Early In 1862," said the Sergeant, "a 
nuiutor of sick soldiers wen* left in n 
rather pretentious house in Southern 
Tennessee. The army was hurrying on 
to Pittsburg Landing, and seaut atten­
tion was given to sick men. The young 
surgeon left Ju charge explained that 
he was going out to capture some dark­
ies who knew how to eook. and that be 
would return iu a few minutes. lie 
did not eotne iu a few minutes, or an 
hour. In two hours there was a clatter 
outside, and a local officer, attended by 
several mou, who carried themselves 
as soldiers, strode into (lie room when* 
a dozen meu were resting on Hie ear- 
pet. with (heir muskets beside them. 
•Who Is iu command here?' said the 
official. 'General Debility,' at once re­
plied the sauciest man In the group.

"The official and the men with him 
laughed at this, and were manifesting 
a kindly Interest iu the sick Fulonlst, 
when there was another clatter out­
side. Our wagon train was coming 
down the hill, and the visitors ran out 
without ceremony. Oue of them came 
back to the rear wiivdow and.shouted: 
'My compliments to old General De­
bility. and may God help you. I was 
under Ids command myself.' In a few 
iniuulCM tiic young surgeon cairn* In 
with a score of teamsters and cavalry­
men. The sick meu wen? hurriedly 
loaded In the wagons, mid we Jolted 
off to the North.

"Tlmt was a distressing journey. The 
road was rough, and there was neces­
sity for haste. The teamsters were 
kind-hearted fellows, but (hey knew 
absolutely nothing about earing for tlx* 
sick. Tin* only man who did know 
was the young surgeon, aud with him 
It was mostly a matter of theory. But 
be was earnest and energetic, and be­
came to us cook, nurse, aud physician. 
Noticing that be spent money rather 
freely, I protested that he was doing 
too much for us. He explained tlmt 
our captain had given hint $26 to keep 
the pot tolling, and lie did it in great 
shni»e.”

"The first time I ever saw General 
Joe Wheeler,” said the Captain, "was 
lu connection with nu inubiilaiiee train.
I w as try ing to get the wounded aud 
slek hack to Nashville, aud Wheeler 
lmpIM'lied to  Ik* ju st where we didn't 
waut him to Ih*. H e dashed down on 
that train , confound him, stampeded 
tbe mules draw ing the heavy wagons, 
and they In their wild flight, overturn 
ed am bulances aud scattered ihc sick 
unil wounded along the road. The 
Hccnc w as terrific and dM i'essing Im* 
yond any battle scene I ever vv!iix**ed.

Ono 
particular patch of road, as small as 
Uio floor of a suburban sitting romn, 
produced uo lc«* than £20,606 worth of 
diamonds, or nt tlx* rate of £166 a 
square yard.

MANY VALUABLE DISCOVERIES;

I n te r e s t in g  R e su lts  o f  Mr* H cd ln 's
T ra v e ls  in  U nknow n R egions.

At the headquarters of the llussiau 
Imperial Geographical Society in St. 
Petersburg Sven Iledin, the celebrated 
Swedish traveler, delivered an address 
before a large and brilliant audience 
upon his receut journey across the 
Pamir, the Kashgar and the Lob Nor. 
Sven Hedln's researches resulted In a 
number of valuable discoveries not 
only in the field of physical geography 
and geology, but also in those of eth­
nography and archaeology. The ex­
plorer started at the beginning of 1S1M 
for tbe Pamir military post tu Hash- 
garia aud four times in the course of 
the ensuing summer made the ascent 
of the Muglngh Ata (Father of the 
Mountains of Ice), one of the highest 
summits lu the Pamirs. He reached 
an altitude of 120,000 foot above the sea 
level. Tho mass of the mountain Is 
composed of gneiss and crystalline 
schist. Notwithstanding the rigorous 
climatic conditions In that region, 
where tho temperature Is subject to 
sharp variations, the rarefaction of the 
air, the Immense altitude and the large 
numlwr of dangerous crevasses, Sveu 
Iledin succeeded lu making a very cor­
rect map of the glaciers of the Mustagh 
Ata.

Duriug llie autumn of the same jvar 
the traveler proceeded In the direction 
of Lake Teschll-Kul to explore It and 
also the Alid-Scbur mountain range. 
He returned to Kashgar to pass the 
wluter and spent the time in arranging 
the scientific material which lie had 
collected.

In February, 1895, Sven Iledin set out 
to cross tbe Takla Mnkbiin desert, 
which had nerer before been explored, 
even by natives. His object was to ob­
serve the sand hills In thnt region, 
which rise sometimes to a height of 100 
feet. Tho complete dearth of vegeta­
tion and water rendered Gils Journey 
very arduous aud dangerous, inasmuch 
as Instead of taking enough w*ater for 
ten days he took only four days' sup­
ply. On his way across the desert lie 
lost several of his men, his camels and 
a number of scientific Instruments, in­
cluding his photograph! * apparatus. 
Eventually he had to return to Kash­
gar by way of Anson to obtain a fresh 
supply of provisions. Pending the ar­
rival of new apparatus and Instru­
ments, which could not reach him for 
three months, Sven Hedln proceeded to 
explore the source of the Amu Darla 
and the Hindu Kush range.

