CEDAR TOR CIGAR BOXES

Hunt fora New Source of Supply Mad#
Necessary by the War in Cuba,

Vessels come into New York every 
week with cargoes of cedar, but since 
th<» trouble began in t ’uba their trips 
have been lengthened by a good many 
hundreds of tulles. The best cedar for 
cigar boxes comes from Cuba, and 
when tltls source of supply was shut 
off quite au Important iudustry was 
built up in the Bayauo Uiver, about 
thirty miles from Panama. The royal 
cedar of Panama conies nearer to rival­
ing the Spanish cedar of Cuba than any 
heretofore discovered. It has a strong, 
penetrating odor, is very bitter in taste, 
of a pronounced red tiut, and rich lu 
medicinal properties.

For many years manufacturers of ci­
gar boxes used only the Spanish cedar, 
cut in the districts where the host Ha­
vana tobacco was raised. All other 
cedar wtu>n made* up into boxes teuded 
to frpoll good cigars, but the Rpuulsh 
cedar not only helped Mm* cigars lo re­
tain their flavor, but even improved il. 
The cedar found growing on the keys 
off the Florida coasi was excellent for 
making lead pencils. Imi It was useless 
for cigar boxes. Hcsid s deteriorating 
the cigars by Its peculiar odor, the gum 
in it melted when exposed to the heat 
and caused considerable trouble. When 
the war w ith Spain began the common 
cedar In the South was used. In Mex­
ico a variety of cedar grows that makes 
a fair substitute for the Spanish cedar, 
but It Is ruinous to pack first class Ha­
vana cigars lu boxes manufactured 
from it. For the cheap trade it is all 
right, and smokers of cheap brands of 
cigar* would never notice? the peculiar 
flavor the wood imparts to the tobacco. 
Formerly when the Spanish cedar was 
so cheap and plentiful the makers of 

eap brands of cigars always packed 
cm in good Spanish cedar cigar boxes 
improve their quality. Cigars tlius 

eked for a few* months would have n 
llcatc aroma w*hlch smokers would 
tribute to the tobacco, but which w*as 

lue entirely to the flavor of the cedar. 
The cedar forests of the United 
tales were never so extensive as those 

South and Central America; but in 
?ociit years the drain Hpon Uicm has 
i*en so tremendous that they are rup- 
11 v disappearing. Tie* most valuable 
lit one time wort* those on the islands 
ml keys off the Florida coast. One of 
[he largest lead pencil companies In 
lie world acquired tie* right to the
>cst of (lies........ Islands, aud it has
lm’H systematically denuding tlie for- 

‘Sts ever since. Millions of lead pen- 
Us were annually made out of the 
■ed.ar trees that fifty years ago clothed 
hese keys.
Almost the same is true of oilier cc- 

ar forests in lids country. Tin? moun- 
aln slopes of Tennessee and other 
huihcni States were at one tiuiecloth- 
d with vast stretches of beautiful 
•edar trees. But they have been going 
cry fast. In Tennessee the bucket fac- 
ories use annually .".imhj.oou feet of ee- 
inr lumlter; J.oum.ihni feet go each year 
0 Ht. Louis for fence posts, and tho 
elegraph and railroad companies uso 
■ednr almost exclusively for their pole* 
ml railroad tj<*s.
The famous cedars of Lebanon am 

lie most durable of all cedars, but the 
rce Is of very little value commereially 
iilslde of its native habitat. It is ciil- 
ivated lu Europe for ornament, aud a 
e\v speeimens are in existence lu this 
’ouuiry. It can be grow*n lu parks and 
irardeiiM, but it docs not thrive under 
liaiural conditions lu the United State*. 
Tin* wood of th.* tree Is fragrant, but It 
Is not so strongly scented ns the red 
cedar of America. The wood is of a 
reddish white color, nud sometime* 
the graiu Is so close Mint it cun be 
carved. As to its durability, mention 
should Im* made of the UiuInt work of 
the n»of of the Cordova Cathedral, 
wldell w as built eleven n-nMiries ngo of 
ihe cedar of Jadianon. New York Sun,

D ervishes T ransform  th e  C ity In to  a  
M odern G olgatha.

