There waa ftteopferencc In the gov­
ernor^  offloe late yesterday afternoon, 
and aside from the  governor the cen­
tral figure In it  was Congressman Car­
los D. Shelden of the Upper Peninsula. 
Shelden has been suggested as a sena- 
atorial possibility, and the plan of 
bringing out him or some other good 
Upper Peninsula man as a  condidato 
has booo under serious consideration 
in the Pingree camp, the purpose be­
ing to take from Burrows tne votes 
tha t may otherwise go to him from 
tha t country. I t  is understood tha t 
Shelden did not encourage the plan, 
as ho regards i t  too lato to do effective 
work in thut direction.

manhood. I t Increases Uie value of 
every acre near by, fills the town with 
dwellings, opens public libraries and 
crowds them, dots the continent with 
cities and cobwebs the country with 
railways. The one remaining dollar 
Insures progress and guarantees mill­
ions to its owners.*1

|Ki«t yonr a t least 12 per cent, in all the 
avenues of business. The average wage 
paid to all classes of labor is not far 
from $40 per month. If we had 20,- 
'►00,000 of wage earners, then we have 
nn annual wage of $800,000,000. The 
inercoso or gain for the past year be­
ing 12 per cent., amounts to nearly 
$100,000,000 tha t the wngo earners of 
tho United states have hud bestowed 
upon them by the wise legUlation of 
the Republican party since It came in­
to power In 1N07. •

While there are unmistakable indi­
cations th a t au eru of g reat prosperity 
is dawning upon the Luke Superior 
iron district, with every promise of 
continuing for a t least four or flvo 
years, the question of immediate con­
cern to the people of Negaunoe is as to 
the  conditions governing its real min­
eral deposits relative to tho processes 
of development. These of course must 
bo favorable if tho town is to share in 
the  benefits th a t have come to the ore 
producing sections in general. W hile 
the  first discovery of iron ore in the 
Lake Superior district was made with­
in the present limits of the city of Ne- 
gaunre nearly fifty years ago, the in­
dustry in our very midst is yet really 
in its infancy and the ultimate possi­
bilities of its  wealth yet remain for 
realization. Enough has been ascer­
tained regarding the mineral deposits 
to establish beyond question tho possi­
bility of a  valuable mioo upon every 
“ forty” embraced in tho domain of the 
city. But when? is the  question in 
which we should be especially interest­
ed. There arc ^m eexploralions going 
on within our borders a t  this time 
which give promise of added industries 
in the near future. Mr. Eugene W. 
Adams has made the  discovery 
of a deposit of ore of good 
quality on Section 12, the  extent of 
which remains to bo decided, though 
the indications a t present seem to w a r 
ran t the conclusion th a t u valuable 
mine will be opened in due time. Tho 
option was taken very soon after tho 
adoption of th e  reduced scale of royal­
ties last summer and is likely will af­
ford the first favorable result of th a t 
concession by tho Cleveland-Cllffs com­
pany, if indeed tho hope may not be 
entertained th a t the scale may not be 
adopted by tho other owners of rango 
foes, In which event rapid development 
would assuredly follow and th e  city 
soon bo placed in tho front rank of tho 
iron towns of tho region. No question 
as to  this conclusion. In the way of 
further development the Jackson Iron 
company is exploring with a  diamond 
drill on its property nosr the sawmill 
a t  Teal Lake and is reported to havo 
located a body of marketable ore, now 
proven to bo from 80 to 100 feet in 
thickness, with the drill still in ore. 
This Is on the  ore formation supposed 
to continue from tho Ncgauneo mToo 
to the Cambria and Lillie,and if wholly 
true will be thoroughly developed as 
rapidly as posslblo. A Uttlo further 
on towards th e  Hartford and close to 
the water's edgo,the la tte r company Is 
sinking a shaft, which is reported to 
be looking well, and is especially en­
couraging ns proving tho continuation 
of this ore body according to tho theo­
ry of all tho mining men who have 
given tho subject nttontlon.

Another fuvoruhlu indication as to 
future development is tho fact th a t 
Cnpt. Samuel Mitchell has recently 
taken an option upon the Bara bo field 
of some 20 acres, also on this range, 
with a view of exploriog It. T hat he 
takes hold of It U sufficient evidence 
th a t It will be Intelligently and speed­
ily developed.

