Below we p rin t tb e  deoliion, com­
plete, of Judge Stone in  tb e  m atter of 
th e  petition  of tbe  A uditor General to 
sell th e  lands for taxes delinquent for 
th e  y ear 1890. I t  Is practically th e  
case of the  P ioneer Iron company 
aga in st the city  of Negaunee, which 
was won by the  c ity  before Judge 
Stone and affirmed by th e  Supreme 
Court, with a  denial by the h igher 
court for a  rehearing. Besides these 
decision* there  wns the  case of Samuel 
M itchell, Pioneer Iron company and 
Iron Cliff* company, complainants, v». 
City of Negaunee, Fort W ayne Cor­
poration and the Arbuckle-Ryan com­
pany. W hile a  different ease, many 
of th e  points involved in tbe  most 
recent case were passed upon, and as 
in tho  former case was won by tbe 
city  in both tho lower and h igher 
courts. In view of these several de­
cisions, the  final ouo comes as a  disap­
pointm ent to our citizens. W hite tbe 
Ikon* IIkhai.d Is disinclined to  c r i t i ­
cise th e  decision of Judge Stone in th is  
instance, i t  demurs a t  th e  conclusion 
th a t there  wus contem plated fraud, for 
it  knows to the contrary. I t  was purely 
an effort to  correct an abuse of long 
standing in the  local system of assess­
m ent, and in support of th is  th e  fset 
th a t th e  Lucy mine (PeodtU) assess­
m ent was reduced from 160,000 on tb e  
roll of 160-3 to  NO,000 on tb e  roll of 
1600, while tbe B eecher forties were 
reduced from 980,000 to  920,000 for the  
respective years. O th er corrections 
of tb e  kind were made ample to  Justi­
fy tb e  statem ent th a t  no fraud was 
contem plated or a ttem pted . I t  seems 
to  us th a t  a  law uoder which a  p e rt  of 
tb e  assessment o r tb e  en tire  roll can 
be brushed aside should contain a  
provision allowing tb e  court to  fix an 
am ount th a t m igh t In Its  opinion be 
equitable. T be proposition of th e  law 
as carried  to  a  eonelusloo In Ib is  In­
stance strikes us a s  a  monstrous ooe, 
and especially as th e  ones favored la  
tb e  case a re  tb e  m eet able to  pay Is  
th e re  any person who seriously be­
lieves th a t because of these alleged 
Irregu larities la  tb e  method of assess- 
m eaM bese wealthy load owners should 
escape the  payment of tb e lr  share  of 
the  public burden en tirely? W e a re  
loath  to  believe th a t  Judge Sloan him ­
self can be la  sym pathy with such a  
couteatloo, for It seems to  discourage 
aoy expectation of justice by tb e  
meases wbvo tb e lr  letareeta a re  per­
sisten tly  assailed ** la  th is  case. A 
deplorable feature  of tb e  result le th a t 
by fa r  tbe  larger num ber of taxpayers 
paid la  good follh , as good eltlxeos do,

T he situation as revealed aod ex ­
ploited in th e  proceedings of th is  tr ia l 
is certain ly  a  most serious one and one 
th a t  likely calls for tb e  most th o u g h t­
ful consideration of every patrio tic  
citizen.

Then the difficulty that Itns struck the Court 
more forcibly than anything else, was toe leav­
ing off of certain classes ot property entirely. 
Aa Inspection of the entire roll show that there 
le not an assessment of personal property upon 
It, outside o( certain stocks of goods ana some 
bouses assessed as personal property upon 
leaeed lands. In other words, no furniture, 
vehicles, horses, cattle, watches, jewelry, muil- 
eal Instruments, or annblog of t u t  ktiMl. And 
one of tbe oblectlons raised Ibis point, that 
there was entirely omitted Ibis class of proper* 
ty. I t  ts no answer to say that these classes 
nave always been omitted.

