A Bad Fire. *
A Sjoholm waa hard bit by a Are 

which practically cleaned out bit bi­
cycle and general repair shop on 
Wect Jack ton street near the railroad 
crossing last Sunday morning. He 
carried but I2A0 insurance and It Is 
probable that his actual loss will ex­
ceed the amount of his policy by 1600 
or 6600. The building is owned by 
the I. Johnson estate and an insur­
ance of 6200 was carried, which prob. 
ably will come somewhere near meet­
ing the damage done.

The conditions surrounding the Are 
point strongly toward Incendiarism. 
The discovery of the blaze was made 
by a man who was hurrying down 
town to call a doctor about 3 a. ml 
Though the Are had a good start, the 
Aremen did effective work, notwith­
standing that the mercury was severs 
degrees below zero. A gaping hole 
was left In the west side of the build­
ing, the walls and celling were badly 
scorched and the stock of bicycles 
and tools is a sadly jumbled mess.

Mr. Sjoholm had let the Are In the 
only Btove go out some time before he 
quit work Saturday afternoon. In 
fact be quit earlier than usual be­
cause the Are became low and be did 
not think it worth while to replenish 
It. A hole in the floor, considerably 
removed from the stove, indicates 
that the fire was started under the 
building, toward the west side and 
burned its way through the floor. 
There was gasoline stored In the 
building, for use in cleaning bicycles, 
but the can was some distance from 
the point where the Are seems to have 
had its origin and the fact that after 
the blaze was extinguished the can was 
found to still contain a considerable 
quantity of the fluid seems to preclude 
Us having had any connection with 
the Are.

There were twenty bicycles in the 
place, of which six belonged to Mr. 
Sjoholm, the others having been left 
with him to have repairs made. Of 
the latter number, four had been fin­
ished and were ready for use. Mr. 
Sjoboim bad many flne and ex­
pensive tools and the damage to these 
can only be approximated until a 
careful inventory can be taken. His 
greatest loss really lies in the undo­
ing of nearly a whole winter's work. 
He never before had things so well 
prepared for the sprlog and summer 
trade, having put in every spare min­
ute all winter in getting things in 
readiness. In this respect there can 
be no recompen** foe bis loss of time. 
Mr. Sjoboim has bad much to contend 
with In recent years, having bad a 
long siege of slcknoss himself and 
there having been much illness In )D« 
family. He had quite fully regained 
his own health, however, and was 
getting his business fully establish'd 
on a paying basis. Fellow members 
of the Modern Woodmon. as will be 
noted by a paragraph elsewhere, aro 
endeavoring to lend Mr. Sjoholm 
assistance and after ho gets re-estab­
lished the public in general doubtless 
will to found ready with Increased 
patronage to help him recoup his loss.

Quite a Cold Spell.
Negaunee does not enjoy the advan­

tage of government records of temper­
ature, but no one is likely to dispute 
the assertions of the older inhabitants 
that the cold snap, which now happily 
seems drawing to a close, has been 
the most protracted the city has known 
for the pant fifteen or tweuty years at 
least, Since the beginning of Febru­
ary there have been but four morn­
ings when the day started with a tem­
perature above zero, and the latter 
part of January was not much better, 
so that the people have bad their All 
of winter weather. Fortunately there 
has been an abundant fuel supply, 
and though it has been a severe tax 
on coal bins and wood piles, the aver­
age household has munaged to keep 
quite warm. Those whose work keeps 
them out-of-doors have suffered quite 
severely, however.

Last Wednesday morning is claimed 
to have been the coldest of the season, 
thermometers in the eastern part of 
town showing temperatures ranging 
from 30 to 33 degrees below zero.

Perhaps as accurate records as are 
kept anywhere In town are those en­
tered upon the Ureltung Hotel register 
eyery morning, the observation being 
made at 6:30 a. m. These' records

mercial enterprises. Dean James II. 
Tufts, of tho University of Chicago, 
in hi« address to a graduating (‘lass, 
declared that In most classes to-day 
fully three-fourths of the men grad­
uating Intend to cuter commercial pur­
suits Instead of the professions. 
Twenty years ago one-third of the men 
in the graduating (‘lasses of the col­
lege bent me teachers, one-fourth or 
one-llfth entered the ministry anil not 
more than one-fourth went Into busi­
ness, said Dean Tufts. There are not 
enough patients for all the doctors and 
not enough clients for nil tho lawyers. 
It is time the universities were turn- 
lug out men to take the places of the 
great builders, merchants and produc­
ers of our time.

