“ I naturally feel a little Jsensatlve 
about my unhappy experience of be­
ing sent to tbe hospital for the in­
sane," said Mr. Murphy, last even­
ing, “and I think I have been the 
victim of a great injustice.

“ I had been sick in bed at Tower 
for 14 days before I came to Duluth 
at the time I was brought to thp pro­
bate office. Deputy Sheriff Bates 
came to my home and told me that 
Bishop McGoirick wished me to come 
to Duluth at ouce as he wanted to see 
me on business. I was not surprised 
to receive such a messsage for I have 
been active in the Catholic church at 
Tower and at that time some matters 
were pending. 1 thought I knew what 
the bishop wanted of me, and got up 
out of bea and made the journey. It

LINCOLN'S LAW PARTNER.

Hiram W. Beckwith, from 1896 to 
1861 a partner of Abraham Lincoln, died 
recently at 8t Luke’s hospital In Chi­

cago, aged 72. Mr. 
Beckwith’s father 
was ons of the 
pioneers of Illinoiŝ  
having helped to 
found the town ef 
Danville In 1818. 
Young Beckwith 
studied law under 
Ward IL Umoa, 
who was marshal of 
ths District of Co­
lumbia during Iin*

tion. Ho was a close friend of Lincoto 
and later became his resident partner at 
Danville, while Lincoln was a circuit
lawyer.

From 1887 to 1802 Mr, Beckwith was 
president of the Bute Historical Society, 
He was compelled to resign in ths latter 
year on account of Ulueea. He left a 
widow sod two sous.

Lincoln nod the Dying Soldier Boy.
One day to May, 1868, while ths great 

wur was raging between the North and 
(ha South, President Llncolo paid a visit 
to on* of the military hospitals, says an 
exchange. He had spoken many cheer- 
iug words of sympathy to the wounded 
as he proceeded through the various 
wards, and now he was at the bedside 
of a Vermont boy about eixteon years of 
age, who lay there mortally wounded.

Taking the dying boy’s thlo, white 
hands in bis own, the President said, to 
a teudsr tons, "Will, my poor boy, what 
can 1 do for you)’’ .

The young men looked up loto the 
President’# kludly face aud atkadt 
"Wou’t you writ* to my mother for me)"

"That I will,” anawered Mr. Llucoln; 
nod calling for s pen, iuk aud paper, ha 
seated bltuself by tbs side of the bad 
aud wrote from tbs boy’s dictation It 
was a long letter, but the President be­
trayed oo slgui of wssrinsai. When It 
was finished, ha rose, sayingi "I will 
post this as soon as 1 get back to my 
ofllce. Now is there anyth log else I can 
do for youT*

The boy looked up sppsallngty to the 
President

"Won’t you stay with me?" he asked. 
"I do want to hold oo to your bond."

Mr. Lincoln at ouoe perceived the lad’s 
mesiiiiig. Tbs sppetl was too strong for 
him lo resist; so b# sat down by his side 
and took hold of bis hand. For two 
hour* th# President s*t there patiently, 
as though he had been the bey's father.

When the end came he bent over and 
folded the boy's thin hands over his 
breast. As he did so, he buret ioto tear*; 
and when, soon afterward, he left toe 
hospital, they were still streaming down 
his checks.

CABINET AND MINISTRY. I

Tt bst the Term* Mean aa Used In 
Ureat Britain,

London djppatcbeu sometimes refer 
to the "cabinet’’ uud sometimes lo the 
"ministry," and may lead leaders to 
believe that these are diatlnct bodies, 
whereas the cabinet Is the Inner circle 
of the mluiwtry, says the London 
Transcript A man may bo In the min­
istry without Mug In tbo cabinet, 
but lie cannot be In the cabinet with­
out being In tbo ministry. The cabinet 
members are those of the ministers 
whose udvlec Is most earnestly desired 
by the premier und constitute his min­
isterial stuff. As Mr. lfslfour origi­
nally formed bis ministry In July, 1002, 
the cabinet was made up of the premier 
himself, tho lord high chancellor, the 
lord chancellor of Ireland, the lord 
president of the council, the lord privy 
seal, the first lord of the treasury (Mr. 
Kalfoiir), the flint lord of flie admiral­
ty, the secretaries of Mate for home 
uffalrs, foreign affairs, wur, the colo­
nies and Indio, tho chief secretary of 
Ireland, the chancellor of the ex­
chequer, tlie seiTetury of Scotland, the 
presidents of the laiard of trade, the 
local government bourd, the board of 
agriculture, the board of oducntlmi 
and the lMstumatcr-gcneral. There 
were thirty-one members of the min­
istry who were not In the cublnct umler 
Mr. Balfour's original organization.

