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FOUR LIVES LOST 
TEAL LAKE

Sorrowful Close of a Day's 
Outing.

BOAT CAPSIZED IN GALE.

Mrs. Orr, Florence Crane, Gordon W. 
Piper and Hoy Mitchell are 

the Victims.

B e a t r i c e  Ursne and Hear? Hsllsin Are 
the Only Survivors of a 

Party of 8U.

The sacrifice of four lives in a boat* 
in# accident on Teal Lake last Mon­
day adds another sad chapter to Ne- 
gaunee’s history. Only two of a party 
of six survived the capsizing of their 
craft in mid-lake, and these two un­
doubtedly owe their lives to twoyoung 
men who bravely put out in another 
boat in the face of a dangerous gale 
and by dint of the most strenuous ef­
fort and calculating judgment suc­
ceeded in reaching the two survivors, 
who probably could not have with­
stood another roll of the craft, whose 
air-tight compartments had kept it 
from going to the bottom. The four 
who lost their lives were well known, 
and the youth of three of them made 
their death doubly sad. It has, in­
deed, been a week of sorrow for all 
Negaunee, for the shadow did not stop 
at the homes of the families afflicted, 
but must have crossed every threshold 
in the city.

VICTIMS AND SURVIVORS.
The four victims of the accident 

were;
Mrs. K.mma Stillson Orr, aged 

42: wife of Archie Orr.
Miss Flokknck Crank, aged 17; 

daughter of Mr. and Mrs. W. J. 
Crane.

Hoy Mitchell, aged Id; son of Mr. 
and Mrs. George Mitchell.

Gordon Piper, aged 15, son of 
Capt. and Mrs. James Piper.

The two who were rescued were:
Miss Beatrice Crane, aged 10,sis­

ter of Florence Crane.
Henry L. Hallam, aged 10, ton of 

Mr and Mrs. Henry Hallam, of Mar­
quette.

The young men who went to the res­
cue of the party were:

John Larson.

picnic party arranged.
The organization of the picnic party 

was in a way due to the frequently 
expressed desire on the part of some 
young people to have a day’s outing 
on the shores of Teal lake after the 
close of the year’s school work, and 
it doubtless was hastened by the pres­
ence in town of a couple of visitors 
from Marquette.

Those who set out from town about 
10 o’clock last Monday morning were: 
Mines. Archie Orr and G. A. New- 
land; the Misses Uae Orr, Florence 
and Beatrice Crane; and Messrs. 
Gordon Piper, Henry L. Hallam 
and Krnest Hankln, the two last 
named being from Marquette. The 
party walked out to the lake and fol­
lowed the shore to a point nearly op­
posite the waterworks. According to 
original plans,It was to be a "shore" 
picnic aud the use of a boat had not 
entered Into tbelrcalculatlons. How­
ever, the lake was found to be so 
placid and Inviting that, together 
with the bad walking that had been 
encountered In places, the lack of a 
boat was frequontl y deplored. There- 
fore, when Hoy Mitchell, who had 
born unable to accompany the party 
earlier In the day, came across in a 
rowboat later, It was felt that the 
day's pleasure would be complete. 
The boat M itchell secured was one own­
ed by Oscar Larson, a metal-framed 
boat whose safety seemed insured by 
the two alr-tlght compartments It con­
tained.

KTORM’H KJKHT WARNING.

At noon the party had enjoyed their 
luncheon on the smooth rocks which 
have served as tables for many a 
picnic party In years gone by. The 
afternoon war not far advanced 
before the sky became overcast aud It 
was decided to get closer to shelter. 
The party was too large to be accom­
odated by a single trip, so a division 
wus hurriedly made, Those who com­
prised the first boatload which set out 
were: Mrs. Newland, Miss Jlae Orr 
and Krnest Hankln, Hoy Mitchell aud 
Gordon Piper. Though the wind wus 
steadily rising, the lake had uot yet 
become noticeably rough, it was,how­
ever, found difficult to keep the bout

headed for the south shore-the initial 
objective point. The rain clouds 
seemed to grow less threatening, too, 
and it w as decided to let the boat keep 
the easiest course—practically before 
the wind. This would bring the party 
near a spot known locally as the"out- 
let," and at no great distance from 
shelter. Besides making the passage 
for the first boatload much quicker, 
this course would facilitate the return 
for the second boatload.

As soon as Mrs. Newland and the 
others had dlsemburked, Mitchell and 
Piper started back with the boat. 
Overhead, the aspect did not seem 
quite so threatening, and that no ap­
prehension was felt for the second boat 
load was shown by the fact that 
the first party began preparations for 
the completion of the plculcat the spot 
where they had landed. Lemonade 
was made and what remained of the 
lunch was arranged, while MitchoR 
and Piper were making their way back 
to the remainder of the party.

