MUCH WORK HAD TO UK DONK.
The work of substituting the new 

machinery for the old has been in 
progress for several weeks, and prior 
to that time considerable had been 
done In the way of alterations in the 
position of old machinery and other 
preliminary work. The new machin­
ery was installed by J. II. Sanders, a 
member of the Centra) Construction 
Company, of Oshkosh, Wls., and 
while these changes were in progress, 
T. K. Gaffney, superintendent of the 
municipal electric lighting system, 
found the time opportune to make 
various Improvements In the lighting 
circuits about town.

Though the new apparatus which 
has been installed includes a 250 horse 
power engine, condenser, heater, du­
plex pump and several other smaller 
pieces, interest centers in the new 200 
kilowatt electrical generator, which 
carries both arc and lucaudescent 
lights und displaces the two smaller 
and older generators which formerly 
furnished current for the two circuits 
separately. Notwithstanding this 
double service, It Is claimed that the 
compact generator will answer all the 
city’s needs for some time to come. 
Moreover it is of a much later type 
than either of the others, bas a sta­
tionary Armature, gives an alternat­
ing current and possesses other desir­
able features from an electrical point 
of view,

CITY NOW IN TWO SUCTIONS.
A modern swlchboard plays an Im­

portant part in the effective control 
of the distribution of the current. It 
is quite a complicated piece of mech­
anism as compared with the old one, 
but its efficiency aud convenience have 
already been demonstrated. One of 
the Improvements 
made bas been the division of the city 
Into two sections,—east and west,with 
Tea) Lake avenue as the dividing line. 
This arrangement, together with the 
use of separate transformers, gives 
independent service for each section 
of the city. Thus a break In the line 
or other accident might extinguish the 
lights in one section of the city with­
out plungiug the other section Into 
darkness as well. Moreover, an 
equalization of the current Is made 
possible, conforming to the varying 
need of the different sections. This 
Improved arrangement applies to both 
arc and Incaddescent circuits, and 
besides the transformers at the sta­
tion, corresponding apparatus has 
been put up on Tea) Lake avenue be­
tween Case and Main streets, where 
the division of the main arc aud In­
candescent circuits for the two sec­
tions of the city Is made.

The Improvements Hupt. Gaffney 
has made in the wiring system are of 
equal importance aud correspond with 
the IniToaaed capacity of the machin­
ery at the euglne house. What were 
known as “ secondary leads,'* aud 
composed of No. (J and H wire, have 
given way to No. 2 wire, with largely 
locrcused carrying power. This par­
ticular improvement is confined to 
Iron street, where are located the 
greatest number and the largest con­
sumers, but it forms part of the gene­
ral scheme for the 4mprovement of the 
service aud It is so designed that ex- 
teusloua may be made from time to 
time, as occasion may demand aud 
means |>ermlt.

HUT UH NKW ARC LAMPS, 
Besides being busy with the wires, 

Hupt. Gaffney and his men have been 
taking down the old arc lamps aud 
replacing them with a modern type. 
One advantage possessed by the new 
lamps Is that they are entirely encas­
ed in glass, instead of having a large 
opening at the top as did the old ones. 
The accumulation of dust and dirt is

full working order, though things went 
along with surprising and gratifying 
smoothness last night. Mr. Sanders, 
the Central Construction Company 
contractor, will remain here for an­
other week at least, looking after 
minor detuiis and making certain 
everything is in perfect order before 
he leaves. One of his tasks will be the 
shipment of the two old-style gener­
ators, for according to the terms of 
the contract they are taken off the 
city’s hands by the contractors, a 
liberal ailowunce having been secured 
when the contract was drawn up. 
This disposition of them is considered 
by city officials to have been most 
fortunate, for while the contracting 
company doubtless will be able to re­
model or make some use of them, they 
are undeniably of an out-of-date type 
and the city would have had difficulty 
In finding any other municipality or 
corporation which would desire to 
purchase them outright.

With the expansion 
of trade and commerce accompanying 
territorial development and Increased 
population the pernicious Influence of 
the wooden nutmeg precedent has 
spread fat- and wide and is encounter­
ed on every hand In commercial trans­
action*. In the dully purchase of 
household staples the average citizen 
buys mnby wooden nutmegs. Ills 
Mocha and Java coffee has u llavor of 
the Ihnzlllnn product rather thun of 
any berry known in Arabia or .lava, 
and the cheaper grades give forth tho 
smell of parched heads Instead of the 
aroma of Ulo. The specific gravity of 
his sugar Is doubled by a mixture with 
the heavy insoluble mineral known ns 
barite, his butter Is Ifnorcnt of erenin, 
his ollvu oil Is made of cotton seed. 
Ills honey of glucose Incased hi parafllu 
ecus. Ho wears shoes with paper sole* 
imd a Panama hat imidc In Connecticut 
out of (’tihati grasses, The number of 
similar Illustrations (hat might he cited 
to show the provident deception and 
liuuihuggery In commercial life is le­
gion, all of which may he traced to tho 
pernicious precedent established by tho 
wooden nutmeg taen.

