Repairs will be made as 
quickly us possible, und once things 
are adjusted In proper working order 
It Is thought there will lx; no further 
trouble.

In getting up Ibis comprehensive set 
of Japanese proverbs.

“Conduct the water to your own 
rice field," Is as exquisite a Yankee- 
Ism as one may wish. Cot what you 
want, and let the other fellow get 
what he can, advises the keen Japan­
ese farmer, as well as the business 
man. “Well-to-do circumstances re­
lieve 8>ame " is another chip of world­
ly wisdom not to be overlooked. It Is 
the Oriental way of saying that a 
million dollars covers a multitude of' 

.<dD8.
■“To steal a bell with your ears 

covered" Is not at all bad. It conveys 
the Idea that one may pretend not 
to like a thing yet use all secret en­
deavor to possess Jt. More than one 
muUI-milllonalre might confess that 
It is wise to cover one's ears at the 
.proper moment. “Impossibility is a 
good reason.” “Good doctrine needs 
no miracles," and “The fool tries to 
bale out the ocean with his hand,” 
resemble so many of our own wise 
old saws that one might accuse the 
Japanese of adopting them from our 
tongue. Hut as It is well known that 
these were the proverbs of a nation 
existing long before ours was even 
dreamed of, the Japanese, coming 
across some of our axioms, inay with 
better proof, accuse us of purloining 
what is theirs.

“If you handle cinnarbar you will 
-bocomo rod/* “Don’t wipe your feet 
in a melon patch,” are wise ways of 
warning one against the appearance 
of evil. Tiro shrewd child of the Sun- 
God knows full well the strength of 
circumstantial evidence aud that with 
the stain of cinnabar on one's bands 
aud the print of one's foot In an­
other’s melon patch, it would ne next 
to Impossible to prove an alibi.

Ho has chips of wisdom for the 
bargain hunter, for the gossip, and for 
the woman who nags. Hear hitu say, 
“Huy cheap and lose money,” as 
though he knew every wile of the 
ribbon aud shirtwaist counter. “The 
mouth is the door of mischief.” What 
could bo truer and wiser?

Hut the unkindest cut of all is "A 
wife's tongue, three Inches long, can 
kill u man six feet high.” Many poor 
henpecked husbands will kotow to 
Ibis. Evidently the nagging habit is 
not extinct In the land of cherry 
blossoms, wh.>r.} we supposed woman 
to be a nonentity, a duello rug-and- 
bune-anU-liank-uf-huir sort of creature. 
She cunuot be so unimportant, alter 
all, If a six-footer cannot awe bur out 
of nagging. The proverbs of her lord 
attest to the fatul danger of her 
longue, despite ull (he poetry written 
in praise of her invariable meekness.

Much of the Japanese wisdom go 's 
to the depths of things, seeming to 
imitate the Teutonic philosophers. 
“Pleasure Is tho germ of sorrow” Is 
certainly au epigram evolved out of a 
more serious temperament than that 
with which the suave and smiling Nip­
ponese is accredited. “Sufficient dust 
win make u mountain,” “Even the fool 
has his arl.” “JMnchlng ourselves, wo 
under-siam! another’s pain,” “At tho 
foot of the lump it Is dark," “The frog 
Ju the well knows nothing of the 
great sea"—-these wisely explain 
limitations and Indicate his capaci­
ties. Nut among tho least of these 
is “The crab digs a  hole Just the size 
of Ills hack." The wisdom of Con­
fucius us well us the anelcut seers of 
Korea (practically the mother of 
Japan) combine to make live richness 
uud truth of the old Japanese proverbs 

-unparalleled.
The national kindliness, pollteuesi 

and courage are well evinced in those: 
“Hword-wotinds may bo healed, but 
word-wounds ure beyond healing.” 
“Juqulre M-Ven times before you doubt 
any one,” “A suspicious heart begets 
u black devil," "What If you are over­
come in words, since you ure victo­
rious In truth ” “Fear not that you 
iiuvo full.mi seven times—It is but to 
stand the eighth.”

“The summer Insect flies Into tho 
lire,” True as our saying that what 
is born for a day must die in a day. 
“Kegurd un old man us thy father.” 
is one of Die muny udmonltioiiH which 
huve mude the Jupunese the most ru- 
Mji.ctfnl people In tho world toward 
Uju aged uml decrepit.

