SEEMS ASSURED.

Creditable Service, as Well as Pre­
cedent Entitles Negaunee 

Man to Second Term 
In Legislature.

The convention of the F irst District 
of Marquette county to nominate a 
Republican candidate for the State 
Legislature will be held a t Marquette 
on Saturday, September.3, Immediate­
ly following the adjournment of the 
county convention. The indications 
nil point toward the renomination of 
Thomas M. Wells, of Negaunee, who 
lias served the district ably during 
the past two years. The names of two 
or three men have been mentioned us 
being ambitious to succeed Mr. Wells, 
but while the Held is undeniably free 
to all aspirants, it is not believed that 
Mr. Wells will encounter any effec­
tive opposition. In this connection 
the Ihon* Hkrald is pleased to state 
that Mr. Wells has every assurance 
of the undivided support of his home 
city. This is no more than might be 
expected, inconsequence of his long 
residence and his business and social 
standing in the community, and in 
view of the creditable record he tmde 
during his llrst term, but it Is gratify-/ 
!ng to note that the endorsement is so 
freely given.

Mr. Wells is certainly entitled to a 
second term, according to all custom, 
and the district will subserve its best 
interests by sending him back to Lan­
sing. for when a man gives the utten* 
tion to duty that Mr. Wells did the 
experience gained during the Hrst 
term qualifies him for even better 
work in his second. In the case of the 
present representative there Is abun­
dant evidence that he has gained a 
favorable standing which will be very 
helpful to him during the next session 
and which caunct fail to be beneficial 
to the district at large.

As an indication of his standing 
among his colleagues it may be men­
tioned that he has receutly received 
strong letters from some of his asso­
ciates in the last legislature, bespeak­
ing his return as a  member and wish­
ing him success; and he has also been 
assured by one of the number who 
have been publicly mentioned as his 
opponents that hls{ Wells jnoinination 
is certain and that the general feel­
ing in the district is that lie should 
succeed himself.

Cordon, of Marquette, was 
among the number listed as Mr. W ells’ 
probable opponents, but the Mining 
Journal thism orninghas an announce­
ment from Mr. Gordon stating that he 
is not a candidate.

He struck his knee while 
stepping upon the passenger coach 
and sustained what seemed to  be an 
inconsequential bump, but since his 
return the injury necessitated a minor 
surgical operation, while the setting 
In of a fever lowered his vitality until 
for a few days his condition was quite 
serious, lie is now much improved, 
but it will be some time before he can 
hope to be about.

Negaunee’s Population.
The figures obtained by the state 

ceosus recently-completed showINegau- 
nee to have a population of 0 7 ,  as 
compared|with (103.7 in 1000. While 
an inereuse would have been prefer­
able to the present showing, these 
temporary reverses are inevitable in 
a  district whose industrial welfare is 
so closely dependent upon the state o  ̂
the iron market, and there is reas­
on for congratulation that Negaunee’s 
falling off in population is so small. 
This little deficiency will not onlyliave 
been made up, but a gain of 1000 or 
more undoubtedly will be noted by 
this time next year, when some of the 
new mines now iu course of develop­
ment become active producers. Ish- 
peming has not fared so well, for the 
census shows a decrease of 1,032 as 
compared with the 1900 census. Most, 
if not all, of this decrease came about 
within the past few months and was 
due to the suspension of operations at 
some mines and tbe reduction of for­
ces at others. Marquette’s gain'of(K)7 
may be ascribed to the operation of 
the Cleveland-Cliffs Company's furn­
ace industry, which has more than 
offset losses in other directions.

The townships bear up well. In­
creases being noted in those districts 
where increasing attention Is being 
given to agriculture, and the decreas­
es In those townships which are de­
pendent upon the mining industry be­
ing somewhat less than might have 
been expected. The county's total 
population shows a decrease of 1.229, 
the figures being as follows: 1900, 
41,239; 1904, 40,010.

They ure located at 
Springs, not far from Johannesburg, 
in the Transvaal. John K. Trudell is 
the other Negnuneeite in the party aud 
John Nolan and F. Kricson, of Ish* 
peming, complete the crew of four 
which is engaged in diamond drill 
work for the Chester Diamond Drill­
ing Company.

Things in general, in the Transvaal, 
do not look very bright, suys Mr. 
MacKenzie, but the Lake Superior 
men are not affected,as their work is 
under contract. John Nolan Is con­
sulting foreman for the Chester com­
pany and takes good care of the 
younger comrades from “ the S tates.” 
The Chester people are doing the deep­
est drilling on the Rand, ut present, 
and they have the largest Sullivan 
drill made, it being rigged to pene­
trate to a depth of more than a milo. 
In fact the Chester contract calls for a 
hole H,000 feet deep and a depth of 
3,000 feet has already been attained in 
the hole upon which the crew is at 
present engaged. Previously they 
had bored a 4,700 foot hole with a 
Sullivan “ P ” drill. Mr. MacKenzie 
enclosed a  photograph showing the 
engine house and drill gear. The 
height of the head gear is 07 feet and 
the crew is able to do 70 feet of d rill­
ing at a run.

The Lake Superior men are pleased 
with the climate and their surround­
ings. They have negroes und China­
men to do all the rough work, and on 
the whole gefc along very nicely. The 
Iron Herald reaches them regularly 
and their interest in home affairs is 
made all the keener by the thousands 
of miles which intervene. They hud 
but recently learned o! the sad dcuth 
of Dr. Hudson and sent assurances of 
their sympathy.

Mr. MacKenzie’s letter was posted 
at Springs July 23. reached New York 
August 20, and Negaunee two days 
later.

Rev- Mr. Stilwell Resigns.
Rev. It. J. Stilwell, who has been 

rector of St. John ’s Episcopal Church 
tor a year aud a half past, has pre­
sented his resignation to the vestry 
und formal announcement of the fact 
was made to the congregation at the 
servlcesllast Sunday, Mr. Stilwell ask­
ing to be relieved at as early a dute 
as possible, and In any event not 
later than the last Sunday in Sep­
tember. A meeting of the vestry 
hus l»een called for this evening to 
consider Die resignation, and in view 
of Mr. Klllwell's expressed desire 
there seems no doubt that the board 
will grant his request. Mr. Stilwell 
had no plans for the future when he 
resigned, but since that time openings 
for work have come to view und he 
doubtless will reuch u decision within 
a few duyi.

Mention ha* been made of the contem­
plated Improvements upon the church 
building, und while these alterations 
ure in progress it is doubtful whether 
the building will be available for ser­
vices. Consequently It may lx;decid­
ed to make no uttempt to conduct lo­
cal services until the repairs are com­
pleted, Such a decision would also 
give tbe vestry more time In which to 
consider the filling of the vacancy, 
aud there is little doubt that lids will 
lx* the view which will prevail al this 
evening’s meeting.

Mr. Stilwell came here a year ago 
lust January and the exigencies of tbe 
parish have made heavy demands 
upon the rector, who besides looking 
after the religious welfare of the con­
gregation has been able to accomplish 
considerable In a material way, the 
building of the rectory being an ex­
ample of the latter. For this project. 
Mr. Stilwell not only did the planning, 
hut performed much of the manual la­
bor us well. HI* Negaunee friends' 
will regret his impending departure i 
and trust that success will attend his I 
efforts wherever duty may call him.

ASK T. D. HALL TO RUN.

FRIENDS URGE HIS CANDIDACY FOR 

SCHOOL TRUSTEE.

