ed out. His defeat has been ascribed 
to the ugly temper of city of Mar­
quette delegates, as a result of that 
city’s having lost some coveted coun­
ty offices, but this only partially tells 
the story and fails to gloss over the 
district convention's unfairness in the 
selection of a  representative.

Mr. W ells’ Negauuee support and 
that which came from some of tin- 
townships was not sullicieui to offset 
the combination, and John M. Gordon 
wiggled into the nomination. The 
ballots were as follows:

First—John M. Gordon, Id: T. M. 
Wells, 13: J. E. Keau, lb 

Second—Gordon, 21: Wells. 1.7: 
Keau, 3.

News of the outcome of the conven­
tion was received with great surprise 
in Mr. W ells’ home city, for he fully 
merited a renominution and it hud 
been felt all along that this endorse­
ment of bis honest and faithful ser­
vice would not be denied him. He 
had not become involved in any of 
the factional contests and there was 
no legitimate reason why he should 
have been seized upon us a  victim for 
the wruth of disgruntled delegates.

Concerning the action of the con­
vention Mr. Wells had simply to say: 

To be lionest, I am very much dis­
appointed, us I claim I was entitled 
to renominatlon. 1 had been assured 
that I should have it: hence entered 
Into no combination whatever. Two 
years ago there was no contest of any 
kind except on the legislative nomina­
tion, which I fought entirely alone, 
und I feel thut there should have 
been some little consideration shown 
me in this contest.

Mr. Wells has been, and for that 
matter is still being, urged to run as 
an'independent candidate, and though 
he has thus far shown reluctance to 
give serious consideration to the plan 
lie may yet accede to the wishes of 
his friends. These requests have 
been so numerous as to be represent­
ative in character und may be accept­
ed as a fair index of the manner in 
which the general public regards the 
ungenerous treatment of Mr..Wells.

BUDDHIST HOUSE OF WORSHIP.

Temple Krccted at the University of 
Pennsylvania.

The Hommerville Buddhist temple in 
the University of Fennuylvnnbi mu­
seum comprises the most complete und 
elnljorute reprosentutlon of u Buddhist 
house of worship ever set up outside of 
tin* countries where Buddhism Is the 
prevailing religion, says the Book lov­
ers' Magazine. Buddhists frequently 
visit the tumple and spend hours there. 
Three Imuges in the temple, those of 
Kudo, ICongani and Helfukn, wero pro­
cured by l’rof. HonmiervUle from the 
Turnons Koyasau temple In KUbu, 
Japan. The most artistic piece In the 
temple Is a vase of bronze flowers, 
which cuuic from a temple a t Kioto 
and Is neurly four centuries old.

In this curious temple Japanese resi­
dents In Philadelphia, aud chance pil­
grims In the city, gather at times to 
pray for victory for tho arms of the 
Mikado. They JliuJ them wives lo an 
atmosphere so like that of the land 
of the lotus tlmt they can easily Im­
agine themselves transport^  to Uielr 
islund home, worshiping a t tho famil­
iar shrine of curlier days.

Not a single article necessary to sup­
port this Illusion Is missing. Buddhas 
of various sizes smile benevolently and 
eternally ut the visitors to tho temple; 
lotus plants, symbolical of tho life that 
springs from a lowly Is'gitmlng to a 
splendid flowering, give color to tho 
secuo around the ultar; gods little and 
big, and of various stations In the 
hierarchy of Japunese deities, rest on 
tliclr pedestals within the rail und 
smile or threaten according to their 
mission.

At the outer gateway of tho tempi# 
uro seen two life-size figures of semi- 
mendicant fruit sellers, constructed 
with ttm wonderful fidelity to nature 
for which Japanese artists arc noted. 
At the Inner gales two gigantic statues 
stand, with great iniiNcular arms up­
lifted In an attitude suggestive of ven­
geance should any visitor inlsbohave, 
These arc the Gods of Hllenco found 
at the entrance to Buddhist temples. 
Their threatening attitude Is to com­
mand at) Intending w orshipers to Icuv# 
levity behind when they cross th# 
sacred portals. Within tho gate# 1# a 
cistern and towel rack, where tho wor­
shipers pause to cleanse their fret tnd 
hands and rinse out the mouth, whll# 
behind this Is to be found the tempi# 
proper.

HE WANTS TO PIPE MUSIC.

Cahill Propose* (o Supply I t to Fam­
ilies Like (la* or Water.

To supply music like gas or water la 
the project of the Cahill Tclhnrmonlo 
Company of Baltimore. Thaddeus Ca­
hill Is the Inventor of the system nnd 
various wealthy Baltimore men are 
said to be furnishing money to carry 
It out.

