For example, when six Chunehuses were 
recently caught trying to blow up a section of the Manehurlau railway they 
were securely linked together by these hirsute appendages and thus were 
eaRlly guarded by two Russian soldiers. The accompanying picture was 
taken Just before the execution of the culprits. By the way, this is not 
the only part the pigtail has played in the present war in the Far East. 
Some Japs were discovered in Port Arthur disguised ns Chinese, and for 
a few days thereafter the Russian police spent a portion of their time in 
pulling every pigtail they saw iu the hope of discovering other Japs simi­
larly disguised.

N E W  F E A T U R E  IN  W AR FAR E.

Japanese Troops March Under Cover of 
Artificial Screens. .

"For several miles before I reached 
the headquarters of the Japanese army 
•OP the Yulti I had passed many weird 
erections of timber, roughly covered 
with foliage, grass matting and corn­
stalks, running parallel to atul some­
times across the road. Many were in 
the form of arches, these being en­
countered on slopes. After puzzling 
for some time, the reason for these 
screens suddenly dawned on nie. They 
were designed to conceal the move­
ments of troops when marching along 
those parts of the track liable to come 
under the view of the enemy. I may 
be wrong, but I believe that this arti­
fice has never been made use of In

zzukl Ilaruhobu" and “Kntsugawa 
Shunsho."

The technlqtioo of Japanese engrav­
ing and printing Is thus described: 
The picture, drawn from the engraver 
on thin transparent paper of a partic­
ular kind. Is pasted face downward 
upon a block of wood, usually cherry, 
and the superfluous thickness of paper 
Is removed by a process of scraping 
until the design Is clearly visible.

The borders of the outline are then 
Incised—very lightly hi the more deli­
cate parts—with a kind of knife and 
the interspaces between the lines of 
the drawing are finally excavated by 
means of tools of various shapes.

The ink Is then applied with a brush 
and the printing Is effected by hand 
pressure, assisted by a kind of pad. 
to which procedure may be attributed

H AY FEVER A N T IT O X IN ™ F O U N D .

I tn t t h e  G o v e rn m e n t  W ill Not Be Able 
to  Use ti tc  Discovery.

The bureau of plant industry of the 
Department of Agriculture claims to 
have discovered the real cause of hay 
fever. To be more correct, tin* discov­
ery was not made by lids bureau, but 
Its experts have confirmed a theory i \ i  
to tin* cause of tills disease, put for­
ward by n German Investigator. Some 
time ago word was received here that 
a German scientist named Dunbar lmd 
found a hay fever toxin, and ns lie de­
clared that the disease was occasioned 
by the pollen of grasses the matter nat­
urally fell under the supervision of the 
bureau of plant Industry. The olllelals 
of tlint bureau proceeded to follow up 
Dunbar's theory with the intention ol 
publishing the curative formula. The 
investigations of the bureau wen* con­
ducted In connect loti with a Now York 
hospital.

It was found that hay fever la 
brought on by a species of blood-poi­
soning. A substance contained in the 
pollen of grasses Is thrown off during 
the summer months and being Inhaled 
Is dejmsltcd on the mucous membrane 
of the nose. It Ihcn dissolve* and Is 
absorbed In Hie blood. The offending 
particles do not come from roses, 
sneeze whsIs or golden rod. as is gen­
erally supposed. They escape from 
various kinds of flowering grasses. It 
was found that by Injecting this toxic 
material Into the blood of a healthy 
person It would bring on a well-devel­
oped case of liay fever. My Injecting 
tho sumo material into the blood of a 
goat or horse the experts obtained an 
antitoxin after tho fashion that other 
uutltoxln* are secured.

Just us Uie ollk'lais of the bureau of 
plant Industry had about established 
the accuracy of the claims of the Ger­
man scientists nnd were preparing to 
make the process public word was re­
ceived that Dunbar had patented Ida 
proecsR. Consequently the matter was 
dropped by the government.

