Hut 
lie Is the kind of boy who would have 
succeeded under any circumstances. 
The other side of the picture where 
boys hare lacked parental ra re  and 
guidance is not open to the casual gaze 
of the world, hut may be studied In 
every house of correction, reformatory 
and jail. Young men and women, it Is 
true, will never learn to be strong In 
eharncier from hearing lecture* on 
right living. They must have Hu* prae- 
tiro ami lenrn by doing, They will 
never learn to he strong If some one 
else does everything for them. Horne 
strong men have stood the terrlblo 
strain of being thrown upon the world 
ns waifs and have conic out triumph* 
ant, but It Ih still a* true of character 
as of physical strength that It la In 
general of slow and gradual growth. 
'The sure way of winning an athletic 
contest is to train for It, and the best 
training pusulhle for life la none too

rteuts of Marches, Cumii Life, F orag ­
ing Eiperlencea and Hattie Beenes-

Although the resolution by which 
tile hag beennn* a national standard 
was not officially promulgated by the 
secretary of Congress until Sept.
1777, It seems well authenticated that 
tin* regulation stars and stripes was 
carried at the buttle of Hraitdywliie. 
fought Sept, 11, J777. 'This shows, 
auys the FhUudolpblu Record, that  the 
contract entered by Hclsy Hose must 
have been curried out with greet ex 
pedition. and that the Hugs had been 
distributed among the line regiments 
of tin* revolutionary army early in 
boptcinbor. 'Tin* flag lir»( displayed 
hi battle at Hruml.t a  inc Creek hud 
thirteen stripes, nlmmate red and 
while, and as a unmii thirteen while 
stars were displayed on n Idtic Meld.

The flag which was carried by the 
men in blue and huff during the bat­
tles of tiie rc\uluiion reniuhi**d un­
changed until (lie lirst day of May.
17!ir». ulieti, ity tt previous tlrl of Con- 
greMi. two additional stripes were add­
ed to llte hody of the atnndurd and 
two stars to tin* union. These addi­
tions wore made to represent the 
.States of Vermont and Kentucky, 
which had just been adinlttnl to the 
Federal union. As no further changes 
were made in the national (lag until 
IMS, it follows that the regimental 
colors carried during the war of ihli: 
were of litis design. Thus tin* Ameri­
can llug surrendered by tienernl Hull, 
a t  Detroit, and those captured ity tho 
Uritish at lllmlenbtirg and Washing 
too, must nit lmve displayed tlfu*en 
alternate red uml while stripes, as 
well hr the fifteen stars lu the union.

In 1MK. hy an net of Congress, tin* 
stripes of the national flag wen* again 
reduced to thirteen, and It was de­
clared that the addition of n s tar  to 
tin.1 union should henceforth represent 
each new State. A newspaper of the 
time, still kept in the government ureh 
Ives, said; "Hy this regulation the 
thirteen stripes will represent the num­
ber of States whose valor and re- 
■sources originally effected American 
independence, and additional stars 
will mark llte Im re.iKe of the Slates 
since the present constitution." From 
tills time on tin* iiKTense of stars in 
the eoiislJtiilion whirl) formed the un­
ion was steady, and during the war 
with Mexico, in Jsp;, twenty-nine 
white stars wen* displayed in tin* bine 
Held.'

The Hags home by the regiment* of 
the Northern army during the four 
years of the Civil War had thirty-live 
stars in tho union. This was the full 
number of Mutes then forming the na­
tional federation, ns tin* Fuited Stales 
government had refused to reeognl/.e 
tin* constitutional right of a State to 
secede from tin* union. ’The roieniloti 
of the star* representing the Southern 
States was regarded ns a serious 
breach of military etiquette hy the 
more punctilious of the Confederate 
lenders, and (lie capture of standards 
was always rewarded by the authori­
ties a t  Ulohmoml.

Tito regimental flag* carried hy the 
regular and volunteer regiments dur­
ing tlte Spanish war of IHhH displayed 
forty-live stars in the blue field of llte 
union, ten new States having been 
added to tin' feleratlon since the 
great Civil War which so nearly sev­
ered the republic. This was also tin* 
first foreign war in which Stale trops 
of the reunited country appeared ju 
the Held together, and It was tin* first 
occasion on which funner Confederate 
officers of high rank resumed Die uni­
form of the Fulled States service. TJip 
great garrison ling which was hoisted 
over Santiago after .the surrender of 
tho city b.v the Spanish eommiindiiiil 
measured twenty feel in whit Ii by thir­
ty feet in length, the forty-five white 
star* which formed the union showing 
distinctly against Die bright bine of 
Die Held.- American Tribune.

While the rays of the aim possess a 

stimulating and beneficial effect In 
disease and can be used with advan­
tage as a therajH'uUc agent, yet, ac­
cording to recent investigations, thpy 
also muy act injuriously and cause dis­
ease. That there Is a difference In 
the therapeutic value between the ac­
tinic rays, or those located a t  the violet 
end of the spectrum, and the red rays 
was appreciated by Fim«>n. and the 
former wero used lu tho treatment of 
such skin diseases us lupus vulgaris, 
or tuberculosis of Die skill, while the 
latter were found effective in cases of 
•malipos.

