Ho fa r 
as concerns the evo lu tion  o f  c iv ilize d  man, it  
m ig h t a lm ost be said th a t there bus beeu but 
one race In the w orld .

T he  most m omentous o f the  developments 
o f  the present w a r Is (ba t fo r the f irs t tim e  a w h ite  nation 
finds its e lf not on ly  checked in  its  onw ard  m arch by s 
n a tio n  o f ye llow  men b u t beaten by th a t na tio n  on land 
and sea. I t  Is too early  to say th a t th is  s itu a tio n  may not 
be reversed before the w a r is  ended, -but there are not 
la ck ing  signs th a t the races o f w h ich  the  Japanese are 
th e  forem ost exem plars have been wakened already to a 
sense o f th e ir  la ten t power. China and In d ia  have been 
s tir re d  by the floods o f the Japanese. N o t o n ly  the peoples 
o f  these g rea t countries  b u t  m nny others o f m ixed Mongol. 
H indoo  and M alay descent are w ondering  w h y  they, too, 
m ay no t adopt the arm s and im plem ents o f  Occidental 
d o t a t i o n  and deal w ith  the w h ite  races on an equal 
footin '*’.

Home o f  the  u ltim a te  poss ib ilities  o f th is  vast s t ir r in g  
o f  the ye llo w  races m ay be gathered fro m  the fa c t th a t 
o f  the 1.500,000.000 o r 1.000,000.000 people in  the w orld  
Asia  aione has 8U2.S84.000, o f w hom  more than  420,000.000 
a re  In the Chinese empire, 55.000.000 are  Japanese and 
Koreans. 204.3i;0.000 nre H indoos, 30.000,000 M aylaysians 
and 18,000,000 Indo-Chinese. T o  group a ll the  A s ia tic  peo­
ples by re lig ions, there are abou t 775,000.000 Ruddhlsts. 
C onfuclsns, Shlnto lnta and Mohammedans, as against about 
12,500,000 C hristiana.

T h a t these people, aroused to a sense o f  th e ir  ra c ia l and 
re lig ions  s o lid a r ity  and equipped w ith  the  to o l*  o f  W estern 
c iv iliz a tio n , m ay b ring  new prob lem s In to  existence in  the 
w o r ld ’s economy is clear. W il l  the  tw o  races liv e  side 
b y  side, v y in g  w ith  each ot.tvfr In advancem ent tow a rd  
h ighe r c iv iliz a tio n  or w ill one s tr iv e  to e x p lo it the  otheT? A 
co n tu ry  o r m ore mny elapse before the re su lt is know n, so 
fa rreach lng  m ay be the consequences o f  the  present great 
s trugg le .-—Chicago News.

Hhe was the 
C ity  o f  V icksb u rg  o f ( l i t  Anchor line, 
b u t was re b u ilt  some yours ago to 
c a rry  cotton to  tin* po rt o f F hs iu ie tte , 
be low  New Orleans. Hhe could a low  
five  thousand live  hundred bules on 
ber spurious deck, and w ith  her guurda 
s w is h  s lid  the cotton stacked high 
above her cab in  deck, was u spectacle 
once common, henceforth  to  he un ­
know n , on the r ive r. W hen the l» u ls l-  
ana Burchaso E xpos ition  ojmned shs 
w as p u t on us a th rough  boat from  
N ew  O rleans to  the fa ir , and thus 
opened a trade  w h ich  had been dead 
fo r  some years.

On a H a turday in  J u ly  she started 
N o rth  w ith  about fo r ty  passengers 
and a lo t o f  fre ig h t. Date Tuesday 
a fte rnoon  she was w ith in  th ir ty - f iv e  
m iles o f N atchez when, iu  backing  ou t 
fro m  a land ing , she s truck  a snag and 
kuocked a hole In the  stern. Hhe 
sw ung round w ith  both ends res ting  
on  the  bank In  a t it t le  eddy, b u t w ith  
seventy fee t o f  w a te r under he r oraid- 
ships, and began to  f il l.

The passengers w ere q u ic k ly  no ti­
fied, the  gang-p lunk w us ru n  ashore, 
and everybody w a lked o u t uud found 
a seat on the  gen tly  sloping, grussy 
levee, to w a tch  the spectacular dentil 
o f  the lust o f  tho  packets. The  crew 
h a s tily  b rough t the passengers’ bag* 
guge ashore, then b rough t the fu r ­
naces from  the  ga lley and n il the pro­
v is ions from  th e  pan try , and the tu- 
bles from  tho  suloou.

In  l iu l f  an hou r the  steam er broke In 
tw o  and sunk. Then ns durkuess set­
tle d  over the r iv e r  the  passengers on 
tin t levee began a p icn ic  supper, p re ­
pared by the d a rk y  cooks over the res­
cued furnaces. There  was no lack o f 
supplies; the evening was g lo rious ly  
cool and s t i l l .  A  m ore b e a u tifu l locu­
tio n  fo r  a p icn ic  could hu rd ly  have 
beeu selected. A s k if f  had been sent 
up to  Natchez fo r  help, and u n til an ­
o th e r steam er came to  get them  the  
g ir ls  o f  the  p a rty , grouped on the 
levee, sung tho  old songs, aud listened 
In tu rn  to Uio ro iis tn lm n ts  and tho  
cook-room da rk les  s ing ing—not the old 
p lan ta tio n  melodies, fo r  few  o f the 
r iv e r  hands know  theta, bu t the  mod­
ern  " ru g -tim e ”  songs w h ich  come 
Mouth to them  fro m  tha  vaudeville  
stage. ' ’U nder the Bam boo-Tree" s lid  
a ll th a  rest o f  them  mude the n ig h t 
m elodious, and a t last, when tha p ic ­
n ic  wus beginn ing to  pu ll, tha rescuing 
St ta m e r came sod took a ll on board fo r  
Natchez, whence they went on th e ir  
w ay by ra il to  th e ir  destination.
