MR. GRIFFEY TELLS SOME 
MORE ABOUT CALIFORNIA.

Tesiimonial for Mr. Redfern-

Badlands, Cal., Jan. 1(1,1901.
It is from Yuma, a town in the ex­

treme southwest of Arizona, that the 
traveler by the Southern route enters 
tbe Golden State, and from this point 
to Redlands, about 200 miles, settle­
ments are more frequent than In the 
stretch between New Orleans and Cali­
fornia. Ths towns are more preten­
tious, too, gradually increasing in 
beauty until the climax of natural 
and artificial charm seems here well 
reached.

It occurs that all that has been said 
of the beauties of Eden is here ex­
emplified. Verily bath the desert 
been made to blossom as tbe tobo, 
under tbe influence of bright skies all 
the year 'rouud, an equable tempera­
ture, fertile soil and water supply 
controlled from mountain streams 
and Introduced in proper quantity by 
human ingenuity. Here at this time 
are present all tbe conditions of the 
Lake Superior region's finest June 
day. Peas sown in October are ready 
for the harvest, while truck w&gous 
ladeu with all manner of fresh veget­
ables cell at the doors of the resi­
dents every morning. New potatoes, 
tomatoes, spinach, lettuce, strawber­
ries, etc., etc., all grown in the open, 
abound. Add to this the thousands 
of acres of citrus fruits -of which the 
orange leads -and you may contem­
plate the picture; not, of course, for­
getting the presence of a great variety 
of deciduous fruits aud ornamental 
trees and palms, of which tbe euca­
lyptus-useful for both ornament and 
fuel, from its rapid growth—and par­
ticularly profitable, as wood is here 
sold at 810 per cord of 128 cubic feet, 
and such wood would not bo consid­
ered worth the haudliog In a North­
ern Michigan yard.

This particular section is yet young 
as compared with many parts of the 
state. The Sun Bernardino valley, 
properly the upper end of the Santa 
Aua valley, Is surrounded by ranges 
of the Sun Beruardluo, Sun Gabriel, 
San Jaciuto and Box Spring moun­
tains and has an area of about 9 by 18 
miles. On one of the San Bernardino 
mountains is an outcrop of white 
quartz-perhaps half a mile In length 
—which In the distance has the ap­
pearance of a well defined arrow. 
Tradltlou hath It that an advance 
agent of the Mormon aggregation, 
observing this, accepted it as the hand 
of God, pointing tbe spot of his des­
tiny iu the valley, and here he ac­
cordingly pitched Lent* This was in 
1852, and later on the long-haired 
Fra brougbf Love-Lit Wlsdow to 
such scientific perfection that he was 
able to make two wives grow where 
only one had grown before; and to 
otherwise especially, If not legita- 
mutely,iucrease tbe population. How­
ever tbe truth of tbe tradition, the 
Mormons secured a foothold, with all 
the dogmas of their fslih established, 
of which polygamy was chief.

During tbe Mortnou war of 1867, or 
thereabouts, Brigham Young called 
the faithful to Utah, and It ts said 
only the polygamous])’ inclined res­
ponded. They wout uud never re- 
turued, leaving the remnant of decen­
cy behind. This contingent has been 
and is now sufficiently strong to main­
tain a church in Han Boruurdino, but 
eight miles distuut from Redlands. 
Members submit to the 10 per cent 
tithe of their gross earnings, and 
muke good citizens, and are said to 
live in hope that the day may come 
when Morruous will hold the balance 
of power iu the United Slates Senate; 
1, u., ten members, They now have 
six—Utah, Nuvudu and Iduho. Here

on the slope this thought is behind the 
Smoot investigation now progress­
ing before a Senate committee, and 
the coveted territory is said to be 
Wyoming, New Mexico and Arizona.

Hut a little more of Redlands: It 
was but seventeen years ago that the 
townsite of Redlands was platted. It 
is now a place of 8,000 people with a 
property valuation of more than $14,- 
000,000. It has twelve churches and 
not a saloon, scores of elegant homes 
that would prove an attrac'ion in thu 
best residence portions of Milwaukee ! 
or Chicago; the commercial interests j 
are represented by many well appoint­
ed stores and shops, banks, printing 
houses, etc. All this has been accom­
plished during the short period of mu- 
nlcipal existence from a beginning 
mainly of genius, courage and indus­
try challenging obstacles. To this 
condition may likely be accredited 
the high intellectuality, industry und 
virtue of Us people, whoso ethical 
standard is high above the average. 
After all it may not be well to accept 
tbls characterization at its face value, 
for tbe other evening the Wyatt thea­
ter—the great playhouse of tbe town— 
was filled to its doors with tbe elite to 
witness the musical comedy of the 
"Sliver Slipper," which is little else, 
as rendered here, than a mad Freueh 
dance, where gauzy female apparel is 
spun and fluttered somewhat abovo 
knee-high to the music of vaudeville 
song. But this may be the sole men­
ace to Redlands piety.

