If dinners ore some­
what more elaborate it Is rather In 
the mode of serving than in tile fussi­
ness of preparation. The dinner to­
day tempts to conversation, whereas 
the same meal a generation ago meant 
business, a loading up, an eating with 
little thought of the aesthetic side of 
tilings. Eat what is set before you 
was the maxim in vogue, nml in mauy 
cases it reqnlriHl scripture authority' 
to make one swallow tin* unwholesome
meal.

A  N o n -P a r t i ia n  M ove m en t.
The non-partisan character of the 

“good roads" movement him been em­
phasized in a most significant manner 
by the netion of its lending representa­
tives In CoiiffrcM. Whllu the move­
ment for national aid has many able 
supporter* In both houses, Hcprvseuta- 
fives Itrmvnlow and Kcimtor Latimer 
of Kouth Carolina have been Justly rec­
ognized ns Its pioneers and leading ad­
vocates. The former Is nn enthusiastic 
Jtcpuhlican and the hitter a rock- 
ribbed Democrat. Hut both are for 
good mads, first, last and aD the time, 
ami together they have done more 
to give the movement a nutlonnl status 
than any two other men In the United 
States,

To emphasize the fact that the good 
roads movement Is also non-sectional 
and Is favorable to the North os well 
u* the Kouth, Kenutor Gullluger of Now 
Hampshire and Itepresentutive Currie 
of the same State have also Introduced 
the Hrovvnlow-Lutimer bill.

Tim new bill provides for n bureau 
of hlghwuys, with three commission­
ers, one being n Republican, one a 
Democrat, and the third an army en­
gineer, all to be appointed by the Pres­
ident, and subject to the control of 
the Secretary of Agriculture. It also 
appropriates $24,000,000 to be used 
during the next three years in the 
Improvement of the roads throughout 
the United States. This money is to 
be divided among the Slates and Ter­
ritories on the basis of population. 
Half of the expense of building the 
roods is to he pnld by the government 
and the other half by the States or 
their civil subdivisions.

The demand for legislation of this 
kind comes equally from the North 
and the South. While It is recognized 
that the need for such a law Is greater 
in the South, there Is nevertheless 
urgent need for it in the North. While 
the latter section has made more prog­
ress in road building, only a good be­
ginning has been made even In the 
older commonwealths. That the de­
mo ml for national aid Is not limited 
to the loss weulthy sections is strong­
ly evidenced by the fact that the New 
York legislature bus adopted a reso­
lution demanding the passage of the 
Hrownlow bill. This action is the 
more significant when we consider the 
fact that the rural districts alone arc 
to be tbe direct beneficiaries of nation­
al aid, while a large majority of New 
York's people live In cities. If New 
York favors such legislation, bow 
much more should such Btates as 
Iowa, Arkansas and many other com­
monwealths wh<se population is al­
most wholly rural and agricultural.

PROPOSED GERMAN CANAL.

A d v a n ta g e s  o f  C o n n e c tin g  th e  l ih t n a  
a n d  th e  D a n u b e *

That the canal as n means of inland 
communication is by no means otaolete 
Is well demonstrated by the fuct that 
there is at present under discussion u 
project for u ship ennui from the Rhine 
to the Danube, which, If constructed, 
will prove the most important water 
way in Enrols*. The proiwsltluu In­
volves the dredging of the Neckar 
from Mannheim, where it flows into 
(he Rhine, to Hcilbrotiii, ami thence to 
Cnnnstutt or Kssingeii and Xcokarcms, 
so (hut ft would be navigable for 
stieuners and binges of considerable 
draught. The distance would lie 110 
miles, and tin* expense is estimated a t 
about fl<M/w,doo. I'unn Noekaretn* 
to tiie Danube, a disunion of 71 Yj 
miles, the Im*iIh of the Rems, Kocher 
and Hmnz, nil small streams, would 
he followed, and there would be re ­
quired a considerable amount of ex­
cavation und engineering work, such 
as lock construction, which is expect­
ed to cost about $2b,taKi,(M), Tluro 
would 1m* a certain amount of water 
power available from the various locks 
und ft idci'K of the canal.

