P arts  o f  the  road ure 
smooth nnd hard. O the r po rtions  are 
so ft o r stony and steep. T he  size o f 
the load Is determ ined by  tho  poor 
places In tin* road, no t hy the  Arm, 
level tra c k * . T w o  horses m uy be 
able to  hau l a load w o rth  $50 over a 
smooth road, w h ile  th e  same team 
w ould s trugg le  t«  hunt $80 w o rth  over 
the w o rs t places. T h is  m ig h t no t 
make go much d ifference w ith  crops 
like  buy, g ra in  und potatoes, fo r  they 
can u su a lly  be held u n til the  road* 
are a t th e ir  best. The green produce 
cannot w a it. I t  m ust he honied when 
i t  is  ready o r be wasted. Thus, even 
though the  s tre tch  o f bad roads covers 
only 5 pe r cen t o f  the  to ta l distance, 
the fa rm e r m ust keep an e x tra  horse, 
leave p u r t  o f  Ids load behind o r  h ire 
some one to  help h im  o ve r the  bad 
places. Dozens o f  men w ith  team s find 
great p ro f it  do ing  the w o rk , sometimes 
earn ing  h a lf  a d o lla r  fo r  a fe w  hun ­
dred fe e t o f  huu ling . W e have know n 
fa rm ers to  r id icu le  the  fig u r< * given 
to show the  cost o f  bud roads. T h a t 
Is because they do no t rou llze  w lm t 
the good road w ou ld  save In  horse­
flesh, tim e  and breukuge.— R u ra l Now 
Yorker.

W ith o u t hav ing  ac tu a lly  Been them 
you cannot Im agine how d a rk  some 
Japanese coun try  v illages rem a in , even 
in  the h rlgo tes t and ho ttes t weather. 
In  the neighborhood o f T okyo  Itse lf 
there  are many v illages  u f th is  kind. 
A t a sho rt d istance fro m  such a settle- 
inen t you  see no houses; n o th in g  is 
v is ib le  hu t a dense grove o f  ever­
green tree*.

The  grove, w h ich  Is usua lly  com- 
jmfteu o f young cedars and bamhoos, 
serves to she lter the v illa g e  from  
storm s und also to supp ly  t im b e r fo r 
various purposes. Ho closely a re  tho 
tree* p lanted H in t there  Is no room to 
pass between the tru n k s  o f them ; they 
stand s tra ig h t as masts and m ingle 
th e ir  (‘rests so us to  fo rm  a ro o f t liu t 
excludes the sun. Each tha tched  cot­
tage occupies u c lea r *pnce lu  the 
p la n ta tio n , Hie trees fo rm in g  a fence 
abou t i t  double the he igh t o f  the 
b u ild in g . Under the trees I t  is  a lw ays 
tw ilig h t,  even a t h igh  noon, and the 
houses, m orn ing and evening, o re  h a lf 
In  shadow. W lm t uiukes the f ir s t  im ­
pression o f such a v illa g e  a lm os t d is­
q u ie tin g  is not the transpa ren t gloom, 
w h ich  has a ce rta in  w e ird  charm  o f 
its  ow n, hut the stillness.

There  may he f i f ty  o r a hundred 
dw e llings , bu t you seo nobody and 
hear no sound h u t the tw it te r  o f  In ­
v is ib le  birds, the occasional c ro w in g  
o f cocks nnd the s h r ill in g  oicadne. 
Even t in 1 cicadne find these groves too 
d im  nnd sing  fa in t ly .  Being sun lov ­
ers, they  p re fe r the trees outside the 
v illage . 1 fo rg o t to  say th a t you muy 
som etim es hour a v iew less s h u ttle — 
chaka-ton, e lm ka -tu n — h u t t l iu t  fa m il­
ia r  sound in  tho  g ren t green silence 
seems an elfish happening, T h e  rea­
son o f the  hush is  s im p ly  th a t tho 
people are not at hoi-'e, A ll the  adu lts  
have gone to  the  ne ighboring  fields, 
the women c a rry in g  th e ir  Imbfes on 
th e ir  backs, and m ost o f  the ch ild ren  
have gone to (ho non rest school, per­
haps no t less than  a m ile  a w u y ,— A t­
lan tic .

He m arked h i* 
sense o f a bad Jest by de lug ing  Hie 
pe rp e tra to r w ith  b o ilin g  soup and then 
ru n n in g  h im  th rough w ith  11 kn ife . 
H e  rebuked an unm annerly  envoy by 
sum m oning a carpenter and ordering 
h im  to n u ll the m an's hat on  h i*  head. 
There  were also wholesale orgies, a* 
u t  the punishm ent o f Novgorod, when 
he had a hundred persons roasted over 
a s low  fire  by a new and  Ingenious

A t 
Moscow the  czar had a d isappoint, 
m eal.

When W ife Should S upport Husband.

A
 W E S T E R N  statesm an has s tirre d  up a l i t t le  breeze 
by announcing  In most solemn term s th a t no woman 
should m a rry  u n t il she Is able to support a husband. 
T h is  has s ta rted  up  the  sociologists, and the discus­

sion Is g e ttin g  very w arm  In the neighborhood o f Chicago, 
w h ich  solemnized the event by the  recently unprecedented 
cond ition  th a t no s u it fo r  d ivo rce  was tiled on th a t day. 
A  lo t o f people are h av ing  fun  w ith  the au tho r o f the new 
ukase, and there are some Ira te  women who soem to th in k  
th a t ho Is a p ro tagon is t o f  ra re  suicide.

