quated than those ut Islipcming. and 
it behooves the Neguunee business 
people to bestir themselves if their 
city Is to 1m* included in railroad ap­
propriations for new depots. No het- 
ter time for making the request is 
likely to he found, for u prosperous 
\ear. ho fur us Upper 1’enlusulu leaf* 
lie Is concerned, U already ussured. 
in fuel it may be stated that there Is 
more basis than a mere suspicion that 
the railway people will be found in a 
reasonably receptive mood this spring 
and that Negaunee could ut leusi se­
cure deliuitc promise of a new depot 
if gentle pressure were brought to 
bear.

Though Ishpcming became the junc­
tion point for freight transfer Nome 
lime since, there is Utile likelihood 
that the passenger transfer service at 
Neguunee will ever be disturbed. 
Geographical and other considera­
tions muku this the logical junction 
point, und supplementing lids is the 
fact that Ncgauuee's industrial future 
Is assured, not ouly for u long term 
of yrurs but in a maimer such as cau 
be presented by no other city in the 
district, if priority of request Is to 
be a dotenuinlug fuctor it will be 
found that Negaunee’s application 
heads the list, fti fact there is good 
reason to believe that the project 
would huve been consummated a few 
.veur* ugo had not a wave of business 
depression swept over the region soon 
after the matter had begun to receive 
serious consideration.

I u the mutter of sites, Negauneu's 
advantages ure decidedly superior, 
one site in particular presenting very 
fuvorubic conditions for a '-vo-stor.v 
station which would uccommodatnlbe 
traffic of the joiut roads without con­
fusion or danger. An elevator would 
solve the problem of handling bug- 
gage, mail and express, and ulJ In ull 
it would seem that the conditions 
could not well be improved upon.

But it is lather loo much to expect 
that ihu railroads would be lu hustc 
to take the initiative. Them is no 
dunger of their forcing a now depot 
upon us. If we get one It will be not 
ouly because we asked for It, but be- 
causn we were able to present some 
convincing arguments us we]]. It 
would seem, however, that the time 
for renewing application hus arrived. 
We ure fuvored with u progressive 
municipal administration ami these 
official*, together with the solid back- 
ing of the Neguunee Business Men's 
Association, ought lo be able to make

Tbe victim of tbe drug 
remained an idiot all tho rest of hti 
life. He sat and moved hls empty 
hands as though he woro sowing.

"Mercaptan produces a melancholy 
so great as to terminate nearly al­
ways In suicide. No government will 
permit tbe manufacture and sale of 
this poison.

"Dhatoora, niorcury methlde, mer­
captan and some twenty other poisons 
are neither made nor sold in any pub­
lic way. They are only experimented 
with. Buck poisons would be formid­
able weapons In unscrupulous hands. 
Driving their victims to suicide or to 
Insanity, they leave behind them 
nothing suspicious or untoward. The 
giver of these poisons Is secure from 
any fear of punishment

"Hence It Is no wonder, la It, that 
the learned men who know such poU 
sons keep their knowledge to them, 
selves? If dhatoora, for lnstanca, 
were obtainable, think how our opera 
singers, our painters, our dressmak­
ers and our money kings might fill tha 
lunatic asylums with their rivals."

The shepherds lead their flocks, which 
follow after ami nrouud. Tho flocks 
are ncc-omiiuulod by provision mules, 
and iiy large doge to gunrd against 
wolves. The merino siieep travel 400 
miles to the mountains, and the total 
time spent on the migration there and 
back Is fourteen weeks.

“ KING" WATT8' TURBULENTLIFE

Chiefs Conflicts with Cherokee Nation 
Over Claim to Lands,

Governor Watla, In relating tbe life 
of "King" Jeff Wutti, who died aomo 
time ago, according to a VJnltft (I. T.) 
Hpeclnl to the 8t. I»ula Republic, an Id 
that It would be n difficult thing to 
nscortnln wlmt woro the most turbu­
lent times in the life of tbe groat Cher- 
okeo Intruder. Tbe governor aalil:

"All of tho tlmna ho was fighting for 
hls rights in tho Chcrokeo Nation wero 
more or less turbulent There are two 
events which nearly resulted In an 
open conflict with tho Oberokoe sher­
iffs. The first was In 1609 or 1670, 
when Sheriff Albert Jobuaon of Ho- 
quoyah district, who was subsequently 
killed by Frank Morgan, underbook, 
under an order from tba tribal author­
ities, to evict Jeff Watts from the In­
dian Territory for trying to bold lands 
lu the Cherokee Nation after tbe au­
thorities hud docldod hls claim to Cher­
okee cltlzonshlp adversely and had 
classed him as sn Intruder. This samo 
right i f  tor Ills first assertion to hla 
claim bed boon contested.

"W stu was toon living in the vicin­
ity of Pawpaw in tha Ohorokes Nation, 
not far from Fort Smith, Ark., and tha 
aliorfff atartod with deputiea to evict 
him. At Cottonwood, J. T„ tha iharlff 
and his deputies mat Dr. Mooorokuul, 
who asked where they wero going. Ho 
was told of their Intentions and be 
warned them against It, He told the 
officers that Watts had been warned 
of their advance and liuvt he was pro- 
pared for them and would use all the 
means at ids command to resist than 
and that If tho attempt was made It 
would result In bloodshed.

