COLOR AND VALUE OF OPALS.

Gem* M ost Be B rig h t and  W lthottt 
S treak*  o r Bpot*.

Veins o f opals are u su a llly  m et w ith  
in  ao ft fo rm ations, w here  no th ing  
above ground Ind icates th e ir  presence. 
The  search fo r  them, the re fo re , o ften  
requ ires considerable tim e. B u t I t  Is 
n o t ex trem e ly  d iff ic u lt, fo r  opals are 
genera lly  found  near the  surface. In ­
deed, i t  was though t fo r  a Jong tim e  
th a t they wore not to  be found  as 
deep as tw e lve  fee t be low  the  surface. 
T h is  op in ion has, however, g iven  way 
In  the  lig h t o f  evidence, because opals 
o f  g rea t va lue  have been discovered s t  
a depth o f f i f ty  feet.

The value o f opals depends upon 
severa l considerations, o f  w h ich  tbs 
p r in c ip a l one Is the color. I t  Is Im ­
p o rta n t th a t they should be b r ig h t and 
no t present streaks o r  spots a lte rn a t­
in g  w ith  uncolored substance. Tbs 
m ost va luab le  are those w h ich  bars  
red fires o r  m ix tu res  o f  red and ye l­
low , blue and green. Opals o f  a s ingle 
t in t  are o f l i t t le  value, unless the t in t  
Is p a rtic u la r ly  s tr ik in g  and the  flgnrs 
b e a u tifu l. Indeed, one o f the essen­
t ia l qua litie s  o f the  opal is  the  a r ­
rangem ent o f  the figure, w h ich  sets o ff 
s tr ik in g ly  the  hue o f  the stone.

W hou the figure  Is qu ite  regu la r and 
d is tin c t It Is the more valuable , m uch 
less so when the  g ra ta  Is q u ite  sm all 
and Irregu la r. Bometlmes the color a [^  
pears as a single blaze o r  w k b  fig ­
ures regu la rly  spaced. I t  m ay then be 
o f  a fine ruby red, and Is much sought 
a fte r, b u t o ftenest the u n ifo rm  t in t  Is 
on ly  green o r reddish and has b u t l ib  
tie  b r illia n c y  to  speak o f.

The c u ttin g  Is very Im p o rta n t fo r  the 
opa l; thus a th ick  stone w i l l  be m uch 
leas b e a u tifu l than n th in  stone, w hich, 
on los ing  p a rt o f  Its volume, loses also 
the  figure. The foundation  t in t  con­
tr ib u te s  much to the beauty. I t  ought 
to  be transparent, s lig h t ly  m ilk y , and 
harm onize fu l ly  w ith  the d iffe re n t re­
flections o f  the opal, which, when i t  la 
re a lly  b e au tifu l, presents a va rie ty  o f 
hues In fin ite ly  pleasing to  the eye.— 
Jew elers’ C ltvu lu r.

T im e  a n d  Books.
