Gathered there are at least 
a hundred and fifty ladle* of the high­
est rank lu Japan, all silently and deft­
ly working. The room i* very large 
and 1* chilly, being heated by one stove 
only; but when n petition was present­
ed to one of the royal ladle* that more 
stove* should bn brought In. she rebuk­
ed the signer* for suggesting such a 
luxury when tho soldier* and sailors 
wore suffering hardships at the front. 
So they gladly resumed their work In 
the cold.

It is forbidden to talk, and tho work­
ers have but an hour'* rest at noon. 
No one waits upon them at tholr lunch- 
coni, and the greatest lady of the royal 
family pourS out her owu ten, and even 
washes her own cup and saucer.

WATER AND FOOD FOR H0R8E.

How to ju d g e  Proper A m ounts to  OIt# 
th e  A nim al.

In gcucral, a horse will drink from 
fifty pounds or less to sixty-five 
pounds per duy, though under tho In­
fluence of warm weather or bard work 
the amount tnuy range from eighty- 
five to 110 pounds or over. In some 
experiments In the British army It 
was found that when allowed to 
choose horses drank about one-fourth 
of their daily allowance lu tho morn­
ing and not fur from three-eighths at 
noon, aud about the same proportion 
at night, says the Massachusetts 
Ploughman.

Prof. Henry say* that boiled feed Is 
useful for colt*, brood marcs and stal­
lions If fed two or three times u week 
and that draft horses being prepared 
for sale or exhibition may be glveu 
cooked feed once a day. In his opin­
ion an excellent feed for horses Is 
made by boiling barley and oat* In a 
kettle with considerable water and 
pouring the muss over chuffed bay, al­
lowing the whole to stand until the 
hay Is well softened. Bran, roots ami 
a. small quantity of meal may be add­
ed also.

The horse not only requires less 
feed when Idle than when at work, 
but U actually Injured If tbc ration Is 
uot reduced on day* of idleness. Somo 
feeders of high standing reduco tho 
feed of their work horses on ttuudays 
and holiduys, In the belief that even 
one day's work of a working ration 
while the horse Is at rent Is Injurious.

It Is now tho belief of all who have 
thoroughly studied the subject that 
Idle horses aro fed too heavily as a 
rule. But no fixed ration can bo 
named, since the food requirements of 
Individual horses differ so widely. 
Closo observation will enable the feed­
er to adapt quuntlty to the needs of 
each mtimul.

Interesting calculations rather than 
experimentation huvo led to the eon- 
elusion tliut when trotting the horse 
does 4.5 times as much work ns when 
walking, .75 us much when galloping 
as when trotting, and 2.5 times as 
much when on full gallop than on s 
euntcr. The energy expended In do­
ing the several kinds of work bent’ tho 
foregoing relation to each other.

HO'lROR8 OF THE WAR.

T he Truth M ight Cause H u m an ity  to  
In tervene.

"To my sanguine and perhaps vis­
ionary mind," writes Stephen Bonsai, 
in the New York Herald, "it seems 
quite possible that were tho blood­
curdling Incidents of the great tragedy 
of the Lia<vTung depicted as they oc­
cur from day to day and from hour to 
hour by the vivid, dispassionate pen 
of an eye-witness, the fathers and 
mothers of those who are being used 
so recklessly ns ’cannon fodder’ would 
raise a wail which might be beard 
around tho world—which ought at 
least to find an who lu every human 
heart—which might arouse the world 
and cause shuddering humanity to in­
tervene and save tiie unbur d bodies 
of these gallant men from the cnrriou 
futo and stay the torture of the thou­
sands and thousands of wounded Rus­
sian soldiers who, mangled and torn 
by shot and shell, must suffer ampu­
tation and other surgical operations 
without the alleviation of anesthetics.

"Of course, in time this title of hor­
ror will be told, and another chapter 
added to the long Indictment which 
civilization brings against the sense­
less practices of war. There Is, It 
would seem, n divinity which defeats 
the secrecy, the reserve which war of­
fices adore, and hcn<>e we know that 
in one of those trenches, in (lie midst 
of tills useless slaughter, there stands, 
with a charmed life because of the 
indispensable menage lie bears, some 
young lieutenant of artillery who will 
yet relate to u shuddering world the 
story of Fort Arthur, ns Tolstoy re­
vealed the slmme hih! human degra­
dation suffered at Sebastopol. And 
perhaps In the noisome and unsanitary 
subterranean galleries lu wliieh the 
wounded are huddbd there is a sur­
geon who will survive to tell the story 
of this slmme in all Its shocking de­
tails, os truthfully as Smollett painted 
the story of the yellow fever camps 
at Cartagena, when so many loyal 
North Americans died In the service 
of the English King.

