Argentina's constitution Is modeled 
on ours. American teachers have been 
called to tbe schools of the republic. 
Tho country considers Itself our rival 
In trade, and backed Us pretension* 
In 1000 by sending to London #1,300,* 
000 wortli of fresh beef, It exports 
wheat also.

Argentina has millions more sheep 
than we have and half ns many graz­
ing cattle. Its agricultural area Is 
230,000,000 ncres—more limn was 
taken up by our grain, cotton, tobacco 
and vegetable crops in ItKH)— blit only 
nlxmt 3 per ceut of this land Is under 
cultivation.

Immigration is Argentina's great 
need. The ]>osslbilitles mul promises 
of the land are tremendous. Thus rnr 
we have allowed Great Britain to dom­
inate Its trade. Germany has bouton 
our print-paper makers out of a busi­
ness amounting now to neurly $2,000,- 
000 a year.

In 1800 Argentina had 4,201 primary 
schools, with 427,31 i pupils, There 
are two national and three provincial
universities.

Argentina reaches Jnto Hie equa 
torinl hot belt on the north and 
through tlie temperate zone on the 
south, having thus wide ranges of 
temperature, Two-thirds of Its pooplo 
nearly are native. Italians to the uum 
her of almost fit JO,1000 lead the forelgu- 
crs.

In one of the Argentina status n 
graded tux on bachelors Is provide 
to drive men to matrimony. If, how­
ever, a man can prove that he hits 
been three times rejected ho Is exempt.

The house­
wife spends her morning in a more 
active way. As%xoon ns Hie breakfast 
table has been cleared she goes to tho 
larder, takes stock of tho provisions, 
arranges the meals and gives to tho 
cook the necessary materials with de­
tailed Instructions ns to how they are 
to be prepared. The rest of the morn­
ing she devotes to her other household 
duties.

Toward t o’clock dinner Is an­
nounced nnd Ivnnovltch prepares his 
appetite by swallowing at a gulp a 
wineglass of home-nindo bitters. Din­
ner Is the great event of the day. Food 
is abundant nnd of good quality, but 
mushrooms, onions and fat play rather 
too Important a part in the repast, nnd 
the whole Is prepared with Uttle at­
tention to the recognized principles of 
hygiene.

Dear Sir:
I take pleasure In dropping you a 

few lines to let you know how wo arc 
getting along up here nud how we like 
the place. We have been here close on 
to a year now and think the place Is 
fine. We have been out every day this 
winter working In the bush getting out 
logs for buildings, etc., gutting rails 
for fencing. We have not suffered 
with the cold ns much os we did In 
Chicago. My little boys are out every 
day with their sleighs having a good 
lime. The lowest the temperature hs’ 
been this winter Is .'Jl below and It Is 
very still, no wind.

We lind n splendid summer; we put 
up about 6<) tons of hny and will have 
about JO tons to sell; hay brings $M per 
ton now and will he higher In the 
spring. We have SO acres broke and 
ready for erop. We worked on the 
Can. Nor. tty. for awhile this summer 
and mu just ;i miles from the railroad 
and townsite, The steel Is all laid to 
within S miles of tint river and we 
often see the train bringing supplies for 
the bridge.

My wife's people are coming up 
about May. 1 wish you would write 
them and If there should he anyone 
coming lo Pi'lnco Albert that could do 
with a half a car let them know. The 
homesteads lire all takyti up within 12 
miles of us. I often think If this lund 
were only In the Hint** whnt a rush 
there would In*; It Is the richest land 
uiid the nnmt produciivu I ever saw, 
und the climate is OK.

1 know that people hack there that 
I write to do not believe me when 1 
write them what a splendid wilder we 
are having, they think *ve are nil fror.- 
en up. We have only about 8 Incbts 
of snow', and (iiere #r« cattle on the 
range that have not been rounded vp 
this wJntor. Day after day the ther­
mometer raises up to 60 and 00 and I 
don't believe we have had a day th'j 
winter Hint It has stayed nt xero. My 
wife says that we used to think tliot 
zero was cold Ih Chicago. Hut we don't 
mind It one bit. Christinas night we 
went nut and drove 6 miles w’lth our 
Ihruo little hoys; It w’us 20 below, and 
there was not u whimper from uny one 
of them; I'd hate to do It In old Chi­
cago.

Well, I guess I will dose, and you 
can tell anyone In the U. H. that they 
cannot do better than come to the 
Prince Albert District. I remain, yours 
truly.

