A timber laud and railroad deal, 
which has for its ultimate object tbe 
development of the territory to the 
west of Republic has been consumma­
ted within tbe past few weeks and it is 
expected that active work on the pro­
ject will shortly be begun. A number 
of Ft. Wayne, Ind., and Middle Wes­
tern capitalists are behind the pro­
ject and the preliminary details were 
worked out by John Voegtlein, for­
merly of Republic and more recently 
of Ft. Wayne, who receives a tenth 
interest in the corporation in return 
(or his services.

The basis for the project may be 
said to He in an option upon some 
75,000 acres of Umber land to the west 
and northwest of Republic and ex­
tending almost to Keweenaw Bay. 
This land is owned by interests repre­
sented by tbe Longyear agency at 
Marquette and the tracts under option 
are said to contain between 3,000,000 
and 4,000,000 feet of timber, mainly 
hardwood. The corporation expects 
to work up a large share of this Um­
ber itself, and to that end a mill will

be one of the first enterprises put un­
der way. The location for the mil) 
has not been definitely determined, 
but present indications seem to favor 
Witbeck, though Mr. Voegtlein would 
like to see the enterprise brought to 
Republic.

The projected railroad will run 
from Witbeck, or whatever point is 
selected for the site of the mill, with 
its ultimate northern terminus at Ke­
weenaw Bay, a distance of about 50 
miles. The immediate purpose of the 
road of course will be to reach the 
timber tracts, but it is said to be in­
tended as a permanent enterprise and 
the construction therefore will be more 
substantial than that of the ordinary 
logging road.

Among tbe men Interested is Mr. E. 
C. Kelly, a well known capitalist of 
Ft. Wayne, who recently paid a visit 
to Republic. It is understood that 
the corporation will be completed 
within a short time and that It will be 
capitalized for 4650,000. It is said 
that active construction work will be 
under way within sixty days.

An Expensive Fire.
While it might of been much worse, 

many times in fact, the recent fire in 
the Cambria mine is nevertheless 
proving to be a rather expensive 
blaze. Fire was discovered in the 
only working shaft of the mine on the 
2d inst., the exact location not being 
cnown at tbe time. Quickly as possi­
ble the shaft was sealed and steps 
taken to extinguish the fire. Water 
and steam were constantly intro­
duced for the following ten days.when 
t was thought the fire had been com­
pletely put out, though the shaft was 
not opened until the 14th, when an 
examination revealed tbe fact that of 
nearly 1000 feet of the shaft.but about 
30 feet of tbe timbering had been de­

stroyed. and the upper end of this 
some 200 feet below the surface. For­
tunately tbe burned portion was 
through a section of around that held 
place In tbe absence of support, com­
paratively little falling away. All 
steam and water-pipe connections 
were of course broken, and tbe pumps 
stopped. During the past winter the 
Hartford people mined up to tbe line 
of tbe Cambria workings, several 
hundred feet below tbe fire level to a 
point where tbe ore had before been 
mined out by the Cambria, leaving a 
great subterranesncounectiontb rough 
which the water found its way to the 
Hartford pumps preventing the mine 
from filling while the shaft was on fire 
and until such time as necessary con 
nectlons can be made. Tbe work of 
replacing tbe timber destroyed is be­
ing pushed with the utmost vigor and 
it Is thought that from five to six 
weeks will yet be required In which to 
put the shaft in working order. White 
the expense is considerable tbe great­
est item of damage Is In the enforced 
suspension of miniug operations dur­
ing the most favorable weather of th* 
year. While the exact cause of the 
tire has nut yet been determined nor 
yet the moment slum it was extin­
guished, the raauagemeut Is inclined 
to congratulate itself upon th* success 
of the methods udopted for smothet 
lug it. Whether or not other methods 
would have been more effective is 
something that caunot, of course, lx 
known, and since It Is certain that Urn 
disaster might huvo been attended 
wlLh loss of life and a vastly greater 
loss of property, all concerned are 
satisfied with the outcome. Even tin 
lives of the mules, worked upon u 
level above the liarlford miue con­
nection, and therefore above the wat 
er, were saved,

Children’s Gardens-
During tbe first two weeks of the 

school term a committee of judges, 
who in tbe meantime are to be named 
by Prof. Orr Schurtz, superintendent 
of the Negaunee public schools, will 
make an Inspection of children’s /low­
er and vegetable gardens In Negau- 
nee, preliminary to an award of the 
prizes which were offered last April 
by Mr. Wm. G. Mather, president of 
the Cleveland-CUffs Iron Company,

