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Miss Walker’s Death-
Mist Leah Walker died last Satur­

day morning at the home of tier par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Frank Walker, 
Jackson street, after an illness of 
such short duration as to make her 
demise a very severe shock to her 
relatives and many friends. A par­
ticularly sad incident was that she and 
her mother had arrangements com­
pleted for a trip to Detroit and Kin­
cardine, Ont., and the train on which 
they were to have been passengers 
left here just three hours after the 
young lady’s death. She was laid to 
rest In tho city cemetery Wednesday, 
and seldom has there been a more 
general expression of sorrow for the 
departed and sympathy for those who 
remain than was made evident by the 
attendance and the floral tributes at 
Miss Walker’s funeral.

Leah Walker was born in Kincar­
dine, Ont, July 3,1886. The family 
has resided here since 1890, and her 
school attendance and religious and 
social activities had given Miss Leah, 
the eldest daughter, a! particularly 
wide acquaintance. She was graduat­
ed from the Negaunee High School 
last June, and fully expected to take 
up a tfovmal school or college course 
this fall. She was especially accom­
plished as a musician. It was only a 
few weeks before her death that she 
complained of illness, and even 
at that time there seemed naught 
in her condition to give rise to undue 
apprehension. On Monday of last 
week It was found that she was suffer­
ing from tubercular meningitis, and 
notwithstanding that heroic efforts 
were made to stay the progress of the 
disease, there being five physicians 
In consultation at one stage of her 
case, her decline was rapid and she 
passed away before dawn last Satur­
day.

She is survived by her parents, by 
a sister, Miss Vera, and by four 
brothers, Bert, Verne, Charles and 
Hoblnson. The funeral was held 
Wednesday afternoon, services being 
conducted at St. John’s Kpiscopal 
Church, of which she was a devout 
member. The church was filled with 
sorrowing friends, and the minister, 
Rev. Frederick Luke, spoke eloquent­
ly of the young life which had so 
suddenly been terminated. The re­
mains were borne to their last resting 
place by John Williamson, Harry K. 
and Howard Nightingale, Keith 
Maitland, Michael Burns and Elmer 
Mitchell. Besides the floral tributes 
which had fairly hidden the casket 
during the church services, the grave 
was lined with flowers. In addition 
to many floral gifts from individual 
friends, there were beautiful offerings 
from the pupils and teachers In the 
high school, the Modern Woodmen of 
America and the Business Men’s 
Association. The family Is deeply 
grateful for these and many other 
manifestations of kindness and sym 
patby.

A Fine Crop of Apples-
Down Sands way C. W. Taylor lias 

a tract of land that (lest brought him 
considerable revenue by rouson of the 
cord wood and timber he wus able to 
cut from it. Since It was cleared it 
has proved its worth for general 
arming, ami more particularly dairy­
ing and gru/.ing purposes. And still 
more recently Mr. Taylor bus been 
able to demonsli ate that It is not al­
together out of the fruit belt. Ue has 
a little orchard that this year pro­
duced 140 bushels of apples, principal­
ly of the Duchess of Oldenltfrg varie­
ty. The yield was all good sound 
fruit, but this variety has not the 
keeping qualities of some other kinds 
and therefore is not regarded us so 
choice lu the general market. How­
ever, Mr, Taylor had all the apples 
he could conveniently use, has ex­
pressed large baskets to relatives, 
and still has a considerably quantity 
which he sold to a Negaunee dealer 
for 81 a bushel.

Put a Quietus on Strike-
The strike of tho trammers ut the 

Richmond.mine,at Palmer, developed 
iuto a rather ugly situation last Fri­
day, but prompt action by the mine 
officials and tho authorities checked 
the disorder in Its lociploncy and 
there has been no further trouble. 
About fifty men walked out tho middle 
of last week In an attempt to force 
accession to their demand of an in­
crease of pay from $1.75 to 82.00 a 
day. A few of the men persisted in 
remaining at work, and upon one of 
these the strikers pounced last Fri­
day, dragging him from the pit and 
giving him a rather severe though not 
particularly serious drubbing. Marsh­
al Cribble of this city went to the 
scene and succeeded in arresting four 
of the principal offenders. They were 
arraigned before Justice Thoren the 
follow ing day and fined. Butter couns­
els have since prevailed at Palmer 
and there has bueu no further dis­
order.

Burn the Leaves-
The frost hasn’t nipped the leaves 

to an extent that would cause them to 
fall, but nevertheless they are drop­
ping quite numerously about town and 
their premature severing of relations 
with the tree is undoubtedly occasion­
ed by tbeir diseased condition, due to 
a fungus growth which has become 
quite common in this section. When 
he visited the Upper Peninsula a few 
weeks ago to Investigate tbe shade 
tree question, It. H. Pettit, the state 
entomologist, recommended that Lite 
leaves be burned as rapidly as they 
fail this tulumu. Assurance is given 
that if this method is generally pur­
sued by property owners the fungus 
spores will 1h< destroyed and there 
will be tiu danger of a recurrence of 
the trouble for a long time to come, 
at least.

Everyone who hss shade trees Is 
asked to co-oiwrate In tho work. It 
will be a task of but a few moment* to 
rake the fallen loaves together every 
day or two; see that limy a rea ta  
safe distance from buildings or other 
combustible material; and touch a 
match to them. It Isa duty every 
household owes to the community.

IIo determined 
on making her his wife aud they were 
soon hethrothed.

