Thcro is no harm iu ttioir being bilin­
gual— rather Is it an advantage to 
themselves nml tlie community—but 
they must be tuugbt that English Is 
the language of their adopted country.

As to whether the change 1ms 
taken ptuce or not there can be no 
question. Not only do people object 
nowadays to long sermous, but ninny 
will not go to hear them who would 
go to hear short ones. Ixmg-wluded 
sermons have emptied more pews than 
anything else. The mlulsler may pre­
fer to preuch long sermons, but he 
should consult his hearers' wishes, not 
his own. He should Bid before his cus­
tomers the wares they want. Treach­
ers accustomed to talking from a  half 
hour to nu hour perhaps think tliut 
they cannot compress their arguments 
and exhortations into twenty minutes. 
Let them try It. They will he sur­
prised to find how many good thoughts 
may be driven home In that time, If 
they arc expressed as briefly and point-' 
cdly as lliey ought to he. They may 
also flud Uiat, Instead of sending their 
hearers away filled to such repletion 
that they will never want to come 
back, they will send them away with 
Just enough pabulum to hist until the 
time for the next sermon, when they 
win return hungry for more. The art 
of visiting, which many young men 
never learn, Is to make short calls and 
to he so agreeable and entertaining 
that when the visitor leuves his hostess 
regrets his early departure and hope.-* 
lie will come again. The art of ser­
monizing and of epcechnmklng is after 
the Mime pattern. Speaker or preacher 
should learn to tulk briefly and Inter­
estingly, so that when he stops Ms 
bearers will regret that he did not 
tulk longer and will be eager to heui 
him aguln. He never will lack an au­
dience.

Ko far us the question of health Is 
concerned there are more professional 
medical opinions registered against 
riding In Hie side saddle than ngulnst 
the other way of riding, and by just 
as good authorities, with better argu­
ments against It. Home physicians in­
sist that no woman ought ever to ride, 
skute, bicycle or take any violent exer­
cise. Tills Is ridiculous, although hojiio 
women liuve, no doubt, Injured tliom- 
sclves by ri ling or taking violent exor­
cise Inadvisedly or Wumodnrutcly.

In Its favor, It muy be claimed for 
the cross scat llmt the position is u 
more comfortable one for both horse 
and rider; the dress (s also nioro com­
fortable and safer and may he ar­
ranged to appear the same, and that 
the saddle Is Infinitely safer for u wo­
man to ride on. The position permits 
a woman to ride further with less 
fatigue than she could on the side sad* 
die, to control and cling to her horse 
better, to get a way from the animal 
more easily In case of a full, and to do 
many things, such ns to shoot from 
the suddle, piny polo, etc., much better 
by reason of her position in the saddle.

"The story of the Squirrel Hunters," 
•aid Uio Old Timer, "has never been 
written, and probably never will bo. 
When Kirby Smith advanced on Cln- 
olnnntl In 1H(12 he lined his cavalry to 
screen ibo movement of bin mnlii nrmy 
•nd created n panic In Kentucky mid 
Ohio. When he advnimod in force 
business was MtHpcmh'd In I'iuciiitmD,
• nd practically the whole population 
over 15 yearn of ago was organized for 
work of military duty.

"The defeat of the troop* sent 
ftgnlnst Kirby Smith and choir auffor- 
lugs added to the public excitement, 
and when Coventor Tod sugge-dod that 
the fa rm e r*  and others who ownM 
squirrel ride*, nml could use them ef­
fectively, could save Ohio from Invn- 
•Ion by hurrying to (’inclmmtl, the 
old men nml young men noted on a 
common Impulse, They bought pow­
der, molded bullet*, nml, supplied with 
home-cooked rml.ms nml blanket*, 
drovo or went on foot to the nearest 
railroad town, Joined with their neigh­
bors 1u electing a captain for each 
fifty or ouo hundred men, climbed on 
the first tralu that came along, mid 
reported without delay to tho General 
In command ut Cincinnati.

