A modest yet industrious and use­
ful career carne to an end last Sunday 
with the death of Gustaf Eric Will- 
man, who passed away at the family 
home on Case street a  few moments 
before 2 o ’clock on the afternoon of 
that day. Home eleven o r twelve years 
ago Mr. Willman suffered a stroke of 
paralysis, but prompt attention ward­
ed off the serious effects and h it will 
power would not permit such traces 
as remained, to interfere with his oc­
cupation. His industry is best a t­
tested by the fact that for forty long 
years he never failed to report for 
duty on any working day, with the 
exception of one period of three 
months during one of the hard-tiines 
periods. He was wont to say that a 
man’s unwillingness to work was 
about the only thing that could keep 
one out of a job, and his own life 
bore out his conclusions, for during 
ihe few times that he could not find 
work of the kiud for which he was 
best titled he turned his hand to 
whatever presented itself.

Mr. Willman was a native of Swed­
en and was born in Easteryutland 
April 2, 1833, making him upwards of 
72 years of age at the time of his 
death. He was married in 1W4 to 
Miss Anuie Llnberg, and a year and 
a half later the couple set out for 
America, going direct to the Copper 
Country, which was tbeir home for 
liftcen years. During the greater part 
of this time lie had charge of the lim­
ber work in the Old Franklin mine, 
and it was this line of mine work that 
he generally followed in later years. 
The family removed to Negaunee in 
the spring of 1881 and have since re­
sided here, the last eleven years hav­
ing been speut in their present home 
on Case street. Mr. W lllman’s iirst 
work in Negaunee was done in the 
Jacksoo mine, but for the past ten 
years he had been employed at the 
Lillie. It was not until about three 
months ago that his health began to 
fail and a recurrence of paralysis 
made itself manifest, but h is tinal ill­
ness may be said to have lasted but 
ten duys.

There Is n woman who has done 
more, probably. Ilian any other person 
to make the rnited Slates postal serv­
ice the wonder mid admiration of the 
nation. She Is Mrs. Bn 111 I.ylo Col­
lins, the expert "puzzle-solver” of tho 
Head Letter Otlleo at Washington. 
Not only does Mrs. Collins read At 
fight thousands of obscure and cabal­
istic nddresr.es which experts of post 
offices nil over tho country have given 
up in despair, but she finds solutions 
to problems that would seem to re­
quire more llinu the acumeu of a Sher­
lock Holmes.

Other tlmn mixed and seemingly Il­
legible Inscriptions penned by foreign­
ers, the uddrcis upon a letter uray 
consist simply of a portrait or sn ob- 
sctiro reference to somo business. Al­
most Invariably Mrs. Collins figures 
out tho intent of tho writer, no mat­
ter for whnt part of tho world It may 
bo Intended.

Bor tnoro than twenty-six years she 
has made a study of misdirected or In­
sufficiently directed letters. Her skill 
Is solving such puzzles lias become so 
great that she is regarded ns littlo less 
than a wizard by tho postal authori­
ties In Washington.

Into the Dead Letter Ofllco come be­
tween 20,000 nnd 20,000 Apparently un- 
solvablo problems every day. Breaks 
of language, spelling nnd writing, fan­
tasies of would-bo humorists nnd In­
stances of unfamillnrlty with geo­
graphy that have been gives up in de­
spair by postal official* all over the 
country are sent to Washington.

To Mrs. Collins, chief of the Open­
ing and Uunmilahlo Division, they go. 
Most of tho puzzles can bo worked out 
by expert assistants; but when they 
fall, tho problems aro passed up to 
Mrs. Collins aud to her leading hclpor, 
Miss Curolino Childs, whom sho has 
trained.

intention* of *<>mo w riters nro figur­
ed out by association. A lettor moiled 
lu Indianapolis was addressed to somo 
one at Burt Comfort, Ohio. Mrs. Col­
lins concluded thnt the writer, at tho 
tlmo, was probably thinking of his or 
her rocovory from illness, or prosent 
comfort, and so addressed the lettor 
to "Fort Comfort." Thero Is no such 
placo, but tho lettor was delivered to 
Dio. proper recipient at Fort Recovery, 
Ohio.

In tho caso of a letter addressed to 
Miss Kthcl Cartwright, Mlddlcivlllo, 
Louisiana, tho town sliould have boon 
Csutrevllle, Tho wrl|pr evidently had 
an Impression that Ccntrevlllo was in 
the uilddlo of tho itato and bo tnado 
the somowhut natural mistake,

If It were not for tho fact that Sirs. 
Collins speaks and reads sovorai lan­
guages sho novor could have solved 
this address: "Agt. 40 Loon Oty," 
"Agt." Is tho abbreviation for Apart- 
ado, a Kpanlsh word moaning ’’box." 
Ho sho concluded that Agt. 40 meant 
"Box 40.” Loon was the nnmo of tbo 
town. "Goty." is tho abbreviation for 
Guanajuato, a stoto lu Moxlco, Hhe 
readdressed tho letter In plalu Eng­
lish and It reached its destination,
A most puzzling lettor was addressed 

to "Harsh Quo, Ksusss." Mrs, Collin* 
knew, hotwovor, that It was Intended 
for Hyracuso, Kansas.

Ntlll another letter was addressed to 
fllffil Hast Maryland street; no elly no 
hUto, Hho runddroMod It to Indian­
apolis. Thero are Maryland alreets 
elsowhera, hut In no city do tho num­
bers run so far as ttl&J exrapt In hi- 
dlatmpolls. It was because slit re­
membered this fact thnt Mrs. Collins 
was emiIded to send the letter prompt­
ly to its doNllimlion.

One a letter arrived addressed te 
Huperlor, Houtliorn Cullfonila, ll 
should ha vo been Ontario, Cal. The 
writer evidently hud lu mind one of 
tho Great Lakes, hut mads a mlslaku 
os to the correct mis. A littlo com­
mon sense analysis straightened Dm 
tangle und gave the mldrassco his let­
ter.

Kouictinies shrewd guos-cs prove 
correct, A letter’ hearing the words

A letter addressed to ‘ Prof. Wash­
burn, Robert College.” with no other 
guide to its delivery, was forwarded 
to Constantinople, been uso It was 
known that thero wns a Presbyterian 
college In thnt city called Robert Col­
lege. Thnt was a success gained be­
cause of the general Information pos­
sessed by the expert who roud tho ad­
dress. This letter, It was learned af­
terward, contained a cheque for $1,* 
500.

Another letter was addressed to 
Mia* Mary Brown, caro Lombard A 
Oilier. There whs absolutely nothing 
about tho address to glvo a clue as to 
wliero It sliould go. Mrs. Collins pon­
dered tor a moment and thon remem­
bered having been In Geneva, Switz­
erland, sovorai years age, where she 
saw tho sign of Lombard A Odler, 
bankers. She added tho words "Gen­
eva, Switzerland."

One really clever Interpretation of 
an Insufllclent address w’as recently 
mado. A letter addressed only to 
"New York, Chicago, Boston and St. 
Louis," was received, and It was sent 
to a firm In Chicago, 111., opened and 
found to bo for that company. All 
tho advertisements of the company 
glvo tho address os Now York, Chi­
cago, Boston aud St. Lou'- and that 
combination of cities wus rn  Indica­
tion that led to the delivery of tho let­
ter.

