Tin* drawing 
lessons, for instance,are already tak ­
ing on a Thanksgiving llavor.and the 
nnniversury idea likewise appears in 
the illustrated language work which 
is part of the daily tusk in most of Ihe 
rooms. Other anniversary dates re­

’round, without Interfering with the 
routine of school work, and it has 
been found to be a most profitable 
method. The special programs have 
their uses aud have not been discard­
ed by any means, but they do not re­
quire the degree of attention formerly 
bestowed upon them.

To Hunters.
The hunting season is now on and 

accidents to cureless shooters have 
already begun to bo reported. If rea­
sonable cure would only be exercised 
by those who use a gun the list of 
those accidents could be cut down HO 
percent. It is not the experienced 
shoo ters-the old heads-w ho get in 
trouble, but ulmost invariably young 
men, whose accidents ure due to reck­
lessness.

If u few simple rules would be borne 
In mind by those who handle guns the 
list of casualties would he much re­
duced. One of the habits which re 
suits iu most of the accidents is that 
of pulling guns through a wire fence 
or out of a bout or wagon, muzzle 
first. The triggers cuU'li und (In 
charge Is exploded.

Guns should Ik? curried with tin 
muzzle pointing downward and for­
ward if there is no one ahead or on 
the shoulders if Uie hunter Is behind 
the companion, ('ure should be used 
to see thul the gun Is not loaded when 
uny tampering with it is done, such 
as working the triggers or blowing 
down the muzzle. Hummerle** guns 
ure always safest.

Ordinarily tho reports of the t'ensus 
Bureau are nut especially Interesting 
documents, hut they mmucUuic* con­
tain fuels which warrant attention, it 
Is shown, for example, that while Im­
migration Increase*, tho American 
birth rate decreases. It Is maintained, 
further, licit <>ne fact Influence* tho 
other. Hlmlenhi of the subject, Includ­
ing General Francis Walker, Hohcrt 
Hunter and Juhn it, Commons, nrguo 
tout the native Amcrlcnn In dying out 
because the Immigrant is coming in to 
do the work of the country which In 
too ualurnl operation of economic luu 
American children would have been 
born to perform. To put It lu uuollicr 
way, the decreasing size of (he Amer­
ican family Is the result of toe Ameri­

can determination to maintain \he 
American style of living, despite Immi­
grant rivalry. Or, to put it still an­
other way, American families cannot 
afford to have many children If they 
are to meet immigrant competition. 
Such, ut least, Is the conclusion of tho 
experts. This conclusion Is by no 
means final nor authoritative. It is 
hypothetical and subject to challenge. 
We cannot avoid toe oonvivtiou, how­
ever, that the great volume of Immi­
gration which has poured Into this 
country during the last half ccutury 
must have exercised n powerful In­
fluence upon tho native population. 
Whether It has oporat* d toward the de­
crease of tho birth rale lx still to 
bo demonstrated. Students of the sub­
ject ut least make out u good prims 
facie argument for their theory. Wo 
know that though Immigration contin­
ues in iindlmiulkhcd \ultimo the In- 
crcnn) of population does not keep 
pace with It. Tho Iowa census tills 
year shows a loss lu population of 
.‘in,(XK) lu tho five years from 1000 to 
ll)u3. In (lie last deeado Minnesota 
gained 33.7 per cent, or 3.37 per cent 
In one year, but In the last five years 
of the decade it gained only 13 per 
cent, or ut the rate of 3.0 per cent 
per year. This was during the period . 
of maximum immigration. C'ouso- [ 
ijuently, tho falling off cannot bo 
charged to a decrease In Immigration,' 
but to a "slump” in the nativo birth 
rate. Iowa and Minnesota arc not the 
only Slates that show a fulling off lu 
tt'o rate of Increase. In Massachusetts . 
the ratio of luerense has been cut In 
two, and the same thing is true to n 
loss extent of other States. While tho 
effect of Immigration upon tho nativo 
birth rate remains to lie demonstrated, 
we are Justlllcd In fitting theories to 
admitted facts. The result Is not en­
couraging to those who believe (hat our 
national greatness Is bused upon the 
natural Increase of tho population by 
birth rather titan through Immigra­
tion.

