School Money.
The semi-annual apportionment of 

the primary school Interest money 
has been made by the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction and in all 12.- 
006*877.60 will be distributed through­
out the state. Marquette eounty with 
13,040 will receive *36,224.20. There 
are 743,288 children in the state and 
this makes the distribution *2.70 per 
child. The rate last May was sixty 
cents per capita and this makes a to­
tal of 13.30 for the year.

Much Stock Disposed of.
A block of 60,000 shares of stock In 

the Belmore Bay Gold Mining Corn- 
pan) will be sold at II a share to a 
Houghton capitalist, according to the 
action taken by the directors of the 
company at a special meeting which 
was held at Eecansba.

In addition action was taken by the 
directors on a proposition that has 
been received from eastern capitalist 
for a large block of stock and the
terms of which are not yet made pub­
lic.

It is said that the deal with the 
Houghton capitalist for 60,000 shares 
will be closed within a few days and 
by making a deal the Installing of the 
stamp mill at the company’s mine this 
winter is assured.

In order that the stamp mill which 
is now at the nearest railway station 
to the mine could be taken into the 
property this winter It was necessary 
that additional funds should be ob­
tained and the closing of the deal for 
a large block of stock is considered 
to be especially opportune.

The Michigan State Tax Commis­
sion Is after the owners of diamonds, 
fine china, cut glass, precious stones, 
bric-a-brac, rugs aod all other arti­
cles of intrinsic value, as well as 
household goods lo excess of the ex­
emption of $600 allowed by law, and 
an effort will be made to have such 
articles placed on the assessment 
rolls throughout the state. In a cir­
cular letter Issued to assessors, the 
commission asks for a list of such ar­
ticles now on the assessment rolls, 
together with the name and address 
of each taxpayer who, in the opinion 
of the assessing officer, has more than 
the statue of exemption allows.

It is stated that the tax commission 
among other things, will require tax­
payers to state under each oath the 
amount of insurance, company carry­
ing the risk, and the number of the 
policy as well.Persons owologjwatcbes 
will be required to give a full state­
ment of the name of the makers of the 
works and case, and an itemized list 
of alt precious stones, gold and sil­
ver plate, valuable rugs, curtains and 
carpets. If It Is impossibls for tbs 
assessors to ascertain the value of 
such articles possessed by such per­
son, the officer will be required to 
make an estimate which will be sub­
ject to review by the commission.

Negaunee’s Board of Public Worxs 
las had a corporate existence of only 

eight months, and its period of official 
activity scarcely extends over six 
months, yet during that comparative­
ly short period it has been able to 
accomplish much In the direction of 
permanent Improvements for the city. 
Quite as important, though not mak- 
og so much of an outward showlog« 

the fact that many purely municipal 
affairs have been put on a systematic 
basis and the way paved for a con­
tinuation of the good work.

One very important task has been 
the compilation of an official city map. 
t is said that while numerous city 

maps have been compiled for specific 
purposes, there never has beeo one 
which fully answered the requirements 
that exist to-day. A start has been 
made, however, on a map which will 
ulfil) these purposes, and a couple of 
ts most desirable characteristics are 
that it can be kepi corrected up to 
date and that it will be made so that 
blue-print copies of the whole or por­
tions of it may be readily obtained, 
n order that its accuracy may be 

guaranteed all of the plats which go 
to make up the city in its entirety are 
being carefully looked up and fully 
verified in the register of deeds’ office. 
There are said to be some phases of 
this matter which, so far as city rec­
ords went, never were as clearly es­
tablished as they should have been, 
and the work which is now being pur­
sued wlU last (or all lime. The offic- 
al city map will be 6x9 feet in size, 

and besides showing the city's bound­
aries, plats, ward and street lines etc., 
will describe water and sower main 
routes and a wealth of other detailed 
information which, with its accuracy 
established and the ease with which its 
ines can be copied or other use made 

of it, cannot fail to be of great 
benefit.

In work of this character the city 
officials have had the active Interest 
and in many instances the directco- 
operation of the Cleveland-Cliffs Iron 
Company. President Mather has 
taken especial interest In the preser­
vation of local landmarks, and it was 
this company which gave the quarter- 
section post at the corner of Jackson 
and Tobin streets a new lease of life. 
In its original form this marker, which 
in the yery nature of things was one 
of the most important within the city 
boundary, was an iron rod with an 
underground cross anchor, and though 
It bad stood the testof time fairly well 
it nevertheless needed attention. The 
Cleveland-Cliffs Company bore the 
expense of providing cement an­
chorage and otherwise rehabilitating 
the marker and it Is now in Bhape to 
stand for another generation, at least.

