Hut the log wnills and door npponred 
to puzzle the an im al. I t  run to  and 
fro , sw in g in g  Its  head, sn o rtin g  and 
K iiu lllng, and p resently  came to  tho 
shack door. One b low  o f the hour’s 
huge paw  w ou ld  have crushed It.

The  boys cowered In th e ir  bed, 
sh ive rin g  w ith  fear, b u t the squaw 
k ind led  u lire , and as soon as brands 
w ore b lazing, s l i t  th re w  one out at 
the l i t t le  w indow  on th a t side.

A n  In s titu te  w il l  be held In 
every coun ty  in  the  State, und when 
we have sw ung round wo w il l  possess 
th o  m ost uceurato In fo rm a tio n  o b ta in ­
able concerning ll io  roads th roughou t 
the State. T he re  uru HU.ooo m iles o f 
road* in  M ich igan , no you ru n  see w h a t 
t i l ls  means.

"O u r depa rtm en t does not b u ild  
uny roads, W hen \v® receive un np 
p lica tion  fo r  the b u ild in g  o f a road 
under the  S la te  rew ard  lu w  wo In ­
spect tho road and l Uy dow n a m in i­
m um  set o f  specifications, w h ich  the  
road m us t a t  hoist oqm il when H Js 
finished. W o Inspect tho road when 
the w o rk  Is being done um l again 
u ffe r  I t  is eom pjeled.

I ly n c ln th s  a rc  the best, because they 
demand o n ly  a ve ry  s im p le  cu ltu re . 
A  fou r-inch  po t serves fo r  oue large 
bu lb , a five-inch po t fo r  tw o  and a 
Alx-inch po t fo r  three. U oinau hya­
c in ths  a re  extrem e ly  popu lar, lo w  in 
p rlco  and easily b rough t to  flo w e r fo r 
C hristm as, i f  potted in  Into September 
o r ea rly  October.

A  ■accession, p lan ted  fro m  th a t  tim e 
on, produces a succession o f flow ers 
th ro u g h o u t tho w in te r. Threo o r  fou r 
bulbs m ay bo p lanted In a s lx -lnch  pot, 
o r a dozen o r more In  a bu lb  pan  or 
basket. A n y  good garden soil, m ixed 
w ith  one-fourth  o f coarso sand, w il l  
g row  nny so rt o f hyacin ths. Uso no 
m anure, ns I t  ro ts  thn bu lb . T u t  an 
inch  o f broken charcoal, p o tte ry  o r 
pebbtea in  tho  bo ttom  o f tho  p o t fo r 
drninnge. F i l l  a pot tw o -th ird s  w ith  
soli and  p la n t tho bu lb  w ith  o n ly  tho 
crow n show ing  above tho soil. A s  fa s t 
as tho pots nro filled  set them  In  a pan 
o f tep id  xvatcr.

W hen the m oisture  shows on top  sot 
them  aw ay In a cool, da rk  place, se­

cure fro m  mice o r  freezing , nm l leave 
them  und is tu rbed  u n til tho  w h ite  roots 

nro seen g ro w in g  th rough  tho drn lnngo 
hole, s ix  weeks o r more. Then  plnco 
them  In  a sunless w indow  u n t i l  tho 
w h its  fo lia g e  becomes green. They 
th r iv e  best in  a room w ith o u t fire , bu t 
above freez ing  po in t.

A t  tho  tim e  th e y  are 
le f t  stored in  Dio da rk , n e ith e r s a tu r­
ate tho  roo ts  lo r  le t thorn d ry  out. I f  
in  a d ry , ra th e r w a rm  place w ater 
tliom  once o r  tw ice  a day  In  the s ix  
weeks. I f  in  n cool, dam p c e lla r they 
w il l  requ tro  no w a te ring .
