Stephens as postmaster of Negaunee 
ou February 10, 1002. his commission 
having arrived two days previous to 
that date. Mr. Connors was mayor 
of Negaunee at that time, but ns little 
more than a month remained of his 
municipal term his resignation ot the 
latter office was not deemed necessary, 
lie was not a candidate for re election 
as mayor, of course.

There has been a notable increuse 
during the past four years in the vol* 
nine of business done in this office. 
The fiscal year ending March 31. 
11103, showed an increase which raised 
the office from the third to the second 
class, the change becoming effective 
on July 1 of that year. This change 
iu class relieved the postmaster from 
personal expenditure for clerk hire, 
lights and fuel, and otherwise in­
creased the desirability for the office. 
The office once before was in tho sec­
ond class, but a couple of poor y a rn  
in thu iron industry hud correspond­
ing effect upon the local postal re­
ceipts, and the office slipped back into 
the third class. The city ’s business 
affairs have grown consfderubly since 
that time, and it may be added thut 
they are upon a more stable basis, so

When lie was twenty-two 
years old he Induced some of his fel­
low employes In the London dry goods 
house where he worked to hold prayer 
meetings, and the next year twelve 
young men formed the llrst Young 
Men’s Christian Association In tin 
world. From this small beginning has 
grown the large and Itilluenllal organ­
ization which Is doing a heiiellceut 
work wherever civilized men are 
found.

better In every way tnnn a majority 
of those who claim the sordid, gruel­
ling cities as their homes. Most of 
the farmers nowadays have umnort- i 
gaged dwellings on prnllluhlc acres. 
Their sons ami daughters go to col­
leges and technical schools, where they 
learn how to return to the fauns and 
get more out of the soil than their 
fathers were able to do. Tbo cities 
do not offer the attractions to those 
young people they once held. It Is 
hard to understand why more cf the 
coniplalners mid those who say they 
cannot earn enough to keep them­
selves and their families In the cities 
do not go to the agricultural communi­
ties, where they are sure of an abund­
ance of food nml good shelter.

From wnsto paper alone one rail­
road, last year, realized $5,000. IMns, 
pens, nails, old brooms, bottles, tin 
cans and worn-out machinery of nil 
sorts are gathered up along the route 
by all the railway companies and 
turned Into money. Even the ashes 
are sold or utilized for Improving the 
roadbed. These things seem small to 
comniund the attention of a rich rail­
way company. But it must be remem­
bered Umt the railway company Is rich 
because It looks after the little things. 
The greatest corporations In the world 
are not above taking cave of the frac­
tions of pennies. The railway scrap 
heap of the country last year reached 
the value of $ 1,2.10,000 —a most re­
spectable sum of money, notwithstand­
ing it came from picked-up pins and 
pn'per, old nails and old brooms. 
Waste forms one of the most vital 
questions in economies, not alone for 
railroads and big manufacturing 
plauts, but for every household. It is 
impossible, of course, for any very 
great sum to he realized in the saving 
of waste lu a household. And yet the 
usual waste of any home Is relatively 
far greater than that of a railroad. 
We think It moan and miserly to look 
after the little things. Ami for that 
reason, more than for any other, hu­
man life is cursed with poverty nml 
pauperism. There is less meanness in 
a poor man’s wiving a penny than in 
a rich man’s saving a million.

What a strange nml terrible thing 
it is that for nearly two thousand 
years the bitterest hatred and the fierc­
est persecution have concentrated upon 
that race through which the world re­
ceived Its groat message of peace ami 
good will! The history of civilization 
is full of dark pages, but the blackest 
of all arc those which touch the sub­
ject of religion. Pagans have fought 
Christians nml Christians have put 
pagans to the sword. The hand of the 
Catholic has been turned against the 
Protestant and the hand of the Prot­
estant against the Catholic; and even 
the smaller sects have fought each oth­
er when they could not unite to tight 
u common foe. But the Jews have 
been persecuted or denied civil rights 
In almost every country In Christen­
dom, and have found enemies lu every 
Christian sect. Even in this twentieth 
century they suffer moral if not physi­
cal persecution in ''enlightened" Ger­
many and France. The recent terri­
ble outbreak against the Jews in Odes­
sa and other parts of Russia was 
doubtless due In part to the Ignorance 
and bigotry of the Russian peasants, 
and in part to misrepresentations by 
men in power, to whom every such di­
version Is a screen for their own evil 
deeds. In contrast to the outrages in 
Russia, how brightly shines the con­
duct of tlio Jews throughout the world, 
who have rallied so promptly to the 
succor of their helpless brethren! Ev­
ery day has brought Us reports of add­
ed thousands pouring in to the relief 
fund, much of the money coming from 
the poorest Jews in English and Amer­
ican cities. Nor have the Christians 
withheld the helping hand. Here, at 
least, Is a sign of that larger brother­
hood of man which In time must over­
ride the barriers of race and ereed.

