The two companies now control about 
400,000 acres In Marquette, Baruga, 
iron and Dickinson counties, and 
they plan a systematic development 
of the timber and mineral resources 
of that region, the project including 
the building of a railroad. The com­
bined capitalization of the two com­
panies is fifteen million dollars. This 
is the project which was outlined in 
the Ikon Herald 's columns last Au­
gust and the intervening time has 
been occupied in securing options, 
grouping the various tracts which are 
to be the scene of future industrial 
activity and otherwise making prep­
arations for the operations which will 
.soon he under way.

A NEW  HIGH SCHOOL WITH  
M ANUAL TRAINING F ACILITIES.

High School Pupils Continue Discussion of the Subject.

A High School With Manual Train* 
ing for Negaunee.

Considering the fact that Negaunee 
is expanding, both in population and 
from an educational standpoint, it is 
deemed necessary to make provision 
for the encouragement of the latter.

As matters stand now we consider 
we have not the accomodations, which 
a  city of this size, in comparison with 
cities of the same size, should pos­
sess. Our schools are too crowded 
to give the pupils the best advantages, 
and to enable the teachers to perform 
tbeir duties to the best of their ability.

We are In great need of a new high 
school building so arranged that the 
work of the high school can be car­
ried on in a different building from 
that of the grades. There are 
several advantages in having it so. 
For instance, high school pupils nec­
essarily must have certain privileges 
which are denied other pupils. There­
fore the discipline of the high school 
has a demoralizing effect on the grade 
system. When a pupil reaches the 
high school be is supposed to be able 
to take care of himself. Much more 
should be left in their hands, thus en­
abling him lo prepare himself for the 
world.

I t  is also necessary that we have 
more room for the grades. The pre­
sent high school would make a good 
assembly room for the eighth grade. 
We need more room for the high 
school pupils. In the building now 
in use there is not seating room for 
high school pupils. In the room 
there is general confusion in going to 
and coming from classes. Another 
room has bceu taken into use for the 
low ninth grade. Thus the unity of 
the high school is destroyed.

The other cities surrounding us are 
supplied with nil ihcno advantages 
and why can’t we have them? Cer­
tainly not because the pupils of Ne­
g a tiv e  are not capable of reaping 
tho benefits of such an advantage. 
Besides having up-to-date high school 
buildings they possess a manual 
traiuing In connection, and we would 
wish the same.

There are Innumerable advantages 
in having a  manuul training school 
and if we ’ ave a  new high school, why 
not have the manual training. We 
t." seen how the plans have prosper

Negannee's Need for a  High School 
With Manual Training 

Department.

Our wide awake aud thrifty city of 
Negaunee has a  well established 
educational system, and to this should 
be added the much desired Manual 
Training department which has be­
come one of the most profitable insti­
tutions of modern times.

Taking into consideration the in­
creasing population and the general 
prosperity of the people, it seems that 
a New High School is an absolute 
necessity. Our present departments 
are loo crowded for uuy satisfactory 
work, neither is there sufficient room 
for reference books, or work in Eng­
lish literature which should have a 
room entirely of its own. Moreover 
the High School in connection with 
the grummar grades is not by any 
m>*ans convenient as it has a  demor­
alizing effect upon the pupils. At 
present thp ninth graders uro obliged 
to 1»e seated iu the eighth tra d e  room 
which crowds the lower classes in 
theirdepartments.

In connection with the New High 
School should be built a Manual 
Training School aud a department 
for domestic science which. I ibiukwr 
all agree, would be a great benefit to 
all the pupils.

Some people have un idea that a 
Manual Training School and a School 
of Domestic Scieuceore not necessary 
as the childreu cuu be taught in that 
Hue at home. Such people, however, 
are ignorant of its use. Manual train ­
ing is a culture study. Its function 
is to develop the child by developing 
the brain und increasing its control 
oyer materials through hand and eye. 
Mauual tra in ing  has proved to be a 
far bettor thing than was expected 
when tho name was llrst used and 
when the first school opened. A trade 
is not learned in the Manual Training 
School, but it furnishes a broudor 
foundation for r. higher education 
and affords to those who look for­
ward to industrial life, opportunity to 
become fam iliar with tools ard  ma­
terials, aud the method of construc­
tion.

In llu* School of Domestic Science 
the girls are taught to sew uml cook 
which every girl ought to he aide to 
do. If the pupils would have tnuriual 
truiniug right along with their other 
school work they could more easily 
discover their inborn capacities und 
aptitudes iu any direction.

