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Horse Had RigM-of-Way
Since the installation of the "staff 

and block”  system, a month or two 
ago, the South Shore ra ilroad  offi­
cials have imagined that they had 
complete control of the five-mile 
stretch of inalii'UiH* track between here 
and Eagle Mills; uud the system un 
dcnlably has proved very effective In 
tra in  operation. Hut the officials 
fulled to lake into consideration the 
possibility of their line being turned 
into a winter speeding course for 
horsuB, and thus it was tha t this sec­
tion of the line was tied up for nearly 
half an hour Wednesday evening, so 
far &b railroad  traffic was concerned, 
until the whereabouts of a  gay equine, 
which had disposed of its driver by an 
upset process and was disporting it­
self along the ra il route, could be es­
tablished. It was finally discovered 
that the horse had become "derailed” 
a t the bridge over the Carp river, a 
mile tud i half this side of Fugle 
Mills. r.i'm  hands extricated the 
aolr.ut, and when the driver arrived 
on the scene the whole outfit was care­
fully piloted to the county roud and 
properly headed westward.

The horse was the property of un 
Ishpoming liveryman and it had been 
rented by Louis Jensen, a ta ilo r in 
the employ of A. Rasmussen A (Jo. in 
this city, who was taking a d ay ’s re­
spite from work. Mr. Jensen is deaf 
and dumb, but whether this fact had 
uny connection with the original acci­
dent is not clour. The unimul becuuie 
frightened while near the Jackson 
mine office, ami a sudden swerve tip ­
ped the cutter to such an extent that 
the driver was spilled. Thus having 
gained its freedom, the horse decided 
to use the South Shore’s truck in pre­
ference to the team road, it bore 
due east through the railroad yard, 
passing switches am) guurd rails with­
out mishap.

The new lime card prescribes thut 
conductors of cuslbound tra ins .shall 
slop at the Negaunee depot and pro­
cure u •'staff,”  which becomes his 
symbol of authority to use the track 
us far rk Eagle Mills. This equine 
‘•extra’’ did not follow tho time card 
rule and the office employes were as­
tonished to see tho animal, with its 
train of one car (on runners) and no 
conductor, pass the depot at a - 0-mile 
an hour clip. The closeness with 
which the ties are laid on the bridge 
crossing the North-W estern track en­
abled the horse to puss this hurdle in 
safety and it wus still going "Mckety- 
split" when lust seen, rounding the 
curve near the greenhouso.

The train  dispatcher was at once 
uotiQed of this gross violation of 
(line card rules. A section crew was 
impressed into service to follow the 
runaway on their handcar, and the 
next regular truin, an p&stbound 
freight,was Instructed to  proceed with 
I he utmost caution until tl.e track 
usurper had been safely passed. The 
section crew found that the horse had 
come to grief on the bridge spanning 
the Carp river. It wan quite a task 
to extricate the animal, but it wan 
linally accomplished and in due time 
the horse was turned over to  thedriv- 
cr, who bad caught up with the pro- 
cession. The section men limn report­
ed the track "c le a r,” and train  ser­
vice was resumed, Strange to say, 
there was not a scratch on the horse', 
nor was a single strap of the harness 
broken. —  «♦»» . —

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Title is Now Clear
The Clevelaud-Cliffs Iron Com 

puny’s title to u narrow strip  of land 
forming part of the M aas mine tract 
has been made secure by a decision 
handed down by the Supreme Court 
of tiio state of Michigan lam Tuesday. 
This decree ullirui** the decision of the 
Marquette county circuit court and 
gives the Clevelaud-ClltTs Company 
clear title to the small but valuable 
piece of land which bus been in litiga­
tion practically ever since mining 
operations were begun.

The land in question lay between 
the Harubo and Gauthier farms, both 
of which tracts were acquired by the 
Cleveland-ClltTs Company in the 
grouping of the properties which now 
lorm the Maas mine tract. This par­
ticular parcel in dispute was a  wedge 
shaped piece of land, about 1U0 feet 
wide at the base of the triangle. A 
Ine fence had marked the division 
Kitween the Uarabe and Gauthier 

farms for many years, but after the 
sale to the miuing company the Gau­
thier heirs claimed that a  re-auryey 
showed that tbla wedge-shaped tract 
also belonged to them. The Barabe 
estate raised sim ilar claim, and the 
whole matter went Into court. The 
Clevelsnd-ClltTs Company’s chief con­
tention was that by purchasing both 
tracts of laud it had acquired all the 
uterest that might be owned by either 

the Gauthiers or the Barabes, wheth­
er o r not the line fence on the ad- 
oluing parcels had been correctly 

placed. The luioiug company Insti­
tuted suit to quiet its title and obtain­
ed such a decision in the circuit court. 
The Gauthier estate appealed to the 
Supreme Court, but as has been stated 
the decision ol the lower court has 
now been affirmed.

