THE METRIC SYSTEM.
AMERICANS who hare tried to add British 

pence and pounds hare been glad that our 
money is measured by a  decimal system. 
Yet we still use laches, feet, yards, miles, 
acree, ounces, pounds, pints, quarts, gallons 
nnd bushels, while European notions, except 
Rrcnt Britain aud Russia, and most of the 

rest of the civilized world buy and aell by the metric ays* 
tom,

Great Britain and the United States hare legalised the 
system, but popular habit, unmoved by sufficient scientific 
niid officio) Influence, clings to the old, Irregular systems.

To make the change to the metric system In this coun­
try would cause confusion at first and some expense. 
Manufacturers, mechanics, merchants would hare to re* 
adjust their computations, buy new Instruments, and re­
establish their scales of prices, costs and quantitative 
measures of products. For instance, all the relations be- 
ween tho weight of wool and the length of carpet for a 
room would hare to be figured anew from the sheep to 
the parlor.

It Is hard to replace old practices, Interwoven with 
the whole structure of popular thought, of manufacture 
and of mechanics. Rut Germany adjusted Itself In a few 
months to the metric system. America, which Is proud of 
being progressive, can do ns well. Our own scientific 
men and our neighlmrs in Continental Eui'ojh* arc al­
ter uy "reconstructed." It ought not to be long before we 
follow tho Intellectual nnd nuniericn! majority, and adopt 
tho motrlc system.—Youth's Companion.

HOW TIGER KILLS HIS PREY.

Attack* Cpon the F lank anti Dreaka 
(lie Atiiiiinl'N Neck.

I have taken considerable trouble to 
flml out how tigers kill large game, 
write* an assistant controller of for­
ests at Perah. Home time ago 1 was 
asked to come and we a full growu bul­
lock that had been killed by n tiger. 
On examining it I found tho animal 
hud Its neck broken and there were 
daw marks on the nose ami shoulder, 
but nowhere else. There was no doubt 
that the tiger had Jumped at the hull 
and landed on the shoulder and when 
tho bull turned his head to gore the 
tiger he must have put his claw out 
and with a sudden Jerk brokeu the 
neck.

On another occasion I went to see 
a young buffalo whldi had been killed 
by n tiger and found the sumo thing 
marks on the nose and also on the 
rear shoulder, which dearly  Indicated 
that this animal had been killed lu ttio 
samo way. Malays who have nctuully 
»eeu a tiger killing it buffalo told me 
they saw thn same thlug happen, also 
that In dragging off a heavy carcass 
■u d i as buffalo or bull he gets most 
of the weight imtokh Ids shoulder.

Tills must Im* fulrly correct, ns 1 
bavo often followed n kill and th* 
marks loft Indicated that only a por­
tion of the animal was trailing along 
the ground. I hnvo known a full- 
growu bull wlddi ten men could uot 
movo dragged for two miles by ti tiger 
in heavy Jungle, where roots of trees 
and swamp hud to ho gone through. 
In do cases have I seen the pug marks 
fndng tho wrong way except when 
•topping to feed, which proves he must 
curry a portion of the animal over his 
•boulder.

Tho old Idea of n tiger killing largo 
gam* by n blow from Ids paw Is non­
sense. Resides, In (Ids country a tiger 
never faces Ids prey, but uttneks him 
on the (lank unless charged. Another 
curious fact that may seem like a 
fairy tale Is that a tiger dmn not seem 
to mind a small lamp being tied over 
a kill about ten feet high, but will 
come and ft>ed. I have known three 
occasions when this lias been tried, 
und each tlmo a tiger bus come to 
feed upon the carcass.

TREE HAS BLOOD-RED APPLE.

According to Tradition an Indian 
f'litrf Wan Killed I'ndcr It.

Prof. James A. Graves of tills city 
has Just sent to Prof. Kurfme, Hie Stale 
zoologist, a peculiar apple, tho Rtrange 
coloring of which ha* excited his curi­
osity, and for which he cannot, al­
though he Is a botanist of forty years' 
pxporlourc, nceouut, says u Susquehan­
na (Pa.) correspondent of the Philadel­
phia Record.

Me arranged tbut several 
of the apples should be stmt to him 
when they ri(>eued, and In tlmo he re­
ceived them. They uro ordinary look­
ing on tho outside, but upon cutting 
them ojxm they are fit first blood rod 
uud near the core turn to n purple.

