The subject of additional school fa* 

c illties  Is a lready receiving some at* 
tention a t the bands of taxpayers and 

school patrons who are ab le  to peer 

in to  the future, and while there has 
been no announcement trad e  there Is 

no doubt th a t the m atter Is receiving  

home consideration by the B oard of 

Education.

In  point of fact, Negaunee Is a l­

ready quite closely caught up on 

school accommodations, which only 

recently were supposed to  be ade­

quate fo r a decade. The exp lanation  

lies in the fact th a t the town is g row ­
in g —not a ’ ‘boom ” growth, but so 

evenly and stead ily  that the average  

resident fa lls  to  note It . And that the 

pace w ill be quickened an soon ascer­
ta in  of the mines are mote fu lly  de­

veloped and increased demands com* 

pel mote active operation of the older 

properties, no one with even a partia l 

idea of the local situation can deny. 
The mine m anagers are chary  about 

m aking  predictions concerning future  

operations, but nevertheless any c it i­
zen could by qu iet inqu iry  satisfy  
him self us to the trend of the ruining 

industry iu Negaunee und Us imme­

d iate vicinity,

The school fac ilities  must of ni ce*** 

ity  keep pace w ith th* growth of the* 
city , und in the mutter of accommo­

dations at least it would be prefer* 

able to  have them u little  in  udvuucc 

of actual needs, fo r in these days ed­

ucational opportunities fo r bis c h il­
dren is something thut receives very 

serious attention from a parout who 

contemplates changing his location. 
There is absolutely no question that 
the better the m lueuilonul facilities  

otiered the bettor the class of in'ople 

who can be in d u e d  to come and make 

the ir homes here.
Negaunee is s iu g u ja ily  fortuuute in 

huving its principal industria l in ter­
ests In the hands of progressive und 

lib e ra l companies, and none of Its c lti*  

/.ens are more public-spirited than are 

the local represeutativesof these in te r­
est k. W h ile  the principal corpora* 

tlons now oj»ertttlug here w ill be 

found libera l to  a degree In a ll 
m atters calcelated to liem-lli the c ity  

in general, the I h o n  H k u a l u  is fu lly  

satisfied that there is no cull to which 

they would m ore cheerfully respond 

thun that of doing their fu ll share 

tow ard provid ing  adequate education* 

ul facilities.
There are some cous locations 

which w ill muke the burden less on­
erous thun would appear at first 

glauce. In  the first place, th is school 
distric t, in common with others, w ill 

iu due time receive a very libera l ap­

p ropria tion  iu consequence of the 
paymeul of buck ra ilro ad  taxes, i t  is 

true that legal lim itations restrict tin- 

use of this appro p ria tio n  to  the pay­

ment of t r a c h n V  salaries, but with 
the sa lary  ro ll almost if not w holly  

met by this means, the board would 

lie free to use fo r  build ing purposes 

the sum thus saved, in  short, a good­
ly share of the oost of additional 

school fac ilities  could be provided 
without Im posing any p a rtic u la r bur- 

deu upon i l l*  ind iv idua l tuxpayur.

The B oard of J'lducatlou is compos­

ed of men of broad business exper­
ience and most of them have had an 
intim ate as well as extended acquain­

tance with school a ffa irs  in p a rticu la r  

and they can be relied upon to act 

wisely when they feel tliHt the proper 
tim e ha* a rrived , but it  nevertheless 

would he udvUuhle fo r every citizen  
to mote thoroughly post himself not 
only upon present, school facilities  
Imt Upon prospective needs us well, 
and thus he prepared to g ive a fu ll 
measure of support to ilia  authorities  
when the tim e comes fo r decisive uc 
lio n .

The subject of a site, while of prime 
Im porUncu In some rasjttcU , Is fo r  
the purpose o f  present t’ouldrtei'illlon 
u m u 'U r of secondary significance, 
fo r there ure undoubtedly several 
sites a va ilab le  in Lhut section of tin 
city  which is desllned to  sec the g re a t  
est growth, Hud if Urn price set upon 
uuy desired site should prove to be 
prohib itive  the fact remains that the 
city  has not spread out s o g ie u tlv  
th a t the difference of one, two, o r even 
several blocks, iu location would 
work hardship to anyone.

