The 
Michigan Grand Lodge of the order 
will be Id session here on Thursday 
and Friday, July 10 and 20, and on 
Saturday, the 21st, occurs the Upper 
Peninsula reunion, In which the so* 
cietK-s from the Gogebic, Menominee 
and Marquette ranges will partici­
pate.

Twelve members of Knglish Oak 
Lodge, this city, constitute tbe gener* 
ul committee In charge of all arrange­
ments of the celebration, and as the 
lime for the reunion comes closer this 
body will appoint the various sub­
committees. One of the features of 
the grand lodge session and accom­
panying reunion will be tbe city’s il­
lumination. Arrangements have a l­
ready been made with the municipal 
lighting plant for the service, and the 
results will be seen in street arches, 
illuminated emblems of the order aud 
various other designs.

A very attractive geucrai program 
for tbe entertainment of the thousands 
of people who will be the city 's guests 
is being planned. Special attention 
will be given to a  wrestling tourna­
ment, and the prlz.es will be of suffici­
ent magnitude to insure the attendance 
of some of the most noted wrestlers in 
the country. It is already known that 
/ le h r , the copper country wrestling 
celebrity, will be here, aud there will 
he many others, including Jack Car* | 
kept, who lived lu re  long enough to 
have locul jiroplc claim him ever af­
terward as a “ Negaunee boy.” One 
uf the possibilities is ti muUli between 
/.iehr ami Carkeek. In fact, the com- \ 
mlltce is determined to make it the  ̂
biggest urtd best tournament ever i 
given on the Peuinsula. Besides the 
wrestling, there will i>e sports and I 
games of various kinds on the streets 
and elsewhere, and the visitors will 
find little idle time on their hands.

In the eveuing there will be u con­
cert at McDonald's opera house, us 
well as a dance a t the A del phi rink. 
The celebrated Calumet & Heola band 
Is one of the many musical organisa­
tions which will accompany the vari­
ous societies to the reunion, and it is 
this band which will furnish the mus­
ic for dancing at the rink. This fact 
will undoubtedly attract the attend­
ance of many who Jo not care to 
dance, for the music itself will be a 
treat to  all.

Arrangements are already in pro­
gress for special train  service from 
the Copper Country and Menominee 
and Gogebic ranges, not to mention 
from points closer a t hand. A con­
servative estimate would place the a t­
tendance at between #000 and "000 
persons, and this number ‘doubtless 
would be exceeded if the weather 
should prove to be particularly fav­
orable.

being the owner of the ouly power 
cruft on the lake, for a few prelimary 
spins doubtless will overcome A. C.

Quail 
knew that McGowan was in very poor 
health, ami he pro|*>sed that the "lat­
ter take his plan* lu line and answer 
J.) tin* mum* of Quail when the roll 
was called. McGowan did this and 
was marched out with the released 
prisoners. lie  stipulated, however, 
that Ix-fore the party readied the ex­
change boat Quail should make him- 

j  self known, nml. insisting that he lmd 
been overlooked, demand his release.

"Quail carried out Ids part of the 
program and was sent after the inarch 
lng column. The guards were Instruct­
ed to halt the column nnd discover, if 
possible, the extra num.

Lot us hopo 
that the fushlon of simplicity will go 
so far tlrnt tho prevailing habit in 
Ainerlcn among tho millionaires of car­
rying around with them a wholo Jewel­
ry shop uml of being rohhed of their 
wares eontinuully wilt fall into desue­
tude.

Agitation respecting the enforcement 
of tho so-called poison laws regulating 
the sale of deadly drugs inevitably re­
calls the familiar hut truthful observa­
tion respecting tho futility of attempt­
ing to mnko pcoplo virtuous by net of 
parliament. Jt Is certain that the sale 
or uso of poisons cannot bo apprecia­
bly diminished by any law tlrnt can 
ho framed. Tho reason is evident 
oumgh. Two classes of people—other 
than physicians-buy imlsons. The 
first and most numerous class Is com­
posed of victims of drug addictions, 
such n* tho morphine habit nud the 
chloral hnblt These people "know the 
ropes" lu tho matter of procuring the 
poisons which they use. They either 
imvo a physician's prescription or they 
can writo prescriptions for themselves 
and there Is no law requiring an affi­
davit or a notury’s certificate with each 
prescription calling for jKdson. The 
drug users are shrewd and acute mid 
they can and do find means to get the 
powerful narcotics that have become 
necessary to them. No law will reach 
these unfortunates. The other class of 
people who want to purchase deadly 
drugs is made up of wouUl-he suicides. 
The impossibility of keeping the means 
of self-destruction out of their hands 
must he evident to anybody who reads 
the dally newspapers. The mnn who Is 
bent upon suicide will neromjilb.L lus 
end in spile of nay preventive measures 
that can he devised. What Is more to 
the purpose Is tho circumstance that the 
poisons most commonly employed by 
suicides arc sold with llllle or no re­
striction. A mnn may not buy arsenic, 
for example, but he can buy rat poison 
containing enormous quantities of that 
drug. Ho cannot purchase a grain of 
sirychnlne, hut ho can buy a pint or a 
quart of somebody's "elixir" containing 
enough strychnine to kill u regiment. Of 
wnat uvulJ nro tho "poison laws" un­
der such circumstances? And even If 
the sale of poisons were absolutely stop­
ped how would Hie situation he Improv­
ed when cheap revolvers are easily ob­
tained with which half the population 
could make Its quietus If sub'lilnlly dis­
posed? There Is ao restriction ujsm the 
sale of pistol* and hikes and rivers fur­
nish lethal facilities for people who 
have not money with which to buy one 
of tho cheap pistols. Tho whole matter 
may he summed up with the statement 
that while it Is unquestionably proper 
to restrict tho sale of poIhuiim the pres­
ent law's are not likely to have much 
effect lu that direction. lu this ns in 
similar matters the work of reform 
must begin with the Individual. If 
there are no drug "llcnds" or would- 
be suicides there will he no necessity 
for poison laws. Ho long as Micro are 
Mich persons tho laws will bo of little 
avail,

