Dural Road Work In IHInol#.
Banners throughout the State have 

taken up tho cause of highway reform, 
nnd local leagues are In process of 
formation umler the direction of tho 
Illinois highway commission, created at 
the last session of the general assem­
bly.

Uural property owners at first were 
Inclined to look with suspicion upon tho 
numiilsslon as n new-fangled thing 
that would Increase luxes without pro­
ducing results of direct Imnellt to the 
citizens. This feeling has disappeared 
to a large extent, for tlm reason that 
the commission has developed a way 
to improve country roads without great 
expense.

The method adopted Is the dragging 
syi'tem, used with success In Irnvn tun! 
on the almost bottomless mud roads of 
Missouri. When the farmers are or­
ganized into loeal groups, eo-operullve 
work on the roads will begin.

Heavy pieces of timber, one side 
made liar, will be dragged over the 
roads when they are soft The tim­
ber will bo drawn at nn angle that will 
grade the road nnd make a crown in 
the center. This will cause water to 
run off rapidly, and will fill up de­
pressions. Where this process has been 
used for a year, even mud roads are 
found to improve greatly, nnd where 
the work Is done carefully and fre­
quently a mud road resembles a good 
gravel pike.

The earth roads are to bo temporary 
affairs, and arc to giro Immediate re­
lief. As time passes the commission 
experts to build macadam highways 
that will last for ages ami make all 
roads available for automobiles.

(’rushed rock for the roadways now Is 
being supplied by convict labor at Ches­
ter. All the product has been taken 
nnd plans are now under way lo uke 
more of the State prisoners In this 
work.

Bridge work Is being assisted by the 
commission, nnd Its usefulness Is dem­
onstrated to farmers by estimates nml 
plans for bridges which enable them to 
know when contractors arc charging 
i«*o much for work.

Sample macadam roads Mill be con­
structed near the University of Illinois 
and Springfield.

Dr. Edmund J. Juntos, Joseph Enlker-

GREATEST OF ALL TRUSTS.

Ilneli of Tctr|ilioiie Monopoly Stood
Whole I’oMcr of Bnpremc Court.
If ever opposition to a trust scouted 

helpless, It was against tho telephone 
monojMdy. The decision of the United 
States Supreme Court, austalnlng the 
Bell patents, was handed down a t 
Washington, In Ootolmr, 1887, In ac­
tions brought by the Kell Company for 
Infringement against half a dozen com­
panies operating under the pntcntft of 
Daniel Drnwlmugh and others. This 
Judgment of the court left the Amerl* 
•an Bell Company with a strangle-hold 
on the telephone business.

With the trust# in other Industrie# 
It wan* after all, purely n matter of 
money and method#. They had no le­
gal control of tho business they domi­
nated, Any man who owned or leased 
nn oil well might go Into tho oil busi­
ness, If he were so minded. The Stand- 
ju'd could cripple Ills markets, through 
unlawful combination with tho rail­
roads, or undersell him with the con­
sumer; hut, before the law, the small­
est oil producer of the country wn# on 
a perfect plane of equality with the oil 
trust. He could not ho slopped by In­
junction from producing or refining oil. 
Ho It has been wllli the other Indus­
tries. Hut behind the toll phone trust 
ut'sid the whole power of Die United 
Slates Supreme Court, ami, therefore, 
the whole power ol the nation. I'ndor 
the decision which gave tho Bell peo­
ple the right to do us they pleased with 
tho telephone, no man or company of 
men could go Into the business except 
»# outlaws. The whole forco nt tho 
government was at the licrk and call of 
the telephone combination to crush out 
any Kcmhlaiicn of competition. It wa# 
almost as serious a matter to umko and 
turn telephones without the sanction of 
the trust ns It was to muko nnd use 
money without the sanction of the gov­
ernment.

The decision that made tills condi­
tion possible was a most tragic thing. 
It meant hundreds of millions of dol- 
hij's to a small group of mejj In Jlo#- 
Ion, and rain to hundreds who had em­
barked In the telephone business under 
om* or the oilier of Die Interfering pat­
ents. But, of fur graver Importnnco 
even than this, It meant Dio stifling 
mid monopoly of n public utility that, 
under free competition, would hnvo 
saved thousand# of million# to the peo­
ple of the Bulled Stales.

Had the verdict of (he c.,Urt been 
anything like uirnnhuoii#, IlilnUIng men 
might reconcile themselves to the In­
calculable damage done; hut It was 
only by the slightest tilting of the scale# 
of Justice that the prize fell into the 
lap of Bell and Ids associate# and the 
yoke wa# fusioned («> tho necks of the 
American people. The eourt Mood four 
to three. Justices Walt)?, Miller Mat­
thew#, Uud Ulutekfurd found for' Bell;

Justices Bradley. Field and narton 
held that Bell's patent should be de­
clared void on the ovldenoc.—Paul 
Lutzke In Success Magazine.

80ME RECENT EARTHQUAKES.

There I# Much Speculation a* to 
the Cnuie of L'phravola.

