The sermon was preached by the 
pastor, Itcv, W. Jt. Yonker, who 
took for his subject “The Growth of 
Altruism,” and who found his text in 
Luke, X—25 to 37 (Inclusive!. Mr. 
Yonker said:

Altruism Is that disposition on the 
part of a man to aid, in time of need, 
another. Practical altruism is illus­
trated in the pBrable read.

The growth of this disposition can 
be easily traced. Early history, It is 
true, has comparatively few ex­
amples: primitive man was too much 
occupied with the matter of his next 
meal to waste any time in generosity 
or benevoience. The primitive Chris­
tian Church made a step in advance 
when goods were held in common. 
Then, again, for centuries the spirit 
of the good Samaritan was held in 
check. During the Nineteenth Cen­
tury the world advanced by leaps 
andibounds along all lines of progress 
but along no other line more than 
this—the spirit that inquires, “ Have 
I any obligation toward my fellow 
men thut transcends law, necessity
ami selfishness?’’

The church has uttered Its message, 
philosophy has taught its lessons, ex­
perience lias been teaching; and this 
ex|K*i lence has resulted in practicai 
application of the lessons learned. 
Among many results, there is, |>er- 
haps none mure striking than the 
birth aod growth of the many frater­
nal organizations that have for their 
ob ect the amelioration of me evils v>. 
which the working man is subject. 
Among them all your Order stands 
unashamed, adorned with good works 
Innumerable. With a genuinely al­
truistic spirit, seeking the welfare of 
your fellow trau, rather than your 
own, the Order has grown, expauded, 
until to-day “ Friendship. Love and 
Truth” mean more to more people 
than ever before in the history of the
worid. , , .

Leaving the thought of the growth 
of this spirit of fraternity, let us turn 
to thought* that may be of help to us 
in still further extending an Odd 
Fellow’s spirit and prloc.ples.

Killed in the Lillie Mine

William Dunstan was instantly 
killed in the Lillie mine last Friday 
morning about 10 o ’clock. Dunstan, 
who was employed as foreman at the 
»•««• boA rrrtnp fotp a drift In com- 
tbe sumo, as was nl* usiiuj cusujjjj.
Noticing some lo.:se ore hanging to 
the wall on one side of the drift, he
took a bar from one of the men arid 
proceeded lu pry it down. The chunk 
suddenly gave away aud rolled over 
upon him, killing hlru Instuntly. 
Supt. Deacon und one of the laborers 
were standing within ten feet from 
the unfortunate man at tbe time aud 
quickly rushed to bis rescue. It took 
but a few moments to remove the deb­
ris and get tbe body, but life was al­
ready extinct.

Mr. Dunstan was born in Cornwall, 
Knglund, and was forty-two years of 
age. lie bad been a resident of this 
city for about twenty years and was 
one of Negaunee’s best citizens—re 
spected by ail for his broadness of 
mind and his good will toward his 
fellow man. He had been prominent 
in the work of the Methodist church 
was a  consclentous Christian—and 
had been on the church board for 
many years. He was a member of the 
Sons of St. George and Marcabee so 
clelles. He leaves a widow and has 
a sister in Ishpeming and a brother 
in Colorado.

The funeral was held Hunda> after 
nooo from the Methodist church aud 
was the largest seen here in muny 
years. Both societe* of which he was 
a member, attended in a body—the 
Hons of Hi. George turning out near­
ly thro*1 hundred strong.

“Yes," said Dim li. Anderson, “thu>

luspcet the town as a regular assign- 
tiieni. Nearly cvorylmdy kcciii* to l>e 
here, hut, do you know, I am dlsup. 
pointed. I had a sneaking notion that 
1 would uieel John Folsom on the 
streets, recognize him, and have a long 
chat with him,

“John was a Jtch, and 1 was a Yank 
lu the great ltuell Itragg foot race fi'o.n 
Last Tennessee to Dullsville In the fall 
of isi;i». We struck up an acquaint- 
am-u under the most extraordinary cir­
cumstances, and I would like to c*uii- 
pare miles with him now. Tin* two 
jinnies marched for a month on nearly 
parallel loads. Neil her general wanted 
to hghl, hut each wauled to reach Dul­
lsville before the other. In the feints, 
bluffs and covering maneuvers there 
was liable to he at any time: a general 
mix up.

