One of the week­
ly magazines lutely contained uccounts 
of vacations In camp, lu an uutouiohUe, 
on a bicycle, on foot, In a canoe, In 
hunting with a camera, in seeing Oth 
avenue, and lu searching for wild flow­
ers. Each of the urtidcs Is charming 
reading, chiefly because the writer had 
w hat he was after—rest, recreation and 
a good time. The reader may easily he 
misled Jntn thinking that the charm be­
longs Intrinsically to the particular 
kind of a vacation which is described. 
It does not. It belongs only to the ex­
actness with which the vueatlon fits. 
The wisest thing one can do is to say to 
himself, “What Is It that I should most 
like to do?” And if It fall within bis 
means, and If he has only himself aud 
his own pleasure to consider, do that, 
regardless of whether any one else 
would enjoy It, or w hether any one else 
has ever done It. The hobby or diver­
sion to which one gives his spare mo­
ments during the rest of the year la 
often a wise guide. It requires courage 
and common sense to disregard conven­
tional conceptions aud half-formed 
plans, aud to follow the Inclination of 
the moment; hut the reward Is nearly 
always a happy and restful vocation, 
uud not Infrequently at little cost.

The language of 
the games remains the same and the 
rules, fixed by some unknown authority 
ago* ago, are as immutable as the de­
crees of the Modes and the Persians. 
The reason Is that here the players 
change. Before a child has had time 
to tire of a game he luis grown up to 
other amusements and a new race of 
children has succeeded to oil the privi­
leges and pleasures of w*liat Its elders 
have abandoned. The child, too, has 
a regular succession of games during 
the year, going through a cycle of 
sports wKhiA a period which, idative 
to the child’s age, Is perhaps as long 
.is the period which brings round lor 
older people croquet and the like. The 
most curious feature of fashions in 
games (s the difficulty with whlon one 
nation can he Induced to take nn inter- 
(•st *n the sports of anoth.-r.

o f  ano ther unless It is a public nui­
sance (chase* und worries teams or 
otherwise Interferes with the rights of 
people). Whoever unlawfully and will­
fully kills the dog of another, Is liable 
to im prisonm ent in  the county  JaJJ for 
not more than a year or to pay a fine 
not exceeding $300, or both; and he Is 
also liable to the owner for three times 
the value of the dog. This also applies 
to  th e  destruction of any other personal 
projwrty. The right to prosecute one 
criminally for such willful act expires 
In two years from the date thereof and 
the right to recover damages expires 
six years from the date thereof.

Effort* to  L earn  How BolM lns< M ar 
Bo Made to Reatst A ttacks,

Important to builders throughout the 
country Is an investigation recently be­
gun by the United States geological sur­
vey to find out the effect upon various 
kinds of structural material of earth­
quakes, says the Boston Transcript Nu­
merous Inquiries have been received by 
Charles D. Walcott, director of the sur­
vey, since the California earthquake as 
to the buildings which best stood the 
shock of the catastrophe and the rea­
sons why some buildings survived and 
others fell In the wake of this convul­
sion of the earth. Interesting light on 
this phase of the earthquake was 
thrown by a letter recently received at 
the survey from Charles G. Tale, who 
Is the special geological survey agent 
on the Pacific coast Mr. Yale was In 
Sen Francisco at tho time of the earth­
quake, and therefore had excellent op­
p o rtu n itie s  to r  studying JU effect HU 
ofllces aro located In the Appraisers 
building.

Tills building, Mr. Yale says, In his 
letter to Director Walcott, was one of 
the few business structures In San 
Francisco which was not Injured either 
by the earthquake or the fire. With 
the exception of the falling of a little 
plaster on several floors tho building Is 
wholly freo from damage. "It Is prol* 
ably the ouly building of 1U kind in 
the city," said Mr. Yule, “which does 
not show a single cracks In Its walls. 
This may bo due to the fact that the 
foundation of the building consists of A 
6-foot bed of solid cement placed upon 
thousands of piles, and that the bricks 
are put together with cement, instead 
of mortar. The walls of this building 
are thicker below the sidewalk than 
they are above. Thus when the build- 
tog is shaken by an earthquake It moves 
ns a monolith. The vibration of this 
building In the recent enrthqunko was 
considerable, hut the only damage done 
was to the plaster, which fell on sev­
eral floors.”

