Pierce, who was born in 
this city and a popular Duluth den 
tist, goes hunting alone in a boat and 
later the skiff is overturned and the 
missing man's hat is picked up in the 
water.

The following In reference thereto 
is taken from the Duluth News Tri­
bune of Oct. 13th:

Dr. Royal H. Pierce is missing and 
It is feared that he Is drowned. While 
hunting with a party of friends on 
Rice Lake, Atkin county, be went out 
in a boat alone to do some hunting 
about 5 o'clock Thursday afternoon 
and bas not been seen since.

After the evening twilight had come 
and gone without his re*appearance 
atthe little camp a searching party 
was organized which patroled the 
lake throughout tbe night searching 
for him.

Early yesterday morning when tbe 
light of the approaching day began 
to make objects on the water visible, 
the boat in which he bad left the camp 
was found bottom side up. Floating 
on the water about fio feet away was 
the hat of the missing man.

Dr. Pierce, with a few of his friends 
had a hunting camp at Rice lake to 
which they went every fall. Dr. 
Pierce and bis wife went out a week 
ago Thursday to prepare the camp 
for the advent of tbe other members 
of the expected party. The lake is 
about nine xnJies north of Tamarack, 
a station fil miles out of Duluth on 
tbe Northern Pacific Bralnerd Hue. 
Last Wednesday a party of Duluth 
men, consisting of Dan Hutchard, E. 
A. Pierce, James Carl, William Ab­
bot, C, W, Wilson and W. J. Sulli­
van joined Dr. and Mrs. Pierce at the 
camp and the entire party expected to 
stay out for at least one, and possibly 
two weeks longer.

At about .0 o ’clock Thursday even­
ing Dr. Pierce took one of the boats 
out iuto the lake hoping to get some 
ducks as they settled on the luke for 
the night. His friends heard a few 
shots in the far distance and no 
thought was at first given to it when 
the doctor did not appear fur supper. 
As the light began to fade from the 
sky and there was still no sign of the 
missing huntsman the other members 
of the party begun to feel concerned, 
it was not until practically all of the 
twilight had left the sky and the stars 
furnished the only illumination on 
the lake that a searching party put 
out from the camp. Hour after hour 
they rowed over tbe deserted wuters 
ana as no answeringcry responded to 
their halloos the conviction that at] 
was not well with their friiud deep­
ened in their minds.

At daybreak the boat in which ’no 
had left tin camp was sighted by his 
brother, who was directing the search.
It was bottom side upquitcadistanca 
from the shore and 00 feet behind It 
was the young man's hat. The search 
has been maintained continually ever 
since, first one party of bis friends 
taking up tbe work and then another, 
but up to an early hour this morning 
no news had come to encourage the 
group of relatives and friends who 
are endeavoring to comfort his wife 
and parents in the home on East 
Fourth street.

Mrs. R. H. Pierce was brought to 
the city yesterday afternoon by Dan 
Hutchard, one of the members of the 
huutingparty, and Immediately placed 
under the doctor's care, as the weary

President Hill of the Great Northern 
road calls the attention of Ids spend­
thrift countrymen to tin; grave dangers 
which confront them, lie soys tfiut In 
about fifty year* they will he practical­
ly out of Iron ore, and In a century co il 
will he harder to get, dearer, and of 
l>oorer quality than now. When that 
ironies* and coallesg ago shall come 
the soil will have to he the main de- 
poudonce of the population. The farm­
er will rcassume the unchallenged su­
premacy which was Ids before the 
muuufucturlug era began. The agri­
culturists are not doing their work 
thoroughly enough to satisfy Mr. III1I. 
He says that the land now tliicd does 
not produce half what It might be 
made to yield without losing an atom 
of its fertility. There Is, he says, no 
Intensive agriculture in the United 
States, except in Individual cases. 
There Is Instead a process of exhaus­
tion and deterioration which horrifies 
Mr. llili when he thinks of the hun­
dred million more people who will nave 
to be fml In a few year#. He urges tlie 
general government to dlssemluale 
knowledge of farming Instead of free 
mmmR There Is much truth In Mr. 
Hill's stricture*. Extensive areas of 
land may be found In many of the old­
er .Stales which have been lmtdo barren 
by ignorant cultivation. Most of the 
laud under cultivation can be made to 
produce mirh more than twice what 
It does without impairment of Its fer­
tility. The United State* could feed 
with ease four times its present popu­
lation if scientific farming were the 
rule. There is another country besides 
the United Suites which need# agricul­
tural luHlruetluii ar«l it* Indeed In great­
er need of it. Thai Is Russia. The 
poustuiU are clamoring for more land* 
when the land they have would have 
provided for all their wauls If they had 
known how to use It. Their wretched 
melhods of cultivation have exhausted 
the fertility of the surface soil, and 
even when weather conditions are tile 
best they cannot raise the crops they 
did thirty yearn ago. The poorest soil 
in Germany la more productive than 
Hie best In Russia. If the peasants 
shall be given new iund they will ex­
haust it as they did the old, end in a 
few yours will Ik* no better off than 
they ore to-day. The Russian govern­
ment ought to devote IIself with pas­
sionate energy to the agricultural edu­
cation of its poopie. American farm­
ers ure not so slow to ieurii ns Russian 
peasants. They are becoming aware 
that farming is a science and that he 
who imderstands that science (he best 
fares Hie best. They are (‘timing to ap­
preciate the fact that prosj»erlty de­
pends not merely ou the price they get 
for u bushel of grain but on the number 
of bushels they eun grow to Hu* acre, 
and Hint they cau Increase the number 
by intensive cultivation. The probabili­
ties ure that without much agricultural 
instruction by tbe national government 
the American farmers will he all that 
Mr. IIIII wishes them to lie long before 
tin* advent of the Ironies and you I less 
ug«.

