Sauerkraut Plant
From al) appearances Menominee 

is destined to become even a greater 
city for the Germans than is Milwau­
kee and eiticsfarthcr south. Whether 
it is the breweries that attract them 
or wfxthiT i t 's  the new sauerkraut 
plant of the Carpenter-Cook company 
is not known, but one thing certain is 
that almust without exception the new 
families that have made their homes 
Id Menominee are Germans.

It is quite probable that the big 
sauerkraut plant of tbc wholesale 
company is the attraction, as the 
plant will turn out this season enough 
kraut to keep all tbe Germans In Mil* 
waukee alive this winter. Every ten 
or fifteen minutes, according to the 
size of the cabbages used, a barrel of 
sauerkraut is turned out of tbe ma­
chine. More kraut fs made in five 
minutes than could be made by two 
Germans in the old fashioned way In 
a day.

Tbe cabbages used for the kraut are 
all the products of Marinette anJ Me- 
nomloee county farms. One Menomi­
nee county farmer raised seventy-five 
tons of cabbages aud others have 
raised amounts equslly large. Hun­
dreds of barrels of tbe kraut will be 
turned out.

At 
present a lower peninsula hunter wish­
ing to hunt abote the straits must 
take out his license In his home coun. 
ty. Another needed change is that a 
hunter who has a supply of venison 
on hand at the close of the seasoo be 
given a reasonable time in which to 
dispose of the same. At present he is 
allowed less than a week in which to 
get rid of the meat, an impossible feut 
if he has nearly a whole deer, imkrfs 
li»' gives much of it away. The law 
rtiiouhl l)e amended to eliminate the 
objections mentioned, the first to af­
ford better protection for the deer 
themselves and the second in the in- 
lerest of the hunters. To better pre. 
serve (be game it might be advisable 
to limit the number of deer any hun­
ter may kill to one, instead of two. 
as the slaughter each year becomes 
greater. It has been carefully esti­
mated that during the season recently 
closed the deer killed totalled fully 
t-n thousand, a startling number, und 
one which If inei'ca*ed each season 
will soon make di-er mighty scarce iu 
Upper i'eninsuiu woods. The game 
laws need u thorough revision und 
the subject is ouc which should not In- 
lightly considered by tlx- legislature.

A recent 
theory, advanced by au English physi­
cian lu the columns of the taudou 
Lancet, is that the use of boric ucld 
as a food preservative in ay have much 
to do with the Increase of the disease. 
It Is not contended that borle odd In 
nuy quantity Is hurtful, but rather thut 
a very large amount of It on one dish, 
or the presence of smaller amounts In 
several dishes partaken o! together, 
will produce a condition In which bac­
teria arc stimulated to do deadly work. 
The Lancet editorially takes the view 
that the theory Is worthy of Investiga­
tion, and it may be expected that ex- 
jMTlinenU will be made definitely wllli 
this end In view. Prof. Wiley's tests 
showed that eight grains of boric acid 
u day was too much for the average 
mau to take with Impunity. As the 
case stands, it amounts to little more 
than this, thut the use of boric acid 
nml the Increase of appendicitis have 
occurred In the same period, and that 
boric add In exceptionally large quuu- 
titles can cause a condition fuvornblo 
to appendicitis. It Is an hypothesis 
awaiting proof, not a theory us yet 
entitled to acceptance.

Although lie 
wa* but a private in (he rank*, he was 
at one lime entrusted wilh a carte 
blanche order on Hu* treasury of tlu* 
CottfeJ/TuIe Slates. He wi* known in 
all branches of Hie Confederate service 
as Hie 1m**I marksman with rifle or re­
volver in either army. He was wound­
ed sixty-seven lime*, aud thirteen Him'* 
iil« lung* were pierced, Five lime* Ju 
Hie course of the Will* lie Was reported 
dead. On two occasion* hi* was able 
nhh the aid of mirror* to look into 
apertures In Ills llr*h and watch Hi" 
healing of Ids own heart.

Major Fontaine kept a complete diary

ger from that direction are concerned.

The “ people'll lobby” suggeiition hi 
not altogether hud If the 1m*at possible 
use could l>e made of it, no fa r an the 
state legislature in concerned. And 
that beat possible use would be to 
have it take care of the “ other peo­
ple’s lobbies” and local delegations 
that from time to t!mu descend upon 
the niate capllol and make their de­
mands. The delegations of assumed 
disinterested citizens tha t go to Lans­
ing to ask for new state institutions, 
for additional circuit court districts, 
and for largely increased appropria ­
tion for some state  institution In their 
home towns—if some arrangement 
could he made to protect the legisla­
ture from these v io la tions the results 
would he heneficin] to the stale  and 
enjoyuhle to the legislators.

