The finding, a few duys ago, of an 
old city election ticket, a fac simile 
of whtch is here presented, recalls 
times that are past and people who 
have passed. The ticket bears no 
date, but it appears to have been one 
used in the spring election of 1884, 
when Alexander Maitland and Reiner 
Hoch were tbe opposing candidates. 
In that campaign Mr. Maitland head­
ed tbe forces organized to overthrow, 
if possible, the municipal administra­
tion which had permitted the erection 
of the Marquette & Western railway 
trestle across the west end of Iron 
siree*. Mr. Hoch was the mayoralty 
nominee on the administration or 
"Workingman’s Ticket," as it was 
called. The election was one of the 
most stubbornly contested in the earl­
ier years of the city's history, but the 
Maitland ticket won by a majority of 
70 out of 810 votes cast.

The issue was waged' solely upon 
"the trestle," whose unsightliness at 
tbe head of the city’s chief thorough­
fare was the chief argument against it 
Tbe outcome was thus referred to in 
tbe Issue of the Iron Herald follow­
ing the election:

The people voted down those who 
took a hand in the iniquity and those 
associated with them upOD the ticket- 
personal friendship, good citizenship 
and acceptable official record went 
under the abomination, where l#will 
lie buried, beyond hope of resurrec­
tion, so long as this Iniquitous frame­
work shall be permitted to staod as 
a menace to the feelings of our peo­
ple. * * * It Is the regre),
of many of our people that Mr. 
Reiner Hoch permitted his name to 
be used in connection with the mayor- 
ality on Monday. Ho can console 
blmself that he was pitted against one 
6f the strongest men In tbe county 
and that bis ticket was smirched by 
the trestle Iniquity. He has a host of 
friends who did not vote for him on 
that day, yet will take pleasure, under 
other circumstances,In according him 
any position within their gift.

Of the twejve names which appear 
on the Workingman’s Ticket, only 
five of the men are now alive, and 
two of these are no longer residents 
ol the city. Reiner Hoch is at the 
head of one of the largest breweries 
In the Northwest, located at Duluth. 
Byron D. Jones removed from the 
city toward the close of the 80's and 
Is now said to be in Florida. Wil­
liam VerRan, who was thoD a camM- 
date for school Inspector, has since 
served the city for many years as a 
justice of tho yeaco and still holds the 
office. John Rock, who then sought 
to be a constable, is now on tho city's 
police force. Jumes Gleason, also a 
candidate for constable, never forsook 
railroading and Is now yardmaster 
for the L. S. & I. Railway.

All of the others mentioned on the 
ticket have passed away. Mr. Kirk­
wood subsequently was mayor for a 
number of terms and Mr. McDonald 
served the city us treasurer, before 
death terminated their careers incoin- 
parullvely recent years. John John­
son afterward was marshal of Negau­
nee for several yeurs. John J. Kohl 
became a deputy sheriff instead of 
constable, and he met death In the 
performance of duty on March 5th of 
the following year, when he attempted 
to arrest Fat. Henan, a notorious 
character. Tho Hecond ward ticket 
was the only victorious part of the 
Workingman’s Ticket, but both Mes­
srs. Madden and O'Leary huve long 
since passed away.

Tho successful candidates on the 
other ticket, In addition to Mr. Malt- 
land for mayor, were: Assessor, 
James F. Foley; treasurer, Henry 
Merry; recorder, I'cntecost Mitchell: 
school Inspector, Mahlon A. Gibbs; 
justii e, John Jones; constables, John 
Johnson (unopposed), Michael Cun­
ningham, Dennis C. Calligan, John 
Jennings.

Thu ticket which forms tbe basin of 
tlieso reminlscencses was one of a 
little bundle found by Alderman 
Nicholas Laughlin, Jr., in going 
through some old effects. Tbe Aus­
tralian ballot was not Id vogue in 
those days, and every candidate had 
"slathers" of ballots, not to mention 
"stickers" and other paraphernalia. 
Tills bunch of tickets doubtless had 
been handed to Nicholas Laughlin, 
Sr , father of the present alderman 
ft otn the Second.

'There wen* Indications that 
an Iron-bearing formation ran 
through the tract and lest pit explor­
ation was conducted to the extent that 
financial means would permit, tho 
work.on the whole, being encouraging 
Periods of depression In the Iron mar­
ket and etas of financial stringency 
retarded the exploration, and made 
lengthy lapses iu which the property 
lay dormant. The chief stockholders, 
however, continued their organiza­
tion from year to year, even during 
times when the most moueraie assess- 
menu wore a burden, ami thong n it 
is still far too early for very san­
guine expectations the results of 
neighboring explorations together 
with whut had been accomplished up- 
ou the property itself under rather 
primitive conditions make it likely 
that the stockholders’ faith in the 
property will be rewarded.

I In Its way, whether it ho exploiting 
, a two coni article or a thousand dollar 
| one. You uro asking people to buy, 

and t$ic*y are entitled to respectful lan­
guage and u polite manner, levity 
Is all very well In Its wav. at times, 
but It should not be indulged In at the 
expense of dignity. The advertiser 
should hare respect for himself and 
his reputation, as well as for the peo­
ple hf> Is making bis appeal to.

The cheaper, commoner articles of 
everyday use by the great masses of 
the people have been advertised hon­
estly, straightforwardly and with dig­
nity for a great many years. They 
are, perhaps, the kind of goods that 
might he advertised in a less dignified 
way without any consequent Injury to 
the sales. Sometimes an advertiser 
of some popular article will indulge In 
slang that "catches” n certain class of 
people. Sometimes he stoops to sys­
tems and methods that are decidedly 
"infra dig..” but, because of the na­
ture of the article, the public over­
looks the Indiscretion.

But when the manufacturers or deal­
ers In articles that appeal only to the 
Intelligent and wealthy classes—ar­
ticles the cost of which runs up Into 
the hundreds of dollars—lose their 
self-respect and ubuse that of the pub­
lic by adopting circus methods to ad­
vertise their products, we be pardon­
ed for feeling surprised, and we can­
not but agree hcaritly with the author­
ities who have endeavored to stop this 
style of publicity when It has over­
stepped the hounds of reason.

The postoffke authorities, and (fte 
stress of public opinion, have recently 
ended the so-called "puzzle proposi­
tions" of many of the popular piano 
houses, and a few of them have taken 
refuge in a new scheme, which la 
even more reprehensible than the 
"rebus" and puzzle plans. The lead­
ing Idea Js to sell pianos on time pay­
ments. und one firm with many 
branches throughout the country re­
cently offered cash prizes of $100 and 
$10 hills for the best "slogans" or 
catch phrases that would advertise 
their particular piano. So far as Is 
known, the prizes were duly awarded, 
but the unsuccessful contestants were 
far mor* fortunate than the winners, 
according to the statement of the Arm 
altuded to. Outside of the chief prize 
winner, the other ten received, respec­
tively, ten dollars each, while those 
who tried but failed to win a prize, 
were rewarded by the firm with an 
order for $S7—to apply on the pay­
ment of any piano purchased from the 
firm within a given time.

