Nadeau Was Acquitted

William Nadeau, former police offi­
cer of Negaunee, was acquitted in cir­
cuit court last Saturday of the charge 
of manslaughter which had been pre­
ferred in connection with the death of 
Matt Saarikoski on the night of Sep­
tember 5th. A little additional testi­
mony was Introduced Saturday morn­
ing and the remainder of the day giv­
en to the arguments of tho attorneys. 
Tho pleas of counsel on both sides 
were exceptionally forceful and they 
were followed closely by tho crowded 
court room.

Assistant Prosecuting Attorney M. 
J. Kennedy opened the argument for 
tbo state, his contention being that 
Nadeau had not Intentionally killed 
the fleeing man, but that he had been 
criminally careless In his use of his 
firearm; thatbehad violated,his rights 
as a peace officer and that he should 
bear tbo penalty.

Attorney T. A. Thoren.of Negau­
nee, followed with a forceful address 
of an hour and a half in behalf of tho 
defense. He made an analytical re­
view of the testimony, laying stress on 
the physical Impossibility of its hav­
ing been Nadeau's bullet which caused 
the fatal wound, and bringing out 
many convincing detailsofevider.ee 
in the man’s favor.

Attorney W. T. Potter followed 
with a careful summing up for tho 
defense. His presentation of the 
more personal elements of the cate 
seemed to impress the jury quite ns 
much as did Mr. Thoren’s discussion 
of the technical phases.

G, A. Driscoll, of fronuood, of 
counsel for the prosecution, closed in 
an address which occupied un hour 
and a half, npaking a strong plea that 
justice bo done.

Judge Flannlgan’s charge to the 
jury was quite hrluf. tho right of the 
defendant lo evory reasonable doubt 
being emphasized.

The jury retired at 6:30 p. m. Sat­
urday and the verdict of not guilty 
was returned shortly after mid­
night. While of course nothing 
definite is known regarding the jurors’ 
deliberations it is believed that tho 
practically unchallened testimony re­
garding tho distance between the two 
men when the shots were fired was the 
turning point in the case. The de­
fense claimed a distance of about 425 
feet, while the prosecution's estimate 
was about 75 feet less. The fatal bul­
let, of 32 caliber short, had gooe 
through the various thickness of 
clothing, entered about the middle of 
the man’s back and gone through the 
body, the surgeons having had to 
make but a slight inclston to remove 
the bullet from boncuth the skin of 
the breast. Expert testimony regurd- 
Ingprojectiles precluded such a wound 
being inflicted by a 32 caliber bullet 
ut so greut a distance, It being con­
tended that from 50 to 75 feet would he 
the extreme distance, with the proba­
bilities for a much lesH distance. 
Tests at varylog distances with pine 
boards and other objects ns targets 
were submitted In evidence.

Though Intense interest was mani­
fested throughout tbo case, with its 
accompaniment of speculation as to 
the verdlcl, the proceedings were most 
orderly throughout, and it seems to 
be very generally conceded by those 
who had opportunity to hear the case 
from begiunlng to end that the jury 
could have reached no other conclu­
sions in view of the evidence laid be­
fore It.

Almost without 
exception these tourLts "stop 
over" going or coming nt the 
quaJ/it old town of Alexandria, 
Va., located about half way be­
tween the city of Washington 
and Mount Vernon. Mnny of 
the visitors declare Alexandria 
almost If not quite as Interest­
ing as the far-famed country 

seat of the Father of His Country. Old Alexan­
dria would be well worthy a visit merely as a 
lino example of an old colonial town, rich In the 
architecture of the period, but added to this is 
the historical significance that It was George 
Washington's "home town."

Hither be canto to attend the balls end other 
social festivities that brought out all the landed 
gentry of the old dominion; hero he attended 
church every Sunday when residing at Mount 
Vernon; and to this place he repaired when 
business matters connected with bis large estate 
required legal or other adjustmdnt that could 
not readily be negotiated on the plantation. Al­
exandria was the meeting place of the Masonic 
lodge of which Gê rg** Washington was so prom­
inent a member and here was located a volunteer 
fire company that bo-isted our first president as 
one of Its members. In short, from every stand­
point, Alexandria meant more to Gooige Washing­
ton thnn the nearest town or cress-roads com­
munity is apt to do to the pre ent-day American 
farmer In this era of rural free delivery and rail­
roads and Holleys ami uutomoblles.
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In George Washington’s time Alexandria—or 
Rdlftflven as It was at first known along about 
the middle of the eighteenth century—was one of 
the most prominent ports In the United States and 
scorned fo hold out every promise of extensive 
development In the future. George Washington 
himself took a hand In dooming the port, which 
developed nn extensive foreign trade. The docks 
were crowded with warehouses filled with corn, 
tobacco and other products, while in the harbor 
were always to be found many of the largest class 
of cargo ships of that period loading nnd dis­
charging a variety of commodities. As the Amer­
ican terminus of a heavy overseas's trade Alex­
andria became well known In shipping circles In 
England, and it wns thought for a time that the 
port on the Botonmr would overshadow Balti­
more. Then came the various Influences that 
combined to bring about the commercial eclipse 
of the little city so deur to the heart of the na­
tion’s liberator. One of the first of these was tho 
establishment only a few miles nwny of the capi­
tal of the nation, which speedily overshadowed 
Alexandria In various ways, Then came the 
building of railroads, which diverted much traffic 
to other channels, and finally the Civil war 
helped to put a Idlght upon the community 
which had long been one of the strongholds of the 
l.ees of Virginia

But even In (his twentieth century neglected 
Alexandria gets "on the mnp" as least olio day 
each year namely, on the 22d of February, when 
with each recurring anniversary of Washington's 
birthday there U a Idg celebration In the little 
city (list Is fifed with landmarks and objects 
Identified with the private life and public career 
of the holder of (he Uevolution. Often the piotd- 
dent o! the United Wales goes to Alexandria by 
boat or trolley to pnrilcljnte In the exercises, 
and the governors of Vlrgiuln and Maryland are 
Invariably Invited On surh occasions the town 
which Is located In closer proximity to historic 
Mount Vernon than Is any other community, «p- 
l>ears almost too suinll to accommodate the 
crowds that luvude her public places. For, be It 
known, for nil that there are handsome, woll- 
paved business streets that afford a route of 
parade for the procession that is an Invariable 
feature of this holiday, there are other highways 
and by ways In the staid, dignified, conservative 
old town thnt readily convince the visitor that 
they have undergone little If any alteration since 
the days of George Washington

