Stevens, “ In the Track of the Forest 
Fire,” are being seat to settlers and 
homesteaders throughout the Upper 
Peninsula by Thomas B. Wyman, of 
Munlsing, secretary-forester of the 
Northern Forest Protective Associa­
tion. Tbe drawing is a graphic por­
trayal of tbe desolation which fotlows 
a forest blaze and surely should be a 
warning of tbo awful possibilities 
which are likely to result from care­
lessness with lire In clearing lands 
In tbe forest regions. Thu warning 
should be equally effective to hunters 
and fishermen In the care of their 
cuinp fires.

Dennis Manning Dead

Dur­
ing the greater part of the time that 
the late Nicholas Laughllu, Hr , 
conducted a general merchandise store 
here Dennis Manning was in his em­
ploy, and when tbe store passed under 
the management of F. Braaslad A Co. 
he continued In their service until 
last summer. He then look the posi­
tion uf driver of one of the lire de 
p&rtmeut teams but not long after­
ward felt obliged to give It up be­
cause of 111 health. He had mu excep­
tionally wide acquaintance and was 
very popular.

T Is but nntural that the people of 
the United Slates should take an 
especial interest fn Arbor Day, be­
cause Arbor Duy has been from the 
outset a distinctly American holi­
day. Year by year It has come to 
have a more and more general ob­
servance. AJI over this country 
and in parts of Canada this inter­
esting annual occasion receives, 
each successive year, an Increasing 
amount of attention from the pub­
lic. it has also become the custom 
In later years for the president of 
the United States to issue u procla­

tlie Importance of trees to us us u nation. The 
American people have suddenly uwokened to the 
fact that not only Is the lumber supply of the 
country being exhausted at u dangerously rapid 
rate, with no prospect of replenishing, but, worse 
yet. the wiiiiUiii waste of our forests has a sequel 
fn cllnmllc changes tbut may mean hardship for 
many citizens of tlm republic, indeed, some ex­
pert* go so far as to attribute to this cause the 
terrific linnl of Inst summer and the approxi­
mately exceptional cold of the past winter.

"Tree Day" would bo quite us appropriate a 
nume ns Arbor Dny for the spring holiday and u 
fioluhle feature of Its observance in the average 
community consists in (lie planting of trees and 
shrubs along roadsides and In other sultuhlo 
places, in some Instances the work devolves, by 
decree of time honored custom, upon magistrates, 
locnl otilclnls or public spirited citizens, but for 
the most part H 1s lu the hands of the teachers 
nnd pupils of public and prlvutc schools. It Is 
not too much to any that Arbor Duy, liko sev­
eral other of the spring festivals, la prlmurliy a 
young people’* holiday.

Tor all that most conmumUlvs observe Arbor 
Day In April, flu* fmt remains that It Is a mov­
able festival, and there are some sections of the 
country where, owing to the climate, It Is desir­
able to have (he tree planting exercises at some 
other lime of year. In a majority of our stale* 
the dnlc for Arbor Day In cither selected by the 
state legislature or by (lie governor of (lie state 
acting under legislative authority Dsimlly, su­
perintendent* of schools supplement the guberna­
torial prorlnmullons on Die subject of Arbor Day 
by the Issuance of open letters hearing the
aim and object of the holiday and with due ref­
erence to the lessons It teaches.

The state of Nebraska gets eredlt for nrlglnnt 
trig Arbor Day. for It whs the pioneer In what 
lias become n iiatinmil movement Tbs Individ­
ual who was the original author of the scheme 
was none other than Mr ,1. Mterllng Morton, who 
afterward became Hecietary of Agriculture In the 
Cabinet of President Cleveland during the hit­

ter's second term In tho White House. It was In 
1872 that Mr, Morton conceived the Idea of this 
unique holiday und he forthwith introduced be­
fore the Nebraska State Hoard of Agriculture, of 
which he was a member, a resolution setting 
apart April 10 of that your as "tree planting day.”

The legislature finally adopted the resolution 
ub proposed by Mr. Morton, although some of 
ills colleagues thought that "Sylvan Day" would 
ho a better title for the newly-created festival, 
and there Is u portion of the public that Inclines 
to this belief today. The new scheme proved an 
emphatic success and more than one million 
trees were planted throughout'Nebraska on that 
first Arbor Day. Not only were the children of 
tho public schools interested from the outset, but 
Individuals und local societies of various kinds 
participated This was due In tmrl, no doubt, to 
(ho fact that tho Nebraska State Hoard of Agri­
culture, which created the holiday, offered a prize 
of one hundred dollars to tho agricultural society 
of that county which planted properly the largest 
number of (rocs, and provided a furm library 
nnd a purse of twenty-five dollars for the person 
who planted the largest number of trees.

