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PERSONAL PARAGRAPHS 
ABOUT FOLK YOU KNOW.
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A County Pioneer

Patrick Conway, an early-tiny set­
tler In Marquette county and for many 
years & resident of Negaunee, died 
last Saturday morning at the hospi­
ta l 'in  Gwlnn. In latter years Mr. 
Conway had made his borne on a 
farm northeast of Little Lake station, 
or Forsyth postoffice, and about a 
month ago when his condition became 
serious as a result of cancer of the 
stomach he went to the Gwlnn hospi­
tal. Though the physicians had been 
unuble to hold out much hope for re­
covery, the end really came very sud­
denly last Saturday morning.

Mr. Conway was between 57 and 58 
years of age and he was a native of 
New York state. He was about 15 
years of ago when he came west with 
a brother, John. When the young 
man grew to manhood he found em­
ployment at the Pioneer furnace for a 
number of years, but removed to the 
Little Lake district and engaged In 
farming nearly a quarter of a century 
ago. He wan married about thirty- 
five years ago to  Miss Kate Gleason, 
a sister of James Gleason of this city. 
The family made their home on the 
farm near Little Lake for a number 
of years, but wishing to provide edu. 
catlonal advantages for the young 
people the mother and children tdok 
up residence in Detroit. ' Mr. Conway 
added to his realty holdings until the 
original farm, north of Little Lake, 
embraced 160 acres, while he had a 
tract half as large near the mine. 
There is little doubt that some of the 
land is mineralized and this Is one of 
the reasons why Mr. Conway contin­
ued to make bis home there, for be 
had hopes that he would live to see a 
mino developed upon bis holdings, 
Mr, Conway was held in high esteem 
throughout Forsyth township and for 
the past year he had held the post of 
township treasurer.

Mr. Conway is survived by a widow 
&nd six cbildreo, there being live 
daughters and one son. The latter 
is forman of an automobile factory in 
Detroit and bis mother has made her 
home with him In recent years. Three 
of the daughters are teachers la th e  
Detroit schools. As soon as the ser­
iousness of Mr. Conway’s condition 
became apparent, Mrs. Conway and 
other members of the family came to 
Gwlnn and remained until the end 
came. The remains were brought to 
this city Monday morning and the 
funeral services were conducted at St. 
Paul's Catholic Church by the pastor 
Kev. H. A. Buchholtz. The brother, 
John, with whom Mr. Conway came 
west in the 70's, died in Negaunee 
about iifteeo years ago.

Figures In Illiteracy Shows Ger­
many and England in Lead.

In some Instances, however, they were 
ignited at the time of offering.

Proportion Is Smaller In the Kaiser's
Realm Than In the British Isles, 

But There Are Some Qualifying 
Circumstance*, However.

W ashlngton.—Considered without
qualifying circumstances, the latest of­
ficial reports Indicate that only three 
persona out of ten thousand In Ger­
many are unable to read or write, 
while the proportion of Illiteracy in 
Great Britain Is 150 per 10,000, as 
against 770 per 10.000 in tho United 
Rtates. These figure* are based on a 
comparison of Illiteracy among some 
of the lending nations which has just 
been made hy tbe United States bu­
reau of education. The bureau has 
used the preliminary figures of tbe 
1910 census for this country, and tbe 
latest official reports available for tbe 
others.

Although America seems to be a bad 
third In tho comparison, the bureau 
of education's publication calls atten­
tion to circumstances which tend to 
put a much better face upon the mat­
ter. Thus the American figures In­
clude the entire population more than 
ten years of age, while the German 
figures cover only the army recruits, 
and the British statistics are based 
on data drawn wholly from official 
marriage registers. Hence the German 
and British statistics deal only with 
adults, and, generally speaking, with 
physically and mentally normal adults, 
while the United States census In­
cludes without discrimination every­
one above the ten-year age limit.

Again, it Is pointed out, tbe showing 
of the United States Is brought down 
by reason of the faot that the country 
has a large population of foreign-born 
whites, as well as of colored persons, 
among whom the percentage of illiter­
acy is 12.8 per cent, and 30.6 per cent 
respectively. The Illiteracy among 
the native whites of this country Is 
only three per cent.

Density of population has an Impor­
tant bearing on the problems incident 
to bringing the children together for 
purposes of education, and therefore 
is an Important consideration when 
discussing illiteracy statistics. In this 
connection tbe document issued by tbe 
bureau of education shows that the 
number of inhabitants per square mile 
in tbe German empire Is more than 
310, in Great Britain practically 463, 
and In this country Just a shade over 
80. France, with a population of 89.6 
persons to the square mile, has 11.4 
per cent, of Illiterates in its popula­
tion over ten years of age. It should 
be noted', however, according to tbe 
bureau of education’s report, that this 
Includes a large number of persons 
who never had the benefit of compul­
sory education laws, which were en­
acted in 1882.

The great nations of western Eu­
rope are compared with tbe United 
States for tbe reason, among others, 
that, like this country, they all have 
well-organized systems of public in­
struction. The bureuu of education's 
examination of five nations of south­
ern and eastern Europe shows that 
the proportion of illiteracy here runs 
from 26 to 70 per cent. "The low­
est ratio for this group,” says tbe 
bureau of education’s monograph, "ex­
ceeds that for the southern states of 
the Union, where the greater part of 
tho American colored population Is 
massed."

FINDS OLD HOR8ESHOE.

Fifty years ago or longer, when Sen­
ator Isaac Stephenson was n young 
man and the primeval woods of Wis­
consin had not yet made him a mil­
lionaire, u horse *hoe, east In a forest 
path, wu* hung over a branch of a 
young tree and forgotten. Heceutly a 
timber “cruiser” found the shoo deep­
ly iiibedded In th« wood, and brought 
It to “Uncle Ike,” who promptly gave 
him $10 for it. Benutor Stephenson 
believes the shoe is of Engli*h Iron, 
and it is evidently hand made.

PRUSSIA’S OLDEST WOMAN

In Prussia today there lives a wom­
an who has completed her one hun­
dred and tw ntyflf'h birthday. Census 
ofllcials have been interested In her 
case for the last 60 years, first on ac­
count of her marvelous memory, and 
more lately because of her longevity. 
She is now almost blind, and bent fair­
ly In two with rheumatism. Sho has 
been transferred, within the last year, 
to a Catholic institution where she 
'Will bo cared for, her children having 
all died, one son recently at the age of 
clghty-nlne. Another was a Jesuit 
priest, who died In 1910 at the age of 
one hundred. Her daughter died the 
very day the mother attained her one 
hundred and twenty-fifth year, aged 
ninety-four. Sho had, in all, ten chil­
dren, three dying in Infancy. Her de- j 
scendanta number nearly three hun­
dred, counting many great-grandcbll- 
dren. Her married life extended over 
eighty-five years, and she has been 
25 years a widow. She was married 
in 1801, at the age of fifteen.

Until within, five years she remem­
bered perfectly the Napoleonic wars 
and prominent officials of Prussia con­
sulted her us to happenings which 
were matters of historical dispute in 
the vicinity of Germany where she 
first saw the light. In order to con­
firm his dutca, an Italian historian, ten 
years ago, traveled to Prussia to Inter­
view her at the suggestion of the 
keeper of archives In Potsdam.

OBSERVE ANCIENT CEREMONY

garth, was observed recently near 
Whitby, England. The custom is sup­
posed to bo of feudal origin.

BONES OF PRIM ITIVE MEN

w ith
Eleven skeletons of primitive men, 

foreheads sloping directly back 
from the eyes, and with two rows of 
toeth In the front of tile upper jaw. 
have been uncovered In Crnlgsbill, at 
Kliensburg. Wash. They were found 
ubout 20 feet below tho surface, 20 
foet buck from tho faco of the slope, 
in a cement rorjc formation over 
which was a layer of shule. Tho rock 
was perfectly dry.

Tho Jaw bones, which cosily break, 
are so largo that they will go around 
tho fare of tho man of today. Tho 
other bones are also much larger (bun 
those of the ordinary man. The fe­
mur Is 20 inches long. Indicating, 
scientists sny. a mnn of 80 Inches tall-

J. P. Munson, professor of biology 
la the state normal school, visited the 
spot and pronounced thorn tho bouos 
of a primitive man. Tho teeth In front 
are worn almost down to the Juw 
hones, due. Dr. Munson saya, to cut- 
jug uncooked foods and crushing hard 
subslamos wltb tbu teeth. The slop- 
jug skull, ho says, shows un extreme- 
Jy low order of Intelligence, far 
earlier than that of the Indtaus 
known to tbs whltas.