In December, 1805, lie left Kashgar 
for the last time, traveling by ivny of 
Kkotau toward Lake Lob Nor and trav­
ersing another desert 300 kilometers 
across. During tills Journey, which oc­
cupied four months and a half, tiven 
Hedln discovered the reuiuins of two 
ancient tow*ns and the ruins of Bud­
dhist monuments. Proceeding ns far as 
the Kerin Dnrin Itiver, he ascertained 
that this stream ran ns far ns 30 de­
grees 30 minutes north, lie found In 
that region a tribe of half savage shep­
herds unknown even to the Chinese. 
Tushlng ou to the Chinese town of 
Korcin, along llie banks of the River 
Tarim, Sven Hedln reached the Chinese 
or northern part of !*akc Lob Nor, 
which Prjovnlsky was tumble to dis­
cover, apparently imettuse this lake 
probably empties Itself, whenever there 
Isnnubundance of w*nter, into Hs south­
ern portion, the only one seen by the 
Russian explorer. Further on the 
Swedish traveler followed up the 
course of the Kutcha-Darla River, 
which flow’s into tho northern part of 
Lob Nor aod connects u whole series of 
oblong-shaped lakes, the more norther­
ly of wbleb had up to that time not 
been discovered.

From !̂ >b Nor Kveu Hediu. In the 
spring of 1800, came back to Khofttn 
via Tcherien, Kips. NIs and Kerin, uud 
then returned to Kerin lu order to un­
dertake a Journey lu northern Tiliet 
and on the heights of that region. Dur­
ing tbe expedition the explorer discov­
ered a lofty mountain range, whose 
highest |H*ak rose about ID,non feet 
above sea level, and which w*as named 
by Hven Iledin Mouut Oscar. He also 
found In this reglou tweuiy ihrce *nlt- 
water lakes. During the whole of Hu* 
two mouths the expedIGou la«iisi uot 
a single Imiuan living was met wHIi. 
Hven Hedln then proceeded via T*al- 
driiii. Kakn Nor, Hlnln I'm. I.lsn Teiiii, 
the desert* of Alia Hcban ami Ord»* to 
Pekin, which city he reached March 14, 
1«i7. aeroas northern China. The ci|M'- 
dlGoii, the eo*t of which was defrayed 
by the King of Hw«*|c», Mr AoInJ and 
several other rich Huedlsh gentlemen, 
w‘as the mesns of securing InmsiiIchI. 
geological ami archaeological 
Gon* motably several ancient Buddhist 
MHH. found at Khotsm and aleoii :*on 
sheets of (opogratddcal plans, as u-ell 
aa a large number of piiotogmph*. • 
l«ondon News.

A German has patented a wind mo­
tor to assist In tbe propulsion of a cycle, 
a frame secured to the head of tho 
wheel carrying a winged wheel which 
Is geared* direct to the hub of the front 
wheel.

A resident of Johannesburg 1ms ob­
tained a patent on a step-ladder which 
has projecting arms on ouc side which 
spring upward as the ladder is opened 
and support a handrail at the right 
place to steady the climber.

To preveut sparks from locomotives 
from setting fire to buildings a new 
spark arrester has been designed, eon->U 
slating of a pipe running from tha ' 
boiler to the top of the smokestack to 
force wuter through a sprinkler against 
the sparks.

Prismatic or plain window lights, for 
use in transoms and basement win­
dows, arc being manufactured with 
perforations in their surface to nllow 
ventilation, the entrance of water be­
ing prevented by the iuclitmUou of tho 
openiugs or by external boods.

Kerosene lamps are automatically 
lighted by a uew electrical device iu 
which a battery Is placed in the base 
of the lamp, witli an induction coil lu 
the post, to cause a spark to pass across 
tho wl.ck from one electrode to another 
when a switch in the base is closed.

Electric treatments are given to cy­
clers by a new handlebar which lias 
metallic grips connected with a small 
generator mounted on one of the 
wheels. In another form of the same 
device shoes are provided witli contact 
plates and the battery may be connect­
ed to sewing machines or organs.

To stop a train when Gie track 
spreads or a bridge burns a safety 
brake appliance has been designed, 
consisting of a Y-slmped plate hinged j 
at tbe bottom to the rull and held luv 
place by a cord until llie latter Is bro- 
keu, when the plate springs up to cu- 
gngc n brake operating lever ou thecn- 
glue.

A newly pateuted puncture-proof 
pneumatic tire has two layers of trails- 
vorscly placed metal plates molded into 
the trend, tho Inner plates breaking 
Joluts with the outer row, while tho 
edges of the plates are prevented from 
injuring tho rubber by a silk cord or 
similar soft packing Inserted iu the 
tire.