The town of Metemraeh stands about 
a mile from the waterway, but the in­
tervening plain presented a most won­
derful sight, one of the most wonder­
ful that have crossed my path in four 
campaigns. The dervish army had 
evidently remained, after the fall of 
the Junllns at Metemmrili, encamped 
for some time in this plain, behind 
their chain of intrcncUmcnts, and had 
lived on the fat of the land; for this 
place, and here I am not exaggerating, 
over an area not loss than five square 
miles, was simply one mass of the 
refuse of flesh meat--a modern Golgo­
tha. Animals nnisl have been slaugh­
tered In thousands with ruthless waste, 
since even now the sand-driven plain 
is hut n mass of animal's skulls uml 
holies. The hides even were not pre­
served, but are there to tills day, rqt- 
ling in the sun.

We rode neross this ghaslly streWh 
to the town itself. In Its day Metem* 
melt must have been one of the most 
flourishing Arab towns upon the Xilo. 
To-da.v it is a ghostly catacomb, a veri­
table eity of death. As we rode down 
the di settl'd streets and passed through 
the eriimhling alleys a feeling of deep 
depression heJd us. How could it have 
been otherwise, for here we were la 
what a few months ago hud becu a 
flourishing, busy town, with iu  com­
mercial interests, Us family and inter­
nal ties, its markets, its homesteads 
and it* byres. Xuw it is a gutted city, 
given over to desolation, decay and tho 
foul scavengers of the desert.
•Pin* and sword hud done their work. 

There was not. a roof but here evi­
dences of tin* invader's lire brand, nor 
a courtyard hut held Us complement of 
dead. Tin* very domestic animals had 
been slaughtered at their tethers, aud 
the infants at their mothers’ breasts. 
Prom the dry-brick mansion of the 
hading sheikh to the hove! of tho 
meanest lisiierman every dwelling bore 
testimony to the ruthhss tragedy 
wlileli had overtaken them. Pleached 
hone# lay !n heaps in every eorner aud 
suii-drhnl canapes fouled the air of 
every open >p:tOi».

Doorway* and alleys showed how 
they had rapidly been mudded up, and 
in nil tin* >crub by her riverside house­
hold belonging* showed how the 
wretched .laalin had tried to save their 
simple penates by a hurried flight. But 
tho bones around these caches were 
only a d« tuU of the one great tragedy 
which was almost a successful attempt 
U> Idot out not a nomad family but an 
agricultural race.

Prom the towu we weut Into the des­
ert to the spot where the dervishes -had 
made their second camp, 'file intro­
duction was growKomc enough, for 
upon a dry sandy knoll we crime upon 
ihc conqueror's gallows. It was but a 
eio*>treeof blackeued Jogs, from which 
u length of rope was still listing to the 
breeze, hut at its base were evidence* 
of Us use in ail their creepy detail*. 
1 eoitu/.ed eighteen human skulls, to 
the bleached Jawlnins of which the 
beards of the vJetinis were stilt adher­
ing, while a clean-cut shin hone show­
ed tiiat mutilation had preceded death,

With a single conspicuous exception, 
modern wars have left no abiding ani­
mosities between the nations engaged 
in Ihiuu.

When the 
Czar made ills recent proposal of dis­
armament, the iiislaut reply of the 
French was. "Whitt about Alsace and 
Lorraine?” Yet Frauee and Germany 
acted together In diminishing Japan’s 
exactions from Chino, mid If the stales- 
men of both countries an- prudent even 
tills feud umy die out.

Home few Americans found opportu­
nity to talk with Admiral Cervera’s 
sailors who were for several weeks 
imprisoned at Heavey’s Island, Maine. 
'Hie effect of these conversations upon 
the Americans was, uniformly, to in­
spire sympathy for the Spaniards them­
selves, mid to encourage a more hopeful 
view of the future of Hpuln.