Mr. George Maas has takeo an op­
tion of a  tra c t of land Immediately cast 
and Is now driving a sand-pipe on the 
lino botween Corbit and Martel, just 
north of the  cemetery, with a  view of 
putting in a  diamond drill. l ie  antici­
pates •  heavy body of gravel and sand, 
possibly 200 feel, before the ledge Is 
reached and baa laid out his work ac­
cordingly, A t the Bn rasa the work­
ing shaft has been bottomed below a 
large body of ore and the  work of drift­
ing to It is now going on as rapidly as 
consistent with eoooomy, In the hope 
th a t the hoisting o r ore may bo com- 
mcnood some time before the opening 
of navigation. The location is new 
directly connected with the D., 8. H. *  
A. railway and all surface work put la 
readiness for active shipment.

wero buildcd upon the discovery of 
these largo ore deposits u t the time 
whoo tho m arket wus such th a t the 
subject of royalties scarcely entered 
into tbe calculations of the lessees as 
an item of cost in the production. A t 
th a t time 40 cents per ton was consid­
ered as a  reasonable figure wheo the  
prevailing price of the ore was vibrat­
ing about $5. There was no thought 
th a t a condition would arise during 
the  lifo of the lease under' which the 
payment of th is 40 cents would render 
it  impossible to operate tb mines a t  a 
profit. Thus the development of the 

j mines progressed rapidly, the number 
of men emnloycd whs alike increased,

| until a t ono time nearly eight hundred 
| were engaged. Tbe town boomed,new 
[ bouses by the &core went up rapidly, 
many o r most of them being built by 

> luboriug men who had boughta lot upon 
easy terms—a t a  high price perhaps— 
and applied the ir savings to tho partial 
payment of the improvements. Things 
were going on swimingly when the 
slump came. The Mesaba range was 
discovered, which with the further do* 
velopment of tbe Gogoblc aud VermiT 
lion rangos glutted tbe m arket and the 
enactment of the  Wilson bill In Con- 
gresi did the  rest. Tbe bottom went 
out and immediately tbe mines la 
Quostion closed down pending an ad­
justment of the  royalty, which has 
never been made. Values shrunk in 
all classes of the property which bad 
been to greatest demand and the  un­
fortunate investor who sought to pro­
vide himself & home had lost his all, 
and which in many instances was still 
more unfortunate, had become dis­
heartened and discouraged. From 
this time forward these g reat interests 
have served only as a  disturbing cle­
ment in the stability of the affairs of 
tho town. To them may bo attributed 
the responsibility of tho fact th a t the 
town Is weak instead of strong. W ith 
700 additional men employed there,tho 
town would a t once become strong, and 
with tho mines referred to worked 
steadily to their full capacity, which 
would likely require from 000 to 1,000 
men, the place would a t once manifest 
a  substantial growth. Hcnco wo say, 
th a t unless this m atter can be speedily 
adjusted, it  were better th a t they had 
novor been discovered. In the ir oper­
ation lies the possibility of immediate 
rulief in all m atters pertaining to the 
material welfare of the citizens aod 
the municipality. Otherwise, our peo­
ple should base the ir calculations as to 
the future upon the  development of 
new Interests such as are heretofore 
alluded to in th is articlo and which 
are cortain in duo time to contribute 
the Industrial strength necessary to a 
progressive town. I t  will come, and 
assuredfy','how'that the large holdiogs 
of the Cloveland-Cllffs company are re ­
leased from the Interdiction of exces- 
sivo royalties. W hile It is to be hoped 
other holders may adopt tho scale of 
the Cleveland-Cllffs company, it  is loss 
vital now than heretofore. Recent 
disclosures havo thrown some now 
ligh t upon the situation here, ond this 
in connection with other matters, will 
bo elaborated and discussed In these 
columns In the nenr future. Mean- 
whllo our people havo no causo for any 
relax of faith In tho ultimate correc­
tion of thoso m atters in the ir entirety. 
Tho resource th a t will build a  city of 
no moan proportion ties hurled a t our 
foot. I t  wlU not bo stolon or go to de ­
cay. Tho chief concern is mainly con­
fined to a  question as to the  time of ad­
justm ent of the  difficulties tha t ob­
struct natural development, aud the 
possible misfortune is th a t it may not 
occur a t  th is  period when it  would 
have tho encouragement of a  strong 
market and demand. Nevertheless 
Negajoeo is a good town to grow up 
with and all may assuredly look for­
ward to  the better part of Its history.