AU through the dismission of tbto case and 
examination of tbe testimony, there has been a 
struggle on tbe port of tbe Court to try and 
maintain tbe taxation; that these objecting par­
ties sbould not escape from eoiee taxation. 
The Court tuts tried to figure out a  baste upon 
whieb It could say that tbme objection ponies 
aboukl nays fractional ponkm 01 tbelr tax- at 
least But the testimony showing that certain 
classes of property wss entirely omitted, tbe 
value nod quantity of which doM but appear, 
has rendered ibis Impossible—unless tbe Court 
to simply to guess at It. lu other words, the as­
sessing officers have so thrown the roil out of 
joint, and have so shuffled tho assessments of 
tbe property in that city, leaving off large quan­
tities of personal property entirely, that 1 find 
It impossible to do auytmiig better than guess 
ut it. And I do uot think it to the duty of the 
Court to attempt to make a  new assessment 
roll. Jnail the coses where our courts have 
apportioned the Cat, it has appeared that some 
distinct portion of the property has been omitt­
ed, which did not affect tue remainder ol the 
roll. Tbe difficulty here was It seems to ine. 
from the evlrleuce hi the case, that they assess­
ed the outlying properties ut least at their cash 
value, ami took off from other properties the 
amount of tax they placed upon theso It ts 
remarkable -if you will compare the roll of 1896 
with the roll 011*93—Unit the assessed valuation 
is almost the suite; uud yet you Hud in nil 
these outlying lauds, pruiwrty raised from 9300 
to 9)0.000, or $8,000,-M  000,-13,000. And yet 
the aggregate of the valuation Is uboiil (hesame 
os the year before. So at least there was an 
unequal burduuLpiuceU upon these properties 
and upon all of the objecting parlies here.

There are numerous other questions In the 
case Ujui it does uot becumo necessary for tbe 
Court to snuuk about; although 1 should hold, 
and shall bu obliged to hold, until the (Supreme 
Court sets me right -and I hope tbe assessing 
officers will govern themselves aooordlngly, if 
they think ttut the law is as announced by tbe

If 
tho  company m ust borrow o r invest Us 
money to  raise ore during  th e  w inter 
to  pay a lax upon It before it  can be 
shipped in tbe  spring , as aga inst the  
one th a t  will leave tho ore in tho 
ground from tb e  closing to  th e  opening 
of oavlgailon, then  th ere  may follow 
an  unpleasant adjustm ent of industrial 
conditions along these lioes. 4. “ T here  
will be no costs awarded In th is  m at­
te r .”  T h is ruling seems to  emphaclsc 
th e  sta tem ent of tb e  Judge  th a t he is 
u*orry to wipe out ihoso taxes”  and in 
i t  lies the  solo g rain  of consolation 
oontalned In the  deolalon for tb e  honest 
taxpayers of th e  city  of Negaunee, since 
i t  ts  possible th a t  th is  la open to  tb e  con­
struction  th a t  be Is not absolutely ce r­
ta in  th a t  his decision has th e  w arrant 
of exact Justice.

W e bullcvo Judge  Stone 
has been deceived In th is  m a tte r  and 
we a re  led to  th is  conclusion by his 
final aod It seems to  us unw arranted 
denueelatlon o t  th e  a tte s tin g  officers 
of tb e  d ty ,  for as compared to  tb e  con- 
teelanto, they  a re  certa in ly  men of 
b tg b e r  in teg rity . In  conclusion wo 
a re  unable to  escape tb e  conviction 
th a t  w hether to  ignorance, neglect, o r 
dow nright ru o a lty , th e  alleged Irregu ­
la ritie s  are  due, y e t we a re  unable to  
regard  thedeclslon o th er than  a  traves ­
ty  upon equity,for in  ou r opinion of all 
th e  r ig h ts  o r  In terests Involved In tb e  
long drawn contest, th a t  of th e  man 
who has paid taxes In good fa ith , Is 
th e  m ost sacred and th is  seems to  have 
been ruthlessly tram pled  under foot. 
Bow and why we leave tb e  reader to 
conclude.

I t occupies 
the most fertile of European territories. 
It is blessed with the largest share of 
sunshine, and can raise the most re­
m unerative crops; the people a re  born 
cultivators, hard-working, frugal, and 
provident. The fundam ental flaw In 
their character Is their Incapacity for 
self-government. They can neither 
govern wisely, systematically! uor  
economically. W hatever their private 
g ifts may be—aud they have many—tbs 
public service derives little benefit from 
them. As soon as they touch politics 
their best qualities appear to  desert 
them  nnd the w orst come to  the  sur­
face. Not only do they govern them ­
selves badly, but they pay the highest 
price for the poorest article. Bad 
ffnauee is an Invariable accom panim ent 
of bad administrations. Good budgets 
ore alm ost unknown In L atin  States. 
In  contrast to  Anglo-Saxon States, they 
distinguish themselves by chronic de­
ficits, abnorm ally lafge public debts, 
nnd heavy taxation. Spain w as so 
weighed down by the financial burdens 
which had been accum ulating on her 
head fo r generations that she collapsed 
a t the first shock of a  solvent, well- 
equipped state. In retu rn  for years of 
m ilitary expenditure nnd national sac- 
ritice she got nothing hut hopeless fail­
ure aud Inevitable defeat. H er prep­
arations for w ar were alm ost a s  m iser 
able a  farce as  the painted m onsters 
w ith whlcb the  Chinese thought to 
frighten the despised Japanese. Span­
ish politicians nnd generals never re­
alised how Indispensable honest finance 
in to  the well being of a  state, and, 
above all, to  Its  m ilitary strength. A t 
the supreme moment it w as entirely 
w a n tln g - lt  hod disappeared years be- 
fo re -an d , falling H, nothing could 
avert the subsequent tragedy.