Another year has closed nud the 
millionaire philanthropists Imre ended 
their annual effort to give away their 
earnings and diminish their principal. 
Mr. Carnegie Is the most conspicuous 
figure In tbe group, not only Ivecause 
he gives far more than any other, but 
been use he is the one who discovered 
that It would ho a disgrace to die rich, 
ami this set the others to thinking. 
The library is stilt n hobby with him. 
and during the year he gave $o,5n5,5(M 
for library buildings, in ninety-six dth x 
ami towns in this country. Ho began 
giving away libraries In Won. Since 
that time he bus given 323 in lljc Uni­
ted Slates, at a cost of $21.722,5i>0. In 
addition to these Ik* gave $35u,ooo for 
n library In Toronto, $Kmmhk) for 
libraries In England, and $125,000 for 
a library in Hurlmdos. He lias given 
to colleges ami other Institutions In 
this country aud abroad $1,357,000; to 
churches, $34.r»on; to Tin* Hague Court 
of Arbitration, $I.75imii>o; for scientific 
research In Scotland. $5.oon,oou; for 
phonetic reform, $le,ooo; for the New 
York botanical garden, $2,ihmi; to tho 
town of Dunfermline. Scotland. $2,500.- 
o*Hi;tothe New York Engineers’ Union 
Honu*, $1,000,nuii; (‘or a pension fund 
for disabled workmen in the Carnegie 
Steel works, gjoun.nnn. This makes 
a total of $25..S24.5no. He lias not 
tombed his principal. lie Ims md
given away this year's income, which, 
in round number* I* $2d.oon.noo. He 
must give away $50 every minute to 
dispose of bis Income alone. Then 
think of his huge principal! It would 
be rash to say that .1. I). Rockefeller. 
Sr., Is haunted with fears of disgrace 
If lie should be found dying with 
money lu hi* coffers. His Income, 
probably. I* larger than Mr. Carnegie's, 
yet. while tin* latter has given away 
825.S24.rssl. Mr. Rockefeller has given 
away but $3,uH,5P7, and more than 
one half of this to the University of 
Chicago. His oilier donations Include 
$173..’shi t<> I'dlgioU* IkkIIiX. S2-*'2JSMt 
to colleges, and KGd.ifSG to tie* Nebraska 
Stale University, which tint Institu­
tion finally declined to accept on high 
moral grounds, notwithstanding the 
tempting array or *ixe*; ami $311,000 to 
charily. Henry i hlpps, another phil­
anthropic millionaire, bn* given away 
$I.K35.ono, of which Ki.5iHi.uon |, tor 
a noble purpose, a five hospital for 
consumptives, hr. |i k . IVimmui* ha* 
kept Ills "lever" pretty busily at work, 
but he lias only given Sgu.oon to five 
little college* and $5o,oon to charity. 
The doctor, however, may make a 
belter record In Itsi-i, for he has over 
$3on,ooo of pledges to clear up In 
June, and after that In* proposes to 
start lu afresh, for he I* determined 
that when lie goes there will be imuo 
of id* money left for any one to *• nim­
ble over.

V. G. wliut ho deems the bravest deed he ever saw. The bravery was 
the bravery of women, which men saw but did not share. It was in 
ivuiiMis, on the line of a newly constructed railroad. The wife of one of the 

contractors cooked for fifty men in a little bouse of sod and timber over­
looking the railroad embankment, lu a shuck against the side of the house 
thirty or forty kegs of giant powder had been temporarily stored. Two or 
throe meu were down with fever, and the boarding-house keeper hnd taken 
them to the hou*e on the embankment.

Mr. Barnes bad been out driving with the contractor. Ar they ascended 
a hill n mile and u half from the settlement they looked back and saw the 
corral afire. It was full of dry oat straw, uud the flumes were sweeping 
toward tbe sod house.

Before the leader of the two women who 
wore running up the hill got near her she hud appeared with another man, 
wnu>pcd like an Indian In a blanket, nud both men started down the hill; 
but the women did nut stop. Without hesitation ull three turned back Into 
the house.

The house was in plain slgjit when we reached the tup of tho bank. 
Every minute we expected to hear the explosion that would moan a horrible 
eutastroph". Strange to relate, not a man of all those grouped about lmd 
gone forward to the rescue. They stood there watching at a safe distance.

Suddenly at the doorway appeared one of the women again. She rolled 
out one of the small tin kegs or canisters of powder. Another followed, and 
then a third. Before we had reached (he bottom of the hill they lmd rescued 
every pound of it; and when at lust some men approached to help—even 
the sills of the windows of the house were on fire—one of the women stood 
there pouring water from a dlsh-pau ou the heat-blistered tins of giant 
powder, liven after that space of time, when 1 placed my hand on one, I 
found It still hot to tin* touch. The bauds and hair and clothing of all tlireo 
women had been singed ntid burned.