Certain grout offices of the state arc 
found iu the cabinet according to un­
written law, but olllrffi of secondary 
rank are represented or unrepresented, 
as premiers deride, the political power 
of their Incumbents often in-tug the 
determining influence. Thus, the chief 
Kocrctary for Ireland, George Wynd- 
hnin, was not In t o d  Hullsbury’H cab­
inet, but Is in Mr. Balfour’s, his 
presence being an absolute necessity 
in view of the Irish lund legislation 
policy Mr. Balfour lias adopted. On 
the other hand, Mr. Balfour's cabinet 
schedule did not Include the chancellor 
of the duchy of tonenster.nor the first 
commissioner of works nnd public 
buildings, both of which were in L jrd 
Salisbury's. The cabinet, like the min- 
1*1 ry. is an evolution, neither resting 
on any specific statue. A good many 
British Institutions have grown up in 
the same way, the law coming from 
the institution and not (lie Institution 
from tlie law. Here in tills country 
•verthlng Is dependent on the written 
law. In the itlweiicc in Great Britain 
of ii formally designated written "con­
stitution," some Americans lmve Icupnl 
to tlie absurd conclusion that Grout 
Britain has no constitution at all.

A BIT OF HISTORY.

Jefferson, Monroe aud Livingston
lfullded Better Than They Knew.
Mr. Jefferson was President of the 

United States at that time, and he was 
a tuna who hated war of any descrip­
tion. He certainly did not wish to fight 
with his own countrymen, and he as 
certainly did not wish to fight with any 
other nuliui), so lie searched tirouud for 
some sort of a compromise. He thought 
that If America could own even one 
port on this useful river and hud the 
right of Mississippi navigation the mat­
ter would be settled with satisfaction 
to all pnrtie*. So he sent James Mom 
roe over to Paris to Join our minister, 
Mr. Livingston, und see if the two of 
them together could not persuade 
Franco to will (hem the island of New 
Orleans, on which was the city of the 
same mime,

Now’ Napoleno was tho ruler of 
France, and he was dr< anting dream* 
and smlng visions In which France 
was the most important power In 
America. because she owned this won­
derful Mississippi Hiver and nil this 
“Louisiana" which slrelclijMl.l'Afil’./ivrttr 
Uq* .tjy/vr < VhV*' KVck'ics. He already 
held D/rts along the river, and lu* was 
planning to strengthen thine and build 
some new ones. But you know w-hat 
happens to tho plans uf mice und men 
yomellines. Napoleon was depending 
upon his army to help him out on those 
plans, hut his armies In Kan Domingo 
were swept away by war aud sickness, 
so that on Mm* day that ho hud sot for 
them to move up into l/oulslann not a 
man was able to go. At the same time 
Napoleon had on hand another ikI m-uh* 
against England, which was oven moro 
Important Hunt Ills plans for America, 
ami which demnnd.il men and money. 
Besides tills, he was shrewd enough to 
know dial he could not hold this far- 
away tcirliory for any j mg time 
against England, which hnd so many 
more ships than Fra nee. He suddenly 
changed his mind hIhmii his American 
possessions, and marly sent Mr, Mon- 
roe and Mr. Livingston Into a slate of 
collapse by offering to sell them not 
otdy New' Orleans, but iibto the whole 
province of Lmilslunn.

There was no time to write to I’r<*l- 
dent Jefferson and ask his advice, aud 
this was before the days of tho cubic; 
m> Monroe and Livingston took tho 
mutter Into their own hnud*, aud 
signed the contract which transferred 
llu* Louisiana territory to (ho United 
Kiiiies for tho consideration of $15,. 
(NKMKKI. They severely criticized by 
by many of their own eoutrtrynieu, and 
they hud some doubts of their own 
about the wisdom of their action. You 
see, nobody knew then that corn and 
wheat would grow mu ubnmlnntiy in 
this territory, or that beyond the 
MIskIkkIppI there were such irtrotchcA 
of glorious pasture-hinds, or that un­
derneath Its mountainous regions Micro 
were such mine* of gold, silver and 
copper. Aim Heims saw only the coup 
iiin’clnl possibilities of the river, and 
all they wanted was the right of nav­
igating it and the permission to ex­
plore the unknown country to the west­
ward.
- But Jefferson nml Monroe and IJv- 
fciutou bulldied bettor Lhun they kimw.