SECOND BOATLOAD SETS OUT.
The Increasing wind madq the row­

ing harder and it probably was 3 
o’clock or even a little later before 
they reached the rocks and took 
aboard the remainder of the party, 
there being, Jn addition to Piper and 
Mitchell: Mrs. Archie Orr, Florence 
and Beatrice Crane and Henry L. 
Hallam.

The boat was no more than fairly 
under way than there was a marked 
Increase In the wind’s velocity. Peo­
ple familiar with the lake will recall 
that when the wind gets In a quarter 
which gives It a sweep between the 
ranges of hills at the head of the lake 
t comes out upon the surface of the 
water as though discharged though a 
funnel and kicks up a surprisingly 
rough sea for a sheet of water a little 
over a mile long and from two-thirds 
to three-quarters of a mile across at 
ts broadest point. It waB thus that 
the wind came out upon the luke last 
Monday afternoon, and each succeed* 
ng moment made the navigation of 

the boat more difficult. The craft was 
staunch enough,hut its very buoyancy 
is believed to have increased the diffi­
culty of Its handling.

CRAFT BECAME "CRANKY."
The boys may or may not have erred 

in veering a little too much to the 
south in the hope of shortening their 
course, but it Is certain that the boat 
became more "cranky" with each mo­
ment and the downpour of rain which 
had come undoubtedly tended to dis­
concert the rowers. Hallam went to 
help Piper with the latter's pair of 
oars, but the combined efforts were 
unavailing to keep the boat properly 
heuded and waves began to dash over 
the sides. Trouble with the oars add­
ed to the complications.

A few seconds later the boat was In 
the trough of the sea, and almost be­
fore the Increased peril was realized 
the craft had capsized. Piper leaped 
clear of the boat and started to swJm> 
but he did not get more than a few 
fset before be went down under a large 
wave.

CLUNG TO THE HOAT,

The boat righted itself, and as all, 
with the exception of Pii>er, had clung 
to it, they came up with the craft. It, 
of course, had filled with water, but 
the air compartments kept It from 
sinking. The gunwales, however, 
were but little above water at any 
subsequent period and the high waves 
repeatedly submerged the boat. Bea­
trice Crane was in the bow, and her 
position was a little more advantage­
ous. She, too, was thrown out Into 
the water later, but for the most part 
■be was able to keep within the boat, 
though it was a constant and most 
severe struggle. The others, with the 
exception of Mrs. Orr, were dislodged 
when the boat first rolled over, but 
they muuaged to retain their grip on 
the sides and thus supported them­
selves In the water. Mrs. Orr's feet 
writ) caught under one of the seals, 
and as the boat righted Itself the up­
per portion of her body hung over the 
side. Hallam, who had regained his 
position In the stern, made an effort 
to raise Mrs. Orr's body from the 
water. Beatrice Crane followed his 
directions about throwing her weight 
to one side to better balance the boat 
and she worked her way along the 
side of the craft to further aid ilullam 
in the attempt to rescue Mrs. Orr and 
help the others.

Before Hallam and Miss Crane 
were able to accomplish anything the 
boat was again overturned, and 
these two had ull they could do 
to retain their own grips upon the 
boat. First Florcuce Crane and then 
Hoy Mitchell lost their hold upon the 
side of the boat, and were not seen 
again. The boat was again over­
turned at least once and perhaps 
more times aud Miss Crane and Hal* 
lam. powerless to aid Mrs. Oit,could

only cling to the practically submer­
ged boat and await what seemed to be 
the inevitable end.

W A S  A E E R O I'J  RESCUE.

Brave Deed Performed by John Larson 
and William Bussa. _

Kmployes at the waterworks station 
had observed the predicament of the 

I second boatload almost immediately 
after the party was caught by the 

' squall, and John Larson decided to 
go to the rescue. Larson was era- 

: ployed as helper during the time the 
mason work was in progress prepar­
atory to the electric light plant im­
provement. He had been familiar 
with water craft from boyhhod, and 

; that he had not underestimated his 
skill was abundantly shown by the 
manner in which he aud his compan­
ion effected the rescue of the surviv­
ors.

There was no time to be lost, and 
Larson summarily impressed Into 
service a row boat belonging to May­
or Winter. As Larson was making 
ready to start, William Buzza, who 
was on his way home to prepare for 
bis night’s work in one of the mines, 
came along and when he learned the 
purpose of the trip volunteered to ac­
company Larson.