T H E  H O R R O R S OF WAR.

Vividly Realistic Description of Them 
by (he Pointer Vcrcstchaglu.

Those who sponk of tho glories of 
war may find tho reverse of the case 
In the following description hy tho 
Russian painter Yerestchngln, who re­
cently lost his life at Port Arthur, nml 
who painted his Apotheosis of War 
from scenes which he himself saw. 
Tho pyramids of human skulls In the 
picture, lie says, I encountered many 
years before when traveling nldng the 
Chlnese-ltusslan frontier. Two years 
earlier I hnd passed over tho same ter­
ritory. Flourishing villages, a happy, 
contented people then, now sterile des­
ert, crawling hyenus, and a few men 
and women worso than the wild 
beasts,

Arrived In the neighborhood of the 
town of Tchugutcliok I marveled still 
moro at the desolation confronting me.

Though the walls, towers and roofs 
were dragon-crowned and shining In 
tho snn as formerly, tho trees along 
tho road were lifeless, dead were the 
grass and hushes, I stood at the gate, 
no senUnel, no official demanded tax. 
No human fnen anywhere. In the mud 
and mire of the multi street I noticed 
furniture, clothes, nillitury apparatus, 
tiny shoes of Chinese women, heads 
ami limbs of men, women and chil­
dren, a fearful ehoas. I made my way 
to the citadel, Below the walls the 
battlements—human heads and limbs 
ami carcasses hi heaps, hills, moun­
tains of them, while nt several points 
where the bodies of the murdered gar­
rison lay thero worn veritable pyra­
mids of skulls and bones. Tho unhap­
py place was “alive" with skeletons, 
tho streets were full of them, the 
lanes, the alleys. Mkelehma defended 
the entrance to houses, they lay In 
tho courtyards, they barricaded the 
aisles of temples, Hkelotons and skulls 
ns far as the eye could travel on the 
promenades, beyond the city walls, at 
tho edge of tho river, skeletons every­
where, skeletons and skulls, skulls and 
skeletons.

They MootWoes Natives, But Were 
Puithfiil Crcutures.

“I see so much written In our days 
aucut the negro question Hint It calls 
to mind n little experience in connec­
tion wllh my adventures In Mouth Af­
rica," said a writer In the New Or­
leans Times-Democrat who had “lit the 
Boers." “of course, in many respects 
there are great differences between the 
American negro and tho original Afri­
can article, hut when It comes right 
down to good, Inherent faithfulness 
there Is a marked similarity, and the 
black man If treated kindly may be 
counted upon to show the whiles a 
few plotters hi that line,

“The volunteer troops In active ser­
vice did llltle or none of their own 
oouimlssury work, there being always

a host of natives—Kaffirs, Bnsutos, 
Swazis and various other tribes—bang­
ing about the camp ready to become 
the servants of the men In khaki. So­
lan! was one of these, and a blacker, 
kinkier and hazier (hut withal Intelli­
gent) specimen of tho genus African 
I dare say did not exist on the entire 
continent. My chum and myself, how­
ever, took him In band and In a fort­
night that 'boy* sworo by us, would 
have gone through fire and bullets to 
servo us, and when the terms of our 
enlistment expired, he cried Hka u 
child beenuio wc could not bring him 
homo with us to Athcrlea. The morn­
ing of our dppnrture for Cape Town 
arrived and as the first warm rays of 
old Hoi shut heavenward above the dis­
tant mountains, happy visions of home 
came to swell our bosoms and brush 
away In a single instant all thought of 
tho dangers, hardships and depriva­
tions which wu bud undergone for 
months past.