A hit of the nutlvo religious super­
stition creeps out In thin: “If you 
curse any one. look out for two 
graves,” and a truth which Is proven 
•every duy In history says, "Who 
steals money Is killed, who steals a 
country Is u king." Not bud, this, for 
a people supposed to be simple uud 
infantile. They reullzo that tho 
greater tho “grub" the sufer Is the 
“grubber.” In our simplicity w« 
thought one must Ue u Yankee born 
to realIzo It fully. Hut graft uml grub 
wvr« powers In Japan long before 
Hun L-alvttdur saw Columbus, 1 dure 
nay.

Yet shrew dr.s3s and sharpness do 
not best ‘express the interesting Jap­
anese character. Heauty and her 
handmaidens are the true rulers of 
the country where the lotus spreads 
its waxy petals to th=3 sun. Much of 
the wisdom of Japan Is clothed in 
beauty, made not the less true by a 
lovely wrapping.

“The life cf man Is like a light be­
fore the wind,’’ “Life Is a treasure 
of treasures.” and “Light and shade 
are like an arrow-” evince the love of 
poetry. Again, “The heart is better 
than a beautiful face," and “Making 
an Idol docs net give It a soul. ’ are 
appropriate to a rice who swear by 
Fuji-.*au, tin* wondrous mountain 
which is their apotheosis of beauty.

DRESS OF THE ESQUIMAU. 
Made by the Women From the 8kine 

of Northern Animal*.
The chief material of the clothing 

of tho Esquimau Is the skin of tho 
relink*, r. which is used In various 
stage* of pelag* or tanning. Fine, 
short hatred summer skins, especially 
those of does and fawns, are used for 
making dress garments and umle:- 
rlothes. The heaviest winter skins 
furnish extra warm jackets for cold 
weather. The white spotted skins of 
the tame Siberian reindeer are es­
pecially valued for full dress Jackets.

The skins of the white mountain 
sheep, white and blue fox, wolf, dog, 
ermine and lynx are sometimes made 
Into clothing, llnderjackets of elder 
duck skins are often pressed Into ser­
vice. Sealskin dressed with the hair 
on is used only for breeches and 
boots, and for these rarely. Of late 
years drilling and calico have been 
Introduced Into the make up of some 
of the minor garments.

The dress of men consists of a 
loose hooded frock, without opening 
except at the neck and wrists. This 
reaches Just over the hips, and very 
rarely to mldtblgb, where It Is cut off 
square and usually confined by a gir­
dle at the waist. Under this garment 
is worn a similar one of llgnter skin 
and sometimes without a hood. The 
thighs are clad in one or two pairs 
of tight fitting knee breeches, rather 
loose, but fitted to the shape of the 
leg. They are very low in front, but 
are much higher behind, sometimes 
as high as the small of the uaett. 
They are held in place by a girdle or 
thong arout#l the waist, and are 
usually fastened below the knee, over 
the boots, with a drawstring.

On the legs and feet are worn, first, 
a pair of long deerskin stockings with 
the hair inside, then slippers of tan­
ned sealskin, in the bottom of which 
is spread a layer of whalebone shav­
ings, and outside a pair of close fit­
ting boots, held In place by a string 
around tho ankle, which reaches 
above tho knee and ends with a rough 
edge covered by the breeches. Dress 
hoots often end In an ornamental bor­
der with drawstring Just below the 
knee. The boots are of reindeer skin, 
with white sealskin solus for winter 
and dry weather; but In summer wa­
terproof boots of white whaleskin are 
worn. Overshoes of the same material, 
reaching Just above tho ankles, aro 
sometimes worn over the w-inter boots.

The women wear tight fitting deer­
skin pantaloons with the hair next 
the skin, and outside of those a simi­
lar pair, made of the skins from deer 
legs, with the hair out, and having 
soles of sealskin, but no ankle strings. 
The women’s pantaloons, like thoso 
of the men, are fastened with a girdle 
Just above the hips. It appears that 
they do uot stay up very well, as the 
women arc cuntluually hitching them 
up aud tightening their glrflou, like 
some old sailor.

I'util they reach manhood the boys 
wear pantaloons like tho women, but 
their Jackets are cut Just like those 
of Hie men.