Qualifications Should Insure Support 
From all Who Have Best 

Interests of School 
at Heart.

A number of people who take a deep 
Interest in the welfare of the Negaunee 
public schools have within the past 
few days urged T. D. Hull to become n 
candidate for member of the board of 
education nt the forthcoming election, 
and while definite answer has not yet 
been made It is probable that he will 
accede to their request.

The Iron IIkhald knows of no one 
bettertqualllied for the position than 
is Mr. Hall, and in addingtts request 
to the Dumber Mr. Hall has already- 
received it feels warranted in bespeak­
ing for bis prospective candidacy the 
support of the taxpayers of the city. 
The schools are growing in importance 
year by year and tho duties which 
devolve upon the directors increase 
proportionately. The people who 
have asked Mr. Hall to become a can­
didate believe that a man of his edu­
cational attainments and business ex­
perience would prove a valuable ac­
quisition to the board and that his 
work and influence could not fail to 
redound to the benefit of Dio schools.

Mr. Hall, himself a graduate of the 
St. Paul high school and having had 
the advantage of subsequent college 
training, has over taken a keen inter­
est in educational matters in general, 
and as he is a taxpayer aud hus chil­
dren attending the Negaunee schools 
he has a direct personal interest in 
doing his full share toward improv­
ing local educational facilities. 
Though still a young man, the nature 
of his work lias been such as to give 
him a wide range of experience with 
men and affairs and to make his judg­
ment mature. He would be found 
progressive, yet conservative, for his 
business training cannot have failed 
to impress upon him the necessity of 
thoroughness in the fundamental 
branches when it comes to fitting 
young men and women for their life 
work.

It also is true that there probably 
is no one in the city who is so free to 
follow his convictions, for excepting 
only the obligations imposed upon 
every good citizen, the|iiature of his 
work gives him absolute freedom from 
business or other Inlluenees. This 
very reason would prevent his partici­
pation in purtisun politics, even if he 
had the inclination, but the office of 
school trustee does not come under 
this head und U probably Is the o n ly  

office within the gift of the people 
which he could be prevailed upon to 
accept. Tbe business men of tho city 
recently gave unmistakable assurance 
of their desire to have Mr. Hull und 
and Ithe organization he represents 
remain in the city, and the Iron 
HKHALI) trusts that these same per­
sons, and the taxpayers generally, 
will seize upon this opportunity to in­
crease the ties which hind hirn to Ne­
gaunee.

I* a Miserable Dm-,

The Ainu people, the aborigine* of 
Japan, arc u strange hairy rm*e livutg 
ir. Yezo, the northernmost island of 
tho Japanese group, ’Their migtu and 
past history are lost in obscurity; they 
ure rapidly becoming extinct, the few 
thousands surviving to-da.v being but 
the remnant uf a once numerous Mil­
lion extending all over Japan in pre­
historic times.

The Ainu women nre treat'd as in­
ferior being* by tie* men. Their whole 
life Is a prolonged diudgevy. They are 
regarded jis skive*.

In the spiiug the women, hath old 
nml young. r ;nw| <mr of their sleeping 
place* in Ha* *matl hours of the morn­
ing, cat a li..-!,v meal of eold vegetable 
stew, with perhaps a morsel of un­
cooked dried ii*l» by way of redslt, 
shoulder their tools and proceed to 
work In their g i deas. They dig up the 
soil and Now the seed*, ‘returning to 
their huts nt smiwt only to partake 
of another meal hlw that of the morn­
ing, and again He down to sleep.

In tho winter. »--tK-c*in|y during No­
vember nml December, the women as­
sist the men to net ntnl *prar the largo 
Niilniou which are found In Hie rive,-* 
about till* time. After this the multi 
stock of wood for winter liivs ha* to be 
cut nml split, dragged or carried homo 
and stored away. Then Hie mllh-t must 
be pounded, the beans and peas shelled 
ami u thousand and mi" other little 
thing* attended to. Tims, you see, the 
Ainu women Is little more Hum (he 
abject slave of man.

One might Imagine Hint e la n  Ho 
Ainu woman'*’ lot is no hard and la­
borious out of doors, she i m*i surely 
lead mi easier life at home and Hi-re 
hud rest and a lltt'o comfort. Em ikm 
Is not so. Even ,u Hie house she must 
do what little cooking then* Is to be 
done—llu*,v have no servant pr--Mc.ii .. 
and she must nl-o attend to th- .ban 
lug. muoklu- mid drying of (U! . imisj 
loop the lire going ami the wutar tain, 
full, must look after tin* children, pay 
attention in the husband'* wants ml 
s *e (n the making and momb!u >>f 
clothe*.

ToIytlieNm being the religion of ’
*1 range people, they have limminT.i'.
gui*. but the women have little or iv 
religious solace In nil their cures, in 
the opinion of the icon, a woman > 
not rnpab'o of learning anything nhom 
a god. She I* Judd to In* such au In­
ferior being that the gods lake no 
thought or cure about her. The Ainu 
widow* are particularly unfortunate, 
fur their presence Is barely tolerated

at any service or ceremonial, Hy no 
means may they bo present where 
prayer ts going on. Even nt n bear 
feast the women must take a back seat 
and content themselves with such 
crumbs of food and drop* of “sake,” or 
rice wine, as the men may condescend 
to give them.

The existence nf (he Ainu women 
Unis being one of sm-h trial, privation, 
sorrow and hard work, it I* tint strange 
that they usually have a downtrodden, 
hopeless look. They have neither Joy 
in the present life nor bright hopes for 
the life to route. Their whop* time and 
thought are given to tho necessary 
drudgery of everyday life, a woman 
may ilo all she can. ami yet receive 
neither thanks nor encouragement from 
her husband. It is tiltH* wonder, then, 
that many of these women, overcome 
b.v tin* troiili) '* and worr’es of such nu 
existence, regard life jih a burden and 
sorrow and give way to dosptEr. Many, 
thus tired of living, die by their own 
hand. Hanging Is Hudr favorite meth­
od of Nuieide.

Valvablw Discovery Made by a 0 #r*
| man PhyslcUt.

1 Invar, an alloy which when heated 
contract* 1 uhtend of expanding, has re­
cently lg*cn Invented by Dr. GuUlaune, 
the physicist, says tho Frankfort 
News. It consist* of nickel and steel, 
therefore of two metuls which each for 
itself expands rather considerably in 
heat. Correct measurements have, 
however, shown that Dr. Gniilauno 1ms 
really produced alloys which when 
heated expand even Icsh than marble 
or wood nml when slightly changed In 
their composition oven contract when 
heated, Proportions of compositions 
of alloys have boon found m  thut they 
neither expand nor contract, but re­
main the same In all degrees of heat.

The importance of thi* invention I* 
extraordinary. For scientlllc. jis well 
as for practical purpoHOH, measuring in­
struments of Invar, as Hie inreutor 
calls the new alloy, will render most 
superior service. Already objects for 
tropical surveys have been made of It. 
Such measurements always suffered 
from certain Inaccuracies owing to the 
expansion of the metals in the heat 
nml required numerous remeasure- 
ments. Measuring sticks for laborato­
ries, ns well ns for ofHeial gauging, arc 
also to bo made of this new alloy.