President Todd, In speaking of the 
invention nnd plans of the company, 
said:

“The general plan Is to establish a 
central station in every large city. The 
first one will he In Boston, nnd this 
will bo followed In New York, Phila­
delphia, Baltimore, Washington 'and  
other large cities.

“There will he no such thing a* had 
mush- when tin1 utility nf the miiehluo 
la fully employed. At the central sta 
tIon the best artists only will be em­
ployed and the music will ho varied 
from Wagner to ragtime, to suit tho 
fasten and whims of the public.

“The machine Is operated hy mak­
ing and breaking electric circuits. Noth­
ing Is heard from the machine when 
this is done, ns the music Is brought 
out by the translating device. The ma­
chine originates the music. The trans­
lating devlco may he un ornamental 
piece of any appearance.

“To meet the desire* of those who 
may want to study tho personnel of 
the artist or artists, the generating 
station will hen public hall, with trans­
lating devices. The music will he sup­
plied hy measured service.

“It Is planned to have six classes of 
selections. All will he sent out over 
a pair of wires. The subscriber who 
gets this service will receive all tho 
music.

“Another method will be to have six 
wires, so that subscribers lo this may 
select Just whut they want to hear, 
and still another will serve theaters 
ami halls, giving full orchestral efforts. 
For the llrst the rate will he at the 
s tart 950 a year. The second will be 
almut $100 n year, and the third will 
he much more expensive, as it will dis­
place an entire orchestra.

“There will he a device for raising 
or lowering the volume of sound, so 
that It can he heard only a few feet or 
will All a whole building. For public 
playgrounds, hospitals, factories, ho­
tels, restaurunts, as well as for homes 
even of the poorer classes, the world’s 
best music, by the greatest musicluus, 
will he within the reach of all.

“It Is contemplated even to Imv# 
slumber music, so tlmt the sufferer 
from Insomnia may he lulled to sleep. 
Anyone who cun afford to rent or own 
u piano or organ cun afford this serv­
ice. It can bo transmitted long dis­
tances—across tho continent, if de­
sired.

“It may be sent to subscribers over 
telephone or incandescent light cir­
cuits. One may unscrew’ un incandes­
cent lamp, connect the translator and 
bavo the service without interfering 
with the lighting from th* globes on 
the same bracket."

Mr. Todd added that It was expect­
ed to furnish the service to Baltimore 
Inside of two years.

BUDDHIST HOU8E OF WORSHIP.

Temple Erected at the University of 
l'entutylvanlu.

The Hommervillc Buddhist temple In 
the University of lVimsylvanla mu­
seum comprises the most complete and 
elaborate representation of a Buddhist 
house of worship ever set up outside of 
the countries where Buddhism Is the 
prevailing religion, says the Booklov- 
ers' Magazine. Buddhisls frequently 
visit the tomple and spend hours there. 
Three lmuges In the temple, those of 
Fudo, Kontfurn nml HolUikn, wero pro­
cured hy Prof. Hommervllle from the 
fumotis Koyasau temple in Klsbu, 
Japan. The most urtlstlc piece In the 
Uniple Is a vuso of bronze flowers, 
which cumo from a temple a t Kioto 
and Is neurly four centuries old.

In this curious temple Jupuuese resi­
dents In Philadelphia, and chance pil­
grims In the city, aatli-r at times to 
pruy for victory for tho arms of the 
Mikado. They Hud them wives in an 
atmosphere so like that of the land 
of tho lotus that they cun easily Im­
agine themselves transported to their 
islund home, worshiping nt the famil­
iar shrlue of curlier duys.

Not a single urllclo necessary to sup­
port this Illusion is missing. Buddhas 
of vurioui sizes smile benevolently aud 
elernully ut the visitors lo the temple; 
lotus plants, symbolical of tbo life that 
springs from a lowly beginning to a 
splendid flowering, glvo color to the 
sceno uround the ultur; gods little und 
big, und of various stations In the 
hierarchy of Jupuuese deities, rest on 
their pedestals wlibJn the rail and 
smile or threaten according to their 
mission.

At the outer gateway of the temple 
uro seen two life size figures of semi- 
inciidlcuiit fruit sellers, constructed 
with the wonderful fidelity to nature 
for which .Japanese artists are noted. 
At the Inner gates two gigantic statues 
stand, with great muscular urms up­
lifted In an uttitude suggestive of ven­
geance should utiy visitor mlsbohove. 
Tlieso are the Gods of Hllenco fouud 
ut the entrance to Buddhist temples. 
Their threatening altitude Is to corn* 
mand al) intending worshipers to leuve 
levity behind when they cross the 
sacred portals. Within tlio gates Is t  
cistern and towel rack, where the wor­
shipers pause to cleunse their feet and 
hands and rinse out the mouth, while 
behind this is to be found the temple 
proper.