“I have never been able.” snld the 
Sergeant, “to satisfactorily account 
for the panic In Sheridan's army on 
the morning of Oct. ID, 18tH, a t Cedar 
Creek. I take account of all that has 
been en!d about the fog that prevailed 
on that morning nnd of the sudden- 
nos* of the onset when men were 
asleep or only half awake, but 1 re­
member that the advance brigade was 
composed of old soldiers, commanded 
by one of the most alert generals of 
the army, and that the men on picket 
were veterans in the service and cog­
nisant of the obligations resting upon 
them. The mystery of the panic opens 
on the picket line. My own recollec­
tion is that not u gun was fired by 
pickets, nnd I know the robs rushed 
on us without warning, opening with 
artillery ns well as rllle fire.

“There Is no more appalling spec­
tacle than a panic In battle. Let the 
bravest and best trained soldiers lose 
their grip at n critical moment and 
they are like frightened horses run ­
ning away. 1 know, because 1 hap­
pened to be In two of the greatest 
panics of the war. In both cases l 
was knocked down and run over by 
our men, and the queer thing nbout it 
is, 1 never could talk with any of the 
boys who Joined in either stampede. 
You can’t get the men who were on 
the advance line at Cedar Creek on 
the morning of the 10th of October to 
tAlk about that affair coherently now. 
They were simply overwhelmed by the 
stunning fact that the rebels came out 
of the fog and by the impression that 
their own men were firing a t them. 
Therefore, they acted like men struck

city. Pemberton was in cotnmund, and 
hi* idea was to hold the paroled men 
together in camp, drill them, keep up 
their discipline, so that when they 
were exchanged they would be ready 
for Immediate service In tho Confed­
erate army. But in a few days hun­
dreds of men disappeared from the 
camp. In two weeks tho donerlm 
were numbered by the thousand, nnd 
Pemberton appealed to Grant for 
guards, complaining that iho Union 
soldiers were enticing Ills men from 
camp and agisting them to get away.

“The truth was that the Pnton men 
on guard a t Vicksburg heard, through 
the people of the city, that fully one- 
half of Pemlierton’s men were very 
much dissatisfied, and flint In MHr 
talk with their friends in Vicksburg 
they had said that If they could get 
across the Mississippi river they would 
go so far into the Northwest that no 
Confederate officer would ever hud 
them. The boys of the l.’nlim regi­
ments reasoned that every paroled 
prisoner who escaped was so much 
gain to tho Union cause, and U wus 
soon understood in the parole camp

that If the Johnnies wanted to emi­
grate the Yanks could give them in­
formation as to boats and provisions.

“A squad of rebels would esea/>J 
from the parole camp, would prowl 
around the country between tho entnp 
nnd Vicksburg, would come across a 
squad of our boys in churgc of a boat, 
and tiie.v would be taken across tho 
river. Neither General Grant nor nny 
of Ids subordinate officers knew any­
thing of this, nnd they were at a loss 
to  explain how It was that Pember­
ton’s command dwindled down finally 
to about 4,000 men. Somo people in 
the North, among them General Hal* 
leek, believed that the men bnd es­
caped by Pemberton's connivance and 
had returned to tin* Confederate serv­
ice, In violation of their parole. But 
the truth is that most of them went 
into the S orthw ent territories, nnd that 
they were given a good send-off by the 
Union troops. Years afterward 1 met 
scores of these men In Montunn, Idaho 
nnd Utah, some of them employed in 
the mines, others successful In general 
business, and not a few of them in 
service ns cowboys and mule drivel's 
on the plains.

“As evidence that the officers of the 
Union army knew little of tho facts 
ns to the disappearance of men from 
Pemberton's camp no definite mention 
is made of the entnp in nny of tho 
official reports. General Grant speaks 
of 700 of Pemberton's men who re­
fused to be paroled ami wore sent 
North us prisoners, and of the desert­
ers from Pemberton's force, but no 
ouo seems to have had Information ns 
to the part played by the Union troops 
as emigrant agent* for the Northwest 
territories. There was the best of 
feeling between the men who sur­
rendered at Vlekslmrg and the men 
who enptured them, ami there were 
many long talks as to the future. 
Some of our boys were fatulllar with 
conditions In the Northwest, nnd the 
rebels, knowing that they could not 
return home without being subject to 
arrest or return to service, acted on 
the advice of Western men, burned 
their bridges behind them, went be­
yond the range of Confederate Influ­
ence and never returned South."—Chi­
cago Inter Ocean.