One of the most recent researches 
In this department Is by Prof. Fermi 
and is given In a lato number of tbe 
ArcliIv fur Hygiene, in these experi­
ments a Jurgc number of human sub­
jects were exposed to direct sunlight 
for varying periods, ami lu s  largo per­
centage of cuscs It wus found that 
there resulted tlte following set of 
symptoms: Ophulugla (headache-, dry­
ness of the nasal iuucosu, snuffling, 
coryza (cold iu Djo head), pharyngitis, 
weariness, slight conjunctivitis, dry­
ness of the lips, fever, pseudo influenza, 
constipation, insoiri'ila. eplstaxls (nose 
bleed) urid various pains. From this 
list of symptoms experienced by his 
patients and from Die observed coinci­
dence of certain discuses and meteor­
ological conditions Prof. Fermi con­
cludes that exposure to the sun's rays 
is a predisposing factor in coryza, In­
fluenza, hay fever uml epidemic menin­
gitis.—Harper's Weekly.

"Tlie method 1*. eh her by bogus ref­
erence* or by Impressing a sense of 
their good faith on a house agent, lo 
obtain the lease of a house, most fre­
quently over £.'*) a year in relit, uml 
when Hie landlord applies for his rent 
to defy him. When he attempts io 
eject them bylcgnf prnerx* they Ntny 
until the very last day the law allows, 
ami then clear out bag ami baggage, 
and sturt the same operation elsewhere. 
A* they always furnish on Du* hire sys­
tem. distraint I* of im service lo the 
landlord.

"Their  object of taking houses of  n 
rental over foO is to get above the j u r ­
isdiction of the County Court,  which 
J* more summary iu it* method* than 
the high court."

Iti her Immovable position, sleud- 
I ly restocks tin* Infant mind with our 
eldest prejudice* ami strengthens anew 
that ancient egoism which is the 
iirongest barrier to social progress.

In this new life, this broad human­
itarian work, we are building u new 
motherhood of Immense advantage to 
the world. It Is not only la direct 
physical heredity that this is felt—for 
our young girl* wre uuturully not the 
ones who form Internalloiml councils— 
hut In the broader social heredity, 
which work* far more rapidly.—Char­
lotte Perkins Gilman in Hooklovers 
Maguziue.

RURAL DISTRICTS SHUT OUT.

Republican Legislature Wilt Devise 

Way to Protect the Farmers of 

i Michigan.

i The Snjrlwnv fourler-IhraUl says 
flint theorists very often build wi 
what appears to 1* f«ets Into n seem- 
Iub fmprejrtnibJe position on any driven 
proposition. And tlien actual practice 
comes alonp and a t one fell swoop 
demolishes the Impregnable position 
like the frosted sugar castle on a 
birthday cake.

That is the ease of the theolrlsts 
who wish to force ihe abolition of 
conventions and the direct nomina­
tion system upon all the counties and 

! political districts of this state, wheth­
er the people want It or not. They 
have been ..railing beautifully for 
months to prove that tlielr scheme 

| would give all the people full repre- 
1 Mentation in the imming of public 
servants, and which would secure 
more evenly distributed representa­
tion than the delegate system can 
give. Aud then along comes Alpena 
county, with Its practical experiment 
with the direct nomination system, and 
allows that the new* plan Is not yet 
sufficiently safeguarded to protect the 
rlehts of all. It will be remembered 
that Alpeun city captured all the coun­
ty office* on the Republican ticket, 
leaving the townships, the fanning 
population, entirely out hi the cold. 
They had the |*>wer to do It. being In 
the majority.

Hut there are other practical Illus­
trations of the system. In K^nt. Mus­
kegon and Alcona counties, the county 
tickets were non.baited by direct vote. 
Brand Rapids Is in Kent county and 
the city of Muskegon is In .Muskegon 
county.

In Muskegon county, nt their recent 
primaries, the Republican vote for 
th<> nomination of sheriff was 1.7)07 
u> re than the Republican vole for 
governor at the elect Ion of 1002. and 
the Democratic vote cast for the nomi­
nation for sheriff wns 1.724 less than 
the Democratic vote for governor at 
the same election. This tremendous 
falling off hi (lie Deiaocrafle vote ami 
the big gain In the Republican vote 
over the vote east at the general elec­
tion In both counties was caused tty 
the fact that a great many Demo­
crats voted at the Republican |x*i- 
nmrles.

F.very man nominated oil the Re­
publican ticket In Kent county re* 
sides In Hie city of Brand Rapldl.

of deed*, nroseciiHtig attorney. Judge 
of prubate mid clerk, were nominated 
for the third term.

In Muskeiron comity every nominee 
on the Republican ticket 1* a resi­
dent of (lie city of Muskegon, with 
the single exception of the nominee 
for register of deeds, who resides In 
Muekctroit township, adjoining the 
city.