Alt conditions here are different 
from any of my acquaintance. Here 
they climb for water and dig for wood; 
both morning and evening twilights 
ure lengthened, and especially Is the 
eveuing twilight made beautiful by 
the many colored and momentarily 
changing tints thrown against the 
mountain side as the sun hides behind 
the peaks some time before its selling. 
It Is weirdly grand.

Among other things Redlands would 
prove good shooting ground for the 
anarchist who covets the blood and 
money of the millionaire, for there 
are thirty-one of these men of millions 
here—more lhau in all the empires of 
Germany, Frauce and Russla.crowned 
heads excepted.

Nature presents her paradox to a 
single glance of the eye, and even to 
the sense of smell, in the snow-capped 
mouuialn and belltrope in bloom at 
its base. Here tbe streets are sprinkl­
ed with oil Instead of water. Thu oil 
used coutaius much asphalt, and cor­
rectly mixed with saud a roadbed 
somewhat approaching the real as­
phalt pavement Is the result, This Is 
not the least uf the blessings of the 
region.

As to song birds, there are many, 
Done migratory—the mockingbird, 
robin, blue jay, linnet and la rk -  
while the place of thut feathered nuis- 
auce, tbe English sparrow, is sup­
plied by the blackbird. Turkey buz­
zards, scavengers of field and plain, 
•re here la large numbers.

Hut your available space will hard­
ly permit of auy adequate elaboration 
of the real beauty of the improved 
•actions of the valley. As I under­
stand it, there is little on tbe other 
side of this Imperfectly drawn picture 
to detract from it, and let me say that 
it is but a hasty zynopsls of what is 
suggested with a foot scarcely more 
than over the threshold of tbe state. 
As wu move from place to place, It 
may bn, with your consent, 1 will fur­
nish some further data of our trip,for 
it is the m-cscnt purpose to visit all

It Is from Yuma, a town in the ex­

treme southwest of Arizona. that the 
traveler by the Southern route enters 
the Ooldun State, and from this point 
to Redlands, about 200 miles, settle- 
menu are moro frequent than in the 
stretch between New Orleans and Cali­
fornia. Ths towns are moro preten­
tious, ton, gradually increasing in 
beauty until tbe climax of natural 
and artificial charm seems here well 
reached.

It occurs that all that has been said 
of the beauties of Eden is here ex­
emplified. Verily batb the desert 
been made to blossom as the rose, 
under tbe influence of bright skies all 
tbo year 'rouud, an equable tempera­
ture, fertile soil and water supply 
controlled from mountain streams 
and introduced in proper quantity by 
human ingenuity. Here at this time 
are present all tbe conditions of the 
Lake Superior region’s finest June 
day. Peas sown iu October are ready 
for the harvest, while truck wagous 
ladeu with all manner of fresh veget­
ables call at the doors of tho resi­
dents every mornlug. New potatoes, 
tomatoes, spinach, lettuce, straw'oer- 
ries, etc., etc., all grown in the open, 
abound. Add to this the thousands 
of acres of citrus fruits -of which the 
orange leads —and you may contem­
plate the picture; not, of course, for­
getting the presence of a great variety 
of deciduous fruits aud ornamental 
trees and palms, of which tbo euca­
lyptus-useful for both ornament and 
fuel, from its rapid growth-*and par­
ticularly profitable, as wood is here 
sold at 110 per cord of 128 cubic feet, 
and such wood wouid not be consid­
ered worth tho handling in a North­
ern Michigan yard.

This particular section Is yet young 
as compared with many parts of the 
state. The Sun Bernardino valley, 
properly the upper end of the Santa 
Ana valley, is t»urroundod by ranges 
of the Sun Bernardino, San Gabriel, 
Han Jocluto and Box Spring moun­
tains and has an area of about 9 by 18 
miles. On one of the San Bernardino 
mountains Is an outcrop of white 
quartz—perhaps half a mile in length 
—which in the distance bus the ap­
pearance of a well defined arrow. 
Traditlou hath it that an advance 
agent of the Mormon aggregation, 
observing this, accepted it as the hand 
of God, pointing the spot of his des- 
tiuy In the valley, and here ho ac­
cordingly pitched lent.

i. «*., Um inemtH i'N. They now have 
six Utah, Nevada und Idaho, Here

nil the »lo|H! tills thought is behind the 
Krnoot investigation now progress­
ing is-fore a Senate committee, und 
the coveted territory is said to be 
Wyoming, New Mexico ami Arizona.