Tiie commercial advantages follow­
ing the cnu*i met Ion of such a canal 
are readily apparent - It would bring 
the various Mate* of Germany ami 
olher parts of Europe into much cbmor 
relation, For example, Huvarin would 
he connected Hot only with the upper 
Rhine district, bill also with the 
1 ''each and Al*iicc-l*>miinc canal sys­
tem, while to (he cast it would gain 
access to Russia, Austria-Hungary and 
the Haikan I'cidnsuhi, Kouth Germany 
would he brought closer to East Kwjt- 
xctlmnJ ami Italy, wblJc Wnrlembtirg, 
which at present mruplos rather nn 
unfavorable position its regards com­
merce, would be put In tin* middle 
of an Important system of water ways, 
o f  a somewhat similar nature is n pro­
ject under discussion for connecting 
the Rhine and the Donnie*, hy the 
Multi, a proposition which is compli­
mentary rather limn antagonistic to 
the one just described. These schemes 
nre fairly comparable to the Improve­
ment of tiie Eric <'until in New York. 
— Harper's Weekly,

Close to tbe shore of Eastern river 
ill West Dresden, Me., there Is an ap­
ple tree which has few equals. It 
stands thirty feet high, measures ten 
feet uud three Inches around and 
spreads fifty feet. Its owner, Mr. 
Hutu, has gutbered In some years thir­
ty bushels of apples from this tree, 
which is said to be wore than uue 
hundred years old.

"You never could toll/* said the 
Colonel, "whin kind of n inun you wore 
picking up when a nuiu enlisted In the 
first year of the civil war. All sorts 
of men were eager to get Into the serv­
ice, and most of them were buiuhlo- 
tulnded. I remember that In one of 
the earlier regiments mustered In Ohio 
we found n college president, three 
lawyers mel four doctors among the 
privates, and hundreds of men who 
were reticent as to their previous 
standing in life, Much the saute con­
ditions prevailed, I know. In Indiana, 
Illinois, Mleliigan and Wisconsin. In 
that day the best of its did not believe 
that any muu was too good to carry n 
musket In defense of tile flag.

"Many of them who enlisted Incog- 
nlto were not found out for months 
or years. For example, when we were 
going through the (,'nrollun* In the last 
year of the war, Surgeon MeCuuley, of 
the Ninety-eighth Ohio, overtook nn 
Irish sergeant on his from the 
Held hospital to the front Artillery

ing to the same front where the lioys 
are lighting. I carried J&jncy back 
there to the hospital uiul strapped him 
to a dure while they took off his leg. 
It Is a sorry day for tlio poor lad. 
These Held hospitals are little more 
than Initcher shops—a dure for an op­
erating table. Had luck to the whole 
of them/ After trudging ulong quietly 
for n few moments Put said, explosive­
ly: i f  I were no better sawbones than 
the spalpeens baek yamler I would 
never take a scalpel In my hand ngatn/

"A change )n the beurlng of the man, 
a change in the tune of voice, led the 
doctor to suspect that Pat was some­
thing more than a straggler who had 
drifted back to the Held hospital sim­
ply to get a drop of the cruther. and 
he piled him with questions so skill­
fully that h<- soon learned that Pat 
was a graduate of Dublin Surgical Col­
lege and had practiced surgery. A 
few days Inter. Put, ut the suggestion 
of Kurgeou McCauley, was detuiled to 
assist In the Held hospltul. He proved 
to t*. when sober, on expert with saw 
and knife, and lu a few days made 
the quickest and neatest umputntlon 
recorded from Perryvllle to Benton- 
vllle, Later, he made a hip joint am­
putation. regarded at that time as very 
difficult, ami placed to Ills credit one 
of the noted operations of the wur.”

"I remember," said tlx* Major, "sev­
eral men with histories who enlisted 
In the first three months of the war to 
carry muskets. There were a full hun­
dred men in my company In the three 
months* service, but I didn't know the 
antecedents of more than twenty of 
them. All were well-appearing men, 
and a few seemed to me rollicking 
dare-devils looking for trouble or ad­
venture. I noticed In the first week's 
drill In the mud of camp one mun who 
was dlsrognrdful of Injury to u very 
fine pair of trousers, which ho wore 
every day. These would be crusted 
with mud half way to the knees some 
days, and je t the wearer was never 
disturbed.