O f course, It w ould  be Im possible to take the gentleman 
e xac tly  a t h is  words, and he probab ly did not expect such 
to  be the ense. H e had a certa in  tru th  which he desired to 
Impress upon society and considered tha t l l  was best done 
by m aking  i t  In a s tr ik in g , not to  »n,v thea trica l, w ay. I f  
women never m arried  u n til they were able to support hus­
bands and ch ild ren  we should come to a sad s itua tion  in 
a sho rt tim e . B u t It Is s t i l l  true, nud th is  we assume lo  be 
the  c rux  o f the o rig in a l statem ent, th a t every woman ought 
to be able to support herself, and, I f  need be, those de­
pending on her. The s ta tem ent Is not qu ite  so dram atic  
as It seems, since most women now do th e ir  share In sup 
p o rtin g  the  fa m ily . I t  Is n very narrow  v iew  to take  of 
m arried  life , th a t the husband Is the sole wage-earner and 
provider, w h ile  the w ife  s im p ly  lo lls  back at her ease and 
partakes o f her husband's bounty.

A h a rule, w ives do ns much w ork  as th e ir  husbands, 
B k ind  o f w o rk  w h ich  con Id not be duplicated a t any price, 
and w h ich , i f  paid fo r  a t m arket rates fo r  labor, would 
reduce the  husband's income m a te ria lly . B u t aside front 
th is  the w ife  Is. in spite o f  her lack o f tra in ing , a better 
economizer than  her Im slm ud. She not on ly  saves the 
money, bu t she act-* ns the s tim u lus  which leads the hus­
band to  h ighe r endeavor. I t  w il l be noted th a t few  sue* 
cessful men are  bachelors. W ives, as a rule, do the ir 
share. I t  Is o n ly  u n fo rtu n a te  th a t when death or d isab il­
ity  enters the  fa m ily  c irc le  the  w ife  Is not a lw ays able to
take the position  o f b read-w inner a.... ...  to established
business methods.

T il ls  Ik a great fa u lt, not so great ns It used to  be, since 
there Is a cons tan tly  Increasing num ber o f young women 
who have become wage earners before en tering m atrim ony. 
Unless there Is abundan t menus lo  provide against any 
possible ron tigoney every g ir l  should he taught to do some­
th ing , so th a t i f  necessary she can earn a liv ing . Even 
those w ho th in k  they are safe have tui security against 
disaster.— rit lln d e lp lr ta  In q u ire r.

‘ W orld  B ow er," the tendency Is lik e ly  to spread; In the 
n a tte r  o f language England ntid the U n ited  States between 
thorn are perhaps destined lo  make E nglish compter the 
world.— London Chronicle.

The thousands o f people who rise fro m  every m eal w ith  
an appetite, and w ho w a lk  w ith  It, and sleep 
w ith  it, am i never get r id  o f  It, w il l  learn from  these 
adm onitions o f experience th a t they have the prom ise o f 
e igh ty  years o f th is  pleasant com panionship. T h a t hollow  
fee ling  w h ich  Is forced upon them  by circum stances over 
w h ich  they have no contro l Is a pertinac ious blessing th a t 
should be treasured Joy fu lly . T h e ir  necessary economy is 
good on other accounts, too. M r. H a rrison  w ou ld  no t even 
countenance a lig h t b reak fas t on h c igar, such as M r. 
H e k w ie k ’s fr iend  J ing le  took In d e fa u lt o f  o ther nu trim e n t. 
"T ouch  no t" are ills  w ords w ith  reference to tobacco.

Dr. B row n has another ru le  th a t fits  In w ell w ith  num ­
ber one and th a t reads, “ Re free fro m  financia l care.”  We 
know  o f no th ing  th a t w ould  conduce to th is  happy atate 
qu ite  so e ffective ly  as n d im in ish in g  d ie t. F irs t no lunch, 
then no breakfast, then no th ing  bu t an occasional glass o f 
w a te r and food fo r  thought.

S till another th in g  th a t the healthy and hearty  old men 
in s is t upon Is l i fe  In the open n ir. NVe should a ll w a lk  
tw o  hours da lly , and tha t Is som ething th a t everybody can 
do who has tho tim e. T im e, It Is true, Introduces some 
ra th e r puzzling considerations, bu t tho problem  Is much 
sim plified by abstention from  food. There  Is n ga in  o f the 
meal hours and no danger o f exerc is ing  on a fu l l  stomach.

As usual, the w isdom  o f such counsel leaves us about 
where we were. Most people who are  not sages recognize 
the tru ths  th a t the sages enunciate and then have tho  same 
old troubles w ith  th e ir  appllentlon. T h a t happy com prom ise 
called moderation is easy to preach, bu t the man w ho can 
so command tho w o rld  th a t he can a lw ays choose the 
happy means Is ns raro as the octogenarian.— Chicago 
H ccord-Ile rn ld .