"After parleying tho ehorlff and hls 
crowd returned anil reported to the 
tribal authorities. Things went along 
with moro or loss trouble after that. 
Lawsuits followed, but Watts Jivod in 
the midst of turmoil and strife, still 
assorted hls right lu the Cherokee 
country.

"The next open attack was In 1888, 
when the Cherokee end hls deputies 
were up in arms and were going to 
evict Watts If they had to resort to 
extremes. Tho tribal authorities had 
again derided that tho Intruder chief 
must lesvo, aud George Gunter, who 
waa then sheriff of Hequoyah district, 
with a force of deputies, was directed 
to remove Watt*.

But WatU had been warned of the 
sheriff's Intentions and lmd gathered 
about twenty-flvo friends and neigh­
bors, armed with all kinds of guns 
ftad fathered at Watts' place and

awaited the coming of the sheriff, who 
had about equal forces.

“They advanced vritJiln about sev-! 
enty-ttvc yards of Watt's home and 
called on Watts to surrender. Thft 
sheriff told Jeff of hls mission and hls 
intentions if he did not submit peace­
fully. Jeff listened, and when he fin­
ished he said to the sheriff:

••♦We hold this hind by rights; our 
claims have boon approval b.v the sec­
retary of the Interior, and we think 
we are rightfully In possession of these 
holdings and projHwe to iJmtd them 
until the end. Now. you go hark to 
the men who have sent you nml tell 
them we Intend staying here until our 
clulms are refused by higher powers, 
ami then, if we Dud we are holding 
them wrongfully, we will vueote.

SNAKE DANCS DANGEROUS.

Indian* with Nattier* In Their Hand* 
Are  Often Bitten.

Hie snake dance, participated In by 
the Moquis, an Indian tribe west of 
the Navajo reservation, I* perhaps the 
most dangerous ceremony still practic­
ed on American soil, says the Detroit 
News-Tribune, nml no edict has as yet 
been Issued against It. Usually the 
ceremony begins at sunrise with a foot­
race of the snake priests over a course 
lour miles long. Prior to the race hun­
dreds of rattlesnakes are corralled by 
the Maquis every season In preparation 
for tho dance. One of the priests 
stands at the end of the course during 
the race, holding a crook in Ills right 
hand, and In his left an earthen tray. 
As the runners pass him they touch 
the crook with the palm of one hand 
ami pass on to what Is known ns the 
klva.

There Is much silent smoking and 
mysterious passing backward and for­
ward between tbe priests and cele­
brants. Following comes tho cere­
mony of the washing of the snakes— 
the more venomous the better. During 
the afternoon tho snake chief brings 
Into the klva a large earthen vessel 
for bathing the snakes. Taking sonic 
common brown sand, the chief makes 
a mound near the fireplace, while the 
reptiles are placed hi n tray of meal 
taken from the nltnr.

All tbe participant* have meanwhile 
rubbed themselves with A n Iron oxide 
mixed with saliva. A rod feather pro­
trude* from tho heir ot each Individual 
and no word above a whisper Is spoken 
In the solemn conclave. Into the bowl 
Is poured a liquid and with much ado 
It is placed upon the mound. The offi­
cial ptpc-llghter then lights a pipe nnd 
hands It to the chief of the priests, who 
puffs a mouthful of smoke upon tha 
liquid. Filing by In a slow procession, 
each priest does the same. Then the 
meal is scattered on top of the liquid, 
over which n ceremonious Incantation 
Is performed.

With this everything Is in readiness 
for tho baptizing or washing of the 
snakes. Two rattlers are generally 
handed to each of the six priests, who 
ere ranged around the bowl. Then the 
other priests begin a slight movement, 
accompanied by a warning chorus of 
rattles from the roused reptiles. This 
is followed by a sort of humming of 
ull present, the priests holding the 
snal.es keeping time, using the snakes 
as batons.

The reptiles arc firmly held six or 
eight Inches from the head, while they 
colt their bodies around Die arms of 
their captors. The humming of the red 
men gniduully changes to a chant, 
from a chant to a wall, from a wall to 
a loud song, growing gradually louder 
and wilder, until tho singers burst 
forth into a pandemonium of shlcks.

BIx men wero bitten during the lust 
ceremony—one In the right cheek, and 
another on the right arm. Htrangely 
enough, nono of the bitten men suc­
cumbed, for, following tho ceremony, 
tho dancers doff their regnlla and drink 
amazing quantities of an antidote 
which tho tribeswomen have already 
prepared.

This Is a most dangerous festivity, 
and there is a movement on foot to 
have tho ban placed upon it, tho tim e 
as has boon done with tho Ponca sun 
dance, which was also a dungcrously 
fanatical ceremony,

Gradually It filtered down to 
us as "D'Oyley," more often "doyley," 
and Its peculiar signification remains, 
however, n napkin or linen cloth made 
beautiful by needlework.

XI14 Weather Is Bringing Thousands 
of Settlors.

The splendid yields of wheat, oats 
and barley produced by the farmers of 
Western Canada and the excellent 
prices received for the same, hate 
been the means of giving an Increased 
Interest throughout the United States. 
As a result the luqulriea made of the 
agents of the Canadian Government 
have nearly doubled over those of the 
same period last year. Railroad com­
panies are putting ou Increased car­
rying capacity to meet the demand 
made upon them for carrying passen­
gers and freight Everything points to 
a most prosperous year. There is room 
for hundreds of thousands additional 
tattlers, much new land having been 
opened up for settlement this year.