"Seeking for a parallel to the daily 
tragedy of Fort Arthur, the story of 
Sebastopol suggests itself, not only 
because it was hitherto tho greatest 
siege of modern history, nor yet be­
cause here again the IlussUuis were 
on tho defensive aud gave a notable 
exhibition of their prowess lu this line. 
Indeed, it Is not a farfetched conclu­
sion to say that the siege of Fort Ar­
thur is a direct cousequence of the 
siege of Sebnstopol, for had not the 
Crimean war, of which the siege of 
Sebastopol was the most striking in­
cident, resulted In the practical bot­
tling up of the Russians In the Black 
sea and in cutting them off from the 
expansion of their sea power lu this 
direction, they would not have ad­
vanced with such tremendous leaps 
and bounds across the continent of 
Asia or succeeded In constructing an­
other temple of wur upon tho promon­
tory of the Regent Sword peninsula, 
which juts out, if not into the sea of 
Japan, at least into waters which the 
Japanese deem it necessary for their 
very national existence that they 
should rule supreme."

They go to En­
gland, to Indlu, to Johannesburg, to 
Now York, to Chlengo, to Kpriugllehl 
and California; the <’iir follows the 
exile.

—though this Itself and alone would

above all, in the cause of education In 
the Houtheru Htates. Ills benevolence 
hud the stump of stutesmuuKhip. He 
was truly a builder of the nation.

CHEWED THROUGH BARBED WIRE

KmumpU o f Hie D eterm ination  and  
C'uuruge of Jwi>um-s» Hnldiors,

We were to jH-rfonu a famous feat 
In crawling on all fours for many 
meters, our ambition was not exactly 
to attract thu attention of the Rus­
sian* ami receive their applause from 
their quick-firer*. All sort* of fire­
work* seemed to help the work Of 
their searchlights. W# made slow' 
progress, always on all fours. We 
reached the sivoml netting of harhed 
wire, and this we hacked away with­
out very much iroublc. In front of 
its was the final fence. We had had 
a happy run of link so far.

All this distance 
was a surprise to us; it was covered 
with many things evincive of the skill 
and thoughtfulness of the Russian en- 
glfleers. it was about one hundred 
meters In length. The ground was 
sloping. It wux filled with pitfalls 
and mines Innumerable. For a sec­
ond those mines Hindu us forget ihc 
first line of wire fence toward which 
we were making ouv way. First of 
all. wo Imd to dispose of the mines.
We Imd reason to xuq... . that they
were electric mines, and. In fact, the 
Russian engineers, with all (heir 
thoughtfulness, did not always take 
the trouble to bury tin* cimdueiors. 
We discovered and cut ns many as 
four conductors, which wers Just 
about Hie *!/.«• of my thumb. They 
were wrapped in a rubber coating, and 
within the rubber coaling wy found 
ever twenty-four small wires, i rnp 
Vied no scissors about me. These ulue- 
Iris wires were a neat surprise to u*.

Tbe severe usage to which It hod 
been put dulled the edge of my axe 
almost as blunt as tbe edge of my 
palm. It could not cut the rubber- 
wrapped wires on soft earth. Time 
was pressing. We were In danger of 
being discovered before we could get 
at the first line of barbed-wire fence, 
which was the last goal of our efforts; 
moreover, we were somewhat Impa­
tient Bo all of us fell upon those 
electric wires, and with our teeth we 
bit them off. I feer we may have 
been somewhat excited. We did some 
damage to our teeth by this work. 
When a man tells you that ho did not 
know when his teeth wero being brok­
en, you would not believo him. Tliat 
nuin might be telling tbe truth, uuder 
some circumstances, however.

AMERICAN8 OVER THE LINE.

Canadian V iew  o f M igration  from  This 
Country to  N orth w est.