$1,500,000. Its value depends upon tho 
use to which it cun be put when broken 
up, for It Is of the amorphous kind, 
known technically as a carbon.

Common clear glass, left exposed In 
certain desert regions of the earth, 
soon changes greatly In appearance 
and acquires color, sometimes rose 
purple and sometimes amethyst. This 
change has been attributed by some 
observers to alkaline soils, out others 
maintain that such changes occur 
where there Is no alkull, and that It 
must be due to the grnit activity of 
tbe actinic rays of the sun where the 
atmosphere Is very clear.

The chief of the I'nrls Laboratory in 
a popular lecture Is reported to have 
said: "When a man takes milk for 
breakfast preserved w*lih formic alde­
hyde, when he eats at luncheon a 
slice of ham kept good by borax, with 
spinach or French beans made green 
with sulphite of copper, and when he 
washes nil that down with half a 
bottle of wlno cleared with nn excess 
of plaster of pnris, and that for twenty 
years, bow’ Is it to be expected that 
such a man can have a stomach?"

Tho London Lancet finds that tbs 
chestnut Is tho most digestible nut, 
and can not only tnko the place of the 
potato, as in France, w here chestnuts, 
boiled ond inashed like potatoes, make 
a delicious dish, but In reality they ar« 
a more perfect form of food. Accord­
ing to tbe Lancet's analysis of tbe po­
tato and the chestnut, tho latter con­
tains less water, more proteld, more 
fat Mid starch, but less mineral matter 
than tho potato, and Is more digestible 
than the latter. Like the potato, also, 
its nutritive and dlgextlvo qualities 
ire greatest when baked or roasted.

To provide a great canal from the heart of the grain belt to the Gulf Is 
a project of David W. Blaine, of Kansas. He has evolved a scheme which, 
he Rays, will solve the rate situation with regard to the transfer of grain from 
Western fields to the seaports, and he is now touring the country to educate 
the people, and obtain the co-operation of Texas. Oklahoma and Kansas.

Mr. Blaine said: “If we had a canal to the Gulf, we could deliver our 
wheat to the southern seaboard for less than eight cents a bushel/'

The starting point of the canal would be Cheyenne Lake, an artificial 
reservoir now being excavated In Central Kansas, with a depth of fifty feet, 
fifteen miles long and six miles broad. This lake will be sustained by the 
flood waters and flow of Smoky Hill and Arkansas rivers, and will l»e the 
head of the waterway. As the canal passes through Kansas and Oklahoma 
to Texas, the waters of the Bed, Canadian and C-amnron rivers and numerous 
creeks and small streams will reinforce the original water supply.

“This,” said Mr. Blaine, “will furnish sufficient water to maintain the 
canal throughout the area, with the possible exception of two months, when 
the northern portion will be closed by freezing weather. Wlmt we are asking 
Texas to do is to carry out the plan of opening the Trinity River for naviga­
tion to Dallas and Fort Worth and extend this waterway seventy-five miles 
north to the Bed Itlver. Oklahoma and Kansas will build the rest of the 
canal, the head of which will be in the center of the wheat belt of Kansas. 
When this canal is completed and water transportation opened to the Gulf, 
a saving in freight rates on wheat raised In Kansas—as compared to the 
freight rates now prevailing—will be something like $15,oon.ooo for Kansas, 
half that amount for Oklahoma and many millions more on other farm prod­
ucts. While the cost of construction would probably he about fit 1,000,000, 
the amount saved In freight rates would pay hack the money invested/’

But these dif- 
ll<-ulth*H have been removed long ago, 
for a flourishing trade turn been car­
ried on with tin* Flowery Kingdom by 
the English for many year-.

iu order to make themselves under­
stood, (lie English merchants have 
adopted a jargon known as pidgin 
English, which is readily understood 
by all <'liinitineii who have occasion 
to do business with tin* Britishers or 
Americans.

IMduin English means ‘'business” 
EugiMi. and it Is used in all tin* sea­
port towns of China. It Is n queer 
sort of a jargon, with no attempt at 
grammar, iulh-eilon or conjunction, but 
Is literally a word for word transla­
tion. All that is neees«ar,v for a Chi­
na man to do in order to converse by 
means of it Is to acquire a few hun­
dred uotds iti the grammar modified to 
suit Ids own language.

DISAPPEARING WINDOW SASHE8.

A n U nobstructed  View O btained from  
th e  In te r io r .