Mr. Mather’s idea in offering the 
prizes was to stimulate a love of na­
ture and to get the children Interested 
inbaviugtidy nnd generally attrac­
tive premise* about their homes. 
Though competition of this sort was a 
new idea to Negaunee children, and 
they were further handicapped by a 
late start, tt is believed that the 
judges will be agreeably surras*! at 
what tbe cbil*<«o nave accomplished. 
Tbe seeds were furnished to tbe schol­
ars at a merely nomioal price, and 
tbe children in tbe various schools 
put in applications which footed up 
to 3,402 packets of seeds. After mak­
ing allowances for the handlcapa 
which beset tbe gardener in this lati­
tude and taking into account tbe per­
centage of pupils whose Interest laps­
ed, it will be found that the seeds 
have borne good results in the way of 
improved borne surroundings.

The prizes offered by Mr. Matber 
aggregated 450.25. For each of tbe 
larger schools—Case, Park and Jack- 
son-the prizes footed up to 412.50, 
distributed as follows: Two prizes 
of 43, two of 42 and two of 41.25. Tbe 
three prizes were the same in amounts, 
but only a single set was offered, at 
the smaller schools—Cambria, Boll­
ing Mil) aud Queen.

Preparing for Future.

The Oliver Iron Mining Company 
has purchased from I). W. Powell, of 
Marquette, aud F. Gregory, of Men 
otuinee, 7,160 acres of timber land in 
Alger county, the consideration being 
in tlio neighborhood of 470,000, The 
timber will be used by the Oil vet* Com 
pany lu Its mining operations on tbe 
Marquette and Meuominee ranges. The 
tract is tributary to theWhltellsh rlv 
er and can be reached by a spur from 
tbe North-Western Ballway. Timber 
for mine purposes is becomlngscarcer 
each year, but it is estimated that this 
tract will keep tbe Oliver people sup 
piled for five or six years.

Sale a Week Longer-

State Entomologist Here.
It. H. I’eult, state entomologist, 

with headquarters at Lausing, Mich., 
was In Negaunee and vicinity from 
Saturday to Monday, and wasublelo 
throw some now light on the trouble 
people have beeu experiencing with 
their maple shade trees this summer.
It had been quite generally supposed 
that the cottony scale was responsible 
for the trouble, but according to Mr. 
Pettit the maple leaf louse is to be 
charged with the greater pail of the 
damage, while tbe drying of the leaves, 
of which there has been much com­
plaint, Is really a distinct maludy and 
Is due to a fungus growth peculiar to 
the leaf.

Mr. Pettlt’B trip to the Upi«*r Pen­
insula was made at the solicitation 
of the Land Department of the Cleve- 
land-cliffs iron Company, and dur­
ing his stay in the region he was 
piloted about by T. IJ. Wyman, who 
Is connected with the company's for­
estry department. They covored quite 
a wide area in their range of Investi­
gation, and besides looking into the 
shade tree problem, Mr. Pettit was 
able to give attention to trouble 
which has been experienced with tam­
arack trefffc in some portions of the 
peninsula. The Cleveland-CUffs Com­
pany's vast acreage includes a large 
proportion of tamarack and the offi­
cials were worried about the Jefolia- 
tlon of thi*o,*cles of tree, but Mr. 
Pettit was able to give them much re­
assurance regarding the apprehended 
damage to tamarack timber. Mr. 
Pettit left here Monday evening for 
Chatham, where be was to pay u visit 
to the State Experimental Farm be­
fore proceeding to Lansing,

Concerning the maple leaf louse* 
Mr. Pettit says there is little in the 
way of preventive measures which 
can be profitably be done at this sea­
son of the year, but if proper precau­
tions are taken later he thinks the 
trouble can be wholly eradicated be­
fore next season. The cottony stuff 
which doubtless led to suspicion that 
the cottony scale was causing the 
damage Is really the feathery or cot­
tony nest of tbe louse. The whitewash 
treatment which had been prescribed 
is said to lock effectiveness, though 
it may exercise a retarding* Influence. 
Successful treatment must be along 
the lines needed for tbe 8an Jose 
scale, and tbe winter time, or at least 
just before I the advent of spring, 
is the time when most can lie ac­
complished. What Is needed Is a 
spraying solution which in a layman’s 
vernacular msy be said to completely 
envelop the louse in a coating of var­
nish, which speedily puts an end to 
his activity. The United Htates gov­
ernment authorites have a solution 
which is recommended fur this pur­
pose and the local people who are in­
terested have requested further Infor­
mation regarding th* composition 
and proportions of this solution.