When the French consul at Wash­
ington heard what Joronra had dotio 
he was besldo himself with rage and 
terror. What would Napoleon say? 
Ho paled at the thought and alter­
nately toro Ills hair and said naughty 
words In choice Parisian, Ho drove to 
Baltimore and Implored the young 
man In vain to break off tho match.

Bonuparto's return to 
Baltimore Jerome offored her a title 
nud an annual income of 900,000, hut 
sho declined It, suylng that "Westpha­
lia was a very largo country, but It 
was too small to bold two quoens." 
But when Napoleon offered her an an­
nual income of $12,000 provided the

did not assume the name of Bonaparte 
she accepted It, saying:

"I would rather be sheltered under 
the wing of an eagle than suspended 
from the bill of a goose."

Indeed, she had the greatest admira­
tion for Napoleon, and always said he 
was "tho greatest genius that ever 
lived," defending him against the Brit­
ish, whom she loathed. She held Je­
rome In the utmost contempt, and his 
treatment of her changed her Into a 

cold, cynical woman of the world. 
During her later social career In Eu­
rope she was the belle of every capi­
tal. Barring the Emperor, the entire 
Bonaparte family recognized the regu­
larity of her marriage to Jerome and 
she was frequently the guest of Na­
poleon's mother In Rome.

Her son, Jerome Bonaparte, married 
Mis* flusnn May Williams. They had 
two children, oue of whom Is tho pres­
ent Secretary of the Navy.

SAKHALIN A TRAGIC ISLAND.

Most V io lent o f R ussian P rison ers Sent 
There from  S iberia.

Sakhalin, tbo Island which Japan is 
now taking, or, rather, retaking, from 
Russia, is the place to which Hussla 
seuds her violent convicts. The con­
vict at Siberia has some liberty to con­
sole him for his detention, but the con­
vict lu Sakhalin none. When a party 
of convicts (having been pronounced 
“violent” by tho governor of the Si­
berian station) Is lauded nt Sakhalin 
the procession to the Jail Is ns follows: 
First among the prisoners come men 
with fetters on their legs nml linked 
together In pairs, the clanking of their 
chains making a lugubrious noise. 
Next ronio half n dozen men, each 
without fetters, but secured by the 
hands to a long Iron rod. Then follow 
female prisoners, nud after them the 
most affecting pact of tho whole—the 
wlvea and children who hnvo elected 
to accompany into exllo their husbands 
and fathers, behind them ruiublo 
"telegas,” or rough wagons, wherein 
are transported baggage And those

children who aro too young or lutlrm 
to walk.

When on the march the prisoners are 
allowed threo pounds of bread and 
one-half pound of meat each day, and 
they aro not forbidden to receive alma. 
Hut when they arrive at their destina­
tion their lot la a pitiful ouo. Their 
cells are damp and fungus covered, 
their food Is less than the allowance 
during their journey, and their work 
In the salt mines U most exhausting. 
Many of the prisoners aro very Ignor­
ant. Few of them can read except the 
Caucasians, but they are all put to the 
samo laborious work, and in tbo eveut 
of their being physically unable to per­
form their allotted tasks their punish­
ments Aro very cruel. The Knglish 
“eat-o'-nlno tails'' Is nothing to tbo 
terrors of the “bodlgn.” In this Instru­
ment of torture tho prisoner is so fixed 
that ho can neither move nor cry out, 
and wire thongs bound at tho end with 
pointed tin strlko his back at frequent 
Intervals.

Other tortures to which prisoners 
aro subjected arc too dreadful to write 
about, and during all these tortures the 
prisoner is prevented by gags from ob­
taining even the poor relief of a 
leroam. Sur.dy the horrors of tho salt 
mines of Iletsknya ero nothing com- 
pared with tho abominations of Sak­
halin.—rail Mall Gazette.

H U D SO N  B A Y C O M P A N Y ^ R O F IT S

Rise In tbo Vulue of Cura Helped to 
ttwoll Lust Ycur'e Total,

Largo sums of money havo been 
made lu the last few mouths by Lord 
Stratliconn and other promineut share­
holders of the Hudson Hay Company, 
uow 233 years old, ns a result of the 
profits arising from the vast laud 
sales of the coinpauy and tbe lncrcuso 
In the number and values of the furs 
handled by Its agents In tbo fur North.

In the twelve months ended May 81, 
tho tradlug profits on furs, etc., 
amounted to £102,900, compured with 
X9H.U34 for tho previous year, aud 
after setting aside £20,000 to tho credit 
of the building account tho balance of 
tho land account for the year amount­
ed to £187,304, as against £170,047.

Tho progress in tho company's af­
fairs Is Illustrated by the fuct that 
the land sales in Western Canada 
have Increased from 04,008 acres lu
1000 to 308,070 In 1003. The total net 
profit from both lands and furs In
1001 was but £08,037, while In 1003 It 
amounted to £310,808. Pricos of furs 
materially assisted this iucrease, their 
values going up from 7% P®t cent In 
the case of white fox to 70 per cent 
for ermine.

It Is not unusual for the skin of a 
sea otter to sell for $000, while re­
markably good ones may sell for four 
or even five times that price. These 
are now vory scarce, however, and 
some seasons there are hardly nny to 
be bad. In fact tho animals are in 
danger of extermination. At ino end 
of the eighteenth century they were 
so abundant that 120,000 skins a year 
were taken In tho vicinity of the 
Aleutian Islands.