"The movement was general and 
spontaneous, nnd nearly every county 
wa« represented. The first regiment 
from our county wan GOO strong; that 
f r o m  «n adjoining county, 1 ,0 0 0  strong. 
Tho men were mostly from 40 to <10 
years of age, nnd they wero a queer 
lo t They wero without military train­
ing, and as old Major Burbanks, of 
the regular army, looked over the gray- 
bearded countrymen lie smiled grimly 
when our captain said: ‘Wo are not 
much on tho about face, but wo know 
how to shoot. If you know on what 
road the rebs are coming, Just put us 
there. Don't ask us to cut uny monkey 
•hinei, but give us a chance to ehoot, 
and we wifi pick off the rebs like 
squirrels.’

"That day and night 10,000 men 
with squirrel rifles wero aeroaa the 
rebel liuon of advance, and (he Inspect­
ing ofllcer, after satisfying himself that 
the old codgers were good marksmen, 
let ft be known that there woro 20,- 
000 of the best shots In Ohio In Una 
ready for business, o f course, tho old 
fellows In homespun wero patronized 
by tho boy* In uniform, hut they did 
not care. War was serious business 
to them, nnd many who lmd never 
been outside of their own counties 
wero nervous and homesick. Others, 
however, wero Jolly nnd venturesome, 
and, ns the men wltli rifles kept com­
ing, tin* movement became so signifi­
cant and impressive that the people o f  

tho city and tho seasoned soldiers 
came to treat the Hquirrel Hunters 
with touching tenderness and respect, 

"When the relm retreated tho Kqitlr- 
rel Hunters returned quietly to their 
homes, and they never were counted. 
Only those who reaehed the front re­
sponded when the legislature railed 
for lists of immes. (If the fio.flOO afield 
only 10,000 received tho Hquirrel Hunt­
er cerUticale from tho Governor. I 
was prouder of mine, however, than 
Diy son wus of his colonel's cominbo 
•Ion. In every ease that certificate, 
with Its picture of n frontier squir­
rel hunter, represented serrfee to the 
country without money and without 
price. There are not a few of them 
jn Chicago, f o r  the descendant*! of tho 
Hquirrel Hunters are widely scattered, 
but of tho older Hquirrel Hunters of 
1fW2 there are few survivors."

"Morion of the Hquirrel Hunters," 
••Id the Korgoniit, "always remind me 
of tho HucktalU of Pennsylvania. The 
original Huektalls were ns picturesque 
m:d a t  ns good stock as Ibo Hquirrel 
Hunters, and ns deserving of remem­
brance. When thn war broke out lu 
IKHI, Hoy Hloue, who died two weeks 
ago, was living In tho heavily wooded 
district of Warren County. He organ­
ized a company of woodsmen, mid, as 
the authorities at Mitaumgtun w«re 
•low to accepting his offer of a hun­
dred men, ho put them on flnthonls 
•ml started down the Allegheny river 
to Join McClellan In West Virginia, 

"Htonc's men furnished I heir own 
riflci, nnd ouch wore a hucktnll to In­
dicate ho w h s  u good marksman and 
had killed his deer. They started for 
the front on tlielr own flatbnuls, with­
out being mustered and without prom­
ise of pay. They were five days milk­
ing tho run to Pittsburg, mid there 
•tone wus authorized to organize a 
Backtab regiment. In the advance 
.on Klchmond the marksmanship of 
tho Huektalls was so effective Unit 
Hton* was usked to organize a Buck* 
(all brigade.