It often happens that n prominent 
fenturo of somo well-known advertise­
ment will appear on an envelope and 
lead to Its delivery, although It may 
not have any other relation to tho ad­
dress. In one caso the plcturo of a 
pocullar sort ef trunk wns pasted on 
tho envelope, with no other Indication 
of address, but tho letter wus prompt­
ly forwarded to tho correct parly. A 
picture of tho trunk was a fcaturo of 
all the advertisements of the firm.

Ouo lettor was addressed simply to 
"Dun Butch, champion ImrncMH horso 
of tho world, valued a tt950,000.” This 
was at onco unit to Dm owner of tho 
horso at Minneapolis.

A letter directed to n young Indy, in 
care of a s-lool "ten tulles out of 
Bhllndclphln, Bn." wns correctly de­
livered at an lasiitutlon ef learning at 
Bryn Mawr.

IIiii a Wonderful Memory,
One reason why Mrs. Collins has 

been so pro eminently successful In de­
ciphering misdirected, llleglblo nnd 
strangely addressed letters Is bccauio 
of her wonderful memory. It Is truo 
Dint sho has a t hand n largo collection 
of directories from ull parts of the 
world, gazetteers, year books and ref­
erence books generally, but bor great­
est aid is her memory.

Mrs. Collins can speak and road half 
a dozen foreign language* ns woll as 
r.ho can her own, and this proflcioucy 
bus proved a great help in her work. 
Observation, research and memory, 
however, bavo been of even greater 
uislstanco.

For Instance, she Is nfqualntod with 
ths locality of all Dio mining and lum­
ber camps In the United Htates, and 
knows Dio nationality of the men who 
nro omployed In them; sho can loento 
nearly nl) tho setllomenta of Boles, 
Hlavs, Hungarians, Russians, Italians, 
Chlnoso and Japanese. Moro than 
that she Is familiar with tho peculiar­
ities of ouch,

In addressing a lettor, a Bolo, Alav 
or Chinaman may bo guided by his 
own peculiar Ideas of nomenclature 
or conceptions of location. Becauso 
Mrs. Collins has fathomed this secret 
—tho despair of so many of tho postal 
official* aud becauso of Imr remark- 
able memory, she Is enabled to solve 
problems that others glvo up In de­
spair.

Bird's Eye Maple,
For hundreds o f ;  ears lumbermen 

and cabinet makers have been study­
ing to learn what causes maple wood 
to ussume the mottled and spotted 
form known us “ bird’s eve.” In a 
hundred rock maple trees perhaps one 
Is b ird 's  eye. Nobody can pick the 
specific tree out by Inspecting tho 
bark or the manner of growth. You 
may have to chop 2uo trees before you 
Und one but It Is worth the sacrifice.

The fact Is, says an exchange, tho 
woodpeckers make all the bird 's eye 
maple there is in the world In (lying 
about the woods they come to a rock 
maple that yields very sweet sap in 
the season when sup is running. Most 
birds like sweets- -woodpeckers are 
very fond of sugar. Having fouud a 
trecyieldlng u lurgeper cent of sugar, 
the birds peck hole* In the trunk und 
then stand aguiust the hark and drink 
tho *ap us it ooze* out.

After the sup has ceased to How and 
the trees huvo leaved out, now wood 
und bark form in small holes. The 
pecking and sap-gathering goe* on 
for years until the tree, having given 
up so much Map to tho birds, In-gin* 
to furnish fluid containing less sugar, 
in ten or twelve years after the birds 
quit the tree tin* holes are all grown 
up und nobody cun pick out the big 
b ird 's eye from other trees that the 
woodpecker did nut visit.

He was a 
Hi an of great Influence In his city utul 
church, had been honored by the Pope 
With the post of Apostolic Legato In 
Cuba, Porto ltl«,o and the Philippines, 
end had done much In those places to 
make easy the way of Auierlean oc­
cupation,

A writer in a New York fashion 
pM fuluo pleads for the good old duys

when simplicity reigned and a blanket 
took the place of trousers and a boiled 
shirt. He Is one of those fellow's who 
think that a Greek costume means 
true happiness. Every little while 
somebody starts a crusade to force 
men Into kneo brooches, or smalls, 
Which would bo pretty lough on our 
bowlegged men. What nonsense. Tho 
good old days are a myth. The Greeks 
looked as sloppy as a reservation In­
dian, nnd the fashions of tho so-culled 
good old days wero generally founded 
on the fool ideas of some crack-brained 
monarch. At ono time tho most fash­
ionable color was called “L Tsoonu," 
or tho Isabella. There Is a story con­
nected with that. Isabella, daughter 
of Phillip H., vowed not to change her 
linen until Ostond was taken. Tho 
tdegn lasted throe years, which was 
rather tough on the lady*, nnd tho linen 
became very dingy. Rut It gave rlso 
to this faHhlonabte color. Tlio fushlon 
of wearing the hair short becamo tho 
com et thing because Prancls I. had to 
Imve his hulr cropped owing to a 
wound. The decollete gown was first 
worn by Isabella of Ravnrln, who hud 
n neck ami shoulders tha t wore worth 
going miles to see. She w'us so proud 
of them that she had to parade them. 
In the time of Charles V. 6hort and 
tight trousers became so much tho 
rage that tho government of Prance 
banished them by edict. Never sigh 
for tho good old days. Modem times 
are saner, healthier nnd better In every 
way. Wc are slaves of fashion, but 
our sluvery Is mixed with common 
sense, which Is good for us nil.

The problem of tho unemployed 
working man Is one of the most Im­
portant questions of tho day In sev­
eral European countries. Among the 
measures Introduced by the govern­
ment a t tho present session of the 
British Parliament was a bill for tin* 
relief of the unemployed, but It did 
not become a law, Tho Belgian min­
ister of labor 1ms published a docu­
ment setting forth tho facts In his 
country, and measures havo boon 
adopted for tho solution of (ho prob­
lem In Sweden, Hungary nnd Russia. 
Tho most significant of recent con­
tributions to n knowledge of tho sub­
ject Is tho report of a committee ut 
tho French Chamber of Deputies on 
tho conditions in Franco. It shows 
by numerous facts nnd figures that 
tho Introduction of machinery nnd 
foreign competition havo made it Im­
possible for the small farmer to curn n 
livelihood by tho cultivation of his 
land. Consequently ho Bells his two 
or three acres to the Inrge proprietors, 
and drifts to tho city, to swell tho 
ranks of tho great army of hllcrt. 
Tho only remedy suggested In tho re­
port for this disastrous exodus ts to 
give tho villager nnd tanner employ­
ment which shall add enough to his 
earnings to muko him contented; that 
Is, to organlzo and promote house and 
village Industries. Attention is culled 
to tho methods adopted In Russin for 
fostering tho earning capacity of tho 
rural population. There aro about 
fifty domestic Industries In that coun­
try lty which farm laborers can earn 
small sums away from tho farms, 
Ntich ns locksmlthlng, shoeinuklng and 
painting Icons. Tho government en­
courages theso Industries* called kout- 
sari, by the establishment of fuetorles 
for apprentices, und of schools and 
salesrooms, In which pupils may bo 
trained. As far ns possible it reserves 
to tho koutsarl tho umuufacturo of 
certain government work. Rlti and 
stirrups, for Instance, nro made by the 
peasants of Yaroslav for tho military 
service. At St. Petersburg there 1* n 
permanent exhibition of articles tnndo 
by tho system. Ono esllmato of tho 
nununl earnings of pcasunts by theso 
Industries is us high os fifty-eight mil­
lion dollars. A bill has been Intro­
duced Into tho French Chamber, ap­
propriating money for an Inquiry ns 
to tho expediency of establishing a 
similar system In Frnnec.