. The question whether a coeducation­
al university was likely to become a 
young ladies’ Remlimry was raised 
some years ago by Mrs. Stanford, who 
decided to protect tho boys at tbc 
I.eland Stanford, Jr.. University by 
placing a limit on the admission of 
girls. Since then there have been sev­
eral Intimations from other Institu­
tions of learning that coeducation was 
coming uioro and more to menu the 
education of women, and now I>r. An- 
gell declares that "tho aggregate num­
ber of women, nearly nil pursuing tho 
course of arts, is so rapidly increas­
ing that the question Is suggested 
whether the old-fashioned liberal train­
ing Is largely to be monopolized by 
them.” I t appears, however, that tho 
men are not deprived absolutely of tin 
opportunities for education. They are 
being driven, I)r. Angoll says, into the 
technical and professional schools, not 
Into too streets, which happens to be 
too very thing that is desired by some 
of our modem educators, who should 
look upon tho co-eds ns the ngeuts of 
a great reform. In fact, it would ut­
most seem as though fate wero work­
ing out too solution of this problem for 
the salvation of some of our practical 
professors who have been having an 
awful struggle In their efforts to sat­
isfy the demands of too age. I t will 
not bo necessary now for them to 
grunt and sweat over a rearrange­
ment of courses for the gratification 
of tho commercial world. They need 
not bother themselves with education ] 
ul theories. Tho one essentia! thing is ! 
to encourage tho Invasion by tho co­
eds of the realm of liberal urls. Then, 
when tho moponoly Is established, limy 
euu Himpiy say to their practical mon­
itors that Latin uml Greek and all that 
old fashioned lumber are relegated to 
the auucx. Though they appear in tho 
catalogue, they are entirely harmless, 
because the young mat! I* excluded 
from their contemplation and con­
strained to become an apprentice to 
somo Useful pursuit. Wo confess to 
some lingering sympathy for the dev­
otees of the old school, but let them 
take eumfort lu the thought that cub 
tuio Is wife with the ladles. They have 
been clubbing for culture those many 
years until, If tho expression may ho 
allowed, they are veterans Ui tho serv­
ice. At their Intellectual feasts, fresh 
from tho encyclopedia and handbooks 
of art and literature and HulUneh's 
“Ago of Fable,” they have surveyed 
tho field from Homer ami Aesdiyru* 
to the Sweet Singer of Michigan and 
Fly do Filch for the mortification of 
mim and tho triumph of theJr sex. 
Hen.'o (hey are merely coming Into 
(heir own while they are so happily en­
abling (lie practical profuNHorM to 
sqimro themselves with (Iiono greatest 
of educational experts, (he captain* 
of IndUMtry.

That of 1004 Wan Higher than Normal
Among the Population of Ponton.

Among the practicing physicians of 
the United States nnd Canada, those 
who arc recognized by the government 
boards of medical examiners, the 
ueatli rale In 31)04 was 17.14 per 3,000, 
according to the Journal of the Amer­
ican Medical Association. This vnto to 
higher than for the two previous years 
r.nd Is higher than (he u vertigo death 
into among the population of Boston 
'lliero appears to have been tho saint 
dllllculty in obtaining accurate death 
cerllllenlen of pnyxlclaus as in cases of 
other people, and there Is u largo va­
riety of causes of deaths.

The total number of deaths In both 
countries Is 2,M2. In tho United States 
there wero 332.225 registered physi­
cians and surgeons at the last census.

During the your 11M>2 there wero 
1,-100 deaths among regular practicing 
physician*; during 11)03 (hero were 
i,0is, Including the houicopntlw and 
ericvtlos, Thus tho mortnllly rales 
httvu been: 1L75 per 1,000 in HK)2, 
13.73 per emit In 1003 and 17.14 In 
1004. In 1001 (lie American Medical 
Association lost by death Uhl mem­
bers. Heart disease lead* tho death 
causes with 2o5, but thin flguro In­
clude* den Ills staled to have occurred 
from "heart failure," etc.

Pneumonia heads the list of clearly 
defined diseases with 172 death*, or 
7.5 per cent of tho total mortality. 
Nephritis, Including "kidney diseases," 
was responsible for 01 deaths and 
uremia caused HI. Consumption Is 
said to liuvc caused Do deaths, nil hut 
eight of which wero from tuberculosis 
of tho lung*.

Cancer caused 30 deaths; typhoid 
fever, 37; 101)110011110, chiefly from op. 
oration wounds, 23; diabetes, 20; g,lg. 
trill*, 10; appendicitis ninl meningitis, 
15 each; bronchitis and Insanity, it  
each. Of the total deaths, 143 were 
due to vlolenee; of these 1)5 are charge* 
able to accidents, 30 to suicides, poi­
son caused 21 death*, railway acci­
dent* 17. fall* M, drowning 10, street 
ear accidents 8 and runaways 7. Of 
the 3d physician* who committed sui­
cide 14 chose poison ns the means; 31, 
firearm*: 3, lienmrrliagi*s from cut a r­
teries; 2, suffocation hy gas; 1, drown­
ing; 1, hanging. In Tour Instance* the 
method euiplojcd tx not stated.