Some of the more conspicuous tasks 
to which the Board of Public Works 
has given its attention this summer 
are street and sidewalk Improvements. 
Work of a lasting character has been 
done upon the highways, and it is be­
lieved that the thoroughfares which 
have been completed can be kept up 
to a high standard with a minimum of 
expense and attention. The biggest 
task, so far as linear distance goes 
was the grading and general improve 
ment of Main street, This work was 
begun at a point almost opposite the 
cemetery and was continued the entire 
length of the thoroughfare to Its ter 
ralnatlon at Pioneer avenue. The 
work previously begun oo Iron and 
Case streets was completed, and a 
goodly share of Peck street received 
attention. The grade oo Clark street 
was lowered ana considerable other 
work done. The restoration of the

Caught Ring-tailed Cat.
Herman Thich. a local trapper, 

found In one of his traps last Tuesday 
a ring-tall cat, an animal which is 
decidedly rare in this region. In 
fact, though he has heard of them, 
Herman Thiele never encouotered one 
until this week, and he has been trap­
ping for thirty years, Nor had his 
father, Charles Thiele, who has been 
at the business for ten or fifteen years 
longer, ever seen one.

The animal was caught In u mink 
trap which Berman Thiele bus set 
with'n tome 500 or 000 yards of the 
kilns at Goose Lake, and only about 
five miles from Negaunee. The trap 
was a small steel one, known as the 
H size, but it proved strong enough 
to hold this prize, which measures 
over three feet from snout to tip of 
tall. Mr. Thiele had noticed the un­
familiar tracks in that vicinity and 
was nut altogether surprised to final­
ly find the beast safe within one of 
his traps, but he was puzzled for a 
time to Identify the animal. He dors 
not know its Latin name, but nays 
that It is generally known as a ring­
tail tmt. It has fine silky gray fur, 
and no doubt will command a fair 
price at the furi le'rs. Though there 
are some block stripes down its back, 
Its most striking characteristic is the 
series of black rings around the bushy 
tall, in this appendage it differs 
radically from the urdiuary wildcat, 
a specimen of which Mr. Tlitele has 
at home. Tne genuine wildcat has 
only a bobtail, like a Ijnx, while Mr. 
Thiele's latest prize has a tail over a 
foot In length and quite bushy.

Mr. Thiele suys he Is huving about 
tho usual luck with his traps this full, 
but the fur dealers seem lo gn more 
tight-fisted eachycur, notwithstanding 
the Increased -dull price of dressed 
furs, and ufter the heavy trunsporfa- 
llon charges are deducted there fre­
quently Is little left for the trapper.

The former repulsed the 
assailants and saved the herrings, no 
the battle was named in honor of the 
supplies,

for tho Impcriui Guards on account of 
his great slzo. "Othello" was designub 
ed as tambourine player, but as bo had 
been used to flowing Arab attire, he 
took badly to tho light tunic, and itlU 
worse to his Jingling hand instrument, 
with which he publicly rapped the 
bandmaster on the bead during his 
first performance.

Amer­
ica abounds with miracle* of nature, 
grandly Impressive or marvelously 
beautiful.

The world Is better than It was 
better and wiser. The:** is more 
charity, more rational religion, more 
money Spent for moral, educational, 
charitable, and humanly helpful pur­
poses than ever before. The people 
us u whole, high and low, live bettor, 
have more comforts and convenience* 
and luxuries -ate better housed, hot­
ter clothed, better fed. better cdueiiiel 
than their ancestors were. While this 
I* an era of great development of 
wealth, the accumulation of great for 
tunes, Urn exploitation of many 
schemes of graft uud greed, the poo- 
pls are net ujere money worshiper*. 
Dlabouast rnttt au/* worshipers of the

golden calf havs always existed. They 
are more quickly and ruthlessly ev 
posed and condemned than ever be­
fore. The world la uot growing worse. 
It 1* growing better. Senator Hoar 
was sane lu his belief that "to-day Is 
better, than yesterday and that to-mor­
row will be better than to-day.”