enough to command attention. A 
safely attachment for gas burners is 
the recent invention of ii New Jersey 
iiinn. nml If it will fullll the claims 
advanced it Is well worthy of utten-

tlon. Instead of employing a stop­
cock the attachment regulates the llow 
of gas ami ns long as the gas is bunt­
ing remains in that position, but 
should there be any carelessness in 
turning off the gas the attachment 
does so automatically. Whether the 
pus Is purposely extinguished or ex­
tinguished by accident, due to a high 
wind or when blown out by an ignor­
ant person, the attachment nets by 
gravity to dose the plug. The at­
tachment is pivoted to one end of the 
stopcock, and consists of an arm 
which extends parallel with the burn­
er, and controlled by a lever. At the 
top of tlio arm is the portion which 
engages with the burner being made 
in the shape of a ring connected to 
two horizontal bands. When the gas 
is turned off and the attachment in its 
normal position it is at right angles to 
the burner. When the lever Is oper­
ated to turn on the gas the attach­
ment closes up until the top engages 
with the tip of the burner. As long 
as the gas is burning the ring atul bar 
nt the top nre eaused to expand, but 
should the gas become extinguished 
by a gust of wind or otherwise Un­
hand Immediately contracts nml as­
sumes a position which forces the a t­
tachment by its own weight and grav­
ity to quickly fall to Us normal posi­
tion and shut off the gas.

Mop F o r  O i l in g  Floor*.
The aim of the majority of Inven­

tors nt the present time is In the di­
rection of designing some contrivance 
which will supplant hand lal«»r, and 
in the main they are successful. One 
of the latest is a simple device having 
a clamp which holds one or more 
pieces of felt; the latter being satur­
ated with oil to be nppllod to Moors, 
A Massachusetts man is the patentee, 
an illustration of the device being 
shown hero. Farquetry Ilnurs are now 
In great demand, nnd formerly It was

the custom to apply the oil and other 
Buhstauces used for surfacing the

wood by hand, the process being very 
Ballous nml requiring considerable 
time and labor. The use of the de­
vice shown here wunld obviously save 
much of his labor. The clamp which 
holds the felt Is made of metal, the 
front and rear being plates exactly 
alike. The upper edges of the plates 
are bent Inward to give additional 
stiffness, and the lower edges also bent 
Inward nml formed with toothed pio- 
Joctlons. The plates constitute u Jaw 
for folding and engaging the layers of 
felt. The two plates are connected at 
points nlmve the center by a hori­
zontal plate, the latter serving as a 
head and guide for the felt which can 
be pushed up against It and be re­
tained In a horizontal position. Tho 
upper portions of tlio plates are held 
apart by a pair of stiff springs whleh 
surrounds two bolts connecting the 
plates. To release the felt the upper 
edges of tho plates are pressed to­
ward each other against tho power of 
the springs. A handle attached to 
the rear plate serves as a mode of op­
eration. In use the felt Is saturated 
with oil and applied to the floor very 
much like a mop.

The ordinary bathtub Is amply suf­

ficient for the average person, but 
anyone who Is more fastidious, and 
desires something unique, can have 
recourse to the bathtub Illustrated be­
low, the invention of an nhio man. 
The construction Is such that the per-