We look forward auxiously for the 
time to come when our thriving city 
of Negaunee can boast of a new p u£  
lie institution, the Manual Traiuiug 
School.

or shame In forcing political contrl- 
btdloVs from those below them. Thrv 
till nlllccs with relatives down to tin; 
third generation with the idea of ex­
tracting every penny of profit p--*d- 
hie. They duck and dodge and evad ’ 
law* that were enactel for d.ren-y 
and the economical conduct of public 
tiffar*. And nine out of ten of the<o 
men would look you squarely in the 
eye and say, "Certainly. 1 am an Inm­
ost man." The president has set the 
seal of disapproval on the conduct 
of public oilb-e for personal end*. Ite- 
reni events have shown an awaken­
ing of public sentiment and a desire 
lc put an cud to a system of betrayal 
and swindling that takes so much 
and giv«s so little lu return.

It Is not wholly clear why so many 
multi-millionaires, most of ihcm cap­
tains of Industry, should have such a 
flippant regard for their marital condi­
tion*. It is still less clear why the 
charmers who lure them from the path 
of domestic duty are usually either the 
chorus girls or the show* girls of the 
musical comedy stage. It is more sin­
gular than either that most of the 
susceptible millionaires either belong 
In Pittsburg or have been graduated 
from some of its metallic industries 
und Jojued the "frenzied financiers” of 
Wall street. There are many other 
strange features of this peculiar situa­
tion of affairs relating to trust busi­
ness and the stage. The trouble seems 
to bo epidemic, for, If Mr. Carey Is 
to be believed, he is not the only 
"frightful example." There are many 
others, and If he Is pressed to the 
wall too hard he will "peach" upon 
scores of his fellows who arc In the 
same boat with him, have been to the 
same banquets, oml perhaps drank 
from the same slippers, and are only 
waiting the fitting time to make do­
mestic transfers, as he has been ar­
ranging to do. Still another singular 
feature of these extraordinary opera­
tions is the cool and nonchalant man­
ner in which tae magnates announce 
that the differences between them and 
their wives ore not due to any breach 
of the moral code on their part, and 
that If their wives- arc desirous of ob­
taining divorces they will not stand In 
the way, but, on the other baud, will 
kindly aid them In every possible way 
to do so. The business view' of the 
proceedings taken by these gentlemen 
is also peculiar and quite novel. Per­
haps It Is an outgrowth of the inoJern 
business-like way of doing things, 
which admits of no consideration of 
sentiment, much less of uny confession 
of moral turpitude. Having decided 
to secure the privilege of marrying a 
younger, prettier and sprlghtller wife 
by the consent of the law and prear­
ranged it with her upon a money basis, 
ho makes public the "irreconcilable dif­
ferences" between him and the first 
wife, then culls her, her relatives und 
her und his lawyers together and ar­
ranges for u basis of separation, the 
first wife coming off much the second 
best, considering the fact that she be­
gun with bltn when young and helped 
him struggle up until he had acquired 
millions enough to qualify him for 
muting wdtb a show girl. In u busi­
ness operation of this kind, however, 
the rights of the party of the second 
part ought to be more adequately pro­
tected. If, as Mr. Corey says, there 
are plenty of other millionaires lu the 
same boat with himself, then some 
means should be devised so that when 
their wives have to make way for the 
stage divinities they shall be amply 
compensated. Pcrhups some form of 
insurance against accidents of this 
kind might he devised, with the con­
dition that the millionaires themselves 
should not coutrol the business as offi- 
cers or directors. Or, some w*uy might 
he found to bond these gentlemen to 
heavy Indemnities, to be paid over 
when the "differences" benmie so "un- 
reeuncllablo" that the chorus girl Is 
p/ibllcly acknowledged.

SOLDIERS1 STORIES.

ENTERTAINING REMINISCENCES 
OF THE WAR.

Q rtp lle  Accoant of S tirrlag  Scone* 
Wttneeeed on the Battlefleld and In 
Camp—Veteran* of the Rebellion Re* 
A h  Bxrerleneeo of Thrilling Natmro*

“Bishop McCabe," mild the Major, 
“wan Chaplain McCabe during the 
war, He went Into the service with 
the One Hundred and Twenty-second 
Ohio, and was cuptiiri'd by tho rob* 
nt Winchester. He was sent to Libby 
prison, and vv:m there for four months, 
having nil sorts of exi>erU>iieeH. Muuy 
men remeiuher him for III* cheerful- 
no** ns well ns for hi* earnest Chris­
tian character.