Where Family of Foremost American 

Was First Known.
Washington's Bichlay at the bruin* 

nlng of tin- last tentury was scarcely 
noticed finable* the I'niled States; to­
day it is celebrated everywhore, not 
only in America—"his country”—but 
in all parts of the civilized world. Of 
the Mock from which sprang the 
founder of American liberty compara­
tively Jitrie is known among the gen­
eral public.

George Washington was descended 
from a Yorkshire family of import­
ance, as were also Penn and Wli- 
throp. the llrst (inventor of Massa­
chusetts. These three were merely 
private English gentlemen, men of 
education and leisure, who might have 
lived and died unknown had their lot 
been cast in happier times. Fervent 
loyalty was always the cnaracterlstlr; 
of the Washingtons, and even (Jeorgo 
Washington himself fought for the 
Georges sigalnst the French. In Crom­
well's reign an attempt was made to 
restore Charles II., and John Wash­
ington and his brother were implicat­
ed. Util they were more fortunate

Sulgrave is not in any sense a 

"stately home.” It is a gabled, Ivy- 
covered, sixteenth century farmhouse, 
with about the same number of rooms 
as the typical suburban villa. To 
Americans the most attractive detail 
of the house is the presence, both 
within and without the entrance porch, 
of the Washington arms, carved in 
stone—two red liars and three stars 
upon a silver ground, or in the herald­
ic longue, "urgent, two bars, gules; 
In chief, three mullets of the second.” 
Here many think wo have the origin 
of the Stars and Stripes of the United 
States llag. Washington is known to 
have worn these arms upon Ida sigaet 
ring.

The shields wort* probably placed in 
the Sulgrave porch by Laurence 
Washington, lord of tin? manor, who 
was twice Mayor of Northamptonshire 
in tin* lime of Henry VIII., from whom 
he had received a grant of lands 
which had belonged to the priory of 
Canons Ashby. His son Robert was 
tin* last, as Ik* had been the first, 
Washington of Sulgrave, for some 
twenty years after his death the little 
estate (which now amounts to 200 
acres) had fo In* sold, the family mi­
grating to Brlngton. not far away, per­
haps to he near their powerful re­
lations, the Spencers, of Althorp. Lau­
rence Washington, the grandson of 
the Lord Sulgrave, is buried in Great 
Brlngton Church, with others of the 
name, and their tombs have long been 
objects of pilgrimage from over the 
water. The family was very prolific— 
Laurence, of Sulgrave, had eleven 
children, and his grandson, Laurence, 
of Brlngton, seventeen.

your kind letter of condolence of the

which my dear decease! husband al­
ways entertained for you, and there­
fore conceive how afflicting his death 
must have been to you; the quotation 
which you have given of what was 
written to you on r. former melan­
choly occasion Is truly applicable to 
tins—the loss is ours, the gain is his.

For myself, I have only to bow 
with humble submission to the will 
of that God who giveth and taketh 
awuy. looking with fullh und hopo to 
the moment when 1 shall again bo 
milted with the partner of my life. 
But while I continue on earth my 
prayers will bo offered up for llio wel­
fare and happiness of my friends, 
among whom you will always be num­
bered.

No one will charge Mr. Hughes with 
being a mere idealist. Ills searching 
questions during tho life insurance In­
vestigation showed him to be a  hard- 
headed man, whose views of life are 
sternly practical. What the times need 
is Jess "success" and more heart—less 
Individual triumph and more regard 
for the rights of ull. Business is not. 
nfter all, the main thing in the world. 
The "captain of industry” is not tiie 
only great lender of human interests. 
Materlul things shape their own rem­
edies. When commerce must be groat- 
eneil, commerce Is. WIjlmi waterways 
must be oftened, they are. They are 
the world’s appetite, and when thirsty, 
drink Is sought and found, and when 
hungry, food is obtained nml eaten. 
The higher and gentler side of hu­
man nature is more modest. I t  must 
have some sort of an Invitation; in u 
measure, be sought, and In reciproca­
tion it seeks. To make it part of the 
dally duty that no seeking of tills kind 
remains unfullllled, so long as it is 
within our power to satisfy it, is Just 
as noble an endeavor and will give 
employment to just as great a  force of 
tremendous energies ns does this con­
tinual nml overriding race for any* 
tiling that can be classed as riches.