There Is an ludiun legend connected 
with the tree which Is generally be­
lieved In tho vicinity. An Indian chief 
of the Delaware*, tie toed Walla Wockn, 
was out hunting one day and was mur­
dered by u member of his tribe, who, 
in order to conceal the crime, burled 
his body at tho foot of the old apple 
tree.

Thft disappearance of tho chief re­
mained a mystery to Ills tribe until the 
full of the your, when tho apples, bo- 
lug plucked, were found to bo blood 
red.

Henrchlng for Hie cause of tills trans­
formation, me.'ilx»r* of tho tribe dug 
ulxmt the roots and found the body of 
Hiclr murdered chief.

Ever since then the apples have re­
mained blood red, say those who recite 
the legend.

TO CROSS T H E  NATION B Y  TROLLEY.sected in some way with "catching 
cold." If people were observant enough 
there would not lie so much Ignorance 
and Indifference lu regard to this mat­
ter. A "cold" Is named from its cause 
and not its nature. It is produced by 
cold, but Is Itself a fever. Cold air is 
applied to some part of the body, driv­
ing tho blood inward and producing 
congestion. When congestion has ex­
isted a short time It becomes inflam­
mation, und Inflammation, If it is not 
ckeckisl, prmluces suppuration. The 
throat and lungs are particularly ex­
posed to such u process, and there tire 
few roads more direct from jierfect 
health to the morgue than a cold on 
the lungs. Calling It pneumuula digni­
fies It, but docs not cure It, The mest 
important tiling to remember about 
catching cold Is that It ulvvuys occurs 
when the circulation Is retarded and 
generally when tho body is a t rest. 
When the circulation Is brisk through 
exercise it is dillicult for the blood to 
tarry uuywhere, but when It Is barely 
creeping through the veins a blast of 
cold wind will bring it to a stand und 
may close up the avenues of escape. 
That means death. Colds are almost 
alwuya caught Indoors. I t  Is true a 
jieruon who goes out in the open air 
without his usual clothing or who heats 
his body by outdoor exercise und then 
stunds still in a cold wind may catch 
cold, but the favorite nud regulation 
method Is to' sit motionless in a warm 
apartment and let a Jet of cold air piny 
on some limited portion of the body. 
That portion will then he put out of 
business. Though a cold Is easily 
caught, it Is next to Impossible to cure 
I t  I t  Is to he feared that the physi­
cians themselves do not fully under­
stand I t  Common sense would dictate 
that as It Is produced by Irregularity 
lu the temperature of the l>ody one con­
dition of recovery is absolutely und un­
changing physical comfort. A man 
with a cold Is more sensitive to ther­
mal changes than the most delicate 
thermometer, lie  needs to be comfort­
able and to be completely delivered 
from drafts and atmospheric changes. 
Ou tills principle Gladstone, when he 
had taken cold, always went to bed 
und 6tayed there until he was well 
again. One of the be.°t methods of 
uvoldiug colds Is to accustom the body 
to a moderate temperature, and If a 
person Is unalterably bent on patroniz­
ing the funeral director he should over* 
clothe himself. Jle should provide a 
nice fur-lined overcoat, a heavy silk 
scurf for the neck, flannel-lined ear- 
iuuff a and urctlc overshoes. Thou the 
first time he gets too wurm and re­
moves some of this toggery there will 
he u funerul.

A willies* may 
refuse to te. tify on the ground that ho 
would incriminate hhmelf. hut if prose* 
cut Ion is waived and Immunity gun run- 
hxxl. he can no longer refuse to tell 
what he knows.

The imiiorlHUce of this decision Is ap­
parent to those who have followed the 
cum* against tlie tieef packers. The ut* 
torney general is trying them for al­
leged violation of the anti-trust law. 
Witnesses have refiiM>d to answer. At­
torneys of the (imipniiies have endeavor 
ed to exclude t<*stlmony which w*us *6* 
cured hy fommissloner (iartleld. o f the 
dejiurtmeiit of lalsir and eoiumeree, on 
the alleged ground that this Informa­
tion was given with tlie stipulation 
that it eould not Is* used hy the de­
partment of justice. Commissioner 
Darlield denies the truth of this, and 
an effort was made to show* that tiie 
'uforniatloji did not <*ome from his de­
partment, although the government did 
not sutH'/axl in establishing it us a fact.