In uuy plans may be made for 
increased school fuel I [ties there Is on* 
f( » iu r*  th a t certa in ly  should not bs 
overlooked, and that Is provision  for 
a m anual tra in in g  departm ent. The  
advantages to  be gained from  such 
an a u x ilia ry  to  the prasant course of 
sMidy w it *  so fu lly  set forth In a 
series of artic les In tale puper only a 
month or two ago that it is unuere*.

C a li. ,  

and i t  would appear from  th e ir  per­

sona! letters to  Negaunee friends that 

they are so w ell pleased w ith  the ell 

m at* sud the natu ra l surroundings  

th a t they a re  like ly  to  rem ain there 

indefin itely. Ban Pedro is a  coast 

town; It  is located tw enty-fire  miles to 

the eastw ard of Los Angelea, and In 

fact Is  the ocean gatew ay fo r  the 
Southern C a lifo rn ia  m etropolis. M r. 
K edfern ’a health  haa been g re a tly  im ­

proved, and w hile he sought that sec­
tio n  fo r  rest and recreation  be has 

made a  few investm ent* and in  one 

way and another keeps »tlme from  

bunging h e a v ily  on the bands of one 

who bad been so actively engaged fo r  

a long term  o f years.

I t  is n early  s ix  months since M r.

There is electric car service to Los 

Angeles, twenty-five m iles in land , aud 
s im ila r trac tio n  service covers a wide 

urea In the tr ib u ta ry  section, g iv ing  

many opportun ities fo r  pleasant tro l­

ley trips . T here  is excellent fishing, 
brook trou t being abundant In the nu­
merous streams, several species of 

fish being read ily  caught from  tbe 

docks aud breakw ater, and there aho  

being the sport of sea -tro llin g . M r. 
Redfern says th a t o rd in a r ily  he c&u 

iu half an hour get a ll the fish they 

care to eat.

The Rcdforns were w holly out of 
range of the earthquake disaster, but 

Buu Pedro people had tludr share of 

re lie f w ork, aud fo r nearly  a  week tbe 
people gave alm ost th e ir entire time 

to re lie f measures. Though the dis­
tance by sea Is nearly 500 miles, San 

Pedro Is abou t the largest |K>rt to the 
southward aud the preparation und 

fo rw ard ing  of supplies from  the im­

mediate as well as remote sectlous 

gave the people much to do.

Pre­
cautions have been suggested not mere- 

• ly for the m-tmil mining of coal, but 
also fo r the development work that Is 
required, ami some o f which Is often  

’ done lu rock strata i Iwvc or M o w  tlie  
I scam to Ik* work**d. I t  was only re* 
cently In Pennsylvania that an explo­
sion occurred lu tlie sinking of It shaft 
for a iNial mine uml. though the exact 
precautions taken in this lustan-e have 
not Ik*c ii made public, it can Is* as­
sumed that they were insufficient. This  
explosion resulted in the death o f 
eight iu c ii.

In  sin-h work the fa ta l character o f 
an explosion, I f  it dm** occur, cannot 
Ih* avoided, ws the depth uml narrow  
width of the shaft make It next to In*- 
iMrssihlc fo r the men to ewnjie. I t  is 
(•osslble, however, to avoid the explo­
sion by M u g  on the lookout for gag, 
rcnigiiizing its presence by the indica­
tions mid, nlwve all, by having ready 
appliances for Increased nnd sufficient 
ventilation to make tin* work |H*rfcetly 
safe for human M ugs. Be on the safe 
side w ith plenty of a ir—a comparative­
ly simple m atter hi a shaft. An explo­
sion while sinking n shaft, as in the 
instance referred to, has ls*cn callml 
“most peculiar,” but It docs nut ap|n*ar 
to us to be more |M<eulinr than any 
other explosion. It  Is, however, as we 
have said, more dangerous than other* 
and quite likely to isn-ur if  no precau­
tion* are taken.

I  noticed lu a recent Usuc a c riti­
cism o f President K llot o f H arvard  
University for venturing to criticise the 
present Chinese exclusion net, writes 
Frank A. Dunbar of Ilo iiitn  in the San 
Diego (C'nl.) Union.