He 
fore the oil was applied the soil was 
worked up with disc mid burrow to a 
depth of about four indies and the oil 
applied.

In order to accommodate Mn* travel 
and at the same time keep the road 
from travel while being oiled, tills 
road was oiled lu thivn section-*. A 
heavy rain fell jn»t after Hie oiling 
was finished, hut as him-ii ns It dried 
up, which was not notbouldy longer 
than the lime required for drying other 
roads, Hie road was Honied and rolled. 
This roml was rolled first with a three- 
ton horse roller, afterward with a 
traction engine from the wheels of 
which tho clutches hud been removed. 
The section that was not (died until 
after the rain had been firmed’ with 
the travel, nml was not worked up so 
deeply as was the llrst section. 
oil was applied to the last section, 
about three-fourths gallon per square 
yard being used mi the llrst action 
nml a trifle over one lmlf gallon per 
square yard on the last section. It re­
quired a longer lime for the oil to 
pcnotrnto (his soil Hum lu Hie sandy 
soil at Hutchinson. After Hie oil had 
well soaked into Hie ground It was 
floated and rolled several times.

Hlnce the road has been thrown open 
to Irallh it has become very firm, of 
about the same resistance evidently ns 
the road at Hutchinson. After a rain 
of one nml one--half Inches which fell 
about (wo weeks after tin* road was 
completed, the imrfnco was cut up 
slightly, but floating and rolling served 
to put It In first-class condition again, 
nml at tin* prceent writing is a very 
excellent roml for all kinds of Untile.

One point to Ik* carefully observed 
with the Kansas oiled road Is the 
effect of frost, the effect of which the 
California oiled road Is without. The 
coldest weather up to date, six degrees, 
which occurred after the mud was In 
prime condition, did not seem to affect 
tho road at all. Ho far as the observa­
tion has gone It seems that the oiling 
makes the road firmer.—Farm, Held 
and Fireside.

MAKING A FOREST GROW.

UHitrlitiPtilnl W ork Vmlrr Wuy on 
a  Denuded Aren In l’rjiii«Hviinln.

An attempt with Interesting {msslblll- 
tlcs Is to lie made lu Wuyuo County. In 
Pennsylvania, to reforest some 1 ,r«(M> 
acres of land which has been practi­
cally stripped of trees, says the H art­
ford ('miniid. Tim work will ho In 
charge of the national bureau of for­
estry. From the trees which grow well 
in the locality those having commer- 
chil value will be chosen for pbintlng. 
They will he chiefly red pine, red onk, 
chestnut ami European lurch. Wlmt 
ever young grow th then? Is on Hie land 
Will he preserved. There are lu the 
vicinity many thousands of acres of 
land similar to Hint now to he planted, 
and practically here of trees. While It 
is esHmiHcd that It will he forty years 
before the UcW forest will be sufficient 
ly advanced to yield a prutlliiblc crop, 
11m success of the experiment, If It Is 
to he successful, will lie demonstrated 
111 much less time. In this event, It will 
he Immediately followed hy planting on 
a much larger scale, These lands are 
now practically vidneloa so far ns 
yielding Income is concerned. II Is be­
lieved llud they can he made very prof­
itable. The demand for timber lu 
northeastern IViinsylvaidn fur exceeds 
tlm supply. Large quantities are 
brought from other Htnfcs, chiefly from 
tlm Koulli.