Geologists associate some earth­
quakes with volcanic action nnd ex­
plain others l»y saying that the rock 
strata which aro disturbed have been 
under n prologed strain, to which they 
yltdd nt Inst, says the New York Trlb- 
uue. Tho overloading of n large urea 
on ono side of n "fault," or crevice 
In tho earth'd crust, Is held to bo an 
adequate cause for tho readjustment, 
nnd this limy he brought nbout by nu 
nerumulnthm of sediment on the sea 
Imttom near the mouth of a largo river. 
Since Die disturbance# near tho l ’aelflc 
oottst of r olontbln on Jon. 3) and those 
In tbe Windward Island# nbout n fort­
night later, there has been much spec­
ulation as to their origin, inasmuch 
n# there has been volcanic activity In 
belli regions (n the past, it was natural 
to suspect tluit tlit* same phenomenon 
had attended mid perhaps preceded the 
recent upheavals.

Evidence that Kueh was not tho ease 
In Martinique Is now supplied by I’mf. 
Ilellprin of Philadelphia. Within the 
Just few days he has ascended Mont 
IVlce and he declares that the crater 
Is quiet. That fact satisfies him that 
the shocks in Martinique nt St. Vincent 
re<eutly wore due to the sinking of the 
bed of the Caribbean sea.

Bntll a better theory !s suggested, 
this may be neecptisl provisionally. It 
may prove to he applicable to the 
earthquake# In Colombia nlso. Dis­
patches from that country reported 
that the volcano Cumhnl hnu been In 
a state of eruption. A write !ji Nature 
— a scJejiDJh* periodical of Id^h stand­
ing—refers, however, to the outbreak 
as n mere Incident of the general con­
vulsion, which it believed wa# pro­
duced by nn extensive uisIocnDmi of 
strata under the Pacific off tho mouth 
of Dm Esmeralda river. The shocks 
were violent enough to set up tidal 
wave# of destructive violence, to rup­
ture the submarine cable in several 
places and to he registered by auto­
matic Instruments in Europe ’z.OOO or 
(5,000 mile# jiway.

Evidently, then, t’.e volcanic erup­
tion Is to be considered an effect, rath ­
er than n cause, lu certain cases, of 
which this one is au illustration. The 
present instance, according to Nature, 
Is l*y no mean# unique. By that Jour­
nal the outbreak which destroyed S t 
Pierre lu May, lhoi!, Is connected with 
the earthquakes which occurred In 
Guatemala only a few weeks before. 
Tho relationship between volcanic nnd 
Ko'.smic phenomena Is apparently more 
complicated flinn has been popularly 
supposed, nnd If Nature 1# right, one 
tuny Induce the other hundred#, if not 
tliousatuis, of mile# from tho scene of 
the original disturbance.

Some of 
them way licit we do not know that 
the earth has a crust; that we do imt 
know but that It Is solid to tin* center, 
others way that Professor Milne’s sug­
gestion Is imw and that It deserves re­
spectful treatment hceutho i.f Its 
source, but are evidently very skep­
tical regarding it. The notable thing 
ulx>ut their comments In tin* admission, 
express or Implied, that nobody knows 
much about tin* cause of earthquakes. 
They agree that when there Is an 
earthquake there Is more or less dis­
turbance of the rocks, but they evi­
dently do not know the cause uf the 
d.slurbanee. They have their conject­
ures and hypotheses, but no definite 
knowledge. As for Professor Milne's 
conjecture It Is to be said that it Is an 
attempt to assign a cause and one uf- 
fietlng the entire planet and therefore 
adequate to account for tin? fact that 
disturbances occur at nearly the same 
time In places far apart in places 
where the disposition of the rocks Is 
such that they are cspmiully liable to 
disturbance. Put no reason Is given 
why a return of the earth to Its true 
axis should cause such disturbances, 
wkite a departure from the true axis 
decs not. Nor Is there a hint of any 
tc.ihou why a cause ad<*quute to pro­
duce a change either to or ftom the 
true axis should not act upon all park* 
of the earth alike so as In reality md 
(<» cause any dlslurbauee at all. H -leti 
title observers have accumulate.! many 
feci* regarding earthquake* and their 
i.llemlnnl tidal waves and Hie appal' 
eMly related Increase In volcanic activ­
ity. They have learned much about 
tin* direction and the velocity with 
which earthquake shocks are propagat­
ed from centers In which they weem to 
originate. They haw* learned much 
about the regions which within the his­
toric period have been peculiarly sub 
Jcr-t to seismic disturbances.

many, many times that one luebl<*nt 
lias become typical, says tin* Pacific 
Weekly.

Jlis cattle and horses 
hav.* either gone back Into llu? hills 
to find something oil which to live or 
they are standing about (lie homestead 
with a downcast air.

When General Gillinott*** 
division, lo.tMNj strong, effected a lodg 
Incut on Morris Island, and, after un 
assault ou Port Wagner, l*egnn tin* 
construction of siege works, the boys 
Mioved that General Glllmore and 
Colonel E. W. Sorrell, Ills chief engl 
HH*r (who died In New Vork a few 
days ago), sat up nights to find wane 
thing for them to do. At till events, 
the General and his staff wtunevl very 
busy In making plans that gave the 
men lots of work.

“They knew when Glllmore sent 
Lieutenant Peter S. Michic, of the 
United States engineers to examine tin* 
marsh or swamp.

"At one c.’iiup lire a requisition on 
Colonel i tem di was m ade out for 
twenty men, elghP-e/i f<*ct long, to do 
duty In fifP*on feet of mud. Jf I he 
gossip about the camp tires meant any 
thing a t  all, It meant tha t  tin* men of 
Genera! Glllmore** army thought Da*