‘ In this particular ease | hurt my­
self coming down Muhlraugh's hill, and 
tie- next night. finding I eouJd not keep 
uii with my company, 1 dropped out 
and, completely prostrated, crept into a 
cornfield and lay down under a tree.
1 knew* Hie Confederates were hanging 
on our llauk, hut 1 didn't care. 1 went 
to steep and slept through the night, 
lu tlie morning, when 1 opened my 
e.M*. I saw not far from me a leg 
trousered in gray.- 1 divined that the 
Confederate* laid passed along tile road 
uud that ti straggler had shared my 
quarters.

“Tills looked serious, and 1 realized 
that my safety dei>oiidod on quirk ac­
tion. The Itch was still asleep, with 
Ills gun alongside of him. lu live sec­
onds f was sitting astride of him and 
was holding Ids anus to the ground. 1 
weighed over 2»mi then, ami tiie Rub In­
formed uie Indore he opened his eyes 
that a horse had fallen on him. When 
he did open his eyes 1 fiercely demand 
od his surrender. Hu said there was 
no need of making so much iu**s about 
It. He would surrender.

*T ut once removed the pressure, as­
sisted my prisoner to his feel, patted 
him Into shape, Introduced myself, 
learned that his name was John Fol- 
bom, and >\e proceeded to get break­
fast. We felt heller after thill, and In 
friendly spirit discussed the situation.
It was clear to us that, If we went to­
ward DiulsvJJh* on the Vond I/Wore us, 
Wu were Just as liable to meet Con­
federates as rnloiilsrs. Therefore, we 
agreed that we would go forward, rueh 
one carrying Ids own gun. If we si ruck 
a detachment of CuIouMk ho was my 
prisoner; If we came upon a Confed­
erate picket Hue, I was his prisoner.

•"rills seemed to both of us ll Very 
good (dan. Hut the times were out of 
joint, and the lirst man we met was a 
suspicious civilian hitching Ids horse 
to a light wagon. He wanted to know' 
why In thunder we were going about 
together that way. i explained that 
the itch was my prisoner. He wanted 
to know why lu Ham Hill 1 didn't take 
Ids gun away from him. Then he or­
dered Uie Itch lo take my gun away 
from me. He would not listen to uny 
explanation, and we joined teams on 
him, tied 1dm lo a tree, and. taking 
ids horse and w agon, cut out for Dmls 
vllle.

M\Vc made good time and had Just 
agreed to modify our protocol so as to 
permit a quick Journey to Dmlsvlllo us 
joint pnrlners lu Hie outfit when we 
hjiw three Confederate cavalrymen 
guarding a bridge in front. Hy this 
Hmc the clause lu the protocol provid 
lug that lu caw* we met Confederate*
I was to he John Folsom's prisoner was 
a dead letter. 1 didn't want to he cap 
lured, and John, having friends in 
Dmlsvlle, didn't want me to he cap­
tured.

••rto we look to tin* woods, nnd mnk 
lug a great racket wllh our guns ami 
air horse and wagon and calling out, 
‘Here they are, ln»ys, at last/ We 
caused the cavalrymen (o retreat, and 
went on jh'II imdl toward Dullsville, in 
dim lime we reached Hie I nbai lines 
near that clly. whore fresh trouble
awaited us. The pickets were lu a 
stale of exclllmeut, and they would md 
let us In. 1 wauled to go forward ami 
explain, hut they threatened to shoot 
me If 1 moved mi Ineh, Finally, ns 
luck would have It, tlm oltleor of Ha 
day, ii cool bonded fellow', rode out to 
liivesHgate us,