Prior to the California earthquake a 
body of engineers representing large 
Industrial undertakings In several 
States visited the survey In Washing­
ton, seeking Information ubout the 
strength and endurance of material to 
be used In a variety of building and 
construction work. The survey was 
unable at the time to supply them with 
the facts. The result of (lie InvestJga. 
tlon In California will be awaited with 
Interest The opportunity is there for 
the local agents of the survey to obtain 
a deal of valuable Information on n sub­
ject about which cotnpmirtlvely little Is 
known. It is Information which will 
be useful to  the builders o f  the new 
Ban Fnmclso aud to the architects 
throughout the country who are to de­
sign tho skyserajur# of the future.

The sturdy coimtltiilion that Abra­
ham Lincoln Inherited from five gener­
ations of pioneers was hardened by 
tlie toll and expoRurc to which, even 
more than most backwoods Imys, says 
the autiior of “Lincoln, Master of 
Men,” tie was subjected from early 
childhood. “Abraham, though very 
young, was large of his ago, und hud 
an ax put Into bis bunds at om*e,” 
wrote a neighbor, "and fro m  thut until 
his twenty-third year he wus almost 
constantly handling tlie ax, tliough less, 
of course, In plowing and harvesting 
seasons.”

The fifteen years of labor thus sum­
marily disposed of constituted, for the 
t&ost part, the physical discipline of 
Lincoln’s life. How severe this wus 
muy be inferred irom tlu* mere mention 
of what was required of him. As he 
became strong enough he clean'd ojmmi- 
lags In the forest, cut timber, spilt rulls, 
(‘hopped wood, guided the cumbrous 
slwivel plow, bun! corn nml pulb*d fod­
der. When the grain was rf|>e lie har­
vested It witii n sickle, threshed It with 
M H ull, cleaned it with a sheet, ««d 
took it to the milk wlicre It wus labor­
iously ground Into unbolted flour with 
equully primitive (\mtrlv.'tm*cs.

Together with these tasks of need- 
lime and harvest, he fetched and car- 
rled, carpenter^ ami tinkered, In sliorl, 
earned his supper of corn dodgers and 
his Nhnkcdown of leaves In the loft 
many times over. Novertlielo**, when 
the home w o rk ,w a s  done, T ho tn it* Lin­
coln, who, wliutever muy have Urn his 
faults, cannot Justly lie necuswl of err­
ing on the side of Indulgence, hired 
him out us a duy laborer among the 
neighbors.

They, of course, did not *|mre tlie 
boy any more tharfdld his father. No 
cliore was deemed too mcuii, no Job too 
great, for tills good-natured youn*< fel­
low, so thut. all In nil, bcuvy drafts 
must hove been made upon him.

He met them, despite bis dislike for 
manuul lubor, oil demand, chocking out 
freely of his strength, white uncon­
sciously acquiring, by way of exclisngs, 
more than the equivalent In virile self- 
reliance; and the perfect command over 
his resources, In any emergency, tint 
later became characteristic of him, 
should In lurge meusure be credited to 
this pioneer accounting, in fact, of 
Lincoln may be said what Fuller quaint­
ly said of Drake, the “pains and pa­
tience In his youth knit the joints of 
his soul.”

Darwin was always a most tireless 
worker. Another disadvantage, one 
less palpable, yet to  one o f his mind 
hardly the less deterrent, was that of 
the uDlx'llof of even tho scholars and 
scientists of his own time about the 
evidence lie had gathered and the de­
ductions he had made therefrom.

There were some, however, who ('nine 
to his assistance, financially and sympa­
thetically. Their support meant much 
to the scientist at tho time when It 
was proffi*i‘(*d. but tin* hardest battles 
had long Ik'cii over when he was aide to 
announce his results.

OLD 60LDIERS TALK OVER 
ARMY EXPERIENCES.