8E V E R ID Q E  REPLIES TO BRYAN.

Senator In Chicago Speech De- 
nounct-i Xf-liraoknit’e Doctrine.

The llnmllton Club of Chicngo for 
mully opened tho congressional cam 
paign with n hlg meeting In the Audi 
torlum. Senator Beveridge proved i 
drawing card, ami the largo hall wui 
paektal to the doors. Interest was en 
hiiuced hy the fact of tho Senator's 
close relations to the administration. 
His utterance* were regarded as wholly 
or a t  least hi great measure reflecting 
the views of tin* President.

Therefore what Senator Beveridge 
enld concerning government ownership 
may be regarded as a reply to Bryan’s 
enunciation* on that subject. The pith 
of the argument I* contained In the fol­
lowing paragraph*:

The people's government should do no 
busliiesH Hint He* /fople can do Iwttcr 
themselves; the people's government 
should own no hu-dne** Hint the pvoplc 
can better own ihcmxelvc*.

But the peopl/s government should 
control mid regulate industries owned by 
some of the js'ople that are so great as 
to affect the welfare of all of the jieoplp.

The people, through their government, 
should not permit some of them to prac­
tice business methods that will be unjust 
to ull of them. But /he people's govern­
ment should not own any Industry which 
private eulerprw* can dlb-iently manage 
and whose abuses government regulation 
can prevent.

Government ownership of nation-wide 
business Is the Kuropean theory of indus­
try. Government regulation of nation- 
W'idc business is the American theory of

KI N V roll III.VLItIUGE,

industry. I tun fur the American theory 
and against the KurojH-an theory. Ket Ku- 
rope copy America, not America copy 
Kurope. Government control of railways, 
but not government ownership of rail­
ways.

The utmost faith is therein Implied 
that this country can regulate railways 
and other corporations mni eliminate 
the abuse* complained of. When that 
Is accomplished, or when It D demon­
s tra te !  that It can la* acrompl'Micd. we 
assume that not even Bryan will hold 
fast to his theory of govemr>ent own­
ership; until It shall lx* dcr urnstrated 
that It cannot he accomplished, the |m*o- 
ph* of this country are not going to 
stampede for Bryan and for the new 
Br.vaneMjue doctrine. They have been 
attracted hy the brilliancy of his elec­
tric oratory before only to discover that 
he was leading them into dangerous 
and uulroil bypath*, far from the high­
way of sane and conservative action.

The Kcnator discussed tin* develop­
ment of American Industrie* from the 
Individual to the combination stage, the 
growing need* of the country making It 
Imperative that men join capita) and 
brain* to meet the increased demand. 
But still tlx* control remain* with tho 
)x*op!r. \V<» talk of millionaires and 
niulil millionaires as being In absolute 
possession of large corporations, and 
yet It Is a fact that 7.' per cent of tho 
stock and bonds of thest* mammoth en­
terprise* is held by hundreds of thou­
sand* of people. If they will, they cfHi 
see to It that (lie government exen Ue* 
reasonable su|M*rvlslou over the trustt^N 
who are managing their property. For 
Heim lor Beveridge says:

Gownum-nt »uj*»*r\Uloii mean* tin* In­
telligence illid eoiiselenee of the people
l.i)lug tlmir restraining luiml* on tbs 
nroug* »f ihIIwu) niiiuiigemeut ; govern­
ment oAuership mean* an American ku- 
remnme) a* mil'll go-nler tlian any oilier 
l»UieiiU<Trtey oil ear’ll «* the Amerlegu
rnih\ii> »>»iem I* a* murli greater than 
mi) oilier railway -ystem on earth.