The suggestion that too much is be­
ing attempted and too much accom­
plished by the people of the United 
HtaicK, is probably a timely warning 
in a needed direction. T hat the pres­
ent pace in American business life is 
leading to nervous prostration is 
probably not far from the tru th . It 
is to he hoped, however, that the cure 
prescrilH'd will not be a change of po­
litical adm inistrations. The election 
of a democrat to  succeed President 
Jloosevelt would undoubtedly bring 
about the quietest sort of a  seuson; 
the clamor for freight cars would be 
j«..v m/ui and iho American
business pace would slow up so ab­
ruptly as to throw many of the pacers 
over the dashboard. There Is not the 
least doubt but thut such u change 
would be effectual, but the remedy 
would prove far worse then the pres­
ent embarrassment.

•'Let us do something which will 
enable us to  hold our own in the 
struggle for world business.”  The 
above Is the closing sentence of an 
alleged non-partlslan anti-tariff up 
peal which is not being sent to  news 
paper offices. The statement is alto­
gether absurd aud insincere, i t i  pre­
tense is that it  is necessary to make 
some, prompt and more or less radical 
tariff changes in order to hold our 
owii In the world business struggle. 
H was well-known to the author of 
this anti-tariff tra c t that what this 
country now needs is more freight 
cars rather than more business. More 
hours In the days and nights to meet 
ordci-M now clam oring for fuliilltnem, 
We arc fur more than holding our 
own in the struggle for world business 
and then Is nut an intelligent roadei 
of any of the newspapers of our coun­
try but knows (hut Ibis Is true. Wliut. 
ever uctuul purtlsuu or untl-purlisuu 
purpose is connected with antl-luriff 
activity It is most ussurmlly not due 
to a sincere desire to  usslst the Uni­
ted States in the struggle for world 
business. Thut struggle has ceased
to he a struggle.

In the excitement of the good roads 
commotions there is danger that farm- 
ter* will let our common roads go with­
out much work Mug done on them, 
©ml wait for the public Improvement. 
Farmers now by neglect of the roads 
and the principles of elementary road 
junking are paying im enormous tax; 
the very great cost of drawing bunl* 
over jHHir mad*. The first principle of 
good road making I*. keep the water 
off from the road, and the second l*. 
get the water off from the road.

Go over the road as soon as the 
snow Is off and see how often thc*o 
rules are violated. Often the water 
runs from tin* ditch Into the road and 
then runs for rods, washing the ma­
terial (Mir. ruining all tlmt was done 
the previous year and making the road 
nearly impassable. Yet, by only a few 
lulnule*’ work, the road might be saved 
and tin* water turned (Mil. Every su­
pervisor or roadmaxlcr ought to go 
over the road late In tin* fall aud turn 
the water off. on the hill** and at foot 
of hills, and elsewhere when m*ct***ary. 
add opeu ditches.

At the Ohio State Farmers’ Insti­
tute, D. W. King, of Indiana, gave a 
method of making and improving roads.

I'stinlly trie the flat side forward, but 
when smoothing, or packing the dirt, 
use rounding side forward.

Go over the road as soon as it thaws, 
und smooth down ail dirt irried to 
the center. Repeat the dragging after 
each rain, as soon us the surface Is 
dry enough to work. It Is not necessary 
to wait till the ground Is all thawed 
out. Begin as soon as there Is nn inch 
thawed. This will give the water a 
chance to run off; water running in 
the road U one of the worst things for 
the road. Following it up after each 
rain will turn the water, distribute Ihe 
travel over the road, avoid and prevent 
ruts, und keep the road good.

To make the plan most available, 
ouch farmer should have such a drag, 
aud each one drag from his house to 
tho next hou?e, thus each doing the 
work at very small eori. A road work 
cd In this way will keep good all Hum­
mer and fall. !x**h than n week's rain 
will hardly affect It. In spring the 
mud Is In good condition much sooner 
thau other mails not treated.

A number of the leading newspapers 
on this side of the line have been no* 
tlclng the growth of the Canadian 
West lu recent years, and draw atten­
tion to the fact that there seems to be 
no abatement of the influx of settlers 
to that great graln-growlug country.

It appears thut 
the Item In tills July report that mukes 
Canada rejoice most is this of the 1,212 
American farmers who decided to try 
their fortunes in Canada West.

“The compliment is deserved. Tbe 
1,212 were mostly from Dakota and 
other farming States, and go into Can- 
nda fitted better than any other class 
of Immigrants for developing the new 
country. They take capital with them, 
too. say Canadian papers proudly. In 
every way they are welcome over 
there.”

As the Express well says, tbe Amer­
ican is welcomed to Canada, and tbe 
reasons given are sullicient to invite 
the welcome. The American farmer 
knows thoroughly the farming condi­
tions that prevail in the Canadian prai­
rie provinces, and is aware of every 
phase of agricultural development in 
recent years. In practical knowledge 
of wbat is wanted to get the largest 
return for labor and Investment he is 
by long odds superior to any European 
settler.

dreds of thousands of them left) that 
Is extended to tbe settler from tbe 
Western States.