An accompanying circular states 
that these orders ore "as good as gold 
coin" to any one wishing to purchase 
& piano, and tlmt the "order Is as good 
tiH so much cash.”

The winning slogans were therefore 
only entitled to ten dollars each, while 
the unfortunate rejected ones each re­
ceived the equivalent of neuiiy nine 
times ns much ns the winners got. 
This appeared very curious logic ex­
cept on tho supposition that the order 
for $S7 was really worth about the 
value of the paper It was printed on. 
The trick was so palpable that it Is 
reasonable to suppose the Inde­
fatigable authorities will soon be 
"after" the offending Arm again, and 
with a probable Indictment to follow.

While it Is scarcely likely that any 
person really m-edlng a piano could 
itc hoodwinked Into such u scheme us 
the above, It Ik nevertheless high 
time that all reputable plahu concerns 
got together and made some determin­
ed effort to slop such tricky advertis­
ing in connection with their really dig* 
pilled and wry reputable business.— 
Fame,

WHY ADVERTISING . 
SHOULDJJE STEADY

By Wm. C. Freeman.
There is a great difference of opin­

ion on the question as to whether a 
company should advertise or not when 
business Is at high tide.

Hugh Chalmers wns recently asked 
by his associates why he continued to 
advertise when his company’s output 
for a year ahead was provided for. He 
said:

"When my company faced the fact 
that we were far oversold ond ! still 
desired to keep np an aggressive ad­
vertising campaign, f was asked why 
In tho world I considered It necessary 
to advertise. 1 told my company that 
we were not In business for today only 
—we were Jn business to slay, and 
that tomorrow and the day after were 
very real factors in our permanent 
business success. If we Intended to 
keep our business as active ns It is 
today, I told them that advertising 
was a prime essential."

In every community the advertising 
representative meets the merchant 
who says: "I am doing all the busi­
ness I possibly can, so. there Is no 
need for me to advertise.”

I recall an experience of my own 
with a merchant who was on the crest 
of the wave. He had been spending 
$100,000 or thereabouts in advertising, 
and his business was going along 
Kwimmiugly. He suddenly decided 
that advertising was an expense, so 
he commenced to cut It dow'n and 
down, and then used irregular copy In 
tbe newspapers.

After a period of about six months 
ihe business commenced to show 
signs of falling off. Mis managers pro­
tested about the non-advertlslng pol­
icy, but the merchant was very stub­
born. and stuck to it.

He said that he had been in busi­
ness a great many years; that all the 
people In the community knew all 
about him—that It was the fault of 
the managers that tbe business was 
not going forward and not because the 
advertising was stopped.

He changed managers from time to 
time, but the business has grown 
steadily loss until new the total is Icbs 
than $J,000.000 annually, whereas I re­
call tho time when it was nearly 
$4,000,000 a year, and It Is Just hang­
ing on by Its eyelids.

A merchant cannot afford to stop 
advertising, even after he has estab­
lished a big business.

Money Invested In Newspaper Pub­

licity Is Sure to Bring Good 
Returns.

Not more than one-third of the 
rural public sales are properly adver­
tised. Did you ever calculate the 
amount or money lost every yeur by 
the owners failing to carry on an ex­
tensive advertising campaign for 
their sales? A few dollars more 
spent for newspaper space would give 
large returns.

The average publicity effort made 
by the average man eager to sell out 
Is weak. Ho has a few sale bllltf 
printed, and ho runs the same copy In 
the local paper. That ends the cauv 
paign. That Is poor management 
Tbe more extended the publicity the 
larger will be tbe crowd—und the 
prices usually vary with tho size of 
the crowd. A farmer, especially a 
live stock man, would drive 30 miles 
to attend u sale whore stock that ho 
needed wns to be sold. Hence It is 
obvious that extended newspaper ad­
vertising is important. Never spend 
Iom than $3o In newspaper spare, and 
If the sale is u large one It will puy 
to spend u larger amount.

If you are a specialist, and bundle 
some special line, such as line bogs 
or i-attle, newspaper advertising Is ul). 
solntely neccsHury to sueeuss. And 
don't make the inhAulu1 of advertising 
only when you huve something tor 
sale, ti you handle Duror-.lentey 
hogs, and have no hogs tor sale now 
hnt will have in tIm- spring, put n 
cant In your paper und tell the people 
about It. If you don't, they will look 
up the hog breeders In the ('lussllled 
(oliiiiiiiH of their farm paper and send 
oft to the mnn in the other end of the 
state who believes In publicity, if 
yon have something to sell, don't let 
the people loi'get. It won't pay.

Newspaper advertising, when tig 
tired on the hasls or the numher of 
persons yon cap leach and the result* 
yon can get, is clump. Money spent 
in this Hue will bring greater results 
than any other form of advertising.

ble for Their Development

No soldier who had served with 
prominence In the Clvtl war and who 
was afterwards elected a member of 
congress ever attracted more attention 
from the galleries than did Gen. Wll* 
Ham S. Kosecrans. “Old Rosie,” as his 
soldiers called him, when ho entered 
the bouse of representatives In 1881. 
He had as a colleague Gen. Joseph K. 
Johnston, with whom he was on most 
friendly terms, and in the seuate were 
Gens. John A. Logan and Ambrose C. 
Burnside, and a little later, Gen. Wib 
11am Mabone. Hosecrans was the per­
sonification of sincerity, of perfect de­
mocracy, and he had. as so many 
great soldiers have, a distinctive qual­
ity of innocence, almost childlike in 
Its simplicity.

At the time General Kosecrans be­
came a member of congress a great 
deal of discussion was prevailing as to 
tho practicability of constructing a 
ship railroad across the Tehuantepec 
Isthmus of Mexico, in order to do 
away with the long voyage around the 
Horn. The plan bad been advocated 
by Capt. James U. Eads, who had 
gained an International reputation as 
an engineer partly through the con­
struction of the Eads bridge over the 
Mississippi at St. Louis and partly 
through his successful building of the 
Jetty system near the mouth of the 
Mississippi river, which resulted in 
tho ' mg-desfred deepening of the riv­
er's channel. Before General Rose* 
cr&os entered congress he had been 
minister to Mexico. I had beard that 
he was much interested In Captain 
Eud’s plan for a ship railway across 
tb > Tehuantepec Isthmus, and at the 
first opportunity I asked the general 
if be would tell me whether he 
thought Eads’ plan was practicable or 
not

"I have no doubt about tho practi­
cability of the construction of a ship 
railway across tbo Tehuantepec lstb- 
muH," he said, with emphasis. "It isn’t 
a v *ry difficult scheme from an en­
gineer’s point of view. AH that would 
have to be done would bo to build a 
railroad of six tracks that could ac- 
conitnodate platform cars; then tbe 
ships could be hauled from the At­
lantic harbor by an incline to these 
carii, constructed on the drydock sys­
tem, and then the locomotives would 
huu;| them across the Isthmus to the 
Famine side. And vice versa. The 
only trouble with Eads' plan Is that It 
would cost a great deni of money.