Old Alexandria is "going on" three hundred 
fears of age. for It was founded as long ago as 
1730, although, nn previously explained. It whs 
known for some score of years by another name, 
fn 184# the general asMunbly of the colony Vir­
ginia formally designated It us Alexandria The 
town retains to this day the name* of Its streets, 
chose’) in the days of long ago from the titles of 
royalty and neblllty. Thus we find ns the most 
conspicuous thorough tares King, Pi thro, Duke
• nd Iteyal s tre i .’s

Alexandria was the .-artlng place of Geticrnl 
Brftddeck's famous expedition agmnst the French 
ind Indians which, IIMimd though It an*, served 
to bring George Washington, for tho first time.
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consplcuously before his countrymen. Here, in 
the old Carlisle house, which remains to this day 
one of the chief "show places" of the historic 
old town, George Washington and other leading 
men of the colony had a lengthy conference with 
the British commander on the night before the 
expedition set out upon the campaign which was 
destined to go down in history as "Braddock's 
defeat."

The old Carlisle house, which Is assuredly one 
of the most Interesting structures In tbe United 
States, fell sadly into decay some years ago, al­
though a move looking to Us complete restoration 
has latterly been made by a patriotic society. 
George Washington was a frequent guest at 
Carlisle house—the mansion of Major Carlisle, 
nnd when, lifter u social function In Alexandria 
he returned to Mount Vernon by boat It waa al­
most Invariably from the Carlisle house that he 
set out, the terraced grounds of the mansion 
sloping down to the river, rendering it convenient 
for Gencrul Washington and hfh house guests to 
step into the barge to he rowed to Ills manor 
houte farther down on the Virginia shore of the 
I'otonmc. It was also General Washington’s cus­
tom to sup at Carlisle house each 2"d of February 
when ho came to Alexandria to a'tend the "Birth 
Night Bulls," which wore Instituted In his honor 
In Alexandria after ho rose to fame as the hero 
of tho War for Independence Those Units were 
held at Clnggett’s tavern .tnd com-tifuted the su­
premo height of Alexandria's social glory.

General Washington wns mint Intimately Identi­
fied with the history of Alexandria from the year 
17(13, when he purchnsed considerable property In 
tho town. Ho showed himself a good citizen by 
becoming a member of the Friendship Fire En­
gine company. This was a volunteer organization

department with pnld employes was, 
cf course, totally unkuuwn in those 
days. Tradition recounts that not 
only was tbe Father of His Country a 
supporter of this old-time fire-fighting 
organization, but that on the occasion 
of more than one fire he "ran with the 
tnachlue" In the good old-tashloneil 
way. Another organization which 
rivals the veteran fire company 
In Interest is the Masonic lodge 
of which Washington was a mem­
ber, and the lodge rooms of 
which In the city hall at Alexandria 
are filled with Washington relics of 
priceless value.

Among tbe buildings in Alexandria 
which attract much attention from 
visitors Is the old colonial mansion at 
the corner of Duke and St. Asaph 
stieets, where Lafayette and his suite 
were quartered W’ben the distinguish­
ed Frenchman visited this country 
and where a great ball was given io 
bis honor. Not far distant Is the build­
ing occupied as the flrrt free school In 
America—a school established through 
the bounty of George Washington. 
On Fairfax street, near Duke. Is the 
First Presbyterian church, built In 
1774, and on Cameron street Is the 
town house of laord Thomas Fairfax, 
a splendid example of the architecture 
of the Georgian period and yet In a 
perfect state of preservation. Persona 
who eEBny to "tour Alexandria" by 
motor car are destined to many 9 
bump and Jolt, for whereas the prln 
cipal business streets are paved with 

ashpbalt most of tbe old residential streets have 
the great cobble stones that have with stood tbe 
traffic of more than a century. However. It Is 
Interesting to note that even this primitive pav­
ing has Its historic significance, for these self­
same cobblestones were laid under General Wash­
ington's direction by tbe Hessian prisoners, cap­
tured by tbe continental army.

Mount Vernon Token Returned
When Mount Vernon, the home of Washington, 

was restored some 30 yearn ago the various 
states were asked to Fend some token to be 
placed In the rooms. The women of Kansas sent 
a solid walnut, band earn'd seal of Kansas to rep­
resent this state. For 30 years tho beuutlful seal 
has been standing In the former home of the 
Fnthor of His Country and Jt has Just been re­
turned to the Kansas Historical society to be 
placed In the exhibit of Kansas curios.

Tho piece Is carved from one solid piece of na­
tive Kansas walnut, one of tho few perfect pieces 
of walnut wood found In the state. A search of 
several months was required to find a tree suit­
able for the work. One was found fn Coffey 
county and was cut down expressly for this curv­
ing. It Is four feet long and two feet high und 
Is intended to go over the door of some hall.

The seal wns carved by the late Henry Worrall 
of Topeka, the first artist In Kansas. He worked 
all one summer on it. In tho center Is tbe great 
seal of the state, painted In colors In oil by Pro­
fessor Worrall. Around the seal are the words 
"Great Seal of the State of Kansas, January 29. 
1861," carved by nund, each letter In relief. 
Around the seal are groupod tbe products of 
Kansas.

When tbe servant quarters wore restored at 
Mount Vernon, Kansas school children raised the 
money to pay for the restoration. It wns then 
decided that Kansas bud sufficient representation 
among tbe relics In the home and the great seal 
wus returned to tbe Historical society.