The next your Arbor Day was observed through­
out Nebraska with increa*lng enthusiasm and In 
18?<l the governor, by official proclamation, desig­
nated the second Wednesday of April as Arbor 
Day for Nebraska. In 1885. when the legislature 
of the state formally designated Arbor Day ns a 
hollduy the date w hs changed to April 22. If Ne­
braska can he taken as an example, the Influence 
of Arbor Day Is certainly most beneficial and the 
only pity Is that other states could not have 
placed the holiday on their official calendars as 
early us did Nebraska. Htutlsttc* show that In 
a period of sIxIinmi years following tlm date on 
which Farmer Morton serured the adoption of 
the Arbor Dny project a total of three hundred 
und fifty million tree* and vine* were planted In 
Nebraska h* tho direct outcome of this move­
ment.

The llrst state* to follow the example of Ne- 
hra*ka In adopting Arbor Dny were Michigan nnd

’A 'S o o m M s jz m  _____
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Minnesota, which took actiou In 1876. Thereafter 
there followed u steady procession of other states, 
the legislatures of which became converts to the 
popular idea. In 1887 the movement took root 
in Canada, the Educational Department of On­
tario setting apart & day on which the trustees of 
every rural school and Incorporated village wers 
desired to plant shade trees and make (lower 
beds. Oddly enough, tho Htule of New York did 
not fall Into Hue lu this movement until Ute year 
1888, but when the state legislature did tuke up 
tho matter It enacted very explicit legislation, 
prescribing for exorcises In the public schools 
tending to encourage tho planting, protection and 
preservation of trees und shruba

Thus far only one foreign country has adopted 
the American holiday known as A?bor Day. The 
nation th&t hns paid us this compliment of imi­
tation Is Hpaln, but In the lund M the Dons tbs 
festival Is known a* Fonts del Arbol, meaning 
the Fctn of the Tree. The Hpanlsh holiday was 
Inaugurated In 1896 nnd Is eelebrutod earlier than 
In this country—namely, on March 28. On the 
first Tree Day In Spain the young King Alfonso 
with Die queen regent and the ludlus of the court 
proceeded to grounds situated near the village of 
Hortuzela, some two miles distant from Madrid, 
Here tho king plantod a pine nupllng nnd two 
thousnml children selected from the schools ol 
Madrid. Immediately followed hlfl example. Then’ 
gold medals commemorative of the event and 
duly Inscribed with the date we“<* distributed 
among the youthful tree phuiiern. Although only 
Hpaln hns actually copied the Yankee customs of 
Arbor Day, several other countries, notably 
France, dreat Britain, Jnpun and New Zeuland, 
have holidays that are very slmPnr to our lr«w 
planting festival.

It 1s probable that very few of tbe children who 
plant trees or assist In pluntfng trees on Arbor 
Day realize that the United States government 
maintain* u big Institution the primary purpnss 
of which Is not merely to encourage hot actually 
to carry on tree planting. This establishment, 
for the employes of which every <*sy In tho year 
Is Arbor Day, Is known us tlm I*vision of Hllvl 
rulture nnd Is a branch of the U. H. Forest Hnrv 
Ice, In the average year Uncle Hunt's official 
tree planters set out upwurd* of half a million 
tree*, most of them located in tho national for 
eats. Moreover, not only doe* Uncle Ham main­
tain his own nursorle* as u source of supply for 
his perpetual tree planting campaign, hut he also 
aids private owners who desire to set out trees 
on their property. Finally. Unde Ham Is con­
ducting valuable experiment* In nursery opera­
tions and planting work In co-operation with nine 
different universities and state agricultural ex­
periment station*. The objwrt of the*e experi­
ment* is to ascertain what species are best udupt- 
ad to different regions and to Improve methods 
of planting nnd cultivation.

SIR WILLIAM RAMSAY
WELL KNOWN SCIENTIST

A remarkable tribute to Sir William 
Ramsey, written by Dr. Wilbelm Oat* 

wald, who was the 
first exchange pro­
fessor at Harvard, 
(s published in the 
current number of 
Nature.

Dr. Ostwald be­
gins by saying:

"If we endeav­
or to build up to 
Its highest pin­
nacle A u g u s t*  
Comte’s pyramid 
of sciences, in 
which natural sci­

ence follows upon mathematics, and 
<■ succeeded by physiology, and final­
ly by sociology, we reach as the high­
est of Imaginable sciences the science 
of geolology, the science of genius, of 
the excelling roan. That such a sci­
ence is posstble hag been known for 
half a century. Tbe investigations of 
Sir Francis Galton in England, of de 
Candolle in Geneva, and of some re­
cent workers in Germany, have proved 
to demonstrate that even this rare 
and shining phenomenon Is subject to 
definite natural laws, discoverable by 
careful scrutiny of available facts, 
laws, tbe significance of which Is very 
great, Blnce tbe position of any na­
tion among the oatlons of tbe world Is 
determined by tbe qualities and tbe 
efficiency of its men of genius.