PLANTS GETTING PERILOUS
It fs a fact recognized by botanists 

as beyond dispute that the carnivo­
rous habit among plants Is moro wide­
spread than it was formerly supposed 
to be. Tho specialized sundews (Dro- 
seras) are but tho advance guard of 
a large army of apecleB which depend 
for their existence more or less upon 
absorption of animal Baits through 
their foliage. Thcro Is no gainsaying 
the statement, recently put forwurd by 
more than one scientist, that the ten­
dency to rely upon a carnivorous diet 
Is on the Increase. Of course, this Is 
only In a line with the simplest evo­
lutionary principle. It is possible to 
truce the steps by which the highest 
types of spocies, which seize and hold 
their prey, such as the Venus fly trap 
(Dionaeu) have been evolved from 
those which merely capture their vic­
tims by the use of an abhesive fluid, 
such as the fly catcher of Portugal 
(Drosophyllum). Still lower In the 
scale are the plants, such as the 
teasles (Dipsacus) which drown tho in­
sects in strange bucket-like contriv­
ances located at tho base of the 
leaves. Flies which may chance to 
fall into tho water are of course 
drowned and the plant absorbs the ni­
trogenous elements from their decay­
ing bodies.

It Is a startling conception advanced 
by some scientists that in ages to 
come these plants may become so ad­
vanced In carnivorous tastes as to be 
u real menace to animal creation. 
DreQdful indeed musf he the sundews 
and the Dlonneas to their insect vic­
tims at tho present time. The unfor- 
tunute fly which is captured by the 
leaf of the sundew finds itself held 
down by strong arms which aro able 
to resist Its violent struggles. Tho 
lurgest Droseru ou earth nt the pres­
ent time produces leaves which are 
perhaps nine Inches in length. Mag­
nify this plant until the leaves are 
ten feet In length, und we have an 
exceedingly formidable plant. Many 
of tho palms und other tropical spe­
cies have foliage which is much In 
excess of this measurement, so that 
the idea of leaves as big as this Is 
not altogether fantustlc. To bo pro­
portionate, the tentacle* could scarce­
ly be less than ten inches In length, 
und these would be able to grapple 
with birds of consldcrubln size. Wo 
muy conceive that the giant sundow 
Would be able to bold out some spe­
cial inducement for Its intended vic­
tims to visit the leaves. Probably

the bait would be In the form of some 
sweet-tasting secretion. On alighting, 
the birds would probably not find the 
adhesive fluid which the leaves would 
produce more than slightly annoying. 
The movements which they would 
make In an endeavor to free them­
selves, would be all-sufficient to give 
tbo stimulus to the sensitive tentacles. 
These would rapidly close In on their 
prey, and In a few moments escape 
would be out of the question. Finally, 
the unfortunate birds would perish 
miserably, the bodies in thdlr decay 
yielding to the plant the nitrogenous 
matter desired.

The butterworts are at the present 
time Innocent-looking plants rather at­
tractive in appearance. These species, 
as Is well known, And their home in 
boggy tracts, where they spread their 
foliuge on tho surface of the ground 
in tho form of a rosette. If the leaves 
of the butterwort aro closely exam­
ined, It will be seen that they aro 
thickly covered with two sets of 
glands, one set of which is plainly vis­
ible to the naked eye. This visible set 
resembles a miniature mushroom, 
while the other set Is microscopic and 
is formed of eight cells grouped after 
the manner of a wart or a knob. It Is 
tho practice of these glands whenever 
they come into contact with any ob­
ject to pour out copiously a mucilagin­
ous fluid, which acts much in the stnne 
way as bird Umc. Acid secretion Is 
also produced, which aids the leaf In 
the digestion of the object—supposing 
that the capture should be an insect 
In order to make assurance doubly 
sure, the edge of tbo leaf In certain 
species is seen to cur) slowly inward. 
Now we can imagine that in the very 
far-away future with which we are 
dealing, the Plngulmla will develop 
leaves which will hardly be less than 
flvo or six feet in length. These lying 
along the surface of the ground will 
mako a special appeal to grazing ani­
mals.

BELL TOWER OF VILNA

Dating back to tbo days of very 
early Christianity, the bell tower of 
Vllna, Russia, Is an edifice of great 
Interest. Despite the fact that Vllua 
now it a great industrial center, 1W 
authorities are careful In the preser­
vation of such antiquities as tho boll 
tower, tho old cathedral und other 
structures.

CITY LOTTERY FOR A BRIDE

The city of Smolensk in Russlsn oc­
casionally holds a municipal lottory, 
in which the first prize Is a girl. Some 
6,000 tickets are sold at a ruble each, 
and tho proceeds go to the girl's 
dowry. If she doos not like the man 
who wins her, and refuses to marry 
him, she has to give him half the 
dowry. Hut cases of rofusul are rare.

Traveling Men Meet and De­
nounce Parcels Post BilL

WOULD BE SERIOUSLY HURT

One of the most Interesting and valuable discoveries so far recorded In 
the field of Biblical archaeology has been the recent unearthing at Samaria 
In northorn Palestine of the palace of a Hebrew king, believed to be the "Ivory 
house" of Ahab. Labela with Hebrew writing, which soem to have been lit 
actual use during the lifetime and perhaps In the households of Omrl and 
Ahab, have also been found, as well as fragments of pottery and other Inter­
esting remains. It was in the pala.e here that Ahab dwelt with Queen Je/ebel 
and where Naboth had his vineyard.

Why Commercial Salesmen Should
Oppote Proposed Legislation Tend­
ing to Injure Country Towne and
Decrease Need for Traveling Men.

The Iowa Travelers’ Protective As­
sociation met a t Davenport during the 
month of May and denounced the par- 
cols post bill.

This Is not a  new organization but 
one that bag existed for a score of 
years and Is favorably known for lte 
wise counsels and sane co-operation. 
Tbo traveling man knows wbat the 
proposed parcels post law means. 
Many of bis clan bave toured this 
country for years, starting In when 
youth and enthusiasm knew no bounds 
and continuing until the frosts bave 
come Into tbelr hair and the grips 
they carry are worn and dilapidated. 
And where, I ask you, are men better 
calculated to know the country and 
judge wbat will be good for country 
business and country prosperity?

The Traveler Knows.
The traveling man Is on the inside, 

too, and knows wbat this merchant 
and that merchant are doing. He Is 
in every-day touch with the pulse of 
credit and knows who is crowded and 
who is easy financially. Ask this fel­
low who touches trade dally what ef­
fect the parcels post bill will bave on 
the country merchant and be will tell 
you immediately that it will enable 
the mail-order bouses to make cheaper 
deliveries, It will give them the chance 
to advertise goods at so much a pound 
or yard delivered anywhere, and that 
It will ruin the country merchant be­
cause It will take business away from 
him and give it to the mail-order 
concern In the city. The chances are 
all with the mail-order house and 
against the country merchant because 
tho mail-order bouse wltb large cap­
ital and a  big business can buy in 
carload lots, and In meeting the coun­
try merchant's price, make a larger 
profit. The commercial man knows 
that the country merchant, as a rule, 
makes little more than a  living and 
oftentimes has to worry along to do 
this. In these days of mail-order 
competition, it is difficult to do busi­
ness enough to more than pay bis 
expenses in store and home. When 
the parcels post becomes a  law, if i t  
ever does, the merchant will find him­
self forced from the country store, 
and the store building will remain 
vacant.

The traveling men know this, and 
It is a matter of self-protection as 
well as a  matter of principle, that 
leads them to meet and characterize 
the proposod bill as unfair and un­
desirable.

Meeting This Criticism.
And, too, the traveling man meets 

the criticism: That traveling sales­
men and wholesale and retail mer­
chants are unnecessary and expensive 
factors In trade distribution and that 
If a proper system of delivery is fur­
nished by tbo government it will not 
be necessary to keep supplies In tbo 
localities where used, but that these 
may be drawn by consumers from dis­
tant sources; that the present method 
of trade distribution is faulty and ex­
pensive and contributes to the high 
cost of living. They hear that the 
way to correct tbls condition is for 
the federal government to take bold 
and carry such rfoods from wherever 
they may happen to be, no matter 
bow remote, at a merely nominal 
charge, carry them frequently a t a  
loss, unmindful of the present heavy 
deficit In the second class mall de­
partment.

Answering these promises, Hon. 
Charles 8. Hcrnly, president of tbe 
New Caatle (Ind.) Industrial associa­
tion, says;

“If tbe manufacturers of tbo coun­
try could bave found & more econom­
ical and better method of roaching 
consumers than through tbo Instru­
mentality of the wholesaler and re­
tailer, they would have done so long 
ago. Only In rare Instances have such 
efforts ever succeeded. Through tbe 
wholesaler, the manufacturer is en­
abled to use cnpltu! In production 
which otherwise ho would huvo to em- 
ploy In marketing bis products. Tbe 
wholesaler furnishes credits to the re­
tailor, thus enabling (he latter to fur­
nish credits to his customers. Any 
sudden retrenchment of tho present 
system through fear or otherwise, by 
endeavoring to place business upon a 
cush basis, would create widespread 
distress."

Conditions Abroad.
The traveling inuu Is not only a 

practically educated fellow but bo 
knows considerable about conditions 
abroad. Ho knows there are pracUc- 
ully no knights of the grip needed In 
foreign countries where landed pro­
prietors own tbe soil and for selfish 
reasons keep the tillers or It Ignorant. 
If tbo pour people do not get to the 
cities they will not want many tilings 
of which they urn now Ignorant, und 
If tho parcels por t taken tlnj* pluto or 
the country Mojo, they will continue 
to know less end bo good working 
clods on the farms.