A Word on Itoadinnklng,
There is no better test of the progress­

ive character of a people than good 
roads. This is exemplified in the early 
history of the republic. The building 
of the great national road from Wash­
ington to St. Louis, through a sparsely 
settled region of the States of Ohio, In­
diana and Illinois, was the means of 
settling those States. On the approach 
of winter it becomes the duty of those 
persons actiug ns roadmasters to put 
the roads in good condition to meet the 
necessities of travel. Gravel roads, 
where good gravel can be obtained, are 
becoming more in demand than the 
macadam or broken-stone roads. Tlmt 
is owing to the difficulty, almost every­
where in the West, of getting stouc that 
will resist the action of frost. Hoads 
can be covered with gravel during the 
winter ns well as in summer, where the 
roadbed Is left in good shape by the 
road lender. In illustration, one of the 
principal approaches to the city of Mus­
catine, Iowa, over which a large part 
of the grain mid produce is hauled, is 
down n steep hill cut through a high 
bluff. Through the cut a uumber of 
seeps or springs made the road a bed 
of mire even in midsummer. Muscatine 
has a very extensive deposit of gravel 
within half a mile of the city limits. 
The road got so bad that the city de­
cided to cover the roadbed with gravel. 
This was done in winter, the gravel 
belug dumped on the frozen surface. 
Even some of the gravel was in frozen 
lumps. It was only put on from eight 
to ten indies when it should have been 
at least twelve Inches, and yet that 
street became and has remained the 
best street for travel In the city, with­
out tuud or dust. The best gravel is 
that mixed with clay, as It pucks easier 
and makes a good surface. Where 
mixed with sand the wheels passing 
over it keeps it loose. There are few 
sections where gravel eaunot be ob­
tained, uud thus the farmers cun em­
ploy their teams during an idle period. 
It must be borne in mind tlmt a well- 
made gravel road does not call for the 
constant care uud repair required by 
tjie common day  road.—Chicago Rec­
ord.

A California Plum
Tin* State Highway Commissioners 

of California have prepared a draft of 
a bill that will be submitted to the com­
ing Legislature mid which they think 
will result In good roads throughout 
California. The plan Is to provide that 
ouc-hulf of all moneys collected lu the. 
counties for road improvements be 
placed in u separate fuud, to be expend­
ed on roads iudlcuted as State high­
ways, the contracts for the work to be 
let by the Huporvlsors on plan* and 
specifications to be approved by tin* 
Commissioners.

Tile Legislature will also be urged to 
pass a bill to the effect that wlicu any 
county complete* five miles of road in 
acordanec with the proposed amend 
mem the same shall on petition to Dt** 
Highway CominlKxbm and with tin- 
approval of the Govmmr be accepted 
by the State a* a State highway and 
maintained n* such.

Doubt­
less Die performance Is a conjurer's 
fri'-k. and shows a method lu their 
madness.

The large, heavy masts of a 
sunken coaster might rip up the bot­
tom of a colliding vessel, and a  ledge of 
rock would not be more fatal than the 
submerged hull. In one year the Uni­
ted States Hydrographic Office, which 
Is a branch of the Bureau of Navigation 
of the Navy Department, has received 
nearly two thousand reports of wrecks 
and dangerous obstructions, and order­
ed the destruction of as many of these 
os was practicable. This work Is done 
with torpedoes. After the explosion 
there Is no torpedo left, but there is 
also no wreck.

I t is impossible to say how much 
damage has been done by collision with 
wrecks aud derelicts, as ships abandon­
ed a t  sea arc called. Sunken wrecks 
are hidden dangers. The sky may be 
clear aud the sea-way light; they smite 
the unsuspecting victim from the 
depths, nud add one more to those dis­
asters which are the more tragic for the 
awful mystery that- surrounds them. 
During the sevey years from 1887 to 
1804 forty-five such collisions—nine, or 
nearly one-fourth, resulting In total 
loss, tlic others in great damage—were 
reported to the United States hydro- 
grapher. Of the nine fatal collisions, 
five were with wrecks, aud four with 
derelicts.