Sheep in The U. P
The Clevelaod-Cliffr company has 

decided upon giving theo subject of 
sheep raising in the Upper Peninsula 1 
a  thorougly practical test and have 
therefore imported a flock of 250, 
which will be increased to the number 
of 2000 from time to ti ue until the  op- [ 
enlog of next season. From a  careful \ 
consideration of all the conditions it  is ! 
thought tho experiment will prove 
successful. Among tho first and most 
important of the advantages is tbe 
hundreds of acres of pasturage, now a 
waste, that cun bo utilized for the 
feeding about six months in tho year. 
This urea is hilly, well watered and so 
far as can bo judged by experience, is 
in all respects adapted to successful 
abe?p raising. I t  has been demons­
trated that sheop thrive better upon 
rolling or hilly tracts than upon flat 
lands. They are less liable to such I 
diseases us foot-rot, etc., and in a gen­
eral way are more healthy. T here is 
of course a variety of soil and condi- 

• lions upon the available stretches of 
I land. In the valleys and are&ble por- 
, lions, hay and oats can be cheaply 
i raised in sufficient quantities for win­
te r  feeding, so tha t thero seems no 
reason why the  enterprise as outlined 
should not prove successful. The trifle 
of added expense In m arketing the 
wool will be more than offset by an ad­
vantageous local market for mutton. 
I t  is tho purpose to keep as largo a 
number during the coming year as can 
be looked after by one man, thereby 
reducing tbe fixed charges to the  m in­
imum. During the coming summer 
barns for tho storage of feed and sheds 
for shelter will be erected a t advanta­
geous points relative to economy and

c h a se  .11 bo such as can bo housed 
in the large burns and sheds on the 
old Pioneer Furnace location. So far 
us can bo judged ut this time the possi­

INCENDIARISM 11 NE
Greatly Exaggerated Reports-

Fires aro of almost daily occurrence, 
and as nearly all show traces of kero­
sene, incendiarism is certain. Incen­
diarism has prevailed for two years, 
and the authorities nre apparently 
powerless. This town hns had more 
tires in tho past flvo months than nny 
Michigan city of five times Us size.

The above is clipped from the Now 
York Times of recent da to and is but 
one of the many grossly exaggerated 
reports of the frequency of fires in this 
city. W hile it is true th a t tho num­
ber of fires occurring during tho time 
specified is somewhat larger than dur­
ing & similar period within the history 
of the city, tbe report is nevertheless 
highly colored by the reporter who 
sent it  out as an item of news ton press 
syndicate. Thero Is an object in this. 
The newspaper reporter of tho day 
must be sensational if ho is anything. 
Sensation is sought by the daily pross 
—it  sells papers—therefore tho penny- 
A-Uner must contribute along tbeso 
lines in order to make his calling sure. 
Corporations And people interested in 
resulting consequences, ns aro the in­
surance companies in th is instance, 
should therefore make duo allowance 
for this tendency to exaggeration in 
seriously reaching tho absolute tru th  
contained in these sensational reports. 
Certainly no newspaper proprietor, 
nor yet uny newspaper reader, remoto 
from our city, would bo interested in 
the inconsequential fact tha t “ boys lmd 
kindled u fire in Chris. Johnson's $10 
shanty;’1 or tha t “ fire occurred in nn 
abandoned shed rear of Laughiiu's 
Jackson street building, as a result of 
children playing with matches," etc., 
etc. The newspaper reader must be 
fed with something of more absorbing 
Interest and as a rule tho farther lie is 
taken from mediocrul lines tho better 
is he pleased and entertained, thus to 
a  large extent have those uuimportnul 
occurrences been colored to  the  dignity 
of conflagrations of incendinry origin. 
Of the considerable number 4  fires oc­
curring, or perhaps more accurately 
speaking, of causes for alarms being 
turned in, tho majority havo been so 
inconsequential ah to hardly, become 
the  subject of local thought or com­
ment, and havo generally passed os 
acts of boys who had In view tho get­
ting out of the fire department, wnllo 
a few havo held thu t tho object of tho 
offenders wns to annoy tho police de­
partment. and still others have 
expressed tho opinion th u tit was moro 
with a view of testing Its efficiency. 
This la tte r view, however, is discred­
ited by the fuct tha t In most Instances 
tho fires were confined to worthless 
Hhrds so publicly loculcd us to ho cer­
tainly discovered before damage could 
be (loin*. For Instance, the Uro In Mrs. 
Green's small burn rear of her Main 
«itvcl residence, wus sol tiudcr the 
floorontho tliculley side, hotween k 
and h o'ehvk in the evening, just us un 
uudlctieo wns galhojlng ut tho opera 
house* dlivctly across tho street und 
not more than 200 feet distant, (bo 
night being wet and nil conditions be­
ing against the spread of fire, This U 
the character of a largor number of the 
fires supposed to be of incendiary o ri­
gin. whllo In n few other instances 
where bolter classes of I'foporly havo 
been Involved, und where Incoodiarlsm 
wus suspoetod, the offender, if Indeed 
there was one, seems to Imvo com­
mitted the act with a  view of early dis­
covery, as for lnstauco the fire th a t oc­
curred In the McDonald building, Iron 
street, nn the alley side next to Muck's 
market, which is one of tho most fro* 
quented thoroughfares in tliucity. In 
fnctull of tho fires of the past tHoyrni* 
which have boon thought to bo of in­
cendiary origin arc of this '*Iaki>, nO 
th a t tho entire damage has been slight. 
Tho cause of fires of more lrojs>rUne<*, 
where gn-aler loss wa- involved, and 
where the ponsthli: UI struct ion of prop­
erty  might have been largc.am en tire ­
ly exempt from the suspicion of incen­