F orm ers and  Good Roads.
Excitem ents o f w ar and politics have 

delayed action bu t not m itigated inter­
est in certain public m atters th a t a  
year ago were under general discus­
sion. Among these m atters Is tb a t of 
good roads. I t  Is gratifying and even 
surprising to find tha t the farm ers In 
the South are aw aking to  the need of 
better highways, rem arks the Brooklyn 
Eagle, and th a t their congress In Fort 
W orth, Texas, adopted a  uitnute re­
specting the advautuge of S tate  aid to 
roads. For a  long tim e the farm ers 
have hung hack from participation in 
the making of roads. They have de­
clared th a t they were too poor to  stand 
the expense, and tha t the principle of 
compelling poor people to build good 
roads for city men nnd women who 
rode on bicycles was uu just. Bo it 
would have been if th a t were the  true 
view, but It Is not. The bicyclers get 
less benefit from good roads than  the 
farm ers. Riding Is done only In good 
weather, hut roads have to  be used In 
all weathers. The farm er needs a  good 
road fo r h is horses, bis cattle, b is oxen, 
his wagons, b u t especially be needs It 
for himself. Too loug he has forced 
bis wife to wiide through m ud aud 
sand when she went to  the neighbor’s; 
too long his children have been com­
pelled to  flounder in the m ire when 
they w ent to and  from their schools.

Rough roads mean short life for 
wagons and beasts of burden; they 
meau an  expense to every farm er who 
ships Inrge quantities of produce to 
m arket th a t Is greater Ibau his share 
of the cost of modern and civilized 
highways. A road tb a t will last may 
cost more In the beginning; bu t It will 
cost less In the  end than the usual 
stretch of unpaved aud uutended saud. 
No wagon load of crops will ever go 
astray  upon It, or be sunk to the hubs 
to aw ait rescue In a dry spell, a s  is the 
case now aud then on the  horrible 
roads of the prairie district. No fam ­
ily will be Imprisoned In a  home for 
days a t  a  tim e because the  roads are 
Impassable. No schools or churches 
ueed close, nor shops lose custom be­
cause of the foul rivers tb a t a re  roads 
in better seasons. Neither pleasure nor 
busluess is interrupted o r Interfered 
with. There Is a  savlug !u clothes, 
shoes, vehicles, horseshoes and  horse 
flesh, a  savlug In rheum atism  and colds 
th a t result from  wet and muddy feet. 
If  the roads a re  good enough to Invite 
horsemeu and bicyclists from town, so 
much the better, for they speud enough 
niuoug the rustic  populations to  m ain ­
tain  the  roads and build uew ones, be­
sides leaving a  margin of personal gain 
for the. farm ers and Innkeepers.

But uo objection Is made to the par­
ticipation of the S tate in the creation 
of system s of good roads. The country 
receives a  useful lessou M every road 
th a t Is properly made. Indeed, w ith­
out these occasional object lessons, It 
Is feared th a t some of the farm ers will 
stlU be unwilling to em bark lu exten­
sive reforms. Once the advantage is 
seen aud understood, no farm er, who Is 
above the uicutal grade of the harUir- 
lau, will couseut to a  return  to the old 
raiJdlHous.

A LIFE-SAVING SHOT.

Relic th a t  M arks th e  B eginning  o f th e  
Life- - sv ing  Service,

A twenty-four-pound round shot, w ith 
a  short chain attached, now lying on 
tbe table of General Superintendent 
Kimball, of tbe life-saving service, re­
calls a  noted occurrence long since for­
gotten by many people. The W ashing­
ton S ta r  says tb a t th is ball Is the  first 
shot ever fired In the United S tates for 
the purpose of saving life. A fter per­
form ing Its noble service It lay  for 
more than  tw enty years a t  the bottom 
of the se$.