S O L D IE R S ’ STORIES.

ENTERTAINING REMINISCENCE* 
OF THE WAR.

Graphic Account o f Stirring Sconce 
Witnessed on the Battlefield and la : 
Camp—Veterans of the Rebellion Re* 
cite Rxperlencee of Thrilling Naturie.

“I have often wondered,” oald the 
Major, “what became of the men se­
verely wounded In battle. Nearly 7,000 
officers md enlisted men came out of 
the Union service minus an arm or a 
leg. Where are they now? Of the
400.000 men wounded in battle, 80,000 
died lu hospital and 85,000 went home 
disabled. How have the latter fared 
In life's struggle? To what extent did 
the wounds limit their activity In busi­
ness, and In what degree were their 
lives shortened by tne wounds that 
gave them so much anxiety forty years 
ago?

“There are comparatively few one- 
legged or one-armed men prominent in 
public life. I have In mind General 
Henderson, of Iowa, who manages his 
artificial leg so well that few ever think 
of his disability. Congressman Castle, 
of Wisconsin, has only one arm, and 
General Klee, of the Census Depart­
ment lost an arm and a leg, but in 
some way you forget that such active 
men must have been counted at one 
time among the serlouMy wounded. 
There are Beaver, of Pennsylvania; 
General Sickle*, and General O. O. 
Howard, representatives of men who 
were not put at <ny great disadvantage 
by the loes of a leg or an arm. There 
must be two or three thousand others 
who suffered amputation, and I wonder 
irbwe they are?” %

"They are nearly everywhere,” said 
the doctor. “I find them In every walk 
of life. Not very many years ago an 
empty sleeve or an empty trousers leg 
opened the door to public office We 
had several cases In Illinois, among 
them Swigort, who was nominated for 
a State office, and Brockway, who was 
nominated for a county office. All such 
mun, however, carried themselves so 
cheerfully that few people thought of 
them as disabled men.

“I remember a case In which a street 
car conductor attempted to put Major 
Brockwoy off the car. Ho laid vigor­
ous bold on the Major's collar to jerk 
him off, when he received a blow from 
the Major's fist that sent him at full 
length to the street lie was rushing 
back in a fury when a young man 
Jumped over two seats and came down 
In front of him, saying: ‘Shame on 
you; don't you see you are striking a 
one-legged man?’ .The conductor 
stopped, looked the Major over, and 
said, ‘Why didn't you say so before?
1 didn't know It?'

“I find also men who lost a hand or 
two or three fingers or a foot employed 
as teachers or active In business. They 
never gpenk of tbelr wounds. In the 
larger list of dangerously wounded I 
find many lu public life. At a banquet 
not long ugo General Black was appar­
ently tho best preserved umn in the 
compauy. Only a few knew that he 
was among the most dangerously 
wounded of the Union army. Governor 
Flfer bears bis years well, but his 
wounds hang over him like a sword 
suspended by a singlo thread. In both 
these cases the wounds limited the 
sphere of activity of the wounded, but 
did not prereut that sort of effort that 
leads to success.

“Not long ago I attended & soldiers' 
reunion, and was surprised to see a 
prominent business man come In os 
crutches. I had met him scores of times 
without reuLlzlng that he hod only one 
leg. I knew that he limped a little, 
but not more than a dozen of my 
friends who are troubled with rheuma­
tism. 1 had seen him go upstairs and 
down and walk about his little office, 
but 1 never would havo known that he 
had left u leg at C'Uickamauga bad he 
uot gono to the reunion, where, to 
please his soldier friends, he appeared 
without Ids cork leg.”

“That reference to General Black,” 
said Comrade Parker, “reminds me of. 
a story of Captain J. F. Chase, who re­
ceived forty-eight wounds at the battle 
of Gettysburg. Clmso was struck by 
a charge of grape shot, forty-eight of 
the shot going Into the upper part of 
tho body. He wus picked up on the 
field and carried to the hospital, but 
his case was regarded ns hopeless. 
Threo or four dsys Inter tho surgeons, 
noticing that fhcro was lifo in the 
poor riddled body, exerted themselves 
and saved Chase's life. His right srm 
wsn shot off, Ills loft eye was destroyed, 
several ribs were cut in two, and the 
surgeons did not pretend to count the 
bullet holes.