All this happened a hundred years ago; 
and today that old Louisiana territory 
is. in natural resources, the wealthiest 
part of the whole United States. With­
out that territory in our possession we 
should have no Coloradn and no Wy­
oming. no Dakotas, or Nebraska, or 
Minnesota, or Montana, or Missouri, 
or Iowa, or Kansas, or Arkansas, or 
Igmislana, or Oklahoma, or Indian 
territory; and, naturally, no fair At 
St. Louis this year.—St. Nicholas.V * ___________

LUXURIES FOR 8ERVANT&

Private Hatha slid Suites in Home of 
the Newest Houses.

The new palaces built In this city 
every year do not supply luxuries for 
their owners iihme. The employes are 
also looked after and provision Is made 
for their comfort to a degree uever 
known anywhere else.

In one of tin* new houses on nn up­
town street near the avenue ihe mail 
servants quarter* cousbt of three small 
rooms ou the tap floor. Adjoining them 
Is u smut! tilul room with u shower 
and plunge bath and sprays. In the 
same room are three basins lu order 
that the men may ull wash simul­
taneously if they want to.

Dowiutalrs adjoining the entrance 
hall Is another alct-plug-room for a man 
servant, and it has as much IHit and 
air ns uuy in the house, in addition to 
having u private hath.

The rooms for the woman scwtnta 
uroon the third floor, and ncrotmnodate 
six. They nrc ho arranged that two 
sloop la each ixiom nml have the use 
of a bathroom. In adilllion to these 
apartments there are two rooms and 
a bath to be used by any servant who 
hnpiiens to be ill. These two rooms are 
so situated that n servant In them 
may be quarantined so completely us 
If out of the house.

Adjoining the nursery mid separated 
front ̂  only by n dresslng-j’oom Is the 
apartment of the head nurse, which Is, 
of course, supplied with Its private 
bath. Near the room of the mlstrcm 
of the bouse (s the room of her maid, 
nml It Ims the aumo eon von knees as 
the others.

Thus are the servants of the wealthy 
housed. When It Is taken into con­
sideration that these rooms are kept In 
order and supplied with everything 
needful by the housekeeper, the lot of 
the household servant in the United 
States seems more desirable than ever.

Most houses lu which a large stuff 
of servants are employed have also a 
sittlngroom for their diversion. Of 
course, not all of the new houses built 
now have such nn equipment as this 
one. It Is Intended for a ydung couplo 
married only a year ago. Tho bride’s 
rtTothcr gave It ns her wrdding present, 
and it will cost $100,000 when com* 
pletod.—New York Sun.

In ull oilier things the JujmncHc are tho 
nuM polite people in all the world; 
si It follows that even ia their fighting 
tlu»y have developed a humane yet 
effective method of srlf-deftm**. They 
do not strike out with the clrndiod 
fist, and sock to bruise, as do the 
Anglo-Kaxons In Mtelr Isixlng contest*.

A knowledge of the Jiu-Jitsu enables 
one almost instantly to convince his 
opponent that It Is useless to fight, 
There arc now school* of Jlu-Jllsu 
everywhere lit Japan.

Whllo the association is tanking an 
effort to secure from Congress nn ap­
propriation to pay for part of the pro­
posed improvement, it is exerting its 
Influcneo to secure Htate legislation 
favorable to good roads and county and 
city appropriations for improvements 
along the line of the projected high­
way.

Iteeently tho comity hoard of super­
visors at Kliiiiru, N. Y., appropriated 
$2.71,000 for tho construction of roods 
to be built In conformity with tho 
plans of the State engineer nnd ac­
cording to the suggestions of the New 
York and Chicago Good Hoad Asso­
ciation. This Is one ease illustrating 
not only the interest in the movement, 
but net Jon on practical JJncs. HJx or 
eight years ago residents of New York 
city, ns soon as they passed the city 
limits In the northern portion, came 
to almost impassable roads. Streets 
In the city were well pnved nnd well 
eared for. The roads In the zone be­
tween the city nnd country were cared 
for by neither city, nor county, uor 
State.