IT REQUIRED COURAGE.
The bravery displayed by these 

young men must not be minimized, 
for with the waves running as they 
were at that hour it did require cour­
age of the highest and best type to 
set out on what seemed from the out­
set a mission destined to failure, if 
indeed the rescuers did not lose their 
own lives in the attempt. They were 
fortunate in the possession of a good 
boat. It was of wood, but to Lar­
son's mind was decidedly superior 
for rough-weather work to the alr- 
comp&rtinent, steel-shell craft they 
were bent upon reaching. It wab a 
long and hard pull to the scene, and 
time and again the boat was obscured 
by the waves until the anxious watch­
ers in the waterworks station thought 
the rescuing party had surely gone 
down. The picnic boat was also hid­
den from view much of the time— 
both from Larson and from those at 
the waterworks.

Meanwhile Mrs. Newland and her 
party had been driven In by the rain, 
and upon arrival at the waterworks 
station Mrs. Newland decided to tele­
phone to Mr. Orr and Inform him of 
his wife’s peril. Mr. Orr and Mr. 
Tompkins, a fellow employe at Per­
kins’ drug store, hastened to the scene, 
the latter on his bicycle, but they 
were unable to render any direct as­
sistance.

REACHED THE OTHER BOAT.
When Larson and Buzza finally 

neared the other boat.it required con­
siderable seamanship to get near 
enough to be of service. They final­
ly made a turn, at the Imminent risk of 
capsizing their own craft, and finally 
brought up along side the oilier boat. 
This craft was practically submerged, 
though at times the rail appeared well 
above water. When the rescuers got 
close at hand Hallam and Beatrice 
Crane were apparently seated In the 
bottom of the boat, one at either end 
and both Jn water almost up to their 
arms. Mrs. Orr's form was lying 
across the rail In the position previ­
ously described. Attention was first 
given Miss Crane and Hallam, and 
after they had been transferred to the 
wooden boat—no slight task with the 
waves still running high—the body of 
Mrs. Orr was extricated from the 
foundered craft, and then the return 
trip to shore was made as quickly as 
possible, there belngmo trace of the 
young people who had previously lost 
their hold upon the boat aud gone 
down. It was thought that a spark 
of life wus detected when Mrs. Orr 
was taken ashore, but this is consld 
ered unlikely. All efforts at reiuscl 
tatlon proved unavailing. Doctors 
were quickly at hand and after pro 
liinlnury attention had been given to 
Beatrice Crane she was hurried to|her 

! home. Voung Hallam was able to 
| proceed to hin home in Marquette 1st 
er in the evening. Mrs. Orr’s watch 

, was found to have stopped at 3:25, 
which fixes the time of the accident.

RECOVERY OF THE liODIEK,
The next sop was an effort to re­

cover the bodies of Florence Crane, 
Gordon Piper and Hoy Mitchell. 
Before this time, word of the disaster 
had reached town and by 4:30 o’clock 
the shore in the vicinity of the water 
works was lined with people, and 
there was no difficulty in getting plcn 
ty of men, most of them possessed o 
some experience, to man all of the 
boats available on the lake. Grap 
ling hooks and drags were hurriedly 
made In blacksmith and mine shops 
and before (I o'clock the work was In 
full swing. Mayor Winter, Aid.

Neighboring Lodges.

The Negaunee lodge of the Scandi­
navian Society is doing the honors 
this year and members of the Itthpetu- 
ing, Marquette and Republic lodges 
are participating in the festivities. 
The S. U. & E. F. of A.' U a time- 
tried fraternal organization that has 
been of great beuetit to its members In 
Lhe twenty years it has been in exis­
tence. The Negaunee lodge bears the 
number 8, and it therefore was among 
the first organized. There are at 
present about 100 members in good 
standing, its financial resources havo 
ever been good and it bus money iu 
the bank drawing interest. Thu soci­
ety’s field of operations Is confined to 
the Lake Superior region and udjuc- 
ent states, the largest lodges, which 
number 37 in all, being In Minnesota. 
Though afilli&ted in a common or­
ganization, the lodges have an inde­
pendent government. Tito Negaunee 
lodge pays a death benefit of $300 and 
makes an additional allowance of $40 
for funeral expenses aud it also pro­
vides a liberal sick-benefit fund, some 
persons who have become permanent­
ly disabled huviug been carried on 
the rolls for years. The Negaunee 
lodge would be able to make a belter 
showing numerically had notumnv of 
its members left the city during tliu 
hard times.

Au entertaining program has been 
prepared and the Scandinavians uml 
their guests will undoubtedly have a 
pleasant time at the park. The Ne­
gaunee Oechestra band headed the 
parade this morning and will furnish 
music at the park throughout the day, 
and for dancing this evening.