"There were about n dozen going 
away, Including Mohml, for whom we 
had secured transportation to his 
home, and it was with merry board 
that wo prepared to leavo tho stern 
scones of war for tho brighter ones of 
peace. Wo hud mounted Into tho wag­
on that wus to carry us down tho steep 
road thut wound about the sldo of (hr 
kopje, when suddenly wo thought of 
Holnnl. Tho little bluckfuco was not 
to bo seen and n diligent search failed 
to reveal any sign of his whereabouts 
Whatever Jiud become of him wo never 
knew. There was only tills solution 
to his disappearance: One of tho ruder 
spirits in the troop* confessed that th« 
night before ho hud been tensing the 
boy—toltlug him thut ho was going to 
!>'• left behind. It is very likely thut 
ho was really convinced tills was so 
uml tried to make Ills way down the 
sUlo of tho kopje in tho durk, Intend­
ing to Join us at the rallroud station. 
He never reached there, however, and 
in all probability his little black body 
found its last resting place In ono of 
the deep recesses that marked the 
mountain side,"

Florence Crtitenton Home* Concrete
Expression cf a Father's Love. 

Because be so loved bis daughter, 
who died a t the age of 6 years long 
igo, Charles N. Crlttcnton, who has 
been holding evangelistic services In 
Chicago, has given 21 years’ constant 
work and a fortune'of more than $1,- 
}00,000 to the furthering of a great 
work In his child’s name.

’ The name Florence Crittenton Is 
known In every city In America and in 
many foreign lands. It hangs above 
the doorways of G3 homes In American 
titles that hold out n welcome to way­
ward girls and miserable women, and 
bus given stability to a movement 
which has resulted In the reclamation 
i t  tens of thousands of these unfortu­
nates.

Buck of the story of Ills constant, 
tamest work and lil* self-sacrlfleo la 
tho story of tho building of his for- 
hine. Tho Crittenton millions are tha 
result of the dogged determination ot 
k green country boy who from his 
tarllcst childhood bad an ambition to 
bs rich.

When his daughter, Florence, was 
bom, In 1877, Charles Crittenton was 
& wealthy man.

In October, 1882, the Illness of Flor­
ence CriUcntou took this man away 
from hts fortune-building for the first 
time elnco ho entered New York as a 
Irug clerk. That Illness was destined 
to take him away for all Urae, for 
wltliiu a few* duys the child died.

The day after the burial of the 
daughter Charles N. Crittenton took 
sn oath to do nome world-wide work 
In his dead child’s name. In April, 
1883, tho first Florence Crlttoiiton 
Homo w*as established. The object of 
the now movement was the reclama­
tion of unfortunute women.

Beautiful as was the sentiment back 
of this movement, It wns not enough 
to fill tho homo with refugees. Home 
one had to go out Into the haunts of 
vice and reclaim the unfortunates. Ho 
did not delegate this work to others. 
Ho went, tuklng with him such few 
persons on ho could Interest In the 
movement. Thut was tho beginning 
of his long career as an evangelist who 
appculs to tho propio of tho slums, 
which ho lias kept up ever since.— 
Philadelphia Press.

Having secured the Island, ho went 
west uml bought about sixty of tho 
finest furred and mo«t hardy foxes he 
could find, paying for some of them 
a* high us f.Vk) apiece. These Uf^iluml 
on the Island last fall and starled hie 
fox farm with every prospect that hie 
novel plan would ho a sucroas.

of course, the Inland being some dis­
tance from the land, it was Impossible 
for the foxes to get off and so fences 
wen* not nei cssary. This winter rumo 
with Its cold weather and gradually 
the ivntcr between Triton Island uml 
the mainland elosed slowly In until 
filially the wide passage was cover'd 
with thick Ice which could support a 
mnn—or u team, for that matter.

Atl this had been going on so quietly 
llmt Mr. Kkllllngs Imd quite failed to 
think of what this rapidly forming Ice 
might mean to ills new Industry, and 
ono morning he nwoko to find tlmt 
every fox he owned Imd escnjmd from 
tho Island to tho mainland and had 
taken to the heavy growth of timber 
which covers much of this soctlon of 
tho count. Mr. Hkllllngi instituted 
searches and scoured tho surrounding 
country, but ho has not succeeded In 
recovering one of tho animals. The 
sixty foxes, many of which wero ex­
tremely valuable, aggregated an 
amount of many thousands of dollars 
mid Iho loss gives every Indication of 
being u total one,

It Is far from being pecu­
liar to tills age or country; it has been 
known in distant places ami In differ­
ent ages and was called by the an­
cients punis furfiirnncciiH or putiis lm- 
pueiis, from its not being so thorough­
ly cleansed from tlm husk or brail us 
the tine sorts of bread are. The wres­
tlers of old ale only this sort of bread, 
to preserve them in their strength of 
limbs; and we limy learn from Pliny 
that the Romuns, for 300 years, knew 
no other bread; and It has been said 
that tills coarse bread nourishes more, 
assuages hunger better and generates 
humor* less subject to corruption thuu 
the white.