The well-to-do Esquimaus generally 
own several complete suits of clothes, 
aud present a neat appearance when 
not engaged In dirty work. The poorer 
classes wear one suit for all occasions 
until It becomes shabby. New clothes 
are seldom put on till .winter. The 
outor frock Is not often worn In the 
Jglu, or hut home, being usually taken 
off before entering the room.

At present there Is no such thing 
as an Esquimau tailor, for the women 
of varh Esquimau household usually 
make the garments uf all the members 
of the family. Not only this, but the 
Esquimaus are extremely conserva­
tive In the matter of changes lu the 
style of their raiment, aud respond 
very slowly to tho modernizing In- 
lluencos in this particular which have 
reached their neighborhood.—New 
York Tribune.

"The race Is growing near-sighted,

According to the city official who 
has hud the mutter under Investigation 
there appears to Us (t padrone system 
on the East Hide which has munaged 
somehow to obtain licenses for push 
carta a t $2 and $4 a year. Instead of 
using the push curts themselves those 
behind tho system let them out to 
peddlers ut tho rate of 15 cents a day. 
On this busls one push cart aloue 
would bring In a profit of over $50 a 
yeur, und us the number of carts oou- 
irulled by the syndicate Is large It can 
readily be seen that the push cart 
trust derives g bundsomu profit from 
Its scheme.

The city authorities are somewhat 
uroused over tho condition of affairs 
which has been unearthed und threat­
en to make It warm for (he promoters 
of the syndicate if they obtain evi­
dence against them, as It Is claimed 
that not only ure they churglng ex­
tortionate rutex for the use of tlie push 
carts which they own, but that they 
ure mulcting the city by depriving It 
of revenue which If there were no 
combination would reudlly full to I t— 
Brooklyn Bugle.

The uunouucement that the director 

of the Yale "commons" has been oblig­
ed to put up the price of meals to 
$4.00 n wo<-u henceforth and that at 
jhe old price of a dollar or so less the 
college tins lost $20,000 a year, will 
doubtless HU the hearts of many pa­
tient housekeepers with unspoken grat­
itude. For years the American house­
wife has been suffering from the bale­
ful activity of tho tnau of statistics, 
who proves conclusively in the columns 
of endless periodicals that |8  a week 
Will foed anybody royally, and that a 
delightful dinner muy be given for 
$2 .50, including flowers. A periodical 
ostensibly devoted to the Interests of 
the American home once published sta­
tistics showing how a man and wife 
And two chlldrcu had lived comforta­

bly on $200 a year. The misery caused 
by those statistics, over the whole 
broad land, was beyond computation.

A man 40 years old, stole $3 and two 
hats from a butcher shop. He was 
tried, found guilty and sentenced to a 
Ufe term In the penitentiary. "What 
an outrageous punishment,” many a 
reader will aay in comment Such a 
feeling la natural. And yet it  is en­
tirely wrong. HJs punishment is—let 
us not aay Just what be deserves, but 
rather Just what society owes U to It­
self to Inflict on him. The man Is a 
professional thief. He has served thir­
teen years In prison since 1881. He 
has Ueea convicted three times for 
burglary, and under tho law of hit 
State three convictions for felony 
mako a criminal liable to life impris­
onment In other words, his lifo term 
Is not, strictly speaking, a punishment 
for his last petty crlmo. I t is rather 
tho fate that bcfulls him as a criminal 
—a professional enemy of society. Uls 
State Is fortunate in having a law 
which makes It possible to treat such 
criminals In the only wuy—short of 
their execution—which makes sure 
that they will not continue their trade. 
A careful student of professional crlmo 
In England, Blr Robert Anderson, who 
has In tho last two years contributed 
n number of articles on the subject 
to tho Nineteenth Century, proposes 
that, In addition to ordinary trinls and 
penalties, professional criminals be 
subjected to nn inquiry on the charge 
that they live by crime. If the charge 
is held true, he would have them, at 
tho expiration of thcJr ordinary terms, 
"removed to an asylum prison, there 
to be detained for life as moral luna­
tics.” He believes that by the time 
one or tivo thousand such men had 
been sequestered in England "crim­
inals of these classes might be made 
as scarce as foxes." There Is nothing 
in such a  proposal which is Inconsist­
ent with parole laws or with reforma­
tory methods. Indeed one proposal is 
the natural complement of the other. 
Give the young criminal every chance 
to reform. Teach him, if possible, bow 
to gain an honest livelihood. Then If 
he refuses to avail himself of it, if he 
returns to crime for a living a t every 
opportunity, carefully place him for 
life beyond all temptation. The day 
when all crime will disappear from the 
earth Is, of course, the day of tho mil­
lennium. Bo long as men have hot 
passions they will now and then give 
rein to them In criminal ways. But 
professional crime Is a  class by Itself, 
to be treated by special methods. The 
civilization that has conquered small­
pox and cholera should have no diffi­
culty In conquering also this other 
plague, when it once sets Itself to the 
task.