Dr. Guillaume has made a special al­
loy to correct tho unrest of naval chro­
nometer* by the medium defect of 
temperature. Such a chronometer, re­
cently tested at the observatory of 
Kew, near London, had a deviation of 
only .18 of a second a day, and for an 
increase of temperature of l  degree 
Fahrenheit caeli tho deviation was 
only .004 of a second n day more. That 
pendulums of invar, therefore, must 
excel by their unchangeable and even 
swings is self-evident and the tests 
made a t the same observatory have 
demonstrated that oven in differences 
of temperature of 18 degrees t'ol. sim­
ple pendulum* of invar rod* showed 
only u deviation of .'J of n second a 
day. It has to lie added that these 
pendulums had no equalizing attach­
ments, but consisted only of rod*. With 
these example* the number of uses of 
invar is certaijdy not at a^ exhausted 
and undoubtedly many more will yet 
bo found.

A hardened crys­
tal dish can be sithstilutcjl for a ham­
mer In driving nails into wood, while 
the same ware can lx* put into boiling 
water at n high degree, (hen plunged 
Into ice wnler repeatedly, without the 
least noticeable damage to the dish or 
plate. It Is known that a set of this 
dlshwnre hns been In u*e in a family 
there, for ten years, and. with the ex­
ception of u few unusual local acci­
dents, the set presents the same fresh 
appejirunco a* when It came from the 
factory.

The consul bus seen plates of tho 
usual form, of this hardened ware, 
hurled to the stone Horn* of n ware­
house and go hounding along the whole 
length of the building without suffer­
ing the least damage.

PRESIDENT SOUNDS THE KEYNOTE
In Address of Acceptance Mr. Roosevelt Recites Party 

Achievements and Ridicules Position Taken by 
Democrats on Tariff and Money.

Oyster Bay, N. Y., July 27.—In hi* 
address responding to Speaker Gannon, 
head of the notification committee, and 
accepting the Republican nomination for 
the presidency, Mr. Roosevelt said:

"Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the 
Notification Committee: 1 am deeply sen- 
•ible of the high honor conferred upon me 
by the representatives of the Republican 
party assembled in convention, and I ac­
cept the nomination for the presidency 
with solemn realization of the obligations
I assume. I heartily approve the declar­
ation of principles which the Republican 
national convention has ndnpled, arid nt- 
tome future day I shall communicate to 
you, Mr. Chairman, more at length and 
in detail a formal wrltteu ncccptuuce of 
the nomination.

“Three years ago I became President 
because of the death of my lamented 
predecessor. I then stnted that it was 
my purpose to carry out his principles 
and policies for the houor and the inter­
est of the country. To the best of my 
ability 1 have kept the promise thus 
made. If next November my country­
men confirm at the polls the action of 
the convention you represent, I shall, un­
der Providence, continue to work with 
an eye single to the welfare of all our 
people.

Co-Operation In Necessary,
"A party is of worth only in so far as 

it promotes the national interest, and 
every official, high or low, can serve his 
party best by rendering to the people the 
best service of which he Is capable. Ef­
fective government comes only as the re* 
■ult of the loyal co-operation of many dif­
ferent persons. The members of a legis­
lative majority, the officers in the vari­
ous departments of the administration 
and the legislative and executive 
branches ns toward each other, must 
work together with subordination of self 
to the common end of successful govern­
ment. We who have been Intrusted with 
power as public servants during the last 
seven years of administration and legis­
lation now come before the people con­
tent to lie judged by our record of 
achievement. Iu the years that huvo 
goue by we have made the deed square 
with the word, and if we are continued. 
In power wo shall unswervingly follow 
out the great Hues of public policy which 
the Reputdirnn party/ has already laid 
down; n public policy to which wo are 
giving, and shall give, a uuited and there­
fore an efficient support.

Division Among; Democrats.
"In nil of this we arc more fortunate 

than our opponents, who now appeal for 
confidence tin tho ground, which some 
express and some seek to have confiden­
tially understood, thut if triumphant they 
may be (rusted to prove false to every 
principle which Iu the last eight years 
they iinvo laid down ns vital, and to 
leave undisturbed those very nets of the 
administration because of which they ask 
that the administration Itself he driven 
from power. Seemingly their prcscut at­
titude as to their past record is that some 
of tUctu were mistaken and others insin­
cere. We make our appeal in a wholly 
different spirit. We are not constrained 
to keep silent on any vital question; we 
nro divided on no vital question; our 
policy is continuous and U tho same for 
all section* mid localities. There Is noth­
ing oxpennienHnl about the government 
we nsk the people to continue In power, 
for our performance in tho past, our 
proved governmental eltleicncy, is a guar­
anty as (o our promise* for the futuro.

“Our opponents, either openly or se­
cretly, according to their several tempera­
ment*, now ask the people to trust their 
present promises in consideration of the. 
fact that they Intend to treat their past 
promise* a* null and void. Ws know our 
own minds, and we have kept of the 
same mind for a sufficient length of time 
to give to our policy coheronco and san­
ity. Iu such a fundamental matter as 
tho enforcement of the law we do not 
have to depend upon promises, hut more- 
ly to ask (hat our record be taken n* nn 
earnest of what we ahall continue to do.

I,nwi on Trusts Enforced,
"In dealing with tho great organiza­

tions known na trusts wo do not lm%a to 
explain why Hie laws were not enforced, 
hut to point out that they actually have 
been enforced and that legislation has 
been enacted to lucronso the effectiveness 
of their enforcement. We do not have to 
propose to ‘turn the rnneuU out/ for we 
linve shown In very deed that whenever 
by diligent Investigation a public nllb-lai 
can be found who has brlrnjed Ids (rust 
ho will lie punished to the full extent of 
the law without regard to whether ho 
tviih appointed under n Republican or a 
Democratic administration. This is the 
cillclent way to turn tho rascals out and 
to keep them out, nml it tins the merit 
of slneerlty. Moreover, the hetrayttls of
II list in the last seven years have been 
It.significant In number when compared 
with (he extent of thu public service. 
Never him the administration of the gov* 
eminent been oil u cleaner mid higher 
lovcl; tu-.ver bus (ho public work of the 
nation been done muru honestly mid ef­
ficiently.

“Assuredly It Is unwise to ciianfs the 
policies which hnvo worked so well and 
which nra now working so well, Pros­
perity lias come at homo. The iiiilbmal
honor and Interest Iinvo I... . upheld
nhroitd. We iinvo plneed the finances of 
tho mil (on upon a sound gold basis, We 
have dona this with thu aid of ninny who 
were formerly our opponents, Imt who 
would neither openly support nor silent­
ly nequlcHe* In (Ue heresy of unsound 
finance; and we huvo done It ngalusl the 
eouvloced mid violent opposition of the 
iniisK of our present opponents, who sllll 
refuse to recant llio unsound opinions 
which for the moment they think It Inex­
pedient to assert,

Committed on Currency.
"We know what wu menu when we 

speak of nn honest mid stntdo currency. 
\Vq menu the same thing from year to 
year. Wo do not have to avoid a definite 
pud conclusive committal on tho most lm- 
rjortnnt homo which lias recently bcon 
nefora tho people and Which may at any 
t him In (ho near future he be fora them 
again. I.’pon tho principles which under­
lie this Issue ths conviction* of half of 
our number do uot clnxh with those of 
the other half. Ho long ns the Repuhll- 
eta party is In power Lbs gold i lands rd

is settled, not as a matter of temporary 
political expediency, not because of shift­
ing conditions in the production of gold 
In certain mining centers, but in accord­
ance with what we regard as the fun­
damental principles of national morality 
nud wisdom.