The World's Lurgcst Orchard.

chard lu the world Is In Missouri. It 
Is tho greut Wliiaus orchard, near 
Marshfield, lu Webster County. There 
uro HO,000 apple trees, 10,000 peach 
trees, nnd 10,000 pear trees, Just at 
proper bearing ago. Tbo acreage cov­
ered Is 1,240, and it Is estimated that 
the orchard Is now worth $408,000.

HE WANTS TO PIPE MU8IC-

Cahill Proposes to Bupply I t  to Fam­
ilies Like (laser Water.

To supply music tfke gas or w*ater Is 
the project of the Cahill Telharmontc 
Company of Baltimore. Tlmddcus Ca­
hill Is the Inventor of the system nnd 
various wealthy Baltimore men are 
said to be furnishing money to curry 
It out.

President Todd, In speaking of the 
Invention and plans of the company, 
said:

"The genera) plan Is to establish a 
central station In every large city. The 
first one will be In Boston, and tilts 
will bo followed In New York, Phila­
delphia, Baltimore, W ashington'and 
other large cities.

"There will be no such tiling ns bad 
music when the utility of the machlno 
Is fully employed. At the central sta­
tion the best artists only will be em­
ployed nnd the music will be varied 
from Wagner lo ragtime, to suit tho 
tastes and whims of (he public.

"The machine is operated by niuk- 
fng nud breaking electric circuits. Noth­
ing Is heard from (tie machine when 
this Is done, ns the music is brought 
out by the translating device. The ma­
chine originates the music. The trans­
lating device may be nu ornamental 
piece of any appearance.

"To meet tho desires of those who 
may want to study tho porsounel of 
tho artJst or artist*, tho generating 
station will ben public hall, with trans­
lating devices. The music will ho sup­
plied by measured service.

“It Is planned to have six classes of 
selections. All will be sent out over 
n pair of wires. Tho subscriber who 
gets this service will receive ull tho 
music.

"Another method will be to have six 
wires, so that subscribers lo this may 
select Just wlmt they want to hour, 
and still another will serve theaters 
nnd halls, giving full orchestral effects. 
For the first the rate will be nt tho 
start $50 n year. The second will be 
about $100 n year, nnd the third will 
bo much more expensive, ns It will dis­
place on entire orchestra.

“There will be a device for raising 
or lowering tho volume of sound, so 
that It can be beard only a few* feet or 
will fill a whole building. For public 
playgrounds, hospitals, factories, ho­
tels, restaurunts, as weil as for homes 
even of the poorer classes, tho world’s 
best music, by the greatest uiuslciuui, 
will be within the reach of all.

“It Is coiitempiutcd even to have 
slumber music, so tlmt the sufferer 
from iuKomiiin may Im» lulled to sleep. 
Anyone w*ho can afford to rent or own 
u piano or organ can ufford this serv­
ice. It can bo transmitted long dis­
tances—across tho continent, if de­
sired.

“It may bo sent to subscribers over 
telephone or incandescent light cir­
cuits. One may unscrew an incandes­
cent lamp, connect the translator and 
have the service without Interfering 
with the lighting from tin* globes oa 
the same bracket.”

Mr. Todd added that it was expect­
ed to furnish the service to Baltimore 
inside of two years.

Gnu!’* iliviaiona 
were politionl; i Iioru of the Wcuforu 
CanndiTfl prairie* nre muitcd by ihc uu- 
erring hand of nature.

Chiefly licrimse of the elevation of the 
country, the nbnetico of inrge lnkes and 
river*, nnd the operations of the “Chi- 
Dook" or I*a<4tic ocean wind*, which 
readily cron* the lloi-ky Mountains in 
Southern Alberta through gaps and 
passes, the fto iirh tt'cxtern portion of the 
Canadian provinces is regarded an some- 
what arid, nnd less fertile than other por­
tion* of the country. Although thin ha* 
beeu a prevailing idea in the pant, it has 
been left for American settlers, who have 
Invaded this district within the past two 
or three yean, to prove that Rplendid 
crop* of grain cau be grown on the land, 
which had hitherto hern the feeding 
ground for the herd* of enttie nnd bands 
of horses that ranged there.

That ranching is carried on most suc­
cessfully in other portion* of the prairie* 
West, just a* agriculture is to a limited 
extent conducted sneeessfnlly within this 
boundary is fully established, but taken 
as a whole It constitutes a territory above 
all others most admirably adapted to till* 
particular Industry.

It 
must not he supposed that dividing the 
prairies in this way Is saying that any 
oue pprlhui of the country potoieatM** bet­
ter soli than another, for such Is not the 
case nil dUtrlcts aro equally fertile, hut 
lh« topography and climatic Influences, 
etc., differ, us welt ns the condition* for 
production. HanHiIng nud grain growing 
are carried on quite succesKfuliy in this 
northern smir; but It 1* found more profit­
able to combiiu* nil the feature* of Hie 
Industry. On account of tho land being 
more broken than In the southern district, 
though the soil Is equally fertile, thero 
aro not (he same opportunities for exteu- 
slvt operations; and while cattle raising 
is as profitable here ns elsewhere, differ­
ent methods have to bo adopted for their 
protection, especially iu the whiter sea­
son.