He Stricken Out.

Since 1H35, when the great and gen­
eral court declared Roger Williams to 
lie unlit for fellowship nnd bniilsbcd 
Jiiin from tho state, thero have boon 
seven different petitions to have tho 
edict revoked. All have received the 
Indorsement of religious ns well ua po­
litical leaders, yet there has never 
been a sufficiently vigor ms expression 
of public sentiment (0  bring it about 
The lust petition bfore the legislature 
represented alt shudea of religious 
fooling. I t was signed by descendants 
of those who had been instrumental In 
driving Roger Williams to Rhode Isl­
and nearly 300 years ago. But tradi­
tion Is powerful, almost sacred, and 
what has gone on the statute books 
Sinys. Tho failure to repeal any law 
tlmt has long been useless U un exam­
ple of the same kind.

In view of such fact*, it is some- 
wlmt surprising that there Is going ou 
now unotlicr movement to have tlio 
name of the apostle cleared, In spirit 
the peoplo of this Htnte respect the 
memory of Roger Williams as deeply 
und ns sincerely as tho citizens of 
Rhode Island or of any other New 
England commonwealth. The persons 
who urn determined to have the t»tn 
removed appear to bo endowed with 
much of the unquenchable enthusiasm 
of Willluma himself, which enabled 
film to conquer in spite of nli obstacle* 
aud persecution. The leaders of the 
new movement urn now circulating u 
petition at uil Dio watering pluces lit 
New England, nnd after signature* 
lmvo been obtained here It will be sent 
lo Mt. I-ouIh for the npprova! of nil tliu 
New Englander* who visit the World's 
Fulr, and thence to different sections 
in the West where puritan aeutlment 
Is strong. It Is hoped to liuvo the 
names of 1,0 U0  men nnd women of 
prominence in this Hints alone, mid 
ninny more names from Massachusetts 
ami New England people In other part* 
of tho country.

Tack down Die carpet, aud sponge with 
a solution of one quart of water to one 
tablesiMmnful of turpentine, changing 
tin* water frequently. A preventive Is 
to press every Inch of the islge of tho 
carpet, first dampening, then pressing 
with a hot Iron. Lay a damp towel on 
the carpet, over this a paper to retain 
the steam, then Iron. Hteam dcstroya

They Cultivate Their Fields* but Plow 
Fully Armed.

An Interesting story Is told by tbs 
coumilftHlouerH who buve been enguged 
for the Inst elghteeu months In Using 
the Anglo-German frontiers in Went 
Africa between the Town of Yola end 
I#uke Tchad. The region traversed Is 
little known, owing to tho hostility of 
tho tribes. The Fulunl villagers were 
found quite friendly, hut beyond I#nu, 
a large tywn op the liermi, there lay 
a mountainous region Inhabited by pa­
gans, who In many eases were canni­
bals. They were found to be a inort 
Industrious people, who cultivated 
their tJeldH with u good deni of meth­
od. In most cases, says Itcuter, they 
were prnctlenlly naked, but were al­
ways urtned. # Kveu wbeh At work In 
the Holds plowing they carried a full 
kit of apeum, shields and poisoned ar­
row's.

The arrows are much dreaded, for 
they are Upped with a d’eudly poison 
extrueted from vegetables and from 
dead bodies. Tills Is carried In small 
bottles, and when fresh It proves futnl 
In n few uduutes. These people are 
adepts nt game slulklug, and disguise 
Ihemselvek ns birds and animals in 
order to approach their prey. They are 
smaller than the Fulnnl, being o ften . 
quite dw'urtlsli, und they live In flimsy 
grtiss lmts perched In Inaccessible 
nooks ninong the mountains.

At Kubu the sheikh of British 
liormi rode out to greet Colonel Jack- 
son. nt the head of .'{CO horsemen and 
a large number of men on foot. He 
was accompanied by o bund and dune- 
Itig girls. His people carried enormous 
spears, and somo wore old armor, 
while tho horses wore caparisoned 
with housings like those of the cru­
saders. The survey has proved that 
existing maps are to a largo extent In- 
nceurute, mid has placed the boundary 
further to the east, thus enlarging tho 
British sphere.