Voters 
living In cities or vlhiges can attend 
the prlniai'cs and vote on thcr \v,iy 
to the store, offlec or shop, at the 
noon hour, or In the evening when 
they tune finished 110*11' work, without 
tin* loss nf a minute's time. The far­
mer. mid those living in Hu* rural 
districts, are obliged to <iu,i thrli' 
work mid lose a halt day. mid. In a 
great many liislaiico*. the whole dur. 
for the purpose of voting. Then* is 
only olio i ouetuslun In ho rout bed. 
should this system become general. 
That Is, the cities mid village* would 
control att nominations, as was the 
cast* in Kent and Muskegon counties.

This system prevails In the eouidy 
of Alcona, and on SepiemlM*r d, the 
primaries were held aud county ticks: 
Dominated. The Republican vote for 
On* nomination of slmi-HT was P7n 
That vote tvas I4d more than the 
average Heinihlleati vote for governor 
at tin' Iasi three general elecHons 
This Is more evidence of Democratic 
axilstunce in nominating ti Repuhlicr.n
ticket. The cundhhile who ......
241 votes, less Hum u i|iiurl**»• of the 
lott* cast, wax nominated. There*

Judge or 
Probate Jewell was nominated again 
by (lie Republicans in Kent county. 
The Democrats deemed it advisable 
not to nominate anyone against him. 
Someone (bought "Jnek" Adams, a 
colon d character of Brand Rapids, 
would make a good nominee for Judge 
of probate on the Democratic ticket. 
He received one vote, the only one. 
for tin* nomination. The law plainly 
states that the board of canvassers 
shall certify to the candidate receiv­
ing the largest nmnlier of votes. With 
that one vote, “Jack” Adams has one 
vote to the good, ami Is, therefore 
legally nominated.

These practical Illustrations slmw 
how the compulsory plan would work 
out In the larger scute of the state. 
The southern part of the state, which 
contains the largest cities and towns 
and the most populous counties would 
soon have absolute control of state af­
fairs in its own hands. It would, with 
natun/t selfishness, select the state 
hoard of equalization so th a t  Hm 
burden of Its own share of state taxa­
tion should lie lightened a t  the ex­
pense of the rest of the state,, wldQh 
would he Increased. Thereby this 
condition would luerltatrty arise: |Che 
rural and smaller counties would i**ijr 
the hills: the cities and larger conn-, 
ties would control the administration 
of affairs.

The proper term to apply to this 
kind of an article Is primary unfair­
ness. or farmers need not apply. The 
Republican party Is lu favor of any 
reform that will reform the maimer 
of making all nominations. The plat­
form provides that the whole ques­
tion may be submitted In each coun­
ty (o the vote of the p»*ople, giving 
cadi locality the privilege of choos­
ing for Itself. It opposes forcing It on 
the whole state against the wishes of 
a large number of its residents. Is It 
ii*m Just as  fair to give the people of 
the farming districts home rule us it 
k  to give it  to the cities?

All of this goes to show that per­
fection has not been reached. Ex­
cellence Is demonstrating that there 
must be eareful deliberation nml wise 
counsel in the preparation of ji more 
extended law. and the present county 
measures must be radically changed. 
The Republican position is the wise 
one, With txperlence our teacher the 
legislature may lie depended upon to 
correct evils where evils exist and 
avoid glaring Injustice to the people 
who live totslde tin- farge cities of the 
state.

ROOSEVELT AND WARNER.

The Governor of Michigan Must be a 
Man Who Will 8upport the 

President,
It looka a little Incongruous to cou­

ple the name of Ferris and Roosevelt, 
as the leaders of the Democratic party 
in Michigan are doing. The former 
says that he will do what little be can 
to defeat the favorite of the Republi­
cans, he will vote for Parker, but he 
Is trying to get the support of these 
same Republicans to elect himself. 
Tills, iu the vernacular, Is called 
“working both ends against the mid­
dle.” but it does not often win when 
the "middle" Is apprised of what la go­
ing on.

The Democratic leaders are giving 
out that they are not making any at­
tempt to poll a large vote for Parker 
in this state, that they are giving 
RoosMvelt quasi-support, and for this 
reason they want Republicans to  vote 
for Ferris. Jn other words they want 
the Republicans of Michigan to pIhcc 
a man In the gubernatorial chair who 
is opposed to everything President 
Roosevelt stands for, and who, as the 
governor of Michigan, will use all the 
Influence that position gives him to 
emlmrasH the Republican national ad­
ministration.

The names of Ferris and Roosevcli 
cannot lie brought together with rea- 
aon. A man who votes for the form­
er should In all reason vote against 
the latter. No man can vote for For 
ris without doing injury to Roosevelt, 
because the president needs the moral 
support of the governors of all the 
stales who are In sympathy with his 
policies. A Ferris man cannot be a 
Roosevelt min. nor can a Roosevelt 
man be a Ferris man, In the seine of 
being a man who believes In certain 
political principles governing political 
action.