But a little more of Redlands: it 
was but seventeen years ago that the 
lowusite of Redlands was platted. It 
is now a place of 8,000 people with a 
property valuation of more than fil4,- 
000,000. It has twelve churches and 
uot a saloon, scores of elegant homes 
that would prove an attrac'ion in the 
best residenee portions of Milwaukee 
or Chicago; thu commercial interests 
are represented by many well appoint­
ed stores and shops, banks, printing 
houses, etc. All this has been accom­
plished during the short period of mu­
nicipal existence from a beginning 
mainly of geoius, courage and indus­
try challenging obstacles. To this 
condition may likely be accredited 
the high intellectuality, Industry und 
virtue of its peoplo, whuso ethical 
standard is high above the average. 
After a)l it may not be well to accept 
this characterization at its face value, 
for the other evening the Wyatt thea­
ter—the great playhouse of the town— 
was filled to its doors with tbe elite to 
witness the musical comedy of the 
“Silver Slipper,” which is little else, 
as rendered here, than a mad French 
dance, where gauzy female apparel is 
spun and fluttered somewhat above 
knee-high to the music of vaudeville 
song. But this may be the sole men­
ace to Redlunds piety.

All conditions here are different 
from any of my acquaintance. Here 
they climb for water und dig for wood: 
both morning and evening twilights 
are lengthened, and especially Is the 
eveuing twilight made beautiful by 
the many colored and momentarily 
changing tints thrown against the 
mountain side us the sun hides behind 
the peaks some time before its setting. 
It Is weirdly grand.

Among other things Redlands would 
prove good shooting ground for the 
anarchist who covets the blood and 
money of the millionaire, for tbere 
are thirty-one of these men of millions 
here—more tbau in all the empires of 
Germany, Frauce and Russia,crowned 
heads excepted.

Nature presents her paradox to a 
single glance of the oye, and even to 
the sense of smell, in thu suow-capped 
mouutaln aud helitrope In bloom at 
its base. Here the streets are sprinkl­
ed with ol) instead of water. The oil 
usud coutalns much usphult, and cor­
rectly mixed with baud a roadbed 
somewhat approaching the real as­
phalt pavement is the result. This is 
not the least of tbe blessings of the 
region.

As to song birds, there are many, 
none migratory—the mockingbird, 
robin, blue jay, llunet and la rk -  
while the place of that feathered nuis­
ance, the English sparrow, is sup­
plied by the blackbird. Turkey buz- 
xards, scavengers of fluid and plain, 
are here io large numbers.

But your available space will hard­
ly permit of any adequate elaboration 
of the real beauty of the improved 
sections of the vatley. As I under­
stand It, there is little on tbo other 
side of this imperfectly drawn picture 
to detract from it, and let me say that 
it is hut a hasty synopsis of whut Is 
suggested with a foot scarcely more 
than over the threshold of thu state. 
As wo move from place to place, It 
may be, with your consent, I will fur­
nish soiiin further data of our trip,for 
it Is thu ju-esent purpose to visit all 
points of Interest In the state—at least 
outwucu Hail Diego uud Han Francis­
co.

VAGARIES OF SMELL

] •  House D y in g  O u t  A u tonu  ClvlUr.ed 
Men? -Hume o f  I t s  Um s ,

In the bpima of Bind! dying out 
among civilized men? Physiologist* 
tell us tlmt although au entire seg­
ment of the brain—viz., the olfactory 
lobe -is apportioned to the olfactory 
libera, wlint wo now leases* is probe* 
bly "the mere remnant of a once pow­
erful mechanism." In Ihe brute eren- 
tinn. says tho London KpecUttor, the 
*eii*e Is much keener, although among 
the lower aquatic animals It Is Indis­
criminately blended with that of taste 
aud in the toothed wholes Is nonexist­
ent.

On Hie other hand, dogs, espin'iitlly 
those Hint lmvn been trained to hum 
by scent, seem to depend upon Hmt 
faculty almost entirety, even to the 
exclusion nf their eyesight. O e n e rn lly  
speaking, sweet odors are more per­
sistent than their opposite, the nil- 
phurettiKl compounds In partleulnr 
eMiporallng rapidly on exposure to tho 
atmosphere, although the smell of de­
caying niiliual matter Is said (n en­
dure for days utter the eauae of It Uu* 
liccii removed. The olfactory sense, 
however, usually becomes blunted iu 
tluio when assailed continuously by 
any one odor; workmen in tho big per­
fumeries become cnsc-iumlcucd to the
fragrance of their surroundings nml 
"uosopain" Is fortunately moro dead­
ening in Hs effects than most forms of 
physical suffering.