“Every garment that he wore was 
of tine materlnl. and he started In 
every morning clean as to person and 
apparel. However, he trotted around 
with the most awkward of men, mak­
ing no remarks, until some visitors 
Identified him one day as the son of 
an old urmy officer who had run away 
from school and enlisted, For years I 
watched with Interest Ids steady pro­
motion In the regular army Another 
man puzzhsl mo not a little, lie was 
a fair-skinned. pink-chocked, slender 
young fellow, very rliolcv In Ills s|»encli 
and gracious lu manner. One day there 
was a scrap In the mmn and he han­
dled himself so well (hilt 1 asked: 
'Where did you learn to use your lists?' 
Taken off Ms guard, he said. 'At Eton, 
sir,' and In a few weeks I learned 
that lie was a young Englishman who, 
traveling lu tills country, had bolted 
Ids tutor and enlisted. He served a 
year and was sent home by the Brit­
ish Minister.

“In one of the surly drills I nntieed 
n man who seemed to regard the drill 
officer with smiling wonder, but who 
was stupidly or perversely awkward In 
executing commands. One day I or­
dered him to Hie front and said, good- 
humoredly. 'The awkward squad will 
give nn exhibition drill for the benefit 
of officers ami men/ Without morn 
ado 1 put him through the French 
fouuve drill, und, much to tho amaze­
ment of the men, b« executed every 
movement with marvelous dispatch 
and precision. I then put him through 
bis own manual, and lie did as well as 
In the zouave drill. He had been hav­
ing lots of fun, but the next day took 
up without protest the work of drill- 
ftuater for several companies.

“In a few dRys he complained of a 
'darned Dutchman' In one of the com­
panies, given, he thought, to deriding 
Ills methods. I sent for the quiet Ger­
man and asked him what he had to 
say for himself. He said at once: 
'That Frenchman Is not a man to drill 
others for practical work. He Is too 
much Inclined to frills and showy 
movements when you are not watch­
ing him, and he has no character what­
ever, but ! never meant to make uny 
complaint, because all this Is none of 
my business.' A few questions brought 
out the fuct that l bad In the company 
half a dozen men who had received 
military training In Europe, und most 
of them were serviceable lu a larger 
field later In the war."—Chicago Inter 
Ocean.

Civil War Losses*
O. W. Norton, In a letter to the Chi­

cago Post, says: Many of your read­
ers are Interested in the war between 
Ftusslu and Japan, and following the 
accounts of the buttles are appalled 
by the great losses reported In each 
of the nnnlcs. These losses seem enor­
mous, and the impression Is general 
that the world has not seen before 
such desperate lighting. Comparative­
ly few of your readers are old enough 
to remember the fighting In our own 
civil war, and fewer atilt have made 
any study of the statistics of our own 
tosses in battle. Modern weapons, es­
pecially the small arms with their 
small bullets, are much more merciful 
than those used In our great war, 
when the bullets were one Inch lontf 
and fifty-three onc-hundredths Inches 
In diameter, causing fearful wounds. 
The papers report that a very large 
pro(M>rUon of the men wounded on 
both sides of the present war have al­
ready recovered and returned to tb t 
ranks. The newspaper accounts of 
the greet slaughter in these battles 
are usually exaggerated and the fig­
ures greatly reduced by the official re- 
I torts.

Perhaps your readers would be In­
terested In some statistics of the civil 
war, comparing them with reports of 
battles In tho East. The following fig­
ures are taken from a book compiled 
by William F. Fox, entitled “Regi­
mental losses In the Civil War." This : 
book Is accepted ns authoritative, and 
by far the most reliable publication In 
the statistics presented. The figures 
tire not estimated losses, nor taken 
from the accounts of sepolal oorra- 
KjK>mlents In the field. They are com­
piled from the muster rolls am! official 
re|s>rts on file in the War Depart­
ment.

The following table gives the per­
centage of loss In several regiments 
In one battle to the number of men 
engaged In that battle, ranging from 
00 per cent to 82 per cent of the men 
who entered any one Imttle. In the 
table from which I copy these figures 
there are a large number of other 
regiment* In which tho losses exceed* 
cd half the number engaged, but this 
list Is long enough to show wiiat stuff 
our American soldiers were made of. 
The list Includes killed, wounded and 
missing. A small portion of those re­
ported missing were taken prisoners, 
but the greater part were roiK>ri«»d 
missing in battles where no prisoners 
were taken, and were so reported, be­
cause at the time the rcjiort was made 
It was not known absolutely whether 
they were dead or severely wounded 
and left on the field:

SEWER FARM OF PA8ADENA.

It Prove* to Be a Source of Consider­
able Profit.