It is quite Interesting to look 
through the letters receive! from the 
Americans who have settled In West­
ern Canada during the past few years, 
and considering the large number, It 
is surprising how tew there are wh« 
have not succeeded. An extract from 
a letter written by Mr. Geo, W. Gris­
wold, of Red Deer, Alta., formerly 
of Greber, Mont., written on the 2d 
of January, Is os follow’s:

"I am located ono and one-half miles 
from a beautiful luke ten miles long, 
where there Is ohurcb, school, three 
stores, creamery and two postofflees. 
The due stock, both cattle (cows tod 
steers), horses, hoge and sheep are roll- 
Ing fat, grazing in pastures to-day, 
Just a little snow, hardly enough for 
good sleighing, as we Just bud a chi- 
nook which has melted the roads and 
laid bare the fluids and pasture. There 
are lino wheat, oats, barley and flax 
raised bpro, also winter wheat and 
timothy hay for export to British Co­
lumbia. This is a mixed farming and 
dairy country. This is the right time 
to get a fool hold in tho Canadian 
West, as it was aome years ago In Che 
United States. Wo are free from wind 
gumbo and alkali here and have flue, 
dear, soft well and spring water at 
a depth of from five to twenty-flve 
feet, and lots of open overflowing 
springs/*

Telegraphic advices from Medicine 
Hat say that seeding bus commenced 
at Medicine Hut, Lethbridge, and oth­
er poluts. At the former place the 
temperature modoruted gradually uutll 
ou the 10th the muxlmum wus 45 and 
the minimum 20. Thermometer read­
ings since then have been as follows: 
20th, 47 and 38; 2»at, 54 and 34: 22d, 
50 and 39; 23d, 48 and 40; 24th, 48 
and 20.

During the last few days in Feb­
ruary considerable ploughing was done 
near Lethbridge. P. A. Pulley, a re­
cent arrival from Montana, ploughed 
and harrowed fifteen acres and E. Lal- 
Iborty about the same amount Rev. 
Coulter White has also been harrow­
ing his farm. AU report the ground 
frost free and lu excellent condition, 
lirlckluylng 1ms also begun In town. 
At Ilnrtney, further east, ou the 25th 
of February, the auu was warm and 
bright, wheeled carriages were in use 
and the plowed tlelds look as If they 
are ready for the press drills. There 
Is every nppeuruuce that spring has 
arrived, but farmers do not wish to 
be deceived by appearances and conse­
quently have not commenced to use 
their bluostoue and seed wheat

In Norway the men employed on farms 
receive ouly from $40 to $80 a year and 
board.

le aving Sacramento we were rood 
at the foothills of the high Sierras 
and climbing by sinuous stretches, 
until an altitude of some 10,000 feet 
wus reached. At a height of about 
2,n00 feet wus a commanding view of 
the foothills, which was a landscape 
of marvelous beauty. The foothill 
section is all under a high state of 
cultivation und especially adapted to 
fruit growing, which has been going 
on for many years. The great peach, 
cherry, apple and apricot orchards 
were in full bloom which with a luxur­
iant growth of grass about a fool 
high, made up 1 scene of indescrib­
able beauty us the light* ami shadows 
of the bright afternoon sun were cast, 
{’eriaiuly nothing could be more su­
premely beautiful. Hut the section 
was likely at Its very best, for soon 
the blossoms will fall and the process­
es of maturity gradually tukefrom the 
picturesque scene Us conspicuous 
features. All along up the high hills 
wereeozily sitnaud villages—mainly 
supported as health resorts and the 
business of the railroad company. A 
point of special interest was the “gold 
diggings” of the early time, during 
the operation of which acres of sur­
face were stripped and worked for the 
precious metal. Hut all that is to he 
seen from the train was worked out 
years ago and abandoned. Some- 
whut above these the greot suowsheds 
which cover the track over the sum- 
mil for u distance of 42 miles shut out 
all view, during the passage of which 
the shudes of night were cast uud 
nothing more could be sc'*n until He- 
i)o was reached and here only such 
us was revealed by a strong electric* 
light system. The town was original­
ly lounded a* the base of supply for 
Nevada mining operations, hut with 
the gradual lullm-eof those interests 
the town has shrunk to one of little 
importance.

At present, however, it istaklug on 
new life, several line hotels and other 
buildings are in course of construc­
tion. This forward move is based upon 
the recent discovery of gold ut Touo- 
pali.

passed the Senate, and as it hud pre- 
\ iouslv (rone through the House, it in 
now in the governor’s hands awaiting 
executive approval. Not the slight­
est opposition was encountered in 
either house urn! there is no reason 
to expect any from the (jovernor, so 
that the measure will undoubtedly be­
come a law at an early date.

That It Is 
practicable to overcome this cause of 
trouble Is altlrmed by special students 
of psychology, but there Is an ntlme- 
Mou to some minds lit morbid melan­
choly and a dlspoHlllon to shun what­
ever U cheerful ami wholesome.

deadening or demoralizing effect upon 
any man worth having.