The exodus from the State of Min­
nesota to the Cnnudlnn northwest has 
become so gre ît as to be disturbing 
If not alarming, to the peoplo who 
remain behind. There Is no talk of 
“running out” the Canadian immigra­
tion agency In Minneapolis, but there 
has been assent'd the necessity of a 
rival propaganda to keep the Minne­
sotans at home. It is proposed also 
to drain 2,000,000 acres of swamp 
lands and sell them on stringent con­
ditions to actual settlement. These 
schemes, It is proclaimed, are but a 
beginning, for In some way “the tide 
of emigration that each year flows 
with Increased current over Canada's 
border" must be turned back.

On all this nluriu and activity Cana­
dians can well afford to look with com- 
pllasance. We have an Immense un­
developed area of good farming land, 
compared with which neither Minne­
sota nor Dakota has anything special­
ly attractive to offer. A quarter of 
a century ago they were receiving In 
great numbers settlers front the older 
parts of Canada. Now their families 
huvo grown up and are comiug back 
Into the Canadian northwest. Effort* 
to stay the progress of this move­
ment may retard It to some extent, 
but cannot bring it to an end.

The construction of the National 
Transcontinental railway will open 
np new regions quite us attractive as 
those already made accessible by ex­
isting railways. The great Irrigation 
projects of the Canadian Pacific Com­
pany will change the character of a 
large part of the orld tract near tho 
American border. Away beyond the 
farther district now uevoted to wheat 
culture lies tho Fence river coontry 
similar In character and equally avail­
able for agriculture. The Canadian 
northwest is sure to become a great 
country, and Minnesotans, In spite of 
counter attractions, will continuo 
working to make It so.—Toronto Globe.

This Is not so 
when Iron or other metals or coal Is 
dug from the earth. Far truer Is U 
that the peasant who digs potatoes 
don* far more for thu welfare of imui- 
kind than thu man who discover* a 
diamond.”

Jle 1* quite willing to wait until the 
medical sharps huve drawn their de­
ductions from tbo Mufferlugs of others. 
•Tioinalnc-polsouluff" Is very much 
like ni'poiidlcltli*—It la almost fashion­
able to have It But the ptomulm** 
eati imt be toyod with ns can appendi­
citis. They always ilium business, and 
there must lie n hurry cal) for the doc- 
ini', when they make their presiutce 
known. Like appendicitis, too, they 
tire ehiirginl with a great many things 
for which they ure not responsible, 
and they hnvo In the |Mi*t escaped 
i*la me tn ea*e* whom they deserved 
nil the taieur*.

Home queer Ideas are extant about 
ptomaine*, one of the most widely 
spread being that they aro created by 
die ••an* In which the majority of 
till* workaday world And* most of It* 
food. Hilt one of the sdcuMflc gctilic- 
meii In the agricultural deptirlmeni 
will tell you, nnd perhaps with a sq- 
perlor ,ilr and Nome condescension, 
that Hint I* Just where you are uioNt 
in error. In a very few minute* In 
inii convince you that the only safe 
food to e.it. na fur a* ptomaine* are 
iHUii-ci'iicd. U canned food. Itegurd 
nil oilier* with suspicion, tif course, 
Mometim’'H quite liy nceident, pto­
maines tin1 found In eanueil foods. 
Bill that is beenUHe they were In tile 
fond before it got lulu the ran. Any­
way. It is enay enough to avoid them 
If they are In the can, Cast your eye 
over the ends of the can. If they 
bulge, beware. If they sink In you 
are safe.
’ “But 1 thought canned goods were 

the niiilii cause of ptomaine-poison­
ing?" you suggest.

"Nonsense!’’ i* the roply. "No other 
form of final i* safer. The reason Is 
obvious, fanned good* are generally 
prepared from fresh material, used 
before there |* opportunity for deeom- 
position to reach the danger point, nnd 
•they are further freed from danger of 
badwrlal action by careful sterilisa­
tion."

Fwl-poisouluft may be caused In

various ways, the most common cause* 
being those of meat, sausage, flsli, 
milk and cheese poisoning, through 
bacterial actions producing ptomaines. 
These bnctertul change* usually take 
plnce in the flesh before it Is mired 
or cooked. During this time the bac­
teria. which n<t by attacking fhe nlf- 
togenous portions of the food and 
breaking It up Into other substances, 
some of which are poisonous, complete 
their work so thoroughly that even the 
heat of an oven or frying pan I* In­
sufficient to destroy their newly ac­
quired |x>l*onoiis qualities. These 
changes take place with great rapid­
ity nnd are almost Impossible to de­
tect III their first stage*. Later the 
decomposition Is accompanied by a 
characteristic taste or <slor. but tlm 
food may have become dangerous be* 
fore these telltale evidence* are no­
ticeable.