The modem window sash with Its 
large panes of glass does not obstruct 
the view very much when opened, as 
It did In the old days, when the glass 
manufacturers only knew how to make 
the small panes then In vogue, but nev­
ertheless the open door, in summer, is 
always more inviting than the open 
window. Of course the double sash 
window, os commonly designed, only

admits of being halt opened, that is. It 
may be put either up or down, hut 
affords nn opening but lmlf the size 
of the frame. The Illustration shows 
a new conception In window architect­
ure, in which the sashes disappear en­
tirely at will. A casement or pocket 
Is provided below the sash, Into which 
the.v disappear, and a movable Kilt cov­
ers the wish lu this position, giving a 
suitable finish to the opening. This 
eliding still carries In its ends recesses 
for the retention of the sash cords, 
locking the sash securely In the con­
cealed position. When the weather in 
warm the window Is transformed Into 
an unobstructed opening, ami when 
the weather Is rold nr stormy the sill 
Is adjusted ami tin* sash rai*ei| and 
locked la position, when they resemble 
the ordinary window eonstnieibm.

TEA AN IDEAL 8TIMULANT.

Used Judiciously  I t  May Save People 
f r o m  G r e a t e r  K v l l i ,

Every little while there Is nn out­
cry against the practices of tea and 
coffee drinking. Lately It has been al­
leged that the degeneracy observed In 
the lower classes of Great Britain is 
largely due to the immense quantity of 
tea which is drunk in that kingdom. 
Without any doubt, a few people do 
driuk too much tea and would he bet­
ter without It. But tea-drinking, a* 
in China, may he the salvation of n 
people from much greater evils. The 
decoction has, nt least, the advantage 
of having been sterilized by heat and 
water-drinking In Chinn has its dan­
gers, ns many nn old traveler can tes­
tify.

The Immense quantities of tea used 
without apparent damage by some of 
the most robust lieoplcs lu the world 
other than the Chinese, such, for ex­
ample, as the Russians, the Hudson 
bay voyagers, ami the lumbermen of 
the north, does not testify to its evil 
effects on general health, under proper 
eonditlons. For a cold country It Is al­
most an ideal stimulant, reviving the 
energies, even after almost apparently 
complete exhaustion, and affording a 
feeling of comfort that hardly any­
thing else can give, ami this without 
any noticeable uncomfortable after ef­
fects.

Of course, iu our civilization there 
are some who take too much of many 
tliingN for their own good, hut even In 
these eases It Is hard to say that the 
evil Is as great n« someilmi's ehrirgeil. 
The practice of giving large quantities 
of strong tea to men- Infants, which Ik 
common among ccimln of the poorci 
classes of our Giles, of mur*o, can 
not be too iimoh condemned, but It Is 
astonishing how many Infants seem to 
thrive on It.

There siioiihl Is* some disi-rlinhiiition 
in the general condemnation of such 
stimulants ns tea and i-offee. They 
probably do more good than harm and 
wc should welcome lliclr use If by any 
menus or to any extent they can bu 
made a substitute for things that are 
worse, mid If the habit were universal 
In some of ntir misanifury communities 
wc might find it the safeguard against 
many serious evils.—Journal of Anieri. 
can Medical Association.

NO LONGER A MENACE.

SdiiIb Hat Shown W orld th a t  Her
M ilita rism  la  Im a g in a ry  Condition.
There Is an Inference to bo drawn 

from the present state of Russia which 
la so Important that it is strange It 
has not been more noticed, says the 
New York Globe. On tbo surface Rus­
sia's military failure and internal dis­
orders would Indicate merely that 
China Is not to be partitioned and that 
a democratic element Is to enter Into 
Russian government. These things, of 
no inconsiderable magnitude In them­
selves, carry Implications even more 
far reaching.

The bane of civilization Is militar­
ism. Its burdens appear in every 
budget and Us ideals disturb the peace­
ful evolution of human society. The 
hope of the early democrats that the 
reign of the people meant nn era of 
peace has been mocked. Never has 
the world enrried more tribute to the 
Moloch of war than now. The present 
annual expenditure to-day is greater 
than during Napoleon’s time. Why 
has not the democratic ideal of the 
solidarity rather than the opposition 
of Interest among the nations of the 
world been realized? Partly because 
the people have not that love of peace 
that the old theorists attributed to 
them; partly because common sense 
showed the dangers of being non-mili­
tary when militarism was the rule.