For tbe leaf trouble, which though 
by many confounded with the tree 
trunk difficulty Is held to be quite 
dlstiuct, it is recommended (hut care 
be exercised this,autumn to burn the 
leaves as they fall. This makes the* 
destruction of the fungus spores cer­
tain and Jf done throughout the city, 
will prevent a recurrence of the trou­
ble next year.

Nature bids fair to take cure of the 
tamarack tree difficulty lu her own 
way. Thu saw-fly worm, which is held 
responsible for the defoliation which 
Is beco niug quite general, is now In 
lliu cocoon stage and beneficent Na­
ture lias set u parasite to work prey­
ing upon the cocoons, with the pros­
pect that lu due time the original 
trouble will have been eradicated. 
Moreover there seems to be no need 
for immediate apprehension, for the 
tttinurack is quite a hardy species 
aud It Is said to require three succes­
sive years of defoliation to prove fa­
ta) to u tree.

And 
finally, In order that there may not 
even he a funeral, the torch luclner- 
afes (lie body, and so "destroys (he 
hairy growth, which Is thrown off In 
the air when the worm Is disturbed, 
mid which Is the cause of the dreuded 
brown tall rash." Is It any wonder 
the norm turns when people do things 
like that to him?

) stll! maintains Its own ns the leading 

source of wealth. The oriental coun­
try can feed Its own Inhabitants and 
does not have to keep Its eyes upou the 
granaries of other nations. To the fact 
that the ccMntry Is mainly agricultural 
some eminent Japanese statesmen 
have attributed Its ability to continue 
a long and gruelling war. The battles 
on land and sea, the Interruption of 
commerce and the use of the railroads 
for military purposes do not disturb 
the peaceful progress of agriculture, 
though they would ruin Industries. 
The men who labor the earth get tnclr 
reward, war or no war, commerce or 
no commerce, and while the national 
debt must increase enormously through 
the war the country can maintain it­
self Indefinitely without the terrible 
burden that a derangement of vaat In­
dustrial undertakings, with the con­
sequent beggary of workingmen and 
their families, would entail.

Secretary Taft's severe strictures 
upon the system of trial by Jury as It 
exists In most of the States are amply 
Justified by the facts. The Jury, as 
be says, Is regarded as a fetich by leg­
islatures. Its power has grown, and 
the functions of the Judges have been 
narrowed to a degree that Is not con­
ducive to tbo meting out of exact jus­
tice, especially In criminal cases. 
Americans at the lime they won their 
Independence hud great faith In juries 
and little faith In judges. They iden­
tified the former with the people and 
fbe latter with the crown—with arbi­
trary power. They looked on the Jury 
an the safeguard of the liberty of the 
Individual. It seemed to them that 
the Judge was so fur removed from the 
people that he could not be trusted to 
give u defendant a "fulr show.” Be­
cause of that prevailing sentiment the 
authority of Judges was decreased and 
that of Juries culurgcd. Judges lu 
most States are elected, and are ns 
truly representative of the people as 
are Jurors. The State Is seldom rep­
resented In criminal trials by the best 
talent at the bar, and In many places 
young men Just out of law school are 
elected to the ol!lcc of prosecutor. 
Tbo defendant often has abler counsel 
than the State. If he be wealthy he 
has the best that can he secured; und 
it Is a common thing, ns Judge Taft 
says, for the able and unscrupulous 
counsel for the defense to "lead tho 
Jurors to vote an Jurors for a verdict 
which, after all the excitement of the 
trial has passed away, they ore uuable 
to support as men.” Jlence the Jury 
Is in many instances the criminal's 
chief safeguard against Just punish­
ment. Lawmakers ought to he willing 
to concede that wisdom Is not confined 
to Jurors drawn from the body of the 
cummimiVy; that a judge muy he a 
man li'nrncd in the law who will use 
hts knowledge to good purpose If al­
lowed to do so. If a community can­
not elect capable Judges who can he 
Intrusted with the powers courts used 
to have, how can It furnish Jurors who 
»o.iy he depended on tb administer ex­
act Justice?