The only skin which approaches tho 
sea otter In value Is that of tho black 
or silver fox. These are chlofly found 
In northern Cnnndn, and when an In­
dian hunter knows the whereabouts of 
a pair of these animals and protects 
them he Is sure of a comfortable liv­
ing out of tbe annual sale of a pair 
of their progeny.

Good skins of the black fox have 
been sold In 6t. Petersburg at from 
$1,000 to $4,000. A pair of sliver aklns 
In London sold for $2,400, while n Min­
gle skin often brings $1,000. Tho white 
and blue Arctic foxes aro in great de­
mand, and seem to be Increasing In 
VAlue. Tho pelt of the white fox, 
which a few years ago was only worth 
from $1 to $4, now sells for $10 to $25, 
whllo the price of tho blue fox skin 
runs from $50 to $75.—Correspondence 
of Washington Tost.

MI8TAKE8 IN ENCYCLOPEDIAS.

Th* Q i« a t Care R equired in  T h eir Re- 
vlelon*

O. C. Vico, lu Success Magazine, 
says; Few people know what an 
enormous amount of work and what 
a great expenditure of money are re­
quired to make or evou revise a targe 
encyclopedia that will moot the de- 
mauds of modern times, When the 
first edition (which Is qulto largely a 
revised edition) is completed, the pub­
lishers and editors immediately go to 
work to give every volume a thorough 
revision, which will take a longer or 
shorter time according to the uumber 
of volumes In the set and the num­
ber of editors and proofreaders en­
gaged in tbs work. Until recently it 
has been customary among publishers 
of encyclopedias not to glvo t  set a 
thorough revision until fivo years af­
ter tbe completion of tbe first edition, 
thus giving the rcadors plenty of time 
to bombard tho work.

By tho tlmo tho first odltlon Is com­
pleted the numerous editors, aulstnut 
editors aud proofreaders, who for n 
couple of years or moro have boon on- 
gaged in tbe work of producing tho 
encyclopedia, have been considerably 
reduced In number. Those remaining 
are to carry on the work of rovlslon. 
Even with very great care In editing, 
mistakes will, as polutod out, always 
occur in a publication of this magni­
tude, especially in the first edition. 
Therefore, •  thorough revision imme­
diately upon tho completion of tho first 
odltlon is absolutely noceisury. As an 
encyclopedia Is recording a great num­
ber of subjects that are constantly 
changing, it follows that, in many ro- 
•poets, it wilt quickly become out of 
date—ss soon as it Is completed it 
straightway begins to bncomo obso­
lete, In many of its articles. In or­
der, therefore, to keep tho Informa­
tion given as near up-to-date as possi­
ble, frequent revisions aro necessary, 
although to the publishers they aro 
very expcnslvo to moke.

A PAST RUN ON THE ROCK ISLAND

181 MIIm  la  100  M inntee, In c la d la g  
Stops.

A new instance of fast railroad time 
was added to the history of quick runs 
sonic two weeks ago, when the Kook 
Island's Pocky Mountain Limited 
made a phenomenal burst of speed into 
Chicago. This train leaves Denver 
dully ut 11:20 n. m., and makes a run­
ning time between Denver and Chi­
cago of 27 hours. On the day refer­
red to the truin arrived at Hock Island 
(181 miles from Chicago) an hour and 
a half behind Its schedule, owing to 
an unavoidable delay In transit.

On the train was Mr. Thos. UottcrlU, 
who wus hastening to New York on a 
matter of urgent business. It was Im­
perative that he make connection with 
the Lake Shoro flyer, which leaves 
Chicago shortly nfter the arrival of tbe 
HocUy Mountain Limited. When tho 
Mississippi river was reached and Mr. 
Hottcrill realized how late he wus he 
almost despaired of reaching New York 
In time. His fellow passengers, learn­
ing of his predicament, volunteered to 
asslat (UuuictuUy lu raising a purse for 
the engineer If he would make up the 
lost time. They reullzed that they 
would have an exciting ride and were 
willing to pay for It. The engineer con­
sented to do his best uud tbe race for 
Chicago was commenced.

Tho Hock Island right of way across 
Illinois Is double-tracked and in su­
perb condition. Five regular stops 
were made and between them passen­
gers say the train touched the track 
only In its high places. At three dif­
ferent times n speed of 00 miles an 
hour wns chronicled, and for a ma­
jority of the distance the truin whiz­
zed ulong at a 70-milc-per-hour clip.

The flyer arrived In Chicago ten 
minutes ahead of the schedule on 
which it was running and Mr. Rot- 
tcrill Imd an opportunity to alight and 
stretch his legs before taking tbe Lake 
Shore train. When Interviewed he 
modestly refrained from posing us the 
hero of a mad ride, In which records 
were sent glimmering, and all of his 
expressions with regard to the un­
usual exploit wore In a very matter-of- 
fact tone, ns though It was nothing 
of more than ordlnury Interest. Hock 
Island officials also make no boast over 
tho accomplishment, fast runs being 
of frequent occurrence on that road. 
The 05 new engines which the Itock 
Island has recently placed In service 
on its various divisions are all models 
of the latest type and built for speed. 
Every day of the week sees one of 
these monster greyhounds of the rail 
reeling off the miles nt a rate tbut 
makes the telegraph poles look like a 
picket fence. Only the train perform­
ance sheets reveal the special bursts 
of speed tint now and then come to 
general knowledge through some ad­
miring pusscngcr's account.