"Ho the Hack tails grew Into the fa­
mous hrl'fade of good marksmen lint 
won high honors at Clmiieollorsvlllo 
nml Gettysburg. Prom llrst to last 
their story w na  exciting and roman IP*, 
and they figured In more romances or 
stories of tho war thnn any other Past­
ern troops. The fact that the original 
Huektalls started for the front hun­
dreds of miles away. Instead of going 
to tho Htnle capital for musier, und 
that they decided to push their way 
Into the service without regard lo rule 
or pay, gave all (he Hucktalla u strong 
hold on tho people.’*

"|»o you know," said ths Major, 
"that (he First Colorado Cavalry 
•ra ved a year without pky nnd without 
recognition from tho national govern- 
jutnt? Colorado bad Just b**n desig­

nated a territory, and tho ragtmtnf 
was organized because It was needed. 
It bad gone through several campaigns 
when, In 1862, It won a  decisive vic­
tory over the rebels. This called at­
tention to the mettle of the men, atod 
on reception of tho report of their op­
erations at Washington all were regu­
larly mustered and received pay from 
date of eullatmcnt, In 1801."

Heroee In Arlington Cemetery,
Memorial Day this year found 20,- 

000 of the nation's heroes In the na­
tional cemetery at Arlington. The 
roster of tho Illustrious dead grows in 
increasing ratio as tho Civil War 
passes farther Into history, while tho 
H;panlsh-Amerlcim war has added 
many names to the charts on (ho walls 
of the old Leo mansion on which are 
marked tho last resting places of 
Curie Ham's soldiers and sullors. Half 
a rude south of the historic homo of 
tlm Custlses, from which Robert JD. 
Lee went forth to command the armies 
of the Confederacy,-llo tho bodies of 
men who govo their lives to the coun­
try on the battlefields of Cuba and the 
Philippines. Here stands a noble shaft 
commemorating their deeds of valor. 
Near it is the grave of General Law- 
ton, the hero of San Mateo. In Arling­
ton also lie Hear Admiral William T. 
Kumpson, General Guy Henry, tint 
A merlcan governor of Porto RJco, and 
Cuptnln Allen K. Capron of the rough 
riders, who was killed at San Juan 
hill. Not far from their tombs are tbs 
graves of the Maine martyrs.

They sleep in gallant company. 
Among their neighbors is General Phil 
Sheridan, bis grace completely covered 
with Ivy so carefully trimmed that Its 
shape is distinctly marked In the short 
grass, although there Is little or no 
mound. At the head of the grave 
stands tho monument erected by Mfs. 
8borldan, a pyramidal piece of granite 
bearlug on Its front In brouze a me­
dallion portrait of Sheridan's bust, 
showing bis medals, the face looking 
south, the likeness remarkably good, 
the medallion being superimposed on a 
graceful flag. Below It Is the single 
word, "Sheridan."

Not far away Is the grave of Ad­
miral David 1). Porter, whose tomb­
stone records his glorious services to 
his country—the capture of Tabasco, 
tho evgngcinent at New Orleans, that 
at Vicksburg, that at Grand Gulf, the 
assault on Arkansas Post nnd tho at­
tack on Port Fisher.

At tho entrance to the cemetery Is 
the grave of Major General George 
Crook, of whom General Sherman said, 
"He was the greatest Indian fighter 
end manager the army of tho United 
States ever had." ('rook's grave Is cov­
ered with n huge granite bowlder bear­
ing this simple Inscription:

GEORGE ('HOOK,
Major General l \  H. Army,

Sept 8, 1828.
March 21, 1800.

Society of Ihc Army of West Virginia.
General Meigs, Abraham Lincoln's 

quartermaster general, who founded 
Arlington cemetery, rests lu the ground 
which lie assisted in dedicating to Its 
noble purpose. With him are General* 
Baxter. Iterdan, Burdette, Ricketts, 
Rousseau, Watkins nnd Doubleday; 
General Gresham, who was Cleve­
land's Secretary of Htnle; General 
John Gibbon, who helped turn back 
Pickett's charge at Gettysburg, and a 
host of others hot less memorable.

Many and mngnlflocut us are tbo In­
dividual and regimental monuments In 
Arlington, perhaps the most strlklug 
feuturo of the cemetery is tho vast 
level plateau given ovor to private 
soldiers. Here seemingly endless rows 
of headNtoncs, uniform in shape and 
style, stretch hs far n» the eye can see. 
Near the Lee mansion is (he fumoui 
tomb of the unknown dead, where over 
2,000 bodies brought unidentified fro.n 
the great battlefields of tho Civil War 
are burled in a wldo, deep grave.