Can Defect Hinn iii Blood.
Consul General Gunther, of Frank­

fort, reports that Urn Prussian inllllary 
surgeon, Dr. Fhlcnhuth, who has been 
transferred to the hygienic institute of 
tho University of Grelfswuld, Is tho 
discoverer of n now method for dis­
tinguishing human from animal blood, 
lu 181)7 Dr, L'hlenhuib wus assistant 
ul the lustltute lor Infectious diseases 
nt Berlin, and Is a member of thn com­
mission for Investigating the foot umi­
llionth dUeuse.

In I tin fail of l!HK) Dr. riileuhutii 
published Important Investigations 
with reference lo distinguishing be­
tween tho albumen of eggs of various 
birds upon the basts of modern science, 
wlileh Is umlnly (he result of the rv 
seurehes of Bordet of Franco and Ehr­
lich of Frankfort, t'hlcnhuth found 
that these albumens can bo differ­
entiated biologically. Ills researches 
resulted lit the lmportaut discovery of 
a new' forensic method to distinguish 
human from animal blood m> tout It 
now possible to tell with absolute cer­
tainty the origin of even the smallest 
truces of blood cither In dry or also In 
putrefied form. Tills method, will soot) 
confirmed In February, 1001, was soon 
confirmed on all sides, and has he­
roine of fundamental Importance for 
forensic medicine.

By (Ills method he can tell the pro* 
rneo of horse meat lu sausage* and 
other smoked meat articles, which Is 
a great step in udvaneo for the ex- 
muinnllon of foodstuffs.

One Method of Ifoad Making,
Ono of tho speakers who addressed 

■evernl Farmers’ Institutes lu Michi­
gan recently Is D. \Y. King, of Mis­
souri, who la considered ono of tho 
foremost "good roads experts" of the 
country. Concerning his work, If. H. 
Fitch, of Sac City, Iowa, willcs the 
Farmers’ Tribune us follows:

Last year tho eommlttoo of our 
Fnrnidrs* Institute secured the serv­
ice* of Mr. King, one of (ho Missouri 
Experiment Station directors, lo show 
tho farmers of Sac County how to 
tnnko roads of common elny that 
would not becomo soft nnd muddy 
during n rainy season, and after n 
heavy rain In summer would still ho 
capable of bearing heavy loads with­
out permitting the wheels of tho load­
ed wagon to sink In tho road bed to 
n greater depth tlmu tho thlokuoss of 
the wagon tiro, about one-half Inch.

TUo road must first be made oval 
In form, so that tho wuter will not 
remain on the roadbed, nor must It 
bo allow’ed to remain on tho side of 
tho road nearly ns high ns tho sur­
face of tho road. Having such o 
roadbed formed, after every heavy 
rain and In the early spring, harrow 
tho road and with a scraper made of 
half a  tog split lu tho ceuter, being 
eight inches or more lu thickness, 
with a tongue fastened to it, the split 
sldo In front nnd the tongue sot at 
such on anglo ns to movo the dirt 
toward tho center of the roadbed, nud 
two handles Inserted In tho scraper 
projecting to the rear for tho mnn to 
steady the scraper while walking be­
hind nnd guiding the team. This will 
fill all ruts and lades In tho road, nnd 
tf done when the ground ts ft Rttlo 
wet, will make the surface of the road 
Uko the bottom of n hog wallow, 
where tho water will not soak Into 
tho ground, but must evaporate nnd 
lenvo a comparatively water-tight 
basin to be filled by the noxt rain. 
Now, If we turn this bowl over und 
bnvo the puddled surface on top, wo 
will havo a roadbed that will not per­
mit tho water to penetrate nnd will 
bo hard and firm after a heavy rain. 

We have about twenty-three miles 
of roods In one township of Snc Coun­
ty that wero treated by this method 
laBt year, more or less perfectly. Wo 
aro satisfied that the theory is cor­
rect, und good country roads may bo 
obtained and maintained nt Ilttlo cost. 
Homo of tho roads leading Into Sac 
City ore nnd have been during the en­
tire season model roads.

RED-WINGED SEA ROBINS.

T h e y  A re  Among the Mont Curious and 
l u t e  -tliiiK Dull AlouicOur HIioich.
1 suppose the peculiarity which 

would be noticed first about the sea- 
robin, grunter, or gurnard, as he Is va­
riously called, would he his clumsy 
sbupe. The head is huge and deep lu 
comparison with the body. One of our 
observing young folks, looking nt him 
ullve lu his tank of the Putted Hiatus 
Fish Commission, Washington, would 
be upt to exclaim, “Oh, hoc, ho 1ms Ilt­
tlo hook-daws which help him craw) 
along!" Sure enough, Just In front of 
the pectoral or side fins aro three Ilttlo, 
Ilnger-Hko processes mi each sldo 
which nro used to stir up weeds am) 
sand, and to rnkc around among the 
pebbles nud rout out the small nnlmuls 
upon which the son robin feeds In Its 
native waters. While doing this It 
seems to ho crawling ahmg over tho 
bottom by hooking these peculiar 
daw s Into the s.iinl. Nea robins feed 
on small crabs, fish, shrimps, and other 
diminutive animals, whh-h they find 
lu among llm loose stones, lu Europe 
nil the gurnard family of fishes are 
eagerly sought, ns they find a ready 
sale In the fish market. 'They attain ft 
hngth of two feet and a weight of 
eleven pounds. Our specie* of the Ben 
robin, a cousin to the European vari­
ety, Is found ou our northern coast, 
and Is taken lu groat numbers In the 
pound acts along Vineyard Hound, 
where they spawn during Hie summer 
months,

They arc much oMiemod for the 
table, being one of the moat delicate 
of Hie elllde finhes. 'Hie flesh Is firm, 
snow while and hard to distinguish 
from Hint of the MnglWli. The Amer­
ican sou robin Is fifteen to eighteen 
Inches long and weighs from one und 
one-foiirlli lu two pounds. When takon 
from me water they grutit quite loud­
ly, and If placed on the ground give a 
little Imp forward of a few inches, 
grunting as they do so. This grunting 
sound can be beard quite plainly If one 
Is In a boat lying quietly In shallow 
water near where they are.

The heud is sheathed with bony 
plates and armed with sharp points, 
which are rather Imrd to distinguish 
nt first, as they lay quite fiat against 
If. When caught they erect all tlndr 
spines and Inflict very painful wounds 
ou those who try to handle them. Tim 
pectoral (Ins arc a little more than 
hulf as buiK as the body, and irtny bn 
extended like a fan when In mnc, or 
folded quite close b le th e r when on 
the bottom, thus giving them the name 
of “buUerliy fish."

The rays of the tall may atso he 
much extended to look Ilk** a Japanese 
fan.

The color of this peculiar fish ts n 
brownish yellow over the back and 
tides and cream while below'. Tho 
p«clornt fins are deep orntigo color, 
with q blackish marking toward tho 

.tips, crossed all over with UUl« dark

brown lines and edged with light yel­
low-orange color. The lower Jaw and 
sides are light orange-yellow; the eye 
Is a beautiful turquoise blue, edged 
with a velu of brassy yellow.—S t 
Nicholas.

INVENTOR AND EMPLOYER.