During the year twelve physicians 
were murdered. This Is three more 
than lu lis>3, ami one more than lu 
11)02. A* to the age* at which death 
occurred, It 1* found to range between 
22 aud 101. The greatest number—

57—-occurred at the age of 00, followed 
by 51 at the age of 70; 45 at the ages 
of 05 and 08; 43 at the ago of 07; 41 
ot the ages of 75 and 70, and 40 at tho 
ages of 72 and 73; 241 lived to be more 
than 80 years old, 10 were more than 
00 when they died, and three physi­
cians passed the age of 100, the oldest 
on record being 104 years. The aver­
age ugo at death was more than 00 
years, and the average length of prac­
tice was more than off years.

SLEDDING IN SWEDEN.

Only Country lu Which the Hpnrkstot- 
tiuu J* to Common l,'sc.

The Swedes have made a lino nrt of 
sledding. Their fastest sled U culled 
tho sparkstottlng and I* an exceed­
ingly light sled that tho Inhabitants 
of Norrlaml, a province xituuted at the 
north of Sweden, employ during the 
winter as a means of locomotion,

Tho une of it now extends through­
out Sweden, where races upon till* 
original vehicle constitute one of the 
most highly appreciated sports of whi­
ter. Among other people of the north, 
In Husain, Scotland and Germany, till* 
sport Is entirely unknown, a fact that 
Is somewhat extraordinary, considering 
that the sparkstoitlng can he employ­
ed In all countries In which too rigor* 
of winter penult of the use of ordi­
nary sleds.

Tho sparkstottlng Is constructed en­
tirely of Norway spruce. It is straight, 
of elougated form anil weighs no more 
than thirty pounds. It consists of two 
runners, curved upward lu front, and 
six and one-half feet In length. To 
each of the runners Is fixed an upright 
that serves both ns a point of support 
nnd a tiller. The entire affair is con­
nected by two or three crosspiece*, one 
of which supports a light sent placed 
twelve Inches above the surface.

The Xurrland sled differs percepti­
bly from the Yosterbotlen type, In 
which the runners, which are much 
shorter, nro not shod with Iron, but 
are well greased or Impregnated with 
boiling tar. Tho lightest aud best typo 
for racing Is the one manufactured at 
Union, Norway. In order to push the 
Bpnrkstottlng the racer, bearing with 
both hands upon the extremities of 
tho uprights, place* his left foot upon 
tho runner to the left, and then with 
the right foot strikes the ground at 
regular Intervals so ns to propel the 
sled forward.

If the snow Is very hard nnd tho 
racer Is not provided with spiked shoes 
It Is necessary for him to fix steel calks 
to tho solos. In recent times a hori­
zontal bar, breast high, has been placed 
between the uprights. This modifica­
tion renders the steering easier nnd 
besides permits of governing with a 
single hnud. Upon a level routo the 
spnrkstotting reaches n pretty good 
speed without great effort.

An experienced racer, when the 
suow is In good condition, can easily 
attain tile speed of n horse on a trot. 
In ascents it Is necessary to push the 
sparkstottlng or to drag It, but this 
does not causo much fatigue, owing 
(o its lightness and the feeble surface 
In cotituet with the snow. With this 
sled It is possible to run very fast.

ago, Introduced (lie patient, now a full- 
grown man, to tho medical men pres­
ent nnd explained tlm nature of the re- 
marknhlo ease.

Jn tho right arm, tho boneless limb 
hanging helpless by Its side. The sur­
geons determined to make an attempt 
to save the limb.

Small sections of the bom* taken 
from the tibia nnd other portions of 
the legs of other patient, who were 
under treatment for the rtin* of bow- 
leggcilness wore transferred to the 
boneless arm, there to continue their 
growth and to become amalgamate I— 
In fact, eventually supplying the place 
of the mtoriug humerus.

Particularly 
Is this true of Cramps’, where twelve 
different vessels are under construc­
tion. This yard alone Is employing 
5,300 workmen.

The greater part of this work Is 
being done for Uncle Sum, seven 
ships being under way here. Two of 
thi-.se, the armored eiulscr Tennessee 
a t Cramps, and her sister ship, the 
Washington, which is bring built ut 
the South Cuimlcn yards of the New 
York Shipbuilding Company, have a t­
tracted attention by the efforts which 
the respective companies are making 
to finish tlie contract first. Both an* 
now nearing completion, with the 
Tennessee slightly In tho lead.

Besides the work on the warships 
six largo passenger steamship* arc 
also bring built by the frum ps com­
pany. Four of these uro for the Now 
York and Cuban Mall line, whilo the 
two remaining go to tho Southern 
Pacific Company.

OLD SOLDIERS TALK OVER 
ARMY EXPERIENCES.