Long ago Herbert Spencer, In laying 
stress on the need of moral and emo­
tional education, and In deprecating 
tho tendency to worship mere Intellect, 
declared that "you cannot get golden 
conduct from leaden Instincts.” Right 
feeling Is more essential to society 
than knowledge, since there Is no nec­
essary connection between knowledge 
and action, and It Is even moro .the 
business of educational agencies to 
cultivate character than to Impart In­
formation. Theao truths have been so 
strikingly Illustrated afresh in recent 
developments thnt It Is not unreason­
able to expect a healthy reaction In 
favor of genuine moral culture. Pres­
ident Butler, of Columbia, following 
Harvard, University of Chicago and 
other educators, bus Just spoken with 
much dlrectuess and force of the evils 
consequent upon neglect of character 
building. Whatever new legislation In­
surance and graft scandals have 
proved to be necessary, we must re­
member, Dr. Butler totd the student 
body be was addressing, that "stat­
ute* will not put moral principles 
where they do not exist." Statutes do 
not enforco themselves, nml tho para­
mount need Is a sound public opinion, 
a high standard of req^tude and con­
duct There Is no greater, graver 
symptom of decadence than the substi­
tution of the criminal code for tho 
moral law ns tho national standard. It 
Is against such substitution by any ele­
ment of our population that nil educa­
tional and elevating agencies must 
ceaselessly work. President Roosevelt 
has referred to able Inwyers who put 
their skill and learning at the com­
mand of unscrupulous violators of the 
law. President Butler raises his voice 
against "the casuistry of the counting- 
room and the law office," and makes a 
plea for higher Ideals of conduct. Noth­
ing can be more demoralizing than the 
Impression that all a man has to do 
to earn respect and standing Is to keep 
within the letter of the law und escape 
indictment and conviction. The Ideal 
to be held up to the admiration of the 
rising generation Is thnt of social serv­
ice, of devotion to tho highest princi­
ples of Individual and soclul ethics. 
If, In Dr. Butler's words, we fall to 
cultivate and form those traits and 
habits, those Instincts which together 
constitute high character, a good and 
moral will, all our learning may be­
come an instrument of greed, evil and 
Injustice.

USE OF 11 DOUSING RODS.”

Tlie A r t  o f  D iv in a tio n  In th e  Bow els 
o f  th e  K a r th  K zp la in ed .

There is undoubtedly a practic'd art 
of discovering spring*, says Cassler's 
Magazine. Indians or frontiersmen can 
find water in the desert when a "ten­
derfoot" cannot. Mexicans and expe­
rienced prospector* can similarly find 
ore. These arts consist mainly lu the 
recognition of superficial signs which 
escape the ordinary observer.

It Is not necessary that the operator 
should consciously note these signs 
separately and reason upon them. No 
doubt ho frequently dog* so, though 
he may not give away the secret of 
his method to others. But In many in­
stances be recogulzes, by association 
and memory, the presence of n group 
of Indications, great or small, which 
he has repeatedly found to attend 
springs or ore deposits. This skill, duo 
to habit, is often almost unerring for 
a given limited district, but under new 
conditions it breaks down. Old mlu- 
ers from California or Australia havo 
often made in other regions tho most 
foolish and hopeless attempts to find 
gold, because they thought this or 
that placo "looked just like" some 
other place lu which they hud mined 
successfully.

Apart from tho magnetic minerals 
there 1* no proof thut ore deposits ex­
hibit their presence and nature by any 
attraction or other active force. With 
regard to water, however, there may 
he an action uffccting the temperature 
nml moisture of the overlying surface, 
Even hero, however, It seem* more 
likely that su<*h effort* arc* manifested 
visibly to a close observer rnliier thu.i 
by direct affection of ids nervous or 
muscular system. The favorite fields 
for water diviners are region* lu which 
wuter 1* abundant, hut uot gathered 
upon given horizons of impermeublo 
strata underlying porous rock*.

It has recently transpired that the 
late John Hay made his daughter, 
Mrs. Payne Wbltney, beir to all bis 
unpublished manuscripts, of which be 
seemed to have bad a number on band.

MAKING PAPER BY HAND.

O nly  P la n t  fo r  T h a t W o rk  in  U n ited  
S ta te*  I s  In A duui*, Mu m ,

Up In the little town of Adams, In 
the Berkshire hills, Is the only plant 
In America for making haudmado pa­
per. There 1* a great demand for 
these papers for drawing, water-color 
pulutlng, correspondence and special 
book edition*, says the Boston Tran­
script, and the mills In Adams are 
working at full speed to meet It.

Until 181(1 papermaklng In this coun­
try was cullrely by hand, und the 
process was so slow that it required 
the labor of live persons to make 
three reams u day. With machinery 
for forming rag pulp Into sheet paper, 
the hand-made pruce** was abandoned 
und skilled urtls.ins who could give the 
"old-time shake’ to the mold, forming 
a sheet of paper, became almost un­
known. In 18711 the L. L. Brown Pa­
per Company of Adam* sent n prac­
tical mun to Kugtuud to purchase the 
necessary equipment uud engage work­
men and lu 1H80 It commenced the 
mmmfuclurc uf huml-umOc paper.

The difference In hand and machine 
made paper Is In the umuipulullun of 
the sheets. In making a sheet of pa- 
per by hand the pulp, inudu from rag* 
by the usual process of wushlug uud 
beullng, Is emptied luto an open vat 
with a quantity of water. In this vat 
the workman, holding u mold or frame 
pleee of wire cloth lu both hands, dips 
It at an ungle of about (15 degrees, 
and. taking up a sufficient quantity of 
pulp, raises,ft horizontally, the frame 
or deckle holding It upon the wire 
doth,

A double oscillating motion Is im- 
purted to It uml distributes the pulp 
with perfect uniformity over tlu* en­
tire surface of the mold, Intertwining 
the libers. Gradually the water drains 
through, the pulp solidifies and takes 
on a shiny appearance, which indi­
cates to the experienced eye that the 
first process Is completed.