itoi-KiNo itAiim n.
son sitting In tin- tub can rock It back 
and forth, causing the water to swish 
over him, and, If he possesses a vivid 
imagination, he will think he Is nt the 
seashore taking u salt water butli, 
with the waves dashing over him. The 
body of the bathtub Is supported upon 
rockers by uprights at the front and 
Imek. Fivoted to the front of tho 
rockers Is an arm which extends to the 
to]i of the body. A pulley 1§ attached 
to this arm, through which pnsses a 
ro]>e, the latter being soenred to the 
body of the tub, nnd passing through 
a second pulley, connects with a han­
dle, which Is operated by the person 
In the tub to rock the machine, caus­
ing the water to flow up Into a buck 
portion above the seat. It will be 
readily seen thnt by pushing the han­
dle the upper part of the arm will be 
pulled forward, raising the front end 
of the tub. Tlio lining of the tub Is 
arranged somewhat in the form of the 
tent and back of a chair, with a deep­
er portion for the feet. A casing ex­
tends around the back nnd partially 
along the sides, at the height of the 
shoulders of the occupnut, when seat­
ed. A covering can be placed over this 
back portion aiul be supported upon 
rods, the covering having an aperture 
for the'head, nnd can he used for tak­
ing Turkish baths. When used for 
this purpose a box for holding a lamp 
Is hung lu the front end of the tub.

A CURIOUS EXPERIMENT.

T e a t M illie b y  M an W h o  D e s ire d  to
•‘P ro je c t  H im se lf '*  F p o n  F r le u d .
II. Addington Bruce describes tho 

attempt of an English clergyman 
named Clarence Godfrey to “project 
himself" into the presence of a friend 
at a distance. The attempt was mado 
on the night of Nov. 15, IKSd, and Is 
thus described by Mr. Bruce, says Pub- 
lie Opiuiou:

“The result of UU attempt as de­
scribed lu the account written out nt 
his request by the ‘percipient,’ who, It 
should perhaps be added, had hod no 
JntluiuUou of the experiment, was us 
follows:

'“ Yesterday-viz., the morning of 
Nov. Id, 1HSU- about :*::«» o'clock, I 
woke up wlih a start and an Idea that 
gome one had come Into the room. 1 
heard n curious sound, hut fancied It 
might he the birds In the Ivy outside. 
Next I experienced a strange, restless 
longing to leave the room and go down­
stairs. This feeling became so over­
powering Unit at last 1 arose ntid lit 
a candle and went down, thinking that 
If I could get some soda water It 
might have a quieting effect. On re­
turning to my room I saw Mr. God­
frey standing under the large window 
on the staircase. Ho was dressed in 
his usual style and with an expression 
on his fm*e that l have noticed when 
he has been looking very earnestly at 
anything. He stood there and I held 
up the candle and gazed at him for 
three or four seconds lu ultor amaze­
ment, nml, (lieu, as I passed up tho 
stalmise. he disappeared. The impres­
sion left on my mind was so vivid that 
l fully intended waking a frletul who 
occupied the same room as myself, but 
remembering that I should only bo 
Inuuhcd at as romantic and Imaginary 
I refrained from doing so.'

“Arguing from analogy. It was held 
by those advancing the telepathic hy­
pothesis that the mind of a dying per­
son lu reverting to a distant friend 
conveyed to tho friend's mind a dis­
tinct Impression which took the form 
of a vivid visual hallucination. To tho 
reply that the apparitions were by no 
means uniformly coincident with tho 
moment of death, and not infrequent­
ly occurred only after a lapse of sev­
eral hours, It was deemed sutllrlont to 
point to such cases as that of the Rev. 
Mr. Godfrey as Illustrative of simitar 
deferment of experimental hallucina­
tions. In the Godfrey case Hie ‘will­
ing' begun at J<>:45 p. m. on the night 
of Nov. 15 and lasted only eight min­
utes, after which Mr. Godfrey fell 
asleep, whereas it was not until 3:30 
n. m. of the following morning that 
the hallucinatory vision appeared to 
the 'percipient.' ”

Ilnml-Tri-NiuMl Oil of Demon.
“This oil of lemon," said the spice 

merchant, “Is an exquisite thing. It I» 
hand-pressed—pressed by hand out of 
lemon rind. Smell it."

The odor of the clear oil suggested 
sunlit lemon groves miles in extent on 
a mountainside overlooking tho blue 
sen.

"I'll tell you how the oil of lemon Is 
extracted,” ho said. “A man sits with 
a sponge in ono hand nnd n piece of 
fresh lemon peel In the other. He 
presses the peel against the sponge, 
giving it Anally a certain difficult mid 
dexterous twist, nml this breaks the 
cells hi the rind, nnd the oil—there’s 
only a half drop of It—conics reluc­
tantly out upon the Rponge.

“When the sponge has taken tip the 
drlhhllngs of about a hundred rinds. It 
Is wet enough to ho squeezed out. An 
ounce or so of clear nnd fragrant oil 
them (lows from It.