“On a rainy, stormy night the Cnlon 
prisoner* on one of the tower floors 
of old I.lhliy prison were huddled to­
gether in n vain attempt to escape 
the rain Unit fairly drenched them. 
Most of I hem worn cold and wet and 
miserable. .lust as. the storm was at 
Its worst, an-1 then* was some com­
motion among the prisoners, some one 
ahouted: 'Hands on yonr pockethook*!' 
As there was no money In anyone’s 
pocket. ihi> eal| was greeted with a 
laugh. The men had recognized Chap­
lain McCabe’s voice, and they liked 
him (he belter for cracking a Joke at 
n very dark lime.

“Chapl.iln McCain, was a grenl fa­
vorite among the boys because of his 
eheerfulness and sense of humor, lie 
belonged In llie class that relieved de- 
presslon iucidulit to fatigue or disas­
ter by droll gesticulation or comment. 
We had one man In our company win; 
never took a discouraging view of any 
situation. When n heavy rain would 
strike us on the march and most of 
the men would be grumbling and 
swearing, this fellow would rnlse his 
voice to shout: ’Who In Ham Hill 
touched the tent?' (A tent leaked ut 
the point touched on tho Inside.)

“Or If we were wading a stream ami 
It seemed a long way aero*s. ho would 
serenely remark: ‘I guess wo struck 
this river endways.' Or If a storm 
blew over the lent Jh* would yell: 
‘Htrlko a light, strike a light. I've lost 
my toothbrush.' o r  If a shell burst 
near him and covered him with dirt, 
he would say, conventionally: ‘I can 
lick the man who did that with one 
hand tied behind me/ This cheery fel­
low was u great comfort to the regi­
ment. and Bishop McCabe was of the 
sumo sort, and a good many of the 
boys swung their caps when ho was 
elected Bishop.

"Chaplains like .McCabe were good 
soldier*, as well as good preacher*. 
t'niher Tracy, of the Fourth Regular 
Cavalry, rescued a rebel otficer who 
fell between the Hues amt wits ap­
plauded by both armies. Chaplain Ben­
nett, of the Thirty-second Ohio, enlist­
ed and served as a private, ami was 
promoted to chaplain. He always went 
into a fight with a rifle. Chaplain 
Springer, of Hie Third WU conslu, also 
went Into every light with a rifle, and 
died In hospital of several wounds re- 
reived at llcsaeii/’

“I have often wondensl," said the 
Colonel, “what became of the war 
chaplains. I can trace, of course, 
chaplain* like McCabe, IVpper, Cltld- 
law, Lozier, ami others of that grade. 
But I cannot trace many of tho chap­
lain* who went out 111 the three 
mouths' service of with the tin t three- 
year regiment* lit IHdl. Home of them,
1 know, became Captulns and Colouel* 
lu the regiments organized a year uud 
two years later, ami not a few' of them 
kept up their praying and prcuelilug 
halilt*. But our flrst chaplain, for ex­
ample, was a mystery, and he remains 
a mystery to this day.

“However, (here are war mysterle* 
without end. That story of a member 
of |hc old C]j]i>agD Dragoon* reminded 
me of Hie ease of Lieutenant .lame* 
Howard, of the Forty-sixth Ohio. 11c 
enlisted ns a private, but for excep­
tionally einirageou* conduct In one of 
Hie battles in the West was given il 
commission. While at home on a fur 
Imtgii. lelebrnllug his promotion, he 
bcenme Intoxicated, Hiid on order* from 
Hceretary Ktanton was dismissed from 
Hie servlee. Tills was il great l| II nil I Itt * 
Hon, but Howard returned to Ids com 
puny mil served ns n private to the 
cull of the war.

“The oltldal record shows that he 
was wounded at Lookout Mountain; 
that he was promoted for meritorious 
conduct, Iind that lie was dishonorably 
dismissed from Hie servlee. Jl dim* no! 
show that he served in the ranks tin 
III the muster out of Id* regiment. The 
ollicer* were In doubt how to treat the 
case, mi l no record was made of Ills 
l«|er service, except on Jhe pay roll, 
iitnl that was regarded a* Irregular. 
When Howard'* widow applied for • 
pension Hie application wus rejected 
on the record of Howard’* dl*tnl**«l. 
Now the boy* of Hie Forty-sixth Beg 
Jment are trying lu establish fbe fad 
of Ills honorable service after ills- 
missal."