The project for a tunnel beneath the 
English channel Inis never appeared so 
likely of realization as nt present.

Thirty years ago the French Tunnel 
Company was organized, nml work was 
soon begun upon tiie great project; but 
the English government, fearing a mil­
itary invasion by way of tills subter­
ranean passage, ordered work stopped 
on the English end. and so the scheme 
has remained for a quarter century. As 
those two traditionary enemies, France 
and England, have been drawn closer 
together during the last few years, a 
friendly movement which culminated 
In the spectacular "entente” last sum­
mer, it is now believed that tiie only 
objection to the enterprise 1ms been 
removed.

Strange ns it may appear to the un­
initiated, the boring of tho tunnel be­
neath tiie channel presents no Insur-

ns long as the Simplon tunnel, finished 
lust spring.

Wlille It required six years to horn 
the great Alpine tunnel, it is believed 
the channel tunnel can he dug iu two 
years nfter work is properly begun. The 
recently completed tunnel under Boston 
harbor required almost five years, yet 
it is only a mile and a half long. The 
tunnel beneath the Hudson river, n 
little over a  tuile lu length, was built 
in somewhat loss time, hut another 
year will bo required to complete It.

The advantages of a tunnel under 
tho English channel are ninny, and tho 
financial returns ft\*n the enterprise 
promise to be all that could he de­
sired. Nearly every person who has 
made the passage of the channel In 
the steamships which ply between the 
two shores knows to his sorrow what 
an aggravated attack of null do mer

mountable difficulties. Tiie chief prob­
lem to be solved, ami a very important 
one, will be that of proper ventilation. 
I t  Is not expected that tlie drainage of 
the work will prove to be beyond the 
skill of the engineers.

The Hue of tiie tunnel Is naturally 
between the nearest points on tho two 
coasts. The Dover end is to come out 
near the South Foreland, and tin* Ca­
lais entrance will be, as 1ms been sta t­
ed, near Sangatte. The shortest dis­
tance across the Strait of Dover is 
about twenty miles. With the necessary 
long approaches nt efTIier end, tiie tun­
nel is designed to be about twenty-throe 
and one-half miles long, or almost twice

ho can have in the short voyage. Al­
most constantly the seas are choppy or 
rough, and Intercourse lietween tiie two 
countries would be appreciably in­
creased If tiie passage could be made 
quickly nml comfortably.

With the tunnel completed, one could 
drop into a first-class carriage In Lon- 
dou and make a continuous railway 
Journey to Brindisi—If one wanted to 
connect with tiie l*. & O. liners for tiie 
East, or to Vieirnn, or even St. Peters­
burg. Eventually one could travel en­
tirely by rail from London to I’ekin. 
Perhaps before tho next five years n 
realization of these dreams may lie pos­
sible.

It is not so in 
France, however, whore the coffee bean 
is ground to a powder and makes a 
muddy decoction (Eastern fashion), In­
stead of a dear-brown infusion. This 
also is a mode lu Anierieu, as we all 
know; and although there are regions 
where codfish skin nml eggshell* are 
list'd to settle the eoff«*c, "more an­
tique,” for the most part the strainer 
or the thin doth  hag is In use to keep 
out the grounds. At first we got our 
coffee from tin* East, home of the cof­
fee bean; we actually once had Java — 
even "line old government” Java; we 
also had Sumatra and Aden coffee, and 
mocha, most delicious of all. still 
these names are attached to tiie morn­
ing leverage, and yet 11 Is many a 
long year since the American Iiiih 
known the taste of the Asiatic boun; 
It would not pay to Imiiort It, even If 
that could he done-and It cannot Ik* 
done, fur scarcely a pound of It ever 
gets beyond Europe. Even lu America 
tiie southern half of mir hemisphere 
furnishes our supply.

QUEER ACCIDENTS AT FIRES.

1 ) l«afl frnn«  l- 'lro* H a v e  H e m  O f te n  
l- 'o lloivcil b y  i l lu s io n s .

An nccbleiit, which of Its kind Is 
probably unique, occurred In April, 
HIM, (luring a lire at Portland, Me. 
A railway accident led to the Ignition 
of a Inigo tank containing 0,000 gal­
lons of crude petroleum, says the De­
troit Free Press.

Fearing that It would explode and 
scatter lire a wide area, tho naval 
authorities brought up n 0110-poimder 
gun and lmnilmrded the tank in orde- 
to let the oil run out.

Thu first shot missed the tank and 
killed an unfortunate spectator. Sub­
sequent ones, however, effected their 
purpose, and, ridding the tank, allow­
ed the blazing oil to escape.