Any government clerk whose breath 
smells of ginger |>op, sarsapnrillu or 
uny other Injurious and deleterious 
comismnd ujm>n his return to his of­
fice from lunch shall be instantly dis­
missed for gross und habitual drunk­
enness,

Cruy-baired government clerks shall 
henceforth he required to dye their 
hair bluck, as It Is undcsiruble that 
there shall be anything old or musty 
looking uround tiie government depart­
ments.

The so-called rights of government 
clerks ure hereby defined to mean: 
Anything they think they eau get.

OLD SOLDIERS TALK OVER 
ARMY EXPERIENCES.

The Iltiic and th e  G ra y  Review  I n c i ­
den ts  of th e  Lute W ur, an d  in a 
G raph ic  an d  I n te r e s t in g  M anner 
Tell of Cump, Murch an d  R a tt le .

“I took a great deal of interest dur­
ing the Itus-xi-Japaue.eo war.” said the 
Sergeant, “in those fellows in tin; dug- 
outs mul shebangs along the Khnklio. 
They acted very much os our D>y* 
did In 18ti3 nnd lHdl. They ncemcd 
to feel Just ns sure that they would 
stay where they were till winter an we 
did when we Imllt comfortable winter 
huts at KhelJmouod in Octolier und 
Novemlier, JHfi3. To secure the mate­
rial for these huts we tore down 
house*. Just n*> the Ituxxlan* mid Japs 
did, ami we felt It In our 1>onc8 that 
we would remain a long time to en­
joy the shebangs so carefully con­
structed.

“Wo were at Chattanooga for sev­
eral week*. We liked Shellmound {let­
ter, and we hanked ou the M ief Hint 
the rebit could not Ik* driven from 
Lookout mountain and Missionary 
ridge. Therefore, we built our whiter 
quarters with great care, with our 
shelter tents for tops. We tore down 
the Shellmound station for brick. We 
went miles Into the country for hoards 
and other material, mid we did a good 
Job In the eoustruction of quarterx. 
Everything was in ship mIiji|x* on ttn* 
morning of November fid. when we 
were ordered to move to Bridgeport, 
ten or fifteen miles down the river.

Tlie b>y* lifted up their voic**x und 
swore but they were equal to the oc­
casion. They tore down the huts, made* 
a ruft of tlie IuiuIkt. using bricks as 
ballast, atid a sjieclal guard from each 
regiment floated down the river to 
Brldge|»ort while the main <*oluum 
marched down tlu* railway. Knowlug 
where they were going and Just where 
they were to cump, the men of the 
brlgude made short work of tlrnt 
man'll. They were In <iiinp In good 
time and had the lumlx-r from the 
raft on the ground, ready to build 
new winter quarters that night.

’Tlie next day u new city of huts, 
with cuuvuk tops and DiunJ sides, 
went up quickly. Tlie material hud 
been matched at Shelhuotmd, and 
every mess had Its own. Members of 
the One Hundred and Twenty-Third 
New York, on guard at tin; jxmtoon*, 
looked with wonder on tlie building 
operations of that day. Our ix/ys 
seetmxl so cock sure of evcrytliing and 
built iu xinii faith that they would 
sjxMid tin* winter there that the New 
Yorkers Joked us a good deal irDuit 
running tin* whole darned niai-hinc, 

‘Tor oik-*- our iiixtliK'l ax to staying 
was rigid. We remained ut Bridge- 
port H'vera! week*, am] tlionglit w** 
were going to remain several weeks 
longer, heeatiM* tin* cojoucl began to 
build a more <*ommodioiiK xln-bang for 
himself. H«* and the carpeiiters plan 
tied with gr**nf care, and they b;j*J n 
D'autiful frame up when we were or­
dered to move eastward. Tlie colonel 
was vexed, hut in* took things quietly. 
He ordered nil the huts left ns they 
were, except as to the canvas tops, 
and the regiment* were formed ready 
to march when fires broke out In 
twenty or more place*.

“The isdonej was greatly Irritated, 
but wln*u tin* brigade commander rode 
up and asked how lie a«s*ounted for 
the conflagration, the colonel said 
curtly. *1 think, general, tin* fire Is of 
lin*endlar>' origin, and. In tlie nltsctice 
of n fire department. I think It is go­
ing to sweep the camp.’ Jt did. lie 
fore the regiments marched, the win­
ter quarters were iu nsties and tlx* 
hoy* were glad of It."