Now, M r. Kllot Is by no means alone 
In the opinion that the present law  is 
unjust to the Chinese and Injurious to 
ourselves, Inasmuch ns I t  excludes from  
our country a class of laborers which, 
eiqiecinlly hero In tho West, we can 
ill afford to do without. I  re fer espe­
cially to tho class of domestic ser­
vants. In  most cuscs Americans w ill 
not do this class of work, w hile the 
(.'hlnese like I t  and seem particularly  
well adapted to It. Hero In California, 
now that they are excluded, I t  is often 
Impossible to get this sort o f work 
done, and this is yearly becoming uioro 
aud more the cast*.

A properly restricted admission of 
Chinese laborers of this class by no 
means Implies our being swamped by 
unlim ited cheap labor, or having Amer­
ican standards of living lowered. Cer­
tain ly the present Chinese or Japanese 
servant, getting good food and lodging 
and lu addition $30 to $50 a month, 
is bolter off tlmu the nverngo American 
laborer, and the supply ought to be 
nmdo largo enough to bring down tho 
prlcn to somewhere near th a t paid for 
sim ilar work In tho Knst.

C ertain ly Han Diego needs a larger 
supjdy of this sort of labor, qulto a* 
much ns a larger water supply, and it  
is quite useless to exp<*ct pcoplo of 
moderate means, accustomed to having 
domestic help, come here to live when 
such help Is nearly unattainable.

I f  there were any proper supply of 
native labor to fill this want, I t  might 
lie said that it  should be employed 
rather than bring In foreigners to to 
the work moro cheaply, hut there is 
not. Tho few Americans who w ill do 
this do It merely ns a m akeshift until 
something they like better turns up; 
uud generally da It so jmorly th a t it  Is 
almost easier to do w ithout their serv­
ices. Tho few Japnm*se do not nearly 
fill the want, und the only other pooplo 
who w ill do i t  aro tho Chinese, and 
these wo foolishly refuso to allow hero, 
though they are an Inoffensive and law- 
abiding jN*opIe, who only usk to bo 
allowed to eomo for n few  years to do 
our work for us, mid then go Imek to 
China not to stay hero |>ermuueiitly 
and show us how to govern our coun­
try , as Urn emigrants from Kuropn do.

I t  had long Iteen supposed th a t no 
true glaciers remain In tbe Hockle-i 
south of Wyoming, a supposition now 
known to bo Incorrect. North of I*ong's 
peak two Icefields have been described 
uud referred to ns glaciers by men 
whoso determinations nro entitled to 
considerable weight, though on tho 
whole they partake more uf the nnture 
of nevo and are so considered by some 
geologists. This difference of opinion 
Is entirely excusable on the ground tlm t 
tho dividing Hue between neve and g l i ­
d e r  Is Indistinct, "tho one passing into 
the other by Insensible gradntlon." 
However, explorations carried on in th« 
last five yours have brought to light an 
Ice stream which Is so distinctly a gin- 
d o r as to leave no chance for n dispute 
ns to Its character. I t  has been visited 
by experienced geologists, mapped, 
photographed and thoroughly studied.

Arapahoe glacier Is about a mile long 
anil Is situated am id scenery ns Inspir­
ing ns any In tho southern Kocklcs. it 
occupies nn am phitheater o r glacial 
cirque upon tho east sido of the A ra ­
pahoe jieuks, the i>eaks and their thin, 
lerrnted connecting ridge forming the 
semicircular rim  o f the cirque, the 
ridges running eastward from the north 

and south peak* forming the walls of 
the undent glacial valley. The highest 
point on the rhu of the clripie is 13,700 
feet above sen level.

No measurements were necessary t> 
convince tlie first exploring party thnt 
the ice was moving. To the studeut of 
glacial phenomena the evidcnco on 
every hnnu was easily read ns a p rin t­
ed page and as convincing as a m athe­
matical demonstration, hut it remained 
to determine the rate of movement. 
Consequently on a later visit the party  
set up the Instruments on the granitic  
north wall and placed a line of zinc 
tablets across the face of the lee. He- 
turning exactly one year inter, they 
found that tlie  tablets had moved In 
amounts varying from 11.15 feet a t a 
point 300 feet from tho edge to 27.7 
feet a t u point near the center.— H a r ­
per's Magazine.