In this connect km It Is Interesting to 
note that lumber umniifiiefurlng lu 
Texas In ii rapidly growing Industry. 
The IndhiN News says Hail II not only 
kcc|m at home money which formerly 
went out of the Hlate for building mn 
terlnl, bul brings Into the Hlntc a great 
deal of money to Increase activity lu 
other Hues of production. Much tim ­
ber which formerly went to waste Is 
now made available for Improved meth­
ods of manufacture, and this finds a 
ready market through Hie constant de 
iiiand for lou'-grmle lumber nt a low 
price. If (he experiment about to lie 
tried In Wayne County proves success­
ful, Pennsylvania may within a com- 
piirnMvely short time supply her home 
dcmnml for limber.

Hoth the planting or new forests nml 
the saving or what Is left of the old 
ones are subjecth receiving junre and 
more iillcnlUm In nearly all purls of 
Hie country, lu Maine there 1* a grow­
ing protrMt against the destruction of 
the spruce and pine and birch. Spruce 
Is already so costly Hint builders In 
Maine are using poplar ns ti substitute 
In ccrlntn kind* of work. It Is found 
Hint ]K>plnr can lie landed at the mills 
and nmiuifiichircil into building mate 
rial nt a cost to the consumer of about 
$1) Pur thouNniul feel less Hum spruce. 
It may be that much run lo aeevm

pllshed by such suhslitutlons, but a 
great part of tho real work of Insur­
ing mi adequate timber supply must ho 
accomplished through the planting of 
now fores-ts, and this makes such ex­
periments ns the one to ho undertaken 
in Pennsylvania of great practical lu- 
forest.

jlkht, tis site Ins united, or at bast 
shed all her wing feathers, during her 
c.iplhlly. Hut the male Is hi.lcfatig 
tilde lu providing for his family, and 
Is said b» work s i  hard that be is re­
duced almost to a skeleton at Hie end 
of Hie brooding season.

According to Ha* thewy of many na­
tives, Hie female Is imprisoned lo pre­
vent Iter neglecting her duty of brood­
ing. mid If she has been unfaithful or 
negligent her nude chocs the little 
window of her cel) and ahmidoii.s her 
to a painful death hy Miffocatioii. The 
true story, perhaps, Is this: The fu- 
iiuiIh walls herself in so that she can­
not fall from the nest after losing her 
feathers and also to protect herself 
from enemies. The building material 
is her own excrement. This version Is 
less |sietlcul Hum the other, hut it U 
probably nearer the truth. It Is sup­
ported hy the statement that the fe­
male liberates herself m; soon ns the 
young birds are well grown, so (hat 
her prison Is less f« riuMahle Hum It 
appears. Scientific American.

However the eorresp indents may 
disagree ou oilier things, Hmh.* who 
went through die recent Mauehurlau 
campaigns agree entirely In regard to 
the kindliness and good nature of the 
Russian peasant soldier.

SOME DOCTORS AND THEIR PATIENTS.
UK physMuns of Fulton, N. Y., announce 
that they are going to publish the names of 

I  "deadbeats" lu the local newspaper. The 
Idea Is to warn doctors against citizens wins 
fall to pay their bills. It Is a fair enough 
arrangement—assuming that the hills were 
Just- -and that the result was satisfactory. 

We do not think, however, that mi exactly fair arrange­
ment could be arrived at without Interviewing some of 
the citizens under the grass lu the Fulton graveyards. 
Rome doctors are treated badly by patients, and there Is 
another side of the story, lint as Ihe other side Is usu­
ally found lu the cemetery,* It naturally doesn't get a 
hearing. If (lie dooiors must publish "deadbeats," lot 
them also publish "dead patients."

There Is no doubt that, lu a considerable extent, the 
2-iotnrs of I ho country are swindled. Many men who 
would not fall to pay n grocer's hill or a butcher's hill 
feel for some reason that It Is not much of a crime to 
cheat a doctor out of his time and study and the nancy 
that Is due him. The labor of the doctor In dissecting 
your trouble Is just us worthy of pay as the labor of the 
butcher dissecting a calf or an ox. The doctor gives you 
part of Ids knowledge, as Ihe butcher gives you pari of 
the meal --each Is cnllllcd to pay.

We are lia-llued to think. howcicr. that good would re­

sult If citizens would also uulte and pay a little closer 
attentlou to doctors and the results of their work. As It 
Is now, good doctors suffer for the sins of the bad ones. 
Just why It Is that a man with a license to cure should 
!>e permitted to spend bis life killing, misunderstanding, 
dlugnoslng stupidly and promoting prosperity of uuder- 
taker*, we cannot understand.

There ure men practicing medicine that wouldn't have 
a customer in the world If they were practicing luw. 
They lose every case that requires skill. But their pa­
tients don't know that. If the doctors were unable to 
tuke credit for cures effected by Nature, and were made 
to rely on their own work, their reputations would shrink 
about 00 per cent the first month.