"We were In the middle of the road, 
sealed In oUl* wagon, when the oltleor 
and a squad of cavalry rode up. They 
tdi laughed when they niiw iim, ami the 
otllecr asked how we came to he lo 
getlier. t explained tlmt Folsom was 
my prisoner; Hint we had heell between 
the lilies for hvo days, mid hail a peek 
of trouble, and staled the substance of 
our protocol. I saw that he doubled 
the story, and asked him lo send us lo 
<»oncrnl Nelson, who, I knew, was lu 
chief command. 1 told him that I. Dan 
II. Anderson, of the First Kentucky, 
came direct from Huell's Jinny mid 
Hint my prisoner, John Folsom, cairn 
dlrret from Hragg's army, and we 
might Imvu news for General Nelson.

••This siniek I ho oftleer favorably 
•who said there was such a mix-up hi 
front that they didn’t know where 
either army was. Hut ho added t '(Jroat 
Caesar, you don't know Nelson I’ Thera 
i§ where he missed It, for I had been

1b  the old Ironclad division through 
tho Nashville, Shiloh, Corinth and Mo* 
Mluuvllle campaigns, and had a per­
sonal Interview with Nelson not mauj 
weeks before, in which he hod express­
ed his views with remarkable precision 
mid emphasis.

“We were taken before Nelson, 
guarded ns spies. He was in a tower­
ing rage, as usual. He wanted to do 
all the talking, until I remarked that 
I came from his old Fourth division. 
Thereupon his whole manner changed. 
He asked eagerly after every brigade 
uud regiment, asked him we bad fared 
oil the march, said he had wished we 
were with him a thousand times. Thou 
he asked scores of questions us to the 
comlllhm of Huell's army. When I 
said the hoys wen* mil of light, but u 
Utile shy on rations, he said, ‘God 
bless 'cm: well make Hint all right.'

“In short, I mid iny prisoner gave
Nelson a good deal of Information
about the two armies -lu fact, the first
I'cpei'i iii detail that lie had been able
to secure. Ih* was very grateful. Fol- £
som. at my request, was released on 
parole mid I was practically given the 
freedom of Ha* city. Two days hum’, 
when our division marched iti from 
West point. I was among those who 
gave It enthusiastic welcome. Folsotu 
had disappeared, and I have never seen 
him since. Yet 1 feel in my horn** 
that I will see him before 1 pass over, 
and it would be Jus? like him to be In 
Chicago. If he is I want lo hoar from 
him/’- Chicago Inter Ocean.

At D-e, in Berkshire County, Mass., 

there are being turned out, under gov­
ernment supervision, 2.7) headstones a 
week to mark graves of soldiers, sail­
ors, marines, scouts, nurses, or others 
who have served a regular enlistment 
lu the military or mivnl service of the 
L'ultcd Stales.

These tombstones are furnished free 
by Hie government, and arc* sent out 
upon the application of a relative, u 
member of the Grand Army of the Re­
public, or a citizen of the United 
Stales, who furnishes the name of tho 
dead soldier or sailor aud Ids regiment 
or ship. The military secretary’s ultiee 
then looks up his record and his bury­
ing place and the headstone Is ordered.

The government pays all transporta­
tion charges on these stones to the 
nearest freight olliec. All that theu 
remains Is for the relative or friend to 
have it taken from the freight ollice to 
the cemetery.

More than Gon.niN) of these have al­
ready been provided and ure marking 
tbegraves of the nation's dead through­
out tho country. All of these marble 
sbibs have been taken out of quurrlc* 
operated at D e or ut Rutland, Vt.

On Hie grounds at the Dee quarry 
the stone Is polished, marked, und 
crated. Twenty men are employed the 
year round Hi polishing aud tuarklug 
headstone* for the nation’* dead. Twice 
u year the government receives bids

The marble Is taken out of the quar­
ry In block* three feet square. Great 
iron sawft are then used to cut tho 
block* D two, after which limy are 
strapped together and cut In two again.