The n in e  nnd th e  G ray R eview  I n c i­
dent* of th e  L ate War» and In a 

G raph ic and In te re a tin g  M anner 

T ell o f  Campi M arch and B a ttle ,

About March 1, 1RA2, the Fourth 
Wisconsin, Sixth Michigan and Twen­
ty .Irst Indiana nnd a battery were nil 
crowded onto nnd Into tho Pacific Mall 
Steamship Constitution, then claimed 
to be tho next largest ship to thcGrent 
Eastern. We boarded her at Newport 
News two days before the great nnv.il 
battle between the Merrlmnc and Mon­
itor. Tho men were so crowded that 
It took me half a day to go from tho 
cabin to the hold, whore part of my 
company had liecn stowed, and get 
back to the cabin. Wo were to bo 
landed on Ship Islnnd, about 100 miles 
east of New Orleans, and about four­
teen miles south of the Mississippi 
const. As tho steamer came to New­
port News, she lmd to pass within one 
and a half miles of tho rebel rifled 
battery on Sewell’s Point, on the south 
side of tho James River. This battery 
took several shots nr tho steamer on 
her way to tho landing and got her 
range.

As wo started for sea we all knew 
we would bo shot nt again, with a 
Strong probability that somo of us 
Would be lilt. But our pilot played It 
on the Johnnies tlnu: lie took up a 
moderate, steady speed, so the John- 
hies would mako their calculations for 
their aim on our speed. But steam was 
up as strong as the boilers would boar, 
and tho Instant tho smoke was seen to 
leave the gun all the steam was let 
Into tho engines, which in a intnutc 
nearly doubled our speed. This threw 
their calculations out of Joint, nnd all 
the second and third loading nnd firing 
fell behind the ship; but the first shot 
passed over Col. Payne’s (Fourth Wis­
consin) head, who was standing on the 
bridge between the wheelhouses. The 
second shot struck about 200 yards 
before reaching tho ship, and the rico­
chet sent the ball over tho deck. Gen. 
Phelps (the old Connecticut Abolition­
ist) said If the muzzle of tho first gun 
had been depressed the eighth of nil 
Inch tho ball would hnvo struck ship 
nt the water lino. The second gun was 
depressed a trifle too much. So wo got 
out of the James with only a genre. 
But I here remark that It took tnoro 
nerve to look out of my state-room 
window through n good (leldgluss, by 
means of which I could see tho season 
cracks In tho flagstaff anil the rojie, 
ond Into tho dark lmlo In tho niuzzlo 
of tho cannon, nnd see It belch out tho 
great cloud of white smoke, thereby 
knowing the ball was coming for us, 
than It Uhl later to stand In line of the 
enemy’s fire at much shorter range.

Our next trouble was seasickness. 
The men lu the hold were as helpless 
as babies, and wero desperately seasick 
for a day and a half. Wo passed 
through a gale off Tape Hatteras, 
where tho ship was lost after tho war. 
When we got near Florida tho heui, 
became oppressive, and the men below 
would climb to tho deck and up Into 
the rigging. As the boilers consumed 
fifty tons of coal each day, our ballast 
grew so light that the ship would rock 
till tho mast seemed to lean half way 
to the water at times. After we 
passed Key West the ship rocked over 
■  w'are and tilted so far that most of 
us on deck were thrown on our knees,
I was standing within ten feet of the 
captain, ond I never heard a man 
•quail as he did. He was generally a 
rulld-mAnnered man, tart he then 
looked like a hungry Mon let out of III* 
cage. Ho ordered the men down out 
ef the rigging nnd Mow, with a voice 
that made them nil skin down like so 
many scared eat*. Then ho sent a man 
to the cabin to te|| Gen. Williams to 
come on deck at um*. The General 
was a  stiff West Pointer, nnd resented 
the lni|M>rtlrieuce, as he thought It. Be­
ing lu the cabin, he had iml rwil!z<*l the 
danger. He replied: “Tell ('apt. • • 
if he wants to see me to coino to the 
cabin." The (‘aptiilu cent word buck- 
"Tell Gen. William* to report to mo on 
deck at once or I'll put him In Irons.” 
Williams came on deck looking like a 
UmnderHoiid, and demanded of tho 
i’uptaln: “What do you mean, *lr? I 
am In command of this expedition.” 
•’Ye*, sir," said the I’aptaln, “You are 
In command <>f this cxjiedlHon. You 
con order me to any port in the world 
uml I will go, but you can’t tell me bow 
to trim my ship whllo I am going. In 
that 1 outrank you, sir. Now, put your 
men below at once."