■fWhen I was minister to Mexico In 
‘M-—that was Just after Juarez had 
overthrown Maximilian and set up the

republic afresh—there were scarcely 
any rallronds in the country. There 
was one that ran from Vera Cruz to 
the capital, and there were two or 
three little ones elsewhere, and that 
about tells the wholo story. But I bad 
not been In Mexico six months before 
I realized that with ample railway fa­
cilities tbe republic would become, in 
time, one of tbe most prosperous na­
tions In the world, unquestionably of 
that part of tbe world tying to the 
south of the United States. So I sug­
gested to President Juarez the con­
struction of a railway across Tehuan­
tepec Isthmus, explaining how such a 
road would shorten bv thousands of 
miles tho transit of freight, by water, 
from the Atlantic to tho Pacific side 
of the Americas. President Juarez 
agreed with me that such a line should 
be built. I also told him that Mexico 
should have not only a central 
railway running to tho Rio Grande 
river, but lines parallel to it that 
would skirt, on the east, tho gulf 
coast, and on tho west tbo Pacific and 
tbe Gulf of California. Ho asked me 
if I thought a railway could be built 
across central Mexico through some 
pass of the Sierra mountains. 1 told 
him that I was certain of it; that 
(here never yet existed a mountain

chain through which somewhere or 
other passes could not be found.

“For some time after I ceased be­
ing minister to Mexico I stayed in tbe 
country and agitated tbe railway de­
velopment of the republic. 1 believe 
that I was the first man to suggest 
to the proper government officials ade­
quate railway development of the 
Mexican republic, and 1 have often re­
gretted that before 1 could get my 
plans well under way business rea­
sons called mo to California. I am 
glad to see. however, that this devel­
opment Is now under way, ns regards 
a central railway, though I am not to 
reap any material benefits from it. 
And I venture to make the prediction 
to you tbut within the next fifteen or 
twenty years a true transcontinental 
line will be built across the Tehuante­
pec isthmus, and. when it Is, Mexico's 
progress as a commercial nation will 
be magnificently advanced.”

General Rosecrans did not live long 
enough to see the completion of tbe 
Tehuantepec railroad—an event that 
belong^ to the twentieth century— 
but in the last years of his life—be 
died in 1898—he was greatly gratified 
to learn that this Important Mexican 
trans continental line, which will com­
pete with the Panama canal for 
freight, and which 30 years before be 
bad advocated, was at last under con­
struction.

In the summer of 1894 a committee 
of the United States senate, of which 
Seuutor George Gray of Delaware was 
chairman, spent several weeks In in­
vestigating accusations publicly made 
that members of tbe senate during tbe 
consideration of tbe so-called Wilson 
tariff bill, bud speculated in Urn se­
curities of (he American Sugar defin­
ing company, commonly called the 
sugar trust

The sugar schedule in the Wilson 
tariff bill occasioned prolonged aqfi ex­
cited discussion in tbe seuate. borne 
aerators were in favor of reducing the 
tariff on raw sugar to a nominal point, 
while many other senators favored In­
creasing the rate; and while the dis­
cussion was In progress the accusa­
tion was publlcty made that various 
senators had been speculating in 
sugnr. and so speculating that their 
votes upon the sugar schedule would 
favorably affect their venture Into 
tho stock market.

fcufus Choate Owed Hie Manner of 
. Thought and Hie 8tyle to Close 
| Study of That Master 

of English.

When Rufus Choate, universally 
conceded to be one of the greatest 
df American luwyeru and orators, and 
^  most brilliant utudent of the class­
ic* and English literature und history, 
titered Dartmouth college in 1816, 
lev. Dr. Alvan Bond, who was for 

Dourly forty years pastor of a Con­
gregational church at Norwich. Coon., 
Und In hla day one of the foremost 
clergymen of Ills denomination, was a 
tutor at Dartmouth.

“Rufus Clioute became a student 
under me in Lslln,” Doetor Bond told 
my father years afterward. "1 thought 
that when he entered the classroom 
for the drat time he wits tho hand- 
noineat lad I find ever aeen. Hla hair 
wua brown and very curly. bl» eyes 
were durk, he hud n beautiful com­
plexion. But It was. after all. ft 
ftlngulitr Intellectual revolution which 
was in his face, his manner, and hte 
npooch which especially attracted mo, 
and I am sure, all of tils fellow stu­
dents.

“ills translations of tho Latin 
classics were beyond any comparison 
tho finest thru I ever heard in tho 
classroom. They were faithful In ex­
pressing tho meaning of tho Latin 
text. hut. meaning of the Latin 
translations, Rufus GhoatoH worn ex­
pressed In singularly beautiful Eng­
lish. I never tired of hearing him 
translate.

“A little later I discovered that bo 
aides having a great gift for tho Latin 
classes, young (-lumto was a pre­
cocious reader of the Kurdish classics. 
I remember that In a casual after- 
class conversation with him one day 
he remarked that, greatly as he ad­
mired MIJI»n and Macon, and fasci­
nated as he was by Shakespeare, nev­
ertheless he thought that in some 
things, especially In ids command of 
the English language, Httrkn was the 
superior of any of them.

"Choate wus graduated from Dart­
mouth shortly niter I finished my 
tutorship (hero and entered tho min­
istry, and 1 heard llttlo or nothing of 
him nfter that until he hud gained ft 
reputation both as a lawyer and as so

orator, though 1 had looked for him to 
take up (Iteraturo und become a teach­
er. probably In Dartmouth. Then, 
one day. In reading a speech that he 
had delivered, 1 was struck with the 
thought that he lmd been Influenced 
in his manner of thought and his style 
by n cIoho study of Burke Instantly 
there came back to me most vividly 
the remark that Rufus Choate, when 
u college lad, had nrndo to ine nbout 
Burke. Since then I have rend appech 
after speech of ChOAlo’a nnd they All 
make It plain to mo that, as a ruau, 
he Ims been faithful to hla boyhood 
admiration for Edmund Burke. And 
perhaps because ha Ims been so faith­
ful is one great reason why he Is so 
groat un orator, so wonderful a mas 
ter of the English language.”