MINERALS IN HUMAN BODY SIAM’S AMAZON GUARD

Tbe renewal of the fashion for small 
dogs has led to a remarkable case of 
fraud, the victim of which is one of 
tbe best known women in Paris soci­
ety. Walking up and down tbe fash­
ionable side of the Avenue de Bole de 
Boulogne was a man who bad several 
foy dogs to show off, ostensibly tor 
sale. One of tbe smallest of them 
was a particularly diminutive speci­
men of the grllTon. Finally a woman 
stepped up to ask Its price. Tbe man 
made the little dog perform several 
tricks, and then, alter some minutes' 
conversation. Informed her that he had 
a still more remarkable specimen in 
bis coat pocket. He then fished out a 
little creature scarcely more than half 
the size of the first.

Tbe woman concluded what she 
thought was a bargain and what the 
man said was a sacrifice. She put the 
little one In her mult, wcut off to 
luncheon and, on getting home again, 
pulled him out from his hiding place. 
For a minute or two the animal 
showed fear, but then, to her great 
amazement and that of her servant, 
tho little griffon suddenly started to­
ward tbe window and ran up one of 
the curtains with the speed and agil­
ity not at all unlike the best known 
qualities of a mouse. The butler and 
footman were called, and there was 
an exciting chase about tbe drawing 
room before tho little wonder was 
captured. The new owner was then 
rather more horrified than surprised 
to find that her griffon was nothing 
but a rather oversized rat that had 
been sewed Into a dog's skin.

Tbe human body contains, among 
other constituents, about two pounds 
of phosphorus, which Is essential to 
the health of tbe bones and the vigor 
of the brain. This phosphorus. If ex­
tracted and put to another u6e, would 
make up about 4,00(1 packages of fric­
tion matches.

Besides phosphorus, the body con­
tains a few ounces of sodium and half 
an ounce of potassluta. Tne quantity 
of the latter would be sufficient for 
many experiments In a class In chem­
istry.

In addition to sodium and potas­
sium there are a few grains of mag­
nesium, enough to make the ’'silver 
rain" for a family's stock of rockets 
on a Fourth of July evening or to 
create a brilliant light visible at a 
considerable distance.

CHINA’S DISAPPEARING JEWS

The Jewish race, which has pre­
served iu, race Integrity elsewhere, 
has found tbe vast numbers of China 
too much for It. Remnants still re­
main of a colony that settled In KaJ- 
Fong twenty centuries ago. but their 
race traditions are only a vague mem­
ory. William Edgar Gel), who has 
visited them, writes:

"The early annals tell of them, and 
there Is good reason to believe that 
they have been In China two thou­
sand years. But for three centuries 
they have gathered at this capital, and 
have degenerated with It. Two hun­
dred years ago they bad a handsome 
block of buildings, with a synogog 
sixty by forty. Sixty years ago they 
had suffered by a great flood, and only 
two hundred Jews were left. In 1866 
Dr. Martin found that they had pulled 
down all their buildings and sold tbe 
materials, some being built Into a 
mosque. A later observer reported 
that some bad turned Buddhist, some 
Moslem, and some were studylug the 
Confucian classics. Today we found 
that only seven fumllles remained; the 
very soil bad been sold, and Is being 
carted away to raise the level of oth­
er parts, so that a stagnant pond cov­
ers the ancient site. The ’“retched 
survivors seem to get their living by 
transporting the earth, though they so 
far recollect their past as to have a 
few rubbings of the former Inscrip­
tions to sell. Their religion has evap­
orated. for they have no Hebrew 
schools and could not read them If 
they bad; only they still eat no pork, 
nor worship idols, bor burn lucense to 
thslr ancestors. Israel Iu Kai-Fong is 
a baa-beeu.”

TWENTY-FOUR-HOUR CLOCKS
France Is going to have 24-hour 

clocks. Tbe rullroad atutlofla will be 
funlshed with timepieces the fnces of 
which will mark 24 hours Instead of 
12. One will no longer take a train 
20 minutes past 1 in tbe afternoon, but 
st 13:20. instead of saying 4 o'clock, 
one will say "16 o'clock." Theatrical 
performances will commence at 20 
o’clock or half-past 20.

Slam Is one of tbe few countries 
which boast of corps of women police. 
The members of this Amazon Guard 
are all old and ugly. They wear uni­
form though they are not armed. Their 
chief duty is to act as gate kedprs 
of the Inner, or women's palace at 
Bangkok. They follow any stranger 
who enters the palace and remain 
with him until be takes his departure. 
They see that there Is no mischief 
made and that no one makes love to 
the royal wives and concubines. Men 
who have business Inside the palace 
—doctors, architects, carpenters, elec­
tric light fitters, etc.—enter the pal­
ace freely, but are always accompa­
nied by some of the Amazon guard. 
The palace has some difficulty In re 
cruitlng these guards, as tbe work Is 
hard and tbe pay poor, and the Quali­
fication—uncomplimentary.

WHEN THEY WORE “PIGTAILS”
The edict sanctioning tbe abolition 

of the pigtail reminds us that It is not 
so very Jong since the pigtail disap­
peared Dot merely from the army and 
navy, but even from every day civilian 
life In England. Walstlong pigtails 
were the fashionable wear In England 
about 1740 aud before that the bag 
wig had been adorned with a pigtail 
looped up In a black silk bag. As late 
as 1868 an old gentleman was seen on 
Cheapside with his gray hair tied be­
hind In a short queue, and even today 
we can find a relic of the pigtail, for 
tbe three pieces of black velvet on 
tbe dress tunics of officers In tbe 
royal Welsh fusiliers are tbe remains 
of the ribbon with which the queue 
was tied.

MEASURING STARLIGHT
Starlight has been measured in com­

parison with sunlight and the follow­
ing results h*ve been announced: The 
light received from a star of the first 
magnitude like Vega Is about one 
forty-tbousandth-mllllonth of the 
sun's. Young places the total star­
light received by the earth at the 
value of 2.000 first magnitude stars, 
thus making tbe whole starlight to be 
one-slxtletn that of the full moon. 
Light has on actual mechanical press­
ure and can be measured in the lab­
oratory. It has been found that tbe 
Run’s light In Itself presses against 
the earth with a force something like 
70,000 tons.

RELIC OF INDIAN MUTINY

In front of St. James' church la Del­
hi, the old-new capital of iDdla, are a 
cross and ball that are vivid remind­
ers of the great Indian mutiny. At 
that time they were on top of the 
church, and they contain no fewer 
than a hundred bullet boles.