"On surveying tbe life of Sir Wil­
liam Ramsay In the light of the young­
est of the sciences, one Is struck by 
the extraordinary consistency to be 
found In It, a consistency by virtue of 
wblcb tbe rapid succession of aston­
ishing discoveries filling the latter por­
tion of bis life appears as the neces­
sary consequence of a natural and reg­
ular process, and almost resembles tbe 
working of a machine. Here we find 
nothing of the Irregular curves with 
distinct maxima occurring In other 
types of genius, and usually In the 
most marked degree in youth, as in 
tbe case of Sir Humphrey Davy, Sir 
William Ramsay's fellow-countryman, 
who resembles him In many respects.”

Dr. Ostwald proceeds to give an 
outline of the life and work of Sir 
William Ramsay, and concludes bis 
article as follows:

"It may be possible to describe tbe 
general type to wblcb* Sir William 
Ramsay belongs as a discoverer. It 
has already been said that he undoubt­
edly belongs to tbe ‘romantic’ type, 
working with an unusual speed of re­
action, and marked by rapid and vari­
ous productions. The marked pecul­
iarity of this type of Investigators, 
which enables them to train a great 
number of budding talents and to spur 
them to extraordinary efforts, bas been 
brilliantly brought out We may re­
gard tbe physico-chemical school of 
Sir William Ramsay as tbe most im­
portant chemical school of his coun­
try for a large number of years. He 
bag not been spared tbe fate of tbe 
“romantic” school, inasmuch as he hat 
on occasion made an error In bis 
discoveries.

“If we add that Sir William person­
ally belongs to those unassuming and 
agreeable figures such as can only be 
found In the small circle of the front- 
rank men of science, and that bis do­
mestic fate, though not free from oc­
casional cares, has given him a more 
than average degree of contentment, 
we have stated tbe conditions which 
lead us to expect that bis sixtieth year 
of life, wblcb he will shortly com­
plete, will not by any means mark tbe 
close of an unusually rich and fruit­
ful life’s work."

And when, a few years 
ago, the Judge s health began to fall, 
tbe pence justices look turn about look­
ing after his work ungrudgingly, und 
the two political purtles kept right on 
electing him.

Hut this year they derided that the 
city court required the services of an 
artlvs man, so the Democrats at their 
primary named a candidate, James F. 
Huchnnan, and later the Republican 
committee met and named John A. 
Kerr for tbe place.

And today Jim Pencork alts quietly 
In bis home at 921 South Osage street, 
a tall, gaunt, gray old man, out of the 
running for the first time since the 
classic battle of 1872, with which end- 
<>d "Jtm Crow" Chiles’ reign or ter­
ror.

The Judge does 
not C'.re much to talk of the deeds of 
hla youth, and when he is led to spe&k 
of "Jim Crow” Chile*, It Is with an ulr 
of regret and and a gentle philosophy.

MRS. HETTY GREEN IS
BACK IN HOBOKEN FLAT

Mrs. Hetty Green, tbe ever young 
old lady, whose fortune, mostly self- 

accumulated, Is 
generally s a i d  
to be $76,000,000, 
has moved back 
to her fiat in Ho­
boken, leaving tbe 
care of the brown- 
stone mansion at 
6 Weet Nineteenth 
street, New York, 
to her stalwart 
son, Colonel Ed­
die.

If It w;.o not 
Mre. Green there 
would be wonder 
bow any oue with 
$75,000,000 could 

voluntarily give up life In tbe 
city for a Hoboken flat. But 
those who know Mrs. Green's fondness 
for her old neighbors across tbe river, 
her longing to get back to tbe quiet 
littl- borne of so many years seems 
natural enough.

Tbe explanation given by Colonel 
Green was:

"Mother never wanted to live in tbe 
city. I got her to come with me In 
tbe uptown bouse last August, and at 
first she seemed happy and contented. 
But she soon grew lonesome for tbe 
old friends In Hoboken, and all this 
winter she has been looking forward 
to the first days of spring with the 
view of going back.

“There is nothing In New York life 
to Interest my mother. She prefers 
the simplicity of her apartment and 
loves to have tbe old neighbors around 
her in the evening to sit and chat in 
the good old-fashioned way.”

Mrs. Green’s Hoboken home Is not 
the first she occupied there. For 
many years she lived in a gl9 a month 
flat, but a few years ago she rented a 
$40 flat In the same neighborhood, 
and had It furnished simply but expen­
sively. It Is a little larger than the 
first flat, and much more comfortable. 
She entertains her old neighbors at 
tea two or three times a week, and In 
the evening Is either receiving callers 
or visiting at neighboring homes. In 
New York, however, ber life was ter­
ribly dull. 8be never cared for tbe 
theater, nor would she ever Invade so­
ciety circles. Colonel Green spent 
most of his evenings home, like tbe du­
tiful "boy” he 1b, but once in a  while 
he had to stay ouL

Mrs. Green did -not like to be left 
alone altogether, and she Insisted that 
tne colonel should not tie himself up 
In tbe house on her account. But she 
quietly made up her mind to go back 
to tbe hills of Hoboken, and when tbe 
first breath of spring caressed New 
York several days ago, Mrs. Green 
packed up a few belongings and took 
the ferry over tbe river.