It Is the pulley or the landlord to 
keep bis workmen us rural und do- 
mentlcated us pi* •dble,' If a dog m v. r 
1ms bent) fed on Meek, he will hove 
t;o craving for It, The untutored for- 
eb;ner who knows only the community 
Inn and the community tobacco -tbop 
will have little deilro for tbe better 
things of Ufa

Tbe traveling man believes, and cor­
rectly, that parcels post would Injure 
the nation by tbe destruction of an im­
portant and necessary force of prog­
ress that makes for originality of mind 
and individuality of character, and 
again that It will be Injured by the de­
generating Influence of a crowding 
and congested population in the big 
cities where men lose tbelr Individ­
uality and become mere machines. 
Traveling men believe tb&t wo need 
laws that will encourage and con­
serve the small tewns and villages 
rather than legislation that will de­
plete them.

No Use for Gripe.
The parcels post bill would Involve 

the pertonal welfare of severe! hun. 
dred thousand traveling men and of 
many, many wives and children. It 
would Involve the buolneis welfare of 
a million retail merchant* and fifty 
thousand wholesale merchants. The 
combined buslneae disturbed would 
run Into the billions of dollars. Legle- 
iatlon carrying with It such grave pos­
sibilities should bo made slowly and 
not without the most careful consid­
eration. It should not be Influenced 
by eelfieh mail-order houses, neither 
should It be considered except as for 
the greatest good to the greatest num­
ber. Tbe city should not bo selfish 
and endeavor to secure legislation that 
will tear down the country town—for 
by so doing it la cutting off Its nose 
to eplte Its face. Tbo city's recruits 
always come from tho country and 
with a condition in America like that 
existing In several of the foreign coun­
tries where the mail-order-parcels- 
post propositions are in fo»we, where 
would the cities find the country men 
sufficiently educated and capable of 
taking up the metropolitan burdels aa 
they now do?

Traveling men stand for a careful 
Investigation of the effect of a parcels 
post. They would like to feel that the 
United States law makers know what 
they are doing when they vote for a 
parcels post law—it they do.

What tho 8tar Says.
Tbe Indianapolis Star in an edi­

torial on the proposed parcels post 
bill says:

"The honest and buslness-IIko way 
for tho government to secure cheap 
and rapid transmission of small mer­
chandise would be to compel tbe re­
duction of expross -charges and In­
crease of express facilities. This, con­
gress Is unwilling to do, and therefore 
takes up the roundabout and expensive 
method of bringing these charges 
down by establishment of govern­
mental competition. It Is tbo same 
false and costly process wo use of re 
duclng public service charges by levy 
Ing upon communities to construct do 
plicate and unnecessary competitive 
plants for gas, telephone, electrlo 
lights and street oars."

Sham and Pretense.
John A. Ordway of Blodgett, Ordwpy 

& Webber, Boston, Mass., said berore 
the New England Dry Goods associa­
tion:

"I say candidly and truthfully to 
you, as diligent man of affairs, that 
there's a wonderful lot of Rugar-coatod 
sham and pretense about the parcels 
post agitation, which becomes more 
apparent tbe closer the subject Is 
studied. The proponents of this meas­
ure advocate what? Nothing more or 
less than that tbe present methods of 
distributing merchandise shall be 
changed by legislative enactment, and 
through and by the centralized power 
of government control and operation. 
They propose to ignore existing condi­
tions, rights or qualifications in the 
carrying trade, or recognized path­
ways of commerce, and substitute the 
theories that have become an obses­
sion with tbe dreamers, or havo been 
adopted by tho cunning self-seekers as 
a personal road to easy riches, with 
the general government as tho uncom­
plaining pack horse to bear the bur­
dens; and as potent arguments to con­
vince those who accept broad state­
ments a t tbelr faco value, without 
thought or analysis, they depend on 
two stock phrases: first, tbe benefit to 
tbo farmer, and second, the detriment 
to tbe express companlos. Bbatn one; 
and ugaln, sham two!"

Mr. Ordway goo* on to prove that 
should tho method of distribution be 
shifted, tbo expense of reaching the 
consumer as proposed would ultimate­
ly be greater, which, combined with 
the mall order monopoly when once 
ostubllsbed by governmental assist­
ance, would cause the farmer many re­
grets. He cites the 1909 postul deficit, 
mcond-cluNs matter, ut 164,128,000, und 
by comparison since that tlmo brings 
the figures .to date with uppulllng 
realism. He says, by way of com­
ment:

"1 firmly believe that the develop­
ment of tho mull order house or the 
Increased adoption of direct sidling 
by manufacturer*, aided by govern­
mental poHtul delivery, would not con­
fer one benefit on the consumer In 
cheaper price*. Tho change of the 
method of distribution would bo mere. 
)y tbo Mhlfllng of tho flnul prlco from 
one shoulder to tho other."

Organize and Work,
Traveling men all over the country 

rhould organize to fight th e  parcels 
pout. Tho aclloii of tho Iowa travelers 
i* fitting Incentive to brother organiza­
tion*.

MORE HOSPITALS ARE NEEDED

Situation Improved, but Further Work 
la Needed to Stamp Out 

Tuberculosis.

Only four states, Mississippi, Ne­
vada. Utah and Wyoming, havo no 
beds whatever In special hospitals or 
wards for consumptives. Eight years 
ago when tho National Association for 
the Study and Prevention of Tubercu­
losis was organized there were 28 
states In which no hospital or sanito* 
rlum provision for consumptives exist­
ed, and tho entire number of hods in 
the United States was only 10,000.

“While (hone figures would indicate 
a remarkable growth in anti-tubercu­
losis activity," says Dr. Livingston 
Farrand, executive secretary of the 
National association, In commenting 
on tho subject, (hern aro Hill! prac­
tically ten indigent consumptives for 
every ono of the Iln.Ooo bed*, including 
those for pay patients. In other words, 
we havo from 2.1u,oihi to aoO.Ofiu con­
sumptives in this country too poor to 
provide hoHphul care for themselves. 
If tuberculosis is ever going to be 
stnmped out of tho I’nitcd States, 
moro hospital provision for these foci 
of Infection must bo provided."

Proportion Is 8maller in the Kaiser*# 
Realm Than in the British Isles, 

But There Are 8ome Qualifying 
Circumstances, However.

Washington.—Considered without
qualifying circumstances, the latest of­
ficial reports Indicate that only three 
persons out of ten thousand In Ger­
many are unable to read or write, 
while the proportion of Illiteracy In 
Great Britain is 150 per 10,000, as 
against 770 per 10,000 in tbe United 
Rtntcs. These figures are based on a 

comparison of Illiteracy among some 
of the lending nations which has just 
been made by the United States bu­
reau of education. The bureau baa 
use/) the preliminary figures of tbe 
1910 census for this country, and the 
latest official reports available for the 
others.

Although America seems to be a bad 
third In the oomparison, the bureau 
of education's publication calls atten­
tion to circumstances which tend to 
put a much better face upon tbe mat­
ter. Thus tbe American figures In­
clude the entire population more than 
ten years of age, while tbe German 
figures cover only the army recruits, 
and the British statistics are based 
on data drawn wholly from official 
marriage registers. Hence tbe German 
and British statistics deal only with 
adults, and, generally speaking, with 
physically and mentally normal adults, 
while the United States census In­
cludes without discrimination every­
one above the ten-year age limit.

Again, it Is pointed out, tbe showing 
of the United States is brought down 
by reason of the faot that the country 
bas a large population of foreign-born 
whites, as well as of colored persons, 
among whom tbe percentage of Illiter­
acy Is 12.8 per cent, and 20.5 per cent, 
respectively. Tbe Illiteracy among 
tbe native whites of this country Is 
only three per cent.

Density of population has an impor­
tant bearing on the problems Incident 
to bringing the children together for 
purposes of education, and therefore 
Is an important consideration when 
discussing Illiteracy statistics. In this 
connection tbe document issued by the 
bureau of education shows (hat the 
number of inhabitants per square mile 
in the German empire is more than 
310, In Great Britain practically 463. 
and in this country just a shade over 
80. France, with a population of 89.6 
persons to the square mile, has 11.4 
per cent, of illiterates in its popula­
tion over ten years of age. It should 
be noted', however, according to tbe 
bureau of education’s report, that this 
Includes a large number of persons 
who never had tbe benefit of compul­
sory education laws, which were en­
acted in 1882.

The great nations of western Eu­
rope are compared with the United 
States for tbe reason, among others, 
that, like this country, they all have 
well-organized systems of public in­
struction. Tbe bureau of education's 
examination of five nations of south­
ern and eastern Europe shows that 
the proportion of illiteracy here runs 
from 26 to 70 per cent. "The low­
est ratio for this group," says the 
bureau of education's monograph, "ex­
ceeds that for the southern states of 
tbe Union, where the greater part of 
the American colored population Is 
massed."