The Yantlc, the Dispatch and the 
dynamite cruiser Vesuvius arc amoug 
the vessels of the United States navy 
which have most actively waged war 
upon sunken wrecks. The U. S. S. San 
Francisco also lias the honor of having 
destroyed a derelict, In which operation 
she was, however, obliged to resort to 
all usual methods of naval attack ex­
cept boarding—torpedoes, ramming and 
shelling. Capt. CrowlnshJeld, when 
commanding the Kearsarge, removed 
a curious obstruction to navigation off 
Cape May. A schooner was reported 
sunk there In twelve fathoms of water. 
Capt Crowlnshleld was surprised, on 
reaching the spot, to find the heels of 
two masts—not the upper, but the low­
er ends—protruding fifteen feet al>ove 
water. In soiye Inconceivable inauner, 
these masts must have Income unstep­
ped from a sunken vessel, and the 
heels had swung up, the ends of the 
spars being held down by the rigglug. 
One mast was shattered with torpe­
does, the other pulled out by the Kear­
sarge and thou destroyed. It was not 
necessary to break up the hull, as there 
was enough water above It.

The Vesuvius was very successful as 
a wreck-destroyer. Some of the ob­
structions are difficult to locate. The 
same wreck may bo reported lu Dm*e 
different positions by as many differ­
ent vessels; and with so many clues to 
follow It Is not easy to run down the 
game. The Vesuvius has found a wreck 
with only two feet of spar protruding 
above water—and two feet of spar 
sticking out of the broad Atlantic Is 
rather like the traditional needh* lu the 
haystack.-8t. Nicholas.

Almost any day Die little Queen and 
her mother may be seen driving in Die 
pretty streets of Tho Hague. Their 
carriage is noticeable only for the royal 
liveries, which arc rather conspicuous. 
Tiie Dutch people are foml and proud 
of their two queens, but do not show 
them that exaggerated deference that 
a less democratic nation might. They 
are treated much as we treat Die Presi­
dent of the United Slates.

■\VilhoImina rot timed from a visit to 
Germany. 'V\\> newspapers comment­
ed gladly upon Die exported arrival, 
and a goodly crowd hung about the 
palace. Filially Die royal party came, 
accompanied by a considerable suite. 
The little Qu.di was simply but becom­
ingly dressed. She bowed and smiled 
with winsome grace to her devoted sub­
jects. but hurried into Die palace, there­
by causing some disappointment. Eith­
er Queen Emma spoke to her on the 
subject, or else W’ilhelmina herself re­
pented of her shymss, for a few mill- 
utes later her pretty face appeared at a 
window*, and she waved n most cordial 
greeting to UijMicopjc below*L A bother 
Ihh^w e’sa'wlier riding along the beach 
at Sehevenlngen, a famous watering- 
place three miles from The Hague. 
Tho young Queen wore n plain habit of 
bottle-green cloth, surmounted by a co­
quettish little hat. Hho was accom­
panied by her goverm ss, the lord cham­
berlain, and ail equerry. They made 
an imposing group as they galloped 
swiftly over the smooth, hard sand of 
the NorCU Sea shore. It was the height 
of Die Sehevenlngen season, nnd hun­
dreds of people were loitering on the 
perfect hcaclb A murmur of "The 
Quern is coming!’’ arose, and instantly 
every one was on Die alert to catch a 
glimpse of her. The royal party came 
tearing along at breakneck speed, the 
girlish Queen easily in the lead. But 
as they approached, AYIUielmina good- 
naturedly drew rein, and graciously re­
turned some of the many salutations 
offered her; but, being of a retiring na­
ture, she seemed not really to enjoy 
such public demonstrations.

A Picture o f  Tlictr Conditions H alf  a  
Ccnlurj- Ago.