industry. A t best, ho thinks, not om 
half the machinery and equipment 
now employed could bo utilized in the 
hardwood business. All investment- 
in hardwood enterprises, excepting 
possibly tho mutter of stumpngc, would 
bo relatively larger than in the pi in. 
and tho tendency of the business would 
thcroforo be to pass to tlu* control of 
the stronger financial combination- to 
the exclusion of tlx* weaker. In any 
cvcut it mainly rests as a problem of 
tbo future, without promise of Imme­
diate change of present condition- in 
sight.

Cork dust and like material used lu 
the manufacture of linoleum is being 
replaced, by powdered mica, the .ma­
terial being also used to form panels, 
Hies aud mosaics.

A Frenchman has patented a new 
driving gear for bicycles, In which the 
chain, instead of running over the or­
dinary sprocket wheels, Is connected to 
two small wheels mounted on the 
frame, the teeth of the sprocket wheels 
meshing In the outside of the chain.

Windows can be easily cleaned on 
the outside by a  new apparatus in

One of the most remarkable features 
of the past few years has been the de­
velopment of at root railway traffic In 
this country and in other parts of the 
world. Nearly nil civilized lands have 
sh:\red ip tUU.hwneasr Qf.thc.means.qI 
urban transportation. Japan has re­
cently ordered street ears from tlic 
Tidied Stales: the trolley has Invaded 
tic  silence and sands of old Egypt and 
Koine and Athens have put the light­
ning of Jupiter to a use not dreamed of 
in t*ho obi mythologies. One can now 
go to Jerusalem by mi) ami the Arab 
and his donkey will soou. It is said, be 
replaced on the streets of the sacred 
city by the great modern convenience 
for urban transportation. The tram ­
ways of London carry annually 1,000,- 
nnu.OhO passengers; those of Paris 400,- 
(100,(100, and New York and Chicngc 
combined probably more than Loudon. 
In one respect this development of 
street railways is not. perhaps, benefi­
cial, The bicycle and the street car are 
said to make walking almost a forgot­
ten art. This, however, is probably 
true only of the “constitutionally tired” 
part of humanity—those to whom every 
new convenience means not more op­
portunity but more comfort and ease. 
The trolley and the “L” roads of our 
big cities by abridging distance have 
added to life to those who know* how to 
use them. They also tend greatly to 
the expansion of cities by bringing sub­
urban life Into closer touch with the 
throbbing energies of great metropoli­
tan centers. Itightly used, those vas­
sals of the modern genii—steam and 
electricity—mean opportunity, and op­
portunity rightly used means life.

It Is several years since whnt Is 
known as the serum treatment of diph­
theria was Introduced. The results of 
the administration of antitoxin have 
been watched with Intense Interest by 
members of the medical profession all 