On Dec; 20, 1M9, the British ship 
Ayrshire sailed from Ireland, bound 
for New York, with two hundred and 
tw o persona on hoard, m ostly  Immi­
g rants, seeking homes and fortunes In 
the  States. In  those days transatlantic  
steam ers were not numerous, the  first 
regular line, tbe Cunarders, having 
been established only nine years be­
fore, and thousands of Immigrants 
were transported In sailing packets.

Six weeks la te r the Ayrshire w as off 
the port of destination In a  northeast 
tem pest, whlcb rolled and pitched her 
about w ith great fury.

About midnight of Jan . 12, 1850, she 
struck  bottom w ith terrific force, heel­
ed over tow ard tbe beach, and the sea 
began to  sweep over her sides. Many 
of the  passengers were women and 
children, who were either crowded into 
one of th e  small deck-houses, o r lashed 
to  the bulw arks and rigging to prevent 
their being sw ept a  way. The n igh t w as 
dark  and  b itte r cold, and despair reign­
ed on board.

However, about two bourt a f te r  she 
struck, the half-frantic company be­
held a  flash of light ln-sbore. Then they 
beard a  sound as  of a  muffled cannon, 
and a  moment later a  heavy Iron ball 
came crashing on board. A ttached to 
It w as a  life-line.

A larger line was soon draw n to  the 
ship by tbe sailors, nnd then cam e the 
life-car—a t th a t time a  new and untried 
service. I t  w as a  small Iron boat, cov­
ered over, so that It w as very nearly 
alike on both sides, and having In the 
top an  opening through which persons 
to  tbe  num ber of six could craw l and 
shu t themselves In.

One of tho features of ctreot life In 
P aris  which strikes the Amctloan visit­
o r with wonder, says the Chicago 
News, Is the extraordinary num ber of 
men of leisure to be seen a* all hours 
of the day, lounging and chatting  la the 
.cates. Tbe fact Is tb a t many of them 
a re  employes of one kind or another, 
bu t their hours of labor are very differ­
en t from those that prevail In America. 
The young French clerk or bookkeeper 
would throw  up his position, even 
though such an act meant bread aud 
w ater for years to come, If bis em­
ployer dared to import w hat are be­
coming known on tbe continent as 
"American methods.”

Tbe P aris clerk wants to come down 
to  hla work certainly not earlier than 
0  o'clock—It Is ofteuer 10 tha t Und* him 
before bis d esk -au d  if his two hours 
a t  noon a re  abridged by the smuUest 
quarte r hour, s u lk lu m  and surliness 
a re  the sequel. lu  positions Just a 
grade above his the Incumbeuts stroll 
In a t 10, lunch from noon to any hour 
they please, und never stay later than 
6 o’clock a t their offices. The cafes 
a re  full a t  all hours of tbe day with 
prosperous men whose conversation 
shows them  to be eugnged lu what even 
the blue-blooded Frenchm an is begin­
ning to meuiloo resprc tlu 'ly  as * la com­
merce.” These "m erchants”—every 
business man la Paris is a “m erchant” 
^ ru m in a te  over ibelr affairs in tbo 
shade of a  cate awning instead of be­
hind tbe forbidding railing of a private 
office.

Im m aculate boots, spotless linen nnd 
highly polished top hat—all proclaim 
th a t tbe men do not by any means give 
a ll their tim e to “business.” Even In 
the large departm ent stores such a 
th ing as  a  clerk working overtim e or 
curtailing his midday m eal for any 
purpose whatsoever has never been 
heard of. In  the  store clerks and ac­
countants are obliged to a ttend  to their 
monotonous but never hurtle  1 duties. 
The moment a  certain  gong strikes 
they don their glossy high hats, change 
their short coots for the courtly length 
required on the boulevards and iiunio 
diately seek their favorite restaurant 
o r cafe, where they become gentlemen 
of leisure, “rentiers,” and talk  of po­
litical affairs o r the tost salon with 
highly judicial a ir and  critical eye, as 
if  there were not yards of ribbon und 
■Ilk  w aiting for their bands during the 
afternoon.

THEY TELL SOM E INTERESTING 
ANECDOTES OP THE WAR.