“lu addition to this record nt Get­
tysburg, Chase dlsUiigulsliod him self 
oil otlwr occasions and received two 
medals for bravery. Ho was given u 
pension of $40 n month. But on ono 
mansion lie met a Oougresuuaii from 
his old district In Maine, who Insisted 
that $40 a month was not enough, and 
promised to lmvo It Increased. Tho 
Congressman brought the case to the 
attention of tho peutfiou committee, and 
General Black, then a member of tho 
committee, remnrkod: 'Well, I guess 
we will have to raise ills peusiop to $50 
a month.' 'No!' said tho Maine Con­
gressman. 'Why, Black, what nro you 

. talking about? You ore getting $100 
a month and $5,000 a y«ir besidees. Wo 
will give him tho limit, $72 a month, 
and not a cent less.'

“Black agreed that Chase was in 
worse condition than lilmseif, and the 
committee ntnde a unanimous report in 
favor of the larger peuelon. Tho bill 
wont through both houses with a rush. 
President Cleveland signed it, nod since 
that ttme Chase has received tho full 
[pension of $72 a month. In 4 >lte of
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his wounds, he married after returning 
from the war, and a few years ago, 
when I visited him In Florida, he had 
two stalwart sons and three handsome, 
active gtrla. In fact, he seemed to be 
doing as well In business and to be as 
happy In his family as most of the men 
who carry no scars and who have full 
use of arms and legs.”—Chicago Inter 
Ocean.

A Praying Man at Vicksburg.
“Yes,” said the Sergeant, “I was a 

praying man in the army. At least, I 
prayed once under very distressing cir­
cumstances, and my prayer was an­
swered. After the surrender of Vicks­
burg, and after the army was ordered 
forward in the new campaign 1 was 
detached for hospital duty, and was 
put In charge of sixteen sick men of 
the Ninety-fourth Illinois. It was ex­
tremely difficult to obtain tbe bare ne­
cessitates of Ufe, and my poor sick 
comrades, unable to help themselves, 
looked to me for food and care.

‘The army was intent on the new 
move. All the quartermasters and 
commissaries were looking to supplies 
for the troops ordered to advance. No 
one paid Bny attention to me or my 
pleas for sick men. Everybody from 
highest to lowest seemed to have for­
gotten us. Thoroughly discouraged, I 
went outside the hospital camp, crept 
into the bushes, knelt down, and pray­
ed. The load was lifted from my 
spirit. I returned to camp to find that 
wo had not been 'forgotten. Supplies 
soon came,.and with them orders to 
transfer my sick men to Illinois.

“I went Into tbe battle of Spring- 
field, Mo., in 1862 with a prayer on my 
Ups. I came out with seven bullet 
holes through my clothes and without 
a cap, the latter having been shot off 
my head. Add yet there was not a 
scratch on my body, and I was never, 
in the hottest fights, disabled by a 
wound. Here I am long past tbe 50- 
year milestone, bale and hearty, pre­
served, I verlJy believe, by the grace 
of an all-wlso Providence. Yes, I was 
a praying man, and I believe my pray­
ers were answered.”

“I served In General ‘WcNulty’s regi­
ment myself,” said another Ninety- 
Fourther. “1 was on duty as a private 
in New Orleans when General Grant 
visited that department. Tbe day hi 
was to return north many of our regi­
ment gathered on the street leading to 
the landing to see the general and bis 
escort pass. As General Grant passed 
the point at which I stood the horse 
ridden by one of tho department staff 
shied and bolted squarely into the gen­
eral and his mount.

“Grant wns a good horseman, but, 
despite all his efforts, his horse bolted, 
becamo unmanageable, aud threw his 
rider. Grant sustained Injuries that 
made him an invalid uutil the battle 
of Missionary Ridge. I did uot glvs 
the Incident at New Orleans much 
thought until the cotton buyers and 
others whose plans for speculntlon had 
been spoiled by Grant started the story 
that the general bad been thrown from 
his horse because lie was drunk. Then 
I felt that tbe soldiers \j'ho witnessed 
the accident ought to tell the truth.”

“It Is a mistake," said the captain, 
“to say that Grant was an Invalid un­
til the battle of Missionary Ridge. He 
was lame, but, great Scott! he was the 
most active lame man I ever saw. The 
morning after he slipped Into Chatta­
nooga, several weeks before tbe battls 
of Missionary Rridge, he limped over 
to the old railway station and surprised 
a lot of fellows who were loading wag­
ons, after tbe manner of soldiers wbc 
didn’t care a tinker's dam for any­
body. They didn't know Grant was 
wltblu a thousand miles of Chattanoo­
ga, but they recognized him and 
buckled down to work. They won­
dered as they worked what tbe silent 
man with a cane wus up to. They 
leurned tho next night, when they were 
ordered across the river and down to 
Shelmouud to support Hooker.”—Chi­
cago Inter Ocean.