This condition led to new legislation, 
under which tho ronds leading into the 
cities of New York State were greatly 
Improved. Cnder tho lutluenee of the 
New York and Chicago (iood Hands 
Association still greater improvements 
have been mude. While the cities and 
counties are expending money for their 
own bcuclit, the Improvement! are 
made under the direction of tho State 
engineer ntul with the general system 
of roml coiiKtruytlon in mlud.

Last May the Illinois Legislature 
passed a blit creutlng a good roads 
commission. Tills law went Into force 
July 1, 1003, and the commission is 
under instructions to embody in a re­
port to tho next general assembly a 
bill for nn act to amend the present 
road laws of the Btnto so ns to con­
form to the present odvnnccd thought 
and requirement* on the subject of 
road building. This Is a move iu the 
right direction. Meantime roads lead­
ing out of Chicago, with some notable 
exceptions are in as had condition as 
were those lu tho vicinity of Now York 
city eight years ugo. before tho State 
rouds commission can submit the re­
port the western contingent of tho 
New York and Chicago Hood Hoads 
Association can do much. Congress 
will be asked to give practical assist­
ance to tbe good roads movement. The 
Htate of New York lias not waited for 
national legislation. Other States luivo 
SM>t wutttvk -»>r York*
Ohio, and liidluua are constructing 
rouds with a highway to Chicago In 
mind. Illinois should not lag behind.

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A Thiitu to ttwear Bjr,
As the campaign period of tbc cur­

rent year approaches, there are fast­
gathering signs tlmt it is going to be 
marked by an unwonted nnd vigorous 
assault upon the citadel of protection; 
“unwonted,” because it Is now more 
than a decade since tin* opponents of 
the party lu power have made nn Intel­
ligent and concerted effort to oust it in 
a battle pitched upon "tariff reform” 
lines; "vigorous.” Invause these suinc 
opponents, having now thrown away 
the weapons nnd abandoned the tac­
tics that have twice brought them 
overwhelming defeat, are In u measure 
desperate and determined, apparently, 
to turn hack and rally again tinder the 
only slogan that has ever contributed 
to their political success In a stretch of 
forty-four years—and only twice, nt 
that.

They fall utterly, however, to recog­
nize tho vast difference between the po­
litical, financial, Industrial and general 
commercial conditions Unit marked tbe 
periods Just preceding tho campaigns 
of 1884 and 18112 nnd those which now 
prevail. ,

If repeated Hepuldlcun victories 
throughout nearly half a century have 
proved anything, tlioy have demonstra­
ted the puissant wisdom of the party’s 
founders in making protection its chief

stagnant and labor largely idle. Under 
these circumstances the Democratic 
party, thoroughly discredited lu its 
policies and its administration, went 
into a fusion with tho Topulfsts nnd 
put a new leader at tho front. This 
standard-bearer, W. J. Bryan, polled 
the largest vote ever^glven a Demo, 
cratic candidate for the Presidency, 
but also brought nut the largest vote 
on the other side.

The real old fam­
ilies of this country are to bo found 
among the peasantry; the gentry, too 
may lay some claim to the old blood. 
I cun point you out ftrxon families in 
this country who cau trace tbelr ped­
igrees beyond the conquest; I know of 
some Noruinn gentlemen whose fathers 
undoubtedly caiuc over with the con- 
queror.But a peer with an ancient lin­
eage is to me qlslto a novelty. No, no; 
the thirty years’ war of tlie roses freed 
us from those gentlemen. 1 take it, 
after tbe battle of Tewkesbury, a Nor­
man baron was almost as rare a being 
lu England ns a wolf Is now.

“ ‘I luivo always understood,’ said 
Coningsby, ‘that our peerage was the 
finest Jn Europe,’

“ ‘From themselves,’ said Mlllbnnk, 
‘and tbe heralds they pay to paint 
their carriages. But I go to facts. When 
Henry Vll called his first parliament 
there were only twenty-nine tempor­
al peers to ho fouud and even some of 
them took their seats illegally, for they 
had boon attainted. Of thoee twenty- 
nine not five remain, and they, as the 
Howards, for instance) are not Norman 
nobility. We owe the English peerage 
to three sources—the spoliation of the 
chureh, the open apd Ougrant sale of 
honors by the elder Stuart* and the 
Jwwvgb-WMwerlng of our own times, 
Those are the three main sources 
the existing peerage of England, and 
in my opinion disgraceful ones.'