French go to Ishpeminu.
The Chevaliers were astir early this 

morning, assembling at their hull at 
7:30 and leaving soon after 8 o'clock 
for Ishpemlng. The society in the 
latter city is endeavoring to reduce 
the Indebtedness on the French church 
at that place, and the Negaunee mem­
bers are lending their presence and 
financial support to the undertaking.

Examined the Intake.
For several years past It has lx*eu 

claimed by many that the intake pipes 
of Negaunee's water works system 
were located In muddy water. To as­
certain the truth of the matter Mayor 
Winter directed the diver, who cumc 
from Escauubuto assist In recovering 
the bodies of those drowned in the 
lake Monday afternoon, to make a 
thorough investigation of the pl|M*s.

This was done aud after a few hours1 
examination the diver reported that 
both pipes are In perfect condition 
and located on a clour gravel bottom. 
The water Is about twenty-seyou feel, 
deep at the first intake and abou() 
thirty feet ut the other, and us cl cui­
us crystal, being entirely free from 
debris or mud of any kind. Every 
joint was examined from the shore to 
the mouth of the intake, and ure well 
connected and (lunged uml apparently 
iu us good condition us the duy they 
were put down, und good for mutiy 
years to come.

The verdict of the diver has given 
gcuerul satisfaction to the council uml 
the people of lhe city us there aiwu \ s 
were a few who sloullv maintained 
that the condition of the water was 
uot due to any defect in the Intuke 
pipes.

Ix>ok to tho little boy that finds pleas­
ure In abusing dumb animals! Watch 
the child that watches pain nnd suffer­
ing with eager eyes, Tlioso children 
aro learning to bo murderers. Break 
up the habit of cruelty before it Is too 
late.

In spite of tho long term of study 
and great expense Incident upon a 
medical education in Germany, tho 
number of doctors Is increasing so rap­
idly that the profession Is becoming 
alarmed. The Gorman Association of 
Physicians Is co-operating with the for­
eign office to find rcmiuerntive places 
In other countries for Gorman doctors. 
In other words, n foreign market is 
sought for tho excessive medical prod­
uct of the homo Industry. There are 
20/ kki doctors In Germany, or about 
one to every 1.1*00 people. In larger 
cities statistics show one doctor for 
every W>0 inhabitants. This, together 
with tlie faet that In Berlin 50 per 
cent of the medical practitioners have 
a taxable income below $714, inspires 
tho government with grave alarm. In­
cidentally it may be remarked that 
the estimate for tho total expense of 
securing a medical education and get­
ting fairly established in practice Is 
between $0,000 nnd $7,000. If there is 
any cause for afnrm over the plethora 
of doctors in Germany, what shall lie 
said of this country? Here there is a 
doctor for every 550 people approxi­
mately. With better sanitation and a 
greater knowledge of hygiene among 
nil classes, with nn effectual check 
upon the ravages of infectious diseases 
duo to the great strides taken by med­
ical science In recent years, why is It 
that the medical schools turn out 50 
per cent more students in 1901 than in 
1802? There would seem to lie but 
one answer, and that is not compli­
mentary to tlie American people. There 
must bo a greater fondness for being 
doctored, duo either to physical de­
generacy or a morbid growth of im­
aginary complaints. It Is doubtful if 
tho first supposition will hold In view 
of the uniformly flattering returns of 
the health statistics. There would, 
consequently, appear to be good foun­
dation for the latter hypothesis. As a 
modifying argument, it may be said 
with some truth that doctors ore, to 
an extent, a luxury, the demand for 
which grows with civilization and 
greater wealth per capita. At the 
same time too many luxuries tend to 
enervate the race. There is little doubt 
the profession is overcrowded, and the 
oxnmplo set by Germany may be a 
valuable suggestion to America. Let 
this country start nn export trade in 
doctors and get rid of the surplus 
stock.

NO DUSTY ROADS IN FRANCE.

Tur Coating Has Proved Rucceisful In 
A bating a Crying Evil,

IIow to obtain dustless highways 
has long been a problem to which 
municipal supervisors in nil parts of 
tho world have been devoting a great 
deal of attention. An official report 
of tho department of bridges nnd roads 
in Franco shows tho continuance of 
the good results obtained in rendering 
roeds free from dust by coaling tho 
surface with tar.

The engineer for the Seine nnd 
Marne departments reports that after 
an unsuccessful trial of a mixture of 
oil and petroleum a coating of tar was 
lu the summer of 1002 laid down on 
►even different lengths of road. After 
carefully observing these during u 
period of twelve months, he finds that 
dust nml mud have wholly disappear- 
<d and the cost of maintenance of the 
roads lias been considerably reduced. 
Further comparing the previous out­
lay on the roads wltli that of those 
with tarred surface, he says:

"it appears that the tarring method 
requires no greater outlay and at the 
snmo time very considerably Improves 
the condition of the roadwny. In La 
('her two lengths of the f'liauseo Na­
tionals were coated with tnr In Juno 
and August of 11)02. Both theso ex­
periments have been entirely success- 
ful, the r«md now being covered with 
an clastic skin, while the sound of 
foot passengers’ tread Is muffled and 
horse* and draught oxen require only 
one half the effort they put forth be­
fore. The noise and vibration caused 
by velileular traffic Is imieh reduced 
and neither dust nor mud is formed oil 
the tarrM surface.