"In Iceland hreud Is made from 
dried cod, likewise, In Lapland, whose 
country affords no corn, und even 
among tho Grim Tartars. In upper 
I.usatla a sort of white earth Is found, 
of which tho poor, urged by the calam­
ities of war, mnko bread. Tills earth, 
dug out of a hill where they formerly 
worked at saltpeter, when warmed by 
the sun, cracks, and small globules 
proceed from It like meal, which fer­
ment when mixed with meal. Home 
persons huve lived uiion It for some 
time., It will keep for more than a 
half-dozen years."

S tenograph ers W ell Paid fo r  Tranvlat- 
lu g  Bunins** Letter*,

Translating business letters received 
In Chlcngo from foreign countries and 
making business replies In the samo 
Inngungo has come to be otic of the 
profitable side lines of steuogrupby 
and typewriting.

Just after the Bpnnlsh war, when 
Cuba and other Kpanish territory cam.* 
Into dose touch with Chicago ns a 
business center, many stenographers 
undertook to muster the Spanish lan­
guage to the extent of buslnes* corre­
spondence. But even before tills there 
was a necessity for typewriting in for­
eign languages, and as this necessity 
lias grown tho stenographer has kept 
pace with the demand.

Tho curd of a young woman opera­
tor In one of the largest office build* 
higs reads; ‘•Translations In French, 
Gorman, Spanish, Itallun and Portu­
guese, Typewriting done in tho nbovo 
languages." This young womnn not 
only cun accomplish this, but the de­
mand for the work is sieudy. Ordin­
arily the buslnes* man, through a mes­
senger, sends the business lotter which 
ho receives, and when tho work is 
dono tho letter Is posted hack to him, 
worked into good English, If It bo un 
order thut is to bo filled, or the request 
for prices, some one capable of reply­
ing to the letter Is sent to the offico 
of tho young woman and, taking his 
dirt don In English, she translates It 
Into any onn of tho five languages at 
hor command.

This work Is hctlcr paid than It Git 
ordinary stenographic work of the 
better class, aud tho time Is approudi- 
lug wliou tho mastery of two or threo 
languages at louof'mny l>o looked for 
ns one of tho exactions of the school 
of Rborthnnd aud typewriting.—Chi­
cago Tribune.

“Tho learned aro In great doubt 
about tho tlmo when baking flrat bo- 
came a particular profession aud bak­
ers wore Introduced." said a writer In 
the Now Orleans Tlmes-Dumocrtt. “It 
is gmiorully agrsed that they had their 
rlss lu the omit aud passed from 
Qreoco to Italy after tho war with 
Pyrrhus, about tho year 588, till 
which tlmo every housewife was hor 
own baker; for tho word 'plstor.' 
which wo flud In Homan authors ho* 
foro tlmt lliue, signified a person who 
ground or pounded tho grain In a mill, 
or mortar, to prepare it for tho bak­
ers. According to Atheuaeus tho Cap­
padocians wore tho most applauded 
bakers; after thorn the Lydians, then 
tho Phoenicians, To tho foreign bak­
ers brought Into Romo wero added a 
a uumlier of freed men, who wero In­
corporated Into n body, or, as they 
called It, n college, from which neither 
they nor their children wero allowed 
to withdraw. They held their offects 
lu common aud could not dispose of 
any purt of them.

“Each bakehouse had a pntronus, 
•who had the superluteiidency thereof, 
and those pitronl elected ono out of 
their number every year, who had the 
superintendence over tho rest and tho 
care of the college. Out of tho body 
of the bakers, ovory now and tbon, 
ono was admitted umong tho senators. 
To prosorvo honor and honesty In tho 
college of bakers, they wore expressly 
prohibited all alliance wtb comedians 
aud gladiators; each had ills shop or 
bakehouse and they were distributed 
luto fourteen regions of tho Eternal 
city. They were excused from guard­
ianship and other offices, which might 
divert them from their employment

“The art of making bread wus not 
known at Rome until 680, Before this 
tlmo tho Romans prepared their flour 
Into a kind of pap, or soft pudding, for 
which reason Pliny calls them eaters 
of pop. Among tho ancients yvo find 
various kinds of bread, such ss punis 
■illglneus, pants sncimdus, nutopsyrus, 
cababaceus, etc. The Freneh bare* 
great varieties of bread,'as queen's 
•bread, alamode bread, bread do Hego-

Tin* corporal, however, car­
ried tho mall as ordered to Lee’s head­
quarters aud reports! tho circum­
stances to his Immediate superior.