RO AD T O  M A R K E T  PR O D U C E.

O rest W estern of England Undertakes 
to tiupply Consumers Along I t s  Line.

A scheme has been adopted by the 
Great Western Railway of England 
whereby farm and dairy supplies or 
garden produce may bo carried direct 
from the farms to residents in largo 
centers of population. The plan is 
exported to have a very important 
bearing on the agricultural Industry In 
Eogland and Wales. Under the new 
schemo the produce goes direct from 
the producer to the consumer, without 
the Intervention of the middleman.

The Great Western Company Issues 
a pamphlet, which may be obtained At 

the railway stations without cost, giv­
ing the names and addresses of pro­
ducers. The charges for carriage art 
moderate and the company has under­
taken to provide and sell, a t the sta­
tions from which agricultural produce 
Is forwarded, light boxes of different 
sizes, suitable for varying qualities of 
merchandise. The charge for carrying 
by fast passenger train of a  box con­
taining produce weighing twenty-four 
pounds is 12 cents for fifty miles, IS 
cents for 100 miles, 24 cents for 200 
miles and 80 couts for any distance 
over 200 miles.

The working of this scheme, eays 
Consul Stephens a t Plymouth, who re­
ports tho matter to the State Deport­
ment, will l>e followed by the British 
public with groat Interest. If euccoee- 
ful und generally adopted by other 
railway compunles, the scheme would 
put a marked check upon the importa­
tion of agricultural products from the 
coutiuent

S O M E  A R T TR EA SU R ES.

Fabulous Sums Paid for Tapestrie* 
by Rich Americans.

When It was announced awhile ago 
thn* the set of Aeneas and Dido tapes­
tries from the Rarberlnl palace were 
sold for $100,000 to John R. McLean, of 
Washington, the statement was made 
that this was the record price In Amer­
ica for a sale of this kind, says tho 
New York Tress. In view of the fact 
that there were eight pieces In the set. I 
ranging from 13 by 13 feet to 13 by 20 j 
feet, tills figure is small In comparison f  
with that paid by other men of wealth j  
In this country for tapestries. i

There are two small textile piece* 
now In this city that are valued ut $#.V j 
000. For their size they arc probably j 
the costliest In the world. |

These tapestries are G by 0 feet In ; 
size and make a small bundle Hint, 
tied up in cotton cloth, reposes In a 
aafo deposit vault, only to be brought 
out on rare occasions to the sight of 
a prospective buyer. The dealer who 
owns them admits there are not more 
than four men in America who aro 
likely to buy them. They were made 
in the Gobelin factory In Paris, and 
nre after designs by Boucher, one rep­
resenting a man attending a woman 
seated in a  suing, the other a group of 
men and women lying in plcturesquo 
attitudes in a parklike landscape. The 
costumes are In the manner of W at­
teau and the coloring Is exquisitely 
soft and lovely.

In tho William C. Whitney house Is 
probably the finest collection of tapes­
tries In this city, if not In America. 
Ju st what they cost few persons know, 
for Mr. Whitney always was averse to 
telling what he paid for bis art ob 
Jects, one of his favorite replies to in­
quiries being: "I'd be ashamed to tell 
you."

Col. Oliver H. Payne, Mr. Whitney's 
brotheste-law, has a Gothic tapestry 
hanging in the drawing-room of bis 
Fifth avenue home that cost $G6,000. 
I t  is behind glass, and represents the 
finest work of the looms of Arras, in 
Flanders.