"Under the financial legislation which 
we have enacted there is uow ample cir­
culation for every business need, and ev­
ery dollar of this circulation la worth a 
dollar in gold. We have reduced the in­
terest-bearing debt and in still larger 
uea&ure thp iptgrgst on tlRit debt. All 
w the w it tftfcfes Imposed during the 
Spanish war have been removed with a 
view to relieve the people and to prevent 
the accumulation of an unneecssary sur­
plus. The result Is that hardly ever be­
fore have the expenditures and income 
of the government so closely correspond­
ed. In the fiscal year that has just 
closed the excess of incomo over the or­
dinary expenditures was nlno millions of 
dollars. This does not take account of 
the $50,000,000 expended out of the ac­
cumulated surplus for the purchase of 
the isthmian canal. I t  Is nn extraordi­
nary proof of the sound financial condi­
tion of the nation that instead of fol­
lowing the usual course In such matters 
and throwing the burden upon posterity 
by nn issue of bonds, we were able to 
make the payment outright and yet after 
it to Iinvo in the treasury a surplus of 
9100.000,000. Moreover, we were able 
to pay this $50,000,000 out of hand with­
out cunning the slightest disturbance to 
business conditions.

TurifF nnd Wage*.
"We have enacted a tariff law under 

which during the lust few years the coun­
try' has attained a height of mnteriui 
well-being never before reached. Wages 
are higher than ever before. That when­
ever tho need arises there should be a 
readjustment of the tariff schedules is un­
doubted, but such changes can with safe­
ty bp made unly hy those whose devotion 
to the principle of a protective tariff is 
beyond question, for otherwise the 
changes would nmouut not to readjust­
ment, but to repeal. Tho readjustment 
when made must maintain nnd not de­
stroy tho protective principle. To the 
farmer, the merchant, the manufacturer, 
this is vital; but perhaps no other mnn 
is so much interested a* the wngo work­
er in the maintenance of our present 
economic system, both ns regards the 
finances nml the tariff. The standard of 
living of our wage workers Is higher 
than that of any other country, nud It 
cannot so remain unless wc have a pro­
tective tariff which shall always keep 
at a minimum n rato of duty sufficient to 
cover the difference between the labor 
cost hero nnd ubroad.

"Those who, liko our opponents, ‘de­
nounce protection ns a robbery,’ thereby 
explicitly commit themselves to the prop­
osition that if they wero to revise the 
tariff no heed would ho paid to the nec­
essity of meeting this difference between 
the Ktnndards of living for wage worker* 
here nud In other countries and there­
fore on tills point their antagonism lo our 
position is fundamental. Here again we 
ask (hat their promise* nnd our* he judg­
ed by whut has been dmin iu the IuiuumU- 
nto past. Wc ask that *oher and sensi­
ble men compare the workings of the 
present tariff law, nnd the condition* 
which obtain under it, with tho working* 
<>r the preceding tariff law of 183*4 nml 
tho condition* which that tariff of 181)4 
helped to bring about.

Relieve In Reciprocity*
"Wc believe in reciprocity with foreign 

nations on the terms outlined in Presi­
dent McKinley’s Inst speech, which urg­
ed the extension of our foreign markets 
hy reciprocal agreements whenover they 
could ho made without injury to Ameri­
can Industry nml labor. It Is n singular 
fact that (ho only great reciprocity 
treuty recently adopted —that with Culm 
—was finally opposed almost nlono by 
the representatives of the very party 
which now states that it favors reciproc­
ity.

"And hero again we ask that the 
worth of our words lie Judged by com­
paring thoir deeds with ours. On this 
Cuban reciprocity treaty there were nt 
tlm outset grave differences of opinion 
among ourselves, nnd tho untnblo thing 
Ip tho iu*gotlntlon am) ratification of the 
treaty, ami in thu legislation which car­
ried it Into effect, was the highly prac­
tical manner in which without sacrifice 
of prlnciplo those dlffrnuics* of opinion 
were reconciled. Tlicro wax no rupture 
of n great party, hut an excellent practi­
cal outcome, thu result of tho harmonious 
cooperation of two succunnIvs I'ro<ddoniK 
nnd Uvo sitecessivo Cougresse*. This Is 
nn Illustration of the governing capacity 
which entitles us lo thu confidence of thu 
puoplu not only lu our purpose* but lu 
our prnctlenl ability to nclilovo those 
purpose*. Judging hy the history of the 
Inst twelvo yuan, down to till* very 
nioiilh, is there Justification for believing 
that umler similar circumstances nud 
with similar Initial difference* of opinion, 
our opponents would have achieved any 
practical result?

"We have already shown In actual 
fact (hat our policy li to do fair nnd 
uqiinl Jostles to all men, paying no heed 
to whether n man is rich or poor; paying 
no herd to his race, his creed or his birth­
place,

Luhnr nml Cupitul Unions.
"Wo rcengulxo the organization of cap­

ital nnd the organization of labor ns nat­
ural outcome* of our industrial system. 
Kneh hind of organization is to bo fav­
ored so long ns It nets In n spirit of 
Justice nml of regard for tho rights of 
other*. Each is to ho granted thu full 
protection of tho law and each in turn 
is lo hu lichl lo n strict ohcdlonco to tiro 
lasv; for no man Is above it nml no man 
heluw It. Tliq humblest Individual is to 
huvft hi* right* safeguarded ns scrupu­
lously a* those of tho Htronge*t organ­
ization, for each is to receive Justice, 
no m«ro nml no less, Tho problems with 
which we Iinvo to deal hi our modern 
Industrial nud social life *ro manifold, 
but ths spirit lu which It is necessary to 
approach thvlr notation Is simply tho 
spirit of honesty, of courage nml of com­
mon Meuse.

"In Inaugurating the groat work of ir­
rigation in the West the administration 
hss bccu molded by ('engross to take ouo

of tbe longest strides ever taken under 
our government toward utilizing our vast 
national domniu for the settler, tbe actual 
homemaker.

"Ever einc# this continent was dls< 
erod the uced of an isthmian cant! 
connect the Pacific nnd the Atlantic 
been recognized, nnd ever since the birth 
of our nation such a canal has been 
planned. At last the dream has become 
n reality. The isthmian canal is now be­
ing built by the government of the Unit­
ed States. Wo conducted the negotia­
tion for its construction with the nicest 
and most scrupulous houor, and in a 
spirit of the largest generosity toward 
those through whoso territory It was to 
run. Every sinister effort which could 
he devbcd by tho spirit of faction or 
the spirit of self-interest was made in 
order to defeat tho treaty with Panama 
nud thereby prevent the consummation 
of this work. The construction of the 
canal is now nn assured fact; but most 
m tnialy it is unwise to Intrust the car- 
r.\ ing out of so momentous a policy to 
those who have endeavored to defeat the 
whole undertaking.

Foreign Relatione Peaceful.
"Our foreign policy has been so con­

ducted that, while not one of our Just 
claims has been sacrificed, our relations 
with all foreign nations ore now of the 
most peaceful kind; tlicro is not ft cloud 
on the horizon. Tho last cause of irrita- 
tiou between us nud any other nation 
was removed by tho settlement of the 
Alaskan boundary.

"In tho Caribbean Sea wo have made 
good our promises of independence to 
Cuba nnd have proved our assertion that 
our mission iu the island was one of jus­
tice and not of self-aggrandizement; and 
thereby, no less than by our action In 
Venezuela and Panama, we have shown 
that the Monrue doctrine is a living real­
ity, designed fo- the hurt of no nation, 
but for the protection of civilization on 
the western continent and for the peace 
of the world. Our steady growth in 
power has gone hand in hand with a 
strengthening disposition to use this 
power with strict regard for the rights 
of others nnd for the cause of Interna­
tional justice nnd good will.