An authority on the subject has stated 
that agriculture in any country never 
reaches the minimum of development uu- 
lll the fanners engage at leust propor­
tionately lu dairying, though the sur­
rounding* must uhvujs determine the ex­
tent to which any feature of thu industry 
may ho prosecuted. It is a certainty then 
that of Hie agricultural possibilities of 
till* port ion of (he prairie country be es­
timated by its adaptability to duiry farm­
ing, even (he most skeptieu) must ac­
knowledge they are unsurpassed lu any 
country In the world. As lntlmuled above, 
oven dairying may he successfully carried 
on In any comer of the territories, but 
this rone has everything to recommend 
it s* the Ideal spot for this branch of th» 
business.

Hetty Green, the richest woman in 
America, ate lunch Ho* other day In a 
Boston restaurant which the gaping 
crowds say aim apparently enjoyed. 
When she presented her check to the 
4Mhlcr It culled for eight cents The

stingy old thing! Find the check called 
for $K. Mrs. Hreen could have paid it 
as eav'.ly, though such extravagance 
would doubtless have made her quite 
ill. If she were to oat lunches that 
cost $K every half hour of the twenty- 
four and every day in the year she 
would he unable to spend a twentieth 
part of her Income. One naturally asks 
why this rich old woman should prac­
tice stinting. She lias more money Hum 
she knows what to do with. One 
would think she would desire at least 
the comforts of life. The fuel is tin* 
woman lias economized so long It is a 
part of her life. She llnds a certain 
sort of pleasure in it. To save a few 
cents is to her a triumph of manage­
ment. But there Is a lesson hi Hetty 
Orcen's oight-eent lunch -a  lesson the 
American people need. We lire likely 
to spend SO cents rather than eight. We 
are c.vtruvaguut. We have our thrifty 
people, hut they are Ihe exception. We 
ure Inclined to blow ourselves. The 
proverbial “rainy day" has been ex­
punged from the average American cal­
endar. As a nation of spender* we 
may well point a moral with Hetty 
Green's eight-eent lunch, as well as 
adorn a tale.

Serious charges are those which the 
president of Brown University brought 
against college athletics during the 
conference of university presidents at 
St. Louis. If they are substantiated 
the authorities of our educational In­
stitutions ought to unite In drastic ac­
tion designed to check Hie existing 
abuses, even (hough, in order to do so, 
it shall prove necessary to prohibit 
Intercollegiate athletics altogether. It 
has been matter of common belief for 
a long time past that Hie football 
teams, baseball nines and rowing 
crews of the college.* are made up 
largely, If not wholly, from profession 
als matriculated solely for that pur­
pose, says the Chicago Journal, it 
has been more or loss positively known 
that the intercollegiate exhibitions of 
various athletic sorts are largely, If 
i:ol ehielly. money-making enterprise*. 
President Fnunce has turned these 
suspicions into certainties and 1ms dis­
covered in all college athletics a shock­
ing slate of aiTuii's which would jus­
tify their total abolition so far as inter­
collegiate contests aie concerned. Ath­
letics is a vitally necessary accompani­
ment of college training; the sound 
ImhI.v Is equally essential with the 
sound mind within it. But it is a mat­
ter of health more Hum of winning 
victories. The result of It should be 
health and Its preservation rather than 
the Joys of triumph. When It becomes 
a thing so Important that the students 
are willing to saerilice their honor as 
gentlemen by hiring •professionals 
under u subterfuge !t is time to do 
away with it. Too i*:uiy young men 
go to college and devote most of their 
atelutioM and energy to sports ami 
games, and tills is due (o tin* promi­
nence allowed athletics in the cur­
ricula. But it is die college nulhori 
ties who arc to blame for this. They 
have learned ll is good advertising, 
and not the least Important part ut 
their duties is to build up tlielr col­
leges. But they really cannot much 
longer allow a condition of aiValrs 
which, as President Faunee says, will 
develop their students into “lenders in 
cwtdlug luxes, corrupting politicians 
and bribing Juries."

PAINLESS DEATH PENALTY.

Wliy Not Adopt A n e s th e t ic s  to  Hup* 
p la n t  th e  I ' l iu lr  of P a in .

It has been and is still a mueii de­
buted question whellinr people convict- 
cd of niimlcr in the first degree should 
suffer the death penalty or not, but tbo 
medleal profession Is only IntoroKtcU in 
this discussion In so far as It involve* 
Hie <|iii'stloti whether a murderer oo 
Ipso is or Is not of unsotmd mind.