Again, different smells do not mix; 
It Is said that If the two nostrils art 
fluffed with different substances, wt
tone!1 Jlrst one und then tho other, ni- 
tertiai'H>’- hut never a blending of the 
two l o g g e r .
'Among f»umnn Individuals tho sense 
,( piiicll, llkrt those of sight and hear­

ing, varies considerably, and certain 
person* seem to be quite unaffected by 
rerinln isbu's; Just a* oilier* aro "color 
blind" to certain colors, or "lono-dcuf1 
to the shrill rail «t a bat or the chirp­
ing of n cricket. It'ls true that wo may 
claim n superiority to the brute erea- 
Hon In the range of our susceptibility 
10 various odors, for Uio carnivore*
H.K’tn to bo quite luscnslblo to the 
ncotit of plants and flowers, while the 
herbivores pay little ntlciitlou to ani­
mat odors, except for tho purpose of 
detecting the approach of tuasatof. But

we are certainly inferior to them in 
acuteness, at all events we of the civil­
ized races, although there seems to bo 
no reason why this sense should not bo 
cultivated aud Hs efficiency re-enforeed 
by deliberate training.

This view Is supported by' the fact 
that men born deaf and dumb nml 
blind have been known to devplop their 
latent powers of smell to n pitch of 
perfection quite unintelligible to ordi­
nary mortals. We use spectacles to 
asRlst tho eyesight, ear-trumpet* and 
artificial ear-drums to correct deaf­
ness; why should not science supply 
us with some handy instrument that 
would stimulate the potency of efflu­
via? There are many ways In which 
such In addition to our physical (and 
mental) equipment might be useful, 
for tlie nose lots one cardinal advan­
tage over tho eyes in that It is quite 
independent of light.

There is another reason for which It 
might he worth our while to pay moro 
attention to this particular sense—for 
Its mnemonic stiggestlveness. The 
faculty of memory plays a rather 
queer purl iw connection with th a t  of 
smelling, although around It our men­
tal associations cluster most strongly. 
FoV It Is very doubtful whether any­
body can actually call up, or "repre­
sent," a particular odor, though there 
are eases of subjective hallucinations 
of scent among the Insane, and the rec­
ords of the Koelety of Psychical lte- 
search quote instances of what we 
might call the "ghost” of a smell.

U8E OF PIGEONS IN WAR.

J a p a n e s e  Have Ht-orcd a  Hutccss w ith  
T ra v e l in g  Lofts,

With nil army on the march the mo 
of pigeons as messengers has so far 
proved n failure, nil experiments to get 
these birds to return to a loft continu­
ally on the move having been void of 
success, says tho Pilgrim. Japan has, 
however, with the tenacity of purpose 
for which she Is famous, scored a suc­
cess with traveling lofts. Huch lofts 
are stocked with birds ns soon ns they 
are old enough to leave the nest, and 
the birds are kept confined within It 
until nsjttlrcd for use. Tho whole loft 
Is then transferred to the military 
base, or temisM'itry twist near tho scone 
of operations, and the birds, thou sev­
eral months old, are given their liberty 
for the tirst time. Not having flown to 
another locality, they quickly nettle 
down to their new surroundings, nnd 
in a few days are familiar with the 
country for miles around. livery op­
portunity In seized to gtvc them addi­
tional experience before being actually 
used fa the service, nnd to keep open 
communications with an advance col­
umn, or for scouting work, these trav­
eling lofts have proved invaluable. 
Khould, however, the base of opera­
tions be advanced, or n temporary post 
abandoned, the birds are a t once dis­
cards! und u new loft transferred to 
the altered survomulliigs.

Heouts, both mounted nnd on cycle, 
ouch carry from four to six birds In a 
bamboo cage, slung after the fashion 
of a knapsack nml thus reports are 
sent hack without the ncccsdly of 
their leaving their post of observation. 
For great distances two birds may be 
flown will) the same dispatch, but this 
Is seldom required, the usual custom 
being to repeal each message on sub­
sequent birds, so that tin.* Dual pigeon 
liberated would not only curry Its own, 
but also a copy of the messages sent 
by the birds tirst liberated, i t  must be 
understood Hint tbe flight of the pig­
eon would be seriously Impeded were 
It to be burdened with any great 
weight, nnd consequently dispatches 
are written on specially prepared sll|>f 
of rice paper. These, contrary to the 
general Impression, are not Hod round 
the birds’ neck, but arc rolled and 
placed In a celluloid holder, fastened 
by two clips to tlie bird’s leg, and are 
thus carried close under Ihe tall of 
the bird when It Is iu flight. The total 
weight of this carrier, which Is manu­
factured by a Belgium Arm, is under 
four grams.

SOLDIERS AT HOME.

THEY TELL SOME INTERESTING 
ANECDOTES OF THE WAR.