The city of Pasadena, Cal., has a 
sewer farm which, according to the 
New York Tribune, promises to be a 
source of great profit to the city. It 
Is In the Kan Gabriel valley, n few 
miles north of Tx)s Angeles. It Is a 
ranch of duo acres. From It Inst year 
enough English walnuts were harvest­
ed to net the city treasury from $4,000 
to $5,IKS), to say nothing of the profit 
derived from many tons of alfalfa.

Pasadena did not go Into agricul­
ture as u business speculation, but as 
a public necessity. Far from the oceuu 
and surrounded by great bills and tow­
ering mountains, and with nothing 
more available ns a waterway in the 
neighborhood titan tho wash of the 
Arroyo Keeo, the question of disposing 
of tho flow from the city sewers was 
a vexing one. When, some fifteen 
years ago, it became evident to tho 
founders of Pasadena that there was 
growing up among the orange groves 
of the original colonists a city thut 
was becoming a home of the ultra- 
particular people from the East, they 
were wise enough to know that future 
prosperity and growtli would depend 
to a great degree upon the establish­
ment und maintenance of u perfect 
system of sewerage.

The pioneers of Pasadena were of a 
thrifty turn, so they purchased 1500 
acres of raw ranch land about six 
miles from tho city, and there, by 
mount) of a great outfall pipe, was 
conducted all of the flow from the 
itevvera and spread upon the land. 
Sixty acres of English walnuts were 
planted, and the water was hIno used 
to Irrigate large tracts of nlfulfu. The 
lutter is yet grown upon many acres 
of tho ranch, and not only supplies 
all the hay for tho horses of the city’s 
fire and street departments, but muuy 
tons are anuually sold a t good prices. 
The sixty acres of walnuts originally 
set out are just reaching the full bear­
ing age, and last year produced be­
tween 400 and 500 sacks, which were 
disposed of In the Eastern markets at 
about $10 each. So profitable has the 
culturo of walnuts proved that an­
other grove of thirty acres wns pluut- 
ed some time ago, and Is Just nuw 
coming Into bearing. When the old 
grove and the new grove have reuched 
maturity the city's Income from wal­
nuts will not fall fur short of $10,000 
a year. To this must lie added the 
value of the huy, which, If not grown, 
would have to be purchased.

The sewer farm Is almost a hobby 
with Mayor Weight, who Is of a very 
practical and utilitarian turn of mind. 
Fader his direction and that of Wil­
liam A. Helsa, a practical farinsr from 
the live stock districts of Iowa, the 
extensive raising of swine for the 
murket has been undertaken. The 
present herd of 100 head Is to he In­
creased to 300 und possibly 300, the 
number, In fact, to be limited only by 
the ability of the ranch to produce 
feed. Their staple provender Is corn 
and pumpkins, which grow luxuriantly 
under sewer Irrigation. It is believed 
by the present administration (but 
when tho herd of swine has reuched 
the proportions Indicated It will prove 
as remunerative to the city as wal­
nuts. The sewer farm Is also con­
venient as a retiring place for the 
horses of the fire ond street depart­
ments that have grown old In service 
and too slow for acUvc work.

NO CHILDREN A8 BEARERS.

Undertaker Protest* A gainst Youths 
Officiating at Puaorels.

"My patrons uauully find me very 
accommodating," said the undertaker, 
"but there Is one arrungoment they 
frequently make that I light against 
religiously. That Is the Impressment 
of children into service us pulibenrers. 
To my mind It 1* a reprchotisiblo prac­
tice. From the purely sentimental 
jtandpo lu  It probably looks pretty to 
•eo a littlo child carried to the grave 
by Its playmutes. Doctors und under­
takers, however, are seldom senti­
mentalists, and as they look nt the 
tiling from a strictly proftpslouul point 
of view they see harm in the custom 
rather tlmu beauty.

"It Is hurmfu! to the children. This 
thing of serving a* pullhenrcrs Is not 
n pleusant duty for nnylwdy not Inured 
,to tho business and naturally It Is par­
ticularly trying on the nerves of chil­
dren. Muny a time I liavo seen tho 
littlo lots shaking In their boots as 
It camo time for them to lift the coffin 
and on n few occasions I have s«ou 
ouo of them keel right over. Hy the 
friends thut sudden weakness was at­
tributed to grief, but It was nothing 
of tho kind. Probably the child did 
feel badly over the loss of Its com­
panion, but sorrow would never af­
flict It so sorely. It wns pure nervous­
ness that cuused the collapse. I have 
known an exceedingly sensitive child 
to bo all unstrung for weeks after such 
an ordeal.