The remarkable religious revival In 
Wales and the awakening In London 
has turned attention sharply to simi­
lar possibilities In other parts of the 
world. The distinguished English edi­
tor, W. T. Stead, and the eminent 
American clergyman, Newell Dwight 
Hlllis, unite In the prediction that the 
movement Is to become world-wide. 
Certainly, the time is ripe. Mankind 
has been moving at u rapid pure. It 
is a hard, materialistic age. The rich 
have become more and more lavish 
and oppressive of the poor, and the 
poor have given themselves up very 
largely to the thought of how to keep 
up with the pi'cm-ckmIoii. It mlghl seem 
to the unthinking (hat this Is the 
hardest of conditions for religions en­
thusiasm to break In upon. Hut (bo 
truth Is that human nature swings, 
like the pendulum, from the extreme 
of idealism to that of materialism and 
from the materialism buck to idealism. 
Its altitude to-day Is no Indication that 
it will he the same to-morrow, \torld- 
wide nialeriallsm works Ils own cure. 
The whole thing eventually breaks 
down of its own weight. Men's ndmla 
become surfeited and susceptible to 
oilier and very different conslderaMons. 
It is then remembered and proclaimed 
that nmn does not live hy bread alone. 
We limy have so much of tne now 
and here as to sieken of it. end turn 
(o thought of Mie beyond for fest and 
inspiration.

At the meeting of the Religious F.du- 
rational Association In Hoston bishop 
Ltnvrcm-c made some excellent re­
marks oil tiie power ami value of 
wealth, other speakers had referred 
to the age as materialistic and lmd 
deplored the fact that It was devoted 
to commercialism. Without refuting 
anything that hud been said the bishop 
of Massachusetts spoke on the Import­
ance of money mid especially Its value 
In connection with spiritual and in­
tellectual matters. “Why Is it," said 
bishop Lawrence, "that we are some* 
times afraid of the enormous Increase 
of wealth? Increase of wealth Is one 
of the greatest opportunities of this 
country and we ought to glory In It 
and rejoice In It Just ns any man ought 
to rejoice In the Increase of his phy­
sical strength, piovldcd he has the 
mind and heart and the character to 
handle his physique.” The tone of 
bishop Lawrence Is the more remark­
able because It seems to bo the part 
of the clergy and of the college pro­
fessor in these days to decry wealth 
and the amount of attention given to 
the acquisition of It. Not that the 
clergy and the college professor do not 
want money, for they are always beg­
ging from men of wealth, but they 
berate the spirit that prompts the pur­
suit of It ami do not appreciate the 
fact that the business m.lii must give 
himself tinwearledly to the (requisition 
of a fortune exactly as the scholar 
must give his days ami nights to the 
pursuit of knowledge, bishop Lawrence 
placed the stress where It should be 
placed. He accented the necessity of 
spiritual and moral development along 
with acquisition of riches. He has no 
four for the Increase of muteriu! 
wealth either by the individual nmn 
or by the nation If along with It there 
is growth In nilml, heart and char­
acter. There Is an Insincerity !u con­
stantly begging for money und then 
formally denouncing those who make a 
business of earning It. bishop Law­
rence's position Is consistent "net to 
fear the Increase of wealth, but to fear 
the loss of the Inspiration of religion 
and of the Intelligence which ought to 
go with It."

Tho painter of this plcturo Is Jo­
hannes A. Oct'lcl, an artist priest 
whosg homo Is In a pretty suburb of 
Washington—Vlemni, Vu, Ills llgurc 
Is a familiar one ou Hie highways out­
side Washington, where he walks with 
a drill step, despite Ills clghty-oue 
years. His head Is erect, his eye keen 
and piercing, the whole bearing (hut 
of a man alive and alert in every cell 
of mind and body. The old man may 
also at times be seen propelling a tri­
cycle along Hie frozen country road, 
ms white locks floating behind him In 
the wlnlry breeze, appaivnUy enjoying 
tho ups mid downs of MTe as viewed 
from wheels In Virginia, o r perchance 
tho little Episcopal church of the 
neighborhood Is visited, and tho samo 
picturesque figure Is before you In cas­
sock and surplice, (he snow-crowned 

, bend u halo above the fervent coun- 
tananca, words of weight, wisdom and

eloquent* falling from hls lip** M 
other times, be can be found in hli 
spacious studio, where be still makes 
picture*.

Born eighty-one years ago In Nurem- 
burg, Bavaria, Father Oertel studied 
art under good masters and came to 
Mils country early In life to carry on 
hls work, locating in New York. Ho 
painted many notable pictures and in 
1807, Iu hls studio at Westerly, It. I., 
produced Hock of Ages. It was a 
small canvas, about 8x4 In dimensions. 
The idea was simple and direct, and 
It made an Immediate appeal to hu­
manity. The rich and the poor, the 
cultured and tho Ignorant, all could 
grasp thin touching expression of faith. 
The original painting wns sold, after 
having been exhibited In New York 
for two days, to Augustus Storrs, of 
Brooklyn, the price being $1,000. All 
who saw It desired It. The rich asked 
for copies from the artist's hand, and 
one of these duplicates now hangs In 
the gallery of art In Cincinnati. The 
poor begged for photographic repro­
ductions, and a fine photographic plate 
was made from the painting. Flints 
of this were sold for $5 each, and 
many hundreds went nbrond. A 
shrewd denier saw a large harvest In 
still wider circulation by less expen­
sive process. He begged for permis­
sion to make lithographic reproduc­
tions and promised rich returns In 
royalties. His request wns granted.

that artistic genius and business acu­
men rarely go hand In hand. 'The 
trusting artist did not properly protect 
hls rights, and tho unscrupulous denier 
discovered a means of evading the pay­
ment of royalties. Many thousands of 
reproductions were scattered broadcast 
throughout the Christian world, for 
tho home without lls copy of "The 
Hock of Ages" Is rare, and the denier 
amassed a fortune for himself, while 
the artist was the richer only by the 
proceeds of the copies that came from 
his own hand and by the first photo­
graphs.