The rente|\ lies, said the professor, 
In stringent laws regulating the sale 
of any food product that Is ojw*n to 
suspicion—and especially in removing 
from every creature Hint has been sue- 
rlflced to the human appetite the In­
testinal tract, where these dangerous 
organism* are found In greatest abun­
dance. The passage of such laws, 
based on the work of the bacteriolog­
ical laboratories, lias already marvel­
ously reduced the number of reported 
cases of ptoiunine-poisoning.—Wash­
ington Post.

DEBT WIPED OUT BY PELEE.

E vidence o f  O bligations D estroyed —
Hurvivor* of E ruption Prosper.

Rising out of the ashes and pros­
pering beyond all thoughts of thc’p°M* 
slide at the time of ruin, is suld to 
In* the latest history of the people of 
the Island of Martinique. The histo­
rian is American Consul Aytne, on 
leave of absence from his |mst in Bra­
zil, says the Worcester Telegram, no 
was the only official Lulled State* 
representative (in the Island after the 
eruption of .Mont IVIee a few years 
ago, when the city of Ht. I'lerre war 
destroyed and nearly all Its inhabi­
tant* killed in an hour.

He stopped at the island on hi* way 
home and looked Into the conditions 
of Its people. Me was ntsonlshcd and 
he expre*K4*d his astonishment and at 
the same Mine explained how it was 
possible for the quick recovery to hnvo 
taken plnce. He says rhut at the lime 
of the eruption Ht. Pierre was the 
metropolis of the Island and practic­
ally all the wealth wus (•entered In the 
city. With the building* of the city 
there was wiped out ull the papers and 
evidence of Indebtedness on the Island, 
so that there was no evidence on 
which creditors or such of them a* 
outlived the disaster could collect a 
debt of uny kind.

All the people on the island outside 
of Ht. Pierre found that their debts 
had Im*cii wiped out by tin- terrors of 
the eruption, but the eruption did not 
destroy the large stores of specie and 
metallic wealth In the banks of the 
city and that fell Into tin* hands of 
the living luluihitanls of the Island 
nnd made them rich In hundreds of 
coses where they had been poor. 
Therefore, they wen* much better otT 
by means of the eruption and they 
have taken advantage of their oppor­
tunity to prosper nnd make the island 
bloom. Those who were killed by the 
volcano do not mis* the wealth they 
left. It wus better for the survivor* 
than a nutlonal bankruptcy law.

Deb* Wanted Hill to Join Union.
Despite James J. Hill’s belief that 

wages have been ralsM to a fictitious 
standard, there 1ms been only one 
strike on Ills railroad, the Great North­
ern, nnd this was settled to the satis­
faction of the strikers. An Interesting 
episode In connection with It Is told 
by Kugene V. Debs, who led the agita­
tion.

"President Jnmes J, Hill and 1 had 
shaken hands," said Mr. Dob*, in re­
lating the story, "and declared the 
Imtehet burled. He said lie was glad 
It was over, and assured me that he 
had no feeling or re«eutmeut. As we 
stood chatting In Ills office, he r»»« 
tnnrked: *By lint way, Debs, you’ll 
have to be my general manager, to­
night. for the men won’t go to work 
except on your order*.'

SOLDIERS’ STORIES.

ENTERTAINING REMINISCENCES 
OF THE WAR.

S ra p h lc  A ccount of S tir r ln s  Bcenet 
W itnessed on tfao B attlefield  nnd In 

Cnnip—Y otsm no o f th o  RebolUon Bo- 
c its  B xytrioncsn  o f  T h r illin g  R etire*

"The new artillery,’’ said tho Major, 
"i* n good deal like the old when It 
comes to u dally bombardment. Ther • 
wn* fiu nil-day urtlllery duel at Stone- 
IHver Doc. Ru, 1K02, but so far ns I 
know Hie liombardmeiit of our line* 
didn't Ncnre a single man In our di­
vision. The shells that tore through 
the tree to|s< and the sixty-pound can­
non ball* tliut came rolling toward 
our lines at regular Intervals cause I 
considerable excitement at lime*, but. 
ns one of the boy* put it, nobody had 
Ids feeling* hurt.