For a Jong Bine the keystone of the 
military arch 1ms been Russia, with 
her autocratic government and millions 
of ignorant subjects. The thougnt that 
she would use her supposed power ac­
cording to the old notion of what con­
stituted dynastic and national glory 
has directly and indirectly, through al­
liances and counternlllanoes, affected 
every nation. Russia's policy and the 
memory of the lost provinces—those 
have been controlling factors In Eu­
ropean polities and have turned Eu­
rope Into an armed camp.

It is now seen that there Is little 
basis for the first of these fears. Ja­
pan has shown that the bogey of the 
North Is stuffed wlm harmless saw­
dust—tnat there is no more need to 
arm to prevent the fulfillment of her 
plans than there is to arm against a 
petty power. The military puissance 
of Russia has become an exploded bub­
ble through the exhibition of her piti­
ful weakness. The Prime Minister of 
Great Britalu may sleep without bad 
dreams about India; Frauce behold 
that she has been leaning on a waver­
ing reed; Germany’s frontier Is not 
menaced, as once she believed; Austria- 
Hungary may pursue her Balkan pol­
icy with less fear and trembling. An 
excuse other than that of Russia must 
be sent to justify the further growth 
of militarism.

And to crown the pup of satisfac­
tion comes the democratic upheaval In 
Russia—n movement which means that 
the Czar’s empire is to become a part 
of Europe in fact ns well ns on the 
maps. Whether Europe is to become 
Cossack or republican Is In progress 
of being determined lu fn\nr of the 
latter alternative. Many years will 
doubtless be consumed in the evolu­
tion, but the non* Russian era Is out 
of tbo chrysalis and will Insist upon 
trying its wings. This means that 
Europe will no longer be disturbed by 
the presence of an essentially alien 
people—that Russia will become pliant 
to tho forces which affect the remain­
der of the civilized world.

We have the Bight to assume that n 
democratic Russia will be less of n 
war menace thun autocratic Russia— 
that she will devote herself to Inter­
na! development rather than to the 
task of adding more waste acres to an 
already abundant supply. If the Issue 
had been left to the Russian people, 
the present war would not be In prog­
ress. Whllo It would be fanatical to 
claim that tills demonstration of Rus­
sia's military Impotence nml her Inter­
nal transformation mean the end of 
war, nml that all swords may be beat­
en Into plowshares, It Is a long step 
lu tho direction of that goal-a goal 
which the Intelligence of every Indus­
trial people, however Huy may act 
when under the influence of passion, 
leads them to desire to reach.

SOME FACT8 ABOUT MAHOGANY

W here I t  Grows, I te  V alne and How 
P rep ared  fo r S hipm ent.

The 1'uited States is not a mahog- 
nny-groVlng country, unless Cubs may 
now Im> said to be a part of the United 
States. It Is a tropical wood. Its 
homo Is in Central America and in 
Cuba, Jamaica and Santo Domingo. 
These Islands, says the Mississippi Val­
ley Lumberman, give the smallest hut 
heaviest and prettiest wood. British 
Honduras, Guatemala and Nicaragua 
give the most and Mexico the largest 
timber. The richer, sound, heavy va­
rieties come from the lalnnds. These 
will not float. They are susceptible of 
a high polish and the wood has a rich, 
wavy figure. The pretty figured pieces 
of wood are of great value. A six- 
foot piece (which included the crotch 
if a tree* in a certain shipment will 
bring about $500 when cut Into ve­
neers.

No matter where a shipment of the 
wood comes from or whut variety it 
In, there are always more or leas of the 
flue, flaky sticks that make veneer. 
Mahogany Is a phenomenal wood, In 
(hat 11 docs not warp under any con­
dition of weather, use or age, neither 
1oea it shrink. It Is of great beauty, 
hardness and durability. In no other 
wood eun these qualities be found com* 
bhted with large -six*, uniformity of. 
grain and richness of color and figure.

The Island timbers are eight to ten 
feet lit length by twelve inches In dl*
1 meter, some from Culm, however, 
reaching thirty-five feet In length by 
I wo feet In diameter. Honduras 
squared timbers are as long ns forty 
feet by two feet In diameter, and the 
Ihree-foot ami four-foot timbers come 
from Mexico. The softer mahogany 
comes from the swampy lands. There 
ore no mahogany forests; the trees not 
grouping that way, the Individual trees 

\helng more or less widely separated, 
[‘fltmpthprdrees, the core Is the poorest 
;mrt, being worthless.

hand. An Indianapolis company Is go­
ing to have them hewii Into octagon 
shape hereafter Instead'of squares, be­
lieving it will get SST’ber cent more

timber out of them this way. Oxen 
are used for the haul to tbs water, and 
the timbers are rafted and floated to 
larger streams, where larger rafts are 
made and sent to a loading port. Hav­
ing arrived there, the lumberman’s 
trouble and expense are not half over.