OLD RUINS IN RHODESIA,

W ork of tfueurtb ing  Them More Then 
slJfstlisi's Labor.

ltlchnrd N. Hall, who has given 
eight years to tho study of sucient 
monuments In southern Ithodeslu, auys 
that none of the hundreds of ruins has 
been more than partially explored, nc> 
cording to tin1 Han FrumiNeo Chronicle. 
Many Importunl ruins have been seen 
only hy casual traveler* ami the work 
of unearthing only a putt ofthu Great 
Zimbabwe ureu would he more than 
the labor of it lifetime. Htil), re­
searches have ntude progress in the 
last few year*. There are in Hhodoshi 
no less tlmti fino distinct ruins urn! 
groups of ruin*. Only a few scores of 
these are entitled to rank ns "undent." 
The largest part of them probably does 
not date hack to the thirteenth, four­
teenth and fifteenth centuries.

There Is overwhelming evidence at 
Uie Great Zlmbubwe of auriout chill-

ut Zimbabwe. These ancient builders 
wore also past masters fa the science 
of military defense, the walls showing 
that the builders were military strate­
gists of the highest order. Their gold 
oi'iiuincuts, finely designed and engrav­
ed, could not have been the work of 
uu uncivilised |wuple, end the hundreds
of sorient gold mines show tliut they 
were skilled In metallurgy und picked 
out rich shoots, putches and pockets 
with marvelous cleverness. It hi esti­
mated that from theae widespread 
mines they extracted $870,000,000 of 
gold.

NO GRAY HAIRS IN FRANCE.

Middle-Aged Women of Upper Clae 
Possess Youthful Heir.

Travelers often remark on the scaro 
lty of gray-haired women in Franca 
and the supposition Is that the French 
halrdessers possess some peculiar 
methods for restoring the hair to Its 
"natural” or youthful color, says the 
New York Tribune. These are evi­
dently not secrets, for the manager of 
a well known establishment here is 
quite willing to talk on the subject.

"When the hair is Just beginning to 
take on the unbecoming faded look 
due to a sprinkling of graying hairs 
we apply a powder of which henna 
1s the basis,” be say*. "Henna does 
not necessarily turn the hair red, for 
we have arrived at producing every 
shade of the powder. It Is a long 
operation, requiring nearly tho whole 
day for the first application, and after 
that the roots have to he treated about 
once every mouth. It Is expensive, 
but we recommend henna beeatiao It is 
absolutely harmless. In fact, It is 
beneficial to the hair and besides It 
does not change tbe hair to one dull 
tone ns the hair dyes do.” Monsieur 
theu showed some samples that he 
was treating to discover just what 
strength or color of powder was nec­
essary before trentlng the whole head 
of hair. The shades obtained were 
really perfectly natural, but there 
were always some hairs quite bronze, 
which would seem to suggest that no 
matter what shade of powder was 
used tbe gray hairs would take on a 
reddish tinge. As more gray hair ap­
pears this bronze tinge would natur­
ally increase until finally the result 
would be much the same as In the 
old days, when henna mennt red hair.

At another well known place they 
recommended brushing a powder Into 
the hair and they supply powder of 
every possible shade of brown, black 
and blonde. They claim that tho 
powder will stuud an accidental wet­
ting, blit must be renewed every time 
the hnlr is wusbed. For those who 
object to tho powder they have a veg­
etable wash which turns the hair very 
slowly and which must be applied ev­
ery day for a month before the de­
sired results are obtain. This, like 
everything else recommended, Is pro­
nounced "perfectly harmless, In fact, 
beneficial to the hnlr.”

It Is quite possible that French wo­
men do not turn quite ns much to 
artifice as Is supposed. The custom 
of going to a professional coiffeur 
every week or so for professional 
scalp treatment Is prevalent among 
all classes, nnd thero are perhaps 
physical reasons why grayiicxs Is not 
as common as among American wo­
men. It Is sometimes said that the 
nice hull* that the working women 
have Is duo p) their custom of going 
without u hut except for a rare gala 
occasion. This Is probably truo, but 
It does not cxplulu the youthful hair 
Hint mJddJe-ngcd women of the upper 
classes posses*.

SOLDIERS’ STORIES.

ENTERTAINING REMINISCENCED 
OF THE WAR.