the crimes named lu tbe statute." This 
Is plain speaking, but noue too plain. 
It hi tiie kind of message we need. 
We need It us individuals and we need 
it ns a nation. We seem to be losing 
our sense of moral values when tho 
matter of pilling up money Is Involved. 
We do thlugt now which we would 
uot have done a few years ago. Tbe 
craze for wealth at whatever cost 
was never so general as now. Mr. 
Jerome 1# right in say lug that we are 
developing a subtler form of crime 
than our fathers knew; that in “the 
olden days criminals moved along the 
line of knockdown and take," and that 
"nowaduys robbery has a more com­
mercial aspect." There is too much 
of a tondeucy to assume that any­
thing can be done which is not for­
bidden by law. The code of statute 
law aud the code of morals are made 
to coincide. What Is not prohibited by 
statute Is right The men Involved 
in tho Equitable scaudal are not alone 
lu committing crimes which are Just 
out of reach of tho law and therefore 
justifiable In the common view. Every 
community has men of the same type 
and every community has sot before it 
i oral standards of the same ruuk. 
It Is a common fault end tbe price 
must be paid by a common sacrifice. 
The peualty can be escaped only by 
the establishment of new standunls 
of morality, both individual and civic.

HISTORY OF THE FAIR

IT 18 REPLETE WITH INTEREST­
ING FACTS.

Traces of G ath erin gs for B arter  and 
E xchange A lm ost from  T im e Im m e­
m oria l—The County F a ir O riginated at 
A lbany, Nevr York, H igh ly  Y ears Ago.

HE history of 
fairs is replete 
with interesting 
facts. Almost 
from time Imme­
morial there are 
traces of these 
gatherings fo r 
purposes of bar­
ter and display. 
T he a n c i e n t  
Gr e e k s  hel d 

them In conjunction with popular 
assemblies for political motives, and 
tbe Roman forums, though properly 
permanent market places, attracted 
great multitudes to festivity and busi­
ness.

In the fifth century fairs were estab-

the world, tbe receipts of * tingle 
week often aggregating five millions of 
dollars. Equally large are tha trans­
actions of the Normany fair, & princi­
pal market for woolen goods and for 
valuable horses. In liollaud these pop­
ular assemblies are tbe occasion for 
Joyous festivities, the staple amuse­
ments being theaters and shows; and 
in Germany tho most prominent occa­
sions of this character had their origin 
In religious celebrations. Italian fairs 
are devoted to silks. Many In Russia 
take place on frozen rivers, and tbe 
greatest one In the East, that held at 
Mecca during the time of the annual 
pilgrimages, presents an average con- 
courso of nearly a hundred thousand 
visitors.

Fair* in Thia Country*
In our own country many fairs of 

State and national celebrity have oc­
curred during the past century. These 
have generally been operated on a ba­
sis that offers special opportunities for 
comparing different qualities of homo 
manufactures aud produce, and these 
are valuable as a moans of Instruction. 
Competitive exhibition rather than gen­
eral traffic has been the motive pur­
sued. The New York World’s Fair of

liahed in French and Italian cities. One 
at St. Denis was a notable Institution 
of Its time, being inaugurated by Dago- 
bert In 020, while that nt St. Lazare 
was held by sanction of Louis VI. Al­
fred the Grout Introduced them luto 
England in 880, aud like gatherings, 
for the sale of slaves, commenced 
through Germany and the north of Eu­
rope about the year 1000. Less than 
a century later they were greatly en­
couraged in England by William the

Conqueror, and the fair of St. Bartho­
lomew, opened in Loudon lu 1)38, be­
came u populur event through nearly 
four centuries.

Coming down to a Inter period, vari­
ous exposition In tho British Isles and 
Continental Europe have acquired 
world-wide celebrity. There Is the 
Hampshire fair, held Oct. 10, which 
was probably the greatest slreep dis­
play; the Norwich, Oct. 17, utmost ex­
clusively devoted to Scotch cattle; the

1853 was a wonderful exposition for its 
time, and was the model for numerous 
like fairs, Industrial and otherwise, cul­
minating lu the Louisians Purchase 
Exposition at St. Louis. It Is In its 
county fairs, however, that tbe United 
States excels. This Institution Js said 
to have originated at Albany, N. Y-, 
some eighty years since, with Elkansh 
Watson. lie organized aud opened the 
first county exhibition, a feature of ag­
ricultural competition thut has rapidly 
grown lu popularity.

Many, however, have been tho 
changes wrought since that time. Peo­
ple of this uge see und enjoy things 
that to our forefathers would have 
seemed improbable and visionary. Nu­
merous arc the hardy pioneers who can 
recall the first attempt at anything 
like a fair lu their eouuty. Perhaps 
one yoke of oxeu, a donkey, a span of 
mules, a nmre aud a colt was the sum 
total of the stock show, while the oth­
er tilings on exhibition would not fur­
nish a small loud for nu ordinary* over­
land peddler. Ho radical has been the : 
change that a comparison Is needless. 
To-day, with commodious buildings, ex­
tensive grounds nud flue race-tracks, 
we are well supplied with all llie mod­
ern accessories to comfort aud enter­
tainment. A spirit of rlvulry has 
aroused the hitherto latent enthusiasm 
of many & farmer nud his household, 
und, as autumn approaches, the result 
of a summer's labor is quite evident, 
on observing tho fattened cattle, hogs 
and sheep, tiie flue display of turkeys, 
geese, ducks, chickens and (ho blooded 
draught, trotting or road horses, The 
machinery, culinary and art depart­
ments each contribute considerably to­
wards making the event a success. And 
with an unlimited supply of fruits and 
cereals, the program is about complete, 
and tho anticipated pleasure of the 
year finds Its fruition when the pros­
perous and deserving farmer drives 
his family to thut most glowing aud

S U N B U R N  A REAL MIRACLE*

Old fM ’i  F or#  H ave No Effect Upon  
a Tanned Bkln.