Officers of tho regulur army and 
navy are more and more coming lo 
feel that after dcuth they would like 
their bodies to rest In the sacred soil 
of Arlington. For a long time after 
the wnr the eleven full regiments oml 
something over buried there, after 
(jiiartcrmaslcr Genera) Meigs made a 
cemetery out of Robert K. Leo's purk, 
held thn ground without ro-enforce- 
incut.

Arlington was beautiful then. It 
was always heuutlful. Rut for soiuo 
reason It was not until recently that 
the regular a rm y  and navy officer* 
turne.Lloiiglngly to It as they died. Per 
hups It was tho burial of Lleutenunt 
Genera) Klierldiin, commanding rim 
army, and Admiral Porler, ranking 
officer of the navy, on the crest of tlm 
bill iwy green hill running down from 
Hie noble iiinun'mi which drew their 
subordinates lo this churmlng spot. 
Certain It Is that they tiro going tli -ro 
so rapidly tiiut before long tlm ceme­
tery will have to bo enlarged.

L ig h t  T h ro w n  U pon th e  P ra c t ic e  b y  a  
D nchcee ' E x p e r ie n c e .

Not long ago at a dinner, the con­
versation changed from the subject of 
charity sales organized by the French 
nobility to their present condition In 
money matters, and one of the prince­
ly dowagers became the leading topic 
of conversation. Her prestige with her 
people Is still great, and sho Is tho 
organizer of almost all parties, pro­
grams of sports, charitable enterprises; 
In n word, everything that an actlvu 
society woman docs, who Ims no homo 
duties.

"I heard," said one of the guests, 
"that tho Duchesso of C. had lost her 
fortune, and that sho accepts commis­
sions for tho mnrriages she arranges.

"Hho docs not accept money," said 
a baroness, who knows tho duchess In­
timately, "but she kuows oil the mar­
riageable men nnd women In her set, 
knows the amount of their fortunes, 
aud as sho has great influence, she 
brings those who suit one another to­
gether. Now, If tho young peoplo or 
their parents send her a valuable pres­
ent, she accepts It. Of course, she has 
an eye upon marriageable American 
girls, qnd has made matches between 
them and French dukes, princes and 
counts; but sho Is not In favor of such 
alliances, and prefers to arrange mar­
riages betiveen men and women be­
longing to the same class."

"But I have been told that at one 
time she had the largest fortuno in 
the French nobility."'

"You must remember that she gave 
almost a  million francs to  th e  Boul­
anger cause. After Boulanger declar­
ed that he would put Louis Philippe 
on the throne, and all the nobility ral­
lied around him, the Duchesse of 0. 
was tbe only one of her class who 
had money to throw away, and she 
nearly emptied her overflowing coffers 
Into the empty ones of tho general."

"What did he promise her for the 
sacrifice?"

"That she would be the first lady of 
tbe land; that she would preside a t all 
tbe grand ceremonies. Tho general bad 
left hfs wife; the duchess was too old 
to b(f?e for an alliance by marriage, 
but she w as  promised a place as dow­
ager of the new kingdom. Boulanger 
bad no Intention of keeping his prom­
ise with tbe duchess any more than 
with Rochefort and other Republicans. 
It is only lu French histories that wo 
find such enlgamtlc characters as 
Boulanger. How that man could ob­
tain such prestige and still bo a first- 
class fool, Is beyond my understand­
ing."

'But to come back to the duchess; 
she must still have money, or sbo 
could not hold the rank she does."