Bights of the Former to His Patents 
Upheld by Court,

The right of an employe to the own­
ership of patents he may be granted 
upon Inventions lie may have devised 
whllo in the service of another has 
been reaffirmed in a recent case tried 
before (ho United States Circuit Court 
of Appeals, Third Circuit. In the par­
ticular case lu question the Inventor 
had been employed by « large nuinu- 
factoring concern to take chnrgo of 
the engineering department and as Its 
hem! to look after the Improvement 
of tho company's product. Subsequent­
ly ho left the employ of this particular 
company, which then sought to forco 
him to assign to them sundry patents 
ho had taken out and applied for whllo 
he was In their employ on Improve­
ments In their products. Tho court 
took cogul/ainco of three points of 
issue:

1. Was there any express contract to 
transfer such patents as tho iuvcntpr 
might make?

2. Did the facts of the case warrant 
tho presmuptlou that such a contract 
existed?

3. Whether a contract to transfer 
patents granted under such circum­
stances is to bo Implied In law from 
tho relations betweeu tho parties.

After dismissing the first two points 
ns being Inapplicable nnd uiiteuuble, 
tho court decldtsl, after reviewing at 
length previous decisions, thut an em­
ploye performing all the duties as­
signed to him In his department of 
service may exercise his Inventive fac­
ulties In any direct m he chooses, with 
tho nssurnneo that whatever Inven­
tion ho mny thus conceive and perfect 
Is his Individual properly. Tho only 
way in which this right may ho abro­
gated Is by express written contract 
between tho employer and employe. 
Tho decision Is one of great Interest 
at the present time, when so many 
manufacturing concern* arc biking out 
inventions through their employes for 
work upon which tin* latter hnvo been 
engaged. The conclusion Is that If a 
man Is engaged to nmko or Improve 
Inventions he should be placed under 
u contract to assign all his patents 
for such work to hls employer.

NEGRO IS LOSING GROUND.

Race la  lucre'Mitig Eva* Rapidly than
tbe Whltea* Suy« I’rofrmtor Wilcox,
In any estimate of tho future of tho 

uegro race In the United States tho 
question of its relative increase, os 
compared to that of the white race. Is 
of paramount Importance. Prof, Will- 
cox, of Cornell University, gives hls 
views lu regard to the probable In­
crease of the negro race In this coun­
try, which are somewhat at variance 
with thoso of E. W. Gilliam, who, 
twenty years ago, made the prediction 
that by liwo the negro population of 
(Jie Southern States alone would bo 
11)2,000,uno, and lu tho entire coun­
try 200,000,000, or about throe-eighths 
of its total population. He believes, 
ulso, that he finds ample grounds for 
doubting the statement of Booker T. 
Washington, made six years ago, that 
the rate of Increase lu the future will 
bo greater (ban It has been lu the 
pust.

l*rof. Wllleox ha* carefully studied 
all the figure* available, ami, tuklag 
as a basis the rate of Juerouse bo- 
tween 1880 and Jimn, or 34.2 per cent, 
und assuming that lu chcIi score of 
years during the twentieth century tho 
increase of negroes will bo less by 4 
per cent than In the preceding ucoro 
of year*, tho negro population of tho 
United Htates nt the end of tho pres­
ent century will be less Umu 24,000.- 
0*H), This will, lu all probability, bo 
a much smaller proportion than exists 
hi this country at tin* present time, 
and lm feels (but even ibis estimate 
Is possibly sever,il millions too high.

Whllo It Is, of course, Impossible to 
make un-urate prediction* a* to tho fu­
ture of uny race, ami particularly of 
tho negro, lu view of the peculiar con­
dition* which have Mimmuded It In 
the lust century. IW , Wlllcox believe* 
that, as a rare, Hie negro Is losing 
ground, and Hint the relative differ­
ence between Its imiubers and Hint of 
iho white race is likely to increase 
rather than diminish in tho presout 
century.

lufeiH iihte Announcement,

white* with glee. Klie had asked that 
a carriage might be ready’ for her at 
a certain hour.

WOM EN AT THE BARRICADE*

Bnlldinj* Ramparts In Streets on An* 
cient Method of Fighting Authority,

The men and women who erected 
the barricades around which so much 
blood flowed during the recent riot 
In Lodz, Russia, wero following tlmo- 
tried precedents. For the street barrt- 
cado is tho first thing which an oth­
erwise defenseless population puts up 
when It means to fight authority. His­
tory has boon made at the barricades. 
Nearly 000 years ago Uavls, tho homo, 
apparently, of this sort of lighting, 
barricaded Us streets against tho fu­
ture Charles V., nnd two and n quar­
ter centuries later resorted lo similar 
defense when 4.injo mercenaries wero 
marched In by Henry III. to overifiva 
tho “council of sixteen." The barri­
cades were ierrlldy successful thou, 
for the soldiery would have been an­
nihilated had not the court c-onHcutcd 
to negotiation lu time to save the rem­
nants of tho 4.<KM.

During the three days' revolution hi 
Paris seventy-live years ago the pop­
ulace showed that It had not forgotten. 
Men, women aud children worked to 
build ramparts In tho streets, tearing 
up the roads and pulling dowu •build­
ings nnd trees for their materials. 
Louis Philippe fell when the first bar­
ricade of (he revolutionaries was run 
up. There was a terrible light to fol­
low, In comparison with which that nt 
Lodz w m  insignificant. Sixteen thou­
sand people were killed and wounded 
and half ns many taken prisoners. Tho 
damage done amounted to $<1,000,000.

When Louis Napoleon seated himself 
ho remembered barricades nnd their 
power and determined Hint he would 
havo none of them. He made wide 
boulevards, which cannon could sweep 
with grnpeshot, macadamized tho rouds 
and did all he could think of to make 
tho barricading of the streets Impos­
sible. But the days of the Commuuc 
showed that the old art was by no 
means gone nor tho possibilities ex­
hausted.

London tv Iso has Its barricades. On 
the occasion of (Im funeral of Queen 
Uurollne, In 1821, the crowd barricaded 
tho route by which the body wus to 
have been smuggled out of Hie capltul.

you for a better place. This should 
encourage- you to redouble your efforts 
to do your work so well, to stamp such 
superiority upon everything you touch,

This Is the narrative of Private J—. 
ITe hud heard a great deal said about 
escapes and attempted escapes; and 
an soon ns he could get a chance he 
related this, which certainly has n 
•mack of the renl thing:

All through that*campaign I had act­
ed ns mail carrier for a division of 
tho Sixth corps, (everybody In the di­
vision knew me, mid 1 never had any 
difficulty In getting all the help that 
I needed from time to time. 1 could 
tell a great deal about wlmt happened, 
both at the front nml ttie rear, be­
tween Unit July mid November. It was 
my biiNlnesN to get the mall for my 
division separated from that of the 
rest of the corps, when it could be 
done, ns quickly as possible, and to 
make regular trips hack with the out­
going mall. Many adventures hap­
pened to me In this IiiimIiio h ; none 
quite so stirring an that of the early 
morning of tiet. IP, IS'Sl.

For two days previous I had been 
a t Winchester. A mail was expected, 
aud, ns muni, I was on hand to get 
what belonged to my illvb*»on. ] got 
It on the evening of the IKth, nficr 
dark. 1 knew that General Sheridan 
had nrilved from M.triinshurg licit 
day on his way hack to his army, mid 
that he was pm-Ming the night at Win­
chester. Everythin:; was quiet at the 
front, according to reports that 1m l 
come In that morning. The natural 
aud ordinary thing would have hcc;i 
for n:e to wait In peace and comfort at 
Winchester that night, sleeping In a 
good bed, eating something better than 
rations that i.ldit and the res t morn- 
lug, and t!:c:i fnl lug In with the gen­
eral's ceeort after breakfast, and rid 
lug up to the fumt with them.