Tfc» Bine and tfa* Qrmy Review lad*  
dent* of tho Late War, and la a 
Graphic and Interesting Mannar 
Tell of Camp, March and Battle*

Colonel W. It. Holloway, United 
State* consul general ut Halifax, Nova 
8vot1a, who was (jovernor Morton** 
private secretary throughout the civil 
war, In writing to tho Imllannpolls 
Nows of some war Incidents, tells nn 
Interesting story of general Lew Wal­
lace and how the Indiana regiments 
In tho war for the Union cninc to start 
a t six ns the manlier of the first In­
fantry regiment. “From the first.” 
anys the colonel, "Lew Wallace, then 
odjutnfit-genoral of the Stnlo of Indi­
ana, Insisted that the new regimental 
numbers should begin at 0 to avoid a 
duplication of the five that had served 
during the Mexican wav. Then began 
a struggle among those who had raised 
these first regiments to secure tho low­
est possible number, each being anx­
ious to show by such n record that ho 
and bis regiment bad entered the serv­
ice early. I t  boenmo known that Low 
Wallace was to command one of the 
regiments, and it seemed ns If half 
the officers of the companies that lmd 
boen accepted were anxious that their 
companies Rhould become a part of bis 
regiment. So he had little pence until 
It was settled what companies were 
to serve under Ids command.

"The field ottleers of tho various 
regiments came to me hi large num­
bers and suggested that they were con­
fident that Wallace would take the 
lowest number, (1, for his regiment, 
and requested mo to request Governor 
Morton to assign the numbers by lot.
I told them tho governor could not 
Interfere In tho business of the ad­
jutant-general, and then spoke of It to 
Wallace, who said he had not thought 
of the m atter and cared nothing wJmt 
Dumber should be given to his regi­
ment, but to settle the matter lie 
would say then and there that ho 
would select the number II, tho high 
est number, for Ills regiment, and the 
other colonels might settle the num­
bers to be assigned to their regiments 
among themselves. Tho numbers of 
the other regiments, If my recollection 
Is correct, were then determined by 
lot.

"It Is a well-known fact that tho 
Eleventh Indiana was one of the best 
drilled and best dlsicpllned regiments 
In tho service. That regiment fur­
nished a larger number of ollleers as 
fiohl ollleers to other regiments, ns 
well ns major and brlgadler-genernls, 
tbnn any other from Indiana, If not 
from the Union.”

Colonel Holloway In this letter gives 
the following characteristic anecdote 
of President Lincoln: ‘'William II. 
Byrlngton, now American consul at 
Naples, who was one of the Wash­
ington staff of the New York Tribune 
during the civil war, told me last Hum­
mer that late one night following the 
receipt of the nows that Sherman had 
cut loose from Atlanta for the sea, he 
received a message from the managing 
editor of the Tribune to seo President 
Lincoln ut once, and tell him the 
Tribune wanted to send two corre­
spondents to meet Sherman when he 
reached the sea,, and desired to know 
to what point to send them.

“This was late nt night, but Byring- 
ton must obey orders, lie  went to tho 
White House. Tho President had re­
tired, hut tho Tribune man Insist? 1 
that the attendant tnke his card to the 
President, as It was Important that he 
should see him Immediately. Tho 
Tribune man was taken to the corridor 
on the second floor. Tho attendant 
enterod the President's room nnd s 
moment later tho chief executive came 
rut in Ida night shirt. Tho corre­
spondent npologlgpd for intruding at 
such an unseemly hour, but delivered 
his message.

“Mr. Lincoln looked puzzled for n 
moment and then sahl: T don't know,' 
a curious look came over hU face ns 
be added, 'hut If I were going to guess 
I would suy send one to Mobile and 
the other to Savannah. Now If Stan­
ton knew I t"ld you he would kill me. 
Don't tell him.’

“Tho correspondent then thanked 
hint. As ho started to go the Presi­
dent yawned ns he was going hack to 
ills bed nnd said: 'He'd kill me, kill 
m e.'"

Orn-it nnd Let.
It has been hiiUI that ns often ns n 

itcw book Is written about tho Civil 
War a new legend of Appomattox Is 
created. The famous npple-tree, which 
bus been sold a hundred times piece- 
tiH-nI, mid umbo- which Grant and Leo 
never met—the touching seeno In 
which Grant refused Leo’s sword— 
this nnd many inure bob up in new 
disguises In the writings about those 
stirring times.

Tho Companion recently quoted 
from a volume on “Lee nnd Longdreet 
at High Tide” on account of the meet­
ing of Grant and Longslreet on that 
famous occasion, nnd lids, too, Is now 
added to tlio list. One of the two men 
now living who had the honor of wit­
nessing the meeting of the command­
ers nt the McLean house, then n New 
York Herald correspondent, calls a t ­
tention to the fact that General Long- 
si root was not there, nor was any room 
in the house used ns headquarters by 
Grant.