The frame or deckle is then re­
moved and the mold laid upon a 
woollen felt or blanket, to which the 
wet sheet adheres, mid the mold Is 
lilted from It. Another felt Is spread 
over this, upon which the next sheet, 
made exactly like the first, is laid, 
and this is continued with alternate 
layers of felt ami paper until a suffi­
cient quantity U made to form u 
"post," after which the whole is 
curried to u press and Mtihjcctcd to 
varying degree* of pressure, according 
to the purpoie uud tiulsh of the sheet

mads. Tbe product 1* then completed 
by sizing, drying, etc.

In making the water mark on the 
paper the mold or the wire frame on 
which tho pulp Is formed Is raised in 
that portion where It la desirable to 
stamp the mark and the sheet Is thus 
made thinner than in other portions 
of the mold and the design remains 
Impressed on the sheet.

The art of making paper by hand 
Is only acquired after long experience 
and practice, for It require* great 
alertness, a quick eye and concentrat­
ed ottention. William Norman, his 
wlfo and two sons wero the paper- 
maker* brought from England to 
Adams aud for years the elder Nor- 
mnu made all of the hand-inode paper. 
After hi* death, a few years ago. his 
son William took the place at the 
mold and ho is said to be tho only 
man In America to-day who can give 
the proper "Jog” to the mold.

ANTI-SLIPPING ATTACHMENT.

F o r U se U pon P n e u m a tic  o r  C ushion 
Tires of Vehicle Wheels.

The pneumatic or cushion tire Is 
such an Improvement over the Iron 
tire used on vehicles that It* use Is 

becoming univer­
sal; but tho rubber, 
be i ng  susccptlblo 
to changes of tom- 
pernturo — c o n ­
tracting nml ex­
panding with the 
heat and cold — 
difficulty 1ms boon 
experienced lu pre­
venting the t i r o  

holds Time ox. from slipping off 
the wheel of tho vehicle. As yet no 
satisfactory device lias been devised 
which thoroughly overcomes this 
fault. A unique contrivance Is the 
one shown In the illustration, patent­
ed by a New York man. It comprises 
a chain which takes a zigzag course 
upon the circumference of the tire and 
is anchored at intervals by moons of 
double-ended snap-hooks to a chain 
passing adjacent to tho rim of the 
wheel. This chain Is made up of 
links, turn-buckles being positioned nt 
Intervals to connect tbe sections of the 
chain and to draw and hold it taut. 
Another chain Is placed zigzag over 
tho surface of the tire and is connect­
ed at intervals with the lower chain 
by means of double-ended snap hooks. 
These hooks arc each made of n piece 
of metal bent to form hooks, while 
the shank of each hook is concaved 
to conform to tho contour of tho tire. 
In applying this anti-slipping attach­
ment to wheels the Inner ends of the 
hooka are caught into links of tho 
lower chain, there being two of thes* 
chains, one on each side of the wheel. 
The upper chain Is run zigzag over the 
surface of tho tire, being made to en­
gage alternate snap hooks upon oppo­
site sides of the wheel, and when tho 
chain has been run about the entire 
circumference of the wheel, tho turn- 
buckles are operuted to draw tho 
lower chain taut. This device can be 
applied to a tire while It is in an in­
flated or deflated condition, and can 
be quickly attached or detached from 
a vehicle wheel.

TEACHING IN 8 1 ST YEAR.

Frof. Zepbanluh Hopper, of the cen­
tral high school, recently celebrated 
his eighty-first birthduy.

Ho has been-teaching continuously 
lu the high school since 1859, and be­
fore that had been for eleven years a 
teacher in grammar schools, his record 
of slxty-two years' continuous service 
being uncqtialed suys the Philadelphia 
Bulletin.

During this time ho has seen 20,000 
boys pass In review before him in the 
school from which he was graduated 
ns an honor man of Its first oluss in
m 2 .

lTof. Hopper does not look ills age. 
Keen and alert, he has preserved the 
equable temperament and tho kindly 
but determined disposition which 1ms 
earned him professional suocoh* uml 
endeared him to all who huve come 
under his instructions.

He was born in Philadelphia of En­
glish Quaker slock on Kept. (), 1821, 
und was admitted as a student to the 
eontral high school from tho nnslel 
school In January, 1S39, and was grad­
uated No. 4 lu tho first graduating 
class of thirty-one member*. Three 
mouth* after graduation, when only 10 
years of age, he received an appoint- 
incut a* au assistant teacher in the 
Frankford grammar school aud taugfit 
there for six inotilli*.