“There Is no way to extract this oil 
within n lemon rind except by squeez­
ing and twisting the rind by hand. It 
takes the rinds of nbout 1,200 lemons 
to make one pound of oil.”

The Bine end the Gray Itcriew Incl* 

dents o f  the Late War, and In a 
Graphic and In terest in g  Manner 
Tell of Gamp, March and Battle,

"Thnt story of lost identity," suld 
the Major, “on the jmrt of n soldier 
who served some years In the regular 
urmy did not strike me as being nec­
essarily untrue. There were not a few 
strange eases of the kind in the Civil 
War. Wo found In the hospitals at 
the elose of the war and among the 
released prisoners many men who 
could not satisfactorily explain them­
selves. Their personality Imd shifted 
to such nil extent that smile of them 
were sent to Inllrmarles and Insane 
asylums, uttd in later years to the sol­
diers’ homes.

"While we were stationed at 
Bridgeport, Ala., after the battle of 
Missionary ItUlge, a regiment of vet­
erans came down from Chattanooga 
with several hundred prisoners on 
route for Camp Chase, Ohio. The 
guard was to go through with the 
prisoners and the boys were counting 
the (rip as good as a furlough. When 
the column of gray, fringed on cither 
side by a line of blue, started across 
the pontoon bridge to lake the train 
waiting on the other side, prisoners 
and guards were In high spirits and 
there was a great deal of Jollity.

•'Contrary to orders and custom, the 
men of the marching column caught 
6tcp and went swinging across the 
bridge to a lively air whistled by 
those In advance. Warnings were 
shouted by sentinels and officers, blit 
too late. The bridge parted ami scores 
of Unionists and Confederates went 
Into the river. There was great con­
fusion, but boats were a t baud and 
most of the men were rescued. Many 
of the guards dropped their rides and 
swam to shore. But one large, line- 
looking fellow went head first Into 
the mass of floating timbers. He 
went down with his gun at a right 
shoulder shift.

“He came up shortly, but I was 
startled to see thnt he still carried 
his gun at a right shoulder shift, nml 
that he made no motion with his feet 
or hands. lie went down again In 
a swirl of water, lurching to one side, 
but making no struggle to save him-* 
self. 1 ordered the men in the boats 
to watch for him. One of the watch­
ers declared that the body came near­
ly to the surface with gun sill! at a 
right shoulder shift and then was car­
ried down slrcwni by the current.

"A few days later a soldier, with 
cloihiug none the worse for wear, 
came trudging into camp with gun at 
right shoulder shift. I was olllcer of 
the day, ami he was brought lo me. 
He was the man who went head first 
into the river the day the pontoon 
bridge parted, and who came up and 
went down with gun at a right shoul­
der shift. He seemed to be uncanny 
and ghostlike, but he was ready to 
answer questions. He remembered 
the breaking of the bridge, but re­
membered nothing after his plunge 
into the water.

"When consciousness returned he 
was in «- negro cabin, some miles 
below Bridgeport. The woman 
washed and ironed Ills clothes, and 
the man cared for him until he was 
able to walk back to camp. This was 
tiio story. He had evidently been 
struck mi the head as he went Into 
the water, and he was not in his right 
mind. lie  Insisted that he did not 
belong to the regiment that was 
guarding the prisoners, and declined 
to talk on that point. He was not 
himself for several months, but I nev­
er knew until after the war that for 
all those mouths ho thought he was 
some other person."

"That's rather tragie," said the Cap­
tain. "Some of the boys will remem­
ber I’etor Jackson. Ho came Into the 
company on the wing and nobody 
knew much about him. When we 
struck the apple brandy or apjdo-Jack 
districts of Kentucky Bote Indulged 
too freely, and while crazy drunk told 
urn that he had killed a man In u regi­
ment In another brigade, had desert­
ed, and had enlisted In our company 
to avoid arrest. When lie sobered tip 
I told him what he had said, and he 
reluctantly admitted that the story 
was true and that his real name was 
Tim Jones.

"I not Hied the ofllcerR of the distant 
'regiment that I had n desertin’ from 
Company I, and then sent over for 
him. He went willingly, but two 
days later sneaked into camp and 
took up his quarters with his old 
mess. There never had been a Tim 
.Tones In the other company. There 
had been no desertion from the com­
pany. Every man was neeonnled for. 
Not a single man In the regiment had 
ever seen Tim Jones. Then it was re­
vealed to Beter Jackson that he had 
lost Identity through the tnlluenee of 
applo-Jitrk, The boys thereafter railed 
Brlvate Jackson Tim Botcr, and the 
name has always been a reminder of 
old times."