“Home time ago," said tile Hergennt, 
*'l told the story of Colonel A. F. Rog­
er*, of the Eighteenth Illinois, losing 
Ids sword. When he was elected Lieu 
tenant Colonel of tin* Eighteenth III! 
nols Hoad's' mother presented him a 
sword, properly Inscribed. Till* sword 
Was lost at Koine, Ha.. Just previous 
to the Colonel's rapture. After ii year 
In prison Huger* returned to lllluol* 
mnl organized the one Hundn'd and 
Forty eighth Itcgimciil. In IkiCi, Just 
forty year* ago, be began the search 
for his lost sword, nil the men of Ills 
o)d brigade assisting him. Finally 
there emiie to the Adjutant General* 
ptlic* i t  Hprlngllold * letter from J.

Sturgis, of Grow, Okla., stating that 
he had Information as to the where­
about* of the sword.

“This letter was sent to Colouel Rog­
ers ut Fpper Alton, III., and a letter 
from him to Mr. Sturgis enlled out n 
communication from ti. W. Wood, of 
Augoru, Okla,, whose brother found 
the sword on the battlefield in Georgia. 
After the war the Under of the sword 
took It with Idni to Tcxus. From there 
It was taken In May last to Oklahonm 
by G. \V. Wood, and a few weeks ago 
was returned to Oolonel Itogcnf at hi* 
home In Itttnois. After thl* experi­
ence 1 am Inclined to believe that any 
soldier mystery may he Rolved, and 
I feel that the Imys of the Forty-sixth 
Ohio scattered all over the West can 
clear Llcutcnnnt Howard's record,"— 
Chicago Inter Ocean.

C e p t n l u  H a r r i s  a n d  M ra.  D a v i s .

“Not long ago." said the Major, “I 
found Captain Samuel Harris at one of 
the colored kindergartens on the South 
Side. He seemed greatly Interested, 
not only In Hie children mid teachers, 
but In ail the colored people. He told 
me later that on one occasion, w'hlle 
lu command of it detachment of his 
regiment, the Fifth Michigan Cavalry, 
la* lost his way, and would have ridden 
into a strong force of rebel* had not 
a young colore I man explained the 
situation ho clearly as to enable him 
to avoid the enemy.

“Tills led him to observe closely, 
and in the last year of the war ho 
was cognizant of ho many case* in 
which the loyalty mid sympathy of 
colored men were put to severe test 
that he became the friend of their 
race for all time. Captain Harris, by 
the way. commanded a detachmeut at 
the famous Dahlgrcn raid on Rich­
mond, lu March. 1HU4. He led the 
charge on the Westham road, lu 
which he was severely wounded. He 
was captured a few day* later, wua 
taken to Richmond, and, on tho theory 
that the Hiihlgren raiders had Intended 
to capture Jefferson Davis, was sen­
tenced by a drumhead court-martial to 
lie Imaged.

“Two mouths before he started on 
the raid Captain Hurrl* had round ft 
Mrs. Brooke mat four children starv­
ing. He secured food for them, and 
provided for them the ordinary com­
forts of life. Mr*. Hrooke told him 
Hint her husband was In the Confisler- 
ate army, and that she herself had 
been the schoolmate mid friend of Mr*, 
.icffovsoii Davis, A few days later she 
wrote Mrs. Davis at Richmond, tell­
ing the story of the Fnion officer's 
kindness to herself mid children, and 
saying In conclusion: ’If Licutcunut 
Samite) Harris, of the Fifth Michigan 
Cavalry, should ever fall Into your 
hands, do what you can for him for 
my sake.'

“Tills letter readied Mrs. Davis, and 
when R was announced to Mr. Davis 
that one of the officers of the Dahlgrcn 
raiders iwlio had penetrated tho outer 
fortifications of nkchmondi hail been 
sentenced to death mid wa* to he ex­
ecuted at once, Mrs. Davis asked Id* 
name. Gn being told that the wounded 
officer waiting lu a wagon outside wu* 
Lieutenant Samuel Harris, she remind­
ed her husband of Mrs. Brooke's let- 
lor, and sent Captain Waller, of Davis’ 
staff, to Inipdre as to the Identity of 
(he officer under sentence of dontfi. 
Waller came to the wagon, and after 
a few questions Ipld Harris that he 
would not tie hanged. Mrs. Davis had 
secured a reprieve.