For a tiro englno to cause a fire 
seems the very height of Irony. Yet 
such a case actually occurred iwt long 
ago near Worcester. The engine in 
question belonged to an insurance com­
pany nml was In process of being con­
verted Into a motor for self-propulsion.

The day before tho work was fin­
ished there was a call from Kempscy 
village, where a farm was on fire, 
anil the engine, In spite of Us Incom­
plete condition, started.

No spark protector having been 
fixed sparks escaped, nml these set 
fire to a load of straw which was pass­
ed on the road. Next two ricks be­
came involved, and, linnlly, the water- 
tube of the motor burst and tho un­
lucky engine came to a complete stand­
still barely iMO yards from (he seem* 
of the original tin*!

Another story of a strange chapter 
of lire aeeidents comes from <'a vn ha- 
caw, In Armagh. A dog. running Into 
a farm sitting room, Imrked at a cat, 
and puss, terrified, sprung on a table, 
upsetting a lighted lamp.

Tlie Imriilng oil saturated the poor 
beast's fur aiyl, maddened by pain, 
she dashed around the room, which 
was already In a blaze, sprang through 
the window and rushed Into the slack- 
yard.

Kick after rick was tired hy this 
living torch until the whole place was 
alight and very serious damage was 
dime, The farmer’s sou, too, was 
badly burned in his efforts to extin­
guish tin* Mames.

A London gas works was once the 
scene of a curious fatal lire accident. 
A boiler full of molten tar gave way, 
Its contents catching fire from the fur­
nace, spread in a tide of flnnm down 
the sloping tl"‘»r of the sulphate room.

One of the workmen, caught be­
tween the (lames and the wall, seized 
s\ ladder and, raising It to the win­
dow, sprang up It. Unhappily, the 
window had Iron bars and before these
co u ld - Tie- Wtirore?! “ Ttrc ln d rirr  Im rn t
through and the poor man fell back 
into the furnace below.

Every one will remember the great 
Baltimore lire, the most terrible eon- 
Jtagrallon of limi. After this was ex­
tinguished there was naturally great 
anxiety among the proprietors of the 
burned buildings to know bow the 
eonlents of their fireproof safes bud 
fared.

Most extraordinary were the finds. 
In one Jewelry had been melted, while 
a box of matches was intact, uud a

silk handkerchief was not even d l*  
colored.

One of the most disastrous fires of 
lato years was tbut which followed a 
chemical explosion a t Grleshclm, In 
Germany. The explosion took place In 
tho Grleshelm Electron factory, and 
almost simultaneously the whole 
building was in flames.

Fire engines came galloping up, but 
as they approached the men were seen 
to fall from their scats. Spectators 
running after them dropped ns If shot, 
and, meanwhile, the blaze Increased, 
involving fresh buildings and even 
crossing tho river into tho village of 
Sehwnuhoim. What had happened was 
this;

The sudden mixture of vats of dif­
ferent chemicals under Intense heat J 
had filled the air with a gas of bo 
terribly poisonous a nature that those 
woo came within Its deadly Influence 
were suffocated a t once. Fifty-one I 
dead and three times that number In-j 
Jured was the result of that terrible 
fire.

"The little head pillows should not be 
regarded ns a luxury to be had by n 
few, but n necessity to bo had by every­
body,” Insists a doctor whose fad, if it 
enn lie called a fad. Is that people 
should be comfortable as they sleep. 
“Most people exclaim to mo, 'Why, wo 
are comfortable when we sleep,’ but I 
know better. They can't be, with heads 
lying on the usual large bed pillow, 
which brings a strain at the neck. Un­
consciously people strive to avoid this 
neck strain by bolstering their head 
with arm or hnnd, by humping the pil­
low about the body, by uttitudes that 
throw the whole body into a stiffness 
that docs not permit perfect relaxation. 
Little head pillows obviate all this 
strain. It Is not a fad to have two or 
even three to tuck about one’s neck 
and back to relieve tho slightest effort 
against absolute relaxation.

'“ I never knew what peace was till 
I tried your Idea,' ono of my patients 
told me. ‘I never waked up In the 
morning without a strain of more or 
less annoyance to me in my neck, for 
through all my life I never had been 
able to get* perfectly comfortable In 
bed. Now I tuck my little wedgo pil­
lows, ns I call them, about me atid 
never bother about comfort, for I am 
simply surrounded by It/ Speaking of 
comfort in sleep, why are most pcoplo 
so hard on themselves in the matter ot 
blankets? People who enn have plenty 
of luxuries will stint themselves In thf 
quality of their blankets, purchasing 
for themselves those made for the most 
part of cotton—heavy, unyielding cov­
erings that settle down like a weight 
of lend upon one, tiring tlred-out limbs 
nil through the night. It's warmth 
that ono wants from blanket cover­
ing, not weight. Every ounce of weight 
on the body ns It sleeps Is uu ounce of 
something to he deplored.