"By the way," said tlie major, "that 
reference to rafting huu!>or down the 
Tennessee in a way to give every 
man his own mnbrt.-i) reminds me of 
tlie wonderful luck ve had in n*cov«*r 
lug knapsacks iitul extra ' loHilug left 
Ih-IiIimI when we were ordered on 
forced marches or into Ic.ttie. I don’t 
believe the D/>s appreciated the sys 
tom that brought each man Ids own 
projs'i'ty in every ease where knap 
saeks were left ill Hie r<*nr or clothing 
stored for n long oaiiipaign.

"Tor example. In that march to

I I 
remember that I recovered a heavy | 
mail on the JK(h of Kepteml-or, tho 
night before the battle of tlilekn- 
mauga. nnd nevvppnjiers nnd letters 
came to us at Chattanooga a few* days 
after the battle. It required eonKelcm*e 
nnd a flue organization to accomplish 
nil tlu t.

"The mall service was (he more re- 
, markable t>ccnu*e tetters were nd 
dressed to men by company a ml regl 
nient, and regiments were conxlatitly 
elmuging p-»sitbms. I remember on 
oue o-‘-*asion our hrlgndc, sv'pnrated 
from the others of our division, was 
sent off on nti o*|M*dttlnn. We met 
on the wooded sl-qie of tiie mountain 
a wagon train going up. An officer In 
charge, notb-lug our regimental ffag. 
rejK»rled to the colonel, ami In twenty 
minutes our mail wax distributed and 
we had letters which, under ordinary 
circuiiiKtaiK'es, would have gone to di­
vision headquarters, uvvny from which 
we were marching, ft was a great 
system."—Chicago Inter Ocean.

My first gun was a Ilurjicr's Terry 

musket, altered over, and It would kick 
wnr«c than a mute. It kDkcd me on 
the head, In the face. In tlu* eye and 
on the shoulder, and all at one dis­
charge. The last time I fired It it 
kh-ked Itself out of my hands onto th* 
ground, and there it lay kicking when 
the captain put Ids foot upon It and 
made it stop. The right way to fight 
with that gun was to semi It to the 
Johnnies, and there would have been 
a succession of discouraged soldiers on 
that side—If not dead omw. There was 
one thing certain, with that gun to 
carry uny soldier would lie ready to 
sing*.

“Come, welcome death, thou end of 
kicking,

I am ready nnd willing to go."

My next gun—the next day—wax a 
Springfield rifle—a dandy.

In chasing General Trice we made a 
march of him* hundred and nine miles 
In three -lays, with only nine large- 
sized hardtack for rations. In this 
march the boy# beat the oldish men. 
iff our company of ninety-six men, hut 
fourteen were there to slack arms at 
tin* end of three -lays—of these twelve 
were under twenty-one, three under 
eighteen, and three under seventeen 
years of age, and I was one of the lust 
three.

After nil our hard marching Trice 
was not there when we arrived—-he 
had been gone six hours. We were fix 
-lays in imm-hing back over the same 
ground.

We arrived ut Shiloh In time for me 
to Im* debilJed to help bury tin* dead. 
That Is n duly hi --oiineeilon with army 
Work seldom descrllicd. Tlie mind dis­
likes to dwell upon it. Tlie killing of 
the man is an exciting work. There is 
some excitement even in Ix'iug hi line 
with shot ami bullets—-In seeing who 
gets hit—in feeling Hint you are yd 
whole—but there Is no r<*d-x*miug fea­
ture In going -ait to tin* field of tin/ 
-lead and gathering Ha* men like 
sheaves hi a harvest field and arrang­
ing tlK'iu In ii trench and covering them 
with earth. There Is no other form 
o t dead) ho sickening ns Unit of n weJJ 
and hearty man killed hy the accident* 
of buttle.

Hour after hour wo worked on fit 
burying tin- Khlloh dead. I wish I <-ould 
shut out (he memory of that labor 
from my mental vision forever.

At Turmlngloii I was again detailed 
to bury Hie -lead, and there Ik*Ijm'(| to 
bury 7<mj as line looking soldiers as 
man ever saw. Here ended my ervh-e 
ill this direction, ns I soon after join­
ed the mvulry and was put upon a new 
line of duty,— E. Smith in American 
Tribune.