It ought to be somebody's business to Investigate every 
death that a doctor has to bis credit. Whenever a doc­
tor's patient dies the matter ought to be Investigated. If 
lie has shown Ignorance, stupidity, indifference or neg­
lect, the public ought to know It. Wo wonder whether 
tho doctors of Fulton, N. V., who propose, us It Is snld, 
to print a list of the diseapes of their non-paying pa­
tients, would like to see published a list of tho netual 
troubles of patients ns compared with the troubles diag­
nosed by the doctors?

Doctors, of course, should not he unjustly harassed. 
Very often suits for malpractice are simply persecution 
or blackimiil. It should be recognized tliut medicine Is 
the most dlfllcult of all professions. Diagnosis cannot 
1)0 infallible. But some record should bo kept of the do­
ings of the men licensed to exploit the sufferings of hu­
manity. The doctors should arrange, for their own snkes, 
to weed out those that prove themselves IncoinimtenL— 
Chicago American.

AN INSIDE WATERWAY.
WEE the West Is talking about Improved 
waterways, the East is getting down to prac­
tical steps. Work will be begun this spring 
on a $<5,000,000 canal to connect Now York 
and Boston by an inside and much short­
ened water route. This canal will be prac­
tically a continuation of the Erie canal, for 

tho Improvement of which the State of New York has 
appropriated $100,000,000, and the digging has begun. It 
Is estimated that the construction of the c.nml across 
Ca|H» Cod will take two and one-hnlf years. Engineers 
llguro that the saving will be 142 miles over the outside 
route, with u great mitigation of danger from storms 
nml fogs. Puseugers leaving New York by the wnter 
route at 5 p. m. will arrive at Boston the next morning 
at 8 o'clock.

Forty thousand vessels u year puss around Capo Cod, 
and In twenty-live years following 1875 105 vessels were 
lost there, nt a cost of nearly 100 lives and $1,000,000. 
A revenue of $1,802,000 a year is expected from the new 
canal, derived from 0.000 steamship and 24.000 salting 
vessel trips, nt 8 cents a ton. The route along (lie Mon­
ument river will not require heavy excavation. It was 
projmsed ns the line for n waterway by the general court 
of MnsnchusetlH as long ago as 1007. and the project 
was rovlvcd several times, but not olTcetively. A company 
has now taken it up. nnd Its Ihmnclal bucking 1ms led 
to the announcement that work will be started soon and 
pushed sleadlly. It will give an uninterrupted waterway 
from the great lakes to Boston, mid also from the Gulf 
of Mexico to New England, when the gulf and lakes are 
couneeted h.v n deep channel.—St. Dads Globe Democrat.

Growing by the wa.vstde you will oft­
en see that stalely, splnk-looklng plant, 
the teazel, but I wonder how many 
know that It has helped to llnlsh 
many a piece* of doth they wear.

Wu are apt to think of a tool as 
something of man's make, yet here Is 
one of nature's own, ami nothing has 
ever been nmmifaclured to successfully 
lake Its place. For ages the teazel has 
been used for fulling doth, tlmt is, 
raising the "nap," and the mnmifne- 
turers refer to "nap goods" thus treated 
as "gigged."

When ripe tin1 dried spike heads tiro 
gathered, packed carefully lu bundles, 
and shipped In nil directions to facto­
ries. 'Ihe variety mostly used have 
the extreme end of spikes hooked or 
curved backward. This Is called ful­
lers’ teazel. These heads form a sort 
of brush jiik! are attached to a wheel 
or cylinder which revolves against the 
surface of the cloth, and these curved 
spikes catch part of the threads, and 
pull them up, making a fuzzy nap. 
This Is trimmed down nnd leaves that 
soft, velvety lluisli to the cloth. The 
spikes have strength enough uml elas­
ticity, but when they come In contact 
with a rough place In the doth, they 
break, and so avoid tearing the materi­
al. Try us they tuny, no one 1ms ever 
been able to Invent a tool possessing all 
of these qualities, ho the teazel stands 
unrivaled for tlmt use. The plant us 
we see It growing wild looks, per­
haps, at tlrst glance somewhat like a 
thistle, hut It really Ims a dignity ami 
character all Its own. Tim heads In 
(lower lire covered with a Huffy down, 
lavender or white, mat as the blossoms 
drop amt the spikes appear, until a lit­
tle later It fairly bristles. The leaves, 
minted and spiked, shooting out each 

side of the stem, meet ut base uml form 
a little hiisln In which Is usually water. 
Ho we have the mime of Ihe plant from 
the Greek Dlpsacus, meaning tfllrsly, 
and many other fauelful ones, such as 
Venus' Cup, Venus' Bath, Wood or 
Church Brooms, (tipsy Combs, Cloth 
li-r's Brush, dc. HI. Nicholas.