It M ug allowed to 
drip In at the sides of the saw.

A government Inspector carefully In­
spects each stone which Is turned out. 
This Inspection Is very strict. If there 
I* n blemish in the stone, Iwwever 
slight, It Is cast aside, the government 
refusing to accept It

Win'll the llnlshed headstone Is ready 
for delivery to the government It meas­
ures three feet and tim e Inches long, 
one foot wide, and four Inches thick. 
Kadi stone weighs alsmt 2.7J jsmiidH. 
on each Is a sunken shield or wreath, 
and directly under this name, the rank 
and regiment of the dead soldier.

I’lie headstones are then sent to dis­
tributing jJoint*, where they remain 
until requisition Is made fop them hy 
the War Department. No hcadstonei 
have been sent to the Fhlllpplnes up 
to this Hmo. but applications for mark-

rs to la* sent to the newly acquired 
Islands are coming In to the govern­
ment nt H»e rate of twenty a day.

MUHICAL FUND HALL, PHILAfJHLPHfA, IN IPod.

Hie anniversary that the building In 
which tho first convention met 1* *NJI 
standing. It owe* Ihl* preservation 
tho fuct that It 1* given over to music/ 
Jt 1* know n as Musical Fund Hall, and 
1* rapidly npprouchlng a centennial of 
uellvu service,

It was In Philadelphia In June, 1871,
that the ................ . parly denounced
tho admission of slavery lu tho Terri­
tories, coupled It with polygamy ns a 
"twin relic »f barbarism," and present­
ed John L\ Fremont u* a candidate for 
tho chief magistracy. While tho con- 
,•milieu of tho then infant party, which 
assembled ut Musical Fund Hull, Juno 
17, 18.71, was certainly md Inferior In 
mental capacity, or patriotism to any 
of ll* successors, It w «* on« of the most 
spontaneous gatherings known to Amer­
ican political hNtory.

To a considerable degree, the new 
Republlean parly was Iho successor and 
the legatee of the old Whig and Free 
poll parlies, and there were several 
ether factor* prominently concerned In 
Us Inception. From tho old Free Poll 
parly came such noted leaders as Wll- 
mot, Male, Chase, Julian, Humncr.

IMPURE WATER DANGEROUS.

SOME LOCAL RESULTS OF CELLBRATIKO THE FOURTH.

SfwntfA D isp o sa l I lfco n iliiit  nti liu -  
p orfn n t Q u estion  lu  lu r k .
The recent ouuuul report of the New 

York State water supply eommigslon 
contains many facts and no! a few stig 
gpstlmis of vital import a nee, says Les­
lie's Weekly. The commissioner* dwell 
at length und with much emphasis 
upon the necessity of safeguarding the 
purity of vvuter used for household pur­
poses, whether it bo drawn from 
springs, wells, rivers or lake*. This 
Involves the question of sewage dis­
posal, In regard to which, tho commis­
sioners gay, they find a most deplorable 
indifference prevailing among house­
holders and small communities. Public 
education 1* needed on this subject

Tho people generally need to bo Im­
pressed with the fact that polluted 
water Is one of the most certain and 
prolific sources of disease. Tho condi­
tions under vv Ifieh families In the 
rural districts obtain their drinking 
water are often subversive of every 
sanitary law and often productive, 
also, of widespread attacks of tho most 
virulent epidemics. In view of theiw 
things the commission recommends a 
system uf sanitary regulation extending 
over the water supply system* of the 
wholo Htatc. A vuluublo suggestion 
bearing upon the subject of a pure water 
supply Is afforded lu the report of My­
ron B. I'alk, consulting engineer of tne 
commission. Mr. Falk would have the 
State Issue certificates of purity for 
water supplies precisely n* Is u»me lu
Hil* ease uf mill* •*»' n*'*"’ ' /
fieaitij. iV is easy to see what an ad­
vantage this would be for summer re­
sort* and small rural communities, ns 
well a* for cities und largo towns. 
Places possessing a State certificate 
guaranteeing tho purity of their water 
would have an asset fully a* valuable 
as a high altitude, good roads, beauti­
ful scenery or any other advantage to 
bo urged In their favor. Drinking water 
of good quality, In fact, outweighs In 
value the attractions that delight the 
eye. Too often person* who go from 
tho city to the country In search of 
health return much worse, with their 
systems poisoned by the water they 
have had to drink.