Olio of the staff, who had been on 
deck and knew the danger, stepped up 
and told tho General the danger, ami 
he somewhat reluctantly allowed the 
Captain to outrank him. The men went 
Mow. Then the (‘aptaln called alt the 
company officer* together nud made this 
little spitH'h: ’’Gentlemen, we are In 
great danger of capsizing, and lu a 
rough sea we could not avoid It. My 
coal Is well consumed, which make* me 
short of bnlhiHt. KhotiJd this ship he 
disabled, no t«m ships 111 the world, If 
they should all appear nt once, could 
relieve It. As the blockade has driven 
off the ships, it Is not IlkHy «<• would 

! rt-i'rt ship In *ht-n»«»otU«r J-n 4U-
iiHer, I and my sailors will take to Die 
r-wbont*. while you all go down with 
lie* ship. Now, you muni keep )oiir 
nidi below tlil We laud."

Then some companycaptain*|s>ke up, 
saving It would kill tie* no’ii to confine 
them below*, and that then* hum be 
some relief, or the ship might u* well 
sink. The ship's eaptuln said: “I’u*s 
down tills rear stairway; stay as long

n# you can; then go tip tho forward 
stairway and pass over the deck back 
to tho rear.” This was done, nnd there 
was n solid stream of men thus passing 
till we landed on the Island next fore­
noon.

| When wo landed we found the Twen­
ty-sixth Massachusetts, who had been 
on the Island several weeks, and hail 
been on half rations for the last seven 

.days; but they were so glnd to see us 
I they divided rations with us. Before 
1 our rations could be got to shore there 
came up a terrible storm, which kept 
the sea bo rough for two days that 
nothing could bo taken off. That made 
three days’ fasting for me, for the ship 
didn’t feed us ufter they got In sight 
of the landing. Hunger was no nnnio 
for us. Tho storm was In tho night, 
and I thought tho waves would sweep 
us from tho Island, which Is a turtle- 
back of sand. I stood out In the rnln 
nnd braced against my tent to hold It 
against tho wind. Tents were down 
everywhere, and we could see the men 
by the lightning’s Hashes working to 
save and to mend the situation. Our 
Ideutennnt Colonel came along uml 
naked mo In an excited voice: "Cap­
tain, what do you think of this storm?" 
“I think It Is a darned Idg one," said 
I, holding onto my tent post. "Captain, 
this Is a serious matter, nnd I don’t 
want nn impertinent answer. I wnnl 
to know what to do with my men." 
"Dnm-fl-no," said I, still bucking 
against the wind. It seemed ns If the 
wind would never stop. That night the 
Colonol, tho Captain nnd “Big .Sam," 
nil of the Twenty-first Indiana, went on 
board of one of the ships to get a good 
supper. The storm caught them, nnd 
In attempting to reach the shore they 
wore obliged to climb Into an old rivet 
steamer called Tho Fowls, which had 
been captured nnd recaptured so many 
times that the deck was splintered by 
shots. It was the only craft they could 
climb Into without help from the deck. 
Being top-heavy, It rocked like nn over­
crowded baby cradle. All the ships— 
about a dozen—dragged their anchor* 
nnd bumped against each other nnd 
broke gTeat holes In their sides.