Muny years after my father had 
told nm of this talk with l>r. Bond it 
hrruiun known to mo that Rufus 
Choate, at the time his cousin, Joseph 
II. Chonlo, formerly ambassador to 
Great Britain, was beginning the 
■tody of law, wrote to the latter these 
words: “Remember that these four 
are the great minds of England: 
Shakespeare, Macon, Milton nnd 
Burke. And remember, alio, that of 
these Burke Is not the least."

knew us well that members of the 
commltteo and ether senutors were 
fully aware that thry had been spec­
ulating In sugar. 1 haven't yet been 
able to get rid of the feeling thm this 
la ooo of the most pltlnhlo exhibitions 
ever wade of the sort of depravity 
which tnen who are In politics and 
who are socking to make money at 
tho samo time itro so likely to sink 
Into "

THE DEMOCRATIC LEADER GAME

ITS WORK WELL DONE

RAILROAD SECURITIES COMMIS­
SION TO BE COMMENDED.

Report Has Thrown Much-Needed
Light on Vexed Subject—Worthy 

of Careful Consideration and 
Entire Confidence.

President Tuft’s railroad securities 
commission has rendered a report. It 
gives the results of inquiries con­
ducted by President Hadley and bis 
four associates, under provision of 
the new act to regulate commerce. 
Although they have bad only a small 
fund to work with, they have can­
vassed the subject in a conscientious 
manner. Their report is worthy of 
entire confidence. It should be care­
fully read by those who have been 
demanding federal control over securi­
ties issues.

The commission makes two main 
recommendations—publicity for tbe 
facts concerning the issue of railroad 
securities and ascertainment of the 
actual present worth of railroad prop­
erties by a process of physical valua­
tion. The commission finds that tbe 
volume of railroad securities out­
standing has practically no recogniz­
able relation to rates. Thus it deals 
a severe blow at tho claims of those 
who have long urged thut rail­
road rates were, In a measure, de­
pendent on the umount or stocks and 
bonds on which a road felt obliged 
to pay dividends. In the same wuy 
the commission finds thut nothing Is 
to be gained through an attempt to 
limit railroad profits to a fixed per­
centage, or to treat a high cash divi­
dend us necessarily indicating ex­
tortion. Railroad charges must be 
reasonable, but to try to control rates 
by arbitrarily limiting profits is to 
put the manager who makes his profit 
by elficlcncy and economy on the 
same level us tho one who tries to ac­
complish the sumo result through ex­
tortionate charges. From this the 
commission naturally reaches the 
conclusion thut scrip, bond and stock 
dividends should be prohibited, since 
it Is fur bettor to let nuturul increases 
in value be shown by u higher rate 
of dividend on existing sharef than 
by an addition to their nominal 
Amount.

The positive conclusions of tho com­
mission now euJi for discussion. With 
the extreme und inclusive publicity 
that, surrounds Die accounting for 
railroad operations, there seems to be 
no good reason why similar require­
ments should not be extended to the 
details of stock und bond issues. The 
fteeurlties commission suhmilK do 
lulled specifications on this point, 
nnd these may well lie subjected to 
expert tests before acting, though 
their main object Is reasonable and 
clear. As for physleul valuutlnn, u 
demand which has been urged by rad­
icals nnd opposed by ruilrouds for 
seme time punt, there will be lean 
unanimity of opinion. Yet the com­
mission puts tbo proposal In a much 
fairer form tliuti has ordinarily been 
presented, since it notes that the coh( 
of reproduction of rullroud properties 
is fur from being the sole criterion to 
be considered, and It scouts the idea 
that outstanding securities should he 
made to conform to any such arbitrary 
Hiandnrd. Actual Investigation, con­
ducted by several of the roads on 
their own Initiative, Imit already 
shown lh.it those which have been 
honestly managed have little or noth 
ing to Mar front such u valuation.

TUGGING OVER THE TARIFF
Democratic Leadership to Be Put to 

the Test With the Present Ses­
sion of Congress.

The president has led with tho trust 
question. The Democrats of the house 
It is announced, will put the tariff 
question first, and bo ready early aft­
er the holidays to go ahead.

What will bo Mr. Underwood’s In­
itial move? How docs he stand now 
as respects the tariff bills he nnd his 
frie-nds prepared nnd passed ut the ex­
tra session? If they expressed tho 
Democratic purpose nnd position then, 
why not at this time? What has oc­
curred since to call for new measures? 
Why are not the figures of last spring 
good this winter?

Those hills arc not barred because 
of the president’s vetoes. The way is 
clear for their reintroductlon with 
slight changes If Mr. Underwood nnd 
his friends still believe in them. If 
they do not, why not? If the wool 
and the cotton schedules they ap­
proved six months ago are subject to 
revision by them today, does that 
atgue haste then, or fuller informa­
tion today?

The president based his vetoes on 
the proposition that the hills drawn 
by the house were not well drawn. He 
confessed thnt he himself needed 
huger advisement, nnd declared the 
opinion that the house also did. He 
pointed out that the tariff hoard—ft 
tribunal created by congress—would 
he ready to report shortly, nnd took 
the ground that revision could and 
should wait until tho receipt of that 
report.

But Mr. Underwood and his friends 
stood upon another proposition, which 
wub thut, from sources of their own, 
they had prepared for action, nnd worn 
Indifferent to any report or reports 
the tariff board might make. If the 
president was depending on the tariff 
board, they were not. Their hills rep­
resented as full preparation by them 
ns in their opinion the matter called 
for.

Still, In the larger analysis, It Is 
more Important that the Imuso be 
right than be strictly consistent. If 
better bills can be drnwn now, with 
or without the aid of (he tariff board's 
figures, they should be. Consistency 
lb not the question. Satisfactory tariff 
revision is. If for nny reuson Mr. Un­
derwood and his friends are uble to 
see further into the huslnem than 
when they were operating under the 
pressure of tlx* extra session, they 
should proceed with the aid of tho 
new light.

It Is assumed that the figures of the 
tariff hoard will Justify reductions, 
and that the president will recommend 
accordingly In that event the contest 
Will t)e, not between progress nnd 
standpatlsm, hut between two forces 
both heading onward. Tlx- question 
will be: How much progress? If 
the president proposes wfial the house 
considers only a half loaf, will Hie 
house stand out for a full loaf or no 
bread?

Mr. Underwood's leadership Is 
looked now for a new test, and a 
more severe one than the other. Hines 
limn, and us tho result of his eurrlngu 
then, Hie Atatiamluii has become a 
presidential quantity: nnd more niton- 
Hon Is fixed on Ids advice and maneu­
vers than ever before.