FIRST CAT TAX LEVIED
Munich. In Bavaria, is the first city 

In tbe world to levy a tax upon tbe 
domestic cat. Tbe tax Is 6s, and 
every cat is provided with a special 
collar and a metal check such as the 
dogs wear. Those who are not thus 
provided will be caught by authorized 
persons. The measure is not popular, 
but It is considered that there are far 
too many cats In the city, and it is 
expected that tbe levying of the tax 
will result In reducing the numbers 
kept.

RAINIEST SPOT ON EARTH
The rainfall of a village among the 

bills of Assam during tbe ten weeks 
from May 1 to July 9 was 26U Inches. 
The village Is Cberrapunll, the rain­
iest spot in Asia and presumably in 
the world. Its annual rainfall is 
something over 450 inches, say, 16 
times ns much as London. Cherrapun. 
Jl stands on a plateau overlooking the 
plain of Bylhet, and It Is 4,455 feot 
above sea level.

Wall To Stop Evil Spirits

The peculiar w«ll shown In the Illustration le near Hankow, China, and 
was erected to stop the passage of evil spirits, presumably on the same prin­
ciple which causes the ordinary middle-clan dwelling house In China to have 
Inelde the front door a fixed screen which compete anyone entering the house 
to turn to the right or left. The explanation of this Is that avll spirits era 
able to move only In straight lines

Contract for New Intake

The Common Council at a special 
session held last Saturday awarded to 
W aileti i  Kintr, a coutraclicg firm 
of Duluth, the contract for relaying 
and extending the intake for the Ne- 
gaunee city waterworks. The con 
tract price is t3iV' and it calls for the 
laying of some 3<X) lineal feet of 20 
inch cast iron pipe, complete with bal 
joints to conform to the uneveoness 
of the lake bottom and with a triple 
intake, all necessary connections, etc. 
The bid averages $10 a foot and the 
price is deemed very reasonable; in 
fact, the contractor stated that he 
he could not have named so low a fig 
ure but for the fact that he already 
has the most of his equipment at Mar 
queue and will be enabled to get to 
work just as soon as the pipe is re 
ceived. It is bis plan to get the work 
done before the ice leaves the lake.

The end of toe new pipe will be 
about fifty feet further in the lake 
than the present intake and it is cer­
tain that the city's water supply will 
be improved, for there Is little doubt 
that the present pipe Is broken in a 
number of places and that considera­
ble water from quite close in shore is 
getting Into the city’s supply. Tb, 
new triple intake will in itself be a de­
cided improvement, since there is lit­
tle likelihood of all three becoming 
clogged at the same time. Also, if it 
should prove advisable to make an­
other extension it could be started 
from one of the mouths without inter­
rupting service from the other two.

Barney 
Riley was one of tbe biggest favorites 
at tbe slide.

Two flepubiic youths, who stole 
$1019 from the home of one of them 
and after being themselves relieved 
of the greater part of their ill-gotten 
gains in their effort to make a splash 
in Chicago set out for the Baclfic 
coast, came to the end of their rope 
in Cheyenne, Wyo., and before long 
will be on their way back to Repub­
lic, much sadder and it is to be hoped 
somewhat wiser than when they left a 
week ago last Tuesday. The boys 
were Leo Powers, aged 15, and Wil­
liam Perry, aged 17, and the theft 
was committed at the home of 
John Powers, father of one of the 
boys. The money was the savings of 
three members of tbe family and its 
accumulation represented many years' 
patient toll. The three portions 
were fairly equally divided, one be 
longing to Mr. and Mrs. Powers. 
Another portion was the property of 
their daughter, Mrs. M. Shea, who 
feared that the money wouid not be 
as secure in her own house as if she 
left it with her parents* savings, for 
while she found it necessary to be 
a*ay quite frequently, her mother 
scarcely ever left her home. The 
third portion was the savings of 
son. Ed. Powers, at present employed 
at Humboldt. The funds were all in 
currency and gold and were stored in 
valise which was kept in a closet. 
The supposition is that the actual 
theft was committed by younjr Powers, 
Perry becoming hU accomplice at a 
later stage. The leather side of the 
satchel was slit close to tbe iroo 
framework forming the top, so that a 
casual inspection such as members of 
the family were accustomed to give 
the valise in passing would fail to re­
veal that it had been tampered with. 
Powers had run away before, so bis 
absence did Dot cause the alarm it 
otherwise would, and it was Saturday 
before the parents discovered their 
loss. The matter was then placed in 
in the hands of Justice J . It. Peebles 
and it was not long before it was as­
certained that the youths had gone 
directly to Chicago and thence headed 
for tbe far west.

Michigamme
A diamond drill in full operation on 

Lake Michigamme is the novel specta­
cle wnich may now be seen here. The 
drill is one of tbe number which the 
Oliver Iron Mining Company has at 
work Id making a thorough test of 
this section. It has been pretty thor­
oughly demonstrated that tbe forma­
tion lakes a course which would carry 
It directly under certain portions of 
the lake and it is to gain accurate 
data that tbe drill has been placed in 
commission. The lake’s heavy coat­
ing of ice makes It possible to set up 
the drill directly over the place where 
it Is desired to make the test, and in 
all probability several holes can be 
drilled before the spring break-up 
puts an end to the work. The drill’s 
present locution is io about the center 
of Brown’s bay, which brings it about 
on a line with a series of test pits 
which were sunk on the land bock 
from tho lake a number of years ago. 
This, together with the fact that lat­
ter-day explorations have shown that 
many inland bodies of water are un­
derlaid with iron deposits, gives con­
siderable promise to the work now in­
augurated. The owners of the lands 
abutting on Brown’s bay, Mines. 
Htensrud and Piero bech, and Messrs. 
Francis Brown and Nels Olson, nat­
urally are Interested In the results of 
tbe explorations now in progress.

PERSONAL APPEAL IS SURE
One Way of Advertising That Never 

Falls to Bring Certain Re­
sults.