MME. CURIE’S ILLNESS
AND RADIUM’S EFFECT

Reports from Paris that tbe Illness 
of Mme. Curie, the French scientist, Is 

due to continued 
exposure to ra­
dium are received 
with interest by 
the radium ex­
perts of this coun­
try. Mme. Curie 
has been reported 
to be 111 from ap­
pendicitis, a n d  
then from a break­
down due to the 
divorce suit of 
the iAngevlna In 
which she figured.

Now it appears that none of the phy­
sicians called to attend ber has been 
able to agree on a diagnosis of ber 
case, and tbe Impression Is gaining 
strength that the rays of the radium 
to wblcb she has been exposed contin­
ually have caused ber breakdown.

Dr. William James Morton, profes­
sor of electrotherapeutics and diseases 
of tbe mind and nervous system at the 
Post-Graduate Medical School and Hos­
pital of New York, and one of the first 
In this country to t&ke up radium in 
investigating a cure of cancer, was 
willing to believe that tbe reports are 
true.

"It Is entirely possible, and eveo 
probable,” said Dr. Morton, “that Mme. 
Curie would broak down from literally 
living in an atmosphere of radium. If 

la  large quantity, suy a spoonful.could 
be gathered together, 1 wouldn't con­
sent to sleep within a hundred yards 
of it, nor would I handle It very much."

"The force of radium Is the most 
tremendous thing known to science," 
lie continued, “and If Improperly used 
of cours> would have s bad effect, it 
Is perfectly reasonable to suppose that 
Mme. Curio was affected by continued 
exposure to the ruys. I myself have 
made water radio-active, and as the 
human body Is nine-tenths water. It fol­
lows perfectly logically that the hu­
man body could become radio-active 
also.

“The effect on the body of the rays 
generated by radium Is a killing of the 
cells. That Is how radium is effective 
In th.' cure of certain cancers and tu­
mors. If a person stayed continually 
within the force of tbe radium rays 
cells would he killed and a yenernl 
breakdf wn would result.

“There Is no known cure for this. 
There Is not quite a teaspoonful of 
radium In the world," continued the 
doctor. “If thut were gathered togeth­
er In one room any man who would 
stay with It for a few hours would be 
dead."

REPUBLIC adjunct of train operations was shown 
a week or two ago when a few cars of 
a St. Paul freight train went into tbe 
ditch about a dozen miles down tbe 
road. Telegraph stations are few and 
far between on tbe “ north end" but a 
member of the crew soon made bis 
way to a long distance telepboue and 
got into communication with Agent 
Peebles at tbe Republic station, lo 
addition to an exchange of informa­
tion and instructions regarding the 
nature of tbe wreck and tbe kind of 
assistance needed, regular train or­
ders were relayed over the telephone 
wire, annuling some orders previous­
ly Issued and furnished new ones to 
meet existing conditions so that the 
movemeot of other trains might be 
hampered as little as possible.

M i c h i g a m m e

An idication of tbe preparations 
for active work at tbe Kloman mine 
and iurnace is found fn tbe quantity 
of fuel that is being received. In one 
consignment recently was ten car­
loads of steam coal, besides which 
there was a dozen cars of slabs came 
up from tbe mill at Sagola. Still 
another sort of fuel comes In the form 
of coke dust, this being for use in con­
nection with the furnace smelting pro­
cess. Though tbe most of the machin­
ery at tbe plant is not yet in active 
use It is “turned oyer” every few days 
to keep it in good working order.

Tbe recent presence in the village of 
George Anderson, who was local sup­
erintendent of the Independent Iron 
Company during tbe period that It 
was a t work on one of the old mining 
properties In tbe up-river district, led 
to reports that there was apt to  be a 
sequel to tne attachment proceedings 
taken against tbe machinery equip­
ment, in tbe form of a  suit for damages 
against those who bad an active band 
in the attachment process. Those 
familiar with the circumstances of tbe 
case deem it exceedingly uulikelv that 
there will be any aftermath of this 
sort, and at any rate Deputy Sheriff 
Laxtrom is not doing anv worrying 
for everything was in due legal form.

ADVERTISING FOOD PRODUCTS
Statement of Prices and Description of

Goods More Apt to Get Business 
Than Generalities.

Merchants handling provisions 
should understand better than any 
one else the value of advertising. Pood 
Is tho most vital need of all. No oth­
er advertising gets such Interested 
rending as a well-written notice de­
scribing food offerings.

Manufacturers of food products on 
a national scale learned this some 
time ago. Money is poured oat like 
water to advertise food products In 
the magazines. It must pay, or It 
would not be spent.

Yet, In the local newspapers, the 
grocers, butchers, and other provision 
men do not advertise with the free­
dom shown In the dry goods, furnish­
ings, furniture and other trades. 
Probably the reason for this Is that 
many merchants of this type never 
studied advertising enough to realize 
Its possibilities. Here Is a sample id, 
clipped from an article In the Pub­
lishers’ Guide:

Brandon's Corner Grocery. Remem­
ber when In the city to make this 
your trading place. Highest market 
prices paid for country produce, and 
always a square deal. We always 
carry a full line of staple and fancy 
groceries. Canned goods a specialty. 
Brandon’s Corner Grocery. Phone 
261.