PRUSSIA’S OLDEST WOMAN
In Prussia today there lives a wom­

an who has completed her one hun­
dred and tw nty-flf*h birthday. Census 
ofilclals have been interested in her 
case for the last 50 yeurs. first on ac­
count of her marvelous memory, and 
more lately because of her longevity. 
She is now almost blind, and bent fair­
ly in two with rheumatism. She has 
been transferred, within the last year, 
to a Catholic institution where she 
'will be cared for, her children having 
ail died, one son recently at the age of 
eighty-nine. Another was a Jesuit 
priest, who died In 1910 at the age of 
one hundred. Her daughter died the 
very day the mother attained her one 
hundred and twenty-fifth year, aged 
ninety-four. She had, in all, ten chil­
dren, throe dying in infancy. Her de­
scendants number nearly three hun­
dred, counting many great-grandchil­
dren. Her married life extended over 
eighty-five years, and she has been 
25 years a widow. She was married 
in 1801. at the age of fifteen.

Until within, five years she remem­
bered perfectly the Napoleonic wars 
and prominent officials of Prussia con­
sulted her as to happenings which 
were matters of historical dispute In 
the vicinity of Germany where she 
first saw the light. In order to con­
firm his dates, an Italian historian, ten 
yearB ago, traveled to Prussia to inter­
view her at the suggestion of the 
keeper of archives in Potsdam.

OBSERVE ANCIENT CEREMONY

The ancient ceremony of the plant­
ing of the "penny hedge,’’ or born- 
garth, was observed recently near 
Whitby, Knglnnd. The custom is sup­
posed to bo of feudal origin. Its ob­
servance Is connected with a farm 
about hIx miles from Whitby neat* 
Robin Hood's Hay, and if the cere­
mony be not duly observed "on the 
morn of the eve of Ascension Day" 
the farm lands must revert to the 
bolder or holders of the manorial 
rights. The tenant of the farm along 
with the bailiff lays the hedge with 
"ten stakes, ten strout-stowers, and 
ten yedriers-” Tho ancient horn is 
blown, the tenant shouts, "Out on ye, 
out on yc." and tho ceremony is over.

BONES OF PRIMITIVE MEN
Kleven skeletons of primitive men, 

with foreheads sloping directly back 
from the eyes, und with two rows of 
tocth In tho front of tho upper law, 
have bten uncovered in Craigsblll. at 
Kllensburg, Wash. They wero found 
about 20 feet below the surface. 20 
feet back from the faco of the slope, 
In a cement ror* formation over 
which was n layer of shale. The rock 
was perfectly dry.

Tho law bones, which easily break, 
are so large that they will go around 
tho face of the man of today. The 
other hones are also much larger than 
those of the ordinary man. The fe­
mur is 20 inches long, indicating, 
scientists sny. « man of 80 inches tall,

J. p. Munson, professor of biology 
In the state normal school, visited the 
spot ami pronounced them tho bouos 
of a primiilvu niun. The teeth in front 
ftre worn almost dowu to the Juw 
bones, due. Dr. Munson says, to eat­
ing uncooked foods und crushing hard 
substances ujtb the tooth. The slop­
ing skull, he says, shows an extreme­
ly low order of Intelligence, far 
•vrller than that of the ludlaus 
known to the whites.

PLANTS GETTING PERILOUS
It Is a fact recognized by botanists 

as beyond dispute that the carnivo­
rous habit among plants Is more wide­
spread than it was formerly supposed 
to be. The specialized sundews (Dro- 
seras) are but tho advance guard of 
a large army of species which depend 
for their existence more or less upon 
absorption of animal salts through 
their foliage. There is no gainsaying 
the statement, recently put forward by 
more than one scientist, that the ten­
dency to rely upon a carnivorous diet 
is on the Increase. Of course, this Is 
only in a line with the simplest evo­
lutionary principle. It Is possible to 
truce the steps by which the highest 
types of species, which seize and hold 
their prey, such as the Venus fly trap 
(Dionaeu) have been evolved from 
those which merely capture their vic­
tims by the use of an abbeslve fluid, 
such as the fly catcher of Portugal 
(Drosophyllum). Still lower in the 
scale are the plants, such as the 
teasles (Dipsacus) which drown the in­
sects In strange bucket-like contriv­
ances located at the base of the 
leaves. Flies which may chance to 
fail into the water 8re of course 
drowned sod the plant absorbs the ni­
trogenous elements from their decay­
ing bodies.

It is a startling conception advanced 
by some scientists tbut in ages to 
come these plants may become so ad­
vanced in carnivorous tastes as to be 
u real menace to animal creation. 
Dreadful indeed must be the sundews 
and tlie Dionaeas to their Insect vic­
tims at tho present time. The unfor­
tunate fly which is captured by the 
leuf of the sundew finds itself held 
down by strong arms which are able 
to resist its violent struggles. The 
largest Droseru on earth at the pres­
ent time produces leaves which are 
perhaps nine inches in length. Mag­
nify this plant until the leaves are 
ten feet in length, und we have an 
exceedingly formidable plant. Many 
of the palms and other tropical spe­
cies have foliuge which is much in 
excess of this measurement, so that 
the Idea of leaves as big as Ibis is 
not altogether fantastic. To be pro­
portionate, the tentacle* could scarce­
ly be less than ten inches in length, 
und these would be able to grapple 
with birds of considerable size. We 
may conceive that the giant sundew 
would be able to hold out some spe­
cial Inducement for Us Intended vic­
tims to visit the leaves. Probably

the bait would be In the form of some 
sweet-tasting secretion. On alighting, 
the birds would probably not find the 
adhesive fluid which the leaves would 
produce more than slightly annoying. 
The movements which they would 
make in an endeavor to free them­
selves, would be all-sufflclent to give 
the stimulus to the sensitive tentacles. 
These would rapidly close in on their 
prey, and in a few moments escape 
would be out of the question. Finally, 
the unfortunate birds would perish 
miserably, the bodies In th£lr decay 
yielding to the plant the nitrogenous 
matter desired.

The butterworts are at the present 
time innocent-looking plants rather at­
tractive in appearance. These species, 
as is well known, find their home In 
boggy tracts, where they spread their 
foliage on the surface of the ground 
in the form of a rosette. If the leaves 
of the butterwort are closely exam­
ined, It will be seen that they are 
thickly covered with two sets of 
glands, one set of which is plainly vis­
ible to the naked eye. This visible set 
resembles a miniature mushroom, 
while the other set is microscopic and 
is formed of eight cells grouped after 
the manner of a wart or a knob. It Is 
tho practice of these glands whenever 
they come into contact with any ob­
ject to pour out copiously a mucilagin­
ous fluid, which acts much in the same 
way as bird lime. Acid secretion is 
also produced, which aids the leaf In 
the digestion of the object—supposing 
that the capture should be an insect 
In order to make assurance doubly 
sure, the edge of the leaf In certain 
species 1b seen to curl slowly Inward. 
Now we can imagine that in the very 
far-away future with which we are 
dealing, the Pingubrala will develop 
leaves which will hardly be less than 
five or six feet in length. These lying 
along the surface of the ground will 
mako a special appeal to grazing ani­
mals.

BELL TOWER OF VILNA

Dating back to the days of very 
early Christianity, the bell tower of 
Vilna, Russia, Is an edifice of great 
Interest. Despite the fact that Vilna 
now is a great Industrial center, its 
authorities are careful in the preser­
vation of such antiquities us the bell 
tower, the old cathedral and other 
structures.

CITY LOTTERY FOR A BRIDE
The city of Smolensk in Russian oc­

casionally bolds a municipal lottery, 
in which the first prize Is a girl. Some 
6,000 tickets are sold at a ruble each, 
and the proceeds go to the girl's 
dowry. If she does not like the man 
who wins her, and refuses to marry 
him, she has to give him half the 
dowry. Dut cases of refusal are rare.

One of the moat Interesting and valuable discoveries ao far recorded In 
the field of Biblical archaeology hat been the recent unearthing at 8amarle 
In northern Palestine of the palace of a Hebrew king, believed to be the "ivory 
House" of Ahab. Labels with Hebrew writing, which seem to have been in 
actual uie during the lifetime and perhaps in the households of Omrl and 
Ahab, have also been found, as well as fragments of pottery and other inter­
esting remalne. it was in the pala.e here that Ahab dwelt with Queen Jezebel 
and whera Naboth had hit vineyard.

Traveling Men Meet and De­
nounce Parcels Post BilL

WOULD BE SERIOUSLY HURT

Why Commercial 8a lea men Should 
Oppose Proposed Legislation Tend­
ing to Injure Country Towns and 
Decrease Need for Traveling Men.

The Iowa Travelers’ Protective As­
sociation met at Davenport during the 
month of May and denounced the par­
cels post bill.

This Is not a new organization hut 
ono that has existed for a score of 
years and is favorably known for Its 
wise counsels and sane co-operation. 
Tho traveling man knows what the 
proposed parcels post law means. 
Many of his clan have toured this 
country for years, starting in when 
youth and enthusiasm knew no bounds 
and continuing until the frosts have 
come into their hair and the grips 
they carry are worn and dilapidated. 
And where, I ask you, are men better 
calculated to know the country and 
Judge what will be good for country 
business and country prosperity?