- ■ Junnt iwa" H:—.fv-aklux.^TT ■AmeDcan-  
miniature-painter, Jiv'd in Havana 
during tiie middle of the century, and 
kept a diary of his experiences. A se­
lection from this journal is published 
In Die Century. Mr. Jenkins says: 

Coffee plantations, Diough so beauti­
ful, have not increased in numbers of 
late years; in fact, many of them have 
been change 1 into sugar estates, which 
are more profitable, and render the 
owner socially more important. Tho 
owner usually resides in Havana, 
where his family may enjoy tiie pleas­
ures of cultivated society and have the 
luxuries of a city; he therefore employs 
a sort of middleman, called a major- 
domo, to manage ids estate. The own­
er wants all the numey he can get to 
maintain ids establishment in Havana, 
aud Dk> major domo seeks to Increase 
his percentage, and tints the poor slave* 
are ground to tiie dust, and at times tho 
cruelties practiced are barbarous. Tho 
mayorals are usually Canary Islanders, 
a hot-toinpcrod.and ent'd race, and. be­
ing without res:raiut of tho presence of 
the owner, arc viudlcllvdy oppressive, 
ami iu their inhuman punishment* 
often take life. The horrors which 
iavc been perpetrated in Cuba by tho 
ash would disgrace barbarians.

__ One striking fact M11 nsDlig-Dia.Jurd- - 
ships of slave life on a sugar estate is 
that children are very rarely seen there. 
Klave men in their vigor are more prof­
itable, aud lienee to a large force of sev­
eral hundred men only a few women 
are allowed. The labors and hardship* 
which these women endure tend to pre­
vent increase, ami tiie few children 
born usually die in Infancy from neg- 
ect. There Is no ear© taken to prevent 
this result, ns they say it is cheaper to 
supply the losses on the plantations by 
new importations than by the rearing 
of children. The ellmate, fortunately, 
is so mil l that the* staves need but Hide 
clothing, and a wide palm lint and a 
cloth about Die loins arc their cosiume 
u the fields, the sun seeming to have 

but little effect upon their black skins.
Every week there is a ration day. on 

wlih’h they arc drawn tip lu long lines, 
md a fow pounds of black-looking beef 
brought from Buenos Ayres are thrown 
at Die feet of ca-di, which at night each 
cooks to suit himself, in addition, a 
coarse meal or small hominy (bran and 
alb is boiled, and put lu a trough, from 
which tlu-y <at it every morning with 
a spoon, a paddle, or Dieir linmK as 
they chocs'*.

The Africans brought into Cuba arc 
generally from the coast of Mozam­
bique, and are called Locoomces aud 
Caravalces. They arc large, stout men, 
of dogged will, and at Dun s are very 
obstinate.

All these creatures believe implicitly 
in the transmigration of souls, and that 
if they commit suicide they go Imme­
diately back to Africa. To cheek this 
evil, when a suicide occurs, Die mayoral 
makes each of the slaves bring a bundle 
of wood nnd build a funeral pyre, on 
which the body is buried. The ashes 
are then scattered in the air by the sur­
vivors, In whoso opinion Die dead ne­
gro’s soul is thus prevented from re­
turning to Africa. In scattering tho 
ashes they sigh audibly, "Aha! Aha!" 
as if expressing grief that the soul of 
their companion can no longer go home.

The npitcaruiice of the sugar estates 
is Die very opposite of the beautiful 
coffee plantations. Wide fields of mon­
otonous green stretch themselves to the 
horizon on every side, while here and 
there Die royftl palm lifts its tufted 
head ulwve the verdant level. The 
mayoral’s house, the sugar works nnd 
the dingy barracoons for the slaves are 
the only objects to break Die monotony 
of the desolate seem*. When first 
planted, the eaiic Is laid lengthwise In 
trenches, or furrows, about live or six 
feet apart, aud then covered. From 
each eye (there is an eye to cneh sound 
Joint) a shoot springs up, and semis out 
others, forming a hunch of canes; and 
thus Die fields are covered with the 
most luxuriant green.

Every year the erop N cut at tho 
ground, nml Dk> next •o,as'0i another 
crop springs up from the root', which 
are called vatons.

COMMON COUNCIL.

The regular monthly meeting of the Common 
Council of the Hty of Ncgaimw, was held in 
liio city Imll Thursday evening, Lee.