f  the world, and with niintmi pquiH
anxiety by people or all classes. There 
are still many men wlm not merely 
doubt but deny Hie ellieucy of the new 
method of treatment. It cannot he dis­
puted that whereas tile deaths from the 
terrible disease formerly reached one- 
half of the cas.*8, the average deaths 
In liospUaU where nulltoxiii Is used 
mnv number barely one-tenth of the 
cases. The objectors to the use of the 
remedy have various theories to ac­
count for th • change. We, of course, 
do not advance any opinion on the sub­
ject, farther than to say that the result 
must he due to a cause, ainl tlint imtl] 
another siillielent cause Is brought for 
ward, plain people will continue tc 
think that antitoxin has effected the re 
suit. As a German w riter on the qtics 
Ton remark*: “If Mill a change In 
mortality were simultaneous with llic 
introduction of a new and radically dlf 
ferent form of treatment, and If the 
same result were found in several 
scries of eases and l»,v various observ­
er*, a non partisan Judge emild give 
only om* decision, and that in favor of 
tin* new method of treatment. Many 
such series of ea*cs front unlinpeueh 
aide sources have been reported, and 
must he accepted a* competent evi­
dence.” The UMial ride with medico} 
men who dl*cover a m-v remedy or t  
new mode of treatment Is to publish It 
as Widely as posvhh- and give to ih* 
world the betlelll of Me1 discovery.

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Advantniscs of Good Road*.
There arc, it is estimated, 300.000 

miles of highway roads in the United 
States, about ::o per cent, of the roads 
of all the world. Great lirituin has 
120,000 miles of highways anil these are 
some of the Ue*t in the world. Ger­
many has 270,000 miles of roads, and 
some of them are as poor as the road­
ways of a great country can be. 
Trance, which has taken an enlight­
ened view of the good roads question 
for many years, and has spent by gnv- 
•rrnmental or local authority over ?1.* 
U(J(),Cn,C0l) on highways, lias a road 
mileage of 330,000, more than any other 
country. Russia, with an enormous 
urea, lias only 70,000 miles of road­
ways, while Italy, a  smaller country, 
has nr»,ooo.

There are approximately, though the 
number Is steadily on the decline, 14,- 
OUO.tJOO horses In the Vnitcil States 
(there were le,OOP,000 by the census of 
ISUO), ami there are about 2,000,000 
mules, principally in the South, the an­
nual cost of fodder for these animals 
being $l.'*0<MK>0,i;00, On fine stone 
toads one horse can haul ns much as 
three horses can haul over the average 
dirt road of this country. I t  is. esti­
mated that It would l>e necessary to 
build about 1,000,000 miles of macad­
amized roads in the United States In 
order to have as good a system of pub­
lic highways as is found iu several 
European states. A t $4,000 a  mile 
this would Involve nu outlay of $4,- 
000,000.000—a pretty large sum. Rut if 
one-half of the draft animals could he 
dispensed with by the building of such 
roads there would be an annual saving 
of $700 ,000 ,000  iu the foci bill. Conse­
quently if road bonds were issued bear­
ing 3 per cent. Interest 0,000,000 miles 
of macadamized roads could be built 
without Increasing the annual ex­
penses one dollar.—IlufTalo Review,

The point was raised 
and settled in Sir Robert Teel’s time, 
aud while I was President of the Hoard 
of Trade In Uls cabinet.*'

Then turning to his privtao secretary, 
Mr. Gladstone said: "If you will please 
go to the second desk in the small li­
brary, the third drawer on the right 
hand, in the last compartment nt the 
back of the drawer, you will find a bun­
dle of papers tied with black ribbon, 
dated 1N45, and labeled lb  1*. Bring me 
that.”

It was brought. Mr. Gladstone chose 
out of this pared of documents, which 
had slept for forty years, the memor­
andum he had in mind, opened, aud 
read It out to Ids cabinet. It was a 
minute by Sir Robert Tod on the ques­
tion raised- a question relating to 
trade, a full statement of facts, a de­
cisive opinion on them, ami a complete 
answer to the objection as uow raised 
by Mr. Gladstone's colleague.

It Is a  prevalent, though erroneous, 
Idea tha t the days when one can work 
bis way through college are over. Ways 
and means are ju s t ns plentiful to-day 
as they were twenty-five years ago, and 
the earnest student will find them. 
There Is always a  colony of such in 
Chicago, and a  sort of Masonry exists 
among them, whereby a  new-comer Is 
looked after till he finds cuough work 
to be iudepeudeut. A young man has 
more opportunities than a woman, but 
there are places for the earnest woman, 
too.