Bern tbe'B ojriof Both Armies Whiled 
Away Life In Cam p-Foraginu Ex* 
perienceif Tiresome Marches—Tbril* 
ling Scenes on the  Battlefield*

C
OL. CHARLES MARSHALL, 
who w as chief of staff to General 
Robert E. Lee, contributes to  the 
Sunday In ter Ocean the following ver­

sion of the fam ous surrender to G rant 
on April 9, 1805, which he calls “The 
True Story of Appomattox." I t  is the 
first authoritative acconut of the his­
toric event w ritten  by a Confederate 
officer of high rank  havlug confidential 
rclutlons w ith Lee:

There Is one very Important m atter 
I wUh settled a t the  outset. I t  Is this: 
Genera] Lee did not meet General 
G rant in the McLean house ou the 
morning of April 0, 1895, for the pur­
pose of then and there  effecting a  Bur- 
render of his arm}*. Ou the contrary, 
U w as simply for the purpose of hear- 
lug G rain 's  term s. As a m atter of fact, 
if they had uot suited General Lee he 
would not have accepted them, hut 
G ran t’s offer was so liberal, so mag­
nanimous, and so cbivulrous th a t It 
w as accepted forthw ith.

1 wish to have another m a t t*  under­
stood before beginuiug a coaftceutlvo 
narrative of the surrender. This Is in 
regard to  General Horace Porter's 
statem ent, made repeatedly, orally and 
In writing, th a t General Lee offered 
his sword to General Grant. 1 take  ex­
ception to this statem ent. IrAj never 
offered his sword to  Grant and the lat­
te r  never refused It. 1 w as w ith the 
great Southern chieftain from the time 
he greeted G rant in the McLean bouse 
until lie rode aw ay, and the only time 
tnc  mention of a  sword was made was 
when G rant apologized to Lee for t)U 
dress, explaining tha t it was to t  pos­
sible for him to get access to hU bag- 
gage and a t the same time keep the 
appointment. T he terms of capitula­
tion expressly excepted side arm s, and 
In view of that f  #:t it would have hern 
a  most unusual procedure for General 
Lee to have offered Ids sword to Grant. 
These m atters are  unlmportunt in them ­
selves, but it is well for the sake of 
history to have them cleared up.

After the d isaster of Bailor's creek. 
In April. 18(15, the army, reduced to two 
corps under the command of Gcucral 
Iiougstreet and General Gordon, moved 
through Fnrmviiii*. where rations were 
Issued to  some of the starving troops. 
A close pursu it by the overwhelming 
arm y of General G rant m ade it nes- 
sary to remove the wagon trains before 
all the men could be supplied, and the 
rem nant of the great army of Northern 
Virginia, exhausted by fight and s ta r ­
vation, moved in  the road to Appo­
m attox courthouse.

On the afternoon of April 7, 18(15, 
General G rant wrote to General Lee 
stating  th a t iho hopelessness of fu rther 
resistance was apparent, and asking a  
surrender of the  urmy of Northern Vir­
ginia. W hen th is letter was received 
there was some difference of opinion 
among the general officer* a* to the n a ­
tu re  of the reply to be made to Geneial 
G rant's letter, some thinking U w as 
yet possible to save the rem unut of the 
army. Finally, however, General I.e? 
decided fo meet Grant, and 1 w as di­
re*-ted to draw  up a communication to 
th a t effect. T h is is the letter General 
1 jhs slgued:

"April 7, 1808.—Gen<*ral: I twvc re- 
ccired your note of this date, though 
hot entertain ing the opinion you ex ­
press of the  hopclcftsnrs* of further re­
sist h nee on th e  part of the Army of 
Northern Virginia; I reciprocate your 
desire to avoid useless effusion of 1/pod, 
and therefore, Indore considering your 
proposition, ask  the term s you will of­
fer mi condition of sttrn uder.

| H e  informed General Lee that It was 
I impossible to advance further, and it 
I became evident that the end was a t 

hand.

General Lee had w ritten G rant, s ta t ­
ing  that he would meet him a t  10 
o'clock the morning of April 9, on the 
old stage road to Richmond. Attended 
by myself and  one orderly, Lee pro­
ceeded down this road to meet General 
G ra n t General Lee, with an orderly 
In front bearing a flag of truce, had 
proceeded bht a  short distance a fte r 
passing through our rear guard, when 
he came upon the advancing enemy. 1 
rode forw ard to meet a  Federal officer, 
who turned out to lie L ieutenant Col­
onel W hittier of General Hum phrey’*) 
stuff, and who delivered to me General 
G rant’s reply to  General Leo's letter, 
declining to discuss term s of a  general 
pacification. I took this letter to Gen­
eral Lee, who a t once dictated to me a 
letter to G rant, asking an in terv 'ew  
for the purpose of discussing term s of 
surrender. Colonel W hittier took this 
letter to G rant.