Free Trade by Stealth,
A clear view of the merits and do- 

merits of the proposition to open up 
trade In competitive products between 
the United States and Canada Is set 
forth In an editorial in the Dee Moines 
Capital. Editor Young, a clear and 
vigorous thinker on economic questions, 
rightly commends reciprocity In natural 
products because such products in the 
case of Cunada are wholly competitive. 
Both countries have a surplus of the 
same sort of products, and there Is 
nothing to swap. We cannot, as the 
Capital insists, swap wheat for 
wheat, com for corn, hogs for hogs, 
cattle for cattle, butter for%utter, (ggs 
for eggs. Of such products Canada 
would take from us absolutely none, 
for she already produces more than 
she can consume. That would be reci­
procity like Touchstone’s ill-roasted 
egg—“nil on one side.” Canada could 
market her surplus foodstuffs conve­
niently and profitably across the bor­
der line, and the United States could 
find no market for such products on 
tbe Canadian side of the bonier.

For a trade dicker so lopsided as 
this thare might be some compensation 
If Canada were disposed to lower her 
tariff bars so as to admit a larger vol­
ume of manufactures from the United 
Btattf, though even this would In the 
end prove a Iwrgnln of doubtful ex­
pediency when the American former 
Should discover that he was compelled 
to bear the brunt of Canadian compe­

tition In order that the American manu­
facturer might have special advantages 
in Canada. But Canada does not pro­
pose to do anything of the kind. What 
fibe wants to do is to sell In tbe big 
nearby market her surplus products of 
farm, fishery and mine, and do oil of 
her own manufacturing. All natural 
products are cheaper in Canada than 
In the United Suites, because laud and 
labor are cheaper there than here. 
Canada would he a big gainer by this 
kind of reciprocity, and it Is the only 
kind of reciprocity that is at all pop­
ular in Canada.

The Capital sizes up the situation ac­
curately when It says:

“Reciprocity ns a general proposition 
Is now simply used an a means of giv­
ing up part of the American home mar­
ket to the foreigner. Borne people arc 
attempting to do by reciprocity what 
they have boon unable to do by free- 
trade/’

This Is the Imre, bald fact of the 
matter, whether It relates to Canadian 
or any oilier scheme of reciprocity lu 
competitive product*.—American Econ­
omist.

This State 
bus more factories and employs more 
people In them thnn all the other 
Htutcs, except New York, Pennsylvania, 
ItlluolH, MiiMsnchusette, Ohio, New Jer­
sey, Missouri, Indiana, Wisconsin, aud 
Michigan.

LITTLE POWER 18 NEEDED

Act of Flying I* Easiest of All Methods 
of Progression.

Flying, from the figures available, 
may be considered the easiest of all 
methods of progre*Hlon, calling for less 
horse power than any other. As u 
proof of this take, for example, the 
case of the utorks, which, In their an­
nual migrations, make u flight between 
Buda-Pesth, In Hungary, and Lahore. 
In India. This, In nn tilr line, Is per- 
hups 2,300 or 2,400 mlies and the din- 
tnnee is accomplished In about twenty- 
four hours without a rest. A horse 
driven In a anlky 100 miles in a long 
summer day Is not far from the limit 
of endurance. Blx hundred miles in n 
week is near the limit of u man nt the 
"gn-us-you-pleoso gait." Among wild 
animals 100 miles is about ns much as 
cun Ih» found In the record* for twenty- 
four hours, hut tiie bird weighing any­
where perhaps up to twenty pounds 
make* the 2,500 miles in twenty-four 
hours with pukp and certainty twice iu 
a year. If tho weight 1* put ut ten 
pounds this equal* twenty flvo ton 
miles. On the best and most level rail- 
roud and with carriage* operating with 
(lie least friction a ten-pound iinlmnl 
would find it difficult to haul twenty- 
live ton* one mite at twenty-four 
hour*. These bird* (fy«t great height*, 
undoubtedly to reduce the resi*t«nce 
of the air. There are many other ex­
ample* that might be given of long 
distances covered by heavy bird*, 
showing the niunII * mount of powor 
required In flight. The immense *peed 
of many of our birds when In ordi­
nary flight I* another proof of tho 
smut) amount of |mwer required.