The boys were la titling their colo­
nels, each man claiming that the Colo­
nel of ihe regiment in which he served 
was the best Colonel in tho service. 
Finally, a fall, tank, grizzled veteran 
with a dear, keen eye said: i  served 
lu the Eighty-fifth Pennsylvania near­
ly four years. General Thomas Os­
borne of die Thirty ninth Illinois was 
lu our brigade ami laid been a fine 
regimental commander. Hut our own 
whilo-heurdcd Colonel Howell was the 
best olllrcr that ever commanded a 
regiment.

"Folonel Howell was known by the 
rebs everywhere by bis long white 
beard and by his custom of riding In 
front. On horseback or on foot Ids 
call was ‘Come on. lmys.’ and l can 
pay no higher tribute to him than to 
say tligt .under his cool-headed super­
vision we never lost a knapsack in 
any battle. This means tlmt the regi­
ment never was lu a panic, that tho 
Colonel always i^amied well. Colonel 
Howell fell mortally wounded in the 
charge on the rebel works at Deep 
Bottom, ou the James River, in 18(51, 
where we drove Longstreei’s corps 
back. Some of tho rebel prisoners 
asked after 'old white beard.'"

‘That’s nil right.” said Sergeant 
Orinishaw, ‘but there were times when 
the best Colonel that ever lived could 
not prevent nervousness on the part 
of Ids men. For example, in Febru­
ary, 18d3. company H, Fifty-second 
Ohio, was on picket duty south of 
Nashville, covering tho ground be­
tween tbe (Irautiy White pike nnd tho 
IfranklJn pike. There lmd been con­
tinuous rain for several hours, and the 
ravines were full of water.

“Late in the afternoon some rebel 
cavalry in citizens' dress had tried to 
get through the lines on the Granny 
White pike, nnd failing there had 
crossed to the Franklin pike, und fall­
ing there lmd disappeared to reappear 
at dark on the Granny White pike. 
My trick came at midnight, and 1 was 
stationed midway between the two 
pikes. About the time I went on duty 
danger rockets were thrown up in the 
city. As the rockets went up again 
and again we associated the display 
with the men suppos<*d to be rebel cav­
alry In front nnd nil were very alert.

“Lieutenant Judkins, In charge of 
the guard, became very nervous and 
went over to the reserve on the Frank­
lin pike to urge greater precautions. 
He started back with the relief for my 
post, but tost Jils bearings, fell into a 
creek, and, against bis own orders as 
to quietness, lmd to call at the top of 
bis voice to find where I was located. 
We were all more wrought up tlmt 
rainy night with prowling enemies ail 
about us than we ever were in battle.” 

“Of courso” said Dan It. Auderson, 
“tbe most trying duty for a soldier 
was staudiiig picket ou a stormy night 
with a skulking enemy In frout. For­
aging required nerve of another sort, 
but It required also readiness and re­
sourcefulness. Willie we were at Me 
MinnvlUc, Tetin., Joe Cuhill. (I have 
heard bo lives in Chi<’ago) and mynolt 
were out foraging nnd came upon a 
field of sweet potatoes and melons 
on a hillside some distance from the 
road. I suggested tlmt we go over ami 
dig some of the potatoes ou shares, 
and we were soon at work.

“We had dug about half a bushel 
as fine sweet potatdfcii as you ever saw, 
wiwti * struck the ground
between us. We saw where 
smoke eamo from, and we saw also a 
bouse not fur away. Relieving tbe 
busliwbncktff would run to the house 
we decided to get there before him. As 
we turned Hie corner of the house at 
A full run we came face to fuee wJtli 
the bUKhwhuckcr, gun iu hand. Caught 
In the act, he wus greatly disturbed, 
while we were in great good humor. 
As ho had had the privilege of shoot­
ing nt us, we took the privilege of 
confiscating certain tilings found In 
ami about his bouse.

“Wo took half a bushel of onions, 
two luims, some butter In a crock (It 
would bavo been better for ufc to have 
bad It in a bottle), half a dozen young 
chickens, and, loading up the old mun 
with his own goods, started for camp. 
About half way to camp ths bush- 
wlm-ker threw his white mun's bur­
den on tlie ground and bolted, As Joo 
)vas carrying tlie gun, with half a 
dozen chickens strung ou R, ovor his 
shoulder, 1 dropped my load and gavo 
ebsse.