EXPLOSION OF SUBMARINE MINE.

A Good Dog Htory.
From Prague Is report'd an amusing 

trial in which a dog played the leading 
part. The owner of the dog was sued 
by an engineer, who claimed damages 
for a bite from the animal. Ho also 
denounced the dog as vicious. At the 
trial a veterinary surgeon who was 
called In tried the utmost to Irritate 
the dog by teasing him, but the nrHnril 
kept his temper. Tho complainant 
then demanded that in order to test 
the dog's real disposition his owner 
should be turned out of court and tho 
dog let loose among the audience. This 
was done after the dog had been muz­
zled. The (log, however, continued to 
display the greatest good humor, hold­
ing up one paw after another and 
wagging his tail. Finally he ran to 
the Judge, before whom lie sat on his 
hlml legs begging lu a most pathetic 
manner. The Judge thereupon pro- 
pounced tho dog to lie u veritable 
luitib, ami guvo Judgment for bin 
owner.

In all tiie nnnnls of conflicts between nations there Is recorded no more 
deadly or Inhuman instrument of warfare than the submarine mine such as 
blew’ up tlie Russian ffugshlp Petropavlovsk and the Japanese battleship 
Ilatsuse.

The submarine mines in the Port Arthur roadstead are innumerable, and 
if placed there by tlie Russians to prevent ingress of the enemy's ships to 
their harbor have proved a dangerous preservative. That tlie late Admiral 
Makamff realized tills Is indicated by tlie thorough examinations of the har­
bor which lie caused to be made sli >rt!y before the terrible fatality which 
befell him and tlie crew’ of his flagship. As his report showed, he was not 
certain of the location of mines placed by his own order.

Neither tlie Russians nor the Japanese feel secure in the movements of 
their ships in and about the fateful locality of the submerged mines in the 
roadstead before Port Arthur and that part of the Yellow Sea contiguous to 
It The danger to merchantmen sailing in the Yellow-fcca is obvious, but 
seems not to have been considered by the combatants.

When hostilities between Russia and Japan arc over nn effort will he 
made undoubtedly to clear the mines from tlie paths of navigation, but this 
can never he accomplished with any guarantee of security to vessels. So far 
do the mines extend that it may not be possible to account for all of them, 
and those that have gone adrift will remain as a menace to navigation for 
an Indefinite time.

He Is not a 
clockuuiker, hut Just a plain Yankee 
genius.

LAY8 THE eLAME ON WOMEN

For the Yellow Journalism of the 
Present I>uy.

Melville E. Stone, general manager 
of the Associated Press, created a sen­
sation in nn address before the Gen­
eral Federation of Women’s Clubs in 
St Louis, when he declared that wom­
en were largely responsible for what 
is known as yellow Journalism, no 
asserted that the feminine demnud for 
salacious news and gossip, served up 
tn tho dally newspaper, was the primal 
enuso of sensationalism. The things 
which moralists inveigh against most

are written for women and not men. 
Tho charge was an unusual one nnd 
Journalists the country through prob­
ably would not indorse tlie assertion 
of tho Chicagoan. Yellow journalism 
Is not distinctively for the feminine ap­
petite.

Mr. Stone Is n typical Chicagoan. At 
the time of the great lire he wa3 a 
young man nml was at tlie head of a 
small iron foundry. The lire ruined 
him nml he went to work ns a news­
paper reporter. In 1875 he nnd two 
others established the News, the first 
one. cent dally In the country. Tho 
venture was expensive nml would have 
failed hut for friendly capital. Mr. 
Stone continued as editor until 1888, 
experiencing a fair degree of success, 
and then retired. Eventually he be­
came manager of the Associated Press.

OUR LUMBER INDUSTRY.

More H ighly Developed Here than in 
Any Other Country.

Russia leads the world in the plant­
ing of forests; Hie United States Id 
their wholesale destruction. Yet tills 
vast destruction means vast wealth to 
the nation, nnd is tho result, in part, of 
that cry going up over tho entire civ­
ilized world: “More wood!"