"Then camo tho last buttio and tlm 
surrender of Leo's army. In tin* con­
fusion Incident to the surrender tho 
post office Incident was not mndo a 
matter of record, and after the surren­
der some of the postmaster's relatives 
nml friends, finding the corporal who 
had roiutuamh'd the squad on tho day 
of tlm shooting among tho prisoners, 
pointed him out to tho officers in 
charge, preferred the* charge of mur­
der against him, secured hi* trial by 
court-martial, the trial ending In u 
verdict of guilty, with a death sen­
tence.

"The court-nmrtlul proceedings, with 
a statement of the case by tho pris­
oner, were sent to General Grant to 
be passed upou. The General disap­
proved the sentence, and ordered the 
prisoner set ut liberty, holding that the 
corporal, acting under orders of his mi- 
perlor, lmd simply performed his duty 
ns a soldier. If ho had failed to cap­
ture the mall through resistance of the 
postmaster he probably would have 
been shot for disobeying orders. Gen­
eral Grunt udded thut It was contrary 
to all precedents to say that the cor­
poral should be shot for obeying or­
ders. ‘If General Grunt had not In­
terfered In that case,’ said tho Virgin­
ian, ‘I would not be here to-night to 
speak to you.’ From tlmt minute the 
ex-Confederute wus master of tlm sit­
uation."

"Thut reminds nm," wild the Major, 
"of ii story tlmt Governor Oglesby 
used to tell of one of his boy soldiers. 
John Rryner, who had been Lieutenant 
Colonel of thu Forty-seventh Illinois 
ond had resigned In was elected 
Colonel by tlm reorganized or veteran­
ized Forty-seventh curly In lHilo, and 
wus commissioned by tlm Governor nt 
tho unanimous request of tho veterans. 
Colonel Rryner, however, died sudden­
ly lu Mari’h, 1806, before he Joined his 
regiment, and his son Cloyd, then a 
hoy of ifi, went over to tlm Governor's 
office to report his death.

'Oglesby was greatly shocked nt the 
news, but proccoded to talk tho situa­
tion over with the hoy in his kind- 
hearted way. In tlm course of thu con­
versation lm asked Cloyd If ho lmd 
over beard his fattier express n choice 
ns to his successor. Cloyd remem­
bered tlmt he lmd heard his father say 
thut lio would rather see tho Forty- 
seventh in charge of Lieutenant Colo- 
nol David W , McGee, of the Eighty- 
sixth Illinois, than any other man. 
Thereupon Oglesby said tlm commis­
sion should be made out at once, und 

Tim Governor then asked the 
joy whut lie was going to do, and said 
he would appoint him adjutant of one 
of the new regiments.

"Cloyd answered Hint he would 
rather go hack to his father's regiment, 
and lm went, carrying a commission ns 
Kergcunt Major from Colonel McGee, 
Oil arrival In cump lie was Informed 
tlmt the regiment already had u Her- 
gennt Major, and lie asked for an In­
terview, Tlm Bergen nt, Major was a 
voicriin with four yours' service to Ids 
credit, unit the newly appointed ser­
geant wits a boy 10 yeurs old. The hit­
ler, however, took tlm initiative, lold 
the older man there need lm no feel­
ing one way or the other, beenuse he 
would then and there tear off his chev­
rons and serve anywhere, Tills set- 
tied tlm question, relieved the Colonel 
from nil embarrassment, and made 
Colonel Rryimr's son n great favorllo 
lu tlm regiment."

"Hpoiilring of tlm Eighty-sixth Illi­
nois," suid the Captain, "recalls an ad­
venture of Captuhi J. Ii.

Cook's brigade, or the Third brigade 
of tlm Hcconri division of tlm Four­
teenth army corps. On tlm 20th of Au­
gust, 1804, while Hlierman's army wus 
besieging Atlanta, our division, tlum 
commanded by General James D. Mor- 
gati, was ordered on u raid to eut the 
Montgomery &  Atlanta Railway. Tho 
Third brigade left Its buggugo In tlm 
rifle pits under guard, and tlm skir­
mishers were left on duly under the 
command of Cuptnln Rurkbulter.