Clarence II. Mackay has a set of six 
Italian tapestries that cost him moro 
than $200,000, for a  local dealer paid 
that sum for them In Paris before they 
pasted into Mr. Mackay's possession, 
two years ago. Paris, which Is tbs 
European clearing bouse for textiles of 
this nature, has, in the words of nn 
expert, "gone mad" over the prices at 
which they bold these things. One 0x12 
Gobelin tapestry now In th a t city 1* 
valued at $100,000—an enormous sum, 
considering Its size.

M. McKay Twombly has s set of 
five pieces of Flemish tapestries for 
which ho paid $125,000, and C. T. Bar 
ney has four pieces for which he gave 
the samo amount.

T O  R U N  C A R S BY L IG H T N IN G .

Ingenious Scheme for th e  Pike 's PeuR 
B allrosd.

To harness the electricity on Pike's 
Peak and by means of a metallic cir­
cuit conduct it to the base, there to 
be stored for use ns motive power for 
tho cog road—that is tbs scheme of 
the Maultou and Tike's Teak Rail­
way.

The proposition, according to the 
general mnnngcr, Mr. Bells, is feasi­
ble, and affords tbe only practical 
monos of employing electricity on tbe 
cog road.

The only obstoclo In the way of 
carrying ont such a plnn is the static 
electricity with which the ftlr Is charg­
ed above tbe 12,000-foot point, The 
fact that Tike's Peak overtops all the 
surrounding mountains makes it the 
natural grounding spot for electricity 
that would otherwise be dissipated 
over a largo area.

In the ordinary trolley line power 
comet along the trolley wire from the 
powsr station, thence into the motors 
uuder tho cart and returns to the 
earth, completing the circuit.

The heavy curreut* on tbe peak 
cooing so quickly and so violently 
would. If applied direct, tear tho ma­
chines to plows within a week after 
operations were begun. Tbe thing to 
do, then, is to harness this power und 
make It useful.

They propose, therefore, to make a 
complete circuit of trolley wire and a 
double circuit which shall contain all 
the power needed to operate tho cars 
and et tho same time keep It from 
ripping up the motors In Us desire to 
get to earth.

This double trolley circuit' will be 
complete in itself, starting from the 
power house In Maultou and returning 
without going through tho earth.

The pole of the car will take the 
power in the ordinary way and trans­
mit to the motor, but It will return 
on tbe other wire to the power-house 
and not through the earth, thereby pre­
venting the burning out of the motor.

Tbe poles which will carry these 
wires will each have a t the top a 
lightning rod designed to attract elec­
tricity which plays around tbe peak 
so flercoly. The theory Is that the 
poles will catch the "Juice" and trans­
mit it through the rails of the cog 
road to the power-house in Manltou, 
where It will be transformed and 
stored for use. They will take the 
electricity off the peak and transmit 
to Maultou, where It can be used foi 
driving traius up and down,

Tho cog road management have ah 
ready begun upon plans and specifics 
tlons.—New York Herald.

There Is s libel case between the 

postofflee authorities and the Times 
standing unheard for uearly 100 years. 
It poems that In 1807 the Times bit­
terly uttneked the postoflico aud tho 
occasion of Us attack was us fol­
lows:

In those days the postal authorities 
acted not merely us carriers of letters 
and the like, but there wna n news 
agency In connection with tho depart­
ment, aud this newt agency charged 
the sum of 4100 to each newspaper In 
the kingdom for tho supply of a brief 
summary of foreign news dally. In 
order to encourage this side of their 
business the heuds of the postofllce at 
that time conceived Urn brllUuut no­
tion of delaying foreign newspapers 
In order that their news service might 
not suffer from competition.

This went on for a time until the 
Times beard of It and u bitter and not 
undeserved attack was the conse­
quence. The postofllce replied by the 
sen-ice of n writ for libel, but the caso 
was not pressed furthor. No doubt 
some one In high places had blunder­
ed and It was considered to be desira­
ble to say nothing more about I t  But 
the function of supplying the sum­
mary of news was toon discontinued 
by the department.—Liverpool Post

Uowr a Lawyer Utilizes Ills Time from 
liuriy  Morn to D ew / Kve.