"Wo earnestly desire friendship with 
nil the nations of tho new nnd old worlds, 
njul wo endeavor to placo our rulutlotia 
with them upon n basis of reciprocal ad­
vantage Instead of hostility. Wo hold 
that the prosperity of each nation Is an 
aid and not a hindrance te tho prosperity 
of other nations. Wo nook international 
amity for the saino reasons thut mako 
us believe in pence within our own bor­
ders, nud we seek this peace uot heenuso 
wo are ufmid or unready, but bemuse 
we think that puace is right as well ai 
advantageous.

"American interests !n the Pacific have 
grown rapidly. American enterprise has 
laid n cable across this, the greatest of 
oceans. We iinvo proved In effective fash­
ion that we wish the Chinese Empire 
well and desire its integrity nud Inde­
pendence.

In Interest of Filipino*.
"Our foothold in the Philippines great­

ly strengthens our position in the compe­
tition for tho trade of tho East, but 
wc arc governing tho Philippines in the 
interest of the Philippine people them­
selves. Wo have already given them a 
largo share lu their government, and 
our purpose i* te increase this share 
as rapidly u* they give evidence of In­
creasing fitness for the task. Tho great 
majority of the officials of tho islands, 
whether elective or appointive, are al­
ready native Filipinos. We are now 
providing for n legislative assombly. Tills 
1* the first step to be taken in the future, 
ami it would ho eminently unwise to do- 
cl nro what our next stop will be until 
this first step Inis been taken and tho ro- 
suits nro manifest. To hnvo gone fastor 
than tv' have already gouo in giving ths 
Islanders n constantly increasing meas­
ure of self-government would huvo been 
disastrous. At tho present moment to 
giro polilicnl independence to the islands 
would result in tho immediate loss of 
civil rights, pcrsonut liberty ami public 
order, tin regards tho mass of the Fili­
pinos, for the majority of the Islanders 
linve been given theso great boons by us, 
nud keep them only becauso we vigilant­
ly sufegunrd nnd gnurnntco them. To 
wlilidrnw our government from the is­
lands nt this time would moan to tho 
average natlvo tho loss of his barely won 
civil freedom. Wo Iinvo established in 
the islands a govorniuent by Americans, 
assisted by Filipinos. Wo nro steadily 
striving to transform this Into self-gov­
ernment by ths Filipinos, assisted by 
Americans.

"Tho principles which wo uphold 
should appeal to all our countrymen, la 
all parts of our country. Above all, they 
should glvo us strength with th* men 
nnd women who nro tlio spiritual heirs 
of tlinso who upheld tho hands of Abra­
ham Lincoln, for wo nro striving to do 
our work in the spirit with which Idn- 
coin approached his. During tho seven 
years that have Just passed (hero is no 
duly, domestic or foreign, which wo Iinvo 
shirked, ami no necessary tusk which wo 
huvo feared to undertake or which wo 
have not performed with reiiHonatilo effi­
ciency. Wc Iinvo never pleaded Impo­
tence. Wo Iinvo never sought refugn in 
criticism nud complaint Instead of action. 
We face tlio futuro with our past nml 
our present ns guarantors of our prom­
ises. and wo are content to stand or lo 
fall hy Die record which wu huvo made 
and are,milking."

Another Long-Drawn Agony.
If tlm tariff reformers had iiimvil* 

ml in Ctilcago.lu pledging tho Republi­
can party to overhaul tho tariff "now" 
- that Is nt tlio next session of Con­
gress—In tho present ennipnlgn wo 
would have had Up  sehedulea instead 
of tho principle of tho tariff tlio Jssuo 
in tho pending campaign. In other 
words, tlm party would hnvo been de­
bating with tho Democrats ns to wbnt 
schedules it  would revise., how much 
it would roviso them nnd how soon. 
Tho chances aro tha t tlm Democrats 
could hnvo promised moru in the same 
direction.

Rut Hint would not lm the worst of 
It. Wo would linve had stagnation In 
matiy industries unfit it wn* determin­
ed to \Vlmt extent the tariff schedules 
which nffefi It would tm revised, It 
would have boon another long drawn 
ugony in Industrial America. Tho folly 
of such u basis for n campaign cannot 
lm overestimated.—Codnr Rapids It*  
publican.

8PEECH OF CANNON.

Speaker's Address Notifying President 
Roosevelt of Nomination.

Speaker Caution’s address notifying 
President Roosevelt of his nomination 
for tho Presidency made a great kit 
with his hearers, and has been fom- 
plhnented everywhere. Speaker Unn- 
nou opened his speech with a refer 
ence to the responsibility of the peo­
ple for any mistaken policy of their 
lawmakers, nml said that mistake* 
had been made, but were Invariably 
corrected, lie  dedared that under the 
policy of tlio Republican par.y the 
manufactured products of this nation 
now nro one-third of the total of the 
entire world.

This condition nnd the condition of 
the hlghcit-pnld labor iu the world, be 
asserted, were brought about through 
tho Republican policy of protection.

"Lilieral compensation for labor 
makes liberal custom**!* for our prod­
ucts," declared Mr. Cannon In com­
menting on our homo market. And ho 
added: “In addition to tills u e  Imv0( 
come to be the greatest exporting nn- - 
tlon In the world, In the year ended j 
June 1004. our exports were valued { 
a t $l,4»k>,oofV(*>, <'f which $ir*U OO.ttOO 
were products of tlm factory, ‘tho 
world fell in nur debt last year $470,-' 
000,000, nn increase of $7:*,ukV*x> over j 
tho preceding year"

Mr. Cannon reminded Ids hearer* j 
that tlm nutionul platform of th* op-1 
position party recently framed and 
adopted in St. Louis denounced protec­
tion as robbery. Ho continued:

Their platform I* a* silent as the gravs 
touching the gold standard nnd our cur­
rency system. Their chosen lender, nftoi 
his nomination, hating been as silent as 
tho sphynx up to that time, sent his tele­
gram, saying In utiliHtanoft that tlm gold 
standard is established, and (lint he will 
govern himself accordingly If lie should 
bo elected. |

I congratulate lit in. it Is better to be 
right hilt- than never. It is belter to tic 
right hi one tiling (ban wrong in all 
thing*. I wonder if it ever occurred to 
him that if hi* vote and support for Ida 
party's candidate in IKfirt nnd RHX) had 
been decisive we would now have ths 
silver standard. I wonder what mads 
him semi that telegram after ho was 
nominated, ami why he did not send it 
before? When did he bare a change of 
heart and judgment? And doe* lm at 
heart believe In thu gold standard nml 
our currency system, or docs ho try uow 
to reap where In* inis not sown? If, per­
chance, ho should be elected hy forcing 
together discordant elements, I submit 
that, with a Democratic House of Rep­
resentatives or House and Senate, there 
would be no harmonious action in legisla­
tion or administration that would benefit 
tho people, but that doubt nnd discontent 
would everywhere distress production 
nud labor. Consumption would be cur­
tailed. In short, we would hnvo nn ex­
perience similar to (hat from 1RM to 
1SD7. if this chosen lender nnd hia 
friends nro converts to Republican poli­
cies, should not they “bring forth fruits 
meet for repentance” before they ask to 
lm placed iu tho highest positions to af­
fect (ho well being of nil; or, if they 
profess all things to all men, then they 
are not worthy the confidence of any 
man.

Out for Forty Issues.