We do not think Ihe death penally Is 
either good sociology, good economy or 
good penology, but Unit I* not the 
question. There Is no doubt that the 
prevailing feeling among civilized na­
tions culminates In the desire to tuko 
llio life of (la1 culprit as painlessly as 
possible.

Civilization had advanced from tor­
turing lo hanging ami strangling, from 
hanging lo the “drop," breaking the 
spine and causing Instantaneous death; 
from (he use of the sword or ax, with 
Its attendant grewsomo uncertainties, 
sprung t!m guillotine, titftl finally e»nm 
the electric chair. Tlmt llm hitler dc* 
vice Is by no means an ideal of per- 
fccUon is admitted on all hands, and 
even if il were, there Is Hi 111 the hnr* 
rowing time of preparing and pluiun- 
ing llm victim for execution, which to 
Idm Is worse Hum death itself.

As long, then, as legal killing imist 
he done, why not resort to anesthetics? 
Tim dose can he administered while 
the subject is asleep; It would induce 
absolute uncoimcloUHiiess; there would 
he no pain whatever, while tlm actual 
transition from life to dealh would bo 
left to scientific methods in a manner 
best calculated lo let medical Kclcnco 
at least profit by the loss of buiuuu 
life.—Auicrloau Medicine.

j Nestling under the cliffs nbout a 
xnile from Start point, on the oast side, 
is a cluster of white cottages, which 
forms the village of HnlisuniR says 
the London Graphic. Far removed 
from a railway and s> para led from the 
neurest point of tourist (rutile by sev­
eral miles of rough Devonshire Innes, 
its main connection with modern life Is 
the dally cart which carries crabs to 
the station.

The village, which l* hullt close to 
the sea, faces <u*t, ami Is exposed (o 
the fury of easterly gales. Walls and 
(plays lmve from time to Hum been 
built to prevent the waves reaching the 
houses and nature provid'd n safe­
guard from Hie peril In Ihe shape of 
fifty yards of pebble beach which the 
gale rolled up against Hie quay* mid 
so formed a natural embankment to 
preserve the walls and foundations,

AU would, no doubt, have continued 
to go well with the primitive spot had 
not the contractors for government 
works at Key ham cast their eyes on 
that bank of shingle. They persuaded 
the governmont to let them use this 
beach for their work, and for three 
years every spell of fine weuthor 
brought the dredger to the spot and 
strings of lighters would go away 
laden with the shingle.

In time the beach Rank twelve feet 
for a mile and a half, leuviug Hie 
(plays exposed. When had weather 
enme the mischief dune was apparent. 
Ground swells swept Hie beach bare, 
leaving little rocks. Soon the wails of 
the (plays begun to suffer, and then the 
sea began slowly but surely lo en­
croach on Iho shore, until house after 
house had to be abandoned because of 
the damage done to them by the force 
of the waves that beat against thorn 
unrestrainedly.

Kvery storm does furllmr damage 
and one of Hie last Inroads made by 
tl»e sea cut through the one street of 
the village, tlm two side's of which are 
now connected hy a wooden foot 
bridge. A fund*lias been started to 
purchase land on the top of the cliff 
at the hack of the village, as a site for 
a new village, for the old Hallsunds 
Booms doomed.

The destruction of Ihe fishing village 
lfi to ho made the subject of a lawsuit. 
An owner of property there hns issued 
n writ against Kir John Jackson, Lim­
ited, the contractors for Keyham dock­
yard extension works. The plalnllff ul- 
leges that the defendants, by dredging, 
ruuovcd thousands of tons of shingle, 
which formed a natural barrier against 
the sea.

The admiralty and Kir John Jackson 
subscrltoil $7,500 toward a sea wall to 
protect the village, but that has been 
partially washed away.

For 
the first time lie then noticed tlmt the 
“oil" whidi had been given to tbo 
horse was Hie ordinary turpentine of 
commerce. So satisfied was lie with 
the result that be gave the second 
horse a dose, although at the time the 
animal was unconscious.

A doctor 
was a t once scut for, but, hi the mean­
time, Mr. Allen administered a dose of 
turpentine that happened to he on the 
premises, and the man not only quick 
ly recovered, but resumed bis work 
within an hour.—Imndou TJuies.

from other State*.

*'1 smiled a t this, Ikmiiuho 1 happen 
to he familiar with the organization 
of nt least thirty regiment* a* dis­
tinctively Kentuckian In personnel and 
spirit as any regiment raised In Illi­
nois wa* distinctively Illlnobmti. The 
truth Is, Kentucky had in the ta lo n  
army iwventeiMi reglmeirt* of cavulry, 
forty regiment* of fully organized In­
fantry, llftocn more regimeuts of 
shortterm mounted Infantry, 4,000 
Slate guard*, 102 compatiies of home 
guards, and live butteries of artil­
lery.