How th e  Boys o f  Doth A r m l e t  W btled  
Away L ife  In Cam p—F o r a g in g  E x ­
per iences ,  T ireso m e M a rc h e s—T h r i l ­
l in g  Beenes on  th e  Battlefield*

"An old diary." said a One Hundred 
and Twenty-fifth Illinois mun. "re 
minded me of that mysterious man on 
horseback a t  Kone-nnv. This is wlmi 
I recorded in my diary June lb. IkiH: 
‘Again ordered forward, but the John­
nie* have gone to higher ground. \Yc 
follow them up, ami at night we are 
hi the foot of a mountain, up the sides 
of which are skirmish pits, and near 
the top seems to he breastworks, with 
here and there embrasure* for nailer­
ies. We soon know that the batteries 
are In place all right, and nineteen of 
our eannoti open to reply to tlie rob* 
uu tbe top tvf tbe mountain. At tb» 
same time a furious thunder cloud 
comes up and Joins In tin* hurly-lmrli. 
and such a roaring, shaking. ntnl quak ­
ing as ensued i* seldom wittn-ss<>d.‘ 
That reads like It was written ul the 
front, under the conditions stated by 
a soldier present and a participant, 
l ie  was at the foot or Kencsaw. in 
Georgia. and belonged to ‘ ‘oloiicl Halt 
McCook's brigade, all light, but when 
lie made his record he did not know 
the name of the location.

"History later made the mime mem­
orable; incidents of a few days later 
fixed themselves on my memory, espe- 
einlly the charge of June *J7. INdl, on 
the dead angle of Kencsaw, by Colonel 
McCook's brigade. | belonged to com­
pany K, One Hundred and Twenty- 
iltdi Illinois. Our Colonel. Oscar )•’. 
Harmon, of Danville, ill., was killed 
ufter Colonel McCook fell while com­
manding aud lending tbe brigade In 
tin* second effort to rush tin* works. 
He was within the twenty-fool Ilm? 
of the enemy's works. My place was 
on the extreme left, and after wo had 
made the rush nml during the confu­
sion which ensued, some calling on us 
to go forward, others to fall lack. I 
lay down, uncertain just what to do. 
In the Interim I looked Just In Him* 
to see General Charles G. Ilarker fall 
from Ills horse.

was the right wing, which was lodger! 
on the outside of the works at a jMilnt 
alsMit twenty find from tin1 angle to 
tlie north. I could si*e the colors of 
one of the regiments planted in the 
loose earth at the foot of ihe works 
ami our m m  were lying flat oti Hm 
face of the breastworks In support of 
the colors.

"Just as that seem* was before me 
I had one side of my hat lorn out hy 
a rebel bullet. This volley gave us a 
ebanee to get the drop on tbe rebsuti I 
the tiring slacked. It seemed to me 
like pot bunting on the river below 
Danville when I was a boy. The tiring 
got so slack that I got up and lookel 
around. Kveryhody was gone except 
the dead ami woiimlt*d. The brush anil 
undergrowth screened me, and I 
MHilghlciicd myself up ami deliberate­
ly walked back to tin* rear until I 
runic lo tbe i Iflcpit* evacuated by the 
rebels some ways down the bill. As 
1 recall It now it seems to me that th * 
Johnnies must have Ihouglil that they 
had killed enough of us for one killing, 
for when we had pulled ourselves to­
gether Hie soldier lusHm-i resumed Hi* 
ascendant und officers nml men i *• 
formed and pushed up to tin* brow of 
the bill, where we I'ei'HlIcd within 
twenty-seven steps of Hu* rebels and 
miidc It iiImiiii the Imtesl place for the 
space of Hie front of Hie brigade lint 
the rebels held ni any ilino from Clmt 
temmgc to Atlanta, ami we kept it hot 
until tlu* rebels evueiiated tltelr posh 
lion July A ami fl. 1KU4. when \\e fol­
lowed them to tbe Cliuttabodi-hc 
river.” --Chicago Inter Ocean.

CuptivcH to a Hycutnnrt*,
After the second bailie of Corinth, 

where Hen. Oglesby was wounded, I 
went lulu the scouting u rn  lee. timid' 
lien, f*. M, Dodge, ami when laiwlec 
ami Hullliall were llelJng Forrest at 
Parker's Crossroads, I was with a do 
tiicliim^t of Ihe Fifteenth llllmds cav­
alry, under MnJ. Curmlclmel, nml our 
chief of smut*, Col, Bill Breeklnridge, 
trying to capture nml destroy For 
rest's terry bonis at ctifnm, Toun. 
We found so many Confederates there 
who objected to H we concluded not to 
erosN tlie Tennessee river; Imt we skit' 
lulshcd a good part of the day, across 
the river.