“Fortunutcly, parents do not Insist 
upon tho practice so much us former­
ly, Even If they do incline to tho idea 
at first, I generally find It possible to 
talk them out of the notion unless the 
child has bocn precocious In such mat­
ters und has requested that certain 
little friend* act as pnllheurers, which 
sometimes happens. In that case I 
find all arguments unuvulilng and, 
much os I dislike tho cuaioAi* I am 
obliged to conduct a funeral with 
youthful pallbearers/*—Now York
Press.

WORTH HER WEIGHT IN GOLD.

Value of Young Woman of 100  Pounds 
Would Be 928,0  47.

“The weight of money Is very de­
ceptive," says an employe of the sub- 
treasury to a writer in the New York 
Moll and Express. “For instance, a 
young man came In here one day with 
a young woman. I was showing them 
through the departmeut, and happened 
to ask him jokingly If he thought the 
girl was worth her weight lu gold. 
He assured me that he certainly did 
think so, and after leuridug that her 
weight was 10(1 pounds we figured that 
she would be worth lu gold coin $28,- 
IVI7. The young muu was fond enough 
of her to think that was rather eheap.

“Another thing that deceives many 
people," he continued, “Is the weight 
of paper money. Now, how many $1 
bills do you think It would take to 
weigh as much as a $5 gold piece?"

Ou a guess Hie writer said fifty, and 
the clerk laughed.

“I have heard guesses on that," he 
said, "all the way from fifty to Wk), 
ami from men who have handled 
money for years. The find of Hie mat 
ter is that with n $5 gold piece on 
one scale you would have to put only 
six uni! otic-half hills lu the other to 
balance It."

The question afterward wns put to 
several friends of the writer ami 
cllelted answers ranging till the way 
from twenty to I,Out), the majority 
guessing from 200 to 500.

Taking the weights of gold coins 
and hills given at the subtreasury, it 
was figured Hint a $5 gold piece weighs 
.2161 of an ounce of avoirdupois. The 
employe of the treasury who handled 
the paper money said that too bills 
weigh four and a half ounces. That 
would make one bill weigh ,<G5 of an 
ounce, and between six and seven bill! 
would balance tin* gold piece.

On tho proposition of how much 
motley one can lift, figures were ob­
tained at the subtreasury, when* cer­
tain numbers of colas were placed 
lu bags and weighed as standards. 
For example, the standard amount for 
gold eolu Is $5,000, which weighs 
eighteen ami a half pounds. Five hun­
dred silver dollars weigh thirty-five 
and a half pounds, while $200 lu 
halves, or 400 coins, weigh eleven 
pound*.

Two hundred pounds of coin money 
of various kinds Is made up as fol­
lows: Silver dollars, $2,017; half dol­
lars. $3,U.T1; quarter dollars, $3,057; 
dimes, $3,015.KO; nickels, $!H7; pennies, 
$205.01.

Local people who have homesteads 
iu any portion of the state had better 
read the following carefully if they 
desire to avoid any trouble with the 
government over their claims. There 
are quite a number of people who have 
taken up land in the Northern Penin­
sula under the homestead laws, and 
who arc entirely unacquainted with 
fact that simply a residence on the 
land for a period of five years gives 
them a clear title to the land.

The homestead law contains one 
section which, though It has boea in 
existence for several years, remains 
practically unknown, even to the big 
majority yf those who take up govern­
ment lands and homesteads. This 
section requires that final proof of 
settlement and cultivation be made 
within three years afterthe expiration 
of five years from the date of entry, 
or, in other words, three years from 
the time when final proof may la* un­
der the law.

steader, is met with iiianifestuffous of 
greut surprise for up lo the time of 
service he has been in total ignuruncc 
of the existence of such a rule.

The doc* 
tors have done all in their power to 
relieve the child’s suffering, but it is 
very doubtful whether it will survive. 
The children were ordinarily very 
careful and bad never been known to 
attempt any mischief such as resulted 
in the injury in the youngest one. and 
tho mother had no hesitancy iu leav­
ing them alone for a fewjraomenla, as 
she hud often done before, while at­
tending to some work in another part 
of the house. The parents have been 
greatly grieved by the accident and 
they huvo the sympathy of the com­
munity in their affliction.