Tho artist eventually took orders In 
the Episcopal ministry ami went Into 
missionary work In the mountains of 
North Carolina. Hero he pronehed and 
painted. Home years ago ho wont to 
Washington and built hls studio In the 
suburb of tbc cnpltul. Ho has a de­
voted home circle, who admire him 
ami hls works. All of tho latter have 
n Scriptural application. The lust one 
shows tho walk to Gctbscmaue of 
Christ and his disdples.

While hundreds of men are harvest­
ing the big crops of Oklahoma or the 
Dakota* a different sort of harvesting 
Is going on In southern China, where 
Wong Roy gathers In hls wheat Jack 
Smith, of Oklahoma, is a great land­
holder, with hls twelve or fifteen thou­
sand acres. Wong Foy, says a writer 
In Everybody’s Magazine, I* a great 
land magnate. He owns and farms four 
acres.

His envious neighbors hold compe­
tence of one acre or Imre pittance of 
an eighth of an acre; but Wong Foy 
Is lucky. His father before him was 
a frugal man, ns wns Ids father'* 
father, and lie himself Is an only son. 
He has even been able to afford a wife. 
Two "hands" work for him Iu these 
harvest days, at the panic wages of 
twenty cents a day. The men squat, 
Oriental fashion, at their work, chop­
ping down tho stalks with swift stabs 
of their little sickles. Mrs. Wong Toy 
and her eldest, a daughter, follow be­
hind, and tie up the sheaves with 
wisps of straw. Thetwo cherished men 
children, sole hope of heaven for Wong 
Poy, play through tho stubble and steal 
grains of wheat to chew, it is a mat­
ter for corporal punishment If they 
are caught in this, for In China every 
grain Is numbered.

When the wheat Ik all In, nnd has 
been henteu out ou the thrashing-floor* 
and stored in Mie well-guarded granary 
under Wong Foy's house, the family 
makes rojoh-lng. There Is a little mess 
of fish for the pot. A punk stick and 
a cup of rice brandy are offered up to 
tho gods of grain, and before them 
Wong Foy, hls hands tucked In h's 
sleeves, hows to the ground while I.e 
recites prayers.

In their harvesting China and the 
Dakotas have Mils, at least, In com­
mon, that when the crop is In every 
one makes holiday. While the Chinese 
1* making sacrifices to his gods, the 
American farm hand amuses himself 
with more materialistic pleasures. The 
holiday of harvest homo Is observed 
alike by the peasant of Tyrol and tho 
farmer of Kansas.

Foxes, wolves 
and man dcclmnto thorn. Thousands 
aro drowned In river*. Yet tho rest 
•trugglo on until they reach tho sen. 
They do not stop. They plunge In, 
awlm out nnd strugglo on, until at 
last their strength fall* and they 

.drown Not one ever returns from this 
Jouruoy of death.—London Answer*.

WOMEN A8 WORKER8.

Some Figures Given That, After Alb 
Are Not Dlacooraglng.

A statistician has gone to the trouble 
to ascertain that 55 per cent of all 
the divorced women, 32 per cent of 
the widowed and HI per cent of the 
single women are engaged In gainful 
pursuits, says the Cincinnati Knqulr- 
or. Only nlxvut d per ceut of the mar­
ried women are similarly situated. 
While the great body of married wo­
men are at home attending to the do­
mestic duties which are naturally set 
down for them, there Is some hope still 
that tho old order of things Is not 
going to be completely overthrown, 
The world will not be without homes. 
The figures Indicate that 1)4 per cent 
of the married men are suppprting 
their wives, though the women are, of 
course, doing their full share In main­
taining domestic establishments,which 
are bulwarks of morals and good otMer 
nnd which keep the race from djlng 
out.

On surface analysis It may aeem 
nonderful that !>4 per cent of the mar­
ried men find enough to do to supi>ort 
families when so many women are 
hi .men's occupations, but the earth 
is big and the ordinary attempt at 
comprehending (he things to be done 
nnd the number of people to do them 
Is puny lndetsl. In the long run there 
npponrs to be room for everybody— 
tho home woman, the "new" woman, 
the mannish woman, the bachelor wo­
man, etc., likewise the womanish man 
and the men who depend on the lalmr 
and shrewdness of their wives to keep 
them going.

The mixture of the sexes in the 
nctlve business affairs to-day would 
have scared writers ou political econ­
omy twenty-five years ago. It twm» 
plain enough, for example, that when 
a man on a salary gets work for his 
daughter In the same occupation at 
perhaps smaller compensation than he 
receives he is sapping the foundation 
of Ills own employment nnd prosper­
ity; that In the long run will bo sim­
ply dividing np his salary among the 
members of bis own family and driv­
ing other men out of employment.

Tho results of widespread changes 
of this sort look apparently to an en­
tire revolutionizing of society.