“Fairly In the morning when tin* 
rebel artillery opened on u* we 
thought It meant business. But tin* 
boys soon discovered that the shot 
und shell that reached u* came from 
very heavy guns tiring at long range. 
For example, tlm largest cannon ball* 
would strike tin* ground two or tlirco 
hundred yard* in front of u* and 
come rolling easily toward ti*. bound­
ing over logs, breaking through fence* 
and barking tree*. The hoy* thought 
the first one wn* u rabbit as It came 
rustling through the dry leaves.

"It did not hove a rapid forward 
movement, but had h revolving mo­
tion like a spinning top, and looked 
as harmless. The Inti! wn* m  large 
that the men could nut believe It came 
from a cannon, und were getting 
ready to stop It when It struck a rock 
ten feet In front of us. soared Into the 
air, cut a limit off a tree, and went 
crashing through the cedar* behind 
us. A dozen men who had made 
ready to stop the ball with their feet 
gave the next one a wide licrtli. al­
though It looked a* smooth and harm­
less a* Hie first-.

"The men soon Itecame engaged In 
warm diKcussioti a* to how tlx* rebel* 
came Into possession of so large a 
gun, and the third hall wn* almost 
upon us before we saw It. Three men 
were restrained with difficulty from 
giving the ball n kick a* it rolled 
through our line. In another division 
two men lost their leg*. <*nch under 
the fascination of tlm spinning ball, 
putting out a foot to slop It. In our 
own division we looked for tlx* sixty- 
pounder every twenty minute* and 
avoided an Issue.

"Most of the field gun projeetlle* 
tell short of u*. and the boys bad little 
use for the conical shells, anyhow. 
There was some fun In chasing an old- 
fashioned round cantiob hall and in 
speculating as to what would happen 
when It struck a tree, but there was 
small basis for speculation In the 
work of the cap shell. We were In 
line all that day, but not excited, as 
the men understood It was only a pre­
liminary bombardment, and that there 
were a* yet no Indications of when 
tlx* real lighting would begin. Like 
the U iihhIh u * and Japs over In .Man­
churia. they did not rgiird a lucre 
bombardment as a serlou* matter.

"During tite day the robs must have 
made some demonstration with Infan­
try. for a battery of Hodman gnus 
went into position near its and tired 
spitefully for half an hour. Our bri­
gade battery was of bronze guns and 
tlx* l toys were not used to the short, 
sharp bark of the Hodmans. Scarcely 
hud tlx* battery opened when three or 
four men who hud been asleep sat tip 
and swore, expressing the hope that 
fix* rebs would get every blanked 
Hodman In the army.

•The next day, however, when ev­
erything was going wrong and the 
enemy's guns were pouring shot and 
shell Into our depleted milks at short 
range there was a commotion In our 
rear, a sharp voice said. 'Lie eloae 
to the groitmi, men,' und the same bat­
tery of Hodmans hnrktNl out in spite­
ful fury behind us. the guns tiring 
over its. Then there win a cheer for 
every Imrk, and as other batteries 
came up and thirty or forty guna, 
brass, Hodman, and I'arrott sent 
hurtling shot and shell over ua Into 
the rebel ranks, we realized what a 
difference there was between artillery 
In a •bombardment’ and n mil tight.

"The Hodmans and other gun* of 
Hie same material were a trial to tlx* 
ears and nerves of men trained to tlx* 
roar of the fleld piece* In common 
use, but the swearing at (hem (hat 
day was lit the tone of a rider petting 
a high mettled horse. We hugged the 
ground close while tin* guns pounded 
Hie enemy, each man with tils nose 
close to Hie ground, feeling that at 
last the turn had come In the tide of 
battle, and Hint the furious advance 
of Bragg's army had been chocked." 
—-Chicago Inter Ocwun.

The Company 
D man was an exception, as wilt ap­
pear by the following: lie was honor­
ed out* morning by being placed in 
command of the *qtiad that wn* to 
sweep the company streets, and a.« 
they wen* to murch by rcgl
mental headquarters, he resolve I 
to show Colonel Fratx'ls A.
Ofiburu and his associates with whut