The coming and going of ships to 
these small ports are not regulated like 
the running of railroad trains. It may 
be announced that a ship will be there 
on the 4th, and there is great scurrying 
to get the timber ready. When the 
ships do get there they will not wait 
for the arrival of their timber car­
go, hut will sail away without It if it 
Is not ready. Bo the rafts are an­
chored. There is a worm, or marine 
borer, that likes mahogany, and he 
goes promptly to work. If the ship 
does not arrive on time and Is not 
sighted within a day or two, the tim­
ber must all be hauled up on the beach 
or every timber turned over daily. The 
worm does not make fast time In bor­
ing. and If the side he Is working on 
Is turned to the hot sun before the 
borer gets more than an inch or so 
In it will scorch him to death.

BELIEVES HE HAS A "8TRAD.”

W onderfu lly  Toned Violin Found In 
G eorg ia Cabin.

In n plush-lined case, with gold 
mountings, safe from fire and burglars 
lu a large safe of August Gemuender. 
Is a violin which a few years ago hung 
suspended by a string lu the cabin of a 
colored man living near Atlanta, Ga.

When the violin was taken from Its 
case It Is handled lovingly aud ten­
derly, says a New York special to the 
St, Louis Republican. Across Its 
strings occasionally a how* Is drawn, 
but the hand that holds the bow Is 
always the hand of a master. The 
reason for all this is that Mr. Gemuen- 
der believes the violin Is a genuine 
Btrnillvnrlus, made by Antonio Stra- 
dlvnrlus of Cremona In the year 1722, 
when the master of all violin-makers 
was still at the height of his power.

A faded Inscription Inside the vio­
lin, and barely discernible, bears out 
the assertion, but on this Mr. Gemueii- 
der places little rellunce. lTf> knows 
he 1ms a violin of rare beauty of tone.

During the exposition at Atlanta, 
Mr. Gemuender, who had an exhibit 
there, began scouting about the coun­
try for finds In the way of violins. 
Many Cremona violins were brought 
to this country by the early planters 
and the French families of New Or­
leans. After the war some of these 
violins disappeared with former ser­
vants.

Mr. Gemuender heard of the violin 
nnd was at last led to the cabin of the 
negro owner. It needed only a glance 
for him to detect beneath the layer of 
<llrt and grime of years the luster of 
the "Strati” varnish nnd the character­
istic form of a “Strati grand." He 
asked the negro how tho instrument 
came into his possession, and the man 
became evasive. “Da’s a fine, mighty 
fine fiddle," wras his only answer. "I 
dun had it folity yeahs. Da’s a fine 
fiddle." Mr. Gemuender’s presenco 
had been heralded and the negro want­
ed ti price. He thought Mr. Gemuender 
would pay an enormous sum, so he de­
manded $50. He got it.

It has since been used by Kubelik, 
Gregorlwltch, Hubert Arnold, Frank 
Kaltenbom and a few others. Mr. Ge­
muender said yesterday that the violin 
will not t>c sold ns long as he lives. 
He has made every endeavor to trace 
its history, and only recently a well- 
known Authority on violins made a 
similar endeavor. He hopes that soon­
er or later ho will know.

A MURDERER'S REVENGE.

How an  Old C rim e W ai R evealed ae 
R esu lt o f Q uarrel.

There has Just ended At Prague an 
extraordinary murder trial, resulting In 
sentence of death being passed oa 
Alois Vnlesch, n gardener, nnd his 
wife, while their daughter was given 
seven years' penal servitude as an ac­
cessory before nnd after the fact.

Last April Vnlesch, says the Vienna 
correspondent of the Now Orleans 
Tlmes-Democrat, at the Instigation of 
his wife, nssnsslnatcd their lodgers, a 
young couple, In order to obtain pos­
session of their money and, as the 
wife sold, “live lu luxury ever after." 
The bodies were quietly hurled In the 
garden of tho house and the infant of 
the murdered couple was abandoned in 
n neighboring forest.

The next step of the criminals was 
to spread the report that the parents 
of the child had emigrated to America 
and got rid of the baby by lenving It 
iu Hie forest. The authorities wero 
completely deceived, says the Neuu 
Frole Presse, and actually Issued ft 
warrant agaluat Hm..dcadj)flr.Ptit4 for 
deserting tho child.