Graphic Acconut of Btirrla* SeeiM 
WltitMsd ou th* Battlefield aud ts 
Cauip-VdUrasa of the Keballlea Kr 
eifta Bxparltaeee of Thrllllug Mature*

At a recent campfire of a local chap­
ter of the G. A. IL several old fellowrs 
as usual had much to say of the Civil 
War, particularly concerning events 
and circumstances In which they either 
participated or were able to relato with 
the soundest reasons for belief In their 
truthfulness, says tho Washington 
Star. Every man In the llttlo group 
had snuffed the odor of hostile powder, 
and each had barkened to the "Con­
federate yell” aa It came from trenches, 
over fields, on mountain tops and In 
the valleys. t

On this special occasion Incident* 
more or less relating to the battle of 
Gettysburg were talked about. An old 
clerk In one of the departments, who 
carried with him constantly a souve­
nir of that terrific struggle In the shape 
of an empty sleeve, told of certain ex­
perience* that befell him after be be­
came bora de combat. He was resid­
ing In the Green Mountain State when 
bugles first called men to arms to save 
the Union, and though he had not yet 
advanced to man’s estate, be enlisted 
promptly In a Vermont regiment, and 
from first to last had his full share 
of fighting. His story, embellished 
with many points of humor, bad yet 
conalder&ble pathos with It, and Is giv­
en, at nearly as the writer can recol­
lect, In his own vernacular.

"I received my quietus,” he said, "on 
the second day of the Gettysburg fight. 
One thing I recollect porfectly, and 
that the day was a scorcher. I'm talk­
ing about the caloric In the atmos­
phere, not about the heat of the fight. 
Men on both sides knew all about that. 
About 4 o'clock In the afternoon I was 
kneeling on one knee all ready to taki 
another shot, when all of a sudden I 
thought a hornet stung me. Well, It 
was a hornet, but It was made of lead, 
and came out of a Confederate rifle 
I soon found that out, and reported tj 
the rear In double quick order. I bad 
been on the fighting line nearly the 
entire day, and was perfectly fagged 
out

"Well, as I could show blood, I was 
passed on, and I swear that then I 
felt as though I were on a vacation. I 
wanted a drink of good, cool water, 
for that remaining In my canteen was 
as hot as If it had been boiled; so f. 
went on looking for a river or a brook 
or spring or any place where I coulj 
quench my thirst. Boon I found one In 
a sort of little grove. It was juij 
bubbling and gurgling and sparkling 
and I thought U was one of the pret­
tiest lights I ever saw In my life. I 
just lay down on my stomach, aud 
with my wounded arm thrust deep 
Into the water, drank my fill. I never 
had such a refreshing draught In all 
my born days. It put new life In me, 
and I remember to this day that I sat 
down for a long time, and wondered, 
among other things, If there wasn’t 
good trout fishing In the stream; then, 
after a long rest, I resumed my jour­
ney. I knew I was bouttd to pull up 
somewhere, and l didn't cars much 
where.

"I hadn't gone far when 1 met two 
officer*. They had boxe* under thslr 
arms, aud It was not difficult for me 
to rocognlze them as medical officers. 
They were young men, both of them, 
and after a short talk with ms aud an 
examination of my wounded 'wing* 
they began to talk to each other about 
mortification and amputation, aud all 
tbit tort of thing, and at the same 
time informing me that It was neces- 
•ary to cut my arm off then and there. 
They assured uie.of their regret that 
they had nothing in the nature of aues 
thetlcs. I kicked, metaphorically aud 
physically. I wanted to go to a hos­
pital, but they said nsy. and the re­
sult is here,” and be held up what re­
mained of the nrm.

"And now comes the third thing In 
this eventful tragedy.”

Mere the veteran waxed pathetic and 
grew poetic, it was nearing or quite 
sundown when the surgeons met me, 
aud I enjoyed their company for about 
half an hour, when I went my way 
and they continued on their journey. 
About 8 o'clock over a little range of 
hills I saw the big round yellow moon, 
flooding the country with light. The 
evening wee growing cooler, and I 
was ready for all the rqiOM ( could 
get. I saw by the moonlight a barn 
or outbuilding of some kind and made 
for It. When I looked Into the doer I 
saw It was already occupied, but there 
was room for one more. The tempo 
rary tenants were scattered around In 
all direction*, some sitting up agalnet 
the wall nnd others on their hacks on 
tbo floor. They were all soldiers, and I 
noticed particularly one who was sit­
ting down with his musket between 
his knees. Hu was leaning agslnst 
some boards. Nobody said anything to 
me, so I entered without the slightest 
ceremony ami was nsleep before tho 
second hand of a clock could traverse 
the tenth part of Its clrele. The sun 
wss high In the honvens when I woke, 
and I noticed that my roommates were 
•till asleep. The man with his ri! i lu 
his kueci was lu the same attitude, and 
so were oil tho others. Yes, they were 
all In slumber from which they will 
never wake until the trumpet louder 
than any yet sounded on earth shall 
coll them back to Ilf* again."