There arc ccrtalu arctic animals, 
durk-coated in the short summer, that 
In winter turn pure white, thus match­
ing the snow-covered landscape aud 
escaping uoticc and harm.

This chuuge of color, this protection, 
effected no one knows how, is won­
derful, as wonderful as a miracle, and 
yet n kindred ebauge of color, a kin­
dred protection, happens among aan- 
kind every summer aud nobody ever 
notices It.

When the pnle city people go out in 
tbo summer suu nt tho seashore or tho 
mountains the light attacks thorn 
fiercely, first reddening their skin, 
then swelling, blistering aud scorchlug 
i t  If they kept in the suu enough 
and if no miracle occurred tho light 
would kill them finally, burning off the 
skin first and afterward attacking tbe 
raw flesh.

But a miracle does occur. The skin 
changes from a pale color to a tan 
nnd on this tan the sun has no -affect. 
The suu may beat on tun-colored skin 
for days nnd weeks, but such skin re­
mains always sound, unbllstered, 
whole.

Thus nature works a miracle. The 
white skin Is suffering and nature, 
aware somehow that a tan akin la sun­
proof, changes to tnn tWe white. How 
does she do this? Where did she learn 
that It was wise to do this? No ono 
knows. Only the fact of tbe miracle 
remains,

To prove this miracle—to prove that 
it Is not the hardening of the skin, 
but tbe ebauge In its color which pro­
tects it from sunburn—Is an easy mut­
ter.

Let a pnle person, unused to the sun, 
stain one side of his face yellow, and, 
leaving the other side untouched, go 
out In tho bright summer stm for a 
couple of hours. The one side of his 
face Is no tougher, no more hardened, 
than the other, yet the unstained clde 
will bo Inflamed, blistered, while the 
tan-colored one will be quite cool and 
unhurt.

Sunburn Is a miracle, a protection 
to mankind, os Inexplicable and as 
wonderful as the miracle of the arctic 
animals' change in the winter from 
dark coats to snow-white ones.

Odd Conceit W hich Serve* a D oable 
Parpoae*

The Inventor of the advertising 
door-closer here Illustrated has vio­
lated In Its design one of the funda­
mental ethical principles of the adver­
tising art. The cardinal feature of all 
advertising Is to thrust it on the un­
wary without effort on his part. This 
Kansas inventor deliberately plans to 
flash his sign In the face of anyone 
opening the door to which It is at­
tached. There Is no doubt as to Us 
originality, hut it is questionable 
whether tbo individual who opens the 
door and thereby unrolls a sign mount­

ed on spring-actuated roller will not 
resent the deception and feel that ho 
must be spcmllng an unnecessary aud 
unusual amount of effort to manipu­
late the coutrlvuuce lu addition to 
opening the door. The scheme em­
bodies a transparent panel with a sign- 
plate and on advertising rurtalu 
mountod on a roller and geared to tho 
head-rail of tbo door frame, as will be 
apparent from an Inspection of the cut. 
Normally, when tho door Is closed, tb< 
advertisement on tho curtalu Is uot 
appareut.

K gg  M em brane a  H auler.
At a recent session of the Thera­

peutical Association of Paris, Dr. 
Ainat lectured ou tho use of (he mem­
brane of eggs In tho trout incut of 
wounds. Ho has observed for some 
time the good results of placing thoso 
membranes upon the surface of 
wounds and reports two new ensoa, 
that of a young girl suffering from u 
burn ou her foot, und u mun, 40 yours 
old, with a large ulcer on bli leg. 
Both wounds were in process of haul­
ing and were covered with hculthy 
granulations.

The surgeon overspread them with 
six or eight pieces of the mcuilmino 
of eggs, which was covered with tlu 
foil and fustenud with dry antiseptic 
bandages. After four days the band­
ages aud tin foil were removed and 
It was shown that tho iiieinUruue of 
the egg had partly grown Into tho tis­
sues aud hud cuused the growing of a 
good skin. That tbe egg membrnue 
had contributed much to the heallug 
process wus demonstrated lu the fur­
ther course of treatment.

It seems, however, that the mem- 
brnuo does not ulwnyH adhere. The 
process of cieatrlxatloii Is not ouly 
hastened, but the wound lieuls excep­
tionally well nud leaves but few per­
ceptible truces.

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THE BATTLE-FIELDS.

OLO SOLDIERS TALK OVER 
ARMY EXPERIENCES.

TIm  B ine end th e  Gray R eview  fact*  
denta o f  th e  Late W ar, end la  a  
G repblo ead  In terestin g  Manner 

T ell o f  Camp, March end Battle*

"Never, except on one occasion," 
•eald the Lieutenant, "did I think the 
English way of treutfng soldiers was 
better than our own way. When we 
went to Tampa lu 1899 a good ninny 
of the rcsluurants there displayed the 
sign, ‘No soldiers fed here.’ As we 
had full rations and very little money, 
this did not disturb the hoys, but It 
outrage.] the sensibilities of a young 
Englishman in my company, lie call­
ed my attention to the sign mid said 
no man would dare display such a sign 
where soldiers were quartered In Eng­
land.