"Yes, sho still has several millions 
of francs, but she has responsibilities. 
She has married her sons and daugh­
ters under contracts which oblige her 
to give certain Incomes to them. These 
contracts must bo lived up to, for | 
think her sons-in-law nnd daughters-in- 
law would be menu enough to sue her 
for breach of contract If sho did not 
carry them out. Then she has sev­
eral chateaux and city houses to he 
kept up, and that takes money. Bo- 
shies, she really docs much good. Him 
Is at the head of all charitable enter­
prises organized by her class of peo­
ple. Hhe is over 70 and one of the 
most active of women; rides horse­
back every morning, has two or throe 
automobiles, goes to the limit In the 
winter, superintends her own Hum- 
elal Affairs, and wants people to believe 
that sho is a grent sculptor, hut I am 
told lhat she lias poor sculplors, whom 
sho supports, do the work. Hhe is n 
woman who has Inherited the valor 
and energy of her ancestors, ami o k- 

pends them, as nil tlielr descendants 
do, on the smnll tasks of civilized life."

How Contraband Goods Aro Curried 
by Thom Into Franco,

A great effort Is being made by thn 
French customs officials (o break up 
tho organization of smugglers which 
Ims lately been carrying on a lurrn 
five nnd ever-growing (rude In con­
traband between Belgium and France, 
says the I«omlou Express.

During the last fortnight Dio Frem-h 
customs officials have had several Im­
portant successes. The first was tho 
capture of a Belgian fishing smack In 
the Ktrult of Dover. The vessel cur­
ried £1,000 worth of tolmoco. 'J'he con 
trahand cargo was confiscated, Dm 
vessel seized and Die owners were 
fined £ 1,02ft, On the same night a 
smugglers' haunt was raided at Dun­
kirk aud great qtliinririPN of foimcco 
were seized.

One of tho latest devices was Dint 
employed by a man who disguised him­
self ns a priest, lie was In tha Imblt 
of Journeying from a Belgian frontier 
(own in to  France every dny with a 
large quantity of tobuceo eoiioeiilnd 
under ids cassock.

He returned to Belgium, not a port­
ly priest, but a very lean, emaciated 
individual.

The capture of the ilctlllous priest 
led tlm authorities to suspect a num­
ber of nuns who dully crossed the 
fronller Into France. A careful search 
bad been organized and in four ('uses 
the supposed nun was found to be a 
smuggler with ninny pounds of to­
bacco and cigars hidden beneath her 
heavy black skirt.

CACTUS FOR CATTLE.

A K in d  t h a t  l a  F o u n d  lu  H a w a ii 
W h ich  l a  S p ineless.

The announcement that Luther Bur­
bank, of Santa Rosa, 1ms developed or 
was developing a spineless cactus, 
which, If spread throughout the arid 
regions of the Southern United States, 
would add greatly to the value of 
stock final ami render the fonr and 
duumge of drought In those Southern 
cuttle regions needless, bus led to some 
remarkable results In Hawaii, says tho 
New York Trilmno.

The niniuiiurt’meat recalled to soiuo 
of the older inhabitants the fart B u t , true that men still lmva slightly larger 
in their boyhood a spineless cactus 
was found In thc«e inland*. Ktraugely 
enough, however, ami curiously con­
firming Luther Burbank's opinion of 
Us value as a cuttle food, the speci­
men* dUcovored always grew where 
tlmy wen* protected from cuttle. Not 
a single cactus was found where tho 
wandering herds had access to It,
When one of these plants was brought 
to the cattle, however, they nte it, even 
to the root-*.

The spineless cactus was thus shown 
to bo a cattle food, and further exper­
iments have proved nIIII more fully 
tho same fact. The result has been 
that several cattlemen, especially tboso 
owning grazing lands subject to 
drought*, have ploulcd thousand* of 
cuttings from these spineless cactus 
for the purpose of providing forage 
and drink for their cattle in time of 
extreme drought, for It must lx? re­
membered that the cactus stores mois­
ture and Is n source of water for cat­
tle, as well ns food. In alt eases, how

George K. llolines, chief of division 
of foreign markets, bureau of statis­
tics. of the department of agriculture, 
prepared for tho year book of the de­
partment!. ireiirisoon tbo peculiarities 
of consumers In their systems of mar­
keting aud tho delusions they allow 
themselves to bo placed tmder or 
blunder Into themselves. I  ho digest 
has been reprinted In pamphlet form 
under tho tltlo of "Consumers’ Fan­
cies."