As it happened, 1 ilmuld have mad'> 
About the stme progress that I did, 
hod I adopted this course; and, with 
somewhat different adventures, slioul] 
have got my mail up to the division 
about the same time.

I don’t kimw what it was moved me 
to  imike n night Journey of It, unless 
(t was that I was not sleepy, ami felt 
A great deal more like ri ling than 
sleeping. In that reiRe** kind of con­
dition, It occurred to me that I might 
Just oh well get the mall up to lie1 
front at daybreak ns hIx hours later, 
nml I acted promptly mi the idea. My 
Lorre was a poir condemned animal 
that the quartermaster had furnished 
me some weeks l (‘f ire, claiming that 
It was the bed he could do for me. 1 
have no doubt he Ileil; hut time hn< 
softened his offense, if it has not en­
tirely wiped It o it hi my recollection 
of those days. That animal wiih knee- 
sprung, and could not be dcpcudel 
upon for ii'orc than two tulles mnl a 
half per hoar. I had tried my best to 
make on even exchange with some of 
the cavalry un.J orderlies Mvhmi they 
were not l-mking), hot either they 
were too sharp, or I wiih too dull, and 
the swap wun never effected. My 
ftosltisnU1 was well known nil through 
the command, and 1 became the sub- 
feet of imieli go id-humored banter on 
his Account.

I cal'iilaled Hint by starling from 
Winchester at 1U o'clock that evening 
1 could puss over the fifteen miles be­
tween that place and the camp of the 
Army by sunrise. There was some 
risk of guerrillas, hut I had learned 
something of tin Jr ways, and wun not 
fearful of tludr lurking along the 
Valley pike that night.

Ho 1 »taitcd, reckoning without my 
h o st It seemed to me that my poor 
old mount never went so slow. With 
dlfllcutty I wiih able to get him off i  
walk for three minutes at a time.

Just beyond Middletown I heard a 
nolso of musketry away over to the 
left. I slopped a moment and then 
rode on, thinking It was only Home 
casual picket firing. A half mile 
further I heard u volley from th e aunw 
direction, then a faint sound of whnt 
wo used to rail the “rebel yell."

I was ihl ng nearly In llin direction 
of Urn •mud, ami 1 now turned sharp 
off to tlm light. A short distance oVor 
tho meadows in (hat direction I saw 
« snnll mIm*'!. and, obeying an Impulse,
1 rode Into It. I merely wanted to 
Mop slid think wlmt to do, as It win 
pretty plain to me that an attack had 
been made hy the enemy, and thut a 
buttle would follow.

In the shed there was a horse, with 
ao equipments hut headstall and 
bridle, and fastened by the latter. It 
was Just light enough for mo to see, 
m d my oyes devoured that animal. It 
wui a Virginia thoroughbred, as hand­
some n piece of horseflesh as I had 
aver seen.

JIow did lie come there? You must 
ask some other person; I don't know. 
( can only suppose that, as Mosby 
was operating on our rear that morn­
ing. UiIh nnlmul must have been left 
there fm* u few moments by one of 
his men.

Whoever left him, I made no aeniplu 
or appropriating Mm. I tiransfcrrel 
Uiy saddle blanket, Muddle and mall- 
pouch to his hack, turned my Rosin- 
onte louse, mounted the thoroughbred, 
pot a good grip of tlie bridle, and was 
out of the shed uud away up the pike 
Uko i  shot

I had not got half a mile farthoA 
before I heard a great noise of mus­
ketry and yells, and I plainly saw 
dozeus of men dressed In gray rushing 
across the piko ahead of me.

I know’ thift I was running right Into 
the enemy's advance and I wheeled 
and rode back. I rode pretty fust, too; 
It seemed ns If things were getting 
rather hot About there.

As my thoroughbred went galloplug 
down the pike at a ralo that I certain­
ly never rode before, I saw three or 
four soldiers by the roadside with lev­
eled rifles, and heard tho cry “Haiti”
I could not have pulled up had I 
wished to, ns certnluly I did not. I 
heard the whistling of bullets about 
my ears ns I went on, but none of 
them touched me or the horse, and wo 
kept straight on to Middletown.

Just before I reached that village 
half n dozen horsemen struck the plko 
fiom the cast, not more than five rod* 
behind inn, nnl gave me their most 
p:c(Mlng attention. ] heard them Hal­
tering after moon the hard mad. their 
carbine hath eat the air around me, 
and cries of “Hull! Surrender! you
-----  Yankee!” followed me.

I Just laid forward on the saddle, 
shouted to my home, put on the spur, 

the bridle—and ho did tho mat. 
It wiih not a rnce; It wns n clcnn 

rniinwny. They had nothing to match 
that home. I outinn. dldnncoil then  
o i l y ,  and reached Winchester before 
any of the stragglers 

I rejoined tf;c division with the mail 
after dark of that night, when tho bat­
tle was all over, mid wo wero victori­
ous.

SomcbiHly will Inquire, of course, 
what became of Hint horse.

It make* my heart sick to think that 
I had to lose him.

I was merely a private Infantry sol- 
d 'er on detached service. Any horse 
that I rode wns suppose 1 t> belong to 
the government. There wero a goo-1 
many hungry eyes In our division 
fastened on tills one after the 10th. I 
was culled upon to account for him, 
nml did so with a strong plea for my 
Individual property In him. It wns 
o f no use. I had to turn him In to tho 
quartermaster, and don't know what 
boe.umo of him; but whoever rode him 
after that rode one of the best horses 
In Virginia.—J. F. I \ , In American 
Tribune.

Among tho 
measures Introduced by the govern­
ment at tho present session of the 
Jiritisli Parliament was a bill for the 
relief of tho unemployed, but It did 
not become a law. The Iletglan min­
ister of labor has published n docu­
ment setting forth tho facta in his 
country, and measures havo been 
adopted for tho solution of tho prob­
lem In Sweden, Hungary and Russia. 
Tho most slgnllleunt of recent con­
tributions to u knowledge of tho sub­
ject 1s the report of n committee nt 
tho Trench Uhnmber of Deputies on 
the conditions In Franco. It shows 
by numerous facts nml figures that 
tho Introduction of machinery rr.nl 
foreign competition havo made It im­
possible for tho small farmer to cam a 
livelihood hy the cultivation of his 
land. Consequently ho sells his two 
or three acres to the large proprietors, 
and drifts to tho city, to swell tho 
ranks of tho great army of Idlers. 
Tho only remedy suggested lu tho re­
port for this disastrous exodus Is to 
glvo tho villager nml inrmer employ­
ment which shall add enough to Ills 
cundngs to make him contented; that 
Is, to organize ami promote* house nml 
vlllago industries. Attention Is culled 
to tho methods adopted lu Husain for 
fostering tho earning capacity of tho 
rural population. Tliero nro about 
lifty domestic Indusiries In that coun­
try by which farm laborers can earn 
small sums away from tho farms, 
siirli as loeksmithlng, Hhoemaklng and 
painting Icons. Tho government en­
courages these Industries, called kont- 
sarl, hy tho establishment of factories 
for apprentices, and of schools and 
salesrooms, lu which pupils may bo 
trained. As far ns possible It reserves 
to tho koutsarl the luauufaeturo of 
certain government work, Hits and 
stirrups, for Instance, arc made by the 
peasants of Yaroslav for the military 
service. At St. Petersburg tliero Is u 
permanent exhibition of articles inado 
by tho system. One esllmato of tho 
annual oamlngs of peasants by theso 
Industries Is as high ns fifty-eight mil­
lion dollars. A bill lias been Intro­
duced Into tho Trench Chamber, ap­
propriating money for an inquiry us 
to I be expediency of establishing a 
similar ryslem In Trance.