As a mutter of fact, as General 
Grant himself 1ms told in tils “Me­
moirs,” negotiation between Grant and 
Leo was begun by Grant n day or two 
before the surrender, ns he saw that 
continued struggle by tho Army of 
Northern Vlrglula was useless, and

wished to clear himself of responsi­
bility for further bloodshed. Several 
letters passed between the two In 
which General Lee urged a meeting to 
consider peace and General Grant In­
sisted that he could consider only sun 
render. Meanwhile Sheridan was get­
ting In the rear of the Confederates. 
On Sunday morning nn engagement be­
gan about some provision trains seized 
by Sheridan. It soon became general.

General Grant was 111 with a sick 
headache, nnd was riding slowly the 
rear of Ids army, some miles from the 
seeno. He had not expected a climax 
so soon, nnd had left headquarters In 
Ids usual rough traveling gnrb—tho 
uniform of a private soldier, with 
merely tho straps of his rank on the 
shoulders of Ids blouse. He had not 
a sword with him. In this guise ho 
was met By a messenger, bringing 
word tlmt nt Leo’s request hostilities 
hnd been suspended pending Grant's 
arrival to negotiate. Sheridan wished 
to go ahead nt once nnd "clean ’em 
out,” ns he believed he could do.

Holding the impetuous cavalry lend­
er In cheek. Grant sent Leo word that 
he was coming, and would meet him 
where convenient. ITe rode on with 
his staff, of whom General Horace 
Porter Is perhaps now the only sur­
vivor, and was directed to the McLean 
residence. There lie met Lee, w/iora 
he hnd known tn the Mexican War. 
Loo came In n new dress uniform, 
with a fine sword at Ills side. With 
him was but one old, Colouel Mar­
shall of Baltimore.

After a few' moments of greeting, 
Grant sat down ntal wrote out the 
terms of surrender as they came Into 
his rnlnd. As he wrote, it occurred to 
him that the Confederate officers 
would need their horses, nnd that It 
would bo a humiliation to ask them to 
give up side-arms. Leo did not speak 
till tho whole terms were written. 
Then, rending It, he expressed the 
conviction tlmt It would be well re­
ceived. He asked If the horse ofTer 
Included urtillerymen, and General 
Grant replied that It did not, but a 
moment later added tlmt ns tho sol­
diers were probably mostly farmers 
who would need the animals, he would 
order that wherever a Confederate es­
tablished a claim to a horse or mule he 
might keep it. Lee wrote an accept­
ance of tho terms and the two parted, 
after general Introductions. They met 
again the next morning for a brief chat 
between the lines, and Grant then 
went on to Washington. — Youth’s 
Companion.

Made of Stern Stuff.
Mrs. Mary A. Livermore, whose 

death occurred in May, spent the long 
years of the civil war in tireless nnd 
wonderfully successful efforts to pro­
vide comforts and wholesome treat­
ment for the Union soldiers nt the 
front, tho sick and wounded In hospital, 
nnd tho convalescents. Through tho 
Northwestern Sanitary Commission, In 
which she was one of the most active 
forces, she became a sort of "general 
agent” for the mothers nnd wives of 
the West in looking after the well­
being of their “hoys,” She npponrs to 
lmve lmd the most Intimate confidence 
of them nil. Even the children lis­
tened to her pleadings, nnd brought 
their contributions to swell the funds 
of the commission, nnd their smiles nnd 
tears to go on record In her "Story of 
the War.”

One day a little girt brought to the 
Chtcngo ofllcc a five-dollar gold piece, 
which she wished to give to the sol­
diers. Mrs. Livermore explained to 
her that It was worth seven dollars 
nndn half l.i greenbacks, nnd then took 
her Into the storeroom nnd showed 
what it would buy—so many cans of 
condensed milk, so many pounds of 
coffee, so many warm shirts, nnd so ou. 
The little girl was delighted.

Meanwhile a little urchin who often 
thrust his unkempt pate Into tho room 
with n shrill cry of "Matches! 
Matches!” had stood a little apart, 
watching the girl and listening to tho 
conversation. As she disappeared he 
fumbled In hts pockets and drew out 
x small handful of crumpled paper cur­
rency.

"Here,” said he. "I'll give ycr suth* 
In' for them *erc stele fellers.”

He put fifty-five cents In Mrs. Liver­
more’s hand, all In flve-cent postal cur­
rency, the only small change there wns 
then. 8ho was surprised, nnd hesi­
tated.