Ill June, 1854, lie was clcctisl to n 
new professorship In the department 
of English lu (he eeiilral high school. 
The greater part of hi* teaching career 
has been devoted to lunllieiuiitles. In 
18(kl he became professor of algebra, 
nml in 187X lie took charge of the sub­
ject of geometry, which he now 
tenches.

During the greater part uf the year 
188d to 1888 lie was aetlng president of 
the school, pending a change In the 
presidency, ami again in IKOfi ami 
1M*4. He was an Instructor in (lie 
Artisans', now evening high school, for 
twenty-eight years.

1’l'of. Hopper holds (he degrees of 
doctor of philosophy ami imister of 
arts, lie has pursued many Independ­
ent lines of study in addition to those 
lu which In* has given Instruction. Dur­
ing ....cut years he has devoted much
attention to the practical study of bot­
any and has collected an extensive 
herbarium of wild (lowers,

Germany shows us a good example 
In its troatmeut of the unemployed, 
whether they are honest workmen tem­
porarily In misfortune or belong to the 
class of "tramp >" properly so-called, 
say* a German letter In the Country 
Gentleman All we offer is the cold 
hospitality of the "casual ward,” with 
the meagerest of food and the maxi­
mum of stone-breaking allowance, be­
fore they get out In the morning. Could 
anything bo more dispiriting to an av­
erage workman?

Now, there Is In Germany n lodging- 
houso association, having ramifications 
throughout tho empire. The working 
Is as follows: It Is a principle of the 
association to regard as "without 
means,” and therefore proper subjects 
for help, any workman who has no 
more than 5 cents in bis pocket and Is 
unable to find employment in the placo 
where ho happens to bo located. Such 
a man Is recelvod to the full benefits 
of the association without formality 
or fee, though If by reasons of age, 
sickness or physical Infirmity of any 
kind be should be unfit for the road 
or for work, tho services of the poor- 
law authorities aro enlisted on his be­
half.

A workless artisan or laborer, de 
sirous of going In search of employ­
ment, can at once obtain n passport on 
proof given of Ills bona fltlcs, and, so 
equipped, ho Is able to walk any nec­
essary distance without cost to him­
self. An official of the local herberge 
—and every town of Importance pos­
sesses one, at lenst—helps him to draw 
up Ids plan of route, which Is so ar­
ranged Unit after five or six hours of 
moderate walking each day lie may 
land at the door of a hospitablo shelter, 
where food, lodging nml due care for 
his spiritual welfare await him. Tho 
rulo followed Is: "Work iu the fore­
noon, walk in tho afternoon;” for, 
though tho entertainment offered Is 
without money, it is not without price, 
the prlco being several hours of light 
employment, suited to the man's char­
acter and capacity, before tho day'* 
march begins; nevertheless, tho task 
Is omitted where circumstances justi­
fy It.

Tho wanderer may present himself 
at tho shelter ns soon in tho after­
noon as he likes, but he must not turn 
up later than 7 o'clock. On Sunday 
no work Is required, but a religious 
service takes Us place, though In tbe 
afternoon tho men arc sent on their 
way as on any other day.

|  THE “ AS”  DISASTER.

Each new invention brings new po»i 
•ibllities of danger with it, tho learn­
ing of which conics through practical 
and often sad experience. - While tho 
lesson works for future safety, It I* 
sometimes a tragic one, a* was the re­
cent sinking of a British submarlno 
boat Tbe story of the catastrophe 1s 
told in tho Londou Standard by a wit­
ness who was on board tho trawler 
Chanticleer, and helped rescue the 
four survivors of the Ill-fated bout.

When I first saw tho submarines 
they wero going at a high rnto of 
•peed and bearing down directly tô  
ward us. There was a lieutenant in 
tlie cone of the lust boat, which was 
marked "No. A 8.” 1 could spot him 
by tho two gold rings round his cuffs.

I take it ho saw he could not cross 
our bows, and decided to change direc­
tion so ns to pass under our stern. 
Ho called something down below. 
Such bouts are steered by a wheel 
closo under the conning tower. Tho 
helmsman canuot see where ho 1* go­
ing, and can only obey instructions.

When the lieutenant shouted below 
to chango course, the man at tho 
wheel must havo spun his heliu hard 
over. The boat came curving round 
lu a hiss of white froth, and began In­
stantly to heel over. Any small craft 
whoso helm Is suddenly Jammed over 
will be thrown broad on her side. I 
have seen naval picket-boats almost 
cnptlzod by the saiuu cause.