"Speaking of old times," said the 
sergeant, "I came across an old letter 
the other day, written nt a point near 
Marietta, Gn., June 2fi, 1801. In It Is 
this reference to the charge nt Kene- 
saw; 'We lost 2fi(> men In our brigade, 
including our brave and loved (Jen- 
oral, C. (}. Harkor. He was mortally 
wounded and died last night, or rather 
yesterday afternoon. I was within 
about three yards of him when he 
CuU. I saw him fall. He Imd sent mo

to the left to see If Wagner’s brigade 
was advancing and I had Just got 
back, and they ordered tm» to s o jiu I 
the "forward." 1 d!d so, and sturled 
toward him to report when he fell.' 
The letter was written by C. 11. 
Starkey, now living at Aurora, 111., 
atnl \vh:> hi 1804 was bugler to (Jen- 
oral Harkor. ^Ils Is the story of the 
(Jonoral’s death, written on the 
ground."—Chicago Inter Ocean.

A S o u th e r n  View o f  O rn n t .
No man in the Southern Confeder­

acy had clearer insight into the 
causes nml probable effects of the 
quarrel between the States than did 
Alexander H. Stephens—"Little 
Alex."—who became the vice presi­
dent of the Confederacy under Jeffer­
son I hi vis. When the crisis entno he 
was strongly against secession, and 
Lincoln was urged to make him Sec­
retary of War In the hope that his 
Slate, (Jeorgln, would thus he Induced 
to remain loyal. After the war, says 
a writer in the Independent, he ve­
hemently rebuked his Southern col- 
leagues who were bitter against 
(Irani. Hearing one of them call him 
"boorish" and "ignorant,” he stopped 
the talk and said:

"It Is a great mistake to underesti­
mate an opponent. That was our mis­
take during the war. It would be 
worse than folly lo continue this blun­
dering view of a man who has tlfts 
inclination to be our friend ami the 
power to do us much good. General 
Grant is one of the few great men 
this country has produced."

Later he told them the story of his 
first meeting with the victorious 
Union commander, In the Held before 
Petersburg, when, determined to end 
the war, Stephens headed a commit­
tee which sought to treat for peace. 
They expected to find In Grant a 
drunken giant, delighting In his pow­
er, resplendent In gaudy trappings.

"We were passed through the 
Union Hues promptly,” he said, "and 
arrived near Grant’s headquarters 
after dark. Everywhere we met re­
spectful courtesy, no more. We were 
passed up through u formidable line 
of sentries and at last were surprised, 
being nt the very place where the 
general was to be, to And there uo 
guard a t all. A log cabin was point­
ed out to us ns General Grant’s bouse.

"Wo walked there and found no or­
derly at the door, so knocked, to in­
troduce ourselves. The door was 
opened by a gentleman in eivillnu 
clothes. He was of medium height. 
He held an oil lamp in his left baud, 
which he lifted above his head in or­
der to throw the light out. He rested 
his right hand on the door as he open­
ed It, saying, ‘What is your wish, gen­
tlemen V’

" ’We are seeking General Grant,' 
said 1.

" *J am General Grant,’ lie replied. 
■Walk In.’

"This was our second surprise. The 
next was the unaffected warmth and 
simplicity of his reception, lie  placed 
the lamp upon the table and himself 
bustled about lo 11ml chairs. He 
stirred up the wood lire and listened 
to the account 1 gave him of what we 
hoped to accomplish. We wore wlfti 
him an hour. Ho showed from the 
tlrst the greatest pleasure, mul prom* 
ised with cordiality to co-operate with 
us In our endeavor.

"Wheu It came time for us to retire 
he Insisted on accompanying us to our 
quarters himself, ami taking his hat, 
eagerly led us down the hill to the 
river, greeting every sentinel with tho 
low-spoken words, ’The commanding 
general.'

"On the steamboat he selected tho 
best rooms for us, and bnilc us a 
kindly good-night. The next day ho 
catno running down the bank like a 
boy, waving a dispatch. Ho oamo 
aboard nt once and said, ’Good news.’ 
Lincoln approves, and will send com­
missioners to meet you.’ But Stanton 
intervened, ami our mission was 
fruitless.