"Harris wa* sent to Llhby prison, 
where Ids wounds received careful a t­
tention. All of Mr. Ditvi*' Cabinet In­
sisted Hint tie should he Imaged, but 
Mr. Davis declared that hi* t loidd be 
trentisl ns any other prisoner of w*nr. 
The siirgtsm gave Harris one chance In 
n hundred to live, hut he recovered 
mid Is active In buslnes* hi Chicago 
to-day. In 1WC) Cnplnln Hurrl* vis­
ited Mr*. Dnvls at Narraganselt Pier 
ami thanked her for saving Ills life lu 
jmH. All Ha* clrciimsfnijco* were re- 
idled, and Ihc Captain learned by u 
Uil to Richmond Hie whereabouts of 

Hie daughter of Mrs. Brooke and oth­
er* wlio had played a part hi this lit­
tle war drama. la IW7 Captain liar- 
ids met in New Orleans Colonel ,\r- 
iimml Hawkins, lTovo*t Marshal In 
Richmond In IMiH, ‘who wa* preparing 
to hang Harris when he received mi 
order from Mr. DuvU tmt to do so. 
All of Captain Harris' friemU know 
tills story, but It U worth Hie lolling 
ngalii and again.'* Chicago Inlet' 
ocean.

Now, suppose Congress should deter­
mine to revise the tariff, what would 
be the first effect?

Prudence, con- 
aenratlam and safety would bid th# 
manufacturer to curtail the output of 
bis factory, the wholesaler, the Jobber 
and the retailer would wisely reduce 
stock, enterprises underway would 
•fop, enterprises In contemplation 
would vanish; capital, commerce and 
manufacture would await tho out­
come. There might not bo pauic, but 
thoro would be lots.

Tb/s la not a fanciful statement, but 
a rehearsal of what has always occur­
red when Congress has had tariff legis­
lation under consideration.

Whence comes the demand for tariff 
tinkering? Possibly, as alleged, cer­
tain schedules give somo trusts unduo 
advantage. Yet In free trade England 
tho trusts nre ns powerful ns In the

nlted States, and it would seem that 
wo must look to some other menus 
thnn tariff legislation to stny their 
hand. Then, too, certain trusts or 
combinations are asking for the roponl 
of somo rates, especially on raw ma­
terial, and which If conceded would 
add to their profits. And out-and-out 
free trailers we have always with us. 
But the peopto In general, busy and 
prosperous, while conceding that were 
It possible to adjust some Inequalities 
without weakening the whole struc­
ture they would like to have it done, 
are not calling loudly for tariff rovl- 
slon nt this time. They evidently be- 
Hove In the maxim: “It Is better to 
hear the His we have than fly to oth­
ers we know not of."—New Castls 
(Ind.) Courier.

When tho supply 
of horseflesh has been exhausted theco 
will como bread riots and socialistic 
uprisings that will sweep the agrarians 
out of the German Parliament ns a po­
tential political force and compel the 
repeal or revision of all Jaws and regu­
lations designed to prevent and ob­
struct the Importation of foodstuffs 
Into Germany from the country that is 
able to furnish the largest supply at 
the lowest price.—Omaha Bee.

Whftt They Ought to Know.
If the shoemakers of Massachusetts 

do not know that the removal of tlm 
duty on hides would be accompanied 
by the removal of the duties on leather 
and Its products they ought to know 
it. The West would stnnd solidly for It 
and would get It. If they wero out­
voted lu Congress they would prompt­
ly become free traders and help to get 
rid of the entire protective system. 
Possibly that might not he good for 
them. Possibly they would do better 
to endure a certain Injustice rather 
than to help pull down the entire tem­
ple of prosperity, Imt that t* not the 
way men are made.

Six 
yearn later the people voted flatly 
against n constitutional convention 
to revise the constitution. In order 
to carry at tho coming spring elec, 
tion the proposition will have to  re­
ceive the votes of a  majority of the 
•lectors voting. If the proposed con­
vention is held it is reported tha t In 
8 outhern Michigan attempts will be 
made by reformers to change some of 
the provisions of the state constitu­
tion so us to curtail the powers of 
railroad , street railway, telephone 
and possibly mining corporations 
and make such corporations more a- 
mrnable to municipal regulations and 
ordinances. Municipal reformers will 
try to have tho constitution so chang­
ed us to give cities, town and villages 
a greater measure of homo rule.

The constitution provides that the 
legislature may modify the charac­
ter of mining companies relative to 
terms limited for subscribing stock 
and to the quantity of the land a 
corporation shall hold "bu t the capi­
tal shall not be increased, nor the 
time fur the existence of churters ex­
tended.” if a convention is hold It 
is llkcty that changes will be made 
In the amount of salaries allowed 
some of tho state oillcers. The gov­
ernor receives only $4,000 a year and 
the uttornoy general Is allowed tho 
redleulously low salary of $800 per 
year while his deputy draws $2,000.