"Let it bn your first luxury, if you 
will insist upon calling necessities for 
health luxuries, to put a lot of good 
money in blankets. You'll liuve to put 
Id a lot of money, for the fine blankets 
are expensive. A very fine blanket, 
carefully cared for n t wash times and 
at moth seasons, will outlive a cheap 
blanket by so many years that there 19 
absolutely no comparison between them. 
A good solid part of one’s twenty-four 
hours Is spent In sleep. Upon tho 
length of that sleep and upon the quali­
ty of It depend your vitality In your 
waking hours, The excellence of your 
work, the thoroughness of your pleas­
ure de|>end upon your sleeping well. 
You can't Bleep well unless you sleep 
comfortably/— Kansas City Journal.

Nearly forty years after our 
muster in I met General Anderson at 
a reception here In Chicago and was 
hesitating about speaking of old times 
when tin* General took the matter In 
his own hands, saying: ‘The Col- 
oucl tells me that you were In the old 
F irst Kentucky regiment. I remem­
ber It very well, and because I was In 
the Sixth Ohio, l  wut< hed your regi­
ment through the war. Some of your 
officers came to the regular service, 
and through them I kept up my ac­
quaintance. i t  warms my heart to 
meet any of the old boys.’

“This was ns unexpected as It was 
gratifying, and I felt very much at 
ease with uiy old acquaintance of the 
Sixth Ohio. The General made ref­
erence to his uncle, General Robert 
Anderson, by whose advice lie went 
into the regular service. He said he 
remembered Just how the First Ken­
tucky looked wheu It was formed 
without uniforms ov arms to receive 
Major Anderson when he came West. 
Ho said the Major was much touched 
when he was told that hundreds of 
Ohio men hud enlisted in the Ken­
tucky regiment in the belief that lie 
was to have personal command of the 
brigade. I don't know how General 
Anderson would meet an enlisted man 
of any one of his regiments In the reg­
ular service, but I know that In meet­
ing an enlisted man of the old volun­
teer army he left nothing to be de­
sired”

“That reminds me,” said tlie Major, 
“of my meeting with a member of the 
Twenty-first Illinois in lSdo or lSUfi. 
We were crowding toward the stair­
way near which General Grant was 
standing, wheu the Illinois man said

Since the installation of the ‘‘staff 

and block” system, a month or two 
ago, the South Shore ra ilroad  offi­
c ia ls have imagined tha t they had 
complete control of the flve-milo 
stretch of main-line track between here 
and Eagle Mill*; and the system un 
denlably has proved very effective ii 
tra in  operation. Hut the officials

It was finally discovered 
that the horse had become “ derailed” 
a t the bridge over the Carp river, a 
mile and a half this side of Eugle 
Mills. Section hands extricated the 
animal, and when the driver arrived 
on the sceuothc whole outfit was care­
fully piloted to the county road und 
properly headed westward.

The horse was the property of un 
Ishpeming liveryman and it had been 
rented by Louis Jensen, a tailor in 
the employ of A. Hasmussen A Co. in 
th is city, who was taking a day 's re- 

. spite from work. Mr. Jensen is deaf 
und dumb, but whether this fact had 
uny connection with the original acci­
dent is not clour. The animal became 
frightened while near the Jucksnn 

' mine office, and a sudden swerve tip ­
ped the cutter to such an extent that 
the driver was spilled. Thus having 
gained its freedom, the horse decided 
to use the South Shore’s truck in pre­

fe re n c e  to the tram road. It bore 
due cast through the railroad yurd, 
passing  switches uml guurd culls with­
out mishap.

Miss S. E. W ellett, the city lib rari­
an, has completed the compiling of 
statistics for the past year and it Is 
shown that tbo lib ra ry ’s total circu­
lation in 1005 was 14,611 volumes. 
During the month of January , 1906, 
there were 1,093 volumes drawn.These 
figures aro for actual book circula­
tion, the maguzino and Bimilar circu­
lation not being included.

The last patrons’ card issued bore 
the number 995, which means that 
nearly 1,000 families or individuals 
are making fairly  constant use of the 
library, for as soon as a person dis­
continues the use of the lib rary  and 
surrenders his card, or a card expires 
by reason of the holder’s death or re­
moval from the city, the number is 
reassigned to Borne new patron.