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The lately published biography of 
Bayard Taylor, by his wife, recalls the 
ninny vicissitude* through which the 

author passed be­
fore he wan able to 
call success h 1 s 
own. Horn in the 
little town of Ken- 
nett H<|iiai*4>, near 
I’ h 11 a d clpliln, lu 
IHL!,', he hpent Ills 
boyhood amid tho 
hard work of furm 
life. Always eager 
to devour hooks, 
the boy gathered 
nut* lu order to se­
cure the money to 
buy de.dred vol­

umes. At the age of 15 ho was n teach­
er In the academy of the little town.

He was ambitious; he was anxious 
to travel abroad. He finally went to 
Horace Greeley to inquire of the editor 
If lie would publish descriptive letters 
which would accurately describe life 
and customs of Germany. With this 
slender hope Taylor set out for Europe. 
He went In tho steerage, paying $10 
of the savings of four years of loll for 
tin* passage.

As lie traveled afoot through the 
continent he was often without food 
for two or three .days at a time. Many 
of Ills letters wero written when his 
clothing was rain-saturated und his 
body weak with fasting. He had 30 
cents when he arrived in London. No 
tried to find work In u printer's shop 
and failed.

He was absolutely penniless nud had 
been so for two days when ho met an 
American publisher who loaned tho 
youth —tie was not more than -0 th e n -  
go. lo r six weeks he lived on this, In 
the meantime writing, writing Inces­
santly, undiw'ouraged by his poverty 
and bis lack of prosiHH-tg.

Tor two years he maiiugcd to support 
bimsclf In Loudon by writing. He re­
ceived itcrhaps a year then.

When he returned to America Taylor 
found that his letters had brought him 
wide publicity, hut he published a coun­
try pajHT and lost so much that three 
years of work were required to pay off 
tin* debts.

He began again as a teacher In an 
acudeiuy, aud by making translations 
Increased Ids Income to $9 a week. Hut 
Ids steady work won its tvwurd, und 
soon afterward he started on the road 
of success,

Hide and 9e«k n ltb  a Monntafn.
For tho past two year* a cmlous sort 

of a gaino has been played up in that 
little-known region of Chinese Turkes­
tan, the groat mountain ranges of Thin 
Shan. Tho chief participants of the 
game, which has not partaken of the 
nature of play, wero two, Dr. Morz- 
bachcr, an alpinist, and Khuntcugri, 
the highest peak of the country.

This part of tho world has boon en­
veloped in obscurity, and until Dr. 
Merzbacber’s survey no good maps ex­
isted. The mountains aro wild and
Icturesque, covering ground four or
ve times ns great ns tho Alps.
Many of the peaks measure over 

twenty thousand feet In height. Khan- 
tcngrl, tho monarch, overtops all others 
by at least four thousand feet. The re­
gion is regarded as very hard of access, 
and old Chinese travelers have left ac­
counts of Its difficulties nnd dangers.

Khan-tengrl had never been definite­
ly located, and Dr. Merzhacher under­
stood the task. I-’or nearly two years 
hla search lasted beforo bo could phi 
the elusive mountain down to topo­
graphical accuracy. It has been a ver­
itable game of blde-nnd-scek, nnd the 
interesting ond curious pnrt of It U 
that ofton and agnln tho mountain hn« 
been most difficult to trace, and the 
seeker realized that until ho was actu­
ally at tho mountain's base he could 
not show its relntions to the rc-st of the 
range. After long months of hard 
travel and many disappointments, tho, 
mountain bos been trapped and the 
riddle solved.