"Big Sam" was n Imll.v, nnd whipped 
all the men In the regiment who did not 
run from him or beg Ills mercy; but he 
couhl not stand in line nnd take the 
enemy’s fire. !!♦■ was * jihyslcal cow­
ard, In short. He only of tho three 
could row the boat, nnd he Jumped Into 
the yawl to get to shore. The C’olonc) 
cocked his revolver, nnd with vehement 
oaths ordered him to come back to the 
steamer. Tho Chaplain, with hat In 
hand raised toward tho clouds, prayed 
ns never a preacher prayed ns a mere 
formality. “Big Sam" returned for 
them. It was fun to hear of this affair 
as related by the suitors after tho dan­
ger was over. The Colonel's swenrlng 
nnd the Chaplain's praying were heard 
above the noise nml roar of tho wind, 
waves nnd thunder. Wuon asked about 
It weeks afterward the Chaplain got up 
and wulked off without answering.

Tim Fourteenth Maine had soma 
dozen men <t)iiflned in the guard tent. 
Lightning struek the renter pole, and 
killed seven of .them nnd Injured the 
other*. The guard was pacing back and 
forth before the tent, holding his gun 
at a shoulder arms. Tho lightning 
stroke bent his gnu barrel Into an ox­
bow or capital IJ nnd threw It twenty 
feet away, but did no damage to the 
guard except to numb his right arm for 
u few hours.

It was hard to drive tent plus in this 
sand, as It would compact under the 
blow like stone, yet the flutter of the 
tent fly would loosen them, pull them 
out and flip them Hour over tho tent. 
We had to take down nnd reset our 
tents day nnd night when It was windy.
I have found It blown through the key­
hole Into my trunk till It was piled 
from the bottom up to the keyhole, 
often containing over a quart of sand. 
In cooking amt eating so much sand 
would get Into our grub that we got 
enough Into our ernws to take New Or 
lean*. Grave* that yesterday were ten 
feet deep today would show the top 
of the .-wilin box. It was tiresome drill 
lug lu *iiHi *aud, and we were kept lit 
It. Gen. Butler was rolled "the Old 
Picayune" by tho troops, bccau*e some 
rebel papers captured from tlm roast 
steamer* culled him “Pleaynuo Under," 
after the negro song.

To prevent automobile "scorching” 
through Its streets, by which Its inhab­
itants are dally menaced, the vlllogo of 
Cranford, N. J., plans to erect at every 
crossing bumpers which can bo safely 
passed at a moderate pace, but which 
would prove highly dangerous to the 
sutoist attempting to drive throng* 
town at anything like record-breaking 
speed.

That looks like the beginning of the 
end of tie  good roads movement. All 
tb( elaborate arguments about the 
value of macadam to the farmer and 
the villager fall before the greater need 
of self-prexervatlon. The country resi­
dent of ten years ago wished to live on 
a good roai The country resident to­
day In a region Infested by automo­
biles may wish to live near good roads, 
but he prefers the road that passes his 
own door to be bad enough to prevent 
overfeeding. He will even pay  taxes 
to unke It bad by the building of ob­
structions, as at Cranford, rather than 
to Increase his danger by making Itn 
prorements.

It is the automobile as at present 
used- or rather misused—that Is kPl- 
lug the good roads movement through­
out the country; the selfishness and 
carelessness of a few working to the 
great detriment of the many.

P u b lic  Itond# In Iow a.

In the State of Iowa there are 102,- 
*148 miles of public roads. Less than 
1.500 miles is surfaced with gravel and 
less than 300 with stone. The country 
road fund is derived from n tax which 
does not exceed one mill on the dollar. 
The township road fund may be ns high 
as four mills. All able bodied male 
residents between the ages of 21 and 45 
art required to work two days, which 
labor Is valued at $1.50 per day. The 
property tax amounts to uhout two nud 
u quarter millions and the labor tux 
seven hundred and slxty-two thousand, 
mnking n little over three millions all 
told. This umounts to ubout thirty dol­
lars per mile of public road and about 
one dollar and forty cents per Inhabit­
an t According to this report, which 
Is issued by the ofllce of public roads, 
the Ktute of Iowa has got a big problem 
to solve. Sentiment for better roads Is 
Kpread'ng, but the materlul for macad­
am Is scarce. There are other methods 
advocated and It Is confidently expected 
that some system will be devised where­
by the highways of the State may be 
Improved In a satisfactory manner nt 
reasonable cost.