DELICIOUS FRUIT AS BASIS OP 
1 ENTIRE MENU. /

Breakfast or Luncheon With Rosy* 
Cheeked Fruit in Chief Role 

Gives Hostess Chance to 
i Exercise Ingenuity.

, While our delicious apples still re- 
; mnin a delicacy In contradistinction. 
1 to the household standby they form 

later ia the season, the apple motive 
can be used as the basis of an cntlro 
menu with piquant success. For In­
stance. the entertainer who loves to 

j seek out the unusual in even her left- 
■ ser affairs might arrange an apple 
breakfast, in which the rosy-cheeked 
fruit plays chief role. With a slight 
difference in the hour appointed, such, 
a function becomes an apple luncheon, 
but there is a freshness to the former 
name which is attractive, and (hen ut 
this Hmo of year tho cooler earlier 
hours are frequently chosen.

Whatever tho hour decided upon, 
the Invitations can bo extremely pret­
ty. Prepare them In this way: Havo 
heavy linen notes sheets for them, 
and nt tho head of each sheet paint 
in water color a spray of leaves iu 
Kates Greenwny style, with one rosy 
applo pendant therefrom. Below- each 
apple bough rould be a quotation 
about the fruit. It adds to the effect 
If this quotation is written in red ink 
and fancy lettering is employed.

Lunch cloths with a design of ap­
ples are easily embroidered by tho 
needieworker, or they can bo obtained 
in the shops, and ono of these, when 
practicable, makes such a pretty touch 
In tho decorations.

For this centerplero, have a charm­
ing, old-fashioned epegyne piled high 
with tho fruit of tho occasion, and 
somo pretty foliage of the applo tree. 
It Is effective to have apples of a dif­
ferent color on each tier, beginning 
with the tiny lady apples, alternating 
if these are obtainable at the time, ou. 
tho top of the dish.

Have strings of red and green ap­
ples crossing each other, suspended 
above the table, and for pluco cards 
havo rosy apples rut from art pa|K»r 
nnd colored, or applo bonbonnleres 
filled with candies can have conven­
tional place cards of small size tiod 
to their stems with ribbon.

At an applo feast given about thin 
time lust year the first course was a 
fruit salad served In porcelain ap­
ples, the red and green of which added 
a very charming noto to tho scheme. 
Whoro these aro not available, tho 
natural fruit can be cut In half and 
used ns cups. When the “lid” Is added 
tbe effect is that of a wholo fruit on 
tho plate.

Let tho principle course of tho 
menu, which rimy bo cither chops, 
beefstonk or an omelet, como to tho 
tablo decorated with bacon and fried 
apples. With any one of theso French 
fried potatoes would bo uppctlzlng, 
and hot biscuit or toast with butter.

Tho salad might be h combination 
of pineapple, with grapes and bKa of 
apple, served in apple ImKkcts, or in 
green apple forms of crejxj paper, over 
cardboard.

Reserved for Onions.

kitchen has a big round O burned on 
ono side of It. This is the space used 
for slicing and mincing onions. A 
wooden spoon Is tho best,spoon in tho 
world for stirring most foods In cook­
ing, but it should never ho used where 
there is high seasoning or onion sea­
soning. uu tho wood retains ilavors. 
Tho grater used for onions should bo 
washed in cold water. Few house­
keepers realize tho groat absorbing 
qualities of cold water.

To Polish Oak Floor*.
To look well a hardwood floor must 

be kept In good condition. Oak lloorn 
should be polished oueo a week. First 
sweep off all dust and wipe thorough­
ly cleun with a duster. Apply 
a polish made of two ounces of bees­
wax am! one ounce of hard yellow 
soap; udd enough turpentine to cover. 
Allow this to l.tund by Hie side of th«# 
stove until dissolved, stirring now and 
again Tbis must, be rubbed In well 
and the floor then polished.

It Brightens Carpet.
A teaspoontnl of spirits of turpen­

tine udded to two gallons of wurm 
wutcr will restore the brightness to 
carpets that are dulled wttlt dust. 
After sweeping the carpet thoroughly, 
wring a cloth out of the water and 
wipe the surtiieu of the carpet, first 
agaliud Hi" grain and then with It. 
This also prevents moths from eating 
uwuy the nap ol woolen carpets.

People who have wondered not a 

little at seeing St. Paul passenger and 
freight engines go through here un- 
equipped with snow plows, while prac­
tically every road engine on other 
lines operating in this section are 
provided with them, are assured that 
the St. Paul’s policy in this regard is 
not due to lack of means nor to lack 
of foresightedness in installing them, 
instead, it is the result of a careful in- 
vestlgation made from an engineering 
and operating standpoint. The road 
officials contend that on trains of this 
character the plows hamper rather 
than facilitate train operation, but In 
formulating this policy they mako 
provision for sending heavy plows 
over tbo line at Intervals during each 
severe storm and for a ’‘clear up” 
after a storm has subsided. The en­
gineers* objection to attached plows is 
that when the engine has occasion to 
back up the plow drags in npon the 
rails a quantity of snow that often 
bothers the engloe in getting under 
way agaio, recourse to shovels being 
a very frequent occurence. Freight 
engines are particularly handicapped 
iu this manner when they back in on 
sidetracks. When a big plow has 
tossed aside the bulk of the snow bur* 
den and “ wldeners” have cleared a 
space beyond the rails the big engines 
get along very comfortably without 
the aid of individual plows. It Is 
claimed that trains have shown % de­
cided improvement in time since this 
plan was adopted.

At the request of anumberofthe 
Finnish people of the village, Rev. 
John Wargulin, pastor of the Finnish

Mr. Munson’s present 
reoord runs back to llKKi and thp suc­
cessive yearly tables of lowest daily 
temperatures show that wc have neyor 
escaped a severe cold snapquiteeurly 
in the year, though occasionally it 
has been Into February before we got 
our frigid dose. The latter was the 
casein  ll*0d, when there was a week in 
February with temperatures ranging 
from 22 to JO degrees below zero. In 
1907 Jaouury ran along until tbe 23rd 
without very low temperatures, but 30 
below was recorded on the date men­
tioned. In 190H it was January 20th 
before the era of cold arrived. Janu­
ary 1900 showed temperatures 20 to 20 
below during a considerable portion 
of tbe month. The cold spell in Janu­
ary 1910 was less severe than usual, 
but there was a short period with the 
mercury trying to get out of sight 
down at the bottom of the bulb. Jack 
Frost got an early start in January 
1911, tbs 3rd of that month showing 
28 below and the 4th 33 below. For 
about tea days tho temperature rang­
ed from 12 to 33 below, Tbe figures 
for tbs present year bear out tbe pre­
vious record, the data for the fore 
part of the month being as follows 
and all of the temperatures being be­
low tern: January 2nd, U» degrees; 
3rd, 27; 4th, 20; fab, lb: tlth, 32; 7th, 
Sfljtith, 17; utli, II.