The subject of advertising in its va­
rious phases has teen so thoroughly 
exhausted by professional ud writers 
that "Just a retail merchant" may 
well hesitate to offer any hints or sug­
gestions unless it he on advertising 
that pull*, or in other words, bring* 
results—and especially that which will 
pull trade to a shoe store.

Theoretically, un advertisement 
should consist of some interesting 
general reading matter and a descrip­
tion of the goods offered for sale, hut 
this strikes the very difficulty of shoe 
advertising.

It Is practically impossible to de­
scribe a shoe In a way that is convinc­
ing enough to get good results, as the 
wide latitude allowed In advertising 
makes it possible to use exactly tbe 
same description for a low priced 
shoe that Is used In describing the 
highest grades.

One sure way for a shoe store to 
get results that are lasting Is to sys­
tematically advertise In the personal 
appeal way.

Shoe dealers as a rule feel that 
they either lack tbe time or the ability 
to write advertisements, but personal 
appeal advertisements should be writ­
ten by some one right In tbe store.

For a number of years this store 
has been running copy each week un­
der the heading "Thlelbar's Shop 
Talk."

Shop Talk 1s merely used as a head­
ing that Is general enough to permit 
any store subject to be taken up.

The personal appeal In the way of 
Heart to Heart talks on different 
subjects, store new’s, talks on fitting, 
etc., Is sure to get a following if 
persistently kept up.

It does not require an advertising 
expert to do this. Any merchant can 
sit at his desk and write just as be 
would talk to & customer In the store.

Write as convincingly and by all 
means as truthfully us you would 
talk and while the results from a pro­
fessional and artistic standpoint may 
be lacking you get results and. after 
all, results are what you are looking 
for.

Several years ago one of our local 
Newspapers offered a cash prize for 
tbe best advertisement appeurlng In & 
certain edition.

The contest was decided by a com­
mittee composed of three men promi­
nent in advertising circles from other 
cities and although they awarded the 
prize to one store, they made the 
statement that the nd. of another 
store would bring the most results.

If It Is necessary to sacrifice either 
results or art In writing shoe adver­
tisements, by all means forget tbe art 
and get tbo results.

Results do not come from one ad. 
or two, hut they will come from the 
establishment of a personal appeal 
foundation ami then by keeping per­
sistently ut It along the suine lines.

This plan will bring results In the 
shn]>e of real permanent customers 
and not just the shoppers that are 
blown around with each change of the 
wind.—Henry W. Thlelbur of Peoria, 
111.

Age of Advertising.
A paper Is U*slle's Weekly says: 

“This 1* an age of advertising. We 
cannot do business successfully with­
out It. ItwrenMy, when tho Chicago 
papers stopped publication for three 
duys, business In the city si ores was 
practically at a standstill. I remem 
her when certain large establishment* 
in New York boasted that they did 
not udvcrtlse nr said that a satisfied 
customer was the best advertisement. 
Tiffany, Mroksw brother* and other 
well-known houses did not advertise, 
but they do today, and so does every 
large concern. In (hose days the 
merchant sold bis goods over the 
counter and the manufacturer sent 
out his salesmen, hut today (ample 
buy the goods which they want and 
which they know something about 
because of the Information given by 
the advertisers.

Wasteful Advertising.
Reasonably correct statistics re­

veal that about $20,000,000 worth of 
calendars ore used hi |M» country 
each year for advertising purposes. 
Perhaps the money thus expended 
brings fair returns, hut the $20,000,- 
000 woutd accomplish much more for 
the advertiser if he would use It to 
get advertisement* in the newspapers. 
The calendars are all right, on the 
whole, but perhaps half of them are 
cut to pieces us soon as received by 
the publtr. They contain nlcs pic­
tures nnd mnny people cut away the 
advertising portion and decorate tbelr 
walls with the pleasing sections.

MODERN ADVERTISING 
REALLY INSTRUCTIVE

By William C. Freeman.
An advertising manager of a news­

paper recently sent to the editor In 
chief copy of a speech made by a big 
national advertiser which expressed 
some very commonsense views on the

The advertising manager suggested 
that there was material in that adver­
tiser's speech for a good editorial. 
Very much to his surprise, the editor- 
in-chief thanked him for bringing the 
advertiser's speech to his attention, 
saying that he depended more on the 
commonsen&c views of manufacturers 
and merchants than be did upon tbe 
opinion of lawyer statesmen.

Which made the Advertising mana­
ger recall the time when it was high 
treason to the editorial sanctum for uu 
editor to pay the slightest attention to 
an advertiser. Mention of the name 
of an advertiser on the editorial page 
or In the news column was not ethical; 
It looked too much like mixing com­
mercialism with editorial and news 
dignity, and that was unforgivable.

Times have changed.
Sorao of the best thought on matters 

of the gravest importance comes from 
the business mao, and now editors 
and news gatherers aro only too glad 
to publish editorial opinions and in­
terviews on what business men say, 
even though, as advertisers, they do 
get some free publicity.

This kind of free publicity, however, 
Is totally different from that which is 
sought by press agents representing 
men and interests whose opinions on 
every subject under the sun they 
think are worth recording.

The brainy business man who pays 
for publicity of his own as applied to 
his business doeB  not seek personal 
publicity. That generally seeks him, 
and when It Is blven it Is of value to 
everybody—perhaps least of all to 
him.

Advertising and public opinion are 
pretty closely allied now. Advertis­
ers who appreciate the full value of In­
telligent publicity are really educat­
ing the people—supplying them with 
necessary knowledge about business 
so that the people today have a better 
understanding of the needs of busi­
ness than most of tbe statesmen who 
represent them.

TOO MANY SMITHS
Senate Clerk Cannot Call the 

Roll, as in Olden Times.

There Are Big Smiths and Little 
Smiths, and 8mltha From Nearly 

Every Section of the Country 
in the Chamber.

Washington.—Time was when the 
re&dlug clerk of the senate called the 
roil ol senator* and shouted "Mr. 
Smith" Just as he cjlled the names of 
other senators. If he called "Mr. 
Smith" In a session of the senate now 
five senators would respond, provided 
all the Smiths who are entitled to 
vote were present.