This Is an excellent Illustration of 
how not to do It. says the Moline (111.) 
Dispatch. There Is no selling power 
in that ad. It tells the public that 
Brandon Is alive and wants their 
trade, which has value as far as It 
goes. But It might go a great deal 
further.

The provision man who will men­
tion prices of some of his best lines, 
describe them a bit so as to stir the 
appetite of the reader, will find his 
store crowded. Here are a few items 
from a well written ad. showing how 
the trick Is turned:

Celery, Presley’s white plume, crisp 
and tender, extra good flavor, large 
plant for 10 cents.

Sweet cider, made from the choic­
est apples, per gallon, 26 cents.

Oysters. Our oysters come In san­
itary sealed packages. The Ice never 
touches. Remember our price. Solid 
meats, quart, 40 cents.

Does It not make you hungry to read 
an ad, like this?

WROTE HIS “AD” IN FROST
Chicago Merchant Overcame Handi­

cap of Ice Glazed Show 
Windows.

There Is one merchant in Chicago 
who possesses the faculty of turning 
defeat Into victory. His opportunity 
came during the most recent zero 
spell, when frost coated most of the 
store windows so thlckty that It was 
impossible for persons on the side­
walk to see the display of goods or 
to make out the lettering on the win­
dows. For a while it seemed to this 
merchant that the only thing to do 
wns to buttonhole the passers-by and 
lead them Into his shop. It was too 
cold to consider such a step, however, 
so ho set himself to thinking and at 
last worked out a plan that gave him 
a distinct advantago over his neigh­
bors.

His Idea was to let Jack Frost work 
for him Instead of against him. His 
conciliatory attitude soon won that 
careless artist over. In the first place 
the merchant let the frost gather In 
a thick crust on the panes. Then 
taking a brush dipped In hot water 
he applied It to his temporary canvas 
and dashed off some clever "copy” 
that was easily visible from without.

But There Is No Compulsory Eduoa- 
tlon Laws for Advertisers, Bays 

Printers' Ink.

"Experience 1s a great teacher,” 
says Printers’ Ink, "but there Isn’t 
any law compelling attendance a t her 
school."

The other day a circular letter came 
to hand—the seventh or eighth of a 
series from a New England city. The 
letter began: "Before you throw this 
letter Into the waste-basket won't you 
admit that I am rather persistent?" 
What else was In the circular the re­
cipient knoweth not, because a t this 
point, the writer having made it quite 
clear that he expected his missive to 
go to the waste-baeket, Into the waste­
basket It went.

There Is no law, to paraphrase 
Printers’ Ink. compelling the circular- 
izer to attend the school of exper­
ience. If six or seven letters fall to 
produce results he sends a seventh or 
eighth. And doubtless there will he 
a tenth, and mayhap a twentieth. All 
of which is good for tbe printer, If not 
so profitable for tbe advertiser.

If three-quarters of the money that 
is now spent for futile circularization 
should be spent for newspaper adver­
tising in strong, influential mediums 
the campaign orators this fall would 
all be busy telling tbe voters Just 
how their respective parties were en­
titled to tho credit for an unprece­
dented wave of prosperity.

Generosity In Advertisements.
In England religious bodies, and es­

pecially charities that are supported 
by Christian people, use display ad­
vertising space In dally and weekly 
newspapers to a far greater extent than 
do the same organizations In this 
country. A large proportion of cha- 
Itablr funds are raised through paid 
advertisements In the periodicals. The 
men and religion committee of 97, 
the national organization, Is spending 
$10,000 in connection with ItH con­
servation congress In this newer form 
of religious propaganda. Tbo men 
and religion committee mentions In 
Its advertisement)) Protestant. Cath­
olic and Jew, and urges men to attend 
their places of public religious wor 
ship.

of publicity—not for the delicatessen 
shops anyway.

Tbero Is no evl- 
donco that they were shaped by man. 
an Is frequently done when twigs are 
twleted to form walking sticks; their 
bark le perfect, there being no algn of 
disease of any kind.