The Traveler Knows.
The traveling man Is on the Inside, 

too, and knows what this merchant 
and that merchant are doing. He Is 
In every-day touch with the pulse of 
credit and knows who Is crowded and 
who is easy financially. Ask this fel­
low who touches trade dally what ef­
fect the parcels post bill will have on 
the country merchant and be will tell 
you Immediately that It will enable 
tbe mail-order houses to make cheaper 
deliveries, it will give them the chance 
to advertise goods at so much a pound 
or yard delivered anywhere, and that 
It will ruin the country merchant be­
cause It will take business away from 
him and give ft to the mail-order 
concern In the city. The chances are 
all with the mail-order house and 
against tbe country merchant because 
tbe mail-order bouse with large cap­
ital and a big business can buy In 
carload lots, and in meeting the coun­
try merchant's price, make a larger 
profit. The commercial man knows 
that tbe country merchant, as a rule, 
makes little more than a living and 
oftentimes has to worry along to do 
this. In these days of mail-order 
competition, It is difficult to do busi­
ness enough to more than pay bis 
expenses In store and home. When 
tbe parcels post becomes a law, it It 
ever does, tbe merchant will find him­
self forced from tbe country store, 
and the Btore building will remain 
vacant.

Tbe traveling men know this, and 
It Is a  matter of self-protection as 
well as a matter of principle, that 
leads them to meet and characterize 
tho proposed bill as unfair and un­
desirable.

Meeting This Criticism,
And, too, the traveling man meets 

the criticism: That traveling sales­
men and wholesale and retail mer­
chants are unnecessary and expensive 
factors In trade distribution and that 
if a proper system of delivery Is fur­
nished by the government It will not 
be necessary to keep supplies In the 
localities where used, but that these 
may be drawn by consumers from dis­
tant sources; that the present method 
of trade distribution is faulty and ex­
pensive and contributes to the high 
cost of living. They bear that tbe 
way to correct this condition Is for 
the federal government to take hold 
and carry such floods from wherever 
they may happen to be, no matter 
bow remote, at a merely nominal 
charge, carry them frequently at a 
loss, unmindful of the present heavy 
deficit In the second class mail de­
partment

Answering these premises, Hon. 
Charles S. Hcrnly, president of the 

f New Castle (Ind.) Industrial assocla- 
j Uon, says:
I "If the manufacturers of the coun- 
| try could have found & more econom- 
| leal and better method of reaching 
j consumers than through the Instru­

mentality of tbe wholesaler and re­
tailer, they would have done so long 
ago. Only In rare instances buve such 
efforts ever succeeded. Through tbe 
wholesaler, the manufacturer is en­
abled to use capital in production 
which otherwise be wouJd have to em­
ploy in marketing his products. The 
wholesaler furnishes credits to the re­
tailer, thus cnubilng the latter to fur­
nish credits to his customers. Any 
sudden retrenchment of tbe present 
system through fear or otherwise, by 
endeavoring to place business upon a 
cush basis, would creute widespread 
distress."

Conditions Abroad.
The traveling man Is not only a 

practically educated fellow but be 
knows considerable about conditions 
abroad, lie knows there are practic­
ally no knights of the grip needed In 
foreign countries where lauded pro­
prietors own the soil und for selfish 
reasons keep the tillers cf it ignorant, 
if tbe poor people do not get to the 
cities they will not want many things 
of which they urn now ignorunt, und 
if tbe parcels post takes th«*pluce or 
the country nl ;je, they will continue 
to know Iosk and be good working 
clods on the farms.

It is the policy of iho landlord to 
keep ))ia workmen us rural and do- 
mej'tlcuted us pu».lble. ‘ Jf a dog m v< r 
lms been fed on tleak, he will have 
no craving for it. The untutored for- 
elrner who known only iho eommunlty 
inn and tbe community tobacco shop 
will have little desire for tie  better 
things of life

The traveling man believes, and cor­
rectly, that parcels post would injure 
the nation'by the destruction of an im­
portant and necessary force of prog­
ress that makes for originality of mind 
and individuality of character, and 
again that it will be Injured by the de­
generating Influence of a crowding 
and congested population in the big 
cities where men lose their Individ­
uality and become mere machines. 
Traveling men believe that wo need 
laws that will encourage and con­
serve the small tewns and villagos 
rather than legislation that will de­
plete them.

No Use for Grips,
The parcels post bill would Involve 

the personal welfare of severe! hun­
dred thousand traveling men and of 
many, many wives and children. It 
would involve the buoineea welfare of 
a million retail merchants and fifty 
thousand wholesale merchants. The 
combined business disturbed would 
run into the billions of dollars. Legle- 
lation carrying with it auch grave pos­
sibilities should be made slowly and 
not without the most careful consid­
eration. Jt should not be Influenced 
by selfish mail-order houses, neither 
should It be considered except as for 
the greatest good to the greatest num­
ber. Tho city should not bo selfish 
and endeavor to secure legislation that 
will tear down the country town—for 
by so doing It is cutting off Its nose 
to spite its face. Tho city’s recruits 
always come from tho country and 
with a condition In America like that 
existing In several of tbe foreign coun­
tries where the mail-order-parcels- 
post propositions are In fo»ve, where 
would the cities find the couhtry men 
sufficiently educated and capkblo of 
taking up the metropolitan burdens as 
they now do?

Traveling men stand for a  careful 
Investigation of the effect of a parcels 
post. They would like to feel Lh&t the 
United States law makers know what 
they are doing when they vote for a 
parcels post law—if they do.

What tho 8tar 8ayi.
The Indianapolis Star In an edi­

torial on the proposed parcels post 
bill says:

"The honest and business-like way 
for the government to secure cheap 
and rapid transmission of small mer­
chandise would be to compel the re­
duction of express -charges and In­
crease of express facilities. This, con­
gress Is unwilling to do, and therefore 
takes up the roundabout and expensive 
method of bringing these charges 
down by establishment of govern­
mental competition. It Is the same 
false and costly process wo use of re  
duclog public service charges by levy 
ing upon communities to construct du 
plicate and unnecessary competitive 
plants for gas, telephone, electrlo 
lights and street cars."

8ham and Pretense.
John A. Ordway of Blodgett, Ordnpy 

& Webber, Boston, Mass., said before 
the New England Dry Goods associa­
tion:

"I say candidly and truthfully to 
you, as diligent man of affairs, that 
there's a wonderful lot of sugar-coated 
sham and pretense about the parcels 
post agitation, which becomes more 
apparent tbe closer the subject Is 
studied. The proponents or this meas­
ure advocate what? Nothing more or 
less than that the present methods of 
distributing merchandise shall be 
changed by legislative enactment, and 
through and by the centralized power 
of government control and operation. 
They propose to Ignore existing condi­
tions, rights or qualifications in tbe 
carrying trade, or recognized path­
ways of commerce, and substitute tbe 
theories that have become an obses­
sion with tbe dreamers, or have been 
adopted by the cunning self-seekers as 
a personal road to easy riches, with 
tbe general government as tbe uncom­
plaining pack horse to bear the bur­
dens; and as potent arguments to con­
vince those who accept broad state­
ments a t their face value, without 
thought or analysis, they depend on 
two stock phrases: first, the benefit to 
the farmer, and second, the detriment 
to the express companies. Bhaw one; 
and again, sham two!"

Mr. Ordway goes on to prove that 
should tbe method of distribution be 
shifted, tbe expense of reaching tbe 
consumer as proposed would ultimate­
ly be greater, wblch, combined with 
the mall order monopoly when once 
established by governmental assist­
ance, would cause the farmer many re- 
grots. He cites tbe 1909 postal deficit, 
socond-cluss matter, at 164.128.000, and 
by comparison since that time brings 
the figures .to date wjtb appalling 
realism. He says, by way of com­
ment:

"1 firmly bullere that the develop­
ment of tho mull order house or the 
incruaMHd sdoptlou of direct selling 
by manufacturers, aided by govern­
mental postal delivery, would not con­
fer one benefit on the consumer In 
cheaper prices. Tbe change of tbe 
method <of distribution would be mere­
ly tbe shifting of the finul price from 
one shoulder to tbe other."

Organize and Work.
Traveling men all over the country 

should organize to fight the parcels 
post. Tbe action of tbe Jowa traveler* 
U fitting incentive to brother organiza­
tions. The proposed bill will material­
ly affect business in the country from 
the time of Its pannage and will event­
ually put 90 per cent, of the traveling 
men off the road. If you care anything 
about tho progress of the rural corn- 
munition, if you have the love of your 
country nt heart, do not hesitate, you

MORE HOSPITALS ARE NEEDED
Situation Improved, but Further Work 

It Needed to Stamp Out 
Tuberculoels.

Only four states. Mississippi. Ne­
vada, Utah and Wyoming, have no 
beds whatever in special hospitals or 
wards for consumptives. Eight years 
ago when the National Association for 
the Study and Prevention of Tubercu- 
IobIb was organized thero wero 26 
states in which no hospital or sanlto- 
rlum provision for consumptives exist­
ed, and the entire number of beds in 
the United States was only 10,000.