The most coveted occupations are as 
correspondents of the city dally papers, 
but ns comparatively few can be thus 
employed, the majority have to turn 
their hands to the next thing that 
comes to them. From twelve to fifteen 
teach night school. Several teach in 
the public schools In daytime and do 
their university work In nfternoous and 
evenings to secure tlu»lr degrees of D. 
D. and A. M. About a  score carry 
dally papers, which pays them from 
$2.30 to $3.50 pey week, but as this Is 
not sullleiont to meet all their expenses, 
they must do something else beside, 
and they do it. About a dozen have 
lamp routes, which occupation pays 
$20 to $23 a  month. This Is not as 
easy work ns some may Imagine it to 
be. Still the hours are easier than they 
were a  few years ago. A few are so 
fortunate ns to find work in the even­
ings In the city library. Some attend 
lawns iu the summer and furnaces In 
the winter, earning ns much as $5 and 
$10 a  week, by having several of each 
to care for. Some net as waiters nt 
dubs and restaurants. Some solicit 
advertisements and some are book 
agents.

The divinity students pay their way 
after the first year by preaching In 
small towns near Chicago. Several em­
ploy their leisure hours In "tutoring” 
less brilliant students Hum themselves, 
making a line income. Two young men 
made as high as $1.2no iu one year tu­
toring. One student Is n member of a 
city orchestra, which pays him $12 a 
week. A few are employed in the uni­
versity postoliice, which pays aliout 2 ) 
cents au hour. A messenger system 
employs a  number about two hours 
each dally, and some do clerical work 
for our professors, though here the 
ladles are given the preference.

As has l>ocu said, avenues for women 
are not so plentiful, .vet there art* few. 
Several are teachers In the night 
schools of the city, and several arc 
ftousekoonors for professors and small

tin* hay coming to the Washington mar­
ket. It was In big loads—four and six 
horses and practically all the wagons 
were fitted with wide tires, four luches 
and upwards. During my first fifteen 
miles I counted nineteen largo loads 
and all but three of the wagons had 
wide tires.. Where broad tiros pre­
vailed I generally encountered good 
roads; not m*rc**arlly that wide tires 
on wigons will make all roads good- 
hut my experience was (hat the two 
went pretty well together.

A G ettysburg Heroine.
An interesting story revived by tlic 

present war comes to-day from Penn- 
sylvuuia. I t relates to the heroism dis­
played by a young woman school teach­
e r  a t the fateful battle of Gettysburg.

At the time when Lee's army was 
about to invade Pennsylvania, Miss 
Currie Slieads was at the head of a 
school called Oakrldgo Seminary, 
which was situated a little west of the 
village of Gettysburg. The battle be­
gan on Seminary Ridge, the side of the 
town where Miss Sh*ads had her 
school. On the evening of June .'{(), 
Buford** army camped on the Cham- 
hershmy Pike, about 200 yards from 
the seminary. This naturally led to 
much excitement among Me* young wo­
men, and Miss Slieads told them that 
on the morrow they might have a holi­
day to visit the eam[i and contribute 
what they cotdd for the comfort of the 
tired and hungry men. As is often the 
case, “the best laid schemes o* mice 
and men gang aft ugley," arid the next 
morning was ushered in with the boom 
of ennnou and the rattle of shot and 
shell.

As the battle was raging within a few 
hundred yards of (lie door, the build­
ings of the (hikridge Seminary were 
naturally used as hospitals, and Currie 
Slieads was In a day transformed from 
the principal of a young woman’s sem­
inary to th<! matron anil head m use of 
un army hospital. Her girl pupils made 
mi etlieicnt corps of helpers, though 
nursing had not been a  part of their 
curriculum.

After much pressure Howard, who 
took command after Reynolds’ death, 
gave I lie command to fall hack toward 
Seminary Itidgc. Reluctantly the men 
obeyed the order and slowly fell hack, 
but, true to the gallant and courageous 
spirit left by Reynolds, they contested 
every inch of ground, and were put in 
no confusion by the furious charges 
and wild huzzas made by the enemy in 
an eiTort to rout them and put them to 
Jllght.

Lieutenant Colonel Fhnrlcs Whee- 
lock, with (lie remains of tiie Ninety* 
scvenlh New York Infantry, was one 
of the last to leave tin* Held. Arriving 
«m the grounds of the Oakrldge Sem­
inary, he found every avenue of escape
rimvti. su. muling mi ptrarrn inmosh. nn
borrowed a larg* white sheet of the 
seminary and waved li as a token of 
surrender. Thoroughly exhausted, he 
entered the house to rest, hut was fol­
lowed by a rebel olllcer and his men, 
who demanded Ids sword. Tills was 
refused, and an attempt was made by 
Colonel Wheeloek to break it and by 
l4it* Confederate otlleer to seize It. In 
the struggle the Confederate was altout 
to shoot when Miss Slieads Interfered, 
Imploring the colonel to surrender and 
warning the Confederate not to commit 
murder. The colonels unyielding re­
ply was: “This sword was given me 
by my friends for meritorious conduct, 
mid I promised to guard it sacredly and 
never surrender or disgrace It; and I 
never will while I live."