General Lee then returned to the 
front, and  with General Longvtroet pro­
ceeded to a  small orchard nod there 
waited for G rant's reply. As he was 
much fatigued, a  rude couch was pre­
pared under an  apple tret*, upon which 
he reclined until the appearance of a  
flag of truce and G rant's affirmative 
reply. Colonel Babcock, who brought 
the reply, told General Lee tha t he had 
been sen t to make any arrangem ents 
for the m eeting th a t General Lee de­
sired w ithin the Federal or Confederate 
lines.

General Lee directed me to  accom­
pany him with one orderly, and, Imme­
diately m ounting bis horse, rode w ith 
Colonel Babcock tow ard Appomattox 
courthouse. We passed through an  in­
fan try  force in front of the village, 
and General Lee directed me lo find a 
suitable place for the meeting. I rode 
forw ard and asked the first citizen I 
met to direct me to a hou.-o suitable 
for the purimsc. I learned afterw ard  
tha t the ettlzvn  was Mr. McLean, who 
find lived on the battlcflil 1 of Bull Run, 
but had removed to Appomattox court­
house to get out of the way o f the war. 
McLean conducted me to a  room In bis 
own house, and I sen t back th ec rd e rly  
who had accompanied m i to  dl f i t  Gen­
eral Lee and  Colonel Bnbcock to  the 
house. They came In presently, and 
Colonel Babcock said that, a s  General 
G rant was approaching on the  road In 
front of the house, It would only be 
necessary for him to leave an  orderly 
to direct hitu to the place o f meeting.

General Lee, Colonel Babcock, and 
myself sa t in the parlor for about half 
an hour, when a  large party  of mounted 
nfen arrived, and In a  few  m inutes 
General G ran t camo Into the room, ac­
companied by his staff anil n num tor 
of Federal officers of rank, among 
whom were General Ord and  Genera! 
Sheridan.

Genera) G rant greeted General l i f t  
very civilly, and they engaged In a 
conversation for n short tim e about 
their form er acquaintance during  the 
Mexican war. Home other Federal of­
ficers took part in the conversation, 
which w as term inated by G eneral Lee 
saying to  General G rant tha t ho had 
come to discuss the term s of the su r­
render of his arm y, ns Indicated In his 
note of th a t morning, and lie suggest­
ed to  Genera) G rant to reduce his p  ©po­
sition to writing.

General G rant assented, and Colonel 
P arker o f  his staff moved a small table 
from the  opposite side of the room and 
pln rrd It by General G rant, who sat 
fiC-ng General L<v. When General 
G rant had w ritten his le tter In p. u JJ 
he fook It to General I«co, who rem ain­
ed sealed. General J^ee read the letter 
and  called General G rant’s attention to 
the fact th a t he required the surrender 
o f the  cavajry a s  If they were public 
horses. He told General G rant that 
Confederate cavalrymen owned tli.lr  
b o o ts , am! they would need ‘ lorn f j r  
p tarB ng  a spring crop. General Gram  
a t f iv e  accepted the suggestion.

A t th a t 
time a  uillllou would-be workers were 
out of employment, nml those who had 
employment were uot fully occupied. 
The Improvement from the da te  of tbo 
recovery lu Decemlwr, IMKI, w as alow 
hut progressive. Industries begat) to 
work full hours and then they began to 
employ more meu us prospects Im­
proved. Two years tills Improvement 
went on silently until the uutss o f men 
who were Idle lu 18JS1 were taken off 
the streets into the workshops, and the 
factories which lmd been working ten 
hours ou half the days were operating 
ou full tim e and some of them day anil 
night.

All th is time there w as no apparent 
Improvement lu wages. Agitators, 
calainityiteK and demagogues allied to 
d isaster declared th a t there iinihl be 
no better tim es until there should be 
an advance lu waged. The regular em­
ployment which succeeded three or 
four days a week am) the dem and for 
labor which had nb*orl>ed the  million 
of Idle men, thus adding to the  aggre­
gate weekly aiummt paid to wage 
w orkers 15 or ‘JO per cent., were us 
much an  advance of wages a s  if n few 
cents n day bud been udded. I t  Is the 
full employment of labor nt a  fa ir  price 
which m easures the general prosiiorlty 
of the country, becaus.* such employ­
m ent gives to workers the largest ag­
gregate of wages.