No animat, whatever it* weight, a 
lilrd only excepted, can make any such 
speed a* ninety to 100 mile* per hour. 
Among the birds there Is a long ll*t 
of thane whose speed* are from eighty 
mile* an hour upward, their weights 
being all under fifteen pounds. I’a- 
reutiietlcally it muy lx» remarked that 
naturalists will glvo dimension* of 
birds to nn eighth of nn inch, care­
fully spreading their wings and nr- 
ragging the feathers, hut it never oc­
cur* to them to glvo weight*. The 
eagle may weigh five or fifty pounds, 
so far as the records show. Hunter* 
rarely speak of the weight of birds, 
though the weight of game is often 
erttlmuted and the weight of fish given 
to the nearest ounce.

The fact* just given when taken to­
gether show pretty eonchulvely that 
the power necessary for animal flight 
J* extremely small rather than very

great. It also seems to be proven 
that to fly successfully the speed must 
lie high.—Scientific American.

T E S T I N G  S O I L  F O R  C R O P S -

A g r i c u l t u r a l  Off ic ia l*  D e t c r m i n e - t U «  
Clnas  o f  P r o d u c t s  H u i t a b l c .

The chemistry of soils has of late 
been engaging the attention of a bu­
reau of the Agricultural Department 
with a view to determining the prod­
uct likely to !m* most productive in 
each variety of laud. The bureau lias 
formed conclusions which appear to 
he Iti conflict with the opinions held 
for many years by agricultural chem­
ists, but which conform to the experi­
ences of good farmers and with actual 
facts which have heretofore been es­
tablished by the chemist*. It has been 
shown 4lint practically all soils have 
sufficient available plant food for nor 
nml crop yields and that tills supply 
is constantly maintained through nat­
ural agencies in the soil dissolving the 
material of the soli grains. The dif­
ference In yield is dependent upon tin* 
condition and kind of cultivation and 
rotation of crops, umlnfftlnlng certain 
necessary physlcul conditions in the 
soil, under which this plant food can 
be used by the crop.

•These experiments Irnve shown that 
the great nutritive solution for the 
support of crops is the soil moisture 
and the result* of the work are bused 
not upon the digestion of the soils in 
acids, which attack the inert mineral 
matter of the soli, but upon the cticm 
ienl analysis of the soli moisture it­
self. The fertility of the%)ll Is shown 
to he due to physical causes which 
control the supply of water and plant 
food which it contains, as the soli 
moisture in nil caws appears to be 
Alxmt tbe sHnie in composition and 
concentration. The fertility is, there­
fore, controlled by n physical cause, 
and a chemical examination of the soil 
ennnot be expected to indicate the 
yieid of n crop. Some simple physical 
method will now have to be devised 
for determining the relative fertility 
of soils.

Collectors Adopt New Fad.
There Is n fad Just now for old 

Sheffield plate, and most people buy 
it because It i* fashionable. They are 
confident of Its rarity and value, but 
do not know Just how rare and valua­
ble it may be. Connoisseurs, on the 
other hnnd, search for pieces of n long- 
past era whose wealth of plate has 
dwindled to odd pieces here nml there, 
difficult to procure and as valuable as 
they are rare. Fortunately for these, 
the murks on Sheffield plate—after tie* 
first few centuries of its existence 
become so pronounced that they arc 
easily recognizable, ami In addition to 
the stamp, certain patterns and do. 
signs are peculiar to certain centuries, 
and enable the collector to determine 
with certainty the period to which any 
specimen of Sheffield plate belongs.

The bountiful cups, for instance, 
which wore made In what Is known 
as the egg nml tongue molding, with 
Imud* of engraved foliage, are tho 
product of Elizabeth's reign. Salver* 
of the time of Queen Anne proclaim 
themselves by their shape and feet, 
and by the uhundaueo of exquisite 
dinning wrought upon them in eonnoo. 
tlun with engraving. George III. seems 
to have laid less appreciation of deco­
rative nit tliun Id* predecessors, for In 
his reign Sheffield trays are plain of 
murks, decorated only with beaded 
edge*.

Birmingham plate 1* often confound 
ed with that of Hheffield. and 1* prac­
tically the Hume thing; but the two 
mnyjie distinguished by the *tump. 
the Birmingham murk being an anchor 
instead of n crown set in nn octagon— 
tho Hheffield brand. All old Hheffield 
ware is stamped, and Is more valuable 
than modern silver, although *omc of it 
is alloyed with copper. — New York 
Times.