“1 caught him, brought him back to 
tho burden, pcraitaM him to take It 
up, and we reached camp without any 
furtliur trouble. There wt turned tlie 
bushwhacker over to Goueral Nelson, 
who, well pleased at the capture, ask­
ed no questions as to why we wore 
outside tho lines.

“But speaking of alertness on picket, 
there was a case of iion alertneos Uf 
that McMinnville cnmpslgo that took 
the cake. General Nelson was in 
command, and, aa Bragg was making 
feints nil along the Hue preparatory 
to Ids grand flanking movement, tlie 
orders for outposts were very strict. 
A detachment from tho Thirty-fifth In­
diana wn« on outpost duty on one of 
tlie main roads leading south from Me 
Mlnnvllle. Kcoutiug along thte road, 
I came upon a soldier sitting upon 
some rails cleaning his musket. He 
bad taken his gun apart aod tbe 
pieces were scattered about him.

“He was very much lu earnest and 
was doing a thorough job. I thought 
It was a queer place to cleaa a gun

mid asked him how far it was to tbe 
picket line. He said: 'It is here. I 
am an outpost.' Just ns a ejaculated 
‘tin* dorll you arc,’ who should come 
dashing up but General Nelson and 
staff and tlie field officer of the day. 
Lieutenant Colonel Frank I’. Cahill of 
the First Kentucky. I was nskeil some 
lending questions by Cahill, and was 
asked also how far It was to the out­
post. I pointed to the man sitting ou 
the rails, who, proud of distinguished 
company, was working ostentatiously 
putting his gun together.

"General Nelson urged ids horse 
nearer to the outpost and asked, 'Do 
you know who l aniV' Tlie ubsorbed 
gun (•leaner said lie did not. and Ncl 
son thundered, "l am General Nelson, 
sir.' Tlie soldier said, 'I didn't know 
that, General, and If you will wait un­
til l put my gnu together 1 will come 
to a sort of a salute.’ Then came tlie 
storm. Nelson raged and swore and, 
ordering one of Ids bodyguard to tlo 
the cureless guard with Ids own gun 
strap, said: 'You will cause tbe death 
of more good men by your cursed stu­
pidity than your neck is worth.' and 
tlie General rode away In Ills wrath, 
the very personification of tlie war 
spirit.”—Chicago inter Ocean.

C h ild 's  fn te re i i t ln ir  L e tte r ,
An old letter written in New York 

by a little girl of twelve on April 30, 
1801, to her father, who was a high 
official in Washington, recalls a stir­
ring Incident of the civil war.

"We went to Brooklyn to hear Hen­
ry Ward Beecher preach to the volun­
teers," she wrote. "It was dreadfully 
exciting! We first all sang a hymn. 
Everyone shouted ns loud ns they 
could—soldiers and all. So you may 
think we made n pretty big noise. I 
will write tbe first verse:

We are living, we are dwelling,
In a grand ami useful time,

In nn age, of ages telling 
To tie living Is sublime!

Ilnrk, tlie Milking uf nations,
Gog and Magog to tho fray,

Ilnrk, M’liat soundeth, is creation 
Groaning for its latter day? 

“There were some more verses Just 
ns wild. I sang Just as loud as l 
could, und did not mind, because every* 
one wus doing the same thing. It mus 
grand. Afterward Mr. Beecher prayed 
for tlie country, and then we all sang 
•My Country, “J’is o f Thee.' Then 
eamo the sermon. It was splendidly 
eloquent. He spoke of Virginia first 
—I wisli I could describe it well. 
‘And Virginia.' he said, ‘our proudest 
State of tlie Union, tlie first planted in 
tbe wilderness, out of which more 
great men have come than any other, 
is now letting herself be dragged 
along at South Carolina's tail. South 
Carolina, the only Statu who gave up 
to tiio British in tiie war of the revo­
lution, nnd announced herself a subject 
of the King.'

“Then lie wont on nbout our flag 
nnd what It symbolizes. How whatever 
spot it waves ovor is America tlie 
world over, nnd under R nn American 
wus always safe, und how ure ought to 
love, honor and fight for it. 'And now,’ 
lie suld, ‘fellow countrymen nnd sol­
diers, this flug of om» must go to 
Washington—not by the mean nnd cir­
cuitous route that has beeu adopted for 
the lust week, but Isildly and opanly— 
straight through Baltimore—thut Is thp 
only straight way to Washington-uud 
you must tuke It.'