Few Americans—in fact, few lum­
bermen—realize the extent of tho lum­
ber Industry of tills country. We read 
with wonder the vnhu* of the iron, the 
coal and the petroleum produced in the 
United States. Likewise, the produc­
tion of American gold ami silver means 
tremendous wealth, Tlie vastness of 
the wheat crop is almost beyond con­
ception. Yet the value of nil iron, coal, 
petroleum, gold, silver, platUmtn, nick­
el, aluminium, zinc, lend, copper and 
wheat produced in the United States 
during 1805 was $11(1,000,000 less than 
tho value of the limber crop live years 
earlier.

In 1000 lumbering ranked fourth 
among tlie great manufacturing indus­
tries of America, exceeding even tho 
leader, iron nnd steel, in the number 
of men employed and the capital in­
vested. In America this industry is 
more highly developed than in any r̂th- 
er part of the world.

There arc four distinct lumber pro­
ducing districts in the United States— 
namely, tho northeastern, comprising 
tho northern New England States, New 
York oml Pennsylvania; the lake, com­
prising tho Stales of Wisconsin, Mich­
igan and Minnesota; the Pacific, com­
prising the States of Washington, Ore­
gon nml California, and the southern 
yellow pine, inclmli*d in eleven States 
—Virginia, North Carolina, South Car­
olina, Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Mis­
sissippi, I/otiisiana, Texas, Arkansas 
and Missouri.—American Monthly Re­
view of Reviews.

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REACTION IN IRON AND STEEL.
The lust number of the Iron Trade 

lteviewhad an analytical teviewof the 
iron and steel situation, containing a 
number of points worthy of careful 
consideration by all who attempt to 
get at underlying trade causes and 
thereby hope to get a glimpse of the 
future. The outlook 4s not particu­
larly promising, but in its opening 
paragraph the Iron Trade Review 
thus corrects some commonly mistak­
en impressions regarding tonnage:

It is now something over a year 
since conditions in the iron trade be­
gan to be diagnosed as presenting 
some contrasts to those of the four 
years of llood-tide prosperity that 
preceded. With the halfway point in 
the year only two weeks aheaa, there 
are now sufficient data at hand for an 
approximate judgment as to the char­
acteristics that will be fastened to 
11)04 when its history comes to be 
written in respect to iron and steel. 
Unsatisfactory the year certainly lias 
been thus far to all connected with the 
iron trade, and no one expects to tind 
reason for great satisfaction with the 
six months or more that remain. Yet 
the tonnage that has gone out of fur­
naces and mills since Jan. 1 is not 
greatly below the average of the past 
five years. Statistics permit of a rea­
sonably close approximation to the 
production and consumption of steel 
products: and apart from the substi­
tution of domestic material for what 
in 1D02 and most of 11)03 was imported 
from Germany and Great Britain, the 
trade has not undergone any serious 
transformation, albeit consumption is 
somewhat less than in 1003.

The Review asserts that 1904 has 
been too often judged a desperately 
had year because of its doleful show­
ing in respect to Steel Corporation 
dividends. Conservatively managed 
companies, it is contended by the Re­
view, can show fair profits for every 
month of the present year; and it is 
added that there have been too many 
men steadily at work in blast furnaces, 
stool works and roiling mills to make 
out a ease of depression or anything 
closely resembling it.

Continuing, the Review says:
As to the future, two views are held. 

One is thut while other causes are re­
sponsible for the falling off in the 
iron trade in the past year, crop and 
election uncertainties are largely 
chargeable with the present continued 
abstention of buyers,coupled with the 
feeling that nrices are likely in any 
event to go lower because of the large 
«' 'dting, melting and rolling capaci­
ty built up in the years of flood-tide. 
Those who think that a few months 
will bring the desired change for the 
bettor, in case the outcome of the un­
certain factors is favorable, consider 
that the powers in the steel trade 
have done well to hold prices in Hie 
interval and that the next active 
movement will start ut substantially 
the present level#

Over ugutusL this view is one that 
looks for a much more radical read­
justment in iron and steel than any­
thing the past year has brought, be­
fore another period of prosperity for 
the trade can set in. Whatever basis 
there is for the argument often repeat­
ed in the past half year, that no more 
business would lie secured by reduc­
ing the prices of the various pools and 
associations, it cannot be urged in- 
definitely. It is itself a virtual ad­
mission that while conditions do not 
now exist rendering reduction expedi­
ent, they will soon exist. High cost 
of labor, high cost of living, high 
cost of all materials of construction 
have marked the recent years of large 
profits in the iron trade. The excess­
es of capital that put no limit to the 
profits of industrial corporations, 
and thut thus wore bound to bring 
their own penalty by putting products 
to the poiut where the buyer would 
begin to do without them, have been 
paralleled by the folly of labor, 
which has madcthecost of production 
extravagantly high. The complaint 
here is not that high wages have been 
l>aid, hut that along with the high 
wage hus come a feeling that it mat­
ters little what return is given for it. 
Inefficient and Inferior labor bus thus 
received more for the work done than 
highly efficient labor has received un­
der normal conditions and with aver­
age prices.