"This W3i* a great disappointment to 
Peter Mayville, and as exchange wui 
delayed, the Vermonter became restive 
and diet! rebellious. One dark night 
lie slipped out of camp aud never re 
turmnl. Ho wus reporied a d»v*i'rter 
mul wus bo regarded by the mi'll wiic 
knew hint best. Mayville made his 
way to Pennsylvania, nml enlisted 
under the name of Peter Horry, in e 
regiment on Lis way to tlm front. He 
saw hard service at once, and at (hi' 
tyshurg lost both arms, ami rocc|vt>d 
oilier wounds. Not believing tlm.I hu 
could rocover, ho told his story to the 
surgeon, and In the end was sent homo 
to Veruiout in ns good wnditlon as 
was possible under the clreumstaneivs,

"Muyville had been something of a 
character in ills homo nelghlmrhood, 
nml was very generally known nx 
Peter Ncwcome. 'Phis mum* was given 
him because his young Cntuulluu jvlfe, 
in dm year they came from (JiMme 
to Vermont, was constantly complalu- 
ing to the uelgiiisu's when In? hpsbnml 
was off carousing, 'Pete no come. Pete 
W!lm so persistent an offender tlmt dm 
nelghlmrs came to call lUm Pete No- 
(i)ini>, or Nowcome, mid this elung to) 
him ufttr he reformed, und he w;is 
hotter known as Peter Nowcome than 
ns Peter Muyville. Ho when he re­
turned, and, as Poter Hurry, was given 
a pension of 972 u moudi, there was 
less comment tlMiu there would have 
bi*<'n under other circumstance*.

"Burry did not deny that he had 
deserv'd from dm Ninth Vermont, but 
he made It clear that he deserted lm- 
cause, with fighting going on In front, 
he could not hour the thought of idling 
away his time at Camp Douglas. As 
lm could not be oxehnnged. and as he 
('otild not got Into) a fight u* Peter 
Muyville, because Mayville was a 
lnieoh*d prisoner, lm took U>o bull by 
the horns, and deserted Into a lighting 
regiment. Tlm pension officials con- 
cimIisI Umt Mnyvllle's notion* as te> 
oath and parole were a lltrtle loose, but 
there was no doubt uls>ut the huccomh 
of his pkui to got Into a fight 1 saw 
him only a few yours ago, a woJI-prc- 
served, prosperous Vermont - farmer, 
an armh'ss hero to n people who didn't 
cure under what name lie drew a puu- 
slon.—Chl'Nigo Inter-Ocean.

OEN SANFORD was only almut

Bvee to all probability. IIo was the 
■ m  #f a farmer who had settled on a 
frontier farm in Minnesota.

S t Mary's was reached about 4 
o'clock. In a short time active prep­
arations were going forward for ths 
protection of the town. Tbe women 
and children were put In tbe places of 
greatest safety, and men were detail­
ed to watch for the enemy's approach 
from all quarters.

The Indians did not attack tbe place 
that night But on the following 
night they came, expecting, no doubt 
to find it an easy prey to their mur­
derous methods of warfare. But In 
tbls way they were mistaken. Tbe citi­
zens of the little town opened fire upon 
them so briskly that they were taken 
by surprise, ond they made a rapid 
retreat leaving several of tbelr num­
ber behind them, dead and wounded.

John found himself a hero; but he 
bore his honors modestly, as the real 
hero always does. "I only did what 
anyone else would have done in my 
place," he said.

, The day after the attack of the In­
dians, Mr. Sanford and his family and 
other settlers arrived. Hugh had over­
taken his father when near the end of 
tbe thirty miles' journey.

D 18E ABE AN D BACTERI A.

Possibilities of Control Through Bind? 
of Protozoa*

A now conception of a disease or of 
tbe cause of a disease in man makes 
slow progress. This was strikingly 
demonstrated when Fasteur first an­
nounced that uiuny human Ills are 
cuused by living organisms, and the 
fight which be and Lister waged to 
establish tbe genu theory Is still fresh 
in tbe minds of scientific inon. Little 
by little they uud tbelr followers made 
headway against tbe opposition, and 
disease after disease was shown to be 
caused by the minute bacteria.

To a much less extent tbe same con­
servatism is seen to-day In the wide­
spread opposition to tbe protoza tu>  
ory of disease—less, because tbe battle 
for tho germ theory In general need 
not be refought With malaria the 
fight has been won; with smallpox and 
yellow fever the battle Is now on, and 
time Is needed to overcome tbe present 
opposition—an opposition based opon 
the same grounds as "that of thirty 
years ago—namely, that the foreign 
structures found in the human body 
and regarded as organisms are the ef­
fect of the disease aud not tbe cause 
With bacteria such opposition was 
overcome by the culture methods in­
troduced by Koch. In protozoa the 
difficulties of obtaining similar cul­
tures are far greater, and this In part 
explains the failures to cultivate the 
malaria organisms or tbe organism of 
smallpox by tbs usual bacteriological 
methods. It is highly probable, how­
ever, thut when as much attention id 
given to ths study of dlsoase-causlng 
protozoa ••  la now given to that of 
bacteria, ell these difficulties will be 
ovorcome, and that as our knowledge 
of this group lucreaeee w# shall find 
and control uiuny uioro causes of bu* 
man dlseasos.—Contury.