I know a prominent New' York cor­
poration lawyer who is out of bed at 
3 o'clock in tbe morning and after 
taking exercise is ready for breakfast 
at 0:30. He Is a t his office In Wall 
street a t 8 o’clock. Mis secretary and 
his stenographer await him, Dicta­
tion begins at once of the rough out­
line of a brief to be prepared. He 
follbws this with dictating memoran­
da for his clerks, specifying certain 
questions of law and of fuct which 
ho desires looked into during the day.

At 0 o'clock he reads and answers 
Important letters w'hlch bis secretory 
has sorted out for bis attention. At 
8:30 he is ready for consultations with 
clients. From that time until 4 or 5 
o’clock In the afternoon be Is in con­
tinuous attendance either before 
courts (generally of appellate Jurisdic­
tion), a t  meetings of boards of direct­
ors or In consultation.

At perhaps 4:80 o'clock the lawyer 
Is ready to receive reports from his 
clerks. They are required to report 
solely upon the point intrusted to 
them. Little or nothing Is left to their 
Judgment or discretion. It is merely 
desired to know wbat the latv and tbe 
cases are upon some particular point. 
They are expected to report accurate­
ly, concisely and quickly. This mis­
cellaneous work continues until per­
haps 6:80 o'clock, when tbe day’s la ­
bor downtown is a t an end.

Dur­
ing the summer months William Nel­
son Cromwell spends his nights on the 
New Jersey coast He gees down by 
boat each afternoon, but a large state­
room on that vessel is equipped with 
desk and typewriter and stenographer, 
that full use may be made of the pre­
cious hour devoted to the trip.

Black Sea Squadron 

Made Ineffective by 

the Treaties Which 

Close the Dardanelles

T R A V E L I N G  K I T C H E N  U S E D  B Y  R U S S I A N S .

Russia's soldiers In Manchuria are supplied with whut in called u trav­
eling kitchen. I t consists of a cylindrical holler having a cajnclty of forty 
gallons and has a collapsible chimney. The boiler is mounted on a curt 
and a mule or pony ftruws It about with the troops. The soldiers pick up 
fowls, pigs and other edibles on the march. These are thrown Into the holler 
to simmer ns the column proceeds. Tea and soup are always ready to be 
served. Thus it will I* seen that troops that are successful In foraging 
can always have plenty of fresh meat In uetual wurfnre.

F
ULLY one-third of tho Russian 
navy Is imprisoned by treaty in 
the Black Hea. Excepting for 
four destroyers which were built 
on the Baltic, and were permitted by 

the l'orte to steam to Hebastopol after 
tlitlr  armament had been removed, and 
the merchant vessels which are In the 
auxiliary and volunteer fleets, none of 
tb s  ships bus ever passed through the 
Dardanelles. The entire Black Hea 
fleet. Including all classes of ships, 
B urners 153 vessels, and Includes 8 
battleships, 0 cruisers, 12 guu vessels, 
9 auxiliary cruisers, 18 volunteer 
•teamshlps, 10 destroyers. 20 first-class 
and G3 second-class torpedo boats. The 
tonnage represented by the vessels Is 
considerably more than than half of 
the entire Japanese navy, yet, owing 
to the numerous treaties and conven­
tions which lmve closed the Darda­
nelles to all foreign hgbtlng ships, the 
Black Sea fleet remains Inert 

Since the time when It became evi­
dent that hostilities in tbo far East 
were Inevitable several diplomatic a t­
tempts to have this powerful fleet re­
leased from Its imprisonment were re­
ported to have been mode by Russia. 
Some of the fleet, It must be admitted, 
would be unable to make the long voy­
age to tbe far East, and perhaps would 
be of little effect lLthoy did. On the 
other band, the formidable battleship 
squadron, while not of tbe latest type,

European side, called the “Key to 
Constantinople;" Ak-hashl LImau, tbo 
undent port of ft-stos; A by dot, Just 
opposite the scene of Leander's swim­
ming, and, tutor, of Lord Byron's.

As the Dardanelles, the Ken of Mar­

mora and the Hosphurus are all with­
in the Ottoman Empire, tho Turkish 
Government bus always contended 
that no foreign warship should ha al­
lowed a t any time to pnss through. 
Owing to the same international Jeal­
ousies which have prolonged the life 
of tbe Sick Man of Europe, the Porte 
bas been able to hove Its position 
strengthened by treaties and by a con­
vention of tho European powers. The 
various treaties, etc., referring to the 
closing of tbe straits to foreign ships 
of war may be summarized as follows:

1809, January 0.—Treaty. Groat 
Britain and Turkey. Dardanelles and 
Bosphorus closed to^iblps of war^of 
foreign states when tbe Porta is a t 
peace.