“lu Ihe nest two mouths mwit earth­
works were con-qrncted and heavy 
guns pul lu posp).<n, and Rowling 
Green was deo-ribed its the Gibral­
tar of the South, the fortifications 
there exceeding In strength those rit 
Washington met UP luimml. At. tlint 
time General Albert Sidmy JohnsUm 
was striving I" create the impression 
thnl he had elglily or a hundred thoii- 
Mind men at Rowling Green and Nash­
ville ready to march north on Louis­
ville. ami that he was not only await­
ing orders to strike.

'•IID bureau of pr.blb Ry and pro- 
motion portrayed Row.ing Gre n as 
impregnable, ami represented his army 
In Kentucky as growing iu strength 
from day to day. The truth was that 
Johnston never had mure than ‘Jo.coo 
men ou the Rowling Gre n line, nnd 
while he was publishing reports to 
mislead tin* Union!*!* lie was report­
ing facts to Richmond and pleading 
for more men. Rut he deceived tlio 
people of the North ami General Mul­
lock ami Ruell, and Ihe latter, umler 
date of January 'A, lSf.2, reported the 
strength of the enemy at Rowling 
Green. Columbus and Nashville also,- 
OOO.

“The whole country believed (hat 
tho great battle of the West would hu 
fought in front of R iwllng Green. Rut 
when General Grant ruptured Fort 
Donelson, ninety miles away, tin* game 
of deception was at an etui. The Con­
federates left Rowling Green, Nash­
ville, and all points north of the Cum­
berland without a tight, and the Union 
army, contemptuous of tin* army that 
hml boasted and Imllt forts nml run 
away from them, mu rein d in two great 
column* to IMlDburg Landing on tho 
Tennessee. Hero the retreating army 
turned on lls pursuer*, nnd the hitter, 
caught without defensive work* of any 
kind, were pressed near to defoat at 
Shiloh.

"After Shiloh there came a great 
change. General llalleck eoncrnliaicd 
tho armies of Grant. Ruell nml Rope 
for an attack on Corinth, only thirty 
nilloK away. He reorganized all tile 
armies into onf, the most formhtab'o 
over assembled lu the West, and pro. 
(•ceded hy slmv steps, fortifying at ev­
ery stop, toward Corinth. Me would 
not permit any subordinate commander 
to make an attack or lo resist one In 
a way to bring on a gnieml engage- 
ment. He would take no risks. On tin* 
other side Renin gat’d practiced the 
game of deception in Its fullness. He 
labored to create the Imprc-slou that 
his fortification* could not he taken, 
that he was receiving re enforcement!! 
every day, and that the issue of war 
W(l8 to be settled In one decisive but­
tle ut Corinth. And for week* tlio 
North and Smith believed him.

“Meantime the troop* under Sher­
man, Thomas, Ruell and Cope were 
having the lime of their lives. Timro 
wan little or no heavy marching. An 
army of liMMiOd men moved forward 
twenty mile* in tie* course of s|y 
week*.

"General llalleck hellevml that with 
IllsFJO.mimmen in ||m< fin vvns In danger 
of being attacked by superior nnmbern, 
ami the rest of us believed it, Rot 
Beauregard dis-Hveil us. lie never for 
a minute wa* strong enough to attack 
uh. Jle built hi* fort* and kept up a 
show of rcHislcnco simply to hold us 
before Corinth while Id* army retreat­
ed lo a new line. <m May UK llalleck 
Issued n warning order to hi* tinny. 
The next tiny the rehel army left Cor­
inth and our own great army was di­
vided Into three. Ruell marched east, 
nud In the course of three month* was 
confronted by Bragg. After our ex­
perience at Corinth we expected tho 
latter to net on the defensive,

"Bragg protended to lm very much 
afraid of us, and we thought ho wa*. 
Again we were deceived. Instead of 
acting on the defensive Bragg marched 
round our Hank and moved straight 
on I,ouIhvIIIc and < 'luelnmili. No mo^e 
crafty game of deception wa* ovef 
played In the nutmnri of lHi»u. nnd tin* 
result wiih Hint, like a hoy up a tree, 
we let go all hold nml slid back to 
whore wo started from a year ttofore, 
lx>ulsv|Me. By this thu* w® bad

learned that it wa* not nlwn.v* tie  
army tliat retreated that wdk worsted 
In the game, and wc had conn* to know 
tin* army fighting against u«,

“ We felt sure after the tight M For- 
rysvllle ami the retreat of Rragg* 
army from Kentucky Hun \\e umihfl 
find it In oiir fnmt again. We did ut 
Ktone River. After Bragg retreated 
from Tulhhomn and Chattanooga we 
found him a* good as new nt Chieka- 
manga, nnd it wa* only after .Mls-lme 
ary Ridge that things seemed to hr 
going out* way. Rut we found th; 
worn* regiments In fund of us <m thu 
march at Atlanta, and nt Nn'divillo 
months Inter. Wc learned from ex­
perience that nil army tliat yielded ter 
ritory wa* not u hipped, and that a 
general who gave up a stronghold like 
Chattanooga was likely to have some­
thing on hi* mind imt to onr liking.'“ — 
Chicago Inter Hecan.

A Woman of the Cotifcdcrnej.
“A brine woman is In aver than a 

brave mail,’' declares Major Stiles in 
hi* book, “Four Years Fuder Murse 
Robert." He tells this story as an il­
lustration of woman's courage: Dur­
ing tin* bombardment of Fredericks­
burg lie was sent Into the (own with 
a message for General Barksdale. A* 
hi* was riding down the street that 
led to the General'* headquarters It 
nppeaved to be so fearfully swept by 
artillery fire (lint he started to rida 
across it, with a view of finding some 
safer way of getting to Ids destina­
tion. .hist then lu* happened to glatieo 
beyond that point, and saw a bmo 
woman walking quietly nod utieou- 
eerni'dly along the same street, and 
approaching General Barksdale's head­
quarter* from Ihe opposite direction.

Sin* apparently found very interest­
ing the projectiles which were stream­
ing nnd exploding in the air. and strik­
ing and crashing through the house*, 
and tearing up the si reel*. She step- 
ped u little aside to inspect u great, 
gaping hole which a shell had just 
gouged out of the sidewalk, then turn­
ed her head to note a fearful explo­
sion iu the air.

I felt as if it really would not do to 
avoid a fire which was merely Inter­
esting and not appalling to a woman, 
so I stitVened my spinal column as well 
as l could, nnd rode straight down tho 
street. On reaching the house, I redo 
round hack of It to put my horse 
where he would at least lie safer than 
lu front. When I returned on foot to 
(he front of the house, I found that 
the woman had gum* up ou tho porch 
and was knocking nt the door.

One of tin* staff came, and on see­
ing a woman, exclaimed lu amaze- 
ment, “ What ou earth, madam, nro 
you doing here? Do go to some sufo 
place If you can find one.’

She smiled nnd said, "Young gentle­
man, will you please *ay to General 
Barksdale that, a lady ut the door wish­
es to see him?"

Tlu* young man assured her General 
Barksdale could not see her, but sin* 
persisted. "General Barksdale is a 
Southern gentleman, sir, and will not 
refuse to see a lady who ha* called 
upon him."

Tho General did come to the door, 
wringing id* hand* in excitement nnd 
annoyance. “For heaven’s *ake, mad­
am, go and seek some place of safety. 
I'll send a member of my wtaff to hHp 
you find one."