• i t  I* true that there wa* great un­
certainty In the beginning. An a t­
tempt was made early In 18*51 to hold 
the organized militia companies In 
the Slate guard and to carry the whole 
guurd over to the Confederate#. Till* 
movement failed and tho crack com­
panies in the cities went, some one 
way and Rome another. For example, 
Captain John 1L Morgan ami his Lex­
ington rifle* went to the Confederates, 
while Captain S. D. Brine and mnuy 
of Ills chasseurs of Lexington and

“There was d<> Jack of good juat#rlaJ 
for officer* on the Union side.

son, Garrard, Lanbran. Woodniff, 
Hmlth. JohiiKon and others had seen 
service lu the Mexican war. Nelson 
hud Imhu Jji Hie navy, anti several 
West Pointers were ready for duty. 
Kevern! regiments were organteiHl out­
side the Stale, hut iuo*t of the cavalry 
•ini infantry regiments were organized 
In fIk- State and hurried into the serv­
ice.

“ Wolfords* First Kentucky cavalry 
was active from the very ilrst. The 
LlgbiJj cavalry, under Shackelford and 
BrMow. and the Ninth, under Jacob, 
were organized lu throe weeks and 
wen* hurried Into battle, A good story 
Is told of the latter. Jacob, with about 
live hundred men, was in camp on 
Greasy creek In 18d3 when the camp 
was rushed by Morgan's full com­
mand. Jacob didn’t want to be licked 
by anybody, but most particularly he 
didn't want to be licked by Morgan's 
men.

“He made his men feel the same 
way and they stood. Jacob had one 
piece of artillery In action, and lie u*>k 
command of tills himself. He directed 
the ni'tlll'Tlxt* to load and tire as 
rapidly as possible and be, with Held 
glass in hand, would give directions. 
That gun tired twenty (wo shots In 
forty live minute*, joining every shot 
Into the rebel Hue at a point where it 
was trying to form fo ra  charge. The 
rehcU thought there was a battery 
there. Jjieob held ills ground, retired 
In the face of a demand to surrender, 
•ml shortly thereafter Jolm-d In the 
pursuit of Morgan in hi* raid through 
Kentucky. Imllau and Ohio.

“ With the Lightli under Khackelford 
•lid ether Kentucky regiments, the 
Mnih cavalry made a wild ride of 
twenty nine days from the Cumlier- 
1iind to the Ohio, through Indlauu and 
Ojilo, to tin1 capture of Morgan and 
hJs men. Thai was a great experi­
ence. Ji wasn't like war lu fitnit. 
The women of Indiana nml Ohio, It 
scrimd to me, were always singing 
and cooking for us. We fed our 
horse* at the wheal shocks In the 
Held*. We ate at the best tables III 
(lie two Htates, and nt hint the Ken­
tucky cavalry with other troops swept 
down mi Morgan's rough rider* with 
mu'll exulting shouts as only hard- 
rldlug Kentuckians could give. Hev- 
crnl of the boys who made that great 
ride are In Chicago and they are as 
proud of H as Khcrldan was of his 
ride down Winchester read.'’

“There was.'* said tin* Major, "more 
adventure, romance ami deviltry asso­
ciated with the organization of the 
Kentucky regiments than with any 
other* in the Union army. Duo regf. 
incut, organized by t'ootiel .1. I*'. Buck­
ner, near Hopkins' Hie. and drilled In 
thi> colonel's door,vard. never had a 
number or a nnuv-. tlenerul 8. Jt, 
Buckner, hearing of his relative's 
plan*, marched against the Unionists, 
• nd their colonel, knowing be eouJd 
make no resistance, in a military 
■eiise, told his men to scatter. They 
•rallenxl and within a few week* hud 
enilstisl in other regiment*.

"There wus coustuut friction be­

tween the Union home guards and the 
rebel freebooter* In the mountain re­
gion* and some bard fight*. On one 
occasion we came upon a scrap of this 
kind, the doctor of the neighborhood 
loading the Unionists. He wna a six- 
footer and wore an old-fashioned high 
silk hat, and when we rescued his com­
pany there were live bullet holes In Uls 
hat, and one of his fingers had been 
shot off, but ho was a* cool und undis­
mayed a* a trained soldier.

“Most of the Kentuckians from Wol­
ford down were opposed to employing 
negroes as soldier*. Wolford was par­
ticularly violent in hi* opposition to 
the organization of colored regiment*. 
In spite of hi* efforts over 14,000 col­
ored men were enlisted in Kentucky 
and formed Into what were called na­
tional regiments, many of which were 
officered by Kentuckians taken from 
the older regiments.