In the nflernouii the troops retired, 
leuving * few scouts to wuteii the Con 
federate*. Ws bud hid our horse* 
hack In llm timber. My partner nml i 
discovered, just below tbe ferry, u 
sycamore stump, probably eO feet high, 
leaning over the bank, and with a 
hole In the upper side, tieur the 
ground, large enough for u hiuuII man 
to crawl Into, divested of coat and ac 
eoulcrment*. Inside there wus room 
to spun*. Lying on (lie ground we 
stripped, then slipped In ami drew our 
eh>tlies, Including our coats, in with 
US. Tin* stump was large; there was 
room for us to crawl side by side Hit 
we could see out at tlx1 lop; and to 
help us, woodpeckers laid made numer 
on* holes, so that we could see In vurl 
ou« directions, up ami down Ihe river 
aud straight to the ground, while tin1 
end pointed straight to Ctlftoii.

We hud just gotten comfortably set 
tied In our nest when a Confederate 
command marched down and launched 
uuvuril of their dntbouta und started

over for a reconnaissance. It wai 
then too late for us to retreat ami ws 
concluded to hold the hole and see it 
out -or see out of It. They entile over, 
luu «r more. Some boats htinhsl un ­
der our snag. Of course, they left a 
guard at Hu* river, aiul our discom­
forts iben began. As if with malice 
and deliberate purpose Hmt sqiind 
built a fire right under ns and went to 
getting dinner! Smoke? It was fear­
ful! How these woodpcck-H' holes did 
draw! Ami we dared not snee/.e or 
rough! They heaped Insults on In­
juries- talked hard about the Yankee, 
called us cowardly pups, and even 
Hs**d profane language beentlsi- we had 
shot across the river Into house* ami
killed some of their brave comrades 
who were shooting out of windows and 
doors „t on cowardly whelps who stood 
behind lice* or lay flat on tin* ground, 
instead of comhlg out Iu (he open like 
men!

We Just lay still ami took It without 
saying a word back- but we made 
many mental reservations.

How good their bacon and corn 
•lodger smclhsl to a pair of hungry 
Yankees In a tree! How chill/ we 
gel. looking down on that fire ret feet 
below us. And how I did want to 
cough, sneeze, jaw, kick, turn over or 
move some way! Were Con Tolerate* 
ever before so long eating a dinner? 
W»* could have dropped a cartridge 
Into their tire. My partner. G. M. Cop- 
land, wanted lo do It. but I was fear­
ful they 'night decide to try to find 
out where in thunder it came from. 
Three bad hours they kept us then*, 
and we dared not move; to lie there 
perfectly quiet was no easy matter. 
Finally the scouting parly re tim ed, 
about sundown and all crossed the 
river, and we lost little time In gelling 
out of that hole. To our great sur­
prise. we found our horses where we 
hud left them, and soon we joined the 
command, three or four miles back on 
the bills. That night 1 spent In my 
saddle till two o'clock hi the morning. 
With Col. Breeklnridge I entered a 
village full of Confederates, stole a 
horse right out of camp und got away 
with him. - j .  | i .  Watson, HtowurF*

G iv in g  th e  C o u n te rs ign .
Abraham Miller, who served tlirougn 

the war as a member of Hie Fightli 
Ohio Volunteers, tells the following 
story: "After we had lw*en niustc-ed 
in at Alliance, Ohio, we were sent to 
Cleveland and became members of 
Camp Taylor. Major DcvilllcrH was 
our commanding officer, and lie also 
stationed the guards for picket duty, 
o f  course we were njl ns green ns the 
proverbial gourd. Among our number 
u a s  a Dutchman mimed Hans Frank- 
elstelu, Now, Hans was a Jolly good 
fellow ami he lieeuiuc a brave soldier, 
but lie had lo learn a good many 
things. The tirst night in ramp lie 
was chosen for guard duty. About 7 
o'clock be was taken In charge by 
Major Dcvilliers. who h*d him to tho 
place where lie was to stand guard. 
After giving him some Instructions the 
major said: ‘Now. Hans, the eoimtei- 
sign will be "Bunker Hill." When you 
hear some one approaching command 
them to Imlt and give tbe countersign. 
If  they don't or can’t give It do not let 
them pass.'