High Training Not Health.
After an exhaustive examination of 

(he case for and against aUileRe* Dr. 
Robert K. Coughlin of Brooklyn, N. Y„ 
conics to the following conelUHlans:

"The prime object in athletics Is Im­
provement of the general health. Kiich 
writer has said that health, liko happi­
ness, does not exist. Knch has n goal 
or limit which, while seemingly at­
tainable, eludes perfect possession. The 
body consists of a number of mdfhanl- 
Inins which have the closest mrl most 
exact relations, and as they approxi­
mate to harmony there Is hcal(.h, but 
when disordered there Is ill health. To 
obtain good health muscle-building li 
not a necessity.

"One can not Judge of a person's 
health by tlie size anil hardness of the 
muscles. We huve seen that tho con­
verse may bo true. To obtain health 
one must not be In a perfectly trained 
condition, owing to tho effect* of so- 
vere training on tho nervous eyetern. 
There is no evidence to prove that ath­
letics nnd muscle-building Improve tbo 
constitution. One should always keep 
In mind the fact that built-up or hy­
pertrophied muscle has a tendency to 
degenerate. Tho heart being a muscu­
lar organ shnres In this tendency,

"Although the evidence tor and 
against athletics is contradictory, the 
whole subject may be summed up by 
saying that athleiics are bfnefloia! 
when properly nnd Judiciously applied 
nnd highly Injurious when tho precau­
tion* above mentioned aro Ignored or 
carelessly regarded.”

RECITALS OF CAMP AND SAT* 
TLE INCIDENTS.

Survivors of tho Rebellion RoUto 
Many Amusing and Startlln# Inci­
dent# of Marchao, Camp Life, T o r t r  
Ing Experience* and Battla Sennas*

"Winter campaigning," said tha 
Major, "bad nn infinite variety of ups 
and downs in 1863. I was looking 
over a diary the other day, covering 
In the space of n hundred words each 
day of the year 1863, a fightttig year 
for most of our armies.

"The rcord began in a matter-of- 
fact way, rending in this wise: ‘Thurs­
day—Morning very cold. Aroused at 
8 o’clock; our brigade stumbling to 
the front to stand two hours on out­
post. Rebel lines and fires in plain 
view. Return to our bivouac; cook 
breakfast, and change position. At­
tack made on our center repulsed. 
Chase hogs between the lines, kill sev­
eral, and have a New Year’s dinner. 
At night build large fires and are 
comfortable, but cannot sleep because 
of continuous firing on the skirmish 
line.’

"Erldently something had been do­
ing. This record Is of the second day 
at Stone River, or the day nfter the 
bloody struggle of Dec. 31, 1862. This 
Is made clearer by the record of Fri­
day, Jan. 2: ‘Aroused at 5 o'clock and 
breakfast without Interruption. Re. 
lieved by two other regiments and re­
tire to the rear near the river. Build 
a line of breastworks while we rest. 
Bys don’t like the looks of things. 
About noon rr-enforced by NVgley's 
and other divisions. At 3 o’clock ter­
rific attack made by tho enemy la 
force. Our line at first crushed back, 
but re-enforced by Davis and Wood, 
hurls the rebels back, nnd we pursue 
nt a run. Battle continues until after 
dark, nnd we return to our bivouac 
In die rain, wet ami muddy.’

"That Is a reference by a partici­
pant to one of the most picturesque 
engagements of the war, to the turn­
ing point in the battle of Stone River. 
If the man who wrote the charge 
knew’ It, he didn’t care to give par­
ticulars. Coming to Saturday, he 
wrote: ’A rainy, disagreeable day. 
Lines quiet until night, when rebels 
make a sortie and are.repulsed. Night 
very disagreeable. Troops moving all 
night from left to right nnd boys 
grumble localise they can’t sleep. 
About 3 o'clock (he clouds break 
away, the moon shines, and we have 
a rainbow at night. Boys tliiutt it Is 
a sign the rehs are liekel.'

"The Important thing to these men 
lying on their arms was the weather, 
and they complained of the mdse made 
liy troops moving into position as men 
at home complain of n man on the 
street who whistle* or sings. How­
ever, on Sunday the rnlti censed and 
the sun (‘nine out on a shivering army. 
‘About noon discover that the rebels 
have abandoned their advanced lines 
and squads are scut out to bury the 
dead. Rebel dead eollei-lcd for burial, 
but 1’uhm dead lying v. here they 
were shot down. Find nine of our 
regiment dead at on- point. Find 
others severely wounded. Troops on 
the right find Murfreesboro evacu­
ated.’ There ought to have been a 
yell or n ehecr there, but there is no 
sign of any elation.

"Monday, we are told, was very 
plenaanr, but 'Black was found near 
the rebel breastworks, dead. I’ockets 
rifled; buttons cut from his coat, and 
bools pulled off. Our adviim-o moves 
beyond Murfreeslmro, passing through 
the town, which Is *lmp!v a hospital 
for the wounded of both armies.' 
Black was one of the color guards of 
our regiment, who. when the r dor- 
bearer was shot, caught up the flag 
nnd waved It almost In (be face* of 
the enemy. When Black was allot be­
tween the eyes the wounded color- 
bearer took the flag again and carried 
it through the fight. The writer says 
nothing of this. He does not color the 
picture, be-ause, lo say that Black 
was found was enough to recull the 
whole picture lo him.