alacrity and tldelity they were about 
to enter upon their dutlea. So Just be­
fore reaching tho colonel’s tent be halt­
ed his squad nnd called them to at­
tention. He cautioned them to remem­
ber that they were soldiers: told them 
to “brace up," ns they were about to 
pass Iri review: gave tho order, “right 
shoulder shift," and then, In a loud 
voice, "forward march." As the Im­
posing procession neared the Colonel's 
headquarter* the command was given, 
“shoulder arms," nt which all the 
broom* were brought down with the 
regularity of clock work. By till* time 
It had become noised about that some­
thing unusual wa* going on. and men 
ran from all direction* to sec tlx* fan. 
Tile fleld nnd staff of Hie regiment 
stood In front of their tents, nnd quite 
a number of staff officer* from brigade 
and division headquarter* liuppeued to 
lie present. Just as nil were wonder­
ing what was coining next, the com­
mander of the broom brigade brought 
matter* to a climax by crying out at 
tlx* top of his voice, “double slow, 
murch!" and thin last order, amid 
scream* of laughter, wa* strictly obey­
ed.

A Postponed C hristm as Feast.
December. 18HR—the ulglit before 

Christmas (Hie time above nil orhera 
when our thoughts were of liomei— 
found the Seventh Ohio cavalry on out- 
post duty, closely observing the vet­
eran army of (iouernl Longstrcpt. then 
In upper oast Tennessee.

The Christmas feast was by no 
means ready for either the Confed­
erate or Colon troops in east Ten­
nessee. as ImtU armies were then liv­
ing off the country, which had long 
before been almost denuded of every 
edible thing suitable for man or beast. 
The veteran cavalrymen of our regi­
ment were sharing their exceedingly 
light rations with their horses—live 
nubbins of corn per day for each man 
and III* horse Mug the generous al­
lowance from our limited supplies.

Under this elreunifttmiee It was nec­
essary to postpone our Christmas din­
ner until the February following. By 
this time Ijongstrrct lmd retired from 
eastern Tennessee to rejoin General 
Lee’s army, preparatory to the cam­
paign In Virginia against General 
< limit.

In February we found ourselves re­
lieved from duty In eloae proximity 
to tlx* enemy, and in order to recupe­
rate mir men and horses, took station 
In Ttiokiilecchcc rove, at the bast* of 
the (ireat Smoky mountain*, south of 
KuoxvlUeand near tho North Carolina 
line. Here there was fairly good 
grazing for our horses nnd modern to 
foraging opportunities for the men. It 
was here, ami tn the month of Febru­
ary, that we lmd our Christmas dinner.

Homewlx-ro and somehow lit was 
not for me to know nor to n*k> our 
mess had smired n turkey—maybe a 
wild one which lmd been killed In try­
ing to Idte some of our hoys, and un­
der the skillful hands of Private Ham 
Wood, of Compuuy I. the most expert 
cook in Hu* regiment, this turkey was 
roasted over n tin* of live coals, which 
Kuin, with the utmost can*, had pre­
pared am! arranged.

Tlx* turkey was suspended from a 
rigging of poles ur the proper dis­
tance from the coals, and by the dex­
trous hands of Ham was kept gently 
turning around and around—that the 
roasting process might proceed prop­
erly. Out of tin* sky had dropp(*d a 
mess of sweet potatoes, with some 
pickled cabbage, much like sailer- 
kraut, which went to complete our 
Chrlstmus dinner, Our mess, com­
posed of the colonel, tlx* surgeon, and 
tlx* adjutant, sat clow* by to watch
pi.... . to "shoo away" self-lnvli-
hI guests who hud been uttructed to 
our campfire by the aroma of tlx* 
roosting turkey, and, lueldentiilly, to 
wipe our wuterlug mouth* ami fre­
quently ask Ham If he roubl not hurry 
matteis along a little faster, as we 
had our appetltei with us. It Ht*emed 
to us hungry eouls Hint never before 
did It take so long to  roast ii turkey.

A* we wen* nearing Hx> completion 
or the repast, a little rainstorm passed 
over, but soon the stm shorn* brightly, 
showing the tops of the monutiilfiM 
tipped with snow, We wery all In a 
frame of mind to enjoy till* beautiful 
hilt fleeting scene, when Ham. mil* 
cook, pointing to the snow-rapped 
mount ulus, said: “Gentlemen, there 
U Ice cream for dessert: help your­
selves."

As I look hack now through the 
vista of forty years, never before nor 
since did a Christmas dinner taste so 
good as tills one uf turkey, sweet po­
tatoes and snuer kraut, nit topped with 
lee cream from tlx* mountain*. The­
odore F. Allen, late Captain Till o. V. 
C., Brevet Colonel C. H. Vo|s.

ELEPHANT A GOOD DECOY.