The affair was soon forgotten and 
the guilty couple might never have 
been brought to Justice but for a seri­
ous quarrel which broke out In the 
following October and resulted in Va- 
leach's wife nnd daughter lenving him 
to live elsewhere.

The husband determined to take his 
revenge by drawing the attention of 
the authorities to the murder. He ac­
tually dug up the remains of the vic­
tims nud placed them against the fence 
of a neighboring villa, together with 
a piece of paper, stating that a crime 
had been committed.

The result was the arrest of thf 
whole family.

THE FIELD OF BATTLE

INCIDENTS AND ANECDOTES OF 
THE WAR.

The Veterans of the Rebellion Tell of 
Whittling Bnllete, Bright B«70Mt% 
Bnretlng Bomb*, Bloody Battle* 
Camp Fire, Faatlve Bnge, Etc., Kta

“Speaking of panics," said the Ma­
jor, “that one In Mukden was not very 
different from some we had In our own 
army In the Civil War. Given ex­
hausted and excited men, and a crisis 
in the rear of an army, and there is 
-bound to be a great scare, involving 
men and horses and mules. I don't 
suppose either the Russians or tho 
Japanese run heavily to mules, hut lu a 
panic I fancy a thousand or two Chi­
nese coolies would be as unmanage­
able as that many mules under similar 
circumstances. Therefore I conclude 
the panic in Mukden was not any the 
better for the absence of mules.

“In western Virginia I saw a com­
pany that had fought for hours against 
a regiments of rebs wilt when oue of 
our own regiments dashed up and pep­
pered the boys in the backs. This was 
too much, and for the first time that 
day the men on the firing Hue were 
scared. As they turned to bolt they 
saw the Captain shaking Ills fist at 
the Twenty-sixth Ohio lu our rear, 
and heard above the confusion the 
Captain’s voice In a swearing stunt 
that beat the band. He didn't order 
his men back Into line. Thclr scare 
was over, and they went back without 
orders, shouting compliments at the 
Captain, who was still In action.

“At Stone River our regiment faced 
the enemy for hours without sign of a 
panic, but when oue of our own bri­
gades, changing front under pressure, 
ran over us, the boys lost their grip 
for about five minutes and were join­
ing In the foot race when the Colonel, 
who had been unhorsed, scrambled to 
his feet and roared, ’I can lick the 
man or the regiment that did that. 
But you men, as you were! as you 
were!—If any man has sense euough 
to know where we were.’ This quieted 
the panic in our own line, but the 
stampede Involved other regiments, 
nnd I saw men act like frightened 
squirrels and try to squeeze their bulks 
Into holes In the ground or crevices lu 
the rocks.

"It was all over In a few minutes, 
the panic-stricken men returning to 
the firing Hue on their own motion. 
The next day there was a panic of an­
other kind, when men were swept off 
their feet by a rush of the enemy. 
Dazed by the sudden onslaught, hun­
dreds of men drifted rearward, to the 
demoralization of other regiments. 
General Thomas rode across the line 
of retreat, ami, pistol iu hand, checked 
the panic, the men. after cooling off a 
little returning to their regiments.

“There was a panic at Chlckamauga, 
caused by Loagstreet’s headlong 
charge; but It was only a local storm, 
the main part of the. army knowing 
nothing of It. There was a pilule 
among stragglers at Shiloh, but the 
men In front were fighting ns coolly 
ns ever they did in the whole course of 
i.ie war. There Is always more confu­
sion nnd excitement in the rear of an 
army than in front, but the excitement 
menus as little as the confusion. An 
army Itself engaged in fierce conflict 
Is rarely Influenced by what occurs nt 
the rear; nnd yet the Incidents in the 
rear are more often than otherwise ex­
ploited as Indicating conditions In the 
army Itself."

“There have been a good ninny ref­
erences lately," said the Imctor, “to the 
Improved sanitary regulations of mod­
ern armies. It Is explained that the 
sanitary corps of the Japanese army 
marks lu advance the quality of the 
water to be used by the soldiers, nnd 
Insists upon officers complying with 
directions as to catup sites and sanitary 
regulations. In short, an attempt is 
made to have us believe that a Japa­
nese soldier never fills his canteeu or 
gets his feet wet without consulting 
the microbe specialists, nnd that, be­
cause of the superiority of modern 
methods, soldiers fight better,

"All this Is very amusing to an old 
stager, nnd reminds me of a story. In 
our own war there were doctors who 
assumed authority superior to that 
of the commanding General. They 
made a point of making health rules 
for the troops which could not he 
and were not observed In the stren­
uous campaigns or In time of battle. 
On one occasion General Sheridan was 
fretting about oue of his divisions be­
ing slow In getting Into position. He 
started, iu a rage, to see what was Hie 
matter., and found the men crossing a 
small liver in single (lie bh a foot log.