Another member of the little com­
pany rotated an incident which came 
utnUY his personal observation »t or 
near Gettysburg during that 8 days' 
fight. He told of ■  soldier in the com­
pany, that went lo *arly and came out

after its share of fighting only for tiM 
reaeon that nearly every man in It
wae either killed or wounded. The sol­
dier referred to played on the fiddle, 
the veteran said: He was In love with 
his fiddlp, and as a general thing, when 
he wasn’t fighting he was fiddling. The 
spirit and the soul of music were both 
vital essences of his being. His story, 
however, which was Inspired by the 
events related by the comrade of tho 
empty sleeve, was to the effect that on 
the morning of tbe third day of the 
battle he, wandering by a bam attach­
ed to a hostelry known aa the "Tavern 
of the Three Stars," heard sounds com­
ing from it and looking in found it to 
be a sort of hastily Improvised hos­
pital.

There were at least a score of sol­
diers laid out In cots on the floors, all 
more or less wounded. Several of them 
were past all aurgery. To hts amaze­
ment he saw the musician, who had 
suffered the loss of a leg. He was, of 
course, lying on hit back, but th* 
stump of his Umb was propped up. He 
bad a pleased expression oq his *«4Q- 
tenance, bis well-befoved fiddle under 
his chin and was filling the room with 
music.

The most beautiful and pathetic part 
ot the picture was the calm, sweet 
and smiling expression of the poor fel­
lows who were being regaled with Its 
melodics.

"It seemed,” said the speaker, "aa 
it a beatification from heaven rested 
upon tbe place and Its celestial glory 
shone la the countenance of every poor 
sufferer within It"

Ancient Glory Fading,
Fort McHenry Is being slowly shorn 

ot Its glory as a fortification, says the 
Baltimore News. District headquar­
ters were moved from the old fort to 
Fort Howard two years ago, and now 
Its last remaining honor as a historical 
fort, that of sulutlng station for Balti­
more, has been transferred to the new­
er fort, which robbed It of district 
headquarters. For over 100 years th* 
guns at Fort McHenry have roared out 
a ealute, not only to our own warablpA 
but to tbe foreign visitor* to Baltimore 
The only firing of a gun bigger than 
a SprlngAeld rifle to be heard at the 
post hereafter will be tbe evening sa­
lute aa tbe flag is hauled down from 
tho flagpole. This Is In accordance 
with an order Issued by Secretary of 
War Taft

The glory of tbe "unconquered fort” 
has been declining for years. The large 
garrisons which formerly guarded the 
place have been reduced, and some 
years ago the fort Itself was diminish­
ed by Congress turning a portion of 
the land over to tbe Baltimore Dry 
Dock and Shipbuilding Company, 
which was then known by a different 
name.

The War Department has promised 
that It will not be given up as an army 
post, bnt U has been announced that 
the artillery, with which the fort has 
been connected since Its birth, will be 
withdrawn and infantry, with Its bayo­
net and everlasting foot drills, will be 
sent to take tbe place of tbo beloved 
artillery within the next two yean.

By the direction of the War Depart­
ment Major Medorem Crawford, tbe 
post commander, has been making In­
vestigations to discover the exact posi­
tion of the flagpole from which waved 
the flag that gave Francis Scott Key 
th* Inspiration to write "The Star- 
Spangled Banner.”

REPUBLIC.
The contract for the construction 

and installation of the water works 
system was let to the Michigan Pipe 
Company, of Bay City, Mich., for 
$1M,050. This contract Includes prac­
tically the entire work with the excep­
tion of providing the reservoir and 
driving a tunuel for the pipe which is 
to yonuect the reservoir with themaln, 
the two latter tasks having been as­
sumed by the township. Besides the 
work contemplated by the original 
specifications it has been decided to 
run a main to Pork City at the same 
time, This latter plan, while In a 
sense It increases the Initial expense, 
will make the system complete and 
will be of untold value to the com­
munity in Increasing the scone of fire 
protection. The work is to be begun 
as soon as possible and it Is to be 
compteted by December 1.