"Instead of proclaiming they would 
not feed soldiers, the restaurant pro­
prietors In an English town were re­
quired not only to feed soldiers but 
serve them at half the regular price. 
Listening to the story, the men of the 
company began to show resentment, 
particularly toward a pretentious es­
tablishment which made u parade of 
its Cuban proprietorship aud the pride 
thereof in the American soldiers, but 
all the while displayed the sign, ‘No 
soldiers fed here.'

"On the first pay day the men of 
the artillery company decided to have 
a feast. The company was formed ns 
if for duty, the orderly sergeant insist­
ing that the cooks take their place lu 
line. Then the company, each man 
armed and equipped for hot work, 
marched to the restaurant, took pos­
session, put the proprietors and their 
employers under guard, and then put 
4ta own cooks on duty. These prepar­
ed and served a flue supper.

"After the supper had been dispos­
ed of the company marched out with­
out explanation or remark, aud the lu- 
dlgoaut proprietors made haste to pre­
scot a formal complalut to the colonel 
in command of the camp. The colonel 
was a strict disciplinarian* and he was 
sure the restaurant men were mis­
taken. Ilia own men, he said, could 
not possibly have done such a thing. 
However, be would order the compan­
ies formed for inspection, and if the 
restaurant keepers could pick out the 
offenders they would be punished.

"Things seemed to bo going against 
the boys when the colonel said bland- 
iy to the complainants: ‘Of course, you 
feed soldiers at your establishment?' 
The 'Bp&nlsb-Amertcana' reluctantly 
admitted thut they did not. The colo­
nel asked, not so blandly: ‘You don't 
show one of those offensive placards. 
"No soldiers fed here,” do you?' They 
admitted that they did. ‘Then/ thun­
dered the colonel, ‘get out of this camp 
as quickly os your legs can carry you. 
Get out or I will put you all under ar­
rest.’ And they got out."

"I never suw such a sign in the Civil 
War," said the Captain. "The Kouth- 
ern hotelkeepers were, as a rule, ready 
to feed oil soldiers who had money.
1 have often thought, however, that 
the boys in the Bpanlsh-Amerlcun war 
had a very limited experience of the 
unusual as compared with the experi­
ences of the long service men lu the 
Union army. This was particularly 
true of the things that happened In 
the last year of the war, when the men 
were seasoned to adveuture aud were 
thrown largely on their own resources.

"The battle of Beutonrllle came as 
a surprise to most of Bhermon's army, 
and there were some stirring Incidents. 
But the scene that comes up first In my 
mlud when Beutonville Is mentioned 
is one to make me laugh. On that 
North Carolina march our brigade or 
division used pack mules instead of 
wagons, and the pick train was a pic­
turesque affair, the mules being load- 
ad with all sorts of plunder. Iu addi­
tion to other things, nearly every mule 
carried at least one live rooster, aud 
some mules two or three rooeters.

"The roosters had been gathered up 
on the long march and had become 
great peti. Bo it wai arranged they 
should be put in large wooden paile 
confiscated along the route, and those 
palls tied to the tops of the packs on 
the mutes. The roosters took kindly ip 
the locomotion, and while the mules 
ware movlug wore very quiet. But 
when the train halted the roosters, an­
ticipating release and the freedom of 
•camp, would crow lustily.

"This was not so comical when tbo 
mulos were scattered at camplug time 
amoug the several companies. But at 
Beutouvill# there had been much hur­
rying aud the whole pack truin was 
collected lu a sheltered posltiou to 
await the issue of battle. A« tho 
cavalry and artillery moved forward 
futo tho fight wepssnod the pack train. 
The unusual racket and confusion had 
kept the roosters quiet, but one old 
fellow looking over the top of bis buck­
et recognised us as old friends and 
crowed vigorously. This started anoth­
er and another until the whole aggre­
gation went In action, every one of a 
hundred roosters crowing for dear life.

"It was ludicrous beyond description. 
•The fun of it took possession of offi­
cers and men, aud we went Into the 
fight laughing and talking back talk 
ito the roosters. We could bear them 
crow after we got down to business, 
And the boys thought it was a good 
omen and they told some of their prli- 
pnors about It. When we went Into 
camp after the battle, the roosters, it 
■seemed to us, crowed louder than ever, 
and certainly they were grsator pots 
than ever before.

"Despite their uffeetton for their pet 
goosters the boys in good tlms became 
40 chicken hungry that the roosters

began to disapjear. A man who would 
not kill his own rooster would wllllug- 
ly sacrifice the last rooster of his best 
friend, aud it became necessary to 
closely guard our pets ot night. Ouo 
night l tied my rooster to n long pole 
uud pushed pole and rooster under the 
house iu which I had established 
headquarters for the night. A little 
after 12 o'clock I sneezed and thcro 
was a vigorous crow right under my 
head.

"That rooster crowed from that hour 
until daylight every time any one sleep­
ing on the floor moved, and the next 
day my noisy rooster was the talk of 
the camp. Even Gen. Kilpatrick sent 
an orderly to me with his compli­
ments, begging to Inform me that ho 
had at ids headquarters a rooster that 
could lick mine and teach him man­
ners. I sent my compliments to Kll- 
putriek ami begged to inform him that 
my rooster was true blue, and fought 
only secesh chickens. I stuck to my 
rooster, und not a few of the boys car­
ried their North Carolina roosters in 
the grand review at Washington."— 
Chlcago Inter Ocean.

Naturally, the reader, If he has ever 

been, or is now, or If be only has an 
Inclination to be a horse truder, will 
rend tills article with the expectation 
of gaining a new point of Information.