Th<* pumphlct points out tho mlstako 
people of smnll means make in ul- 
ways selecting the choice or most ex­
pensive cuts of meats, when many ot 
the unsought cheaper parts of the ani­
mal are equally or even more nutri­
tious. It quote* a meat trade's Journal 
on recent prices ns follows: Porter­
house steak, 20 cents; prime rib, IS 
cents; sirloins, 12V4 cents; round, 8 
cents; rump, 7 cents; neck pieces, 
nbout 3 cents n pound, respectively. 
It romments In tho following strain: 

"Although epicureans admit and 
chemists demonstrate that tlio nock 
piece Is toothsome nnd nutritious, It 
bears the lowest price. In fuct, It 
would hardly Im considered respectable 
to ask the butcher for a ploco of tlm 
neck. Perhaps a low order of profi­
ciency In the housewife's cooking in 
the past gave the neck piece its low 
place. The story might huvo been dif­
ferent had the housewife of former 
time* poMKc**i*d the French homo- 
wife’s ability to utilize meats la the 
making of ariraetlve nnd delicious 
dishes." The point of the urgunient Is 
that cheap cuts nre ns good ns dear 
when Judiciously selected and properly 
cooked.

These fictions hcohi to sell 
the product, and the eating public ap­
pears lo fi*cl satisfied. By lacking 
the word Caunda onto his product tho 
butcher Is cmibted to get two rout* 
more per pound for It, or, If hn ad­
heres to the normal prices ids custom­
er* tldnk they arc getting something 
unusual for tlielr money, lu eerlalnly 
ft per cent of the cases they are get­
ting plain domestic hiinh, and about 
fifty limes out of 100 are md gelling 
la in h at all, hut mere mutton."

The DuBord Bros, were putting the 
finishing touches, early in the week, 
on a wood sawing machine which is 
to go into commission at Herman. It 
waB given its first practical test Wed­
nesday, and barring the minor adjust­
ments always necessary on a piece of 
new machinery, It worked splenuidly. 
The motive poweris a gasoline engine 
of DuBord Bros’ own make, they 
having patented some devices which 
give their engines a decided superior­
ity over the average ones on the mar- 
cet. Several of them arc alreudy in 
use in boats and various machines 
and are giving perfect satisfaction. 
The present machine, built in con­
junction with the wood-sawing ma­
chine, was designed for 11-horse-pow­
er work, and it is evident that it will 
develop its full ratiug. Pulleys trans­
mit the engine's power to u lurge cir­
cular saw' and there is also uiechuulsm 
f./i* moving the log along for each 
successive cut. Later a splitting at­
tachment is to be added, the Idea be­
ing to suw the whole log into 10-inch 
lengths and then split the blocks into 
stove wood. There is a steady de­
mand for this kind of wood, and us 
the apparatus saves the work of Mw­
eru! men, It will enable the operators 
to compete with anyone when it comes 
to furnishing sawed and split wood. 
One of the must desirable features is 
the comparative lightness of the ap­
paratus, and us it is mounted on 
skids It can be druwn from one pile to 
auother by a team of horses. The 
entire apparatus will not occupy a 
ground space of more than 10x20 feet, 
aud iu this respect as well as in cheap­
ness of attendance and operation, it 
s decidedly superior to steam pow 

er, which would require a Urge boil 
er us well as an engine. The Du 
Uordsundoubtedly havestruck a good 
lead in tbelr gasoline engines, und as 
soon as they gel iu position to pro­
vide better facilities for manufacture 
they certainly nil) be kept busy, foi 
even representatives of rival maou- 
facturcrs have had to admit that tho 
DuBord engine has some points of 
superiority which are bound to make 
it a winner.

FUTURE OF NIAGARA FALL8.

I o  Som e F ew  T h o n sao d  Y e a rs  I t  W ill 
H ave D isappeared*  A nyw ay .