One M e th o d  of Hond M a k in g .
Ono of the spankers who addressed 

•cvcrnl Farmers’ Institutes tn Michi­
gan recently Is D. \V. King, of Mis­
souri, who Is considered ono of tho 
foremost "good roads experts’' of the 
country. Concerning his work, H. H. 
Fitch, of Sac City, Iowa, writes the 
Farmers' Tribune ns fo’lows:

Last year tho committee of our 
Farmers' Institute secured the serv­
ices of Mr. King, one of the Missouri 
Experiment Station directors, to show 
the farmers of Sue County how to 
make roads of common clny that 
would not become soft nnd muddy 
(luring a rainy season, and after n 
heavy rain in summer would still bo 
capnblo of bearing heavy loads with­
out permitting the wheels of tho load­
ed wagon to sink In tho road bed to 
n greater depth than the thickness of 
tho wagon tiro, about one-half Inch.

Tho rond must first be made oval 
In form, so that tho water will not 
remain on tho roadbed, nor must it 
bo allowed to remain on tho side of 
the road nearly a* high ns tho sur­
face of tho rond. Having such o 
roadbed formed, after every heavy 
rain and In the early spring, harrow 
tho road and with a scraper made of 
half a log split In the center, being 
eight Inches or more in thickness, 
with a tongue fastened to It, tho split 
sldo In front and the tongue set at 
such an angle as to move tho dirt 
toward tho center of the roadbed, nnd 
two bandies Inserted lu tho scraper 
projecting to the rear for tho ronn to 
steady the scraper whllo walking be­
hind nnd guiding the team. Tills will 
Oil nil rats and holes In tho road, nnd 
If dono when the ground is a little 
wet, will make tho surface of the road 
llko the bottom of n bog wnllow, 
where tho water will not soak Into 
tho ground, hut must evnpornto nnd 
leave a comparatively water-tight 
basin to be tilted by the next rain. 
Now, If we turn this howl over and 
lmro the puddled surface on top, wo 
will havo a roadbed that will not per­
mit tho water to penetrate and will 
bo bard and Arm after a heavy rain.

Wo have about twenty-threo miles 
of roads In one township of Sac Coun­
ty that wero treated hy this method 
Inst year, more or less perfectly. Wo 
aro satisfied tlmt the theory is cor­
rect, und good country roads may bo 
obtulnod und mnlnlnlncd nt llttlo cost. 
Homo of tho roads leading Into Sac 
City are nnd have been during tho en­
tire son son model roads.

Due of our 
observing young fdks, looking at him 
alive In his tank of the United States 
TJsh Commission, Washington, would 
be apt to exclaim, “t»h, nee, bo has lit* 
tlo I jok-elaws which help him crawl 
along!” Him; enough, Just In front of 
the pectoral or side fins are three little, 
finger-llko precedes on each shlo 
which are used to slip up weeds nnd 
snnd. nnd to rake ai-oiiml among the 
pebbles and rout out Ihe small animals 
upon which tho sea robin feeds In Its 
native waters. While doing this it 
seems to he crawling along over tho 
botlom hy hooking theso peculiar 
claws Into the sin  1, Hca robins feel 
on small crabs, fish, shrlmpM, and other 
diminutive animals, wld di they find 
in among the hm/c stones, In Europe 
all the gurnard family of fishes are 
eagerly sought, as ihe.v find ii ready 
sale In the fish market. They at tain n 
linglh of Iwo (Vet mil a weight of 
eleven pounds, ou r specie* of the sen 
robin, a cousin in Hie European vari­
ety, Is found on mir northern const, 
and Is taken lu great numbers in the 
pound net* along Vineyard Hound, 
where they spawn during Ihe summer 
ii.onlhs.

R ig h ts  o f  t h e  F a r m e r  to  H is  P a te n t s  
U pheld  liy C ourt,

The right of an employe to the own­
ership of patents tu; may be grunted 
upon Inventions lit* may have devised 
while In the service of auother has 
been reaffirmed in a recent vast) tried 
before tho United States Circuit Court 
of Appeals, Third Clivuir. In the par­
ticular ease in question the Inventor 
had been employed hy u large manu­
facturing concent to take charge of 
Hu; engineering department and as Its 
bead to look after Hie Improvement 
of tho company'.* product. Subsequent­
ly ho left the employ of this particular 
company, which then sought to force 
him to assign to them sundry patents 
ho had taken out und applied for while 
he was in their employ on Improve­
ments In their product*. Thu court 
took cogulzaueu of three points of 
issue:

1. Was there any express contract to 
transfer such patents as the inventpr 
might make?

2. Did the facts of the case warrant 
tho presumption that such a contract 
existed?

3. Whether n contract to transfer 
patents granted under such circum­
stances Is to bo implied In law from 
tho relations between tho parties.

After dismissing the first two points 
as being Inapplicable and untenable, 
tho court decided, after reviewing at 
length previous decisions, that au utu- 
ployo performing all the duties as­
signed lo him in Ids department of 
service may exercise his inventive fac­
ulties in any direction Uu chouses, with 
tho nssuranco that whatever Inven­
tion ho nmy thus conceive ami perfect 
Is his Individual properly. The only 
way in which this right may bo abro­
gated Is by express written contract 
between tho employer and employe. 
Tho decision is one of great Interest 
nt tho present lime, when so many 
manufacturing concerns are taking out 
Inventions through their employes for 
work upon which the latter havo been 
engaged. Tim euneln-don Is that If a 
man Is engaged to malm or linprovo 
Inventions be should be placed under 
a contract to assign all bis patcuts 
for such work lo Ids employer.

NEGRO IS LOMNG GROUND.

Knee I s  lu c re - th u g  J«vs* R a p id ly  t h a n
t h e  White*, Say* P ro fesso r  Wilcox,

In any estlnmlw of the future of tho 
negro race In tho United Slates tho 
question of Its relative luereaHc, «.u 
compared to that of Urn while race, Is 
of paramount Importune*. ITof. Will- 
cox, of Cornell University, gives Ids 
views lu regard to tho probable in­
crease of Ihe negro raeo lu lids coun­
try, which «re somewhat at variance 
with theso of E. W. Gilliam, who, 
twenty years ago, made the prediction 
that by l'jsq tin* negro population of 
the Southern .'dates alono would be 
I02,<miO,0(;O, and in the entlro coun­
try 200,<KX>,<«w>, or about throe-eighths 
of Its total population. He believes, 
also, Hint he finds ample grounds for 
doubting the Klatcmeni of Hooker T. 
Washington, made six years ago, that 
the rate of InercuKc lu the future will 
bo greater than ll has been hi the 
past.

l ’rof. Wlllcox has carefully studied 
nit the figures available, and, taking 
ns a basis the rale of Jiicrcnso be­
tween 3880 and Its in, or JM.2 per cent, 
and assuming Hut In each scoro of 
years during the twentieth century tho 
Increase of negroes will be less hy 4 
per cent than In the preceding scoro 
of years, Hie negro population of (ho 
United Ktutes at the end of the pres­
ent century will hn less than 21,000.- 
000. This will, In all probability, be 
a much smaller proportion than exists 
In tills country nt (lie present time, 
ami he feels Unit even this estimate 
Is possibly several millions too high.