"No, my hoy, don't give It,” she said. 
"I am afraid you ennnot afford It. You 
are a noble little fellow, but that Is 
more than you ought lo give. You 
keep It nnd I'll give fifty-five cents for 
you."

"Git out!” was Ills disgusted ro- 
joinder. “You tnke It now! T'r'aps I 
ain’t ns poor ns ycr think. My father, 
he saws wood, nnd my mother, she 
takes tn wnshfn', nnd l  sells mntehos, 
nnd Tom. ho sells papers, and p’r’nps 
wo'vo got more money than yer think.”

Mrs. Livermore took tho crumpled 
currency. She forgot the boy's dirty 
face. She forgot how oflen she bad 
called him n "nuisance" when his shrill 
cry of "matches” got on her nerves. 
Sin* stooped to kiss him. But the boy 
divined her Intention nnd darted to a 
place of safetjr on ihc outer sidewalk.

"No, yer don’t!" he said, looking as 
If ho Jm'd Just escaped some great dan­
ger. “I ain't one o' that klssln' sort.”

And thereafter ho eyed her closely 
when they met. nnd if she showed 
signs of passing him by he hailed her 
boldly; but If she appeared affection- 
nlct.v* Inclined lie beat n retreat, and 
would not come within tho danger 
zone.—Youth’s Companion.

While 35,000 gallons of water were 
pumped on board sho stood on the 
throbbllng hoso to prevent its Jump­
ing; stood until she trembled, and lmd 
to kneel nnd hold It with her hands. 
Some of tho sailors looking on sneered, 
some laughed, but many gave expres­
sion to ndmlrntion.

All day the little tug sailed up ami 
down tbo hay, seeking work.

And nil day long the girl of 21 
stood a t tho wheel, or supplied the 
needs of the various craft.

HOPPER KILLER A FAILURE

Kansas Mon Tries Experiment with a 
Colorado Invention,

The report of grasshoppers In south­
western Kansas recalls tho famous 
hopper killer that T. C. Henry tried 
hero once. The hopper* hnd eaten 
everything In 1874 nnd In tho spring 
of 1875 tho young ones wero thick. 
"Something had to be done," said Mr. 
Henry, "and when wo heard of an 
Invention In Colorado that would clean 
up a field we decided to get I t

"Wo had sowed wheat threo times 
with seed at $2 a bushel and the farm­
ers who wero In the business on a 
small margin were desperate. Tho 
whole crop of new hoppers wero hatch­
ing out and It looked ns If tbero would 
not be a green thing left in the coun­
try. Wo had tried burning them In 
ditches and various plans, but uonc 
of thorn scorned to work.

"Then 1 heard of tho Colorado won­
der and took tho truln for Boulder, 
where tho Inventor lived. Ills natno 
wns King, nnd he was very proud of 
his Invention. It was something like 
a huge funning mill turned upside 
down. There was a lot of complicated 
machinery inside that was supposed 
to create n suction closo lo tho ground 
and draw the hoppers Into the Interior, 
wlicro they would bo killed by the 
Impact or could he dumped In rows 
and so destroyed by pouring oil on 
them nnd setting the heap afire.

"I bought tho machine and started 
home with It, taking It by express, so 
hurried wore we in get to work clear­
ing up tho pests. I wired ahead and 
tin*i*o were several hundred persons 
at the train to receive mo and my 
trasure when we arrived.

"A day was set for the trial and dele­
gations cnino from all purls of central 
Kansas to see It. C. V. Hellly, tho 
Suite entomologist, come with the rest 
and many lenrned men wero present 
from tbe Slato colleges and tho uni­
versity. It partook of the nature of a 
great scientific expedition when we all 
went out of town toward tiio field on 
Uie Smoky Hill bottoms for the open- 
log trial, Hundred* of farmers were

lined up nnd the town was deserted. 
It meant a great deal to discover tb* 
remedy for grasshopper fils. I was 
somewhat nervous, for I had a sort 
of n hunch that the thing would not 
work. It did not look quite right to 
me for a practical Implement.

“But we started in bravely, the 
wheels began to go round nnd tho 
grasshoppers were supposed to bo 
cleaned off the earth In a wide swath 
following the instrument’s path. As 
a mailer of fact there wore about as 
many ns there wero before. A few 
hundred or thousand were sucked iuto 
the machine—but several millions 
were left on the ground and It dawned 
on everybody that the machine was a 
failure.

“The famous hopper killer was haul­
ed sadly hack to town and placed In 
a vacant lot. It stood there for many 
years and at last was taken by the 
old Junk man."—Abilene Uefleetor.

PEAT A8 LOCOMOTIVE FUEL.

Successfully Tested in Nctv England, 
Where I t  Is AbtimJsntly Found.