"The greatest difficulty Is that tho 
demand has shot tho prlco of nidltHu 
up over MM) per cent in I Jut lust tfilrty 
days. Whir, was sold for llfitjru few 
mouth* ago now costs #000 do #700, 
and very little is to lie hfifat that 
price. Physicians hope thnt my dl*< 
covery will make It possible to usu 
radium broudly und ut a^coiiipuratlvo- 
ly small cost.

"The London hospitals have dnuo 
the least experimenting with radium 
and have not tun! tin* splendid results 
that have been obtained on the conti­
nent. Hov.ovor, no work that I havo 
seen uhi-ond Is more advanced than 
that of our own physicians. No Eu- 
lopcau has been more successful (him 
Drs. Abbe, Morton, King, Dluffeu- 
bneh und Plffurd lu Now York.”

CLEVER TRICKS OF CRIMINALS.

D etective*  Hu Med by F a lse  Clews P r e ­
p ared  fo r T hem .

“Wo have to bo very diary now­
aday* in placing reliance upon tho 
popular dew, for certain crimes— 
housebreaking, for example—liuvo be­
come such n science that dews nro 
frequently actually manufactured by 
the criminals for the express purpose 
of misleading tho police,” remarked a 
prominent dctectivo to a representa­
tive of London Tit-Hits. “So cleverly 
is this managed sometimes that it Is 
by no menus ensy to discover whether 
it Is a real or a false dew until one 
has wasted n considerable amount of 
time In following It up.

“Among the burglar fraternity tills 
practice Is becoming quito common. 
What more easy, for instance, tlmn 
for tho midnight visitor to wear hoots 
many sixes too 1 urge for him, taking 
<>1)1*0 to leave footprints which will 
givo an entirely wrong Idea of his 
huiid? Where footprint* are net pos­
sible tho boots are left behind, drop­
ped as though their ownor left in too 
great a hurry to take them with him. 
in such cases tho footgear usually 
bears tho maker’s name, hut It would 
bo waste of time to look for tho thief 
In tlmt locality, i*»co they have boon 
purposely bought in n strange neigh­
borhood. When this device Is prac­
ticed u pair of rubber shoos aro worn 
lusldo the boots, so that the loss of 
tho latter occasion* the thief no In- 
convenience.

“Hals have been mndo to servo tho 
samo purjHise. Ono left behind at n 
provincial Jeweler’s simp which had 
been rifled had tho name of an east 
end tradesman In It, and tho crime 
was at first attributed to a Imnaou 
gang. It eventually transpired to be 
tho work of a local practitioner, wlm, 
llmilgli Ills head was several sixes 
SRfctllcr than the hat, evidently had 
his chare of brain*. Hut for the treach­
ery of a ‘pal’ lie would probably have 
eseuped detection, for the poJIeo were 
looking for a much bigger man, and 
In the wrong plain, too.

“Occasionally the ’faked' clew con­
sists of n tool distinctive of a particu­
lar trade—n Shoemaker's knife, for In­
stance. The articles thus left behind, 
1 may remark,* Me never new; they 
are usually well worn, but still service­
able. An elaborately prepared Hew 
was a handkerchief, nppnreiRly-*^ n 
from the wearer’s throat iii l  to 
lie together several articles, well 
wore nevertheless left behind. On ex­
amination it proved to he covered with 
short gray hairs, such as would con­
vey the Impression that the wearer 
was an oldish man who had recently 
had his hair cut. The real burglar was 
a young fellow of less than 2ft.

I one could account for. It had appar» 
j ently been used for a plpcllght and 
only the name and port of the address 
could be deciphered.

The Summer Palace, like all Cldueso 

palaces ami temples, and even the 
dwelling houses of the rich, consists 
of a series of vernnduod buildings, 
built on stone foundations which rlso 
about eight feet from the ground, gen­
erally of one story, around tho four 
sides of rectangular or square courts, 
connected by open verauda-llke corri­
dor*. ThQ. apartments set aside for 
my private use, while In the precincts, 
Were to Urn left of the Empress Dow­
ager's 11)rone room and near It, In or' 
der that I might lio within easy reach 
of my painting. These apartments 
occupied an entire pavilion. They 
were charming. Their shining marble 
floors and lieautlfully curved parti­
tions, their painted walls and charm­
ing outlook over flowery courts, made 
them a delightful retreat.

SOLDIERS AT HOME.

THEY TELL 80ME INTERESTING 
ANECDOTES OF THE WAR.

It I* rare that a prize fighter 1* a 
good aoldler," said Major 8. G. Brook, 
who went through tho war In the. 
Army of the I’otomac. “When I w«* 
captain of Company H, Sixty-seventh 
Ohio, we had a strapping big fellow 
named Frank Rlnlne with us. Blaine 
was an expert boxer, nml he tnul nil 
his comrade* terrorized because of hi* 
agility with hi* fists.