"I studied Grant carefully while we 
wore with him. He was always a 
quiet, unobtrusive gentleman. Al­
though ho was then the commander 
of an army of more than a million 
men a t tho very pltumelo of the great­
est military success of modern times, 
a soldier of the llrst rank, ho was as 
unassuming with us as though ho had 
beeu a mere captain. The proof of his 
greatness was his readiness to abdi­
cate this position of splendid power 
In order to serve his country by bring­
ing a peaceful solution. The Impres­
sion lie made upon me was of loyal 
simplicity, true kindness of heart ami 
nobleness of nuture. lie was In every 
sense a true man."

Nothing would cause Clara Blood- 
good greater distress than to have it 
said that sin* nets for the love of her 
a rt—a sentiment which In theatrical 
circles Is generally attributed to chorus 
girls; hut It happens to he true, for 
she is of nn old ami prominent New 
York family, and hi private life Is tho 
wife of a well-known Wall street man. 
Another evidence of the fact Is that 
she Is scrupulously insistent on every 
detail of n performance in which she 
takes part, as many nn exasperated 
manager will testify, says tho Satur­
day Evening Post. She knows-—what 
tho manager and public seldom realize 
—that tho effect of a scene Is often 
spoiled by the most trivial accident.

The other day nn old actor who 
shores with her her principal scene 
In Bernard Shaw’s ".Man and Super­
man," and who had hitherto worn a 
picturesque head of hair, appeared on 
tlio stage with a lighting haircut. The 
transformation was so striking thnt it 
threw tho actress quite out of tho 
spirit of her part. It was all slio 
could do to keep from laughing. Now 
she is Insistent on the point that an 
actress who has a new hat, or ail actor 
who has been to the barber, should 
rehearse his change of dress, or at 
least give warning of It.

The Incident recoiled a happening 
of her early nml obscure days on tho 
stage. She imd a small part in Jerome 
K. Jerome’s ‘‘Miss Hobbs," In which 
Annie Itussell was the star. In one of 
the scones Charles Rlehmnn had to 
take Mrs. Gilbert In his hands and lift 
her from her feet with a burst of 
boisterous happiness. One day tho 
rest of the cast, who were waiting in 
the wings to eotne on, noticed that 
after the tossing Mrs. Gilbert, then 
eighty years old nml always a most 
scrupulous artist, was shaking with 
merriment—In which Mr. Richmnn 
presently joined. The audience be­
came sullen and then angry.

Miss Bussell, who is also a scrupu­
lous artist and stage manager, wa9 
annoyed. But when her cue came, and 
she went on, those who remained be­
hind wore amazed to see her join the 
general hilarity. As Mrs. Bloodgood 
tells the story, she felt deeply dis­
tressed at all this unprofessional lev­
ity, and she was heroically resolved, 
as she says, to pull tho scone together. 
But when she wont on she burst out 
laughing before she could speak a line.

In tossing Mrs. Gilbert In tho air, 
Mr. Blchtnnn had dislodged three puff 
curls from her temple. Whenever any 
one looked at the dear old liuml the 
effect was convulsing, and If he let his 
glance drop to the stage—there was 
the puff curl. Tho net curtain rang 
down amid a general snicker, and with 
the audience furious. Miss Bussell was 
lu despair. It was quite Impossible to 
make a speech explaining how it hap­
pened that there bad beeu wigs on tho 
green.