The scattering overland migration— 
to Oregon and California—beginning 
so early ns 1840, became a never-par­
alleled tide by the spring of 1&49, 
when the gold rush was really on, says 
Charles F. Dntnmls in McClure's. In 
nil the chronicles of mankind there Is 
nothing else like this translation of 
humanity across an uneonquered wil­
derness.

In its pathless distances, its Inevi­
table hardships and its frequent sav­
age perils, reckoned with the charac­
ter of tho men, women nnd children 
concerned, it stauds alone. Tho era 
was one of national hard times, but 
ministers, doctors, lawyers, merchants 
and farmers, with their families, 
caught the new yellow fever nnd be­
took themselves to a Journey fifty 
times ns long and hard as tho uverago 
of them had ever taken before. Fow- 
der, lend, foodstuffs, household goods, 
wives, sisters, mothers and babies 
rode in tho Osnabcrg sheeted prairie 
schooners, or whatsoever wheeled con­
veyances the emigrant could scare up, 
from ancient top buggies to new Con­
estogas; while the men rode their 
horses or mules, or trudged beside tho 
caruvans. A historic party of live 
Frenchmen pushed a bandwagon from 
the Missouri to the coast, and one man 
trundled his possessions In a wheel- 
burrow. At Its host R was an itinerary 
untranslatable to the present genera­
tion; nt Its worst, with India:, massa­
cres, thirsts, snows, "tenderfooted- 
ness” nml disease, It was one of tho 
ghastliest highways in history. Tho 
worst chapter of cannibalism in our 
national record was that of the Donner 
party, snowed lu from November to 
March, ism-rut, in the Hicrm Novmla. 
In tho 'oOs the Asiatic cholera crawled 
In upon the plains and like n gray 
wolf followed the wagon trains from 
the "river” to the Rockies. Jn tho 
height of the migration from 4,000 to 
5,000 Immigrants died of this pesti­
lence, nnd If there was a half mllo 
whero the Indians hail failed to punc­
tuate with a grave, the cholera took 
car© to reined/ the omission. Tho 
2,000-mllo trip was a matter of four 
months when easy, ami of six with 
had luck. Children were born nnd 
people died, worried greenhorns quar- 
ruled nnd killed one uuuthcr and Hie 
train straggled on.

Itemurknlile ICierclie In Which 
Baud* of AutuiaU Take Purl,

The grand curious amusement of the 
elk, one which ninny hunters have wit 
nessed, may lw culled their circle dance. 
II. W. Skinner, of Chicago, sends me 
his observations In tills j>crforu)un< e, 
says Kruest Thompson Seton in SerlU- 
uer's.

"Alsmt 4 o’clock one afternoon late 
In August, isuo, I was riding north­
east up u suiull stream llowlng Into one 
of the tributaries of the Green river, 
near its source iu Northwestern Wy­
oming. The Intense bout was only re­
lieved by un occasional fulut breath of 
breeze from the north. My attention 
was uttructed by a column of fine, dark- 
brown dust rising ubcad of me and on 
the op|K>site side of the crock (I was on 
the soutli side).

"TIji* column of dust looked utmost 
as if caused by u wlilrlwind. On reach­
ing a point as dose to it as I could 
get without crossing the creek—-I was 
perhaps 100 yards from it—I found 
that it was caused by a hand of elk 
numbering from twelve to twenty, who 
seemed to be trotting quite rapidly, 
with occasional nwkwuid galloping 
plunges iu u circle perhaps thirty feet 
in diameter. They wen* going la the 
sumo direction us the lmnds of 11 wutcli. 
in the edge of a little belt of second- 
growth timber, umlnly, I think, quaking 
asp.

"They wen* moving, not with heads 
up, hut with noses only n foot or two 
from the ground. My Impvemdoa is 
that they were all hulls. Owing to the 
dense elnudrt of dust, which occustouul 
light puffs of wind blew almost toward 
me. I could not see very dourly, it  
seemed to me that they were ruuulng 
about as ‘milling* cattle do. except that 
I never knew cattle to 'uilir In such a 
smull bum'll. I have reluted this Inci­
dent Hcverul limes to hunters and trap­
pers, who could afford no explanation 
of it. There were large numlmrs of elk 
iu that country at the time iu hands of 
various sixes."