The Cleveluud-Cllffs Iron Com 
puny’s title to u narrow strip  of land 
forming part of the Maas mine tract 
has been made secure by a decision 
landed down by the Supreme Court 
of tho stale of Michigan last Tuesday. 
This decree affirms the deeltdou of the 
Marquette county circuit court and 
gives the Clevelaud-ClitTs Company 
clear title to the small but valuable 
piece of land which has been in litiga­
tion practically ever since mining 
operations were begun.

Thu land iu question lay between 
the Harube and Gauthier farms, both 
of which tracts were acquired by tbo 
Cleveland-CHfTs Company in the 
grouping of the properties which now 
lorm the Maas mine tract. This par­
ticular parcol in dispute was a wedge 
shaped piece of land, about 100 feet 
wido at tho base of the triangle. A 
ine fence had marked the division 

between the liarabe and Gauthier 
farms for many years, but after the 
sale to ill? tnlulng company the Gau­
thier heirs claimed that a re-iuryey 
showed that this wedge-shaped tract 
also belonged to them. The Burabe 
estate raised sim ilar claim, and the 
whole matter went into court. The 
Clevelund-Cllffs Company’s chief con­
tention was that by purchasing both 
tracts of laud it had acquired all the 
merest that might be owned by either 

the Gauthiers or the Uarabos, wheth­
er or not the line fence on the ad­
joining parcels had been correctly 
placed. The mining company insti­
tuted suit to quiet Its title and obtain* 
ed such a decision in the circuit court. 
The Gauthier estate appealod to the 
Supreme Court, but as has boon stated 
the decision of the lower court has 
now been affirmed.

T H E  E N G L IS H  W A S H IN G T O N S
Where Family of Foremost American 

Was First Known.
Wnsliinjiion's Ulrili lay at the ln^ln- 

ulng of tiu- last uMitury was wiimdy 
noticed outside tin* Fulled States; to­
day U Is celebruted everywhere, not 
only in America—"his country"—hut 
In all parts of the civilized world. Of 
the slock from which sprang the 
founder of American liberty compara­
tively little Is known among the gen­
eral pnhllr.

George Washington was descended 
from a Yorkshire family of import­
ance. as were also Penn and WI a- 
throp. the first Governor of Massa­
chusetts. These three wore merely 
private English gentlemen, men of 
education and leisure, who might have 
lived and died unknown had their lot 
been cast in happier times. Fervent 
loyalty was always (he characteristic 
of the Washingtons, and even George 
Washington himself fought for the 
Georges against the French. In Crom­
well's reign an attempt was made to 
restore Charles II., and John Wash­
ington and his brother were Implicat­
ed. Hut they were more fortunate

Hrington comprises Great and IAt- 
tlo lirlnglun, with the hamlet of No- 
bottle. In the chancel of the church 
U a Hour stone, with arms, to Lau­
rence Washington, it’.ld twho removed 
here from Sulgrave, and Margaret 
<linden  nls wife, ami there Is also 
inscribed brass with the same arms, 
differenced hy a crescent, to Robert 
Washington, younger brother of the 
above, oh. lG22,*and Elizabeth, his 
wife. This Laurence Washington was 
the father of the Rev. Laurence Wash­
ington. M. A., of Sulgrave, and rector 
of Purlelgh, Essex, IM.KM, whoso two 
sons John and Laurence, emigrated in 
1657 to Virginia. Sulgrave is In a 
pleasant rural part of England, not 
far from Hnnlftiry and from Whittel- 
bury Forest. The mansion of the 
Washingtons was probably at one 
time the priors' dwelling, and was al­
tered for their use. Part of It still re­
mains, and is converted into a farm­
house, and in a buttery hatch is a 
piece of stained glass with the Wash­
ington crest upon it.

.John Washiugton, of South Cave 
Castle, was the great-grandson of the 
lord of tin* manor of Sulgrave. South 
Cave Castle has. of course, undergone 
some modernizing since the Wnshbg-
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gftnt value Is set.
Sulgrave Is not in any sense a 

"stately home.” It is a gabled, ivy- 
covered, sixteenth century farmhouse, 
with about the same number of rooms 
as the typical suburban villa. To 
Americans the most attractive detail 
of the house is tho presence, both 
within and without the entrance porch, 
of tho Washington arms, carved In 
stone—two red bars and three stars 
upon a silver ground, or in the herald­
ic tongue, "urgent, two bars, gules; 
In chief, three mullets of tne second." 
Here many think we have the origin 
of the Stars and Stripes of tho United 
States Hag. Washington !s known to 
have worn these arms upon his signet 
ring.