Country roads ore an ever present is­
sue. No country can succeed unless 
suld country has plenty of good coun­
try roads. There Is nothing that Is so 
near success as an agitutloo along this 
Pne. Everybody and erery Interest 
beck the agitation for good roads. Tho 
city' man wants them for comfort, the 
country man wants them for conveni­
ence. Nobody is directly opposed to 
their construction. In consequence of 
that fact every one ought to be most 
willing to lend the helping hand. Poo- 
pie who generally stand aloof upon oc­
casions should not overlook this oppor­
tunity of getting In lino for Immediate 
consideration. The building of good 
country roads le something la which 
every one Is deeply Interested. The 
future holds no more promising rcsul j  
thou a successful compromise upon tho 
proposition of building good country 
roads. Once tlmt desire upon tho part 
of tho public Is responded to everybody 
will be happy. Tho wise and conserva­
tive county commissioners set along 
tlose line.—Austlu (Texas) tttutesman.

FACT! ABOUT CALIFORNIA.

IIa# Oo<n Ilia Tbrafar of MUylar# o f  
Vulcaiila liu rru r .

Thcro Is no better established fact lu 
tho history of earth than that Oallfor 
ilia tu ages past has been the theater 
of some of the most tremendous dis 
plays of voleauie energy. There sre 
equure miles of luva bods lu the north 
mountains composed entirely of stones; 
Innumerable remnants of craters and 
cones; miles of bills that look to this 
day Ilka waves of arrested lava covcrod 
with a tlilu skin of soil, where no tree 
grows; to any nothing of the tale told 
In the layers of rock that may he seen 
on many a bare mouutaiuslde, writes 
Uertrudo Atherton In Harper’s Weekly.

W# have In the north—and not to 
mention tbs hundreds of small and 
nameless cones—three great peaks— 
Diablo, Bt Helens and Shasta—that 
are believed to have been active vol­
canoes In the unwritten period of Call* 
foray’s long and energetic story. Re­
garding Bhasta there is no manner of 
doubt, and during the earthquake I 
wondered If she were In eruption; for 
only a month before pereons la her 
neighborhood were much alarmed at 
the phenomenon of euow melting on 
one of her flanks as quickly as It fell.

A year before the eruption of Pelee, 
supposed to be extinct, and of the vol­
cano on Bt Vincent, I was In tbs West 
Imlles, and heard constant talk of the 
tsland of Monserrat wtileb had shaken 
fur four months almost without pause. 
Last winter- -within a brief period— 
there wero slxty-two distinct tremors In 
this pirt of California—some thirteen 
months before the etrauge convulsion 
of April IB.

Ms/ It not be that our lava tides ars

rising again? The splitting asunder of 
the Santa Cruz mountains and the So- 
brante bllln, as unusual nu nccompnul- 
nicnt ns the earthquake Itself, may be 
a result of the bulge of the crawling 
monster In the channels beneath. Shas­
ta is Its natural destination. Should 
tills be so, and this uneasy muss vomit 
itself through the volcano far In the 
north, might It not mean tho future 
peace of San Francisco? True, she 
might have her old tremors, but they 
have not hurt her—not even the great 
earthquake of 1803, which was nearly 
twice as long as our last, and was fol­
lowed by several weeks of constant and 
considerable vibrations. If this last 
and most ninleflc convulsion In her 
known history were caused by return­
ing volcanic forces, the opened lid of 
the northern pot would at least pre­
serve her from another disastrous shak­
ing up.

MICE PE8T OF AUSTRALIA.

M ltle  G ra f M arauplat la  U nequ aled  
Ja C a lr b J a f R odent lu r a d e r a .

A correspondent of the Advertiser, 
writing from Goyder’s Lagoon, says he 
was warned of the approaching visit of 
u plague of mice by tho manager of 
Anuandalc stution, one of Mr. Kidman's 
entile fattening doi>ots, who wrote as 
follows: *‘A wave of mice Is passing 
here In countless numbers, headed 
south la your direction. Snakes are 
hard upon their tracks. Have already 
killed nine snakes ubout the premises 
and four more have taken up their 
ubode In the house.”