He has a record of having furnished 
a publisher a lurgo list of Biblical 
verses, locating each verso at Its prop­
er place, hook, chapter and vorso, the 
entire list being mado up from mem­
ory.

CHINESE WALL PAPER
* _

It Is said that tho European notion 
of wall paper was Imported from 
China. There Its ornamental use for 
screens, partitions and the like was 

j known as early as tho fourth century.
: Authorities on this subject assert that 
It was Holland during her naval su- 

I prenmey of the sixteenth century 
1 which first begun to adopt and hang 
: around the wall paper idea.
I The early Chinese wall papers were 

printed from blocks, hand painted or 
, stamped with infinite labor und ex- 
i qulsite urt. They were made to order 
i produced in sheets of varying di- 
, menslons according to tho uses to 
! which they were to bo put. The mod­
ern rolls of wall paper with a continu­
ous duplicate design were unknown. 
It was not until the invention of th# 
modern printing and stamping raa- 
chinos with cylindrical rollers that a 
continuous conventional pattern was 
favored.

As neither China nor Japan was a 
communicative country during tho be­
ginning of the commercial history of 
Europe these wall paper importations 
were few and far between and con­
siderably at a premium. Yet thoy 
soon hit the European fancy as a 
good substitute for tho arras and tap­
estries of the time.

I'p to tho end of the seventeenth 
century the imported product was pro­
hibitive In price, however, and It was 
not until the middle of the elghtenth 
century that It was really a familiar 

j thing on the market. When the meth­
ods for printing and stamping wall pa­
per from blocks was Introduced from 
Chinn each nation was jealous of its 
neighbor in the wall puiier trade and 
tried to keep Its own process a secret.

Toward the end of the seventeenth 
century the English were the largest 
Importers of the hand decorated Chi­
nese wall papers, but only for a 
short time. As the demand Increased 
they began to perfect a process of pa­
per stamping and paper decoration to 
Imitate tapestries, and with improved 
machinery soon cheapened their pro­
duct and popularized It all over Eu­
rope. By the time of the Stuarts the 
urras of Shakespeare's ere was begin­
ning to disappear.

AMBASSADOR TO BRAZIL
IN SERVICE H  YEARS

Irving Bedell Dudley, ambassador 
extraordinary and plenipotentiary 

from the United 
States to Brazil, 
recently died In 
J o h n s  Hopkins 
Hospital, at Balti­
more.

Mr. Dudley had 
been In the diplo­
matic service for 
14 years. He was 
appointed ambas­
sador extraordin­
ary to Peru In 

189 7, which ]K)sl he held for nine 
years. When Mr. Dudley arrived 
in Peru relations between that country 
and Chile were very much strained, 
and it was largely due to his efforts 
that war was averted. During his In­
cumbency the trade between this 
country ami Peru was largely In­
creased.

In the diplomatic shake-up of 1906. 
following the Bellamy Storer-Hoose- 
velt episode, Mr. Dudley was given 
the ambassadorship to Brazil. Here 
hlii Influence in promoting friendly 
feelings between the largest of the 
South American countries and the 
United States was particularly valu­
able. Although Mr. Dudley was ap­
pointed from California ami kept his 
legal residence in San Diego, he made 
his home with his brothers In Evans­
ton, a suburb of Chicago, whenever he 
was hi this country.

Mr. Dudley felt that his health was 
falling lust summer and he decided to 
come to this country to consult physi­
cians. Accompanied by his wife and 
daughter, he arrived In New York Oc­
tober G. Ho Iniedlately went to tho 
Johns Hopkins hospital, at Baltimore, 
where he remained for two weeks. 
After a brief stay In Washington he 
returned to tho hospital, where he un­
derwent the operation which caused 
his deatli.

Mr. Dudley was horn In Jefferson, 
Ohio, In 18G1. He was graduated from 
Kenyon college In 1882 and from the 
college of law of George Washington 
university In 1883. Immediately after 
his graduation he moved to the Pacific 
coast, where he was successful both 
as lawyer and Judge.

Mr. KruUschnltt'B departure for the 
eastern metropolis is the result 
of the recent changes In the ex­
ecutive staffs of the Hurrlmao 
system, which Included the assent- 
bllny of more of the higher offi­
cials In New York. About forty em­
ployees in the offices of the Ilarriman 
roads In Chicago, including several of­
ficials, will move to New York.

Julius Kruttschnitt, who is said to 
be one of the most successful of rail­
way executives, was bom In New Or­
leans half a century ago, and at Wash­
ington and Leo university secured an 
education from which he has made 
heavy drafts from that day to ihls. 
Securing his degree as civil engineer 
in 1873, he thTew himself heart and 
soul Into the construction of the Mor­
gan lines across Louisiana and Texan. 
So successful wqr he In his work, and 
so capable was Ills management of 
nien and material, that he was offered 
the position of general rond mauler 
and chief engineer, ami later became 
superintendent of the Louisiana and 
Texas railroad, leaving to become as­
sistant general manager of the South­
ern Pacific's Atlnntfc system, compris­
ing all lines east, of El Paso, in 18s9.

Mr. Kruttschnitt adopted new anil 
economical methods, ami In 1893 he 
was promoted to tho position of gen­
eral tnanager of all IlneB of the South­
ern Pacific, with headquarters In dan 
Francisco. Threo years later lu* was 
made fourth vice-president.

Now. as director of maintenance nnd 
operation of the Union Pacific, the 
Oregon Short Line, the Oregon-Wash- 
Ington Railroad and Navigation Com­
pany and of tho Southern Pacific com­
pany, he holds probably the most, try­
ing position in the railroad world.

LETHBRIDGE, ALBERTA, 
SECURES DRY FARM­

ING CONGRESS 
FOR 1912.

The term, "dry farming" does not 
Indicate all that might be Implied. It 
does not mean a system of Irrigation, 
but one whero all the rain fall and 
precipitation ts stored up and con­
served In the soil, to be drawn upon 
by scientific and sane processes when 
!t may be required to forward und In­
crease the growth of grain.

In certain sections of the Canadian 
West as well as In the American 
West, there is a portion of the coun­
try In which the soil Is the very best 
for the growing of cereals, but tho 
geographical locations and relatlvo 
position to the rain nvenucR. do not 
give tho advantage that other parts 
possess in the matter of precipitation.