The largest of the senate Smiths Is 
Hoke Smith of Georgia, who weighs 
over 250 pounds and is more than six 
feet (all. The smallest of the five 
Is probably Senator John Walter 
Smith of Maryland, but it is just as 
well not to ask him about it.

The latest enumeration of Smiths in 
the senate shows the following result; 
Hoke Smith of Georgia, John Walter 
Smith of Maryland, Ellison Durant 
Smith of South Carolina, all Demo­
crats, and William Alden Smith of 
Michigan, Republican. Marcus Aure­
lius Smith of Arizona, another Demo­
crat. Marcus Aurelius is some Smith 
and will measure almost as many 
Inches from head to toe as does Hoke 
SmJlh of Georgia.

Of the five Smiths now In the sen­
ate three are lawyers, Iloke Smith, 
William Alden Smith nnd Marcus 
Smith, while one, John Alden Smith, is 
a merchant, and the fourth, KlJlson D. 
Smith, a farmer. When the clerk of 
the senate callB the roll of senators 
be names the Smiths as follows: "Mr. 
Smith of Michigan,” or "Mr. Smith of 
Georgia," always adding the name of 
the Mate. The oldest of tho Smiths 
is John Walter, who will boon be 67, 
and tho youngest is Ellison of South 
Carolina, who w h s  45 in August.

When William Alden Smith of Mich­
igan served In the house there were 
two other Smiths from the same state, 
so he came over to the senate.

Turning to the Congressional Direct­
ory for Information concerning the 
five Smiths, one finds that Senator 
Hoke Smith requires but seven lines 
to recount his life history, while El­
lison l). requires 25 lines to explain 
how he came to tho senate.

William Aldeti Smith started life ns 
a newsboy and sold popcorn In the 
streetu of Detroit to support bis 
mother.

John Walter Smith of Maryland 
T "  ",iiiilthy In the lumber business.

Marcus Aurelius Smith, the senate’s' 
latest acquisition, Is Kentucky born, 
but ei'.ly in life discovered that there 
were enough Smiths in that state with­
out him and moved to Arizona.

Each and every one of the Smiths in 
the senate contends that the senate 
would he hotter off if more members 
of the family belonged to It.

ACQUISITION OF WIRELEB8 URGED

Four hundred and eighty-eight ocean 
passenger steamships in the United 
States have compiled with the wire­
less ship act, according to the report 
of the commissioner of navigation. 
One hundred and forty-two other ves­
sels lu this country have voluntarily 
equipped with wireless. The total num­
ber of merchant vessels in the world 
equipped with wireless Is now 1,013.

It Is suggested that the Uulted 
States government should control all 
wireless stations la the country, now 
operated by four or five corporations. 
On this point the report says:

"lu the tight of experience, it is 
probable that if we hud now to meet 
at tho beginning the question of land 
telegraph lluus, the United States 
would have uasumed tho ownership 
and operation of them us other na­
tions have done. If it should be deem­
ed desirable for the government of the 
Lulled Htutes to acquire the same 
ownership and control of wireless sta­
tions within lis limit* which other na­
tions have acquired virtually from the 
outset, that result <--.n be brought about 
with udequute consideration for all 
bonu tldo investments of individuals, 
at much less cost and with much less 
disturbance to the established order of 
things now than in the course of a few 
years,*'

T̂ ie commissioner also recommends 
that tho United Htutes make provision 
to give Auierluun ships free use of the 
I'uimuia canal.

VENEZUELA HUNTER'8 PARADISE.

Ralph Totten, recently consul or 
the United Htates at Afaracaigo, V’otio- 
guela, thinks that Venezuela is the 
greatest bunting ground in the world. 
Mr. Totten bus been appointed to 
Trieste, Austria, nnd stopped lu Wash­
ington on his way to his post. He 
says:

"It has always boen a source of 
wonder to mo that more Americans 
fend of hunting hnvo not gone to 
Venezuela, where, along the Amaxoo 
and In the vicinity of Lake Maracaibo, 
more varieties of wild birds nnd small 
game can be found than perhaps any 
other place on earth. Ho fsr us I 
know, there hove been only two 
Americans who have hunted in that 
country. One of them was Ouspur 
Whitney, the uaturullut nnd writer, 
who went there to kill a Jaguar—a 
species of the tiger family.

"The Jaguar is probably olio of the 
most powerful members of the cat 
faintly He has (rotnendous strength 
In his foreleg*, and with a stroke of 
his paw can kill an ox There are all 
varieties of the wildcat family Is 
Venezuela, and they can be found al­

most any place In the country outside 
of the cities.

"Everyone knows, of course, that 
myriads of all varieties of the parrot 
family and monkeys can be found 
there. There are dozens of different 
kinds of parrots. Among them is the 
largest parrot In the world—the ma­
caw—which measures several feet in 
length. These birds are black, with 
bright red heads and tails and wings 
tipped with red. A more beautiful 
bird I never saw. They fly in pairs, 
and a peculiarity of the species Is 
that while flying they book their bills 
together.

Along the Amazon and l*ake Mara­
caibo, which, by the way, is as large 
a body of water as Lake Erie, there 
are all varieties of large snakes. The 
boa constrictor Is a native of that 
country. The anaconda Is another 
huge reptile that U met frequently.

LABOR 8TRIKE IN CONGRESS.

For the first time in tho history of 
the government a labor strike held up 
the machinery of congressional legis­
lation a few days ago. The house com­
mittee stenographers refused to work 
because the accounts committee re­
duced their compensation from 25 to 
15 cents a folio. The sugar trust In­
vestigating committee had to adjourn 
until the following duy.

Dr. H. W. Wiley, the pore food ex­
pert, had been sumoned l'rom the de­
partment of agriculture to elucidate 
the No. 16 Dutch standard clause of 
the sugar tariff. He came armed with 
a poiarslscope, which he set up be­
fore tbe committee, and was re-en­
forced by two assistants. The full 
committee was in attendance and a 
score of witnesses, sugar experts, sug­
ar refiners, beet sugar growers and 
Michigan farmers were waiting to be 
called.

Chairman Hardwick called tbe com­
mittee to order and anaounced that 
a labor strike bad stopped the pro­
ceedings.