INSECTS AS HUMAN FOOD
Insects, as a group, constitute an 

Important source of tood supply for 
the races of mankind. They have 
been euten from time Immemorial, 
sometimes figuring us {usuries, at 
otbors u staple article of diet. Her- 
baps the chief food InSoct—and s 
very Important one. too—Is the locust. 
It furnlshoN the favorite food of many 
numerous African tribes, some nations 
Jiving almost exclusively upon Its 
teeming hordea. Locusts have been 
regarded oa a luxury from the earli­
est times of which any records re­
main to us. in the llrltlsh museum 
there Is a Nineveh sculpture showing 
men carrying different kinds ol meat 
to some festival, and among them are 
eome who carry long atlcks to which 
ioouste nre tied. In Athens of old, 
locusts And grasshoppers were sold In 
tho markets, and they were thon pre­
ferred as dainties above the most suo- 
culent quails or tho host tigs. In the 
law of Moses, as sot forth In tho book 

of Leviticus, we flud locusts permit­
ted ns food to tho Jews; and to the 
present day In Palestine, these Insects 
are fried In sesame oil and eaten, In 
Arabia Petrea locusts are fried In the 
sun und ground into n kind of flour for 
cake-making. In Ccntrnl Africa cer­
tain tribes make them Into thick brown 
soup. In Madagascar thoy are baked 
In huge Jars, then frlod In grease and 
mixed with rice. Jn Algeria thoy are 
•Imply boiled In water and salted to 
taste. Tho Arabs grind and bake 
them a s  cakes, roast thorn In butter, 
or cruab them with camel’s cheese 
and dates; but It Is said that they only 
resort to this fare In years of famine. 
In southern Russia, where locusts are 
still extensively eaten by the serfs,

the insects are usually smoked In the 
flrat instance like fish. When re­
quired for consumption, the logs and 
wings are broken off, and the bodies 
are then boiled, roasted, stewed, fried 
or broiled.

After tho locusts, the popular in­
sect food consists of grubs and cater­
pillars, of which muny species are 
eaten with avidity in different coun­
tries of tho world. The grub of the 
common cockchafer (Melolontba), 
when properly dressed forma a nutri­
tious and actually dainty food. Twenty 
years or so ago, a banquet* was given 
at the Cafe Custoza In Paris for the 
special purpose of demonstrating the 
excellent quulltiea of tbo ver blauc, as 
this grub Is called. Tbe Insects were 
fried to a golden brown color In a 
paste or flour, milk, and eggs; and of 
the 50 guosta present the majority 
called lor a second helping.

The only butterfly distinguished by 
supplying food to mankind Is an Aus­
tralian species called by tbe natives 
’’Bugong." Regularly every year this 
Insect congregates In /ost swarms on 
tho rock slopes of tbe IJugong moun­
tains, and It Is said tbat the natives 
light great fires beneath tbe trees up­
on which tbo butterflies have settled 
for the night, thus suffocating them 
and bringing them to earth.

Among the Insects that are eaten 
It Is necessary to Include tbe famous 
grugru, or palm grub, of the West in­
dies with the allied spocles found In 
Java. These grubs when roasted on 
tiny spits and richly spiced, are said 
to surpass all other animal food In 
flavor.

Tbo ancient Greek! were very fond 
of cicadas or harvest flies—insects of 
a very wldo geographical range, 
whose shrill note Is a familiar country 
sound throughout tbe southern states 
during tho summer season. Cicadas 
are also eaten today by certain Af­
rican tribes. Tbe Greeks were also 
eaters of crickets; nor ure these In­

sects neglected at the present day, for 
the natives of a large portion of 
southern Africa dig up a subterranean 
species, and roast It over a bright Are 
for food.

WIGS FROM SPUN GLASS.
One of those mysteries of life which 

for ages man has, at certain periods, 
devoted bis highest power of thought, 
concerns the Inexplicable lots of that 
adornment, which, in his youth, na­
ture provided for his bead. Innumer 
able have been the means devised for 
wording off the Inevitable.

Entirely original Is tbe solution late 
ly devised by a Viennese scientist 
An almost invisible book of golden 
wire, to which Is fastened a living 
hair. Is inserted In tbe bald pate of 
him who would regain his youthful 
charm. The books are sterilized and 
the operation Is almost painless. 
About 300 hairs can be inserted In an 
hour by a skilled operator. Each 
hair, It Is estimated, will remain 1n 
perfect state for five years. Thus 
may one endowed with sufficient pa­
tience aod cash regain that of which 
nature has deprived him.

Bo great has become the demand 
for hair wigs, braids, puffs and the 
like, that wig makers are at a  loss 
where to get material for tbe manu­
facture of their product In parts of 
Prance wigs have been made from 
fibers of plants, and from horse hair 
spilt and brlghteoed, but the result 
has not been satisfactory. Spun glass 
Is now heralded as tbe perfect sub­
stitute. Any degree of color or fine­
ness can be obtained. The weight If 
very small, tbe luster like that of 
real hair, and tbe wigs so made are 
thoroughly hygienic.

PHOTOGRAPHERS AND KINGS
The late King Leopold of Belgium 

abhorred the photographer and all bis 
works. When his majesty mot a man 
with a camera he always did his best 
to avoid him, either turning away or 
pulling bis hat over h!s eyes. Queen 
Alexandra Is favorably disposed to 
the photographers, and so was King 
Edward, provided they did not cause 
him any Inconvenience. Tbe queen 
of Spain Is also gracious to the man 
with tbe camera. On one occasion a 
photographer followed her persistent­
ly. She sent one of her attendants 
to inquire the reason. Tho man's an-, 
swor was IrreslHtible; “I take photo­
graphs to gnln my dally bread." The 
queen stopped, saying: "I did not 
know that." und allowed him to snap 
shot her.