"While those figures would indicate 
a remarkable growth in anll-tubercu- 
IobIb activity," says I)r. Livingston 
Farrand, executive secretary of the 
National association, in commenting 
on tho subject, there nro still prac­
tically ten Indigent consumptives for 
every one of tho 30,000 beds, including 
those for pay patients. In other words, 
we have from 230,000 to 300,000 con­
sumptives in tills country too poor to 
provide hospital care for themselves. 
If tuberculosis Is ever going to be 
stamped out of tho United States, 
more hospital provision for these foci 
of infection must bo provided.”

Genuine must bear Signature
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Probate Court's Growth

Recently compiled statistics relat­
ing to the work of the probate court 
of Marquette county show most strik­
ingly tbe increase of the business of 
this important branch of the county 
jrovernraent in recent years, and in* 
directly they rellect the growth of the 
county as a whole.

From the organization of Marquette 
county in 1843 up to January 1st, 
1873, but forty-seven cases had been 
filed for probate. In the ensuing 
twelve years, under the administra- 
lion of Judge Hardy, 307 cases were 
filed. The records of succeeding ad­
ministrations were as follows: Judge 
Mlldon, 1885 to 1889, four years, 250 
cases; Judge Clifton, 1889 to 1897, 
oight years, 537 cases; Judge Kelsey, 
1897 to 1905, eight years, 815 cases; 
Judge Hotter, 1905 to July 1st, 1912, 
seven and one-half years, 1069 cases. 
In other words, more than one-third 
of the cases filed during the entire 
history of Marquette county have 
come under tbe jurisdiction of the 
present judge, W. T. Potter. His 
predecessor, Judge Kelsey, was on 
the bench eight years and Judge 
Potter will finish a similar period 
of service next January, yet the busi­
ness handled by the latter exceeds 
that of his predecessor by between 30 
and 40 per cent and there remains tbe 
half year up to January 1st, 1913, to 
be included in the tabulation, with the 
probabilities that the total increase 
will not fall much short of 50 per 
cent.

The increase is not due to gains in 
population alone, for as communities 
gain in ago and become more settled 
in their business and social life it is 
found that more care is exercised to 
have their interests safeguarded, this 
being especially true Interests of aflfect- 
log the title of property. Consequent­
ly the ofTce grows in importance each 
year and the responsibility of Its ad. 
ministration increases proportionate­
ly. Judge Potter brought to the office 
a trained legal mind and his experi­
ence in general practice was not only 
an aid to him In the discharge of bis 
duties but he has made it helpful to 
those who have had busineesdn tbe 
probate court, in countless ways that 
do not appear In the records. Nota­
ble improvements In the methods of 
keeping records and accounts have 
been made during Judge Potter's two 
terms in office, and Judge White, who 
at intervals ha» inspeetted the M ar 
quelte county probate records on be­
half of the state, said not long since:

Death of Former Resident

Tbe Ardis furnace attheK lom an 

location is being remodeled and it is 
figured that it will take about six 
weeks to make the changes which are 
expected to result in a marked im­
provement in the operation of the 
plant. It is understood that tbe fur* 
nace part itself will be entirely new, 
and instead of the cylinder resting 
horizontally the new one will be on a 
vertical plan. Without going into 
the technical phases, it may be said 
that it is believed that in treating 
certain ores the oxygen and hydrogen 
will penetrate the mass of ore more 
effectually with the container in a ver­
tical position than when It was made 
to revolve horizontally. The present 
alterations are designed more particu­
larly for a try-out of tbe furnace on 
copper ores. Prior to the suspension 
pending the changes in the cylinder 
a small lot of copper ore was treated 
and Mr. Jones was greatly pleased 
with the results obtained, though it is 
believed that the process can be made 
more effective by use of a vertical 
cylinder. It is also believed that the 
vertical plan will prove the better for 
some iron ores, though there are 
others whose elements seem to yield 
more readily when handled in tbe 
horizontal cylinder.

The contractors who are construct­
ing the county highway leading south­
ward from the village didn't make a 
hit with the autoists when they left 
''gaps" at intervals in the course of 
the new road. The contractors’ 
action was not due to any desire to 
handicap the automobile owoers, but 
to preserve the roadway until it had 
been fully surfaced and properly 
packed. If automobiles bad made 
use of the course before the final stages 
had been completed, tbe contractors 
say, the highway would have been 
ripped up at a more rapid rate than 
It had been constructed. As soon as 
tbe final touches hare been given to 
the highway the gaps will be filled in 
and the new route will then be open to 
traffic of all kinds. In the final mile 
and a half leading to the terminus 
near the Kloman bridge some of the 
hardest work on the entire contract 
was encountered. Especial difficulty 
was found in the stretch past the 
O'Neil farm, where huge boulders had 
to be removed. With these obstacles 
removed, however, the contractors 
had comparatively easy sailing the 
rest of the way.

Some of the Republic firemen left 
tbe middle of tbe week to attend tbe 
tournament of the Upper Peninsula 
Firemen's Association at Gladstone. 
Tbe delegates who were named to re­
present the Republic department at 
the annual business session were John 
Iiaber and Bert Anderson.

Comparatively few people know of 
a novel industry which if  engaging 
tbe attention of George L. Maker and 
which may in time assume proportions 
of considerable magnitude. It is the 
gathering and shipment of moss, 
which is found so plentifully in this 
section. Florists In largecenters are 
particularly anxious to get moss, the 
most of which is used by them in 
packing shipments of Dowers, though 
some of tbe finer grades are employed 
for decorative purposes. Not all 
moss will answer the purpose, but 
Mr. Maker as a result of considerable 
experimenting has found the kinds 
for which there is demand. The chief 
problem was to arraoge a method of 
transportation which would make the 
shipments commercially profitable, 
and he believes thkt he has finally 
solved it by the use of a specially con­
structed baling machine devised 
along the same general Uses as those 
used to bale hay. This compresses 
the moss to an extent that it can be 
easily handled and transported at a 
minimum of cost, yet when released 
from compression tbe moss readily 
assumes Its former bulk. At tbe rate 
that orders are now coming in from 
Chicago and other Dorists it is believ­
ed that a carload shipment can be 
made shortly.

A concrete foundation has been 
laid under that portion of tbe B. Le­
vine building which has a basement.

WAS trailing ex-Presl- 
dent Theodore Roose­
velt through Uganda on 
the last stages of his 
year’s hunting trip In 
Central Africa, .being 
tho only newspaper 
correspondent to remain 

in the field out of the small army 
of them who had set out with 
him from New York In March,
1909, when my travels took me to 
the shores of the Albert Nyanza, 
from which tho White Nile ob­
tains its source. Here are tho 
headquarters of the small body 
of men who are braving all man­
ner of dangers to make a fortune 
by elephant-hunting In "No Man’s 
Land,” as the Lado Enclave terri­
tory on the Belgian Congo, bor­
dering on tho great River Nile, 
has been termed.

Many of these men were per­
sonally known to mo during my 
residence In British East Africa 
as a government official. 1 had 
acquired a wholesome respect for 
these hardy and Intrepid tamers 
of the uncivilized sections of the 
great equatorial hinterland of 
Central Africa, and what I saw 
and heard of them at tho Albert 
Nyanza and on the hanks of the Nile did not les- 
sen my regard for them as men. Perhaps their 
calling as elephant-poachers may not have been 
regular In the eyes of the law, but then there was 
such an element of danger connected with their 
work that the offenses of which they wero guilty 
paled before all other considerations, and one is 
forced to concede to them the possession of the 
acme of pluck. The freebooter or soldier of for­
tune Is ever a picturesque figure and the Congo 
poacherB amply fill this role.

I had marched one hundred and slxty-flvo miles 
across the dreary, swolterlngly hot Uganda coun­
try, and it was with, feelings of extreme relief 
that I saw the shimmering expanse of tho waters 
of the Albert Nyanza from the rugged hill tops 
overlooking Butlaba, the small port on tho sandy 
shoro of the lake.

1 pitched camp on tho site of tho recent Roose­
velt encampment within one hundred feet of the 
lake.

I had heard from natives that one of tho Congo 
poachers was in camp at Jlutiabn, but none of 
them seemed to know his name and I was at a 
loss to know who ho might he. I remembered that 
there were a number of men whom I knew inti­
mately poaching In this district, and I wondered 
whether perchance I was to bo given an opportu­
nity of renewing my acquaintance with one of 
them. I*erhaps it might bo John Royes, nick­
named "King of tho Kikuyu;” or “Karomoja” 
Bell, the mightiest of elephant-hunters; the Hon­
orable Rupert Craven, brother of Earl Craven; 
young Quentin Crogan, brother of Captain Ewart 
S. Grogan of Cape-to-Cairo fame; Pickering, a 
noted elephant-hunter; Bennett, an ex-englneer of 
the Nile launches; W. Buckley, a partner of Pick­
ering’s; or Pearson, to say nothing of many oth­
ers whom ! had met from tlmo to time. I men­
tion them by their correct names, for they made 
no secret of their calling and I feel sure that I 
am not committing any Indiscretion by so doing.

Each one of theso men has a history, and each 
and every one of them can tell thrilling tales of 
his experiences not only In tho Congo but also in 
every other pnrt of Africa.