Soon the Confederate's attention was 
called off, and. seizing the opportunity. 
MU* Slieads idd the disputed weapon 
111 I lie folds of Iter skirt. Upon the 
Confederate' n return WheepH-k nnld 
that lu> was now ready to surrender, 
ns Ills sword wan In wife hands, ami so 
he “fell In" with tin* other men and was 
marched off to prison.

Clve days after the battle Colonel 
Wheeloek suddenly ap|»cnrcd. explain­
ing that In crossing sonfo march land 
he laid escaped, ntnl with great dlf- 
Heulty Hindi- his way fuick. The sword 
was returned to him. and after expres­
sing his sincere tlutnks, he went again 
to the front to win new laurels, and to 
die In January. Hmi5, of a camp fever.

While the battle was raging the 
Hereesi MUs Kin-.ids and her girls re­
mained untcrritlcd, earing for the great 
imiuhi-r of wounded w Irtch tilled their 
halls and rooms. Rut i lie exposure ami

Such a plan* w.-:.< f .tmd after a short 
time. Strapnlng h.* own revolver on 
Itie'lop' of''Ins l:i d and ordering his 
men to do likewNi. ih.* major with six 
followers plunged into the river, swam 
to the opposite bank, secured the ca­
noes, rowed back across for all of the 
lest of the command, save just enough 
to guard the lmrses. ami went on up­
stream. Reaching the mouth of the 
Coosa and rowing upstream a  little 
way, Major Weston sighted the trans­
port In a little bayou only a short dis­
tance ahead.

Pulling to the shore and beaching the 
canoes, Major Weston began making 
signals w hich might catch the attention 
of some one on hoard the transport. 
Presently ho hud the pleasure of seeing 
a gig push off from the transport and 
come toward shore. When the gig ran 
up on the beach, who should step out of 
it hut the captain of the rebel supply 
boat.

‘‘What do you want with me?" asked 
the captain.

"Ami who may you lie?" asked Major 
Weston.

"I am the captain of the transport out 
there,” was the reply.

“All, then you are just the man I 
wanted to see,” said Major Weston. "I 
am the major commanding the advance 
guard of Gen. Wilson's cavalry, which 
will lie along here in a few minutes 
several thousand strong, and to suvo 
you and unpleasantness 1 would ask 
you to surrender yourself and your 
trnn#jK>rt."

The captain thought the matter over 
for a  while, noted the determined ex­
pression on Major Westou's face, and 
concluded to ohiige him. Leaving the 
captain under guard with two of Ids 
men, Major Weston and the rest of Ids 
command got Into the captain's gig and 
one of the canoes and rowed out to the 
transport, where* Major Weston told the 
olllcer In charge that his captain had 
surrendered and that he had* come to 
take possession of the boat.

The transport was promptly turned 
over, was taken dow n the river to Mont­
gomery, and there was destroyed.

WRECK OP THE DEMOCRATIC 
PARTI IS COMPLETE.

No Hope fo r D em ocracy in  Kven th e  
R em ote F u tu r e  U nless I t  D rops I t s  
A nti-lC xim nsion N a rro w n ess  a n d  I t s  
F in a n c iu l F o llie s  a n d  In iq u itie s .

Not for. the past sixty years, except 
during the war and reconstruction 
days, when many States were unrepre­
sented in Congress, did the elections oc­
curring in the middle of the Presiden­
tial term turn out so favorably for the 
party holding the Presidency as they 
have in the canvass which lias just 
closed. Ordinarily ihc.se elections go 
against the President’s part}'. The 
only time tduee INTO when they failed 
to go this was in 1880, in the middle of 
Cleveland’s ilr»t term, when Cleveland 
saved a fragment of the large majority 
which lit* got in the House In the elec* 
tlou in which ho was cUosen. At that 
time, however, the Semite was against 
him. Tin? Senate, in fact, was always 
against him during his eight years of 
service, exempt during the first half of 
his second term. In the second half 
of the term he lost his preponderance 
in the Senate, aud the House wcut 
overwhelmingly against him. Jackson 
had ItoMi branches of Congress on his 
side during the whole of his service, 
but McKinley Is the only President 
since theu who has carried both 
branches with him through his term, 
save in the civil war and reconstruc­
tion period already mentioned.