As the year opened the improvement 
In dem and and prices made it possible 
to  take th.* next step  lu two o r three of 
the larger industries, which was the 
advance of wages.

Tor ff Must Not P ro tec t T rusts.
The St. Paul Pioneer Press m akes •  

pertineut aud timely appeal to the Re­
publican party  to take tlie Initiative In 
dealing w ith those great trade combi­
nations tha t take advantage of on*j$v- 
enue law's to strangle competition and  
enhance prices. Not counting those 
great trusts th a t caiue Into existence 
prior to 1898, such as the  S tandard Oil, 
tlie American Sugar Refinery, the 
American Tobacco Company and  m any 
otlicra, it estim ates th a t the p as t four­
teen months have witnessed the for­
mation of no less than  eighty tru s ts  
w ith an aggregate capitalization of 
over *2.990,000,000. How fa r  a  tru s t  
o r combination which relies solely 
upou the na tu ra l aud economic forces 
of organization aud capital to  increase 
nnd cheapen production, aud which re ­
su lts in supplying a  be tter article  u t a  
lower cost thnu could be produced 
under competitive conditions, m ay be 
Justified Is a  question for debating so­
cieties. I t  Is undoubtedly the  du ty  of 
legislatures and  courts to pro tect so­
ciety from the  aggregations of capital 
which destroy competition in o rder to 
cuhnnce prices. For these there  can be 
no excuse, protection or defense.

The Pioneer Press declurcs th a t it  Is 
the duty of Congress, in both branches 
of which the Republicans have a  m a­
jority, to abolish or suspend every pro­
tective duty  under the shelter of which 
Its beneficiaries have organized a  tru s t 
or combination of any sort to advance 
prices. The purpose of the protective 
tariff was to  foster industries, not to 
protect monopolies.

No mercy or consideration should be 
shown to nuy  combination of capital 
tha t takes advantage of a  protective 
tariff to m ulct American consumers. I t  
should be the  first office of the  Repub­
lican m ajority  In Congress to free  its 
skirts from all responsibility fo r tru sts, 
which under shelter of the tariff exact 
higher prices from the  people.

W herever the protective tariff en­
hances the price of the product o f a  
trust to the American consum er it 
should he reduced or removed entirely. 
That Ik a p retty  safe proposition. Its  
adoption will remove the stigm a of fos­
tering tru s ts  from the Republican 
party.

SPANISH GUNNERY,

Im pressed  th e  C om m ander o f  G erm an  
C ru ise r  Gcicr W onderful.

Capl. Jacola*n, commander of the 
. German cruiser (Icier, lias published in 
! the Marine Review ol* Berlin two artl- 
i cics about his personal experiences d a r ­

ing the Spanish-Anicricnn campaign in 
Santiago, in  speaking of Spanish guu* 
uery, he says:

“I have heard of only one Insranco 
where a Spanish shell found an Ameri­
can warship. This w as sent into the? 
Texas white that battleship w as bom­
barding the Socopn batteries.

“One night while the American bat­
tleships kept up a continuous bombard­
ing one of the attacking vessels was 
fouud by the searchlights on the bat­
tery. Tlie Spaniards opened fire on It. 
but Instead of h itting  the vessel the 
Iowa, which lay under cover of dark ­
ness, was struck by the shell from the 
Spanish howitzer.

“Great must hav* been the fright of 
the American officers when on taking 
charge of Morro they found that the 
cannon operated against them by the 
Spanish Inm'c tlie dales of U'sis and 
1718. Part of them* howitzers wen* 
found loaded as  the Americans took 
charge. Tlie officer in clmrg'-* ordered 
them to be fired off and found, to his 
great surprise, that the longest distance 
one of these shots could traverse was 
800 yards.

“ With due apologies to the brethren 
of YunUeeland, did the th rifty  Ameri­
cans really allow thonundves to be 
frightened nt this Spanish •bluQT In 
the beginuiug, perhaps yes. I must 
confess, anil so do my officers, that 
while w ntrhlng'tlu* proceedings from 
our cruiser we had uot (he faintest idea 
tha t the Spanish batteries lmd such an ­
tique material to defend their glorious 
honor with."

E arly  T ravel hy Kail.
Traveling is now so easy, aud used 

to  be so difficult, th a t it is hard for us 
to  realize that tin* Introdueiion of so 
useful an Improvement as tlie “iron 
hourse" was not immediately and uni­
versally wcleomed; hut it was not. In 
ttu old futility le tte r  are recorded the 
Impressions of an  early traveler by 
rail, a fte r  her first journey behind a 
locomotive.