FINNS SYMPATHIZE WITH JAPS.
UuKsiti cumiot understand, says one 

of the foreign dispatches,why shehas 
the antagonism of the civilized world, 
in her tilt with Japan. |

l'p  hero in Northern Michigan we ; 
have, among a single nationality, ; 
several thousand people who could , 
tell liussia why. Tl ese people arc! 
the Finn*, and it is unlikely that from I 
any other secliou ot the United States 
does symputhy for Japan come from 
deeper in tho heart or go forth in full­
er measure. They, if no one else, un­
derstand that Uussian Inllueneemeans 
retrogrehsion for the unhappy people 
brought within its sphere. I

It is a long story-the oppression ’ 
or the Finnish jmople -and there Is no ! 
need to go Into ancient history for a 
sample chapter. It Is but a few days 
siuce i\m foreign press dispatches told 
of Ituxhiu tightening the Finnish yoke. 
Under date of February 2 a corre­
spondent at Helsingfors wroteF***’

The year has been one of unmitigat­
ed gloom in Finland. Ithas witness­
ed the establishment of a dictatorship 
in the grand dueby, the wholesale dis­
missal of olttcials who have refused to | 
make themselves accessories of the 
Hussiuu government in Its attacks on 
the liberties of their couutrymen, the 
expulsion by administrative decree of 
many citizens representing the best 
elements in the population, aud,worse 
fate even than exile, the deportation 
to Kussia of other leading citizens 
who have incurred the displeasure of 
Cen. Bobrikoff and bis colleagues. 
In -hurt it has witnessed the final 
trampling beneath the feet of the Hus- 
sun colossus of the last shred of those 
constitutional rights which the Kui- 
peror Nicholas had solemnly sworn 
to muintaln aud preserve; but it 
leaves unbroken the courage and 
spirit of the Finnish people.

Funicular instances of the tyranny 
of (Jen. Bobrikoff in his government, 
or misgoverntuent of the Finns, are 
cited and the correspondent says in 
conclusion:

llus-iu may succeed in Russianiz­
ing the institutions of the grand duchy 
in reducing it to the status of a Uus- 
siau proviuce, in substituting for loc­
al self-government the tyrannical 
tneusures of a corrupt bureaucracy; 
but to Russianize the Finnish people 
is a task beyond the powers of a De 
Flchve or a Bobrikoff, or even of an 
eiu|H-ror of all the Russians.

“The Japs at Seoul” was a Milwau­
kee paper’s heading on the war situs- 
a lew days since. A word of similar 
length that somewhat resembles Seoul 
in typographical apiK’arance, but 
has an “b” substituted fur the “u” 
aud Is further distinguished by a 
slight rearrangement of some of the 
letters, will describe the torrid place 
the Russians will imagine themselves 
in Itefore the Japs get through.

While free to express its disap­
proval of Russia’s course in the pres­
ent imbroglio, tbe United States 
should not forget that Russia did us 
a good turn during a particularly 
distressidg period of the Civil War 
by making a naval demonstration in 
American waters as a warning to any 
European nations which might be 
tempted to take advantage of the re­
public’s embarrassments. It is large­
ly an unwritten chapter at best, but it 
might be well to review such facta as 
history presents, before being too 
harsh with Russia.

Portugal Is tbs Hast Flees In Knrope 
for Thoss of Small Msaos,

Men with limited means and a de- 
siro to enjoy all the comforts and 
most of the luxuries of life should go 
to Portugal. That Is the cheapest 
country In the world for the tourist, 
while the resident there can have a 
good Ume by the expenditure of very 
little money. An American visitor can 
livo there In good style on the equiv­
alent of the mere daily tips exacted 
in French and English hotels.

If your bill comes to $1.25 a day at 
u Portugal hotel you will bs living 
extravagantly. For half of that sum 
you cuu easily get good board and 
lodging In reputable houses, with two 
meals dally so full of courses that you 
cannot help thiuklug it Is sheer rob­
bery to eat even half of the menu.

An EugUshmuu stayed over ulght at 
a country inn near Lisbon. The din­
ner, served especially for him In the 
evening, comprised macaroni soup, 
roast veal with pork aud spinach, pes- 
cada (sardine-fed hake), a roast chick­
en with salad, cakes, quince preserres, 
fruit nnd coffee.

He hud a good room for the night, 
nmi In the morning was served with 
a breakfast of coffeo and buttered 
toust. Then the luudlord presented 
his bill, with profound apologies and 
compliments. It amounted to 54 cents 
In Amerlcau money.

The name man, a frlend of the wri­
ter's, did eveu better thau that on an­
other occasion.

"Late one night,” he says, “I cy­
cled into a village called tdiiuta Com- 
ha Dao, aud found there was no kiud 
of hotel there. After some hesitation 
I ventured to knock at the door of a 
Utile house, In which, I was told, liv­
ed two maiden Indies, who received or 
refused guests at their pleasure.