Wage reductions, like reductions 
in commodity pricts, have been com­
paratively small thus far.

There 
has been some advance made, also 
toward the regaining bv employers of 
of such control of their business as 
isessential to economical production.

Where 1‘rofcHtdoiinl Scorers und Im­
porters Keep Truck ot Game,

al clubs play baseball you may h:i'<' 
noticed a small Imxlike structure 
perched on the roof of the grand stand. 
Ds position directly hack of the home 
plate and on a line with the pitcher

he invited tip by some of tlmjgi who 
have a right there, you will he sur­
prised to Dud how much better you 
can watch what is going on than from 
a scat nearer the ground.

This little house with the wire net 
Dug over the front to guard against 
foul Hies is called the press or scorer*' 
box, The young men who sit then1 
have need of every facility for observ­
ing the game, because afterward they 
must present nn absolutely accurate 
record of it. If tin* contesting nine* 
isdong lo an important league am) 
play In a large city there will he nn of 
tidal scorer for each club, besides r* 
porters from each of the dally news­
papers. The scorers have to record 
every move of the game, and, when II 
is over, present to the managers ol 
their clubs a complete set of figure-*, 
from which anybody who understands 
the sport can tell exactly what each 
player has done—how well or how 
poorly he has played.

Watch a scorer at work. Before 
him is an open hook with the names 
of one club written down the left- 
hand side of one page and those of the 
opposing team inscribed on the page 
opposite. After each name a line 
of checker-hoard squares, curiously 
marked off, and at the end of these 
on the right of each page are several 
perpendicular columns, headed A H, 
It, 1 H, 8 B, S II. P (), A, and E, for 
the summary. Those stand for, re­
spectively, times at hat runs, the 
times n player has reached first base, 
stolen bases, sacrifice fills, put-outs, 
assists and errors. The symbols used 
by professional scorers are compara­
tively few, and easy to remember, and 
anyone familiar with the game ought 
to Ik* able to use them after half an 
hour’s study, followed by u little prac­
tice.—St Nicholas.

GOETHE AND PANAMA.

Poet's Prophecy in 1827 About Dio 
Great Catiul.

The Frankfurter Zeltung of Feb. -0, 
in an editoriul states that the 

Panama Canal treaty has been ratified 
in Washington, and that thereby the 
legal basis for the construction of tli .* 
canal from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
has been created, and that the great 
work can he completed in a compara­
tively short time.

It Is perhaps pertinent, the impel* 
adds, to recall what Goethe said con­
tenting these matters. During a con­
versation with Kckermumi in 1827 
with reference to Humboldt’s travels, 
he said:

“This much Is certain: If by a 
crosscut of this kind It could be accom­
plished that vessels with all i-orU of 
cargoes and of every size could go 
through such a canal from the Gulf of 
Mexico to the Pacific Ocean, quite in­
calculable results would follow for Die 
entire civilized uud uncivilized human 
race,

"I, however, would hi* surprised If 
tlio Knifed States would miss tho 
clianco to get such a work Into her 
hands. It Is to ho foreseen Hint tills 
joung State, with its decided tendency 
toward tho West, will In thirty to 
forty years have also taken possession 
of, and will have populated, (be lyrgo 
areas of land on the other side of the 
Koeky Mountains. It is furthermore 
to he foreseen that In this entire coast 
of tho Pacific Ocean, where nature ha* 
already created the most roomy and 
safest harlsirs, In course of time very 
Important commercial towns will carry 
on a large traffic between China and 
the Fast Indies with the Culled States. 
In such a case it would not only be 
desirable, hut almost iieec-sary, that 
merchant us well as war vrsseU 
should be able to have quicker connec­
tion with tho western and eastern 
coasts of America. I therefore repent 
that It is entirely ludNpmsuhlo for 
Die Culled State* to make a passage 
from the Glllf of Mexico to the Pacific 
Ocean, and I am aorta In Dial die will 
accomplish It."—Consular Deport,

3HOULD NATIONAL HOSPITALITY 

BE LIMITED.

The Great Problem Which Continues to 
Perplex, the Public uud OurStutcsmcu 
—Many Im m igrants Very Poor—In ­
teresting Scenes,

The great problem which continue* 
(0 agitate the public mind and to en­
gage tho attention of statesmen is Die 

.number and char­
acter of the for­
eigner.* who annu­
ally come through 
our ever open dour 

the  immigrant 
station nt Kills Isl­
and. Kvery week 
th e re  are thou­
sands of new ar­
rivals seeking n 
home hi the land 
of the free. Few 
of them come, like 

the pilgrims of old, for freedom to 
worship God. The chief motive in 
these days is n soidld one—the gath­
ering lu of American dollars, which 
they ignorantly Imagine to be more 
abundant ami more easily procured 
than is the fact. There is a sudden 
nml rude dispelling of this illusion on 
reaching our shores, hut In spite of 
their disappointments they find con­
ditions of living here more easy than 
In the lands they left behind.