Comparisons are often made be­
tween tbe fees of counsel In England 
and America, and with unsatisfactory 
results, ns it is difficult to find any reb 
atlve standard by which to measure 
tbe result In this country a firm of , 
lawyers would take entire charge of 
sucb a case as Whitaker Wright's aud 
have the sole conduct of It from start 
to finish and would probably charge a 
fco to cover tbe entlro work perform­
ed, based la some measure upon the 
result In Englnnd a firm of solicit­
ors is employed to prepare the case 
for trial, but upon each bearing before 
the magistrate and at tbe trial counsel 
are retained, tbe solicitors usually be­
ing tbe ablest and most skillful their 
client’s mentis will afford.

In tho Whitaker Wright trial thou­
sands of pounds were doubtless spent 
by. both sides in getting tbe case ready. 
Part of this money wus "out of pock­
ets" for tho services of accountants 
and scriveners, but profit costs of the 
solicitors must have been very largo. 
It Is commonly reported tbat Rufus 
Isaacs, K. C., who with Mr. Avery, 
K. C., and Emery Stephenson conduct­
ed tbe prosecution, bed 500 guineas— 
say, 12,500—marked upon his brief, 
with a dally refresher of 100 guineas, 
which would make his compensation 
for the actual court work $8,500. In 
the usual courso Mr. Avery would re­
ceive a fee of two-tlilrds the amount 
of Uufua Isaac's fee nud Mr. Stephen­
son's fee would amount to two-tlilrds 
of Mr. Avery’s fee. If this system is 
allowed, ond there is no reason to be­
lieve It was not, Mr. Avery received 
|5,000 and Mr. Stephenson $3,000, or a 
total of approximately $18,000 for the 
three counsels. Ransom Walker is 
said to have had no less (ban 3,000 
guineas marked on bis brief for tho 
defense, but this was, to at least 2,000 
guineas, a "special" feo and bis asso­
ciates would not, therefore, receive tbe 
same proportional amounts. However, 
It Is not Improbable that the defend­
ant's counsels were paid something 
more, and probably considerably more, 
than $25,000 for tbelr services.—Green 
Bay.

MEN S H O U L D  LIVE LO N G ER.

It Is Not Old Age, but Passion tbat
Kills tbe 3InJority.

Few liumun beings die by reason of 
tbe infirmities of years, borne claim 
that all persons die of disappointment, 
personal, mental or bodily toil or acci­
dent Tlio passions kill men some­
times even suddenly. The common ex­
pression "choked with rage" has little 
exaggeration In It, for even though not 
suddenly fatal strong passions shorten 
life. Strong-bodied men often die 
young, weak men live longer than the 
strong, for tbe strong use tbelr 
strength and tlio weak have none to 
use—tbe latter take care of them- 
selres, the former do not As it is 
with the body so it with tho mind and 
the temper; tho strong are apt to break 
or, ilko the candle, run; the weak burn 
out. The Inferior animals, which live 
temperate lives, have generally tbelr 
prescribed tern? of years.

The horse lives twonty-fivo years, 
tbe ox fifteen to twenty, the Hon about 
twenty, the bog ten or twelve, the rab­
bit eight, tbe guinea pig six or seven. 
The numbers all beur proportion to 
tbe time the animal takes to grow its 
full size. Rut man of all animals Is 
one that seldom comes up to the aver­
age. He ought to live 100 years, ac­
cording to tbe physiological law, for 
five times twenty are 100, but instead 
of that be scarcely reaches an average 
of four timos the growing period. Tbe 
reason Is obvious—mao is not only tbe 
most irregular und most Intemperate, 
but tbe most laborious and hard-work­
ing if all animals. He la always tbe 
most irritable and there Is reason to 
believe, though wo cannot toll what 
on animal secrotly feels, that more 
than any other animal man cberlsbee 
wrath to keep it warm and consumes 
bimielf with the Urn of bis own reflec­
tions.

TURN OVER TIME.