1822—Notification. Turkey. Bos­
phorus closed to merchant ships of 
powers not having treaties.

1826, October 7—Treaty. Russia and 
Turkey. Trade to be opened to all 
friendly powers.

182&—September 14—Treaty. Russia 
and Turkey. Black Sea and straits

the United States will sooner or later 
be compelled to depart from tradition 
and settle for all time tbe vexed Near 
Eastern question by turning out the 
Turks and becoming responsible for 
the peace of the Turkish States In Eu­
rope. Dreamlike as this proposition 
appears, there are those In Europe who 
have faith in Itsyiecompliahmcnt. In 
tbe United States the idea bas not 
even the stability of a vision.

Not only Is the Dardanelles forti­
fied, but tbe Bosphorus bristles with 
forts in pairs strung out along Its 
length a t Intervals of two miles. As 
tlie Russian Black Sea battleships are 
tbo most heavily armored in tho world 
It has been suggested that this was 
done for the purpose of attempting the 
passage of tba straits, should necessity 
ever arise.

The Rhl|M of the Fleet.
Two of the Black Kca battleship*, 

tbe Knyaz Potmukln and the Trig 
Zvlatltella, are very speedy ships for 
their class, both being able to do seven­
teen knots an hour.

In addition to the fleet mentioned, 
two powerful 13,000 ton battleships— 
the Zlatoust and tho Krstatt—which 
are to have an eighteen-knot speed, are 
being built, and two protected cruisers, 
a new type for the Black Kea, of 6,0*5 
tons, with twenty-threc-knot speed, 
are also being built. These are to b t 
numed tbe Kagul and the Otcbakow, 
and are pact of the new Russian naval 
program, which provides for Are 16,- 
500-ton battleships, tbe largest In tbe 
world—the largest English battleships 
being 10,350 tons each, and the Con* 
ncctlcut class for tbo United States bat 
16.000 tons, the nearest approach to 
which class are six French ships of 
14,692 tons each.

One advantage the Russian Black 
Seg fleer possesses over those of other 
lowers Is the ability of some of tbe 
ships to burn oil. The Caspian oil 
fields are not so distant that petroleum

The extent to 
which tho art of burglary has been do- 
vc|o| hm1 Is evidenced by the fact that 
Ingenious housebreakjug tools are 
munufuctured, such us portable lad­
ders, portable phosphorus and efi'ctrle 
lamps, ratchet drills, sheet-Iron cutters, 
adjustable Jimmies, pick lock* and va­
rious kluds of iktdctou keys. Korns of

those arc, of course, legitimate and 
n*e<**Nury tools, not necessarily nor 
mulnly used for felonious purposes.

Any given house once entered, tho 
scientific Germun cun open the strong­
est cast Iron safe by means of an 
cxy-hydrogen blowpipe, which pro­
duces a heat so Intense as to melt uny 
metal against which It Is directed. The 
following plan Is also practiced: A re­
cent chemical discovery 1ms produced 
a preparation known as thermite. If 
u jmrtlon of this Is plan'd on the lop 
of a safe a heat Is generated so pow­
erful that the toughest steel cannot

Tho Dardanelles Is a wind­
ing body of water, forty-five miles 
long, uud averaging two miles In 
width. Tho hitter is a t one polot only 
MW yards wide, anti hero, on the 
Asiatic side, are tho fortresses of 
C'hanak-Kalo and Kum-Kuli, und on 
tite Kuropeun sldo Hed-llDnhr and 
Knifil-Duhr. The lutter is generally 
spoken of ns "'Jim Key of the Hen," or 
“The Hustle of Euro|W.M All four forts 
huve some modern ordnance, the 
Asiatic being commanded by 200 
Krupp cannon, yet there remain some 
ancient brass cannon of Immense size 
which are capable of hurling stoueshot 
of from 20 to 29 Inches in diameter, 
which are not nearly so terrible us 
4belr uppcurunce would suggest.