She smiled again, nnd said. ‘Gener­
al, my cow has Just been killed lu my 
stable by a shell. Blw? is very fat, and 
1 don't want the Yankee* to get her. 
If you will send some one down to 
butcher her, you uro welcome to tlm 
meat.'1

Years afterward I delivered a Con­
federate memorial address at Freder­
icksburg, ami when 1 told this Inci­
dent l not Iced Increasing interest and 
something very like amusement among 
the audience, wlm had censed to look 
at me. All eyes wen* turned iu nm> 
direction. As I finished tlu* slory my 
eyes followed their*, and there before 
mo sat the heroine of tlu* adventure, 
apparently not a day older, and tho 
entire audience rose nml gave lu>r three 
deafening cheers.

The Hreat International Convention,
(if the imuiy International conven­

tions arranged to lie held in St. Louis 
uurhig Hie exposition, the good roads 
convention m-iis Hie first In time and 
certainly one of the first In Importance. 
While the gathering was made up 
chiefly of delegates from all parts of 
the t'nlted States—more than thirty 
Stutcs being represented - delegates 
from several foreign eounlrles were 
present and addressed tho eotivciiHon. 
Among these may U* named A. NY. 
< ampbell of Onturio, who represented 
Hreat Britain ami Canada; A. If, 
Beruhart, represenllng Sweden; A. 
Bermudez of Nicaragua; J. C. Alvcz 
da Lima of Brazil, and Manuel D. Diaz 
of Culm. Porto It Do, Hawaii and ti.e 
Philippines were also represented.

The convention was not only u big 
one, but a tong one, lasting six dnys. 
Including "Hood Bouus Day” at Hie 
exposition, aud every day’s session 
was ciOM’dcd with reports, addresses 
nml discussion. Every vital point of 
tho road subject came In for a share 
of attention. Various speakers car­
ried the convention over dirt roads, 
graved roads and macadam roads, aud 
told how to build und maintain the 
best of each class. They told of tiic 
universal failure of tho old out-of-date 
system of "n'orklng the roads.” Dele­
gates from many States had to report 
the enormous difficulty of raising 
enough money by local taxation lo 
mukc any general Improvement of the 
roads. Delegates from the Eastern 
States reported tho great progress 
made under the Stub* aid plan. Ami 
Unully nearly everybody tulkcd na­
tional aid. Senator Lutlmor of South 
Carolina was there ns tho special 
champion of this Idea, aud his speech 
received the enthusiastic approval of 
the coiiveulioii. Congressman Van­
diver of Missouri a iso spoke Strongly 
hi favor of federal aid. Congressman 
Lloyd made a very fine presentation 
of the work the Government Bond In­
quiry (Hike Is now’ doing and u strong 
plea for u generous support of thut 
office, Governor Baehelder of New 
Hampshire declared himself strongly 
in favor of Congress making an ap­
propriation for use in aiding the Ktates 
to Improve the roads. Governor Dock­
ery of Missouri talked for good roads 
ns the on* great thing needed to per­
fect the transportation system of this 
country. And General Miles proposed 
federal aid In a somewhat novel and 
startling form, lie  wanted to linvc 
several thousand soldiers from tho reg­
ular army put to work ou the roads.

Hecretnry Wilson of the U. 8. De­
partment of Agriculture miih there too 
and made a speech taking strong 
ground in tu tor of the educational 
road work which tho department Is 
doing.

The sentiment of the convention ns 
crystallized In Its resolutions may be 
summed up ns follows:

1. The Improvement and mainte­
nance of our public highways Is of 
paramount Importance lo the economic 
welfare and development of our coun­
try.

2. This convention heartily Indorses 
Hie proposition of federal aid for Hie 
coiiMiiietion of public roads In the 
Cnlted Slates to tho extent of one- 
half of the cost of same, and ouch 
delegate pledges himself to use ul] 
honorable means to secure the support 
of this principle by bis representative 
lu Congress.

21. The Slate aid plan Is ulso unan­
imously Indorsed.

4, The M'ork of the Office of Public 
Bond Inquiries of the Cnlted States 
Department of Agriculture for better 
highways Is heartily Approved and 
commended, and Congress should in­
crease the annual appropriation fur Its 
M'ork lo at least HfiO.OdU,

fi. All convicts and vagrants should 
lie employed on the public roads, nml 
iml In competition wlUi honest labor.

HAS A NO VEL FIRE A LA R M .

Chief - f  H.illlmorc Department Keeps 
Hupply of Giant Firecracker*.

A good way lo prevent yourself 
from being burned lo death In your 
om' ii house Is to have on Imiid a largo 
►apply of dynamite firecrackers. That 
Is iIm theory of chief Horton of the 
llattiiiiore fire department, nho direct­
ed the efforts of the Baltimore lire- 
men during the February cnnfingrrt- 
Hon until he miih struck by a couple 
of live wires and rendered unoou- 
schms. Commenting upon this the­
ory. Chief Morion says:

"About Hie best fire detectives are 
large dynamite erackers, I lmvo these 
crackers dhlrlhutcd all over my houso 
aud have advised any number of per- 

! sous to use them.
I "The idea Is decidedly pracllcahle. 
1 One of Hie ''nickers Is attached lo n 

length of Mire, ami it Is then huh- 
pended from some place m here U u  
likely (o be useful.

"I have these enckers hanging from 
the roof of the eellar. from the ceil­
ings of the stairway*, from under tho 
padded seats of the chairs and sofas — 
eur.v place where they can lie con- 

■ 'cnb-iilly put and are likely to be of 
Use.

"The Idea is simply this: If n fire 
break* out It can't make much head- 

k May before It leaches one of the crack­
er*, and the explosion gives tho alarm. 
The Men came to me *omc years ago. 
amt miih suggeMfed by u tire In a geo 
coyy stoic,

i ' Tbs lire had got considerable bond­

way and tt wns discovered by the ex­
plosion of some canned goods which 
attracted the attention of the people 
In the bousp. 1 derided (lint if can­
ned vegetables made a good fire de­
tective crackers Mould Do Just as 
good.

"There Is absolutely no danger, ns 
some Mould imagine, from the dyna­
mite cracker, unless the tire Is there, 
mid M'hen h dynamite cracker—the 
kind I use is about two inches long— 
explodes It throM's itself right out M’ltli 
the force of the explosion. It Is a 
good plun to keep a couple of them in 
it wurbrobe where there are n number 
of garments. The probabilities are 
that if u tire took place the force of 
the detective cracker lu going off 
Mould extinguish the blaze.

"1 have fixed up hundreds of the** 
crackers for various persons nml cer­
tainly do advise their use. especially 
lu houses lu the suburbs, where there 
on- not likely to he people passing and 
where a fire Is. therefore, likely to 
get considerable headway before it is 
discovered Sew York Kuu.

HARD TO SHOOT W ILD  GEESE

They Are Crafty, Resourceful mid Cau­
tious in Their FUkUIs.

Young geese* near the remote breed­
ing grounds and before they have been 
educated by (be long, perilous flight 
from north lo south and back uot 
seldom behave lu a fashion calculated 
to cast a doubt upon their Intelligence, 
hut that Is a common fault of youth 
aud Inexperience, says the Illustrated 
Spurting News. The 2-your-old goose 
is a very different fowl, and If there 
he anything In feathers better able to 
extract chunks of solid wisdom from 
an experience M'ltli a trace of loud lu It 
1 have not yet met that bird.