“Wolford would have none of It. 
however. But when we were penned 
up In Knoxville and had very burd 
service Wolford said to Colonel Penne- 
baker, ‘I say, Charley, I am opposed 
to tills nigger soldier buslne**. I don't 
like nigger Kol l̂lers and neither do you, 
but If Lincoln sent n lot of darkles 
dowu here and run off old I/mgstreel 
l wouldn't cure, would you?' Wolford 
knew that the Kentucky blacks. Ilk# 
the Kentucky whites, bad shown 
themselves to be good fighters.” 

“Spooking of home guards,” said the 
Colonel, "Humphrey Marshall ulwuyi 
Insisted thut the Kentucky hom< 
guards stole his artillery one night 
He was raiding some of the eastern 
counties, and had one cannon said to 
be of improvod construction. Uls story 
was that some of the home gunrdi 
who had access to his cump as pod 
dlers carried tho gun off. The truth 
was, however, that the gun, weigh­
ing 150 pounds, was carried off by 
Captain Heuben Patrick of the Tenth 
Kentucky cavalry. Patrick went Into 
Marshall's camp to reconnolter, found 
the sentry at the gun asleep, lifted It 
from the carriage, put it on ills shoul­
der, and carried It 1o a point when 
hi* men were waiting, and they 
brought it to our camp und called th# 
exploit a Joke on Marshall.”—Chicago 
Inter Ocean.

"You remember, perhaps," remarked 

a veteran army officer to a New York 
Post writer, "the terms of surrendei 
which Grant prepared for Leo to sign' 
They were notable, first for their torso 
ness, ns they crowded Into a dozer 
lines what almost any one else would 
huv# spread over as many pages, but 
*11)1 more for the fact that they weri 
written In Grunt's own hand—ns, in­
deed, wa* substantially every one of 
Ills papers «of the whole war—and 
while (be parly sat a t the rendezvous. 
Horace Porter, our present umlmssudoi 
to France, was there ns uld to tho gen­
eral. lie  tells me that at .McLean's 
house Grant, after grafting Le# and his 
secretary ami exchanging a few sen­
tences of conversation with them, mo- 
tloni-d them to chairs opposite the cen­
ter table und then seated himself and 
began to write. If ho hud been send­
ing a casual note inviting a brother of­
ficer to illnnr.- he could not have been 
less agitated, outwardly at least, and 
.vet he was bringing to nn end a war 
of four years' duration, one of the 
stublswuest und bloodiest In modern 
history, und one which, but for his 
success, might have changed tin1 whole 
current of huttmn civilization.

"He had Just closed a sentence, ns 
shown by the momentary cessation of 
the scratching on the paper, when a 
Utile ray of light broke through an 
opening between him und the confed­
erate officers and fell on Lee's sword 
hilt. Ordinarily nothing would have 
resulted from thin, for at tJiat stage of 
the war the field uniforms and arm* 
were in a pretty battered condition on 
both sides. Ko in preparing for the cul­
minating act in the drama that morn­
ing Lee and hi* secretary had discard­
ed their old toggery and dressed them- 
selves in the best they bud. Including 
a Jeweled presentation sword whleh 
Lee probably never bad out of Its ease 
before. The light falling upon Its or­
namented hill was reflected with a 
piercing Hash which struck Grant full 
in the eyes, He had Just raised them 

, for au Instant. Responsive to the Hash, 
they sought the details of Lee’s attire, 
and down they went upon the written 
sheet again, while there itmved from 
the nib of his pen the provision that 
the confederate.* should be allowed to 
wear home tli««lr side arms, Jt was a 
fine Illustration of the power of mo­
mentary suggestion,

"When It was all over and Lee was 
riding off In the direction of his head 
quarters. Grant issued a few routine 
mder* and then aumiwmetl Ingalls by 
a nod and silently mounted bis horse 
and rode away lu the opposite direc­
tion. Ingalls hud ridden over with 
him that morning, and they had been 
engaged on the way In remlnlHcences 
of the men ami adventures they had 
M b  known In the Mexican war, For- 
ter. youthful and full of enthusiasm, 
believing that the first utterance of 
his chief after this magnificent day's 
work would tic of historie significance, 
hastily mounted and rode after tie* 
pair. Grant did not open his lips for 
some minute-. Then, taking up Hie* 
thread of Hie morning's chat, and with 
a faint smile erceping over his sun­
burnt face, he said:

“ By the way, Ingalls, dn you temctu- 
Iter tie* fellow who drove that shave- 
(idled mule In the buggage train of Ilia

Hi infantry the morning we went out 
to relieve JonesV”

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Democrats In A ctiv e  H o s til ity .
The platform adopted ut St. Louis is 

•  patchwork compromise, and a* a 
whole doe* not satisfy either the con­
servative or the radical elements of the 
Democracy. It I* platitudinous and 
commonplace. It present* no para­
mount issue and offers nothing thut 
will commend it to tho intelligent judg­
ment of the country. It speaks of 
fundamental principles and defines 
none not now recognized and In opera­
tion. It call* for economy and hon­
esty in the administration of the gov­
ernment, which is desired by every cit­
izen. The record of Democratic ad­
ministration, however, offers no guar­
anty that if that party should again be 
restored to power it would practice 
economy.