A group of administration officials 
wore discussing a rumor that a <*ertalu 
public man had recently refused to 
consider a portion In the Cabinet on 
account of the expense Involved, when 
one of those pn**eul was Induced to 
give Ids views ns to tin* m st of living 
as a government official hi Washing­
ton. This man has been through the 
mill of social official entertainer f(»r 
fcoven years. Is a loon observer ami 
< a it speak with am horil.v. He said:

"All this talk about people* refusing 
to accept positions iu the Cabinet nnd 
declining congressiomil nomination* 
on the plni that it cost* b*o much to 
live decently in Washington make* me 
tired. It Ik nonsense for Illtie-tOfilim 
of the pt'oplc to make a claim of this 
sort, for nine tenths of the officials iu 
Washington not only live within their 
ftulnry Income, but ncHmlly save mon­
ey. J know as a | n>*I(Ivo fact Hmt 
S»*erelary Wilson, Secretary llltchewk, 
nnd Attorney General Moody all savo 
u part of iheir $k,ihm» annual salary. 
And there Is no icukou why they 
shouldn't, and at the same time they 
all futtill their social obligation*. Sec­
retary Hay spends a good deal more 
limit ids government pay. and so did 
Mr. Root when he was in the Cabbie!
It Is likely that Secretary Tuft will do 
the same tiling when he gets into tin1 
Hoelwl swim.

"There U a very general misappre­
hension as to tin* cost of official enter­
taining In Washington, ,\ good, for­
mal dinner may be given here ns 
cheaply as at any plm-c in the coun­
try, and a good deal oJiohimv than In 
ninny big cities. Any Cabinet officer 
who spends $l,ouu a year In entertain­
ing does a good deal more than what 
Is actually required In this line. Kadi 
member of tin* Cabinet is supposed to 
give nt least one Cabinet dinner during 
tbe season, at which the President Is 
the guest of honor nml severs! others 
aro Invited. A dinner of this kind, 
•orved in tbe best style, may be given 
a t  a cost of Indween nml $.b"0.

"A public reception of the kind that 
(lie wlfo of a Cablnel officer Is sup- 
posed to give on New Year's day will 
Lot cost over ?UMi, Light refreshments 
will require mi outlay of $.70, do wars 
will take another fflo, and tin* same 
sum will provide fer all lie* incidental 
expenses. A Cabinet officer’s wife 
m ust have three or four more evening 
dresses than she would ordinarily buy 
in a season, and, of course, If she 1ms 
young daughter* nf home there l* 
•omc additional expense on their ue- 
count. Hut all told, n im>j-m>ii may )lw 
as nu official Iu Washington nml tlln- 
cliarge all his soda) and official obli­
gations almost as cheaply as lie could 
us u private citizen. It Is nonsense to 
Buy thfll a Cabinet officer cannot live 
decently on hU n year. Thera
are certain perquisites that go with 
tlie offica which help to cut down ex- 
ponses. Carriage* are furnished for 
himself ami family, he gets free trans­
portation, ami a lot of other favor* 
that lend to cut down the minimi ex­
pense account."—Brooklyn Kngle.

National Aid Coming Soon.
Colonel Browiow*. of Tennessee, the 

pioneer advocate of national aid to 
road improvement, has given to the 
pres* an interview lu which lio dis­
cusses the progress and prospects of 
the good rnnds movement. He says:

"The movement is making gigantic 
strides. Judging from the letters I re­
ceive, nearly everybody in the United 
Htntes wants the government to aid In 
Improving the roads. I know from tho 
comments of the press, uml the resolu­
tion!! ndoptwl by State legislatures and 
conventions In nil parts of the country, 
tlmt national aid is milking enormous 
headway among the people.

"In a recent communication from W. 
H. Moore, President of the National 
Hood Bonds Association, he says: 
‘Everywhere l go governors utul o(!l- 
cinls and the great mass of common 
people want the government to assist 
them In building roads- not as a ques­
tion of charity, but governmental 
duty.’

"I have n letter from Professor .1. II. 
Bruner, president of Illwassee Col­
lege, Tennessee, in which he says; 
‘Millions have gono for the Improve­
ment of harbors and rivers, and mil­
lions more will go for ennuis. But the 
gooii work should not stop (here. Good 
roads are needed to get tho products 
of tin* country to the railways, the 
rivers, the cities, tho outsldo world. 
Rural routes for the postal department 
need improvement. I am entering my 
eightieth year. No enterprise of equal 
importance to tills good romls move­
ment has come before the American 
people In my day. There is a blessing 
fu It for everybody, lu town ami coun­
try. But don’t you think. Colonel, that 
the proposal to spend such a large sutn 
along an entirely new line of national 
expenditure will prove startling when 
the jienple tnko a Kober second 
thought?'

"'4'hnt the proposition Is new In oue 
sense, I concede. The Idea of appro­
priating government funds to bo spent 
in the rural districts for tho direct 
benefit of the country people is de­
cidedly new, Heretofore, the principal 
relation which the farmers have sus­
tained toward the government Is that 
of taxpayers. But I think It is about 
time for that lo come to nn end, and, 
if I nm not mistaken,tho farmers are 
coming to the same conclusion.