"Tim record shows that 1 he4troops 
on Tuesday wen- silll burySqg tin- 
dead, and that on Wednesday the di­
vision (Palmer's) marched across the 
river, through Murfreesboro, and 
three mile* out on Hie MeMunnvIllo 
road, and then: 'Our regiment, with 
out supper, sent on picket, and boys 
In a stub* of mind. Meet ItoMeenins 
and sluff, and the General, us he ices 
(ho regimental (lag, says: "Hello! 
Thrse men were with me In West Vir­
ginia. I nm proud of jou boys, for 
what you did last week. I hope you 
are all feeling well."' They were. 
They forgot all nbout supper, and 
when, ns they *tood supperless that 
night and a brilliant nutuor flashed 
across the sky. they said 'Old Rosy' 
was sure to win.

"The next night, Thursday, Jan. 8, 
the men slept in tents for tho first 
time since leaving Nashville, Doc, 20. 
The next day tho division moved back 
a mllo to better camping ground. Fri­
day and Haturdny wore raid and tho 
little funnel-shaped stoves didn't work 
well. On thut day, however, tho hoys 
found tho wounded of their company 
comforlnbly housed. On Monday they 
marched buck t» Murfreesboro, nnd 
six miles on the Nolansvlllo pike 
ueross the Imttlcllcld of Doc. 31, pass­
ing hundreds of soldiers' graves aud 
hundred* of dead horses.

"Then cnine a week of severely 
cold weather, tho brigade moving, 
meantime, to a new ramp on Cripple 
Creek, six miles farther out on the 
McMuunvIllo road. Tho first night In 
the new camp tho men stool In Hue 
»f battle without fires, and It was

supposed we were there only for a 
day or two. But tents were pitched 
along the l!n» of battle and the regi­
ment remained there until the for­
ward movement In June, going through 
all the experiences of a winter cam­
paign, but returning after every sklr* 
mish, raid, or scout to camp, which 
came to seem like home.”—Chicago 
Inter Ocean.

Courage that Was Appreciated*
In the winter of 18(W Lee’s army 

was in camp along the Rapldan Elver. 
The Union forces under Meade occu* 
plod the country across the river. 
General Merritt was then a cavalry 
commander, and the cavalry were al­
ways busy making reconnalsances, 
although the severity of tho weather 
bad suspended other operations. Gen­
eral Merritt tells this story:

One morning In February my divi­
sion of cavalry started with Instruc­
tions to discover the extent of the 
enemy's force on tho ltapldan with­
out bringing on a general engagement, 
la due time we found ourselves face 
to face with the enemy, nnd the river 
between. A lively skirmish with small 
arms began, but the result was Insig­
nificant. The enemy declined to show 
force beyond what was necessary to 
engage with our Nkirmlsh line. The 
breastworks were long and formid­
able, but whether they were occupied 
by few or many soldiers our most In­
genious plans failed to discover.

It was llnnlly decided that the only 
way to make the enemy show his 
force was to try to cross the ford In 
our front. If this succeeded, tbo enemy 
was to be driven out of his works If 
possible; if not, he would drive us 
back across the ford, probably wltb 
severe loss to our troops. Reluctantly, 
under these conditions, the division 
was organized for the work.

Lending tho advance guard, which 
consisted of a squadron of ctvniry, 
was Captain Ash. His instructions 
contemplated that only his advance 
guard should cross. It was hoped that 
this maneuver would draw the enemy 
from behind the breastworks and 
cause him to display his force. Asb 
advanced with his squadron nmhl the 
fitillncs* of death. The skirmish firing 
was hushed, nnd the silence which 
prevailed showed that the enemy was 
intent on keeping us in ignorance of 
their numbers and determined to make 
us pay heavily for infonuatloo.

The nnxlety was Intense. We knew 
that when the enemy opened fire a t 
short range our loss would be great, 
nnd that the advance guard must be 
the first and grentrat sufferers. Ash, 
with his small command, moved on. 
The works In front, gloomy, silent, 
denuded, seemed deserted. The men 
started to cross the ford, nnd Ash 
pushed on ahead. He gained a point 
of vantage where, because of a turn 
In the river, he could see the Interior 
of the breastworks.

Just then the Confederates opened 
fire with a withering volley. Suddenly 
Ash commanded his squadron to re­
treat, while he, bending forward on 
his horse’s neck, rode nt a rapid gullop 
along the river bank parallel to tbo 
breastworks, followed, as he eatnc op­
posite each new part of the works, by 
volley after volley.

There sceimal no hope for him, and 
we waited in Intense anxiety. On ho 
kept, In spite of the storm of lead. 
Then, as he reached a point where Ills 
view of the Confederate Hues was still 
more extended, he raised his bat and 
waved It over his head. It was a sig­
nal of triumph.

To our amazement, the Confeder­
ates, moved by admiration, ceased fir­
ing. Instead, they mounted on their 
breastworks ns thick as they could 
stand, and throwing their hats Into 
the air cheered him again and again.

Ash reined up his horse, nnd turn­
ing toward (he Confederates raised his 
tint In n graceful salute. Then he rode 
leisurely Into our own lines, amid tbo 
cheers of both sides. He had accom­
plished the work without tho loss of 
a niHti, aud had for himself seen, and 
displayed io every one else, n full 
force of Infantry occupying the Con­
federate works.

Captain Ash said afterward thatho 
had not thought of the scheme of 
drawing out tho enemy's force until 
lie had reached the brink of the river 
and saw tin* gront number who occu- 
pled the works. To ga on mesnt cer­
tain death 1o many of his command; to 
retreat In tin* direct line of fire was 
cqunlly disastrous; nnd the Inspiration 
to do whut lie did suddenty seized 
him.