Show* O rest In te llig en ce  In C aptaring  
III* W ild B roth er or Bitter.

The stool pigeon nml decoy duck are 
familiar to all sportsmen. Live birds 
such as parrots, crows, hawks, etc., 
will beguile tbeJr kind Into captivity 
and appear to enjoy the fun. But that 
animals of a certain amount of intelli­
gence should willingly betray their 
friends and become decoys seems to 
the casual observer an act of treach­
ery.

The most Intelligent animals for 
such work are the female elephants, 
which are used In India to enpturo the 
wild male elephants. Till* method Is 
not as much used In India ot present 
us the kcdduli work, but I* still re­
sorted to at times. The decoy ele­
phants carry colU or ropo Attached 
to Biclr neck* und arc ridden by their 
owners till near the scene of action. 
They tire lined either day or night, but 
night is preferred, for the wild ele­
phant Is Ichs suspicious then and Is 
easily found by Hie noise lie makes 
while feeding ami by the sound he 
itinhis by striking the roots of the 
gr»#s he is eating against his leg* to 
get tid of the earth. If discovered by 
dnj the decoy flips her rider nt some 
distance and then foods up to the wild 
one till he approaches to caress her. 
8hc then keeps him In tow while the 
tiooser* slip up and get the rope which 
is fastened to the decoy's ueck around 
the legs of the wild one.

Something of this kind Is (lone with 
the linlf-wlkl elephants of the king of 
Slam when they are driven up for the 
unmml Inspection nt Ayutlilu. One of 
the groat difficulties on the cattle 
ranches of the great West Is overcome 
by using a bullock as a decoy. The 
animals arc afraid to enter the train, 
and, unaided by the decoy, It Is im­
possible to compel them to do so. The 
animal? arc rounded up nml driven 
Into the siding by the ordinary man­
euvers known to the profession and 
then the decoy comes to the front. It 
lends each lot of cuttle into the smull 
"loading pen" next the truck which 
Is to be Ailed und, burtng taken ttxqn 
In, nucks out at the word of com­
mand, when down goes the slip rail 
and tlii lot arc drlvou on board. The 
decoy, "bobuey,” as he is called, Is as 
necessary ut a statlou us the statlou 
master.

WORTHY OF RUFU8 CHOATE.

Benutor Bucon's B esq iiip ed silty  N ever
E xcelled  in CongrcM lonal History*

To Senator Bacon, of Georgia, Is 
ascribed the credit of evolving the 
most marvelous senteuco ever emit­
ted lu debate In the Senate. It was 
when tho agricultural bill wus up. 
Bacon reeled this combination of 
words off when discussing the syrup 
question. It Is asserted that no man 
cun parse the sentence and that only 
Bacon could have emitted It without 
fulling by the wayside. Head:

"The tieuutor will probubiy remem­
ber that last year when this matter 
was before the Henute we had some 
little colloquy about It and I tried to 
explain to the Beimte that the purpose 
of this appropriation was to endeavor 
by experiment on tlic part of the 
government to determine upon a pro­
cess which, when generally used, 
would result In such u uniformity of 
production as would etiuble the article 
to become an article of general mer­
chandise, or, rather, generally market­
able, explaining, as I did, all the time, 
that while this syrup hud been made 
for a century all through that part 
of tho country, and successfully, It 
was made simply by farmers for tliMr 
own use and for a little local con­
sumption, so that almost us many dif­
ferent processus were used and as 
many different producers; that in con- 
scqueuco when an article of the kind 
was put upou the market nobody 
koew what that particular Article was 
without sampling It, und It wus the 
design of the department to establish 
a plant by which a regular standard 
procoss should bo luuuguruted and so 
generally become known throughout 

,Uie country that It would bs generally 
adopted und the product would bo of 
a uniform character."

The 
ease is made of ahtmimtffl, and eon- 
talus a secondary movement, controlled 
by it muster dock sltuutmj In the of- 
flee. The stylo of tho timepiece Is 
similar to Unit of uu Amerlcuii watch 
many limes enlarged. Knch side Is 
prodded with a dial, which has o sec­
ond hand, lu addition to the hour and 
minute hands. At night the dials are 
]lglih*d by two powerful searchlights 
of lifly candle power ouch, one on 
either shhi, and iheuu uru coulrnlled by 
n lime watcb, which turns on Hie 
lights iiL staled times, and also cuts 
tlx* lllnmlnaut* off.