“lie asked In his own emphatic wav 
what all this meant, nnd was informed 
that the division surgeon had said the 
health of the men must not be Jeopar­
dized by wading the stream. Then the 
wratu of the General found expression 
and, jumping off his horse, ho waded 
the stream, nnd said. ’Roys, I want you 
In this fight at once. Cross the river.’ 
And ho waded back. Mo men follow­
ing him lu a mass. Tnc crossing was 
effected In five minutes, nnd the troops 
went into Imtle unmindful of wet 
clothes nud shoes.

“In another case earlier In the war 
Geueral William Nelson won (he eter­
nal enmity of the surgeons In his di­
vision. Buell's army had come to 
Duck River In Its march through Ten­
nessee to Pittsburg Landing, and 
found all the bridges burned. How­
ever, there was necessity for haste, 
and Nelson volunteered to put his di­
vision across the river without bridges. 
Ho ordered Colonels to march their 
regiments to the river, have their men 
remove their outer clothing and shoes 
and stockings, and wade the river lu

their shirts and drawers. This was 
In March, and, on seeing the order, 
many surgeons protested, saying such 
exposure would kill more men than 
would be lost In a battle.

“General Nelson stood by his order, 
nud Buell approved It. Tho next 
morning when the order was read to 
the regiments the boys laughed nnd 
cheered. They marched down to the 
river quietly and cheerily. They stack­
ed arms according to orders, They re­
moved their outer clothing nud their 
shoes nnd stockings, according to or­
ders. Then they removed their shirts 
and drawers, and, taking arms, pro­
ceeded to wade the river stark naked. 
Nelson raged nt first, nnd ordered the 
men back to put on their undercloth­
ing. They yelled In derision, nnd frol­
icking like so many boys, splashed Into 
the cold water and waded across.

“Then they expected to havo more 
fun, but Nelson was there himself to 
superintend the rest of the perform­
ance, supported by a corps of surgeon*, 
lie made the men dry themselves, 
tiros* In a hurry, and urged them Into 
rank*, saying there was need of them 
in front. Believing tho enemy had at­
tacked, the boys hustled Into line nnd 
were double qulcked for more than a 
mile to find—nothing. Then It was 
explained that the double-quick march 
was to get up a good circulation and 
counteract the Influence of the cold 
hath. The boys accepted the situation, 
saying one to another, ‘Old Jakey isn't 
such n fool, after all.' The division 
held the advance of Buell's army, and 
was the first of that army to reach the 
field at Shiloh."—Chicago Inter Oceau.

M illions in C onfederate Money,
"A correspondent with the Russian 

army," said Dun R. Anderson, “says 
the Russian officers nnd soldiers bab­
ble too much. All soldiers do, but as 
a rule they babble of things about 
which they know little or nothing. 
And where's the harm? Now, here 
is a story about which little was said 
nt the time, but which Is worth the 
telling now. In May, 1805, I was 
commissary of subsistence at Mont­
gomery, Ala. The war was over and 
I was Issuing rations to people who 
came for them. One morning a tall, 
military looking man, with hair nnd 
beard ns white os snow, came to tho 
table or counter where I was issuing 
rations.

“lie nsked If I was the commissary 
and Introduced himself ns General 
Gideon J. Pillow. He confided to me 
that it was very embarrassing to him 
to nsk assistance from enemies. I 
told him it would afford me great 
pleasure to follow tho Instructions In 
his case. nnd proceeded to weigh out 
a week’s ration, so much bread, sugar, 
coffee, salt, soap, vinegar, candles, 
pepper, salt pork. I mentioned the 
quantity In each case and was enjoy­
ing the performance when ho asked, 
'How much is a ration with you?’

“I told him, reading the regulations 
for his entertainment. Thereupon ho 
said, *1 am Major General Gideon J. 
Pillow, C. S. A., and on your own 
showing aru entitled to thirty-two ra­
tions.’

‘Great Soot, General, don’t you know 
that the war Is over, nnd that by tho 
grace of the government your one ra­
tion Is there on the table?* After I 
had agreed to send his ration to his 
house ho turned to go, when his eye 
caught sight of a lot of Confederate 
bills on the floor, dropped in the course 
of a poker game. Stooping he picked 
up a $50 note nnd offered it to me. I 
declined to take It, nnd drew from a 
hox a handful of $20. $50 nnd $500 
notes ntul tendered them to him.