The original issue of bonds author­
ized by the township taxpayers was 
$20,000, but under the provisions of 
the special legislative act the voters 
were privileged to Increase this to 
$2*5.000, and a special election is to 
be held on Monday, September 11, to 
secure authorization of the additional 
$5,000. As a matter of fact the extra 
expense Is almost, if not fully, offset 
by what the Republic Iron Company 
and the township authorities are to 
do. The Republic Iron Company, for 
instauce, has geuerously provided 
the reservoir, and there are 
various minor ways iu wblcb-the com­
pany has already been able to cut 
down the total expense. For the re­
servoir an abandoned mine working 
Is to be used. Its walls are of solid 
ju8|>er, making It more substantial 
thuu any artificial creation of build­
ing rock and concrete could possibly 
be. The excavation Is large enough 
to hold an ample supply of water for 
for both domestic ami lire purposes 
and all that (s needed to make it ser­
viceable Is to drive a 70-foot tunnel 
to conucct the distribution malu with 
Die resorvolr. This storage place is 
150 feet above lake level, which Is 
virtually street level, and It Is estim­
ated that a natural pressure of 05 
pounds to the square Inch In the mains 
can thus be secured. It Is doubtful 
whether a suitable reservoir could 
have bucu constructed for a ceut less 
than $2,000, and the Republic iron 
Company’s gift of tills huge uatural 
tank means that the township has 
virtually fouud a couple of thousand 
dollars.

The pipe which Is to lx* used for the 
village mains is of wood, reinforced 
by wire wludiug. Similar pt|ie has 
proved very serviceable elsewhere, 
aud In this respect as wet) as with re-

fard to the pumping machinery and 
u fact all of the details the interests 

of the township are fully safeguarded 
by the carefully drawn specifications. 

Word was received early in the

week that the contracting company 
was getting its material and supplies 
loaded and it Is evident that do time 
is to be lost in getting started on the 
contract. Some work In the way of 
preparation at this end of the line has 
been begun and Capt. Pascoe will 
shortly start work on the township’s 
task of driving the tunnel. Arrange­
ments have already been made for the 
p) acing of the original issue of $25,000 
io bonds and the subsequent issue of 
$5,000 will be similarly placed.

Several factors are combining In the 
cause of good roads for the rural 
districts, says the Chicago Chronicle 
editorially.

One of these factors Is the rural 
freo mall delivery service. Another 
Is the activity of merchants In the 
country towns, who encourage the 
good roads movement for obvious rea­
sons. Still another Is tho comparative 
chenpares of road building by Im* 
proved method! and with cheap ma­
terials. Taken together, all three 
forces are giving an impetus to the 
propngumln for first-class country 
highways.

Rural free mail delivery Is no longer 
nn experiment. The farmers, at first 
indifferent when they were not actu­
ally hostile, are uow accustomed to 
having their mall brought to them, 
and they would not know how to do 
without the mall enrrier. Tho demand 
for the rural service Is Increasing. 
There are now’ pending In the post of- 
five 4,708 petitions for new routes, ami 
the routes nro being ordered Into effect 
at the average rato of GOO per month.

These rural mall routes mean bet­
ter roads, because the i>o»t oflh’o de­
partment will not maintain them un­
less the highways are kept In fairly 
good condition. Uncle Sam ngrees to 
deliver the mail to the farmer if tho 
furmer will keep the road so that the 
carrier can get over It with reason­
able speed. If the farmer neglects 
tho road the carrier is withdrawn. 
This inspires the agricultural popula­
tion to keep the roads In good order.

The rural merchants help the good 
roads movement because they realize 
that their business depends upon It. 
People will not come In to buy goods 
If they have to drlvo through mud 
axle deep. Consequently the store­
keepers favor road improvement. In 
some Mlsscf.l towms the merchants 
are offering vrizes to the farmers who 
keep their roads in the best condition. 
They thus create an interest Jn tho 
matter and draw trade from neighbor­
ing towns where the highways arc in 
nn inferior condition.

Tho third factor in the good roads 
movement is the relative cheapness of 
rondbiilldlng nowadays. Many of the 
railroad companies send out “good 
roads specials" which stop at various 
points along the line and give demon­
strations of the best way to mako 
country roads. Homo roads mako a 
reduced rato on road material or carry 
It free.

The railroad is interested in the 
good roads movement because tho 
country highway is the steam road's 
feeder in the freight business. Thus 
with expert Instruction and cheap ma­
terial the expense of constructing good 
highways Is no longer tho drawback 
that it used to he. The farmer Is be­
ginning to see that it is a good in­
vestment to put money into roads that 
are practicable in all weathers.

No doubt it will bo a good while be­
fore all our country highways are put 
into Ideal condition, but tho work Is 
going on faster than ever before. It 
Is only a question of time wtoen"lt will 
be in progress over all the country. 
Good roads constitute one of the sur- 
ret signs of prosperity and enlighten­
ment in the rural community.

adherents, is accounted to be the 
“grand old nmn" of the State of Maine.