But our story relats* only to a cus­
tom of trading In military circles In 
time of war, and though this particu­
lar Incident may not have fallen under 
the observation of the reader, yet, if 
be has been a soldier, no doubt a par­
allel case can be called to mlud.

GETTING UP IN THE WORLD.

B u t M ountaineer* H ave N ever Been
A ble to  R each Ml* Kvereat’a Top.

Just bow high a man Is able to climb 
has never been determined; not be­
cause of the lack of mountains, but 
owing to the ever-multiplying difficul­
ties which beset the adventurer the 
higher be gets.

Tht highest point to which a man 
has so far climbed Is 23,303 feet. This 
Is ths height of Aconcagua, the loftiest 
summit of ths main Cordillera of the 
Andes. This point was reached by the 
guide Matthias Zurbriggen and Mr. 
Tinea, two members of the expedition 
that was sent out in 1807 under E. A. 
Fitzgerald. Before this ths record was 
held by Blr William Martin Conwar's 
expedition, which lu 1802 climbed a 
mountain In the XUrokoram Ulrnula- 
yae 22,000 feet high.

Whether a man will ever be able to 
climb to tbe top of Mouut Everest, 
which Is 29,200 feet above tbe sea tc/ei 
Is * question upon which scientists aud 
others are divided. An expedition to 
finally determine the matter would ha 
watched with considerable Interest

touch an expedition, however, to bo 
carried out with any reasonable hope 
of euecees would not be a matter of 
days or weaki, but of years. Mountain 
expeditious have hitherto adopted too 
rapid s rate of ascent. The nervous 
system consequently had not time to 
accustom itself to tbs action of the 
rarlflod sir nor to the orgunlsms to the 
cold.

Angelo Mosao, one of the greatest au­
thorities on humau physiology, who 
baa devotsd years to ths study of the 
effects of high altitudes on the bumuu 
frame aud who bus been instrumental 
lu securlug the erection of a new ob­
servatory and Alpine station ou Montu 
Burnt for the special study of the life 
of men ou the high Alps, itutod vory 
recently thut ho wus convinced that 
m itt nmy reach the summit of Everest 
without serious sufferings.

Tho reason, Hlgnor Mosso tells us 
why so few huvo attempted the ascent 
of the highest peaks is the conviction 
that man cannot withstand the rarlflod 
air of such altitudes. We live at the 
bottom of an ocean of air nnd our bod- 
lea ure especially uiluptwd for life ut 
low levels. Consequently when we ore 
placed In uuusuul conditions, such us 
exist at great heights, wo are affected 
In vurlous ways. Uesplratlou becomes 
difficult, the circulation of the blood 
is altered, the heurt Is fatigued, "moun­
tain sickness" Is expuuunced snd lus- 
sltude uud exhaustion follow.

1a spits of ell this the ascent of

dfiunt Everest Is believed possible. Tbe 
progress must necessavuy oe very slow 
because the climber will have to accli­
matize himself perfectly as he ascends 
In order to reach the top In condition 
of health and strength. Ills victualing 
arrangements must be generously and 
prudently made, more especially as the 
last stages must be covered at anall’s 
pace. By devoting two or three years 
o climbing the 20,200 feet to tbe top 

of Mount Everest at an average rate 
of about thirty feet dally Signor Mosso 
jelleves tho feat may be accomplished.

MODERN FOOTBALL.

I t  Comes from  tb a  F loren tin es, Who 
Got I t  from  Greece.

Did modem football, ths Itugby 
game, travel to England front ths Italy 
of the renalssauce and does Its his­
tory reach bac* to ancient Greece? A 
recs'it writer says: "Probably nntir.oro 
than a fow votaries of Bugby footba'l 
arc aware that we have to thank Flor­
entine athletes for the invention of ths 
game and for Its lutroduotlon Into 
Great Britain. Bugby School was 
founded somewhere about 1507. It 
was ouo of tbe direct results of what 
las been called the Florentine or Tus­

can fever In England, which set In late 
In the Italian renaissance. Not only 
did men of letters come over and set­
tle In England’s centers of learning and 
create others, but many Florentine! 
versed lu the theory and practice of 
polite culturo came as well. The game 
of U calclo camo to Florence by way 
of Greece. Something of tbe sort had 
figured among tbe less Important games’ 
at Olympia. Tbe principal Florentine 
ground was the Piazza dl Santa Croce, 
where upon the wall of the Palazzo 
Glullo Parrlgl Is still to be seen the 
disk from which tbe line dividing the 
ground was drawn across the open 
square. The ball was of leather, con­
taining an Inflated bladder, and appar­
ently was the exAct size, weight and 
shape of the Rugby ball of to-day.

"II calclo consisted of a friendly con­
test between two equal sides of play­
ers called schlcra azzura and scblera 
rossa—blues and reds. The number of 
players varied according to the size of 
the ground or the Importance of tbe 
encounter. In the Piazza dl Santa 
Croce the sides were twenty to twenty- 
seven strong, while on tho public open 
sports ground at Peretola they totaled 
as many as sixty each. Originally tba 
players were required to be of noble oz 
gentle blood or such as had gained dis­
tinction and rank in the profession of 
arms. Each man had to be of unblem­
ished reputation and of graceful figure 
and possessed of accomplished man­
ners.