Tho earliest discussions of the re­
cession of Niagara Fulls led to appre­
hension of danger aud disaster, be­
cause tbo continunnco of the present 
gorge erosion must eventually extend 
to Lake Eric, the reservoir whence the 
river flows. It was thought, there­
fore, in the excited imagination of 
many Ignorant readers, when the early 
geologic discussions of tho history of 
Niagara were published that a de­
structive flood would thus be let loosa 
from Erie and the upper lakes and 
would deluge tbo Ontario basin and 
the St. Lawrence valley. Professor 
Juines Hull in 1843 endeavored to nl- 
luy these fears. The Increasing south­
ward dip of the rock strata between 
the prescut falls and Lake Erie will 
cause the Niagara to cut Into softer 
and easily eroded beds along the dis­
tance, so that Its great cataract, which 
depends on tho thick and bard Niagara 
limestone overlying soft shale, can no 
longer bo mulutnlncd. The river will j 
then run, as Hall declared, in a series 
of rapids along its course from Lake 
Erie to Lewiston, with perhaps a lotf 
fall at the outlet of tho lake.

Another anxiety has been raised 
more recently by the computations of j 
a probable tilting of tho land, which 
would slightly change its inclination 
In all the region of these great lakes 
so that ultimately the mouth of Lake 
Erie would be lifted higher than the 
very low water divide close to the 
southwest of Chicago. From compu­
tations of the heights of beach marks 
above the surfaeo of the lakes, deter­
mined at successive dates separated 
by periods of from twenty to thirty- 
seven years, Gilbert computed In 1808 
that this lake region Is being tilted to­
ward tho south-southwest a t the rate, 
during a century, of five Indies in a 
hundred miles. Ho therefore con­
cludes that Lake Michigan, if such 
tilting continues, will begin to over­
flow across tho natural wutorsbed to 
the Illinois river within 1,000 years; 
that 2,000 years from now this flow 
will take away half of the volume of 
the Niagara river, and that after 8,500 
years there will be no Nlngnrn, The 
basin of Lnke Eric would be tributary 
to Lnke Huron, the current of the De­
troit and St. Clnlr rivers being re­
versed.

Those who bewail the death of ro­
mance ut sea because of the displace- 
meiit of sail by steam have now an­
other cause for woe. Whatever of 
romance lingered about a seafaring life 
In the opinion of these persons at­
tached Itself to the fishermen, those 
“captains courageous," who In little 
null-driven dories risked their lives to 
supply the shore-living folks with foou. 
Now, however, (lie fisherman Is follow­
ing his brother of the deep sea trade 
and is Incoming a mere mechanic. 
Power Is displacing all sail, even in tho 
lUtJs llshlug bout, and the picturesque

groups of sloops and catboats v**tch 
were so fumllfar at the Ashing villages 
a few years ago are fast giving place 
to ugly, mastless power launches, 
mostly of the gasoline aud petroleum 
types.

The reason for tills cbnuce Is that 
the fisherman, who, even if he is pic­
turesque, is a business man, has found 
that It pays. In the old days unfavor­
able weather might delay him for 
hours, or even dnys, In getting from 
the fishing grounds, and his fish were 
spoiled. Now he can figure almost to a 
certnlnty on the time of his run to mar­
ket and he hinds his fish In better con­
dition and gets better prices.

In Xnrrugnusett bay, which is one 
of the sources of supply for New* York, 
the fisherman can get today's catch 
Into the markets to morrow morning 
by running to Newport ami catching 
tho regular bouts. Formerly It took 
a day louger and the result of this 
change is exemplified by the experi­
ence of a little partnership of three 
fishermen, who own a power boat, and 
who In the first year that they bought 
it cleaned up $5,000 In excess of the 
previous year's profits.—New York 
Times.

CURED BY A WATERMELON.

FIVE SHIFTS IN GARB A DAY.

C o n fo rm ity  to  B o n k in g  O fficer's D ress 
K e p t 4 ,000  N avy  M en Huey.