While ll Is, of enur-'e, Impossible to 
make accurate predictions as to the fu­
ture of any nice, and particularly of 
llio negro, In view of tin* peculiar con­
ditions which have surrounded It In 
the lust century, IW . Wlllcox believes 
that, as a race, tin* negro Is losing 
ground, and Hint Hu* relative differ­
ence led ween Its numbers and that of 
die while rin e I* likely to increase 
rather Ilian diminish In the preent 
century.

B a ild ln ir  R a m p a r t s  l a  S t re e t s  a n  An­
c ie n t  M ethod  o f  F i g h t in g  A u th o r i ty .

Tho men and women who erected 
the barricades around which so much 
blood flowed during the recent Hot 
In Lodz, Russia, wero following time- 
tried precedents. Tor ihe street bnrrt* 
endo Is the first thing which nn oth­
erwise defenseless population puts up 
when it means to fight authority. His­
tory has been made at the barricades. 
Nearly 000 years ago l’nrls, tho homo, 
apparently, of this sort of fighting, 
barricaded its si reels against tho fu­
ture Charles V., and two and a quar­
ter centuries Inter resorted to similar 
defense when 4,(mio mercenaries wero 
marched lu by Henry 111. to ovorffwo 
tho “council of sixteen.” The barri­
cades were terribly successful then, 
for Hie soldlciy would have been an­
nihilated had not the c.mrt consented 
to negotiation in lime to save the rem­
nants of (ho l.uc.t,

During the three days’ j-cvulutlon In 
Tails seventy-five .\enrs ago Ihe pop- 
ulaeo showed that It had not forgotten. 
Men. women and children worked to 
build ramparts in Hu; streets, tearing 
up tin) roads and pulling down'build­
ings and frees for their materials. 
Louis Thllippc fell when the first bar­
ricade of the revolutionaries was run 
up. There was u terrible fight to fol­
low', in comparison with which that at 
I.od*/. wn* Insignificant. Sixteen thou­
sand people were killed nml wounded 
nnd half ns many taken prisoners. The 
damage done amounted to $<1,000,000.

When Louis Napoleon sealed himself 
ho remembered barricades nnd their 
power nnd determined tlmt ho would 
bnvo nemo of them. He tnndo wide 
boulevards, which cannon could sweep 
with grapeshot, macadamized the roads 
and did all lie could think of to make 
tho barricading of tin* streets Impos­
sible. Hut the days of the Gonummc 
showed that tho old art was hy no 
means gono nor the possibilities ex­
hausted.

London also ha* Its barricades. On 
tho occnskm of (In* funcial of Queen 
Caroline, In 1821, the crowd barricaded 
tho route by which the body was to 
havo been smuggled out of the capital.

Tills Is the narrative of Private J—. 
He lind heard a great deal said about 
escapes am! attempted escapes; and 
ns soon ns lie could get n chance he 
related this, which certainly has a 
smack of the reel tiling:

All through tha t campaign I had act­
ed ns mull carrier for n division of 
tho Sixth corps. Everybody In the :ll* 
vision knew me, nnd 1 never had nny 
dllllculty In getting nil the help that 
I needed from lime to time. I could 
tell a great deil about wind happened, 
both at the front and the rear, be­
tween that .Inly mid November. It was 
my business to ;e t  the mall for my 
division separated from that of the 
rest of the corps, when it could he 
done, as quickly as possible, and to 
make regular trips hack with tht» out­
going mall. Many adventure* hap­
pened to me in this business; none 
quite ho stirring ns that of the early 
morning of Uet. I'd, lstll.

For two rlays previous I had been 
nt Winchester. A mail was expected, 
and, ns muni. 1 was mi hand to get 
what belonged to my division. 1 go; 
it on tin* evening of tin1 INth, after 
dark. 1 knew that tlene'-al Sheridan 
)md nnlvcd from .M.irilusbiirg that 
day on his way hack to his army, and 
that he was pa.-slng the night at Win­
chester. Everything was (pilot at the 
front, tuvordlte; to reports that ha 1 
come in that morning. The natural 
and ordinary thing would have heea 
for n:e to wait In pence mid comfort at 
Winchester that night, sleeping In a 
good bed, eating something heller lit.tn 
rations that t.i.dit and the r<"t morn 
lug, nnd (!:c:i filling lit with tho gen­
eral’s eeeort nfier breakfast, mid rid 
lug lip to the f;ont with them.

As It happened, I t h»uld have mad1* 
about the sime progress Unit I did, 
had I adopted this course; mid, with 
somewhat illflcmit adventures, slimdl 
have got my mall up to the division 
about the same time.

I don’t kn >w what It was moved me 
to make a night Journey of It, unless 
It was that I was not sleepy, and fe't 
a great deal more like ri ling than 
sleeping. In that restless kind of con­
dition, It oeettrred to me that I might 
Just as will ;<•! the mail up to Hi" 
front at daybreak ns six hours later, 
nnd I acted pjoniptiy on the i lea. My 
horse was a po »• condemned animal 
that the quarlcriiiasli-i' had furnished 
mo some weeks i efore, claiming Unit 
It was the l-ed he could do for me. I 
have no doubt he lied; but time Inis 
Softened his nffet!M\ if It has not on- 
iln-ly wiped It o it In my ronjlloetlou 
of those days. That milmal was knee 
sprung, ami roull not be depeudd 
upon for wore than (wo miles and a 
half per hoar. / had tried my best to 
make nu even ex. h inge with some of 
the cavalry mil ord'Tdei (when they 
were not 11 ikliigi, hut either they 
were too sharp, m* 1 was too dull, and 
the swap was nc\ei* effected. My 
!to*liiniite was well known all through 
the command, and I heemno the sub- 
led  of mudi good-humored banter m  
his account.

I cal'iiltlcd tlint by starting from 
Winchester at 10 o'clock Dial evening 
I could pnss over the llftceti miles be­
tween that place and the cmtip of the 
army by sunrise. There was some 
risk of guerrillas, buf l had learned 
something of their way*, and was not 
fearful of Hu-lr lurking along the 
Valley pike that night.

H» i started, i.vkmilng without my 
host. It second to me that my poor 
old mount mwer went so slow. With 
dJflleidfy J was tilde to get him off t 
walk for three minutes at a time. The 
night was coll and clear until ahout 
I o'clock, win u a fog began to rise. I 
passed through Milltowu, Kernstown, 
Newton and Middletown, all placet 
that tho veterans of the Shenandoah 
campaigns will recognlr.o by their 
names.

Just beyond Middletown I heal’d a 
no]no of musketry away over to the 
left. I stopped a moment and then 
rode mi, thinking It wan only Nome 
caNUal picket lirlng. A half mile 
further I heard n volley from tho sumo 
rtlredbm, Hum a faint sound of what 
wo lifted to cull the "rebel yell."

I was ild ug nearly In tho direction 
of (lie m mini, and I now turned sharp 
off to 1 Jim tight. A short distance over 
tho nundows In that direction I saw 
i NJittill shed, mid, obeying an impulse,
I rode Into It. I merely wanted to 
ilop mid think what to do, ns it was 
pretty plain to me that mi attack had 
been made by the enemy, and that it 
battle would follow.

In the shed there wiiN a horse, with 
ao equipments hut hcndslHll mill 
bridle, and fastened b.v the latter. It 
wn« Jiwt light enough for mo to see, 
gnd my eyes devoured that animal, It 
was a Virginia tlioroiiglibied, ns hand­
some n piece of Iioi'hcIIosIi as I had 
tvor ■non.