Tent Is abundantly stored In our 
Maine bogs. Androscoggin County 
has enough pent to supply all Maine 
with fuel for a generation. Yet we 
fall lo encourage Intelligent efforts^to 
develop our own resources In fuel. A 
number of experiments, which will be 
of Interest to mnny Maine men, have 
recently been made by the Boston and 
Maine railroad In the use of peat fuel. 
So far the tests have given entire sat­
isfaction nnd now the company is pre­
paring to give the new locomotive fuel 
a more extended trial than any hereto­
fore undertaken.

The company had its attention 
called to the value of pent ns a steam­
ing agency some weeks ago, nnd upon 
representation tlmt it was equal to 
bituminous con! wns induced to test 
its qualities. These wero eminently 
satisfying nnd n carload of the ma­
terial has been delivered for further 
experiment. Tho source of supply Is 
In the town of Lewlngton, Mass., nnd 
It is said tlmt this single deposit would 
furnish enough fuel for all tho rail­
roads entering Boston for a period of 
250 years.

Tho treatment consists in cutting 
out the peat in lnrge cubes and then 
subjecting them to heavy pressure, 
which excludes all the moisture and 
makes the mass ns compact ns anthra­
cite. In the pressing the calces take 
on nn elliptical shape, with an Inch 
hole running through them, which ad­
mits of free burning. In reporting on 
the first experiments tho ofilelals of 
the road say that they found that this 
fuel made an exceptionally hot fire, 
was free from smoke, and that It 
could be purchased for less than coal. 
From nn economical standpoint, how­
ever, the coal showed to better advan­
tage, owing to slow consumption, but 
the two advantages named for the 
pent fully offset that in favor of coal.

Tho further tests which the com­
pany proposes making will be watched 
with Interest, as a solution of tho pres­
ent smoke nuisance may bo found in 
the general use for stenming purposes 
of the peat fuel.—Lewiston (Me.) Jour­
nal.

Find Length o f  the Nile.
The length of tho Kilo Is usually 

given ns 3,.’155 statute miles to the 
center of Lake Victoria, or 3,728 miles 
for the continuous water way from 
the source of tho Wagcra to tho sea; 
the area of this basin Is given ns 
1,110,737 square miles. These meas­
urements have hitherto been mado on 
small-scale maps, but since a consid­
erable pnrt of the upper Nile has been 
recently surveyed on 1,250,000 or a 
larger scale nnd numerous points in 
Its courso have been fixed astronomi­
cally and by trlungulatlon It is now 
possible to ineusurc its length suffi­
ciently accurately to furnish a value 
which Captain H. G. Lyons in a papef 
published In tho Geographical Journal 
says later surveys probably will not 
materially alter.

According to the data obtained from 
measurements made, with tho curvl- 
meter and the mean of four concord- 
nnt readings Captain Lyons finds that 
tho total length of the Nile from Rlpou 
Falls to the Itosetta mouth Is 3,478 
miles, and the length of the ICagera 
lUver, a tributary to the Nile, to Ulpon 
Falls Is, according to tho latest charts, 
502 miles. This makes the Nile, from 
Its source to its discharge In tho Medi­
terranean, 3,075 miles tu length.

The area of the Nile bnsln will vary 
according to tho distance to which It* 
limits are considered to extond on th< 
west of tho Nile northward to Khar­
toum. It has hero been taken as far 
ns the cliff of tho desert plateau, or 
tho first marked rlso of tho desert, 
whero tho cliff Is absent, probably, on 
the average, two to two nnd otic-half 
miles from the edge of tho cultivation. 
The latest computation establishes tho 
area ut 1,107,227 square miles.

have been lacking, but it is known 
that it was the explosion of the boiler 

f the engine upon which the young 
mail was fireman that cost his lite. 
Yuma, the point where the accident 
occurred, is in the extreme western 
part of the state, almost on the border 
with California. It is almut 2<H> miles 
west of Tucson, where the victim 
mude his home and where the older 
brother, F.lmer, also resides.

Carl Uoy Christenson wus born in 
Hrmvn county. W is., January 27. 
1**1, and be therefore was nearly 2‘> 
years of age at the time of his death. 
The family came here when Hoy was 
luitc young ami this wus his home up 

to about live years ago, when he went 
to Kansas City. He had been there 
but a short time when lie enlisted in 
the United States Army. After a  brief 
period his company was disputclied 
to Die Hhilippines. He saw service in 
this far-uwuy country fur prneiteully 
the full term of his enlistment, three 
years. During part of this period lie 
was eontlned lo a hospital. Iiuvlng 
fallen victim lo the mulariui disorder 
which prostrated so many of the 
American soldiers.

DEATH ROLL FROM PLAQUE.