“The boy* became afrnhl to box 
with him, and Blaine dropped Into the 
habit of knocking them around out of 
pure devilment. I reprimanded him 
frequentlp, of course, nnd ho' would 
luughlugly retort that ho was just try- * 
lng to train tho soldiers* muscle*.

"At the battle of Winchester, hi 
1802, our company, like others, was 
rushing Into action. While climbing 
over a fence I noticed a man lying 
down with Ida face to tho earth. Ho 
did not seem to bo wounded, ami I 
found tlmt it was Frank IJIalne, the 
prize fighter. I said: ‘Are you hurt, 
Frank?'

“ ‘N-n-n-n-o, sir/ he chattered.
" Then why don’t you go on with 

the boys?’
"He stood up, and looked nt me with 

trembling lips. Ills face was a* whlto 
as cbalk.

“ ‘Captain/ he said, Tm scored to 
death/

“I saw tlmt his fright had mastered 
him, in spite of his strong will. He 
dreaded the charge of cowardice al­
most as much os death, but he just 
gave way In one supreme moment of 
terror. There were little men of the 
company, not half the size of Frank, 
who wore fighting gallantly In front. 
There were men there whom I Imd 
seen Frank knock half way across the 
camp, and yet they were doing their 
duty In a way thnt ought to have 
shamed the big bruiser.

“I finally got him Into the line, nnd 
he faced tho music fairly well. It wus 
a terrifically hot light, nnd happened 
to bo the only one of tho civil war 
where Stonewall Jackson was defeat­
ed. After the battle Frank came to 
me and pleaded w'lth tears In his eye* 
not to tell the boys, and I promised 
on condition tlmt he would quit knock­
ing them around.

“About the most distressing thing 
In war time Is the odium heaped upon 
a man whose flagrant act of cowardice 
hns become so notorious that the dis­
cipline of the army demands tlmt he he 
made public example. Such things 
happened nt Suffolk, Vn., In 1Nii3. \  
soldier deserted a thin skirmish I Inl­
and fled Ignoiuinlously to the rear.

“The desertion was witnessed by so 
many and the culprit w*as so heedless 
regarding the publicity of his shame­
ful behavior tlmt it was absolutely 
necessary to shoiv tho soldiers what 
cowardice In the face of tho enemy 
meant. So tho army \vns lined up on 
both side* of the street, the frightened 
soldier stripped of hi* uniform, and 
boards bearing tbe word I ‘coward’ 
were hung to bl* breast and back. On 
either side was a soldier carrying a 
musket. In the rear walked a drum­
mer playiifg the ‘Hogue's March/ As 
tho cowmrd passed Through tho lines 
the soldiers Jeered. Ho did not dare 
raise his eyes. Had lie possessed n 
pnrtlrlo of manhood ho would have 
preferred flefith ten times over to such 
humiliation, but ho seemed to be one 
of those curious freaks we run across 
now nnd then In whom every sense of 
pride in absolutely extinct. He passed 
on dow’n tho line, out Into the wood*, 
a man without n homo and without a 
country."—St. Louis Republic.

A BUteii-Off War Romance.

“He felt, ith lie entered the room 
thnt MU* Cheatham recognized him, 
and began with, Mary, don't you know 
me?'

From this humble beginning grew the 
Grand Army ot the Republic.

Dr. Stephenson did not live to see 
the realization of his hopes. At tho 
time of his death Ills’Cherished scheme 
seemed feeble and likely to perish. To­
day Its scope embraces far uioro than 
Ills wildest fancy had painted it.

It Is tho one organization for, vet­
erans which opens Its doors to soldiers 
from every Union army nnd suilors 
from every battleship, receiving all 
on equal terms. Its motto Is “Frater­
nity, Charity, Loyalty.”

The G. A. R. counts nearly two hun­
dred and fifty thousand members on 
It* roll, and whoever has his immo 
Inscribed there Is welcomed a* a com- 
rude. In many of the States almost 
every town has Its post, and every 
post Its hnll. As no post Is nnmod 
after n living hero, these very divisions 
themselves serve a* memorials of the 
brave dead. A G. A. R. man Is suro 
to find friends nnd help wherever ho 
goes throughout tho country.

But this great society docs more 
than provide social advantage* and as­
sistance to its Individual or collect- 
ivn members. Its work Affects tho 
general public. It collects and pre­
serves valuable relics for tho nation, 
puts up monuments to dead soldiers 
and sailors, beautifies national ceme­
teries, helps to establish and maintain 
soldiers’ homes, nnd opens parks and 
reservations for the enjoyment of the 
people.