Four hundred and nineteen years 
ago was fought tho last of the twelvo 
engagements of the wars of the roses, 
says the Birmingham I’ost, which end­
ed the lino of Blantagenel kings of 
England. The scene of the tiual strug­
gle, Badinore plain, six or seven miles 
distant from Nuneaton, has utulcrgouo 
many changes since this great ovent 
The district retains Its rural aspect, 
but the "battlefield" Is Intersected by 
a railway and tho Ashby-ilodii-Zoueh 
canal, while here and there a vlllago 
has sprung Into existence slnco tho 
disastrous engagement of four cen­
turies ago. Sutton Amhlott hill com­
mands tho best view of the classlo 
ground, and In a Held dose by stands 
tho solo memento of the eventful day 
—"King Hick’s UroHH." It Is a min­
iature pyramid of gray Mom**, with a 
Latin Inscription recording that Bich­
ard HI. paused lo quench his thirst 
from tho spring beneath before bo 
made his desperate and fatal charge 
upon the Earl of Blclimond. Rich- 
moud hail lauded at Milford Haven 
on August 7, »«d approached lh>s- 
worth from the AtherMniie side, lu 
which town there Is still pointed out
an Inn at which ......... . rented on tho
ovo of tho battle. Richard Hi. as­
sembled an urmy to meet him, ami, 
standing on the hill at Kullon Am- 
blon, one enn sec Imw masterly was 
tlml monarch's selection of a position. 
Ho was weakened by the desi-rlbm of 
Lonl Kliiufey, but fought with des­
perate courage, and sought to slay 
Ids enemy In person. Butting a way 
to Henry Tudor’s standard, he was 
overpowered by tho numbers of tho 
foe, and borno to (he ground, being 
dispatched with ttmtiy wound*. Tho 
spot where Jin fell ts now the .luiie- 
lloii of three country roads north of 
Nhcnton railway station. Many frag­
ments of armor and shields Imvo been 
discovered here nt different periods. 
A mile or >*,> a nay lies Dm* hamlet of 
Hudllhgton, where may still be Neon 
traces of the earthworks thrown up 
by Sir William Stanley on tho ovo of 
tho battle. The church Is a tiny struc­
ture, with Norman foundations. In 
IKS! numerous human skeletons ar­
ranged In regular Hers were dug up 
In tho rhutvh.vurd, which, It Is be­
lieved, were the remains of men who 
fell nt Bosworlh Held.

F in a n c i n g  Good Itoadn.
Fifty million dollars Is a large sum 

of moucy to be put Into the Improve­
ment
York, and yet by tho expenditure of 
15,000,000 a year tho State of New 
York In tcu years will have developed 
all of the main highways in all of the 
counties throughout tho entire State, 
creating continuous county and State 
systems, ntul no farm in the State will 
be further nwny than five miles from 
nn Improved road, says Post Express. 
Farm values will bo increased, villages 
made accessible, and country life con­
verted from Isolation to one of rapid 
transit nnd frequent visitation. Well, 
why should we go luto debt anyway, 
even to accomplish this? The road 
question must be financed Just tho 
same as the paving of a street In the 
city is financed for tho lot owner. In 
the cities paved streets cost $30,0U0 to 
$40,000 a mile, according to their 
width and their material, nml are paid 
for by the lot owners; but each lot 
owner seldom has more than 23 or 100 
feet on his side of tho street to pay 
lor. In tho country it Is very differ­
ent. Many and many a farm runs 
along a mile of highway, and has from 
one-half to nn entire tulle of frontage, 
and heretofore 1ms been called upon to 
-natntain tho road nml pay tho ex­
pense of Improvement. Now, by financ­
ing the cost of road Improvement and 
Issuing $30,000,000 of bonds to run for 
a term of fifty years, $1,000,000 paya­
ble each year, uml the State, county 
and town all Joining In and paying re­
spectively 50 per cent, 33 per cent and 
lo per cent of tho cost of the road Im­
provement, nnd making the payment 
run over a period of fifty years, they 
are enabled to pay for one-fiftieth of 
tho total miles of Improved road In 
each couuty, each year, without being 
burdened by the tax, Just tho same ns 
the city man on a 100-foot lot can pay 
his portion without being burdened. 
Road Improvement should come to 
each county equitably und come within 
our lifetime, nml come in such a way 
that the cost for the improvement will 
not burden the taxpayer. This can bo 
done under the $3o,0UU,0U0 bond Issue. 
—Green’s Fruit Grower.

V a lu e  o f  Wlilc T ire* .
Wide tiros should bo used on all 

heavy vehicles which traverse stone 
roads, says the Kansas City Star. A 
six or seven Jncli macadam road will 
Inst longer when wide Urea are used 
than a teu or twelve Inch road of tho 
satno material on which narrow tires 
are used.

From the limestone quarries at Split 
Hock to the works of the re liming com­
pany in GoJdes, Onondaga county, N. 
Y., Is about four and one-half miles. 
Three or four years ago the work of 
improving this four ami one-half miles 
of roadway was accomplished. Bough 
quarry refuse and for a part of the 
distance field stones were used, all 
hand broken to two ami three inch 
kIzoh, Tills was covered with fine, un­
sifted quarry chips, ami a crown was 
given to the roadway with nn eleva­
tion of about six Inches 111 a width of 
sixteen feet. Wagons were built for 
hauling stone over (Ids road with wide 
tire* and axles of different length, as 
follows: Front tire, seven-eighths of 
an Inch thick and four inches wide; 
tllslance between centers of front 
wheels, four feet five Inches; the rear 
wheels had tires one Inch thick and 
six Inches wide, the distance between 
renter of rear wheels being live feet 
eight Inches. Tho axles were two ami 
one-half Inches front and three Incites 
rear.