Tho shields were probably placed In 
tho Sulgrave porch by Laurence 
Washington, lord of tho manor, who 
was twieo .Mayor of Northamptonshire 
in the time of Henry VIiI.. from whom 
he had received a grant of lands 
which had belonged to the priory of 
Canons Ashby. His son Robert was 
the last, ns he hnd been the first, 
Washington of Sulgrave, for some 
twenty years after ids death tho little 
estate iwhich now amounts to 200 
acres! had to he sold, the family mi­
grating to Hrington. not far away, per­
haps to he m ar their powerful re­
lations. the Spencers, of Althorp. Lau­
rence Washington, the grandson of 
the Lord ^ulgrnve, is burled in Great 
Rrlnglon Church, with others of the 
name, and their tombs have long been 
object* of pilgrimage from over tho 
water. The family was very prolific— 
Laurence, of Sulgrave, had eleven 
children, and his grandson, Laurence, 
of Hrington, seventeen.

In many cold regions the pern 
plo have little more urtitleinl warmth 
than the domestic animals In our 
barns. The United Stales tuis hum 
peculiarly fortunate, first In its enor­
mous wooded areas, nml second In Us 
coal beds, oil wells and natural gas. 
The coal supply. It Is estimated, will 
last, nt the present rate of consump­
tion, nearly three thousand years. How- 
ever long the great coat supplies of 
the world may hold out, It is safe to 
predict tlmt the peoples of the temper­
ate zone will not lmvo to migrate to 
the tropics each winter, even after all 
the coal is exhausted. The winds ami 
the tides may lie harnessed to dynamos

Tho "captain of Industry" Is not the 
only great leader of human Interests. 
Material things shape their own rem­
edies. When commerce must he great- 
ened, commerce Is. When waterways 
must be aliened, they are. They aro 
tlie world's appetite, nud when thirsty, 
drink Is sought nud found, aud when 
hungry, food Is obtained and eaten. 
The higher nnd gentler side of hu­
man nature Is more modest. It must 
have some sort of an Invitation; lu a 
measure, he sought, nml in reciproca­
tion )l seeks. To make it part of the 
daily duty tlmt no seeking of this kind 
remains unfulfilled, so long ns It is 
within our power to siitlsfy It, Is Just 
as nolde an endeavor and will give 
employment to Just ns great u, force .if 
tremendous energies ns does this mu- 
tluiml and overriding race for any­
thing tlmt can 1st classed as riches.

The project for a tunnel beneath the 
English channel 1ms never appeared so 
likely of realization as nt present.

Thirty years ago the French Tunnel 
Company was organized, nnd work was 
soon begun upon the great project; but 
the English government, fearing a mil­
itary invasion by way of this subter­
ranean passage, ordered work stopped 
on the English end. and so tin* scheme 
has remained for a quarter century. As 
those two traditionary enemies, France 
and England, lmvo been drawn closer 
together during tin* last few years, a 
friendly movement which culminated 
In the spectacular "entente" Inst sum­
mer, it is mnv believed tlmt the only 
objection to tbo enterprise 1ms been 
removed.

Strange as It may appear to the un­
initiated, the boring of the tunnel be­
neath the channel presents no Insur­

mountable dllllcultles. Tbo chief prob­
lem to be solved, and a very Important 
ono, will be tlmt of proper vimtlluthiu. 
I t  Is uot expected that the drainage of 
tbo work will prove to lie beyond the 
skill of the engineers.

The line of tin* tunnel Is naturally 
between the nearest points on tin* two 
coasts. Tho Dover end Is to come out 
near the South Foreland, nml the Ca­
lais cnlrnuoo will Is*, ns bus tx*e» stat 
ed, near Sangatte. The shortest dis­
tance across the Strait of Dover Is 
about twenty miles. With the necessary 
long approaches at (‘(flier end. (he tun 
nel Is designed to be about twenty-three 
and one-half miles Jong, or almost twice

It Is not so In 
France, however, where tlu* coffee bean 
Is ground to n powder and makes a 
muddy decoct ton t Eastern fashion), in- 
Head of a clear brown Infusion, This 
also Is n mode hi America, a* wo nil 
know; nnd although there are regions 
when* eoillhh skin ami eggshells an* 
Used to settle the coffee, "mere an 
tlquc," for the most part the strainer 
or the thin cloth luig Is In use to keep 
tmt lla* grounds. At first we g >t our 
coffee from the East, home of the rof- 
foo bean; we actually nm-c had Java 
even "line old government" Java ; we 
also hud Mumutvn and Aden coffee, and 
uioclm, most delicious of all, Htlit 
these names two attached lo tin* morn- 
lug beverage, and yet It Is many a 
long year since tin* American lias 
known Die taste of the Asiatic beau; 
It would not pay to import It, even If 
tlmt could be dime nnd It cimimt Ik* 
done, for scarcely a pound of ll ever 
gets beyond Europe, Even lu America 
the southern half of our hemisphere 
furulsheH our supply.