In the cattle camps the mice proved 
an Incessant worry. No matter where 
the puck bags were hung mice found 
their way Into them and riddled the 
hugs. If stoppers were carelessly left 
out of the cautecns at night many mice 
would be poured Into the quart pots In 
the morning. At the homestead they 
took possession of almost everything. 
At night the men retired to bed reluc- 
tnntly, knowing tlmt tho pest would ac­
company them and would race up and 
down Inside blankets.

They would gnaw the ears of the 
sleepers, tug their Imlr and use the nose 
as au obstacle over which to practice 
high jumping. Three hundred mice 
were poisoned in the kitchen at one sta­
tion In a night, and within a few days 
the plague hud been reduced to the ex­
tent of 2,000.

The mice, however, had their own 
way until a little gray visitor, which 
proved a skilled mouse catcher, put In 
an appearance. So thoroughly did he 
do his work tlmt It would be difficult to 
find a mouse at Goyder's Lagoon at 
present. The little animal, which Is 
approximately nine iuebes from the 
point of the nose to the tip of the tail, 
stands two and a half Inches In height, 
has an extremely sharp nose, a some­
what foxlike shai>ed head and largo 
luminous bluck eyes.

The tail Is probobly the most re­
markable characteristic of the animal, 
being four Inches long. The tall for 
two tnches Is round and covered with 
gray fur, while the remaining two Inch­
es Is quite flut and jet black, resem­
bling a feather. It was a strungcr to 
these parts, no European spoken to hav­
ing seen It before, but the elderly abor­
igines Appear to be acquainted with it 
and call It Modockoora. It belongs to 
the marsupial family, and the number 
of young the female carries lu her 
pouch varies from two to five.—Ade­
laide (Australia) Advertiser.

HABITS OF SQUIRRELS.

While certain members of the squir­
rel tribe store their winter supply of 
food In hollow frees, I think most of 
them hide It on the ground, under old 
roots, brush piles and even beneath 
heaps of dead leaves. Their tracks In 
the winter woods seem lo bear this out. 
While It moy he that tho frequency of 
this track Indicates a scarcity of food 
and tlie traveling about a desire to find 
a supply, I believe In the main that 
these outings of the squirrels have a 
definite destination, because when you 
see them skip across the snow, stop 
short and scratch a hole down to the 
ground, bringing up a supply of nuts of 
cones placed there In the month of plen­
ty, you are apt to attribute their luck 
more to n good memory than to any 
haphazard apiH'ulntlou.

Of the squirrel family tho most 
prominent In winter are the blacks. 
He seems to l>e flowing over all tho 
time with pent up energy, which keeps 
him In constant motion, and you 
sometimes feci that you would like him 
to be able to talk nnd tell you bow 
pleasant It l» to have the joy which 
flows from a glad heart. Now watch 
him jump from limb to limb, rush head­
long down the trunk, and course across 
the snow in long graceful bounds, with 
no apparent purpose but to exhibit the 
happiness within him.

Ills red cousin once In a while may 
be seen nt the entrance of his home In 
the heights of some tree, hut In him no 
Mgn of exultation. Ho looks around 
for spring to come and clear away tho 
snow, and no amount of conxlng will 
cause him to utter a note of scolding 
or alarm. Not nil the red squirrels, 
however, keeps to the trees. Many of 
them, through want of food, have to 
take to the earth, nud their track In tho 
deep snow Is a heavy floundering of 
labored ImmuhIs ns they go from tree to 
troo In search of the scanty provisions 
hidden beneath the surface. Hero nnd 
there we And the gummy scales of the 
pine cones, the shells of the acorn, the 
seed cones of the birch nnd cellar scat­
tered about on the snow, showing the 
food on which they subsist. In greater 
contrast to the delicacies Just named, 
often one will find during long and se­
vere winters that the squirrels have at­
tacked the hemlock tn»OK by stripping 
them of their bitter seeds. When one 
finds tills It Is evidence of great want, 
and a merciful net would he to bring 
some food and scatter It nlwut to as­
suage the pangs of hunger which these 
little fellows are endurlug.—Recreation.