Agricultural science, however, 1ms 
been making rapid progress during 
the past few years, and It is now as­
certained that It is not altogether the 
number of Inches of rain that is es­
sential to the growing of crops, but 
its conservation, and thut is tho 
meaning of "Dry farming." "Dry 
Farming" may well bo applied to dis­
tricts whero there Is a heavy rain fall 
nnd better results will follow. The 
education of the public Into these new 
methods, not new exactly, but such 
ns have hud satisfactory demonstra­
tion. Is not alone the purpose of theso 
dry-farming Congresses. Ono Idea Is 
to bring Into life and Into operation 
the great areas of splendid land lying 
within what might be termed semi* 
arid, without placing thorn under the 
restrictive and expansive process of 
Irrigation.

Tho Congresses are attended by 
thousands nnd thoy bring representa­
tives from all parts of the world. Tho 
Province of Alberta, and also of Si».s- 
katchewan, has taken a vital Interest 

! In tho Congresses which have been 
held In the past two or threo years. 
Tho Province of Alberta has mado 
provincial exhibits, districts hajvo 
shown their products, nnd last year, 
several hundred dollars were tuken lu 
prizes; this year the Province of Al­
berta took prizes ton to one In excess 
of any state In the Union. Alberta; 
has won eight out of twenty special 
rugs, that province taking one, Lcth- 
brldgo one, Arthur Perry six, and, 
John Baxter, Edmonton, carrying off 
one swcopstakes. When It came to 
a matter of location for the Congress 
for 1912. the City of Lethbridge, 
which had put up a splendid fight for 
It, secured the Congress by a unani­
mous vote. It Is expected that tho 
.Lethbridge Congress will bo tho larg­
est yet held and will be the biggest 
convention In tho history of Western 
Canada. In emphasizing his Invita­
tion to J*cthbrldgc,- ono of the sh a k ­
ers said he had Just received a tele­
gram from Magrath (near Lethbridge) 
stating that of ono thousand acreB of 
wheat Just thrashed Hothcrshaw and 
Bradshaw lmd thrashed 47,000 bush 
els.

NEEDS A LARGE SUM
Uncle Sam Requires $745,834,- 

563 for Fiscal Year.

Treasury Estimates of Appropriations
Show Saving of $21,283,921 for 

Twelvemonth—Important 
Session of Congress.

Washington— Estimates of the 
treasury department for running the 
government during the next fiscal 
year, contemplato a saving of $21,- 
283,921.43 us compared with the 
Amount appropriated for the fiscal 
year 191M2.

The total amount estimated lor ail 
expi-mes of government is $746,834.- 
663. This amount dues not luclude 
the appropriation for the postoffiee de­
partment, which Is expected to be 
self-sustaining. The appropriations 
made by congress for the present fis­
cal year aggregated $707,218,486.

Economy proposed Is shown to be 
greatest in the estimates for public 
works, which are cut from $122,04U,- 
060 to $100,710,701, a decrease of $21,- 
323,358. More than half of this de­
crease Is accounted for in a plan of 
tho treasury department for handling 
appropriations for public buildings 
and grounds throughout the country 
-hy.Dieans of a lump appropriation, a 
departure from the old custom which 
may not be adopted by congress. The 
secretary of the treasury has asked 
for this purpose $3,000,000 to be ex­
pended at bis discretion.

Accompanying the estimate for pub­
lic buildings and grounds Is a note ex­
plaining that to care properly for pub­
lic building already authorized by spe­
cific appropriations, further approprla- 
tioiifl of $13,000,000 would be neces­
sary. The secretary of the treasury 
does not include this sum in his esti­
mate.

As members of congress usually are 
careful to secure definite assurances 
that buildings in their respective dis­
tricts are to be provided for, the prob­
ability is thnt the $13,000,000 will be 
Included In the appropriation bill final­
ly passed, which would cut down the 
apparent saving considerably.

Decreases are shown In the esti­
mates submitted for the pension fund, 
conductor the executive establishment 
and for the department of agriculture. 
Substantial Increases, however. In es­
timates asked for the military and 
naval establishments almost offset the 
other savings.

For work on the Panama canal $46,- 
560,000 is estimated, an increase of 
Dearly $4,000,000 over the appropriation 
for the present year. This does not 
include expenditures for fortifications 
of the canal zone, tho estimates ask­
ing an appropriation of $6,640,950 to 
Up expended for army fortifications 
am! mine stations In the zone. For 
this purpose last year $3,000,000 was 
appropriated.

I'ndcr the military establishment 
head an increased appropriation of 
$1,500,000 Is asked for sca const artil­
lery. The total estimate for fortifica­
tions and other works of defense is 
$7,218,899, nearly $2,000,000 more than 
was spent this year.

Secretary of the Navy Meyer’s esti­
mates propose continuance of the two- 
battleship naval program, ultuough 
the estimates oro $1,000,000 less than 
this year's appropriations so far as 
Increusc of the navy Is concerned. To 
continue work on the ships now un­
der construction and begin construo- 
tton Of two battleships and two col­
liers, with provisions for equipment, 
$24,323,473 Is asked.

The estimates recommend tho ap­
propriation of $29,460,438 Tor the Im­
provement of rivers and harbors, prnc. 
tically all of it to be expended on pro­
jects already begun or authorized. 
Th's Is about $6oo,ooo less than the 
appropriation for the present year.

Postmaster (ienerul Hitchcock esti­
mates that it will cost him $260,938,- 
463 to rnn the postal service uext 
year.. This is about $2,600,000 more 
than tho department expended this 
year.

An experimental parcels post 
scheme, to bo pluced in operation on 
postal routes, is proposed In the cstl 
mates and $50,000 Is asked lor this 
purpose. A proviso gives the postmus­
ter general authority to limit to eleven 
pounds tho weight of purcels carried 
during the experiment und to fix 
rates.

Experimental uerlal postal service 
"by ucropiane or other devices" is also 
recommended by the poMtnmsier gen­
eral. und ho wants $50,000 to spend in 
trying out tho schciuo.

AN IMPORTANT 8ES8I0N.

"The most important session since 
the Civil war" is the prediction made 
by many Democratic leaders Tor this 
session of the Sixty-second congress. 
•’Stirring dajs aheud" are forecast by 
llcpublhun members and on both 
tddes of the big party line members 
in tho house and senate aro drawn up 
to light out weighty problems of legis­
lation in a session which will lead up 
to the presidential campaign of 1U12.

Of Importance an to the hearing it 
will have on the approaching political 
contest in the nation; of particular in 
terost because of party differences— 
regulars and insurgents on (ho Repub­
lican side; rcnclonarteB and progres­
sives among the Democrats-and or 
unusuai significance because of (he 
heavy legislative program, It is at least 
certain that this will be one or the 
liveliest aesr.lona of congress in muny 
years.

Many great questions which con 
front congress, uil of them lo be ap­
proached vigorously, include monclary 
relortu ratification of arbitration

treaties with Great Britain and Franc* 
and the loan treaties with Nicaragua 
and Honduras; Alaskan legislation, 
the election of senators by direct vote 
of the people, pension bills and tbe 
regular and permanent annual appro 
prlatlons, to be under tbe direction 
this time in the house by a Democrat­
ic committee.