The stenographers "out" are extras 
employed to help the regular salaried 
committee reporters. The reduction of 
pay would save about $6,000. Chair­
man Lloyd of the accounts committee 
said that if the regular reporters In­
terfered they would be dismissed.

POSTAL DEPOSITS GROW.

PoHtmaBter General Hitchcock In his 
annual report issued recently, dis­
cusses the postal savings banks, now 
established in virtually all ol the 7,500 
presidential post offices, and an­
nounces that plans are under way to 
extend the service to the 40,000 fourth 
clasB poBt offices that do a money or­
der business.

The report expresses the hope that 
congress will authorize the establish­
ment of a parcels post, although Mr. 
Hitchcock lietleves "great care rf&ootd 
be taken not to cause a congestion of 
the mails and thus embarrass the 
present operation of the post offices.”

“Postal savings deposits have kept 
puce with tho extension of the sys­
tem," says the report.

000. At the present rate of increuse 
tile total on deposit in postal banks by 
July 1, 1912, will be $40,000,000."

ECONOMY TIE8 BUILDING PLAN8

Congressmen who are depending on 
btving obtained appropriations for 
public buildings to help them on their 
way back to another term, are mtich 
exercised over the dismissal of 80 
draftsmen from the treasury depart­
ment. No fault was found with (be 
men or their work, but the appropria­
tion ran out, thus severing their con­
nection with the pay roll. This brings 
work on plans for public buildings to 
a standstill and turns 80 government 
employes out of their positions. It is 
going to be a little hard for congress­
men to explain why promised public 
buildings are doluyed, but not hulf as 
hurd as it will be for some of the 80 
men out of a Job to connect with 
unothor where the duties wore as light 
and the pay us heuvy.

PLAN MODEL ARMY POST.

Plans have been upproved for nnd 
work is ubout to start at Fort Sco­
field, ncur Honolulu, on what Is to be 
(he model military post of the urtny.

The buildings will be of roinforced 
concrete, so designed that ouch regi­
ment will have a building of its own, 
including harrncks, storerooms und 
everything necessary for Its mainten­
ance as s unit.

Tho officers quarters will be apart, 
with double houses for murrlod offi­
cers ami one house for each four or 
five bachelor officers, At the post 
will ho concentrated most of the 
troops now scattered through the is­
lands. so that drills und field exer­
cises on a (urge scalo may be under­
taken.

NEW CIVIL 8ERVICE RULE.

In future, civil service employes 
proposed for dismissal or reduction Id 
grade or compensation will be fur­
nished with a copy of reason or 
charges und grunted a reasonable 
time to make unswer in writing. This 
right Is granted under an amendment 
to the civil service rules, the adop­
tion of which has just been tnnde pub- 
lice. Heretofore employes have have 
dismissed or reduced without notice.

The new rule provides that removal 
or reduction may be imposed for any 
cause which will promote the effi­
ciency of the service, but that like 
penultles sliull be Imposed for like of- 
femms. and that no discrimination 
shall be exercised for politico) or r* 
llglous reasons.

FRANK J. GOULD RESENTS 
SLIGHT TO ACTRESS WIFE

Differences have arisen between tbe 
oldest and the youngest of the Gould 

brothers which 
threaten to dis­
turb the family 
harmony that has 
so long prevailed 
in regard to the
administration of
the Gould rail­
road properties.

Frank J. Gould 
has assumed an 
attitude of open 
hostility toward 
George J. Gould, 
and now not only 

Is engaged In an active campaign 
against him in the financial district, 
but Is seeking to wrest from his broth­
er the latter's supremacy In manag­
ing the family estate.

After having had himself made 
chairman of the International and 
Great Northern Railway and deposing 
his brother George as president, 
Frank J. Gould announces that tt Is no 
longer to be classed as a "Gould prop­
erty," because it is now owned and 
controlled by himself and not by his 
brothers.

Frank J. Gould's latest move has 
been to open a publicity campaign in 
the Wall street district. Frank Gould 
is now opposing his brother George in 
the Wabash railroad and other cor­
porations.

It is asserted that the attitude of 
the youngest of the Gould brothers is 
due to resentment caused by the at­
titude taken by the women members 
of the Gould family toward himself 
and his wife. Frank J. Gould married 
Miss Edith Kelly, an actress. In 1910, 
and goon his former wife remarried.

The two children by the first mar­
riage, Helen and Dorothy, were then 
taken in charge by Miss Helen M. 
Gould, who is caring for them at her 
estate in Irvington. The women 
members of the family have made 
their displeasure felt In a social way, 
and this is said to have caused deep 
embltterment in the famllyclrcles.

With the old Gould Instinct. Frank 
J. Gould has transferred the contest 
to the financial field, and in Wall 
street the outcome of affairs is await­
ed with Interest, as it is not known 
what course (he next hostilities may 
take.

Friends of George J. Gould feel 
that the attitude of his brother Is un­
fortunate, us the Wabash and two of 
its affiliated roads are In the hands of 
receivers and undergoing the throes 
of a reorganization. George J., Ed 
win, Howard and Helen Gould are the 
four executors of their father's estate, 
George, who inherited the lion's share 
of the property, having added powers 
'Ss maneger-oLllifiJortune.

GREATEST IN WORLD

With the casual report that J. Pier- 
pont Morgan paid $2,000,000 Instead 

of $1,000,000 (or 
the Hoentschel 
collection of Goth­
ic works and 
e n a m e l s ,  tbe 
world Is begin­
ning to realize 
that the premier 
American finan­
cier is the posses­
sor of treasures 
of art that fairly 
stupefy tbe imag­
ination In their 
rango of variety 

and their enormous value. No writer 
of Action ever filled the palaces of a 
fabled monarch with such treasures.

When, three years ago, Mr. Morgan 
permitted the queen of England and 
the dowager empress of Russia to In­
spect one of his three gr*at treasure 
houses in J Motion they were fairly par­
alyzed by the wealth of art, of paint­
ings, of statuary, of Jewels, of cera­
mics. of porcelain, of bronzes, of reli­
quaries and priceless antiquities of 
every form and conception of art 
treasure of every age of barbarism 
and civilization.