RELIC OF FIFTH CENTURY

Ou tbe Island of Uardsey, In the 
Irish sea, Is a ruined tower that Is a 
relic of the fifth century, being a me­
morial to tbe thousands of "saints" 
who are burlod there, according to 
tradition. The Island In ancient times 
had a great reputation for sanctity, 
and Its abbey was the scene of many 
pilgrimages. To be burled In Its soil 
was a thing much to be desired, and 
it Is bellevod that more than 60,000 
"aalnts" gained this privilege.

TOT SPEAKS_F0UR TONGUES
Askey Tercoye Martin, four-year-old 

daughter of Mr. and Mra. Johnson 
Martin of Brooklyn, can talk In four 
languages. Her parents are Armeni­
ans, her mother understanding Ar­
menian, Turktsb, Greek and English. 
The child has picked up a wonderful 
knowledge of all four, It Is said.

GOES 10 DISCARD
Once Pride of Navy Sent to the 

Scrap Heap.

Receiving 8hlp Wabash, Known ss
"Old Homestead," Condemned- 

Last of Five Warships Which 
First Used Steam.

Washington.—Once tho pride of the 
United States navy, the receiving ship 
Wabash, known as "Old Homestead," 
stationed at tbe Boston navy yards for 
87 years, has been condemned for 
naval purposes, and shortly will be 
consigned to tbe scrap heap. She Is 
the solo survivor of the quintet of 
•hips whi^h marked the advent of 
steam propulsion for warship*. The 
historic Merrlmac, Minnesota, Col­
orado and Roanoke, which were sister 
•hips, have passed away.

Tbi Wabash was first commissioned 
In 1866 at Philadelphia, where she 
a .uilt. Like her aleter ships, she 
was designed to combine auxiliary 
steam power with a heavy sail plan, 
the first practical Introduction of 
•team propulsion In navy vessels of 
fighting size. She was first the flag­
ship of Officer Hiram Paulding and, 
like her sister vessels, went abroad 
and was highly complimented by tbe 
extensive copies made of ber through­
out tbe entire naval world.

Her construction was an epoch in 
naval architecture, being a full rigged 
ship of 650 tons displacement, with 
lines of such strength and beauty and 
a sail plan that she could outsail and 
and eatherage any wa; hip afloat. In 
addition she bad a big single screw 
that drove her ahead at a speed of 
four or five knots an hour. Her bat­
teries w en the heaviest of her era, 
oonslstlng of 2 10-inch, 28 9-inch, 14 
7-lnch Dahlgren smooth-bores, C4 guns 
mounted In broadside, supplemented 
by 2 12-pounders.

To effectively man ber 37 officers 
and 615 raer were required, yet bo am­
ple were her accommodations r .a t this 
body of men bad sufficient room and 
no complaint of cramped quarters was 
heard In those days.

Old Homestead’s real history was 
made In the Civil war. She was fit­
ted out at Boston, and participated In 
tbe capture of Forts Hatteras and 
Clark a: Pc t Royal, In both assaults 
on Foi Fisher, und In numerous oth­
er engagements along the Atlantic 
ooast. At all times during tbe Civil 
'  (be Wabash was the flagship of 
a fleet, being used at first by Rear Ad­
miral Strlngham and later by Admiral 
Dupont

Since she took station in Boston for 
the prosaic duty of a receiving ship 
tbe Wabash has undergone many 
changes. She was first stripped of 
ber spars and yard arms, and then 
ber three enormous masts were taken 
ot:L In fact, every outward sign of 
her former power and majesty as one 
of the most powerful frigates of her 
day has been removed, three small 
flagstaffs standing as silent monu­
ments of her once gallant masts and 
rigging.

RID OF CATTLE TICK.

There have Just been received at 
tbe department of agriculture some 
pictures of A. P. Borden’s tick-proof 
cattle down In Texas. These cattle 
are famous In the south and of cpn- 
alderable Interest to the department 
of agriculture, which has been watch­
ing the experiment for some years. 
They are a cross between native south­
ern or other strains of cattle and some 
of the Indian Brahmin cattle Import­
ed by Mr. Borden for his experiment.

Almost every one knows of the 
southern cattle fever—"Texas fever" 
It Is called. It Is distributed exclu­
sively by tbo southom cattle tick. It 
costs the south between 140,000,000 
and $80,000,000 annually. The depart­
ment of agriculture la now clearing It 
out, but that has no particular connec­
tion with this story.

Borden, who now owns a Uttlo farm 
of 70,000 or 76,000 acres In Texas, 
used to own about 100,000 acres, but 
he found It was good rice land, and 
about 26,000 or 30.000 acres he had 
bought a t from $1 to $1.60 an acre 
he sold for $26 an acre, with an an­
nual water rental. He kept his own 
rice land so situated that the Irriga­
tion water from the rice fields he had 
■old all ran back on his land, and he 
did not havs to pay anything for his 
water.