My Interested conjectures ns to who the man 
at Butlaba might be wero soon set nt rest It is 
the custom for all white men In Africa to call on 
any other white man who may camp in their vi­
cinity, and so It was not long before the “poachor” 
came to my camp to see me. It proved to bo 
Bennett, tho cx-enginecr of the Uganda NUo fleet, 
who had abandoned his profssional calling for the 
more thrilling and lucratlvo work of shooting ele­
phants for their ivory. For many years he had 
been In charge of the small steam launch plying 
between Uutlnba and Nlmule on tho Nile, and dur­
ing these years lie had done much shooting on 
the banks of the river. His haul of ivory added 
each year to his small income as a launch engi­
neer. so that it wns a had year indeed when ho 
did not double, nay treble, his paltry salary. Ho 
had been with Winston Churchill, when the lat­
ter made his trip tip (he Nile on the government 
flotilla when inspecting East Africa and Uganda 
In his official capacity as under secretary of state 
for tho colonies.

This is the story of a man, as told to me on 
my first night in camp at Butiaha. sitting In my 
tent boating off tho attack of greedy mosquitoes 
while entertaining Bennett with tho aid of iny lim­
ited supply of whisky. The story was so startling 
thnt often I had to phi'll myself during its recital 
to satisfy myself that 1 was not dreaming of tho 
days of Emin Pasha and Stanley ns tho result of 
the pHsorla'lon of iny surroundings.

! noticed that his hands were badly lacerated. 
In fte \  in a fearful state, nnji all the time we 
eonvi'i <d about generalities f was wondering 
v.hat h>d boon the cuu«e. Presently the conver­
sation turn'd to the subject of clcj-hnnl-shootlnft. 
and 1 »sk»*d him how he was progressing with his 
quest for Ivory I had go‘ 1,1m interested now 
and hack in my easy cmnp-chnlr to listen.

He said he had just returned from the Congo, 
where he had been shooting elephants for some 
months at the back of Mabagl, and that he had 
been very successful up to a certain point, but 
then had lost all his hard-gotten ivory and all his 
efTects, owing to an attack from the natives. His 
subsequent narrative was an enthralling one, and 
I wish that it were possible for me to reproduce 
It exactly as be told it to me on that still African 
night.

*7 got on very well with the natives and had 
got some very fine tusks,” he continued. "One 
day I was out after some elephants, which had 
been located by the natives for me, and came 
across four huge tuskers. I fired at the biggest, 
but only succeeded In mortally wounding it. He 
charged through the tall elephant grass toward 
me, with his huge ears outspread and his trunk 
raised high above his head. He screamed fear­
fully with rage and pain and the sight was in­
deed a terrifying one. I fired at point-blank range 
and again hit him mortally. The elephant contin­
ued hlB charge and one of my native servants 
failed to get out of his way. The elephant pushed 
the native to one side with his tusk in passing 
and the boy fell to the ground without a  sound. 
The elephant fell down dead a short distance 
away.

“The three remaining elephants were wild with 
rage and rushed hither and thither, tearing down 
tho trees in all directions as ff they had been 
mode of paper, screaming shrilly all the time. It 
was an anxious moment for me, for I was within 
fifty feet of them a t the time of my first shot. 
At last they made off across country toward the 
lake, and I followed them up and succeeded In 
bagging all threo of them In three shots at close 
range. >

“I returned to look for my native servant, 
thinking that ho would be watching over my first 
tusker. To my astonishment I found the boy 
lying dead where he had fallen when the elephant 
bowled him over. I examined him carefully and 
found that no bones had been fractured, nor was 
there a mark on his body. He must have died 
from shock at the terrifying experience.

”On or about December 10th I moved off farther 
Inland after a big herd nnd camped, leaving my 
main camp two days behind me. Within a radius 
of twenty miles of me thero wero four other white 
poachers, namely, Pearson, Dickinson. Royes and 
Knowles. Tho natives appeared perfectly friendly 
to me. On my first night In camp they visited 
me. dancing and singing round my camp-fire. I 
suspected no treachery from them; on the con­
trary they appeared willing to keep mo Informed 
of tho movements of the elephants and of the 
Belgian military patrol, which was operating In 
the district, endeavoring to capture us poachers.

"Next day tho same thing’ happened and I was 
asked to attend to the leg of one of tho tribesmen 
who had been injured badly In a native brawl. 
I bathed the wound and was winding a bandage 
round the wounded leg when I suddenly felt my 
wrists seized. A rope was quickly cast round my 
neck, other ropes wero fastened round my legs 
and arms, nnd I was Jerked roughly off the camp- 
stool on which I was sitting. Then the natives 
seized my guns, am! all my camp equipment was 
deliberately destroyed before my eyes. A nntivo 
seized my helmet nnd insolently paraded before 
me with it on his own head. I was then beaten 
savagely across the back of the hands nnd on tho 
body with sticks. My bands burst open, hurting 
fearfully, nnd tho sun beat down upon my bend 
with terrific force.

”1 was made tn mnreh, with my captors Jeering 
nt nio and subjecting mo to awful Indignities, for 
four whole days through tho broiling sun untf. 
their powerful chief’s village was reached. Hero 
the chief enmc forward nnd shook me by my 
wounded and manacled hnnds. bidding his follow­
ers release me. He was a fine-looking old savage, 
with « very Intelligent fate, standing over i»lx
fee t h ig h

“On the orders of the 
chief I was offered milk to 
drink and given a native hut 
to live in as a prisoner un­
der a strong guard. My
food during this time con­
sisted of raw meat and very 
little of that. After soma 
days of torture, wondering 
what they Intended to do 
with me, I was haled before 
the chief and given a pub*
Me trial. I could under­
stand what they were say­
ing, and it appeared that
all, except the chief, were 
In favor of my death. For* 
tunately for me, the chief’s 
wishes prevailed and I was 
released and allowed to re  
turn to Mahaga, on my giv­
ing a guaranty that I would 
never again hunt in this

district I was threatened with instant death and 
torture if I was caught again by them.

"Then began six days’ journey through the
blazing African sun with all my clothes In rags,
no helmet nnd no hat, no water, and no food ex­
cept what I could find my the way, which was 
very little, seeing that I had no rifle. All my 
camp equipment, stores and rifles had been taken 
away from me and I had lost all my Ivory, the 
result of many months’ arduous work In the 
Congo.

“At last, after days of Infinite torture, 1 
reached tho camp of a Belgian official near Ma- 
hagl, who clothed and fed me, promising me that 
the natives would be punished. This was indeed 
kind of him, for it must be Temerabered that 1 
was a poacher in the Belgian territory and liable 
to ten years’ imprisonment if captured by the 
Belgians in the act of poaching ivory. I have 
cam© to Butlaba to try to get together another 
outfit and return to the Mabagl district to re­
place my losses. 1 am determined to make up my 
lost time and feel confident that I can do so.”

I wish that I could tell the tale with the un­
affected simplicity and nothlng-out-of-the-ordinnry 
manner in which Bennett told it to me.

The next day I left by launch for Koba, the first 
government post on the Nile. Here I found a 
small village of white elephant-poachers, but all 
of them were away after Ivory in the Congo at 
the time of my visit. They live on the British side 
of tho Nile and make periodical excursions into 
tho Congo after Ivory, Tho British government 
allows Congo ivory to pass through its territory 
on payment of twenty-five per cent custom duty, 
and in a way this encourages the poachers, for 
they are allowed to shoot only two, or at moat 
three, elephants each year In East Africa or 
Uganda, on payment of a $250 license. In the 
Congo no license is necessary and they may shoot 
06 many tuskers as they can, without a license, If 
they can evade being captured by the Belgians 
or the natives.

Each man takes untold risks when he follows 
this calling. Not only does he chance ten years' 
imprisonment In a chain-gang In the Interior of 
the Congo. If caught by the Belgians, but he also 
takes his life In his bands every tlmo he shoots 
an elephant, for he crawls Into a herd through 
the fifteen or twenty-foot grass, selects the big­
gest bull and then shoots It at a rang© of from 
ton to fifteen yards. No one who has not tried 
elephant shooting can realize the terrifying aspect 
of a herd of elephants when you are close to 
them. They move so silently, and yet each one 1i 
capable of crushing tho Iffo out of ary man who 
dares disturb tholr peace

At Koba I found the houses, made of grass and 
mud, of ,1ohn Boyce, tho Honorable Rupert Craven, 
and of Pickering and Buckley. “Knr.'ijnmft" Bell 
had given up poaching for the tlmo being, as ho 
hnd made moro than sufficient out of It to sutlsfy 
all his desires. Bell 1s a young KngDhhmnu, who 
hns n big estate in England nnd an nnnuul rent- 
roll of some $15,000. Ho came out to Central Af­
rica seeking adventure In 1902, when only eight­
een years of ago. nnd at oncu turned his attention 
to elephant-hunting.

1 am told that in the Inst eight years Bell hns 
spent $1*10,000 In seeking Ivory nnd has made 
$209,000, so that ho has cleared ono hundred pot 
cent.