In another highly important respect 
the situation for the Republicans is 
even more gratifying. On the basis of 
the returns in the State and Congres­
sional eloeiMous ju st held the Republi­
cans would have a  larger majority in 
the electoral college than any party has 
received a t any other tlmo slnco 
Grant's second election in 1872. Mc­
Kinley’s majority in Uie electoral col­
lege in 1800 was ninety-five. I t  would 
have been a t least 141 if the Presiden­
tial canvass had taken place this year. 
The only States which went to the 
Democrats In 1808 were Alabama, Ar­
kansan, Colorado, Florida, Georgia, 
Idaho, Kentucky, Louisiana, Missis­
sippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, 
North Carolina, South Carolina, Ten­
nessee, Texas, Flail and Virginia. All 
tlio otlier Slates were carried by the 
Republicans, for tho Republicans have 
file entire State ticket in Minnesota by 
good majorities except the Governor, 
which was lost on a factional fight In 
tiie party, and bi*oatwo many Ilcptib* 
ttpun bwtiIub vimwi ritr tin? Dunim'nirftr 
candidate, a Swede, who was put up for 
tho purpose of drawing away voles 
from tho Republicans on the race hsue. 
In a Presidential contest, of course, 
Minnesota would Imve given in 18J8as 
big a majority, 54,f>00, us It did In 1800. 
Tho Republicans have all the States ex­
cept those named, and would have had 
201 votes lit the electoral college, giv­
ing them u majority of 141.

Tin* wreck of the Democracy is com­
plete and disastrous. In every part of 
tiie country except tin* South it was 
overw lielniingly Is aten. In fact, of Iho 
States conventionally classed as the 
South, tho Republicans carried Dela­
ware, Maryland mid West Virginia. 
Throughout flu* Fast and the Control 
West tho Republicans made a clean 
KW«*cp. All tiie States on tho Pncillc 
slope are securely Republican. Neb.'il­
ka mid tho few Stutes in tin* Rocky 
Mountain group cling to the Democrats. 
These ami tho fur Southern States arc 
all that are left to the Democrats. To 
this pitiful and contemptible measure 
has the great party of Jefferson and 
Jackson shrunk in these days. Indeed. 
Its showing would have becu still worse 
if there had been a Presidential con 
lest this year, for in the larger vote 
which would then Imvo lieen polled, 
mid the greater incitement to ilfort. 
which would have 1ncn furnl*h<«l. the 
Republicans would undoubtedly haw- 
on riled Kentucky, as they did In 1Kb5 
mid lsfNI, and they would probably 
Imve won Nclu’uska.

To maintain our own standard 
of wages and of living a preference 
must he created for the American ship 
suHicicnt to enable its owner to employ 
native or naturalized citizens of tho 
United States to run them, and they 
must he fed in a manner that is not de­
grading to that citizenship. This is 
impossible without such national legls- 
latlon.—Ncw York Foinmcrclul.

Case* th a t  H ave C onsum ed M any 
Year" in r 'e tt len ien t.

The recent death of Jean Luh\ the 
famous winic*s iu the yet more fa ­
mous Tieliborm* trial, has called to 
mind that great law ra**, and led 
again to the recollection other cases 
which have left their marks on our le­
gal lists for tin* length of time they 
took before being settled.

The record for long cases In the law 
courts is held by the celebrated suit 
known as the "Bidmp Deim-tra will 
case," which arose from tin* estates 
left by that prelate iu 170s and went 
on a long and terribly protracted career 
till it ended in ixm. At first Micro was 
some i.'l!."o.of o fur di'trlbutinh among 
the heirs, but ere the trial had llnished

er J. .1. Parker, who was cxtrenuly 
rich, and died In |sj:i In Portland place. 
Commissioner Stotmr at MY tminsict 
heard much of it in Its latent stages, 
and the reason why it llnKln d in ls*»;i 
was that the whole estate had hern ex­
hausted in paying the lawyers’ cost. 
Tills case had a far greater claim to 
fame titan that of being merely (lie 
second longest trial in our island «d 
which wc have any full account. It 
will evermore be memorable owing ic 
its being tin* original from which 
4’harlcs Dickens took h!s renowned 
case of ••Jarml.Ncc agt. Jarndyee,*’ in 
“Rleak Mouse.*’ Which of us has not 
laughed at the vagaries of that great
i-.’ise as set down by the eelebrated 
novelist?