“Tlie speed is very terrifying." she 
wrote, “ami the clattering aud jolting 
Inconceivably unpleasant. Tin* atm os­
phere is less oily thail I expected; but 
ou the other baud there is much soot 
nnd grime upon everything, even short­
ly upon the faces and hands of the trav ­
elers. Then the appalling screeches 
proceeding from the locomotive en­
gine, which it gives out on comiug to 
n slop uud a t o ther times, a re  most dis­
tressing and discordant.

“I t  is n m ethod of travel with hut 
one advantage, a  saving of time; and 
with more disadvantages than can ho 
enumerated, Imgluuiug ns they do with 
dnuger, and concluding w ith dirt.

“ Between cities of large population, 
wheneo the necessities of business 
force men to hasten  to and fro. and for 
the carrying of good* and merchandise, 
the railroad is no doubt destined to till 
•  w ilful lutNlttim But that It can ever 
be employed fo r ordfimry travel, a fte r 
public curiosity is satisfied, by Individ­
uals of leisure and good personal hab­
its—by gentlem en and gentlewomen, 
In short or even hy cleanly uud com- 
fortabh’.peoplc not gently bred, unless 
lu case* of necessity, I cannot believe."

A W estara Canadian Settler W rites to  
in  Illinois Friend,

In  writing to  Mr. T. Haw l.yard, of 
Rockford, 111., Mr. G. Simpkins, of Le- 
fluc, Alberta, W estern Canada (and to 
which points especially low rates are 
being quoted over all lines of railway),

* says:
"D ear Sir—Received your le tter the 

14th In s t  We have had ao snow till 
a fte r  Christmas, and the ca ttle  have 
been able to live out, and are all lu good 
condition. I t  is snowing now. T h a t is 
w hat we waut. Have about six inches 
now. The old settlers say when we 
have lots of snow It rncaus a  good crop 
the  coming season. I t  never d rifts  
here. The weather is calm and b rig h t 
-We do not lmve to dress any heavier 
than  in Illinois, and the horses never 
shiver with the cold when we take 
them from the warm stable, a s  they 
.do lu Illinois. It has not frozen In the 
stable this winter.
■ "The most of the stock runs out, but 
there Is no need of I t  for tim ber Is 
.plentiful, and there Is no expense to 
build good stables aud houses. We 
have good log houses, and they are 
very warm. Two men can pu t up a 
bouse 10x24 lu two days. There are 
good m ils for fences. We live ten 
miles from the coal d istr ic t the price 
being from BO cents up to  |2 .  The 
land is a  very rich, loamy soil, from 
six inches to several feet In depth; the 
bills have the dcei>est. I t  is a  rolling 
country, aud excellent for stock of all 
kinds. Sheep do w elt and there are 
plenty of small lakes, where the cattle  
can get good water. The cattle  got 
ou t of grass last year, about the  middle 
of April, and run a t' large; unless In 
charge of a herdsmen, we have to  fence 
against them. W heat goes from thirty- 
five to sixty bushels per acre, oats 
eighty aud ninety, very often over a  
hundred. As to potatoes, a  ueighl>or 
planted seven bushels and dug 22) 
bushels and no* bugs. Roots o f all kinds 
do well. There are lots of straw ber­
ries and lots of red raspberries, block 
find red currants, and gooseberries, 
where the fire has not burn t them. 
Cattle are scarce. I have been try ing 
to  buy some for eight months, and have 
got only three two-year-olds, and paid 
$30 each.

"H ogs ore scarce, but can be got. 
They sell for 0 cents dressed, and cost 
more for Stockers. W heat 50 cents per 
bushel, oats 25 cents, eggs 30 cents a  
dozen, bu tter 15 and 20 cents, poultry 
w as 10 and I I  cents dressed. Sheep 
a re  scarce. I f  you come, bring  your 
farm  tools, bu t bring no seeders; we 
use drills. Bring cows, b a t do not 
bring horses unless yon a re  au  experi­
enced hand In shipping them , for so 
many of them  are hurt In shipping. 
There will be plenty of work for a 
binder. Two good horses will break, 
but three lighter are  better. The 
horses you get here can work without 
grain, but a re  better with I t  I t  will 
be hard to tell w hat prices horses will 
be, for the Immigration will be very 
large the coming spring. They could 
not be bsd last spring $ t one time. 
They claim the best time to  break Is 
June, but my experience is to  break In 
the spring and work It. You can break 
till tbe middle of July."