"At first sight of me those gentle 
souls begged to be excused. They 
were not accustomed t6 foreigners, 
they said, and feared they could uot 
glvu mo satisfaction. But I overcame 
their objections, and In the most gra­
cious way they then Invited m# to en­
ter. I must glvo them a little time 
to prepare dinner aud make allow­
ances for tlnor rural simplicity and 
roughness.

"Presently dinner cam©—Ilors 
d'oeuvre, vermicelli soup, puchero, 
beefsteak (with new peas la shell), 
trout chicken (with new pota­
toes), sweets and cheese, fruit and 
< offee.

"Every Item of the meal was ex­
cellent. It wus served In a pretty 
room transformed Into a bower of 
ffowora. Masses of carnations and 
loses filled one side of It, and on the 
other side a creeper with purple blos­
soms grew Into the house and draped 
the door of my bedroom.

"When the ladles went to bed they 
put refreshments on the table for me 
and blushed with pretty pride when 
I thanked them for their kindness. 
They asked mo for the equivalent of 
40 cents and thanked me cordially 
when 1 paid It"

Em igration Laws Seesaw.
Roughly speaking, emigration Is pro­

moted In the countries that send us the 
least desirable citizens and retarded in 
those that send us the moet detirabl*.

PROBABLE AGE OF THE SUN.

I>i»cOTeri«» of Radium Change* Views 
of the HcieatUta.

One of the first speculations to be 
reawakened by the marvels of radium 
was that which concerns the ago of the 
sou, say* the Loudon Standard. This 
is a far-reaching conception In 
science. Geologists used to demand 
at litial 200,000,000 years for the earth 

! and they were met by the physicists, 
headed by Lord Kelvin, with the reply 
that n} Mich draft on the bank of time 
could be allowed. The veteran pro- 
fesfeir believed that he had demon- 

| sfrf.ted mathematically that the sun 
I could not Imve shone more than 100,- 

000,000 years ami most probably not 
more than 20.000,000. The doings of 
mdtum have altered all that, been use, 
ns Prof. G. II. Darwin Hays, in a letter 
to Nature of London:

"We have recently lesrned the ex­
istence of nnot Ik r source of energy nnd 
the amount available Is so great ns to 
render It Impossible to sny how long 
the sun’s bent has already existed or 
how long It will lust lt» the future." 
Lord Kelvin treated the solar orb as 
n condensing white-hot body, slowly 
cooling, and gave this poor planet of 
ours some barely 10,000,000 years long­
er in which to support life; but now, 
thunks to radium, the old earth may 
have n length of life before It liiconi- 
parnbly longer—that i«. If the sun is 
made up of any similar radio-active 
materials, in addition to the iron, 
sodium, hydrogen, helium and other 
ordinary elements for which alone he 
hus hitherto given credit, i Prof. Dar­
win remarks:

"Knowing, as we do, that an a tm  
of matter Is capable of containing an 
enormous store of energy In Itself. I 
think wo have no rigid to assume that 
the sun Is incapable of liberating 
atomic energy to a degree nt least com­
parable with that which it would do 
If made of radium.” Hence, ho con­
cludes that the sun’s latent heat-giving 
power may be extended ten or twenty 
times; In other words, our central 
luminary, this earth and our neighbor­
ing worhl* In space may have at least 
lOO.bOO.OOO years W ore them. And 
thus, even with our slow progress, life 
may become worth living—In tlmt 
lapse of time. Needless to say tlmt 
Prof. Darwin doi* not assume that 
the mm Is actually to any large extent 
made of radium. The essence of his 
communication lie* lu the words "(hat 
an alon\,of matter (as we now are) Is 
capable of containing an enormous 
store of energy." The energy of the 
atom is the tn-w stupendous doctrine 
of physics, which wo* owe to the con- 
(Itucnl of pitchblende, dbcovcivd by M. 
and Mme. (’uric. On the solar surface 
not rudtum only but other elements 
may exist In a condition of ntdIn­
activity, which, ns yet, we cannot pro­
duce here.

tle, In England men brand swans. A 
writer in the PlilhulclpUlu Ledger tells 
of tlie queer ceremony of tnurklng the 
youug rwiujh or cygnets on the 
Timmes. Above Richmond tlie swans 
are one of the attractions of the river. 
Hume belong to the crown, and the rest 
to two of the ancient river companies.

To distinguish the swans the young 
one* arc marked every year before 
they lose their identity by separating 
from their parents, which are already 
marked.

The mark­
ers embark lu half a duuen skiffs, at 
the stem of which files either (ho 
klu?;‘* flag—a white Held with a crown 
nnd the royal cipher, “K, It.’’—-or one 
of the bannerets of the two companies.