It is a curious and interesting study 
lo watch these people landing at New 
York. There an* amusing and pathetic 
scenes when they disembark. Some­
times they are mot with shrieks of de­
light on the part of friends who have 
preceded them, and again they are ab­
solutely friendless when they land, 
and their entire worldly possessions 
nre worth but a few dollars, but they

hut they remain In the eltlr«, v.-her# 
their morals arc not likely to be im 
proved. Their children go to the pub 
lie schools, and It is surprising to note 
how alert the children of some foreign­
ers are when It comes to the matter 
of education. They learn the language 
very quickly, and sumo of them can 
within a few months keep up with 
white American children of the sums 
age In their studies. The children of 
the Uusslan Jews are very alert lu this 
respect.

Thousands of (lies:* foreigners go to 
the coal mining *!î i*!et*.nnd many of 
them find employment lu the construe- 
tion of railroads. Hut It I* u fact Piut 
may not be generally known that 
nhout one-third of all the foreigners 
who come to America remain in tho 
Slate of New York, ami n very largo 
number of them remain in New York 
City. A great many go lo Huston, and 
one may almost any day see Italian* 
nml other foreigners nt the South sta­
tion awaiting the arrival of Du it* rela­
tives nml friends who have lauded in 
New York and are going from there 
to Huston. Kxeltcmeut runs high wtie.i 
the train finally pulls into the station, 
and the gatekeepers have all they can 
do to keep hack the crowds wildly 
eager to rush forward to meet their 
friends the moment they step from the 
train. It Is not nt all unusual to fi.e 
boarded men rush Into each other’s 
nrms and kiss each other again and 
again, while the women shriek with 
delight at first sight of the loved ones 
for whom they are looking.

Sometimes nn Incredibly large num­
ber of children follow lu the wake of 
the father and mother, for the Italian* 
lake pride In the size of their faml'ic.*, 
nml the father of a round dozen of 
llnck-eyed, swarthy-skinned boys and 
girls Is proud of them, and nil of them 
are made to he.-onio wngeenrners at 
nn early age so that they “pay their 
way" frefln early infancy. They go 
Into mines and factories just as soon as

tire buoyed up by hopefulness and 
Ihelr wants nro few. They are u 
peaceful people with the possible ex­
ception of the rod-shlrtcd and wild- 
eyed anarchist who comes over with 
his hand against every man better off 
than himself, and who docs not think 
us he thinks.

Tho ever-harassing question Is 
whether It is wise to continue this un­
restricted Influx of foreigners. Kvery 
session of Congress secs new Ideas 
brought forward. The latest proposi­
tion was that of Congressman Robert 
Adams, Jr., of Pennsylvania, who 
placed n limit of EOJXX) upon each na­
tionality per year. Three times that 
many Italians came to,our shores last 
year, ami four times that number of 
Russians, Poles and Hungarians com- 
idned. Tho disposition of the majority 
lu Congress seemed lo he to leave the 
door wide open. The Interesting state­
ment Is made that If tin* present Im­
migration of Italians continues It nil) 
not be long before then* will he more 
Kalians In America than In Italy, Im* 
It Is now true that for every hoy horn 
lu the southern part of Italy two Ital­
ian men come to the I'ldted Stales. 
This Is u fact as serious to Italy as lo 
America, for there are hundreds of 
Italians leaving I aly for other conn*

the child labor laws of our laud wli! 
allow them to he thus employed, and 
It Is pretty certain that soma of them, 
us well as the children of Americans, 
nre employed before they reach tlio 
age required by law, Jt being an easy 
matter in some States to evade the 
laws regulating child labor.

Not a great many of this large num­
ber of foreigners coming to our shore* 
eotne for the purpose of begging or 
living In Idleness. They are too eager 
for tho Amcrlcun dollur for that. They 
will work If they can find work to do, 
and In their eagerness to secure em­
ployment they will work for n lest 
sum than the American iuborer de­
mands. This continued Immigration 
adds to the complications nnd perplex­
ities of our labor problems, und it 
would sooin as If the tlnio must soon 
come whon our open door must he 
partly closed and greater limitations 
put upon our hospitality ns n nation.

The funeral occurred tiunduy from 
the Swedish church under the auspice* 
of the H. H. & E. F. society.