Nnturul causes sometimes bring 
about a sudden lowering of the heads 
of lofty mountains, but perhaps there 
is no record of the operations of man 
having achieved such o feat except in 
the case of the vast rock-slide at Tur­
tle Mountain, in the province of Al­
berta, Canada, on April 2l>, 1003. The 
mining town of I-'ranU wns overwhelm­
ed, n»d the height of the mountain wns 
reduced as much ns 1,000 feet. The 
fall resulted from the honeycombing 
by miners of a 10-foot scum of coal 
penetrating the base of the mountain.

From recent photographs, the cra­
ters and crntcrlets of the moon are es­
timated to number more than two hun­
dred thousand, but less than a million. 
White patches In some craters and the 
bright lines rndiutlng in some cases 
hundreds of miles are thought by Pro­
fessor Pickering to be due to snow, 
and the less conspicuous lunar canals, 
which gradually appear, increase and 
fade away In the lunar day, are at­
tributed by the same authority to vege­
tation. A thin atmosphere of carbonic 
add end water vapor may feed tho 
plants!

II. W. Conn, the bacteriologist of 
Storrs, Conn., says that while milk at 
70 degrees Fubrenhelt may keep not 
longer than forty-eight hours, at 50 de­
grees Fahrenheit It may not curdle for 
two weeks. At 50 degrees the ordi­
nary milk organisms increase very 
slowly; but on the other hand, the 
putrefaction bacteria continue to de­
velop rapidly, and white they may not 
sour the milk, nevertheless they make 
it unwholesome. For this reason Mr. 
Conn says that milk which has been 
kept sweet by a low temperature 
should be viewed with suspicion.

The demands of automobile manu­
facturers for a metal able to sustain 
extraordinary pulling and twisting 
strains hnvo led to the Invention in 
France of a new alloy, which is called 
“formotnl.” It contains, in addition to 
the usual constituents of bronzd and 
brass, a mixture of other metallic ele­
ments, which contribute great power 
of mediunicai resistance. It Is also 
said to be unalterable by the effects of 
exposure to the air, and ft resists the 
attack of weak acids. It can be drawn 
in bars or rolled and forged. Nuts 
and screws made of it are unoxidlz- 
aide.

The fact that compression or bend­
ing causes a substance to emit X-rays 
has suggested to M. D. Leplnuy that 
vibrations producing sound should 
have tho same effect as the sounding 
body undergoes slight but rapidly re­
peated strains. Kxi»eriments with it 
tuning fork, a bronze hell, n large steel 
cylinder and a siren proved this to be 
true, and the phosphorescent screen 
showed that the air also produces as 
well as transmits the rays. Another 
investigator, M. Meyer, 1ms discovered 
n slmilnr radlutlon In vegctuble tissue, 
the green parts of the plant giving the 
most Intense effect.

The latest comes from the famous 
chemist, Mendeleef, who thinks the 
ether may tie a chemical element, so 
light that the velocity of Its molecular 
vibrations is sufficient to render It in 
dependent of gravitation. If its nto- 
mil' weight is supposed to he one-mil 
llouelli of that of hydrogen, It is be­
lieved It could escape the attraction 
of the largest liodies in tho universe. 
Mendeleef proposes for it the nume 
newlonlum.

Heads of house­
holds In great numbers, who find It a 
difficult task to meet their bills at the 
grocery shops and the markets, may 
discover reason for rejoicing, provided 
It Is made Indisputably plain that peo­
ple are really eating too much. It is 
to be hoped that among the men of 
lending nnd of light in this department 
of science something like an agreement 
of opinion may be obtained.

Tho food of the 
British soldiers In South Africa proved 
that n moderate allotment of jam ns a 
touch of sweetening to the rations 
cheered the spirits of the soldier and 
made him fight harder than if he had 
been an absolute stranger to such an 
Indulgence. In the struggle in the 
Sast the commissariat bus not been 
overlxrantlful to the rifle bearers on 
either side. The Japanefte soldiers live 
chcfly on rice and dried fish. The Rus­
sian Infantry nnd cavalry demand a 
more liberal diet

Moderation In eating ought to result 
in cutting down the extremely high 
prices of meat and fish which are uow 
current In our principal cities. People 
who take only one or two meals each 
day—and there are many of them— 
and the devotees of the exclusive con­
sumption of Vegetable food feel a cer­
tain sentiment of compassion for the 
devourers of big repasts three times 

day, and are not greatly worried 
over the high prices of fleshly luxlries.

In this mm year of 
storm ami stress It might welt h< 
worth to Russia more than its entire 
cost; for with stieli a waterwuy open 
Hinrelu could simp her fingers at tho* 
prohibition at tho Dardanelles. Her

That Husslu did not construct this

Tbe body of Frank Jenkins, a