Nor Is it at all strange that the 
"honker*' should be tireless In vigilance 
aud exceeding loath to trust bin big, 
shapely body too neur any form of 
g r o M ’ t b  or shelter which possibly 
might conceal a man. Roughly speak­
ing. the initial southern trip, from the 
fowl’s birthplace to the winter rendez­
vous, is un ulry Jaunt'of about 3,000 
mile*, more or less, at least oue-lblrd 
of Mhlch Is punctured with peril.

In all probability tho true story of a 
goose’s migration experiences would be 
something startling, especially In re­
gard to the quantity of lend of vari­
ous sizes vainly hurled after the ad­
venturous tlycr. Would It be innuuU 
or tons? At first glance tho latter 
quantity might appear absurd, but It 
must be remembered that a goose In 
long lived, M'lille nine-tenths of bis 
Mould-be destroyers use more loud (hail 
science In their methods, in any 
event. If I had the choice of contract 
for carrying In a canoe the goose or 
the stuff that had missed him, there 
M'ouldu’t be aii)’ hesitancy over the se­
lection of the freight.

The fact is that the honker Is the 
most shot at and the lenst killed of all 
our fowl, thu reason for Mhlch is sim­
ple enough. Nut a few old sportsmen 
and all iiimv hands at the game under 
estimate by about one-half (he distance 
at which a Hying goose is passing. Tho 
bulky body and great u'ings make a 
noble spread, even M'hen n couple of 
hundred yards off, and only tong 
M'hooling can teach the utter useless­
ness of trying at half that range with 
any standard gun. To n novice, a 
goose actually within sure distance 
will appear almost on lop of him, and 
It Is only after a few fowl have been 
killed, gathered and the distance at 
which they fell noted that the eye ac­
quires tho kmick of measuring M'ltli 
anything like correctness the deceptive 
murk.

Muny of the woman prluonevs make 
wild attempts to escape. But who 
can blame a woman for wanting to 
escape from her Imprisonment. No 
matter how deserving of punishment, 
the sight of a woman In Jail, where 
murderers, thugs and highwaymen 
nre kept. Is Inexpressibly pathetic. 
Woman was never Intended for a pris­
on cell, Hhc feels her degradation 
und humiliation more than she care* 
to tell, and sooner or later, unless car­
ried away hy the fast pace she has 
been Jiving, she finds rest from the 
jeers and tntints of the world in a 
suicide's grave.—Chicago Tribune.

OUR PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGNS.

Itow They Exert *i Wholesome Effect 
Upon the Body Politic.

Our presidential campaigns, It Is 
generally considered, occur loo fre­
quently In regard to the pi nee of mind 
and business interests of the commu­
nity, und too frequently In considera­
tion of executive convenience uud op­
portunity. The excitement and tur­
moil of a presidential campaign are 
niinoynnecK; but such annoyances do 
not constitute n valid objection to Hie 
speedy recurrence of the event. The 
serious objections to this frequency 
are, as already intimated, bused upon 
the fuel that presidential campaigns, 
ns now conduct!il, are a great druiu 
upon the resource* of many; and, more 
important, Unit they have a decided 
tendency to depress business, and Urns 
temporarily nillllate against the gen­
eral welfare; and, furthermore, It la 
realized more nnd more keenly that ft 
four-year presidential term Is too brief 
u period for effective administration, 
especially tunld the eomplleftllons of 
modern demands upon the chief execu­
tive of a nation as enormous und “lm- 
perlw 1" hh ours. A President uud his 
cabinet need at least six months ut Hie 
Is ginning to icurn mere details; and 

. durlug the lust four mouth*, If the 
chief is not re-elected, they ure com­
paratively ineffective.

The consolation for the Inconven­
ience of tin1 tuo-soon recurring prcsl 
dcuHnl campaign Is Its educational 
cliaracter. It Is the time of om* great 
debate, when the principles ami prob­
lems of our national government nre 
multltudlmmsly discussed lu "the 
forum of public opinion." The party 
in power must then valorously defeud 
Its record, and give new promise of 
mo/ul performance, The party out of 
power mu i show Just cause for its re­
turn. The spokesmen of each party, 
on Hie platform and In the press, vie 
with out* another lu devotion to tlu* na­
tional welfare; and while certain prin­
ciples are slmrul In common by each 
set of advocates, each side insists upon 
the peculiar doctrines which are sup­
posed to distinguish Hie respective pin­
tles.

This general cM-lliillmi has a wlioh- 
some effect upon Hu* body politic, and. 
at proper intervals, Is highly desirable. 
It is a time when the whole nuHon 
goes to school, Interest In public af­
fairs Is quickcmxl; Hie people'* Imag­
ination Is aroused to a sense of nalloit- 
ullty. and to a perxmml responsibility 
with regard to that nationality, (treat 
questions, about which there Inis been 
much hazy and iucimHcqmmt thinking, 
are made cleur In the cross-lire of crit 
leism and Hie light of lucid nnd earnest 
statement.---Outury.

ELUSIVE BANK BOOK.

On« City Institution Counts I'pon F'irs j
a Bay lleiug Lost. j

“If wo don’t have at-least five per* ' 
•on* every day eotuu in here to give 
notice of their lost bank books, we i 
think It unusual," suhl u cashier of one ! 
of the city banks recently. “ 1 haven’t 
any theories about it, but it I* a fact 
that there are twice us many of these 
hooks lost In the summer lime a* there 
are in the winter.

“As soon as a book U report cd lost 
a chock U made against It In tlie bank 
and tlie loser Is requested to advertise 
the loss. For from a fortnight to thir­
ty days ensuing no money cun be with­
drawn on that account, unless the book 
•ha)] be found. If not found the de­
positor must apply for a uew book. 
Generally an affidavit must llrst bs 
made that the loser cannot Uud the 
book; that it baa uot been transferred 
or usalgued.

"All this Is scarcely necessary, but It 
make* a buuk alrwoluudy safe in re- 
ip ‘* 't to that deposit, and It put* tho 
deimsltor to enough trouble to make 
him or her caicful thereafter. Every­
thing having been performed a* out­
lined, the depositor may get a new 
book, which means opening a new ac< 
count, a* accounts ore uever dupli­
cated.

“ In uiy experience of many years l 
do not recall a case whera tinder* have 
presented books Id hope* of withdraw­
ing money. It would be almost Im­
possible for a person oot Urn owner 
of the book to withdraw a cent on the 
account. At tho time of the original 
deposit the depositor, before getting a 
book, box to answer certain questions 
which are framed to tlx the depositor's 
Identity, and to protect the depositor. 
The depositor must also leave art auto­
graph ou tlie bunk register. Whenever 
money lx withdrawn these questions 
must be answered and the autograph 
u: inched to an order. This Is an ef­
fectual test. Kuch book is numbered 
and bears the depositor’s mime.

“We have been asked If depositors 
would not be better protected if banks 
omitled the mime from the book und 
shupdy unnrtuTvd It. K’e can see uo 
udvncungc In Unit. Tho plan would 
Dot dctVut tbu purposes of u thief, for 
oue who would steal a bank hook 
would know tiie mime of the owner, 
end the withdrawal of deposits Is so 
well guarded that even with the own­
er's name u tinder could uot get mon­
ey from the bank.

“There arc probably from l.lWO to 
l.ftuo books lost every year of which 
400 or 5(X> eventually turn up. Hint 
means from one third to two-lll'ib* of 
1 per cent of tho whole number of 
books out disappear. «n4 one-third of 
that number gets back to Hie owners. 
When* Hie rest go is a puzzle uot to 
be solved.”--CUU-ugn Tribune.