On tho tariff It maintains the par­
ty’s traditional position, denouncing 
protection a* robbery and favoring a 
tariff for revenue only. Tbe first draft 
of the platform took a conservative po­
sition on this question, but the anti- 
protection element was able to carry 
its demand and place the party again 
In an attitude of hostility to the indus­
tries of the country whose mainte­
nance and development are essential 
to the welfare of labor. In ignoring 
the money question tbe sound money 
Democrats made an Inglorious surren­
der to the radical dem ent which places 
the party in an embarrassing position. 
I t leaves as the only authoritative dec­
laration of the Democracy on this ques­
tion the money plank of the Kansas 
City platform. Thut this will seriously 
trouble tbe party in the canpalgu Is 
not to be doubted. I t will not be suffi­
cient for it to suy that the money Is- 
Mio I* dead, in view of the fact that 
hundreds of thousands of Democrats 
aro still devoted to silver, and that 
their representatives in the national 
convention were ablo to prevent com­
mitting the party to the gold stand­
ard.

The denunciation of trusts and com­
binations expresses a practically uni­
versal sentiment Republicans are 
as strongly opposed to monopolistic 
combinations ss are Democrats, and 
the former have shown their hostility 
by enacting and enforcing anti-trust 
legislation. The St. Louis platform of­
fers no practicable plan or proposition 
for dealing with trusts and combi­
nations, which Is quite in keeping with 
the failure of the Democratic party to 
enact any anti trust legislation when 
It was lu control of tho executive and 
legislative branches of the govern­
ment. The deliverance In regard to 
tbe Philippines will give little encour­
agement to those iu the Island who 
are hoping for Independence. It car­
ries the promise to the Filipino people 
of Independence a t some Indefinite 
time and under certain conditions—a 
promise that will uot only be disap­
pointing to the Island people, but also 
to the so-called anti-imperialist* of this 
country. It Is perhups unnecessary to 
point out. In this connection, what 
ought to be obvious to all men of in­
telligent discrimination, that there is 
really no parallel between the cuses of 
Oubtt and the Philippines.

There are some feutures of tbe plat­
form which all citizens can approve, 
for example, the declaration favoring 
larger powers for the Interstate Com­
merce Commission and that for main­
taining the Monroe doctrine, but as g 
whole the plstfonu is weak, and will 
aot make a favorable Impression upon 
tue thoughtful uud discriminating.— 
Omaha Bee.

badly beaten.

I t  Is well to remember the fucts In 
this csmpulgn, for we shall bear much 
later In the campaign about tbe "phe­
nomenal ruu” of I’urker in 189T.

TH* Fopullat Factor*
Our Denfocrutic friends are engaging 

In the old garoo which tbe late Senator 
Calvin H. Brice /nee referred to bn 
"chasing rainbows—to dig the pot of 
gold believed to He at tho foot o f that 
optical phenomenon. As In years past 
they are cock sure their candidate will 
he succoNsful; and they will probably 
Indulge In this pleasing fantasy until 
the couot of the votes next November 
shows Its tinsoundnesi.

In 181H5 and 1000 the great 
mass of ’Populist voters acted with tho 
Democrats, and throw their strength to 
Bryan. This year the I’opuJists go It 
alone. Tho Democratic platform has 
In It nothing which appeals to a Popu­
list voter; and the total vote of that 
pnrly I* certain to be larger than the 
Democratic leader* seem to think. Th# 
radicals-the thick And thin follow­
ers of Rryan In the Democratic ranks 
-  are far more upt, In the present stute 
of public opinion, to enst their votes 
for the Populist caudldato than for 
Judge Parker. It Is possible that Wat­
son may get as many electoral voles as 
did Weaver In 1892.

It Is certain that whatever strength 
the Populist ticket may show will 
come from the Democratic ranks. Tbe 
Republicans who Imbibed Populist 
views split off fronTthe party In 1892, 
and then followed the mass of that 
party Into tbe Democratic camp. There 
I* nothing In Populism (to attract any 
Republican voter now. But party dis­
cipline Is lax in tho Democratic ranks*, 
a large faction of voters is disgruntled 
over platform and candidate—and 
with the latter 411 the more because 
of his famous telegram. The Populist 
vote will affect Judge Porker's chances 
fAr more tlmn Mr. Roosevelt's, and the 
judgo cannot afford to lose a single 
chunco lu this contest.—Toledo Blade.