"As to the size of tho appropriation, 
I want to any that I think it Is very 
small when compared with the sums 
wo nro appropriating for other pur­
poses. This Is a period of ‘profound 
pence; yet we are proposing to vote 
$77,000,000 for the army and $tMJ,000,noo 
for the navy to be expended In n sin­
gle year. My bill proposes un appro­
priation of only $24,000,000. to be spent 
In three years, or $8,000,000 a year, 
Just one-twelftb of what we propose 
to spend on our navy. Nobody was 
particularly startlod when we appro­
priated over $70,000,000 for river and 
harbor improvement. I don't think the 
tax-paying farmers will be very badly 
•cared nt an appropriation of $8,000,- 
000 to help them build good roads. Be­
sides, they know they will here to pay 
Juet as much tdx whether they got 
any of it back or not.

"You con say that, on the whole, I 
am well satisfied with the progress 
we have made, and that I firmly bo- 
lteve Federal co-operation with the 
s ta tes  lu building roads Is coming, und 
coming soon.”

The discovery lo which Dr. Halo a l ­
lude* proved conclusively that which 
had been suspected of Hen Wilkinson 
for several yours hclorc he was dis­
missed from tho American nruiy lu 
1815. lie was mixed up In a conspir­
acy to form a soulhwestera republic 
under tbe protection of Njmlii and 
Kpnln was regularly paying him a pen ­
sion or a subsidy wbllo he was hold­
ing a position of responsibility in the 
United Hlates army. It will Im remem­
bered (Inn Aaron Burr declared tliut 
Wilkinson was n party to tho succes­
sion scheme, but n eourt-nmrtlnl trial 
hold In 1811 did not regard iho proof 
as conclusive ntid Wilkinson was ac­
quitted, only to bo dismissed on anoth­
er ebarg* four yearn later.

ter* written In territorial days by ths 
late John J. Ingalls, the Journal not­
ed tha t  Ingalls spoiled the name of 
the territory "Kansas” nud the opin­
ion was expressed Mint lie had boon 
rending tbe historical works of F.d- 
ward Everett Hale, who followed that 
spelling.

Hood dnmesHe Hnrvire Is not only 
the healthiest occupation that a girl 
of humble parents can adopt, but It 
is tho best paid. Compare the posi­
tion of a girl who goes to n city of- 
flro or teashop every day and that of 
a maid In n suburban household, One 
gets possibly £1 to £ 5 shillings ft week 
and has to find herself in everything 
mul to defray the cost of getting to ! 
and from her business In addition.

According 
to n story told by H. K. Bluuding, 
United States Cmutulssloner, this In ­
dian phrase prevented (ho Interior Do* 
pertinent from giving h nuin 100 acres 
of lund.

Before iho opening of tlio Kiowa- 
Cumancho country to settlement the 
department sent representative* there 
lo ascertain Hie actual number of Ju- 
dlnns In order that provision might bo 
made for (heir allotments. Among tho 
Indian* they found Herman Lohinanu, 
a Herman«Anierleati who wn* rup­
tured whon n small boy by tho Co* 
ninncho Indians in Texas and has 
been with them ever since. Ho nmdu 
application for ah allotment und tho 
matter was taken under eon*iderntiou 
tiy tho official*.

In order that they might determine 
that no fraud was being perpetrated 
they required (bo tcNtlmony of Indians 
lo substniitlato the fact of Letiinnmi * 
capture and hi* abodo with thn tribe.

MAMMOTH8 AND MA8TODON8.

Contrary to Supposition They Woro 
Often Smaller than Jumbo.

The One specimen of tha  tusks and 
palate of an Impcriul mammoth has 
recently been acquired by the Ameri­
can Museum of Natural History, New 
York. The specimen was discovered 
In tho sands of western Texas, aud the 
tusks arc  little short of the largest 
yet described among either living or 
fossil members of tho elephant fam­
ily. So far as preserved, the tusk* 
measure ltt feet 0 Inches from the base 
to the tips, and there Is a t  least a 
foot broken away from the end, nmk- 
isg a totnl estimated length of 14 
fact 0 Inches.

The height of this mammoth must 
have been a t  lenst fourteen feet, or 
about two feet higher than that of 
tho fumoUM African elephant Jumbo, 
tho skeleton of which Is In the same 
museum. Very few mammoths reach- 
•d this size ond the majority were 
docldcdly smaller than Jumbo. Several 
more or less entire carcasses of mam 
moths lmvo been discovered In Si­
beria, and one was so well preserved 
that It has been stulTcd and mounted 
like a modem quadruped In the Im­
perial Museum a t  St. IVier-diurg. 
When the German Ocean was dry 
laud, and Great.