1 peed imt say that ns we cheer'd 
the hold rider our heurts went out to 
tlie generous foe who appreciated and 
chivalrously acknowledged u gullaut 
net.

One day during a temporary cessa- 
tlou of hostilities between the oppos- 
lug forces it tall, strapping Yankee rode 
Into the Confederate camp on a sorry- 
looking old horse lo effect u trade for 
some tobacco.

"Hullo, Yank!" hailed one of a num­
ber of Confetlernle soldiers lolling 
nbout on the grass in front of a tent, 
“that's a right smart horse yonall got 
there."

“Think so?" returned the Yank.
"Yes; what'll you tako for him?"
"Oh, 1 don’t know."
"Well, i’ll give you $7,000 for him," 

bantered the Confederate.

000.000 in February, 1900.

The exports of February, 1005, were 
$109,(MM),000, ngninst practically $110,- 
000.000In February. 1904. $125,000,000 
in February, 1003, $101,500,000 in Feb­
ruary, 1902. $113,000,000 la February, 
1901. and $119.000,000 j» February, 
RMS).

The exi-ê H nf exports over imports in 
February was In round terms $0,000,000, 
against practically $30,000,000 in Febru­
ary. 1904.

For the eight monlhs ending with Feb­
ruary. 1005, tie* imports were In round 
terms $729,000,000. against $054,000,000 
in the corresponding month of the pre­
ceding fiscal year, while the exports were 
$1,010,000,000, against practically $1.* 
048,000,000 in the corresponding months 
of the preceding year.

Tlie excess of exports over imports in 
the eight months ended with February 
was $281,000,000, against $393,500,000 in 
the corresponding months of tho preced­
ing fiscal year and $49l.500,no0 in the 
corresponding months of the fiscal year 
1901.

This reduction in exports, according to 
the Department of Commerce nnd Labor, 
is due chiefly to the falling off in the 
quantity of wheat exported nnd a reduc­
tion in tho price per pound of cotton ex­
ported. The wheat exports in February 
amounted to only $103,031, against $1.- 
203,043 ia February of last year, and the 
flour $2,575.14(1. against $5,811,841.

The exports of cotton in February 
fell nearly $11,000,000 in value below 
those of February of the preceding year.

For the eight months ended with Feb­
ruary exports of cotton show a falling 
off in value of over $28,000,000. compar­
ed with February, 1004, and breadstuff* 
show a falling off of nearly $52,000,000.

The large Increase in importations ap­
parently occurs chiefly in manufacturers’ 
materials and articles of food. The 
seven months ended with .Tauuury show 
an increase of $33,000,000 in imports of 
articles in a crude condition for use in 
manufacturing nnd of nlmut $30,000,000 
in articles of food. The increase in im­
portations of nuiuufucttirers* materials 
occurred chiefly in India rubber, nearlv 
$6,000,000; raw silk, $12,000,000, and 
about $8,000,000 in other articles used 
by manufacturers.

The increase in importations of food* 
stuff* occurred chiefly in coffee, nbout 
$17,000,000, uml sugar about $14,000,- 
000.

TWO SCORE KILLED.

Many Persons Meet Death in Brockton, 
Mass., Kx plosion and Uluzc*

Tho explosion of a holler in the shoe 
factory of R. B. Grover Sc Co. at Brock­
ton, Mass., wrecked the building and 
killed perhaps fifty person*. Many of 
the bodies taken from llu> ruins were so 
terribly mutilated uml burned as to make 
identification dilliciill, if not impossible. 
Upward of 200 persons were at work in 
the departments near the boiler room nt 
the time.

The boiler which exploded was (seated 
ou the ground the»r of on "L" which ex­
tended from the main building, la the 
three stories of the "L“ were work 
rooms. IVr*om living near heard a dull 
mar ami saw a cloud of smoke rising 
aud the “1." of the factory filling to the 
ground. Flume* burst from the ruins, 
spreading quickly to tin- main sinicime, 
which in a few minutes was a roaring 
furnace. Most of Ibe employes In tlie 
main part of ihe plant succeeded in ev 
capiug, although in tin* terrible panic 
which followed the explosion quite a
number were injured.

The firemen experienced the greatest 
difficulty In. battling with tlie il.imc* as 
the Grover factory was of an extremely 
iuilamuiiihle nature aud nearly all the 
tl's>rs were saturated with oil. Thu 
tinmen extended to the Duhlhurg block, 
n four-story wooden building on thn oppo­
site corner of the street, and to a number 
of wooden dwellings, half a dozen or 
more of which were destroyed. Tie* Dahl- 
burg block was also burned.

The heat of the lire was ho intense that 
the work of the firemen and poliee was 
earrii*d on under great dltlleufiie*. 'pons 
of wafer wen* poured on to Hie **L," 
but the fire from the main struciure be- 
enmu too hot for effective work, nnd the 
entire plant, with those who failed io 
escii|H‘, had to lie nhamloWHJ.

Meanwhile news of tin1 accident had 
readied Hie homes of Hu* operatives amt 
through the crowds already near the 
burning factory, men and women were 
struggling wildly toward lie* centor get 
news of relatives. Cries which sounded 
nbnvc the roar of the tl.imes were heard 
•I frantic women learned that there 
was llttlo hope for any one who was 
caught In the ell of thu building. When 
the flames reached Dahlhorg’s (dock even 
the firemen were obliged to retreat tent- 
pornrily.