"He accepted that ns a Rlgn that 
pence had come. I had nt that time 
In my office twenty-seven boxes each 
containing $1,000,000 In Confederate 
notes. In the basement of the stnte- 
house there were several cnrlonds of 
canceled Confederate notes nnd btfnds, 
niul In the poker games of the time It 
was not unusual for our boys to say, 
‘I raise you a million.’ While commis­
sary I Issued rations to the crew of 
the pirate Tallahassee and to thou­
sands of Lee niul Johnston’s men on 
the way to their homes west of the 
Mississippi. In those days Uncle Bam 
did Ills duty by his erring children.” 
—Chicago Inter Ocean.

WHAT AN ORDINANCE 18.

Would-Be F irem en S urp rise  New York 
M erit Hoard by A nswer.

Some peculiar conceptions of law 
nnd order were laid bare last week nt 
the civil service examination of candi­
dates for the place of fireman, sn.vs 
the New York Tribune. Several hun­
dred men took Ihe examination, and 
the papers show a large minority ex­
ceedingly hazy with reference to the 
law-making powers of the Stnte.

One of the questions that proved a 
hurdle to ninny of tne would-be fire­
men wn»: “What I* the law-making 
body of the State; how Is It divided 
and who chooses its members?”

Another lending question was; 
"What Is an ordinance?'' Some of the 
"suspicious" answers were:

An onlinunec is a body of people in 
a theater, or nt a meeting waiting to 
see n show or to hear somebody make 
a speech.

The law of tho State Is made by the 
Jury, and the Judge, nnd the Mayor to 
keep order when there Is a disturb­
ance.

The legislature is divided Into the 
board of nldenneu and the house of 
congress. Knob party has the right to 
choose Its own body. The congressmen 
pass ordinances to keep the aisles of 
theaters dear of nil persons. The 
health department takes charge of tho 
births of children.

An ordinance Is n body of people. 
Example: When the aldermen order 
n public Improvement nnd are out for 
the funds.

The law-making body of the State 
Is the Governor nnd his staff. They 
are divided between the Assemblymen 
ami the State capital.

An ordinance Is n low class of peo­
ple committing a nuisance. A "drunk” 
loafing in the street.

The'law-making body of the State 
is divided into the board of aldermen 
and the hoard of underwriters.

An ordinance is to obey any order 
that is given. For example: 1 was 
told not to put my mime on this paper. 
If I did It would be an ordinance.

The city chamberlain Is tho law- 
making body of the State, divided into 
two parts, the general court and the 
sessions court. The mayor chooses Its 
members. *

The mayor has power In connection 
with the acts of the Legislature af­
fecting tho city of New York because 
he Is higher up amt has more to say 
outside tho President and Vice Presi­
dent.

The corouer's office has charge of 
persons who do not die or are found 
murdered or drowned on the public 
highway.

The Legislature is the law-making 
body of the State, and tho members 
are chosen by the district leaders.

Commissioners Talley and Grout had 
a debate over tho propriety of marking 
this last answer 100 per cent. It was 
the opinion of Mr. Talley that, while 
the answer did not “Jibe" with tho 
Stnte constitution, It was pretty near­
ly true, nnd for that reason he was 
Indisposed to mark the answer a fail­
ure. He finally decided, however, that 
file answer would not pass muster.

WA8HINGTON'8 FIR8T BALL.

M adison In a u g u ra l F unction  Took 
IMoce M arch 4, 18011.

Four hundred’guests, ns nil the con­
temporaneous accounts agree, gather­
ed at the first Inauguration ball, which 
took place on the evening of Saturday, 
March 4, 1800, nt Mr. Ming's hotel on 
Capitol Hill, In celebration of the ac­
cession to the Presidency of* .Tame* 
Madison. Each of the three Presidents 
who had preceded him in office had 
beeu permitted to close the day of his 
Inauguration by going early to bed. 
General Washington and John Adams 
had been inaugurated ut touipornry 
capltols, and Thomas Jefferson would 
have rebelled against a ceremony 
plainly modeled iqion the cu*toms of 
royalty; but when Madison's Inaugura­
tion came tho new Federal City bud 
been a visible fact for nine years nnd 
was determined to ns*ert a right to 
enjoy Itself, evon If lu doing so It fol­
lowed n habit nlways hitherto associ­
ated with the celebration of tho coro­
nation of kings.