On his !>2<l birthday, celebrated on 
May tl, says the Boston Tost, the ex- 
governor, who is still practicing among 
his old patients of Ia*wlston nnd Au­
burn, did not dream that it was of 
enough Importance to allow hla fellow 
citizens to mako any noto of It.

.Straight and supple as a young sap­
ling of Ills native Htate, this remark­
able and age-venerable former govern­
or of times when the creed of democ­
racy was not the most popular In the 
State, goes nlwnit the twin cities of 
Lewiston nnd Auburn, showing an ac­
tivity'and youthfulness of spirit that 
would generally be considered wonder­
ful in a man of good health, fully 
twenty years his junior.

Attired in a greatcoat of the old- 
fashioned cut and style, smooth shav­
en nnd wearing the stock and high col­
lars of our grandfathers, the ex-gov­
ernor and surgeon of fast approaching 
centenarian age, is to be seen winter 
nnd summer In this garb Hhlle driv­
ing about the city and also to and 
from bis Fnhbntu* road home, in one 
of the old-time chaises of the pattern 
used by the hero of Oliver Wendell 
Holmes' "The One-Horse Hhoy."

Cutting the corners of the city 
streets with his Morgan mare, Kitty, 
who speeds over the Lewiston roads 
and pavement* like a 2-year-old, the 
Night of the old gentleman sitting well 
forward In the wonderful old chaise, as 
he guides the blooded animal, Is one 
of tiro strangest that visitors to the 
city can view.

Ktrange, becanse of tho very fact 
that without tho slightest apparent 
fear of danger to himself or to the 
fabric end shaky build of the ancient 
chaise, the nonagencarian governor 
guides the sprightly and mettlesome 
Kitty with such an unerring hand.

As a traveler the ex-governor is said 
to have covered more routes of globe 
traveling than almost any other man 
in the Htate of Malno and even to-day 
would take the chance of traveling to 
the other end of tho country if an old 
and dear friend or patient should call 
for his services,

An Illustration of this occurred only 
a few weeks ago, when a former pa­
tient of hfs sent him a summons from 
Troy, N. Y., asking that hs come for 
a consultation in relation to the ampu­
tation of a leg.

NEW REFRIGERATOR CAR SIR.  
VICE.

Bock Island Operates Cold Storage Cars 
on Established Hchednlee.

Topeka.—The Rock Island has added 
3,500 now refrigerator cars to those 
already In service, and has established 
a regular schedule of runs, giving ex­
cellent service from the most remote 
portions of Its lines to nil markets.

The most essential point which is of 
Interest to the small shippers of perish­
able freight at way stations along the 
road, lx contained lu the two rules pro­
mulgated by this company which fol­
low:

“Freight charges on perishable 
freight shipped In scheduled refrigera­
tor cars will be tbc sumo us la ordi­
nary cars."

"All refrigerator cars are well iced 
before starting and are re-ked In tran­
sit when necessary."

The latter rule Indicates that the 
small shipper may send his perishable 
produce to murkrt in a refrigerator cur 
at the regulur rates which apply in an 
ordinary car aud no charges are made 
to him Tor “icing" the car. The rail­
road provides this service free of coat 
to the shipper.

The company also undertakes to fur­
nish o special refrigerator car without 
extra charge for conMlgnmenti of 10,0(JU 
pounds or over where no scheduled ear 
la run.

Hhlppera may secure refrigerator 
care from tho company for carload 
shipments free; the shipment will be 
consigned at regular carload rates the 
same ss if the consignment was sent 
in an ordinary car. When shippers use 
a car for cariosd shipments the rate 
Is lower than that charged for less 
than carload lots. Consequently Icing 
charges are assessed the shipper when 
he uses a whole ear. However, only 
the actual cost of Ice and the work of 
placing it In the car is charged. The 
shipper bos the privilege of iciug the 
ear himself, In which cast ths railroad 
makes no Icing charge.

to tbe parlor floor.

know that chestnuts prove a very 
profitable crop. Experts claim that 
an orchard of chestnuts will bring 
greater returns to tbe owner than an 
apple orchard of the same size, as 
the nuts arc retailed on the street 
comers at about six dollars a bushel, 
while the Italian who sells roasted 
chestnuts receives pay for them at 
the rate of at least eight dollurs a 
bushel.