"In addition to the actual players 
were presidents, standard bearers, 
judges, an umpire, pages and other of­
ficials, all ‘without reproach, worthy 
ot tho city and courteous In manner.’ 
The costumes of tho players were tight 
fitting drawers and tunics of silk, with 
feather caps, all richly embroidered lq 
gold aud silver. Leather shoes were 
worn. The teams were divided Into 
four classes: Forwards, whose places 
were near tbe dividing line and whose 
work was to keep tbo ball In play; half 
hacks, stationed behind tho forwards, 
In order to return the ball to play; 
three-quarter backs, who were strong 
kickers and played straight on tho bally 
and goal keepers, placed at the flags, 
or boundary, to stop the bail pass- 
lug." _________________

The voyage of the 
Vega stands quito by Itself in Us ac­
complishment of solid practical results. 
Other voyage* of arctic exploration 
have enlarged tho map and added to 
the scientific knowledge of the* polar 
regions. Tills Swedish expedition of 
1882 tracked tbe edge of a vast country 
full of the possibilities of future de­
velopment

The Vega discovered the Northeast 
Passage, and skirting the northern 
shore of Siberia, followed tho coast to 
the Pacific Ocean, and returned home 
by the way of tho Suez Canal, thus cir­
cumnavigating Europe nnd Asia.

Tbe commander, Adolf Nordensklotd, 
came of old viking blood. In 1710 a 
terrible plague broke out in Finland. 
An ancestor of Nordensklold, fearing 
for the safety of his family, hired a 
ship, stocked It with provisions, and 
placing his household on board, put out 
for sea, where bo remained for several 
months. When the plague was over, 
the Nordenskiolda returned and took 
up life once more on land.

The Vega's voyage was successful In 
every way. It accomplished Its pur­
pose, and no accident marred IU 
course. Acquaintance was made with 
little-known and Interesting peoples. 
That the dwellers of the "top of tbt 
world" are not discontented with 
themselves or their condition Is mad* 
evident by a conversation the Vega's 
commander held with one of tbe na­
tives, Nordensklold asked one of ths 
men If he did not find the foreigners 
he had seen superior to himself aud 
his tribe.

"That is not certain," was the dig­
nified reply. "You have, It Is true, 
more property, and you seem to hi vs 
more power. But there are people in 
your land whom you must obey. I re­
ceive orders from no one."

Wash the nilver first, u»'ng plenty ot 
hot water and soap.

Two pnus are necessary to wash 
dishes properly—one for the washing, 
another one for rinsing. Into the bot­
tom ot the rinsing pan fit a wooden 
strainer, two or three Inches from the 
bottom of the pan. that the water 
turned over the dishes may drain 
through It and leave the dishes free 
of water. This saves dish towels. Use 
hot water for rinsing. Wash the 
glasses after the silver, and then the 
cups and saucers, plates, etc. When 
the dishes are washed, throw the 
water out. Don't wash tinware or 
kettles In thick water. Iluve a separ­
ate dishcloth for pans and another 
for kettles. Plenty of scraping, plen­
ty of water, plenty of soup, plenty of 
pans, ptenty of towels and washers, 
make dish washing what it should be.

B eef Cake**
Any remains of underdressed beef; 

salt and pepper to taste, a few sprig* 
of pnrsley, one egg, mashed potatoes 
equal to one-third the quantity of the 
meat. Mince the meat very litre. Boll 
and mash potatoes equal to one-third 
the quantity of meat, mix them nicely 
with it, season with the pepper and 
salt, mince up and add the parsley to 
It. Then beat the yolk of one egg, mix 
it with tho mince to hind It. Make 
the mince Into cakes about the size of 
the round of the top of a teacup and 
half an Inch thick; flour them, and fry 
them a nlco brown in hot beef dripping 
or lard. Nerve with a garnish of pars­
ley.

Canned Beet*.
Wash the beets and leave on several 

Inches of topi. Boil until tender; pour 
off tbe hot water aud cover with cold. 
When cool enough to handle, rub the 
skins off with your hands, and slice. 
Have ready und scalding hot a quart 
of vinegar which has been brought to 
tbe boll with a little salt and pepper 
and two cups of granulated sugar. Lay 
the sliced beets in this, and when they 
are scalding hot, pack in jars; fill these 
to overflowing with the vinegar and 
seal.

M aple Farfult*
Put in a suticepan the well-beaten 

yolks of eight eggs and a cupful of ma­
ple syrup. Cook until the mixture 
forms a thin coating on tho spoon, 
with which It should be stirred stead­
ily, Take from the fire and beat until 
cold. Whip a pint of cream stiff, stir 
this In lightly and freeze. Nerve in 
glasses with a spoonful of whipped 
cream on top of each glass. This re­
cipe will make a little over u quart.

F r o sa s  P u c k a *  w ith  Ic* Cream,
Large firm peacuea should he chosen 

for this. Peel carefully aud cut each 
la half. Pack In an Ice cave or freezer 
for two or three hours, until well 
frappe. Hare ready rounds of *(>onge 
or angel cake. Ley one of the peach 
halves on each ot these, surround the 
case with leu cream or whipped cream, 
aud put a large spoonful of ice cream 
lo tbe place left vacant by the peach- 
stone.

H ashed B row * Potato**.
Peel white potatoes aud cut into 

small dice of uniform size. Cover with 
•sited water and boll until tender but 
not broken. Drain and dry between 
the folds of s clean dish towel. Turn 
Into a pudding dish and cover with 
hot milk that has been thickened with 
a lump of butter rolled In flour. Put 
a cover over the dish and cook for 
half an hour, then uncover and brown.