Four thousand officers and bluejack­
ets, constituting the crews of five first- 
class battleships and one gunboat, 
now In the New York navyyard, 
changed their uniforms simultaneous­
ly five times Sunday, says the New 
York Times. The reason of so much 
changing of dress was due to tbo reg­
ulation which requires that odeli offi­
cer and man must at all times wear 
a uniform to conform with thut worn 
by tbc commanding or senior officer of 
the fleet or squadron.

Rear Admiral Koblcy IX Evans, the 
commander-in-chief of the North At­
lantic fleet, flvo of whose battleships 
nre nt the navy-yard, Is, of course, the 
ruuklug officer of the yard. He is 
away on leave of absence. Next to 
1:1m comes Hour Admiral Coghlau, the 
commandant of tho ynrd. After him 
comes Rear Admiral Davis, eommnnd- 
ing the second division of the battle­
ship squadron. However, it was said, 
absences of commanding officers were 
frequent, and tills made the ranking 
a good deal of a puzzle to anybody 
but a navy man.

At any rute, the officers aud men of 
the Kearsarge, Kentucky, Alubuinu, 
Maine and Missouri and the second 
class gunboat Dubuque had to make 
some lightning changes of dress. The 
changes begun nt reveille, when a 
signal from the Alabama showed that 
the commanding officer was going to 
breakfast dressed in blue.

This information was quickly wig­
wagged to nil the ships und when tho 
men lined up for mess euch of them 
wns clnd lu the blue uniform of tbc 
service. After breakfast tho men 
lounged ubout decks or strolled around 
the yard. About 10 o’clock another 
signal was wigwagged from the flag­
ship. The signal was to the effect 
that the ranking officer was wearing 
a while cup. Ten minutes later all 
the officers and nearly 3,500 men hail 
discarded their cups of blue and had 
reappeared in caps made of pure 
white duck.

The next change w iih  at the lunch 
hour. Hardly had thut picul ended 
when there was aoiuc more wigwag­
ging between the ships. The com­
manding officer was in the full uni­
form of white duck. Half ao hour 
later the officers sill! ou ships and 
every bluejacket ou ship or In the 
yard had returned from a hurried visit 
to his quarters, where he had chungcd 
the blue for tho whlto duck.

Hix bells sounded. When tho Jluglo 
died away tbo ranking officer wore his 
cup of blue. Ho did everybody else a 
little later.

Just before tho dinner call another 
signal npjieared “Off with (ho white 
uud on with tho blue" W a literal 
translation of what tho tuuu with the 
signal flags suid. It was nearly sun­
down, but the Interval between sig­
nal and mess call wus sufficient for 
unother rapid change of garb uud 
when the “hist cull fur dinner" sound­
ed tho decks of every buttleshlp uud 
tho littlo gunboat showed formations 
of Muiurt ffoumcit, every ouo of whom 
was dad lu tho full blue uniform of 
tho United Htates am ice.

"I bcllovo wo hold the record tu 
shooting, but I know wo hold it when 
changing clothes Is under discussion," 
remarked uu officer as he darted 
around a twelve-inch turret on his 
way to Uls quarter* to change Ids 
white duck for a blue uniform.

Many aspects of the preseut-day

life of Ireluud are as characteristic 
aud picturesque as any survivals of 
earlier ages. The tloy, thatched cot­
tages, white-washed, or frequently 
tinted pink, blue, or yellow, vine cov­
ered, in the midst of their gardens, 
sre a constant delight to the visitor. 
Tbe most characteristic Gaelic villages 
are probably to be found In tbe west, 
although many districts In Munster 
and Donegal bnve also preserved the 
national language, with distinctive 
customs and dress.

An interesting survival of Gaelic 
days Is tbe Claddagh, a suburb of the 
andont city of Cuhvny. Its thatched 
cahlus ore inhabited by fishermen nnd 
their families, among whom may he 
found many Spanish nml Moorish 
types, descendants of suitors of the 
urnuida, wrecked here in the time of 
EHzubcth. Gaelic Is the language of 
the Oladdagh, and, until recently, the 
village periodically elected its own 
"king."—Four-Track News.