How did he come there? You mint 
iek some oilier person; I don’t know. 
I can only suppose that, aa Mushy 
was operating on our rear that morn­
ing. (his animal mint have been left 
there for a few moments by one of 
Ills men.

Whoever left him, ' nmdo no scruple 
of appropriating him. I Umisfcrrel 
uiy saddle blunkct, saddle mid mull- 
pouch to hi* back, turned my Jtosln- 
nnte louse, mounted the thoroughbred, 
got a good grip of the bridle, mnl win 
out of the shed und away up tho pike 
Uko a shot

I had not got half a mile further 
before I heard a great noise of rnua- 
kotry and yells, and I plainly saw 
dozens of men dressed In gray rushing 
across tho plko ahead of me.

I know Hurt 1 was running right Into 
the enemy’s advance and I wheeled 
and rode back. I rode pretty fast, too;
It seemed ns If things wore getting 
rather hot about there.

As my thoroughbred went galloplug 
down tho pike at n rate that I certain­
ly never rode before, I saw three or 
four soldiers by the roadside with lev­
eled rifles, and heard the cry "Haiti"
I could not have pulled up had I 
wished to, as certainly I did not. I 
heard the whistling of bullets about 
niy ears ns I went on, but none of 
them touched me or the horse, and wo 
kept straight on to Middletown.

.Inst before I reached that village 
half a dozen horsemen struck the plko 
fioni the east, not more than five rod.! 
behind mo, and gave mo their most 
p:cislng alir-iitlim. 1 heard them clat­
tering after me on the hard road, their 
enrldne balls cut the air around me, 
ami cries of "Mult! Surrender! you
-----Yankee!" followed me.

I Just laid forward on the saddle, 
shouted to my inrse, put on the spur, 
loosed the bridle— and he did tho rest.

It was not a raee; It was a olonn 
runaway. They had nothing to match 
that hmvo. 1 outran, distanced then 
e">lly. mid reached Winchester before 
any of the stragglers.

I rejoined the division with the mall 
after dark of that night, when the bat­
tle was all over, and we wore victori­
ous.

Somebody will Inquire, of course, 
what became of that horse.

II makes my heart sick to think that 
I had to lose him.

I was merely a private Infantry sol- 
d 'er on dotaehed service. Any horso 
that I rode wan supposed to belong to 
the government. There were a good 
i.urny hungry eyes In our division 
Histone 1 on this one after the 10th. I 
was called upon to account for 1dm, 
nnd did so with a -strong plcn for my 
individual property In him. It was 
of no use. I had to turn him In to tho 
quartermaster, and don't know whnt 
became of him: but whoever rode him 
after that rode one of the best horses 
In Virginia.—J. F. R, In American 
Tribune.

It succeeded for Il mdley nnd again 
for Campbell, but nfter these men had 
been In power for a brief period the 
people were glad enough to turn them 
out. Tho history of Ohio Is proof of 
the danger arising from Democratic

rule. Hepubllcaii administrations have 
been business-like and economical. Tin* 
State lias thrived under them. Its 
treasury has grown fat.

And lln.illy 
have we not our Hoosovolt, who llrsi 
moved against tho polllleal thief and 
encouraged Folk anil Drneen and 
Weaver? It was a itepublieiin ITcnI- 
doiit who began the crusmle against 
public* thieving—a erusade that is eg. 
tending to ail parts of Hie country. 
The Uepuldienn parly in Pillion ami 
III KtiHc 1ms always proved Its capac­
ity and willingness r  turn tho niseiil* 
mil, whether they were Itcpuldlcaim or 
Democrat*.

Mr. Paltlson bilked against hosslsm. 
but be was careful lodetlne It us '.'ox- 
ism, He raid nothing about McLean- 
ism or .lolinsotilsm. Yet McLean wan 
for years absolute dictator of Ohio De 
moeraey, while <'ox him never been 
aid" lo extend his dominion heyoml 
Hie borders of Hamilton County. Tom 
.loimuoii holds Cleveland ns in the hot- 
low of his hand. He lias plied up a 
debt under which the taxjmyers of the 
city are groaning for relief, and he has
planned for a long while lo .......*ei
McLean. Then Micro Is tho bom»lsui

of Tammany, n purely spoils organiza­
tion, and there is Dunne, of Chicago, 
who hopes to become the boss of tho 
Windy City through his advocacy of 
immediate muncipal ownership.

So it is to he a specious campnlg.i 
on the part of I’nttisou and Ids cohorts. 
There Is lo lie no Joining of Issues on 
questions that are vital to Hie taxpay­
ers of Ohio, hut an attempt to stam­
pede them by false cries uf "wolf," 
"wolf.”—Toledo HJade.

No! mi 'Mil Year."
In Hie vernacular of the professional 

politician Oils Is an ’’oil year" be­
cause it (s not a Presidential year.

In truth, however, it is by no mean* 
an "off year." In ten Slates cam­
paign* of more or le*s national inter* 
est have already opened or will slwrllj 
begin. The results will be of great 
slguillcanee, even (hough they may 
have no divert bearing upon Federal 
politics.

Massachusetts elects n governor and 
It will lie interesting to see whether 
the Democratic viet »ry of last year 
will ho repeated. Hovcrnor Douglas 
thus far refuses a nomination, but 
there is n suspicion that his refusal Is 
not lliml. If it should he so then tho 
probability of Henoral Miles' nomina­
tion a>hls interest to the outlook.

Khodo Island always elects a gover­
nor mid It will probably be news to

most people that both Khode Island 
and MussarliUMoti* * boose their chief 
executive* every year, thus carrying 
the principle of "frequent responsibil­
ity to the people" about as far ns pos­
sible.

In Uhodc Island, as in Mussneliu* 
setts, the Democrat* ttvofomt to have 
hopes of vlerory—largely based upon 
the personal popularity of Mr. Hnrviu. 
It may be remembered that last year 
the Republican* pulled through by a 
very slim margin, despite tho prestige 
of President. Roosevelt.

Kentucky elects a legislature which 
will cliuosu a successor to Heuator 
Hlaeklmrn, and (Milo chooses a full 
Ktate ticket, There is small doubt a* 
to Hie result In either ease, nor In there 
much more with reapeet lo Vermont, 
where the question will probably bo 
an to the size of the Republican ma­
jority and nothing else.

Nebraska and Kansas hold general 
county elections, and In Pennsylvania 
three .Supreme Court Judges are to he 
chosen. The Judicial election, how­
ever excites small Interest ns com­
pared with that manifested In tho 
struggle In the city of Philadelphia, 
where Mayor Weaver, harked by tho 
reform element, Is lighting the boo- 
dlcrs. Fpon the result of lids struggle 
binges not only the jsdlHeiil control 
of Philadelphia, but tin1 ascendency of 
the force* s\ lih'li at preonl dominate 
the Ktate. Phlhidctplilii will lie worth 
watching on election day.

Ho will New York Pity, where Tam­
many In once more lined tip against a 
none loo harmonious oppu<diioii. Tho 
metropolis will wllncxs some lively 
eampulgning when a candidate shall 
have been selected to oppose Mayor 
McClellan. Probably Now York will 
excite more attention than any of Mm 
Slates, though we might mention that 
In addition to those already enumer­
ated Virginia will elect a complete 
Ktate tlckid and Maryland will pass 
upon Hie so-called Poo amendment to 
th<> Stale constitution, under the termi 
of which Hie negro will practically ho 
disfranchised.

There will he plenty of Interest, nt 
any rale, to warrant repudiation of the 
term which designate* 11mi.*> as an "off 
j-ojir."—Chicago Chronicle.