Over a  Million Plod in Indln Daria* 
the Last Year.

In 1903 tbo number of deaths from 
plague in Indln was 853,000; In 1904 
It was over 1,000,000, being 1,040,000. 
Of tho 1,000,000 deaths more than 
850,000 occurred in one province, and 
that province was tho Punjab, the ono 
from which somo of the best Indian 
soldiers aro recruited. Consider the 
posslblo significance of a fact like 
this upon the efficiency of the Indian 
army. The Punjab is not a large prov­
ince, its actual population being about 
tO,000,000, or only two-thirds that of 
England, and yet tho deaths In the 
Punjab during 1004 from plnguo 
•mounted to over 250,000 In tho course 
of twelve weeks only.

We believe that theso figures, which 
inve been published heforo, have 
lever been contradicted, though they 
icorn Incredible. What would be 
bought, snld or dono In England If In 
he courso of twelvo weeks over 250,- 
K)0 persons were swept off by ono dls- 
•aso? Surely there would bo some- 
hing Hko n panic. And Jf this de- 
itructlon threatened to be nn annual 
me would not any Inactivity on the 
mrt of tho authorities In whom pre­
vention Is vested be deeply resented? 
Hie English public has. of course, not 
•eallzcd the position, and, though we 
ire not playing tho alarmist with any 
ipeclfll relish for the office, we think 
hat tho policy of concealment—or the 
ibsonoo of policy that has necessitat­
'd concealment—has gone on long 
snougli.

Tho small number of deaths from 
Hague In Hongkong and Mauritius is 
regularly published every week In tbe 
lnlly pnpers and presumably the In­
formation comes from official sources, 
jut tho mortality which occurs in In- 
11a from tho snmo danger not only 
to India, but to tho world Is never 
published—It is not considered whole- 
some reading. The public Is not 
aware from official information of the 
terrible tragedy going on In one part 
jf tho empire—In that part which If 
always termed tho brightest Jewel In 
the possession of tho government and 
for whoso welfare wo aro nationally 
responsible and for whoso possession 
and maintenance some of the noblest 
British blood has been shed.—London 
Lancet.

Yacht Clubs and Houses.
A. F. Aldridge, in an Article recent­

ly published in Pearson's Magazine, 
estimated that more than $43,000,000 
Is Invested in yachts, $0,000,000 In 
clubhouses and club property and that 
over $8,000,000 Is spent every year for 
pleasure in yachting. Thcro are now 
800 clubs devoted to yachting in the 
United Slates. A careful examination 
ef tho records of yachts shows that 
there arc 512 steam yachts, 199 aux­
iliaries, 205 schooners, 1,422 sloops and 
cutters, 220 yawls, 140 enthouts and 
808 launches with gas, electric or 
naphtha motors, making a total of fi,* 
118 yachts.

No record Is kept of sailing craft 
that are less than twenty-five foot 
long on the deck, and thcro Is no list 
of launches that are less than twenty- 
five feet long. Of these, It was esti­
mated by a prominent builder recent­
ly, thcro are moro than 10,000 in the 
paiers of this country. There aro 512 
>amers; 129 are built entirely of 
tel. l'hcso steel vessels are worth 

p ,294,000. All modern boats are 
Milt of steel, and tho soven that are 

over 800 fcot In length aro among the 
handsomest In the world. Tho twen­
ty-five vessels of composite build are 
worth $909,000 and tho wooden boat! 
are worth $7,000,000. This makes A 
total for the steam yachts owned by 
American yachtsmon of $25,302,000.

It consists of 
a body portion with any desired form 
of sleeve* and a front opening which 
extends part way dotfn the front. For 
shell pocket* the end ol the shirt Is 
turned up and secured to the body of 
the shirt by seam* on the front, side* 
and back, tlm* forming pockets 
around the bottom of the shirt. Being 
Integral with'the shirt, they are, there­
fore, stronger, as well as much simpler 
to make. This doc* away with tho 
disadvantage of a patch pocket and 
allows of n pocket extending all 
around the shirt. Sullimio button* can 
bo secured to the shirt body, to which 
tho pockets may be buttoned near the 
top.

In the illustration we show n handle 

for utensils —patented by nn Indiana 
man— which, ulthough extremely sim­
ple, nt the same time supplies a de­
ficiency on the ordinary handle.

Klmll be brought to his notice. Thin 
la uot fait to the render, nnd It !h not 
the Intention to do that in this article. 
It will discuss In the briefest way

W. Thompson sends another tele 
gram from Winnipeg to-night, saying 
thnt his ostlinato of the wheat crop Is 
now ono hundred million bushels, be­
fore he went west he thought it would 
full considerably short of thnt figure.