Of the last-named benefits, tho 
Spotlsylvnnla sehemo Is the largest. 
This great park covers a tract which 
was the scene of more lighting tlmn 
any other region of given nron, nnd 
Is, by the efforts of tho 0. A. It., a

R old icr R ecord U n ra v e lled ,
WiJJJam V. Adams, of Kano Coun­

ty, 111., 1ms Just received hi* discharge 
papers a* a soldier In the civil war. 
Tho case I* perhaps unique in the rec­
ord of the government.

Adam* enlisted Aug. Jl, 18d2, a* a 
sergeant In tho 127th Illinois Infan­
try. His regiment wa* ordorod to the 
front, but before being engaged hi 
service Adams received a dislocated 
shoulder, which necessitated his return 
home. He persuaded hi* brother Hen­
ry to tako lil* place, and the latter 
served gallantly until he wa* captured, 
dying In Ander*onvlllo prison.

The records of tho department nat­
urally became confused as a result of 
thi* transfer, imd ftllllam Adams wa* 
recorded ns dead. Tbo latter was re­
quired to submit much uvldenco to 
prove tlmt ho was living and establish 
the substitution of his brother. A* a 
result of tho efforts tho surviving 
brother Is now nhlo to obtain n pen­
sion, Before, till* wa* not possible.

The ptory of brother 1* a gallant 
one. When the war begun, Henry en­
listed, hut, owing to his youth, hj* 
family hud him discharged. Deter­
mined to fight for his country, tho 
youth ran away with two other hey* 
and enlisted n Missouri regiment. 
Henry was shot through the hand In 
the first engagement nnd taken pris­
oner. On giving his parole not lo en­
list, he wa* discharged.

When Ills wound healed ho wa* enx- 
Ions to gel hack Into tho fray, but wn* 
hound In honor not to enlist again, 
The mishap of til* brother gave him 
the opportunity ho Nought, and ho 
went to the front to servo for Id* 
brother. He fought gallantly, but was 
captured and died, being one of the 
first vh’flms of AndersonvJJIe. Tho 
body was hurled hi Tennesseo,—Now 
York Herald.

Bom* A m u sin g  F e n ta r s s  D escrib ed  b r  
an In c id e n ta l  V is ito r.

By special courtesy I visited a cook­
ing class one morning which was com­
posed of young housekeeper*, says a 
writer in tbe Atlantic. They sat around 
a table, each armed with a cook book, 
from which the teacher read the les­
son and explained tho chemistry of 
the compound*. For Instance  ̂In mak­
ing Scotch broth, the meat was to be 
put Into boiling water aud then al­
lowed to simmer gently for an hour 
and a half, so that It should still re­
tain some of It* Juices.

Different tasks were assigned to 
each, and wo wront to the kitchen; tbe 
whole mechanism of the store was ex­
plained, a fire wn* lighted, and its 
enro given to ono of the class. Iter 
took of dire dismay was amusing. 
“But 1 don’t know how."

"You’ll learn,” responded th* 
teacher.

“Then there was hurrying to and 
fro." The fire-lady vibrated tremu­
lously between tho Icebox nnd the fire­
box, banging the lids Impartially. Seven 
women wero taking hold of ono lunch­
eon. The dressing had to bo remade; 
the fire wns n roaring success; but the 
center of attraction w’ns tho pastry. 
Each woman had a finger in tho pie 
nnd folded nnd rolled nnd patted and 
cut In turn. Tho luncheon was excel­
lent. But this Js what I kept think­
ing: “One pair of hands is ordinarily 
expected to do all this work, one pair 
of feet to do nil this running, ono bead 
to keep all these things In mind. Cer­
tainly this training will help these 
women to practically appreciate the 
fact that these things take time/' Sure 
enough. Just then a Httlo lady said to 
me: "I never thought things took fo 
long.*

Tho session was three or 
four months and tho studies miscella­
neous, but tho dlHclplluo wus exact.

Ho hud an UHHortmcnt of Hivitchos 
set In grim array over the great open­
ing whore tho chimney wn* to be 
when tho school Iiouho should be com­
pleted. On one sldo wa* Hie row for 
little boy*, small, Htrulght aud gIhhUq 
from n kind of treo which furnished 
Indians with arrow* and the school­
master with switches nt tho same 
time. I remember thinking of tho 
feasibility of destroying all tlmt kind 
of timber growing nenr tho school 
house.

My terror was n Httlo red switch In 
tlmt rnnk which I ' caught too ofton, 
usually for tho offenso of laughing.

Tbo larger switches wero graded, 
partly by tho *lzo of tho boys, und 
partly by tho gravity of tho offense, 
tho grnvoHt of which was an Imperfect 
lesson. The third slzo of rods was of 
hickory—tough sticks, which tho mas­
ter did not usq on Httlo boy*, nut 
which ho did uso ou tho larger pupils, 
without the lonst hesitation ot reserve, 
If they fulled to got the appointed 
lesson.