The constant use of these wagons 
during Hie last three years lias pro- 
iiiire.1 a smooth, compact and regular 
surface between the quarry ami the 
work*. Tho wide tires mid varying 
gauges excited much attention at llrst. 
and coiilllcilng opinions regarding their 
Utility were expressed. The result Is 
eminently lu their favor, and a gen- 
i ral sentiment supports the use of 
these wagons for heavy loads. Loads 
of stone varying from 2,nun to Phono
pounds at........ hauled over
this road with no perceptible wear. 
The cost per ton of hauling stone has 
bi«'h reduced from HU cents to 00 rents, 
and a team can easily earn from $d.3n 
!o$l per day hauling wall stone, mak­
ing two round trips of nlm* miles 
each, or a total of eighteen miles pet 
day.

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“Town Pump” is Dry.

The "town pump” has gone c]rv: 
which l>ein^ interpreted means that 
the diamond drill hole artesian well 
and itsaccompanying pipeline, which 
have served the city so well for muuy 
.years, have finally failed in their du­
ties. The cessation of this supply of 
clear and pure drinking water has 
been keenly felt, for a huge percent­
age of the population lmd come to de­
pend upon the fountain forlhcir daily 
supply of drinking water, whlh- quite 
a number ol boys have derived much 
revenue by establishing reguJur routes 
and supply ing families.

Tin-water mini'! Irom a diamond 
drill hole in the .Jackson Held a short 
distance from the old brewery. The 
drill hole lias an iron casing, and to 
all intent and purpose was an artesian 
well such as many cities have to siuk 
at great expense in order ty get a pure 
water supply. In order to make the 
well’s product more accessible for the 
general public a  service pipe was 
run to a central point near the North­
western depot and a fountain estab­
lished. For nearly a  week past there 
has been a perceptible decrease In the 
How, and by yesterday the service 
had practically stopped. It is gener­
ally supposed tha t the tunneling oper­
ations which have been begun at the 
South .Jackson mine have lapped the 
underground reservoir which consti­
tuted tin* city ’s source of supply for 
the fountain. That tills reservoir has 
not been wholly drained is quite clear 
but whatever the cause its volume has 
been stillieiently decreased to cause 
the llowlo surface to cease.

The hoard of public works lias ta ­
ken the matter in luuid, with a  view 
to restoring the old scrvJco If possible: 
and otherwise, to endeavor to seonre 
a new hut sim ilur supply. If. J-\ 
Fearer, superintendent of public 
works, paid a visit to the well yester­
day morning, with a view to prepar­
ing a report for the board, lie took 
some •‘soundings” uvnl found that 
there was water not so very many feet 
from the top of the pipe; but the press­
ure may lie said to have been entirely 
destroyed. It bad previously been 
thought thuttho service pipe might 
have become clogged, hut It is clear­
ly established that the dilllculty is 
with the main source of supply 

Though the reasons which prompt­
ed distrust of Tcu) (jike water (the 
source of the municipal water supply) 
have largely disappeared In later 
years, it is doubtful whether the peo­
ple, latter having had the benefit of 
whut was equivalent to an artesian 
well supply, would ever be content to 
depend upon Teal Lake for drinking 
water. On the other hanJ there are 
many families who have roiled wholly 
upou the municipal product and 
thrived upon it. But the board of 
public works recognizes the general 
demand for a  supply such as has been 
enjoyed in recent years and will pro­
vide one if it can possibly do so. 
Thera ure several places where an 
equally good supply could be obtulned, 
but (ho surrounding conditions are 
not so favorable and more than like­
ly a pump would have to lie called 
inU> requisition to bring the water to 
a  central point.

There are many who profess to be­
lieve that the trouble with the orig i­
nal source of supply will prove to he 
only temporary. They recall other 
Instances where the How from drill 
holes ceased for a time, but either re­
turned oi' wus restored by u little In­
expensive “ doctoring-'» KtToris in 
this direction no doubt will he taken 
to-imy.