While it required six years to Imre 
the great .Alpine tunnel, It Is Iiollcvcd 
the channel tunnel can he dug In two 
years after work is pro|K»rly begun. The 
recently completed tunnel under !h»st«m 
harbor required almost live years, yet 
it Is only a mile and a half long. Tho 
tunnel beneath the Hudson river, a 
little over a mile in length, was built 
In somewhat less time, hut another 
year will be required to complete it.

The advantages of a tunnel under 
the English channel are many, and the 
thmncliil returns from the enterprise 
promise to ho all that could be de­
sired. Nearly every person who has 
made tlie passage of the channel in 
tbo steamships which ply between the 
two shores knows to bis sorrow wlmt 
nn aggravated attack of mal dc iner

ho can have iu tlu* short voyage. Al­
most constantly the seas are choppy or 
rough, nnd intercourse between tin* two 
countries would be appreciably in 
creased If the passage could be made 
quickly nml comfortably.

With the tunnel completed, one could 
drop Into a first-class carriage In Lon­
don a ml mnko a continuous railway 
Journey to Rrlndlsl if one wanted to 
connect with the l*. A O. liners for tho 
East, or to Vienna, or even St. Peters­
burg. Eventually one could travel en­
tirely by rail from I/uidon to I'eUlu. 
Perhaps before the next five years n 
realization of these dreams may lie pos­
sible.

An nccidenl, which of Its kind Is 
probably unique, occurred in April, 
1003, during u lire a t Portland, Me.
A railway accident led to tho Ignition 
of a huge tank containing (1,000 gab 
lone of crude petroleum, says the De­
troit F roe Press.

Poarhig that It would oxplodo and 
•Cittor lire n whin nron, tho naval 
authorities brought up n uno-pounder 
gun and bombarded the tank In order 
to .Jet the oil run out.

,Tho tlrst hlmt missed the tank and 
killed an unfortunate spectator. Sub- 
•iqueut ones, however, elTeetcd their 
purpose, nnd, ridding the tank, allow- 
•d  the blitzing oil to escape.

For a tiro cuglno to enuso a fire 
Meats the very height of Irony. Yet 
inch n ease actually occurred not long 
ago near Worcester. Tho cugltio In 
quest ion belonged to an lusuraueo com­
pany nnd was In process of being con­
verted Into n motor for self-propulsion.

The day before tho work was flu- 
tabed there was a call from Kcmpsoy 
village, where a farm was on lire, 
and the engine, In splto of Its Incom­
plete condition, started.

No spark protector having been 
fixed sparks escaped, nnd these set 
fire to a load of straw which was pass­
ed on Ihc road. Next two ricks be­
came Involved, ami, llmilly, tho water- 
tubo of (he motor burst nnd the un ­
lucky engine enme In a eompleto stand­
still barely 'Jon yards from tbe scene 
of the original tire!

AnMhcr story ui’ a slrange chapter 
Of lire accidents comes from t'avnim- 
caw, In Armagh, A dog, miming into 
a farm silling room, Imrked at a eat, 
aud puss, tciTltlcd, sprung on a table, 
Uptolllim a lighted lamp.

The burning oil saluraied the poor 
toast's I'nr nnd, maddened by pain, 
aha flushed around the room, which 
was already In a blaze, sprang through 
tho w Inflow aud rushed Into the Ntuck- 
yard.

Kick after rick was tired by this 
living torch until the whole place was 
alight and very serious damage was 
done, The farmer's son, too, was 
bndly burned In his efforts to extin­
guish Hie (tames.

A t.ondun gas works was once the 
leone of a curious fatal lire accident. 
A boiler full of molten tar gave way, 
Its contents catching lire from the fu r­
nace, spread In a tide of tlniim down 
the sloping lloor of the sulphate room.

One of the workmen, caught be­
tween the tinmen and ttie wall, seized 
a ladder and, raising It to the win­
dow, sprang up It. Unhappily, the 
window had Iron loirs and before these 
could be removed (lie ladder burnt 
through amt the poor man fell back 
Into the furnace below.