While the legislative struggles are 
in progress politics Is certain not to 
bo overshadowed. The political pot in 
Washington is already boiling. Selec­
tion of convention cities, choosing of 
committee chairmen who will manage 
the big campaigns and plans for tne 
approaching party conventions and the 
subsequent battle of the ballots will 
attract as much attention from the 
nation's legislators as will tho mak­
ing of laws.

To enliven the political Interest In 
both houses there aro candidates for 
the presidency casting thler shadows 
across the horizon. Champ Clark, the 
speaker of the house, already consid­
ered among the Democratic possibili­
ties, at any time may make presiden­
tial pronouncement to his colleagues, 
and Representative Oscar W. Under­
wood of Alabama, the Democratic 
floor lender, also Is talked of through­
out the country as presidential timber. 
In the senate Mr. La Follette already 
has been proclaimed by progressive 
Republicans as their choice.

HANDLED A BILLION DOLLARS.

Mrs. Wllla A. Leonard has resigned 
her place as detecter of counterfeit 
paper money in the treasury depart­
ment in Washington, after a service 
of 47 years. During this time Mrs. 
Leonard is said to have handled more 
than a billion dollars. She began work 
in the treasury under Gen. Francis E 
Spinner and was put at work counting 
money paper at a salary of $50 a 
month. Two years later she was shift­
ed to the work of redeeming paper 
currency.

"My Instructions were to count ac­
curately the bills and look out for 
counterfeits," said Mrs. Leonard. "The 
first counterfeit I discovered was a 
$600 bill. It was almost perfect, hav­
ing but two imperfections. Soon after­
ward 1 discovered a counterfeit $1,000 
bill through noticing that some of the 
letters in the word ’treasury’ were 
plod. A second look showed several 
imperfections. Most counterfeits fall 
dowp on the portraits, because there 
never were two artists that could get 
the same expression on the fnee of a 
subject nor an engraver who could 
make an exact duplicate of his own 
work."

TO W EE D  OUT ALIENS.

<lt Is learned that general orders 
have beon issued which mean that tbe 
United States army and navy are 
gradually to be entirely American­
ized. All aliens, not naturalized, are 
to be replaced in the service by citi­
zens. The issue of these orders was 
discovered as a result of the recent 
disappearance of Japanese butlers, 
cooks, valets and inessroom orderlies, 
which has been noticed at some of 
the naval ports, particularly Newport, 
Norfolk, San Francisco and Manila. A 
high naval officer said:

"The time has come when the Uni­
ted States must, if It is to keep its 
military aqd naval secrets from for­
eign powers, remove the opportunities 
for leakage. In the old days of sail­
ing we bad somewhat to rely on aliens 
for our sailors, but now there is not 
the least need. In future the records 
of all aliens will be gone over care­
fully before the men are allowed to 
enlist."

RU3HE8 PHILIPPINE ROADS.

Rapid progress is being made in the 
work of constructing tho Philippine 
railways, according to tbe annual re­
port of the bureau of Insular affairs. 
The Dagupan and San Fernando ex­
tension is nearly completed and Is In 
full commercial operation to Arlngay.

The branch of the main line from 
Paniqui to Tuyug has been extended 
to lined and Rosales, nnd there Is but 
little more construction necessary to 
complete this line und put it in opera­
tion Its ontlre length.

The lino south of Manllu to Cavite 
and Nalc is complete to Calllmyo, 
within a very short distance of Nalc, 
and construction Is progressing well. 
The line is open to commercial opera­
tions to Cuvltc and In construction op­
eration ns far as built, The Manila- 
llatungns lino ims been completed and 
Is in full commercial operation.

Cook Should Save Cold Vegetables to 

Uso In Italian and Russian I

important a place on the luncheon 
or dinner table that the housekeeper 
whose weekly resources are not elas­
tic Is sorely wondering what to do In 
this direction. For the present there , 
Is a valuable samlhy In tho tomato, I 
which Is one of the few things avail­
able at even less than normal rates, 
and celery Is beginning to arrive. But 
she will have to enlarge her views as 
to what is admissible for winter sal­
ads. Also she must Impress upon her 
cook to keep every bit of cold 
vegetables to incorporate Into the 
various combinations designated Ital-1 
fun, Russian, or a la jardiniere. If she 
is wise she will lenm how to mako | 
a potato salad, which Involves more i 
art than is often Imagined, and she 
will realize that this Invaluable tuber 
can be used also with beetroot and cel­
ery when served with a well-prepared 
dressing.

GOOD HINTS ABOUT PASTRY
Hands, Utensils and Ingredients

Should All Be Kept Cold or Pastry 
Becomes Heavy.

When making pastry it should al­
ways bo made in a cool place If pos­
sible. The hands, utensils and In­
gredients should all bo kept cold or 
tho pastry becomes heavy. Always 
rub in the shortening with the tips of 
the fingers, as they are cooler than the 
rest of tbe hand. When adding the 
water do it slowly and carefully so 
ae to avoid making tho pastry too dry 
or too moist. If too dry it will be 
chippy and if too wet It will be heavy 
and sodden. Handle it as little as pos­
sible and use the rolling pin lightly 
and as seldom as possible. If baked 
In a very hot oven it will expand and 
thus become light. It can be made 
several hours before it is needed if left 
standing in a cool place.

Meat Shortcake.
Hfere Is a nice way to use up left­

overs of cold meat, etc. Chop the 
pieces, not too fine, put in a stew pan 
with some cold gravy; if you have 
none use milk or wuter, season well 
with a generous lump of butter, salt 
and shako of pepper. Thicken with, 
a little flour; simmer unutll the short­
cake 1b ready. This Ib made like bis­
cuit, using a tittle more butter; divide 
In halves and roll about an inch thick; 
put in a biscuit pan and spread with 
butter, roll tho other half and lay 
over it; bake in a hot own; when 
done split the cake, lay under halt on 
hot platter, pour on the meat and 
gravy, put on top crust and servo at 
once.

Chow-Chow.
Doll one-fourth peck of string beans 

and one quart of lima beans until 
tender. Drain off all tho water and 
add to them six chopped peppers, one 
small cucumber or a part of a largo 
one cut up, one-quftrter pound mustard 
seed, one-balf gallon vluegar, two 
pounds sugar, two ounces tumeric, 
one quart small onions and ono table- 
spooifful of salt. Boil for an hour. At 
the end of a half hour add corn cut 
from six ears that have been boiled 
for five minutes and one-fourth pound 
mustard wet with a little vinegar. 
Boll for tho remaining half hour, pour 
into air-tight Jars and seal whllo hot.