It was then estimated that Mr. Mor­
gan's London collection was worth 
$20,000,000; that his New York art 
treasures were worth fully as much; 
that the paintings and art objects he 
had loaned to museums were worth 
$10,000,000 more, and that the art ob­
jects that he bad given- away were 
worth another $10,000,000.

Every day private agents of the 
prince of American finance are scour­
ing the world in search of more treas­
ures, having secretly in remote cor* 
ners of the world.

That the modern Oroseus purchased 
the first Hoentschel collection of 
carvings, statuary and furniture for 
$1,000,000 and gave it to the Metropol­
itan Museum of Art four years ago 
seems forgotten in his purchase of the 
second collection for $2,000,000 early 
this month.

As the greatest of all collectors of 
any period. J. P. Morgan undoubtedly 
has been stung oftener than any oth­
er son of Adam.

Some connoisseurs who have seen 
all of the Morgan collections and 
treasure chests say his collecting has 
coBt him about $100,000,000. Others 
cut this to half a hundred million, but 
admit that before many years, as the 
world's wealth increases, the Morgan 
treasury of art will be worth easily 
$ 100,000,000.

Still others say that the Morgan 
collections are priceless and that there 
is no human means of estimating their 
value.

TASTY GERMAN DINNER

MENU THAT EVEN AN AMERICAN 
WILL ENJOY.

Wholesome and Appetizing Dishes of ,
the Fatherland Are Easily Pre- j 

pared and Worth the Trouble j 
for Variety They Afford.

Noodle Soup—Take a nice piece of ; 
short rib and a shin bone and cook | 
slowly for about two hours. Then i 
strain. Then take three eggs, one and 
a half cups of flour and make a stiff 
dough. Work it well until the dough . 
Is very smooth, then roll out very thin 
and let dry medium. Cut In long 
strips and fold; then cut very lino j 
some parsley, add a few dashes of ! 
nutmeg to soup. Now the noodles are 
added nnd all is to be boiled 10 min­
utes, then Bcrvcd.

Bread Dumplings—Take some stale 
white bread and cut in small squares, 
then pour over them a half cup of 
very hot drippings and stir; then cov­
er and let stand for a while so that 
the bread softens. Beat four eggs 
lightly, add salt and nutmeg and about 
one cup of bread crumbs (not cracker 
crumbs). Stir thoroughly and make 
into balls. Drop these into boiling 
water and let boil 20 minutes. Then 
serve with meat gravy. They will be 
very light and delicious.

Sauerkraut—Take os much sauer­
kraut us wished and if too sour put in 
collander and let a little cold water 
run through it. Put in pot with a 
little water, add caraway seeds and 
let cook slowly until soft. Then grate 
a raw potato and mix with a little 
flour, then beat quickly into sauer­
kraut. Pour about two tablespoons of 
grease from the pork roast over this. [ 
This will be a dish that even an Amer­
ican will enjoy.

Pork Roast—Take a nice roast of 
pork from the end of the loin, wash 
well, then rub salt and pepper in and i 
let stand a while before roasting. Cut 
half of an onion and a small piece of j 
garlic and two leaves of fresh sage, l 
not ground, into it. Then add some 
water, enough for gravy. Roast slow- J 
ly and baste often. Serve on well 
heated plates.

Mashed Potatoes- Take the best po­
tatoes, peel and boil, then Rtrain and 
mash them. Add butter and suit and 
beat with a spoon to a cream.

Coffee Cake—Two cups Hour with 
one yeast cake dissolved in lukewarm 
milk. Put in a warm place to raise. 
Melt a half pound of butter, cup of 
sugar and beat to a cream; add two 
eggs, a half teaspoon cinnamon, half 

; teaspoon lemon flavoring and a little 
salt. Add to raised dough and boat 
well. Then place In pan with a little 
sugar,/ cinnamon and small pieces of 

it T^t it raise onco be-
fore baking.

Coffee—Take as much coffee as 
needed, place in a sack and pour boil­
ing water over it slowly. This takes 
the bitter taste awuy. Let stand on 
hack of hot stove. Servo with cream.

Worth Knowing.
A tape loop on the apron band is a 

convenience and will save the apron 
from being torn if hung on a hook. 
Sew the loop on the "wrong" side of 
tbe band.

Remember when frying fish that If 
the fat in which it is fried is not 
quite boiling the fish will be greasy, 
sodden and unwholesome. Never put 
in tbe fish till a blue smoke is rising 
from the fat.

The next time you wish to beat the 
yolk and white of on egg separately 
try this plan: Break the egg. leaving 
tbe yolk in the half shell. Beat the 
white stiff, then drop in the yolk and 
beat together. It Is not only done 
better, but you save washing nn extra 
dish and losing a large proportion of 
the egg yolk that sticks to dish and 
egg beuter.

Spice Cake.
A recipe for making spice cake Is 

sent in by Sunbeam of the Buckeye 
state. Stir one cup of butter, two 
cups of granulated sugar and the 
yolks of three eggs until very light. 
Add two teaspoons of cinnamon, one 
of allspice, one of doves, one-half 
teaspoon of ginger, one-half teaspoon 
of nutmeg, one cup of buttermilk, 
one ti'URpoon of soda dissolved In one- 
third of a cup cf hot water, nnd three 
cup* of flour. To this add the beaten 
whiles of two eggs. Bake lu throe 
layers and use Icing.

Csre of Lamps.

thoroughly. Then take a dry ploce or 
wool cloth and polish. Take the old 
wicks that buvo been in use quite a 
while and boll them in a strong suds 
and rub und rinse in several waters, 
then soak in vinegar and hung out and 
dry und when you put all together 
und light you will have us brilllunt 
light ut if all were now.

A Cold Wsathsr Help.
Heating clothespins well in the oven 

before going out In the wind to hung 
out washing prevents much chilling 
to the fingers. Two or three thick, 
nesses of dry cotton cloth spread over 
tho basket of wet clothes will preveut 
them from becoming unmanageable.

Tho 
warden also found several rabbits 
caught in steel traps and there was 
one purtrldge found in a snare.