The Brahmin cattle were Just an ex­
periment. Mr. Borden menl to India 
and there he found that the Brahmin 
cattle wero tlck-froo. Ho Imported 
qultr a bunch of them for his Texas 
ranch, and he found that they, and 
their progeny even more no, were tick- 
proof. What was equally charming 
wan that they wore 200 pounds heav­
ier at two years than tho native cat­
tle. So Bordon is raising them now 
at a profit, and the ticks on his ranch 
are dying a lingering death of starva­
tion, because they draw tho color 
lino on Brahmin cattle.

RARE HONOR EXTENDED.

Sometimes tho years slip by, and 
until we are brought face to fuco with 
some remarkablo Incident wo do not 
realize that we are a decade or two 
decades older than we wore yesterday, 
•o to spoak. Not long ago Sydenham 
K. Ancona, a former member of the 
bouse from Pennsylvania, visited 
congress. When ho went Into tbe 
house the rare tribute was given him 
of a recess, so that the members could 
shake him by the hand. It Is said 
that this honor has never been eg* 
tendod before to a former membgr.

An “Octopus” of Japan

The artificial octopus here pictured wse erected In accordance with cue- 
tom by a number of Japanese workmen at Shskako, four mllos from Darien, 
Russia, to celebrate the opening of a large Industrial concern. It le made up 
of anything tho employes could lay their hands on, Inoludlng a number of 
drain pipes to form the fealara of the monster.

The startling thing to remember about 
Mr. Ancona is tbat when he came to 
Washington to represent the district 
In congress Senator Penrose of Penn­
sylvania, now a leader In that body, 
was less than a year old. Uncle Joe 
Cannon was then an ambitious lawyer 
in his home county In Illinois, and 
had just been elected state’s attorney. 
It was not until 12 years later tbat 
Mr. Cannon was elected to congress. 
Former Senator John B. Henderson, 
now of Washington, but then from 
Missouri, Is one of tbe very few be­
sides Mr Ancona now living who was 
then a member of congress.

Senator Cultom of Illinois, tbe old­
est statesman in the point of contin­
uous service still In public life, was a 
colleague of Mr. Ancona In tbe lower 
house of the Thirty-ninth congress. 
When Mr. Cullom came to Washing­
ton, however, Mr. Ancona was a  vet­
eran statesman, having already been 
a national lawmaker for nearly five 
years.

HIS INITIAL HANDY.

To be bom under a letter coming 
In the last chapter of the alphabet 
Is Just as handy for a member of con­
gress as being born under & lucky 
star.

Here is an example: One of the 
big gongs In tbe house office building 
sounded ominously, notifying mem­
bers that the patriots over In the house 
chamber were fixing to hold a roll call 
and that all hands should heave bo. 
Representative Allen of Cincinnati 
came scampering out of his office and 
beaded toward the nearest elevator, 
for inasmuch as his name comes 
among the first of the A’s he had lit* 
tie time to lose. Two or three doors 
from Allen's place Is the office of 
Representative Young of Michigan.

"Aren't you going over to 'vote?* 
asked Allen.

PLAN SEA MONSTER.

The 30,000-ton sea monster which 
has been the dream of the American 
naval architect ever since the British 
ship builders Initiated the strug- 
pie for supremacy In size and pow­
er In battleships with the launching of 
the original Dreadnaught. already is 
being planned on paper at the navy de­
partment, In anticipation of the al­
lowance by congress of the depart­
ment’s estimates for two new battle­
ships. The plans call for a ship about 
as large as the New York, with a good- 
sized cruiser like the Olymlpa, Admir­
al Dewey’s old flagship at the battle 
of Manila, added to her hulk.

If congress permits them to be built 
the new ships will present some un­
usual features. Possibly they will have 
15-Inch guns, eight for each ship, 
which will be by far the most poworlui 
ordnance afloat In any navy.

Some effort will be made to provide 
light armor protection far below the 
water tine to guard ugalnst the projec­
tiles of tho new cannon torpedo, and It 
Is even suggested that a part of tbe 
weight-carrying capacity of the vast 
hull be given up to deck armor thick 
enough to resist bombs dropped from 
aeroplanes.

FIELD FORCE DISTRIBUTION.

The department of Agriculture has 
Issued a chart showing the distribution 
and activities of the field forces In 
the United States. According to this 
statement there are 1,773 separate 
field agencies and 7,440 employes. The 
largest field division Is tbe bureau of 
plant industry with 774 stations and 
900 employes. Next is that of th* 
forest service with 297 stations and 
2,476 employes. Next to this comes 
the woathor bureau with 219 stations, 
but with only 61b employes. The bu­
reau of animal Industry has 211 sta­
tions and 2,861 employes. Much of tbe 
size of this foroe Is due to the admin­
istration of the meat Inspection law.

There aro eight other bureaus that 
have field stations, but they total only 
666 employes.