John Boyes, alins “King of thu Kikuyu,” wwv 
unfortunately, poaching In the Congo. I should 
hnvo liked to renew my acquaintance with him. 
for he l< a remarkable character. Royes wns nt 
one tfjur «n able-bodied seaman on n merchant 
veto-id :.ni| wns wrecked, **r deserted, I know n<*t 
which, at Zanzibar, many years previous to my 
flirt me ting with him In 1001, lie had spent •!! 
bis Mine cattle-trading nnd Ivory-hunting In tho 
wilds, n r i for ninny years made ti e territory of 
the Akikuyn tribe bin hendqunrters. Ife hnd bo 
m i i i i p  Mood-brother to their king, Klnunlui, and 
then hnd mode himself virtually their king.

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SHOULD ADVERTISE 

IN THE HOME FIELD

Publicity Expert Says Local 
Papers Are Best Medi­

ums for Factories.

V By THOMAS 0. TROY.
Just what might be considered the 

home Acid U a question that might 
be debated at great length with but 
little chance for successful settlement 
of it. Nearly every manufacturer will 
conccdo that the immediate vicinity 
surrounding the location of his fee* 
tory Is homo territory, whether or not 
also a  home field. We will choose for 
the time being to designate as terri­
tory the home locality which is un­
productive and as field that home lo­
cality which Is productive.

There are two reasons for a manu­
facturer locating his factory at any 
particular place—that Is, when the 
bonus Is not the sole object In view. 
One Is to get as close as possible to 
the field of raw material and thereby 
reduce the cost of its transportation 
and the other is to get as near 
as possible to the field or de­
mand for the manufactured prod­
uct. The former Is a rather an­
tiquated Idea, and the latter the 
more modern. If a factory located 
Itself In a territory to be close to 
the raw material, and there Is not 
nor cannot be created any demand 
for his manufactured product, then 
his home surrounding cannot be con­
sidered a field for him, and It will 
not pay to advertise In his home ter­
ritory. It would be Just as sensible 
to try to coax the old town pump to 
yield up rich Jersey milk as to expect 
advertising to produce results In a 
territory where your goods cannot be 
used.

But the manufacturer who locates 
bis factory in the heart of the field 
where the demand Is great, should ad­
vertise in the home field. It Is Just as 
sensible that he do so as It is reason­
able for the manufacturer to not ad­
vertise In the territory where there 
Is no demand for bis goods. In short, 
this principle becomes pertinently ap­
parent, advertise where It is possible 
to get results, and don't advertise 
where no results can possibly be got­
ten. This principle has become u fixed 
law.

Advertising is the creator of sales. 
The field never seeks the goods. The 
goods always seek the field. It Is the 
advertising that brings to the atten­
tion of the prospective buyer the use­
fulness of the manufactured article 
and Inspires within him the desire to 
own and use the article In question. 
It Is the fact as to whether or not the 
article manufactures' can become of 
use that determines the value or val- 
uelessness of the field and where to 
advertise. Tbe manufacturer who 
leaves the field of raw material and 
moves to Iowa with a product that 
will sell only In Kansas, Missouri or 
Arkansas, or all three states, and Is 
not salable In Iowa, is lacking In 
Judgment.

There is a firing line of competition 
in the manufacturing game and it Is 
where the goods are sold and not 
where they nre made, if you would 
pitch your camp close to the firing 
lino and bo ready for the conflict, you 
shohld build your factory right in 
the heart of the field which will use 
your goods. If your goods are salable 
in Iowa us well as In other states, you 
should advertise them In Iowa Just as 
strongly as you do In any other state.

Hut who in your home field will 
know of the usefulness of your prod­
uct if you do not tell them of it? The 
fact that they see smoke come from 
the stack of your factory six days u 
week, or hear the shrill blasts of j our 
steam whistle four times daily, or 
know Sam Jones, one of your factory 
workers, does not Impress on the pur­
chasing public the service your goods 
represent. Tbe public at homo, right 
around your factory door, must be told 
in unmistakable terms, the groat serv- 
i<*» your goods will be to them If you 
would win their patronage. It mat­
u re  not what your line is, the goods 
jou sell become servants. No par- 
hon desires to biro, even a servant, un­
less they know something about thorn. 
Tbe greuter tbe merits of your goods, 
the more essential it becomes for you 
to impress on your home folks tho vir­
tues of them, In ordor that the home 
folks muy know what your goods are 
and tbe service they give. Matty times 
they too will carry your message for 
you when they know the worth. Even 
though your goods may lack perfec­
tion, it will pay you to bid for your 
business in the home field. Your 
neighbors will be more charitable with 
you than strangers. Your friends will 
b«ar with you till you get youi goods 
perfected, if need be.

The purpose of advertising is to cre­
ate a demand for goods and to help 
th»> local dealer to sell them. The 
elimination of excess baggage in cir­
culation is impossible. It can be re­
duced to a minimum, but not elim­
inated. Since the demand for every 
generally nmrketed product is directed 
to the local market, why Is it not more 
practical to use the locul paper? Could 
not the patronage of n community bo 
directed to the local deuter more ef­

fectively through the columns of tbe 
local paper with ite local Influence, 
than through a paper of general cir» 
culatlon and general influence? Most 
of the reasonable manufacturers will 
concede the greater Influence of tbe 
local paper In any community than 
that of any paper, periodical or maga- 
zlne of general circulation.

The time Is not far distant when 
the local paper will come Into Its own 
and the manufacturer will use the lo­
cal paper where he wants local Influ­
ence to create local trade for the lo- 
col dealer who handles his product

Aurora, III., Merchant Refuted to Be­

lieve He Could Not Do Buelnese

his character—tbe fact thut he was a 
business man who tried to carry on a 
mercantile enterprise without adver­
tising.

It rcuds like a publicist's Joke, but it 
is realty sober truth that I). \V, Stock- 
well, who puKscd away after half a 
century's business career In Aurora, 
lit., was known to most people in that 
sodtinn solely bontuso of tho fact that 
he refused to bellovo ho could not op- 
ernto his store year In and year out as 
he had begun to conduct It during the 
civil wur.

Unwilling to adjust himself to the 
rapidly changing conditions which re­
sulted from tbe cessation of that great 
conflict und the coincident wonderful 
expansion of business, he found him­
self gradually losing his patrons—who 
for years had given him a rich trade— 
until hla store became known far and 
near as one In which no business was 
done. It Is said that much of the stock 
on the shelves of the store closed out 
In settling up the estate, was pur­
chased shortly after the war. Stock- 
well had waited for forty yoars for 
customers to como and buy his wares, 
but few perrons ever darkened his 
doors.

"The Man Who Stood Still," he was 
called, for tbe reason that he had not 
kept pare with the progress of his 
times. Perhaps It would have boon 
even better to say thut he tried to turn 
progress backward.

Whnt success he hit] is best shown 
In the fact that when his death was 
announced, those who knew him 
smiled.

London's Homeless.
On the night of February 0 last 

1,203 persons were found homeless In 
London, this being tho smallest num­
ber cn record. Tho figure wan mndo 
up of 978 men, 213 women, tint! 12 
young perrons. Tho night was wet 
nt first, then fine, and not cold; 20 
men und 23 women were found on 
staircases and under urcbes.

Tho London county council report, 
which publhlies thoHC figures, mutes 
that although tho number of home­
less womeu waslcsH by 108 than In 
1911, there was no corresponding In- 
crcaso in tho use mode of common 
lodging houses, cnsuul wards, and free 
shelters. The districts where most of 
ll o men were found were the city, 
140; Stepney, 122; Westminster, 187; 
and Islington, 71.

In common lodging housoB tbero 
were 19,710 men, 1,373 women, 108 
couples and 24 children; while thore 
were tho following vacant beds. 0.612 
men, 1,082 women and 49 couples; 40 
free beds In Institutions were also 
unoccupied on tbe night of tbe home­
less census.

Shows the Other Side

H. Olln Young, of Uhpemlug, con­
gressman for the Twelfth Michigan 
district, has prepared a “ supplemen­
tary report of the facts” dealing with 
the federal investigation of the United 
Stales Steel Corporation, in the in­
troduction to which he says: ” 1 have 
joined with my Republican colleagues 
in their report and recommendations, 
except that 1 do not agree with them 
that it is necessary to prohibit indus­
trial corporations, under &U circum­
stances, from owning common car­
riers, or that it is advisable or neces­
sary to invest any Federal agency to 
be intrusted with the supervision and 
control of large corporations engaged 
In interstate commerce with the power 
to Ox prices.”

The steel corporation was greatly 
over-capitalized when it w &b  organ­
ized. according to Mr. Young’s find­
ings, but it Is held that to a great 
extent this has been remedied by ex. 
tensive investment of earnings. With 
regard to a monopoly of the business, 
it  is shown that while the capacity of 
the steel corporation bus increased a 
little less than 100 per cent in the 
eleven years of its existence, the en­
tire production of the country has in­
creased nearly 160 percent. The steel 
corporation’s influence has prevented 
destructive trade wars and has had a 
steadying effect upon the business as 
a whole. Many misrepresentations 
were contained in the majority report, 
according to Congressman Young, 
but he believes there is a field for in­
vestigation by the Interstate com. 
coerce commission of the share of 
through rateB received by steel com­
pany railroads.
