the God of the “chosen people.”

Since that momentous and epoch- 
making event nations have risen to 
mighty power, only to go down to 

decay and oblivion. Unpeopled plains have been 
converted Into hives of industry, and hives of in­
dustry have reverted back to unpeopled plains. 
New lands have been discovered and peopled and 
new seas have been navigated and charted. Every­
where progress has changed the physical condition 
of the people. Every where • progress has changed 
the historical and geographical importance of na­
tions and countries. Here, alone, in the Mount 
Rinat Valley, where the nation that gave us the 
Savior first sprang into prominence, progress has 
stood still. Surrounded by the peaks of the ' Forty 
Martyrs,” all is hushed and still on the plain where 
once the hum of thousands of voices was heard, and 
where the vall‘*y rang with the resounding march 
of the hosts of Israel,

On the peak of Kas-os-Rnfsafeh. the cross, the 
symbol of Christianity, has been planted on the very 
spot upon which Moses, the great ipw giver and 
lender of the .lews, stood and gave to his people 
the ten commandments, the basis of all religious 
beliefs and the foundation of till law, moral and 
rlvil. Now unpeopled and deserted, the very 
loin someness of the place Is awe-inspiring, and 
the “silence of the tomb** is not more Impressive 
than the “veil of silence" that envelops Uus-es- 
Rafsafeh and its surroundings.

The mount on which (lod Is said to have re­
vealed himself to Moses Is situated in the south­
ern half of the so-called peninsula of Sinai, pro­
jecting into the northern extremity of the lied 
sea. between the (Julf of Rm*g on the west and 
the flulf of Akahah on the east. This park of the 
peninsula consists of n mass of granite ami 
porphyry mountains which may he divided into 
three groups, a northwestern, reaching in .lebel 
Scrbul n height of fi.712 feet; a central, includ­
ing JeUel Musa (Mount of Mosent, 7.JUU1 feet, 
and JeUel Katcrtn. S.r.:i7 feet: and nn eastern 
and southern, whose highest peak is Jehel Ctmn 
Khomer. M49 feet. Whether the Hlhliwil Sinai 
was JeUel I'nirn Simmer of .lebd Musa was long 
disputed by leading authorities. The former was 
advocated Uv Eusebius, Jerome. Cosmas Indian- 
ploustca. ami In more modern times hv Ecpsius 
and EUers .lehel Musn. however, Is preferred by 
most authorities, and Is favored by tradition 
(which dates, however, onlv from Christian 
times!, indicated hv the name ‘Mountain of 
Moses.” ami the erection of a monastery upon 
It which goes hack to the days of Justinian The 
northern peak of JeUel Musa, known sh lias ck- 
RaNafeh 1(5.510 feett. meets the conditions re- 
paired sine** there Is »n open spare at Its base 
MifUelrtil to acconunod'ite a large encampment.

Standing on the lofty summit of Mount Sinai, 
what thoughts and visions are conluivd up as 
one contemplates that then* on the wist plain of 
Assemblage that stretches before the eye hun­
dreds of feet below fifty celHUI’l<‘S ago. the com- 
mumlmchls were deliverd to the assembled chil­
dren of (srae!

Excepting for the Mount Sinai monastery, 
which from these heights looks like a little toy 
fort built of blocks, the region is still and 
hushed, and almost deserted The massive walls 
of the monastery raised U> the peace loving and 
Cod fearing monks under Justinian In 527 A 1).
- as a protection against the marauding hands 
of Hcdouins that Infested that part of the coun­
try when tie- wealth of an empire was possessed 
by the hutldcrs and oecupants of the nmnusterv 
> are in the same condition ns when built 1,500 
years ago. Today, however, the Christian world 
keeps a watchful e\e over tills mountain ntomts- 
terv nud Its contents, and the liedoitins knowing 
this to he the fuel, keep nn friendly as well us 
visiting ‘ertns wfth the monks

lxtju the traveler who for days has been wearied 
by the sight of nothing else but the monotonous 
blue of the burning sky and the dreary desert 
all about him is exhilarated, pleased and rested 
by the sight of those beautiful cypress trees with 
their cool, dark foliage down in the wadi—the 
Arabic name for hollow' or valley.

and have east their welcome shade wherein the 
weary traveler and the travel-stained caravun 
may rest and take shelter.

For more than a year (lie Israelites were en­
camped in the valley of Sinai when they again 
took up their wanderings in search of the prom­
ised land. Through Asia Minor they proceeded 
to the land of ('amtati. their great leader, Moses, 
dying as they came in sight of the country 
which God had promised to Ahrnhnm. Isaac and 
Jacob.

One of the most Important places In Asia 
Minor, on tlit* road from Constantinople to Kunhi. 
Is the ancient town of Aflutn KarnHiHsur, whose 
extraordinary citadel, rising fcuu feet In Its very 
center, was the liy/antine fortress of Aeroenus. 
where in 7110 A. I) the Arabs, under the leader­
ship of Sid el I in Me] h| Ghlizi, were defeated bv 
the Turks In its very shadow. To get a view of 
this most plcturest]u«* town a climb up the stair­
way cut In the rock of the citadel brings one to 
the very smmnit where there still remain the me­
diaeval Turkish fortifications

Like all other towns in Asia Minor, Atlum 
Kara Hissar Is built of mud bricks Its streets 
run In every direction of the compass. Although 
the language spoken then* is Turkish, there is 
a large Armenian population. It Is as dlrtv a 
place as one can imagine Overrun with half- 
starved. howling dogs In the day the night Is 
made hideous by their mad attempts to clean up 
the refuse thrown in the streets It Is a good 
place to he avoided by the fns'idtous. The town 
boasts or u line im/.Hur. churches tor tin* \nnen- 
inns and nmsoues for the Turks as well as 
schools for both classes. The Armenians June 
made a ennimendnlile effort to make their part 
of the town inlmhitnhie. and sanitary

The story of the birth and Infancy of the 
founder amt first legislator of the Israelite na­
tion is one of the treasured gems of Hebrew 
literature He was of the tribe of U-vi. and 
his mother. Jochehed (his father’s name was 
Amram). hid him three months jfi defiance of 
the edict of I’haruoh. who. to prevent the growth 
of his Hebrew slave population, had ordered all 
their male children to he put to death at birth 
As the danger of dlseoverv became great the 
infant was placed in an ark on the Nile, was 
found and adopted by the daughter of I’lmruoh, 
«nd was brought up as an Egyptian prince. Hut 
his heart wus with his emduved brethren, and

his slaying of one of their oppressors necessitat­
ed ills (light to Midian. whore he received the 
divine call to be the deliverer of his people from 
Egypt. After considerable trouble he led them 
forth, crossed the Kcd sea. in which the pur­
suing Egyptians were drowned, and then, during 
a forty years' residence in the desert, organized 
the religious and social polity of the nation. 
Moses stands out as u sublime and unique figure, 
without whom neither Judaism. Mohammedanism, 
nor Christianity could have been what they are. 
•

FOR COUCHS AND COLDS
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SPIRIT IN TUBERCULOSIS WAR
Nineteen Million Dollars Expended 

Last Year In Fight Against the 
Dread White Plague.

Nearly $19,000,000 was spent In the 
anti-tuberculosis campaign in the 
United States during the year 1912, ac­
cording to the fourth annual statisti­
cal statement of expenditures In this 
movement Issued by the National As­
sociation for the Study and Prevention 
of Tuberculosis. The expenditures 
during tb^year for sanatorium and 
hospital construction and treatment 
make the largest single item In the 
total, amounting to nearly $16,800,000. 
This is an increase of nearly $5,000,- 
000 over the same group of expendi­
tures for the year 1911. The antl- 
tuberculosls associations and commit* 
tees spent over $765,000, while dis­
pensaries and tuberculosis clinics 
spent over $600,000. Over $416,000 
was spent for the maintenance and 
establishment of open-air school and 
fresh air classes, which Is more than 
double the amount spent for this pur­
pose In 1911. Official, state and mu­
nicipal expenditures outside of the 
maintenance of institutions, which are 
included in the other totals, amount­
ed to $280,000. In addition to these 
figures, about $500,000 was spent by 
hospitals for insane and penal insti­
tutions in caring for their tuberculosis 
Inmates.

When night falls in the hill country 
up in Plegan land the Blackfoot Min­
nehaha sits in the tepee of her moth­
er and listens to the crude melodies 
of her red suitors. Just as he has 
done any time these ten centuries, the 
Blackfoot lover is pouring out his 
soul in rude love songs that wore old 
when the first white man crossed the 
great plains.

Stern as a Spanish duenna, the 
watchful and wary mother accompa­
nies the girl when the dusky beauty 
ventures from the home tepee. The

Indian mother is afraid of the spells 
and witcheries of the tribal medicine 
men. If her suitors must see her it 
will be under the Jealous and protect­
ing care of her who was once the belle 
of the Blackfeet.

The mother is a fullblood, typical of 
the savage mothers of the old days, 
but a kindly soul. Apparently she Is 
standing apart and allowing her beau­
tiful daughter to make up her mind 
for herself.

The medicine men and their sister 
witches, the medicine women, have 
been drawn into the strife for the 
hand of the princess of the tribe. They 
have Intoned incantations in the val­
leys and woven their spells up in the 
hills In the hope of turning the girl’s 
thoughts from her white lover to some 
one of the fullblood etiglbles. Half 
the young men of the Blackfeet are 
wearing love charms under their hunt­
ing shirts.

Daisy Norris Is almost a reincarna­
tion of Longfellow's fair Indian maid­
en, Minnehaha. She will timidly pose 
for a picture when the white tourist 
insists, but talk she will not.

This summer she spent most of her 
time with a wandering party of the 
Blackfeet, who were making their 
annual tour through the blue lakes 
country. From time to time the cu­
rious tourists caught glimpses of her 
walking in company with the tall 
white woodsman.

Few belles, whether they be white, 
red, brown or yellow, have a hun­
dred lovers She is a lucky society 
debutante who can count them by 
the dozen. The average beauty must 
be content with far less. In many a 
town In the older states there are 
three maids for every man.

Not so with the Blackfoot princess. 
Any time she lifts the flap of the 
tepee door and looks out there is sure 
to be some stolid young brave wait­
ing outside.

Mrs. Hodges was a college sorority 
girl and is now a member of the Kan­
sas City Alumni chapter of the Kansas 
Gamma. She graduated from Butler 
university in Indianapolis and prior 
to that. In 1890, from the Kushvllle 
(Jnd.) high school as class valedic­
torian.

Eight years of childhood on her 
father's big farm in Johnson county, 
Kansas, had been ended by the moth­
er's death The little girl was sent 
to relatives in Rushvilie.

Since I have been 
married it has been a great happiness 
to live quietly and unostentatiously, 
caring for my household and my chil­
dren. Every girl ought to leave our 
schools equipped to do Just that.

When we go to Topeka I expect to 
live Just as we have In Olathe, with 
an open door to all our frlendB, rich 
or poor."

Mrs. Hodges is a director of the 
Olathe public library and is interested 
in literary organization. She is a 
member of the Christian church.

Tim governor-elect has two chil­
dren, Georgia Hodges, seven years old, 
now in the second grade of the Olathe 
schools, and Murray Hartshorn 
Hodges, a two and one-half years old, 
a lively youngster whom no one culls 
Murray, but who usually has to re­
spond to “Hill," "Jimmy" or “Mur­
phy."

Parcel Post Table

3. To Und the postage required on 
parcels weighing over one pound to 
anv of the zones:

Zone 1. Multiply the number of 
pounds by 3 and add 2.

Zone 2. Multiply the number 
pounds by 4 and add 2.

Zone 3, Multiply the number 
pounds by ft and add 2.

Zone 4. Multiply tho number 
pounds by 0 and add 2.

Zone ft. Multiply the number 
pounds by 7 and add 2.

Zone H. Multiply the number 
pounds by 9 and add 1.

Zone 7. Multiply the number 
pounds by 10 and add 1.

Zone K. Multiply the number 
pounds by 12.

The annual stockholders' meeting 

of the Finnish Workmen’s Association 
was held recently and the aharehoid- 
ere received the pleasing announce' 
meat that in addition to a 4 per cent 
rebate on all their purchases at the 
store they would receive an 8 percent 
dividend upon their stock. The net 
undivided profits of the concern now 
amount to 13300 and the dividend 
might easily have been made larger, 
but for the desire on the part of the 
stockholders and management to be* 
gin laying upasurplUBin prepara* 
tion for the store building project un* 
der contemplation. There seems to 
be little doubt that conditions this 
spring will warrant proceeding with 
the plan to erect a $2500 store building 
in West Republic. The present quar­

The Other Side

Jack Carkeek, one time champion

1 have 
never done anything wrong and have 
never been convicted of a crime.” 
Carkeek was silent as to his family 
other than to say that his wlfo was 
with his 12-year-old girl and 6-year- 
old son. He refused to say where 
they are and coudn’t give any infor- 
mation concerning his parents. Car­
keek said he is giving his right name 
and that he never resorted to the use 
of an alias.

How an Old Negro Suggested an 
Idea That Developed the 

Business.
At the annual convention of the 

Southern Ice Exchange held in Bir­
mingham recently J. P. Welnacker of 
Mobile was on the program for an ad­
dress on "Does It Pay to Advertise?” 
Mr. Welnacker Is a member of the 
firm of Welnacker Bros, and an ex­
tensive user of printers' Ink. His ad­
dress before the organization was in 
part os follows:

Advertising today Is tbe mightiest 
factor In the business world, an evo­
lution of modern industrial competi­
tion, a business builder with a po­
tency that goes beyond human desire. 
It builds factories, skyscrapers and 
railroads. It furnishes excuse to 
timid und hesitating ones for possess­
ing the things which under former 
conditions they could easily get along 
without.

Of course the soul of our advertis­
ing !h our copy. Advertising space 
without copy is like a wooden Indian 
In front of a cigar store; It locates 
the store but does not say anything. 
To make your space yield profitable 
returns can only be done through copy 
that Is honest, sincere and convinc­
ing and which actually tells the reader 
some facts about the goods you have 
to sell and their prices.

How shall we know good advertis­
ing copy when we see It? By its 
power to attract attention, to inter­
est and to convince.

It Is one thing to attract attention, 
to amuse, to entertain, to satisfy the 
artistic taste, and quite another thing 
to-convince tho reader and to capture 
him- It Is easy for the artist and the 
writer to Interest the reader, but un­
less l he copy carries conviction the 
space occupied and the money ex­
pended by tho udvertlser are largely 
wusted.

Having satisfied ourselves as to 
what Is good copy we come to the 
consideration of the other part of the 
question—how Is It produced? It de­
pends lurgoly upon the product to be 
advertised as to whut device we should 
employ to uttract attention to It.

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RENDER GREAT AID
Cutter Service Answers Many 

Distress Signals.

Importance of That Arm of Govern­
ment’* Organization It Shown in 

Recent Report* Received at 
Treasury Department.

Washington.—8ix report* from the 
commanding officer* of vessel* of the 
revenue cutter service regurdlng aid 
rendered vessels In distress were re­
ceived at the division of the service, 
Treasury Department, in the past few 
weeks, (’apt. A. L. Gamble, command­
ing the new cutter Miuml, which has 
been kept busy since her arrival on 
Uic Key West station giving aid 
to a big coasting schooner and a 
steamship, in trouble iu the vicinity 
of Key West.

The schooner Lydia McLellun Rax 
ter, one of the big coal carrier* from 
the Oiosupeuke to Florida points, 
was caught in the channels leading to 
Key West in such a position that she 
could not go ahead or turn uround to 
go back and was forced to anchor to 
keep from going ashore. Word of the 
vessel’s predicament was sent by the 
consignees of the vessel at Key West 
to (’apt. Gamble. Thu Miami went to 
the aid of the schooner and assisted 
her to her dock at-Key West.

The liner Colorado, bound from New 
York to Galveston, via Key West, got 
ashore In that harbor and was floated 
by the Miami, uninjured and able to 
resume her voyage under her own 
steam.

From far away Honolulu comes a re­
port from (’apt. ('. 8 .Cochran, com­
manding the cutter Thetis, which In 
the.past summer did duly as a Host­
ing court In Alaskun wuters, regard­
ing the floating of the American 
schooner Sophie Christianson of San 
Francisco, which had gone aBhore 
while trying to work out of the har­
bor at Honolulu under sail. The ves­
sel wus iu shoul water and the cutter 
could not get to her, but the men of

Frank MacVeagh, Secretary of the 
Treasury.

the Thetis, in the ship’s launch and 
with the uHHlstunce of other iuunches, 
soon had the schooner in deep water.

The cutter Acushnet was called to 
the aid of the steamship Penobscot 
ashore on the eighteen-foot lump. 
Pollock Kipp kIio u Ih, on the Massa­
chusetts coast. When she reached 
Hie vessel she found the Culled Htales 
army dredge Niivaslnk alongside the 
stranded vessel. With the powerful 
dredge dong the pulling and the 
Acushnet holding her bow* in the posi­
tion to make her work most effective, 
the floating «f the steamship wus ac­
complished. und It w l s  able to con­
tinue its voyage without further uld.

It is not ulways commercial ships 
that wunt the aid of the yutters to get 
them out of trouble, for once in u 
while they are called upon to aid gov­
ernment-owned vessels. A report 
from Cupt. Do Otte, commanding the 
cutter Onondaga on the Norfolk sta­
tion. tells of being called upon to aid 
the lighthouse service steamer Holly, 
which bud gone uiiliorn on the Ports 
mouth flats, Elizabeth river, In a 
heavy fog. The lighthouse service 
steamer Orchid wus ulso on hand to 
pull on the ship, but after she broke 
four hawsers In Hie effort she gave 
up the tusk und the cutter worked the 
Holly Into deep water. The master of 
tin* cutter, uceordlug to Capfi 1>e 
OHe's report, expressed his apprecia­
tion of the service rendered.

Work for Money but 
Stay in School

They do not allow working to Inter­
fere with going to school In Ham 
tnond, hid Hpeelai arrangements an* 
made whereby boys and girls may 
work half a day In certain commercial 
establishments and attend school the 
Imlunce of the day. Hammond is a 
manufacturing community, whore the 
tnrnptulloh to boys and girls Is strong 
to leave school and eurn a living. 
Huperintendent McDaniel's plun mukes 
Is possible for boys nnd girls to earn 
money, remain In school, and alao 
make themselves more efficient indus­
trially.

The plan at Hammond Is bused on a 
full realization of modern social und 
Industrial conditions. Huperintendent 
McDaniel proceeds on the theory that, 
while there are certain general prin­
ciples underlying all education, each 
community has Its own special prob 
Ictus that are ton often disregarded 
In the making of the schools, besides 
the cooperative school and shop ar 
rangement, llmnmond maintains a 
night school with an attendance of 
700, where boys and girls may not

only make up elementary deficiencies, 
but also receive practical training in 
specific phases of commerce and In­
dustry.

Vocational guidance forms another 
feature of the Hammond plan. The 
schools furnikh Information ubout the 
various industries in the community, 
the salaries paid In different lines of 
w'ork, the opportunities for advance­
ment, hours of labor, permanency of 
employment, and ull the details that 
are of value In determining a choice 
of employnleut. As early as the sixth 
grade the teacher tests the child’s 
Interest and ability In various forms 
of elementary industrial work, so that 
he may come to have some idea of a 
future vocution. The school authori­
ties alto maintain an employment bu­
reau, where .present and former pu­
pils are registered and their qualifica­
tions carefully Investigated.

Foreigners Are Interested 
In American Education

Canadian educators are impressed 
with the facilities for educational In­
formation In the Cnited Stales. Dr. 
David Soloan, principal of the Nova 
Scotia Normal school, considers the 
federal bureau of education at Wash­
ington one of the best and readiest 
scources of information about the 
schools of Canada.

Dr. Soloan is not the first educator 
who has paid tribute to the wisdom 
of congress In providing a central bu­
reau for the diffusion of educational 
information, but as an expert on ed­
ucation his opinion deserves to be 
quoted. After speaking of the history 
of education In the Cnited States as 
‘‘illustrious” and describing the part 
the government, through its bureau of 
education, has played, he says: “It 
has saved uncalculated millions to ed­
ucational effort merely through its 
punctual record of each and every 
educational enterprise, every attempt­
ed reform, every individual initiative. 
It has revented duplication of ex­
periment, reported educational prog­
ress in foreign countries, sifted sta­
tistics, and from conflicting reports 
gathered the facts the leaders of ed­
ucation In America needed to be cer­
tified of.”

Education is International. No mat­
ter how local and national certain of 
its problems may be, the funda­
mentals of education are identical In 
all civilized countries; and It is sure­
ly worth knowing that iu this inter­
national exchange of Ideas the Flitted 
States bears no small part.

I0H0RE CAMPHOR LANGUAGE'

This language Is used by the na­
tives and others engaged Iu gathering 
the product of the Maluyan camphor- 
tree and is employed only at such 
tiroes. It Is the belief of the natives 
that If they used either of the lan­
guages of the region, the Malay or 
the aboriginal Jukun, no camphor 
would be obtained. A most curious 
reason underlies this belief.

The camphor-tree grows abundantly 
in certain parts of the peninsula, but 
only occasionally contains camphor 
crystals. The camphor is not the 
same as that obtained from the 
camphor laurel of Formosa und 
Japan, which is the source of the or­
dinary camphor of commerce. It is 
of a sort highly prized by the Chinese 
In the embalming of their dead, in 
Incense, and in medicine, andthogum 
brings a price much higher than that 
of the common camphor.

The Malayans and other Johore na­
tives believe that each species of tree : 
has a spirit of divinity that presides ( 
over its affairs. The spirit of the 
camphor-tree is known by the name 
of Pisan—literally “a woman.’* Her 
resting place Is near the trees; and 
when at night a peculiar noise is 
beard in the woods, resembling that 
of a cicada, the Pisan Is believed to 
be singing and camphor will surely be 
found in the neighborhood.

Rut the spirit of the camphor-trees 
seems to be jealous of the precious 
gum and roust be propitiated, and if 
she knows that hunters are in quest 
of It she will endeavor to turn their 
steps aside. The natives think that 
she Is acquainted with both the Malay 
and Jakun languages, and that if the 
camphor-hunters spoke either of 
those she would know that they had 
come for camphor and would defeat 
their purpose. So It Is necessary to 
speak In a tongue that she does not 
understand. For this purpose the 
“camphor language” has been invent­
ed. It consists of a mixture of Jakun 
and Malay words, but these are curi­
ously altered or reversed; and the na­
tives believe that the divinity of the 
camphor-tree 1s completely confused 
when she hears this Jargon.

The Jakuns who hunt the camphor 
are one of the wildest of peoples, but 
are inoffensive. They live together 
with monkeys, dogs, cats, innumera­
ble fowls, and perhaps a tame horn- 
bill In perfect harmony under movable 
leaf shelters built on poles In the 
woods.

COLUMN OF CONSTANTINE

One of the sights of Constantino 
Is the famous Column of Constantino, 
which was raised by Constantino the 
Great on the spot where ids tent hud 
stood during the siege of Hyzantlum,
-which made him master of the 
Homan world. Originally it con­
sisted of eight drums of porphyry 
with the Joints concealed by bronze 
laurel wreaths on a base of white 
marble and topped by a statue of 
Constantine, really un Apollo with 
a new head, crowned with rays und 
bearing u spear and the globe of em­
pire. It was popularly believed that
the Palladium of Rome and part of : cepted as anything like 
the true cross were built up In the 
base. The column lias suffered many 
vicissitude*!, und now presents a ter­
ribly wrecked appearance. The Con- 
stantinopolltaiiK call it “the hooped 
column.” or "the burnt column,” in 
allusion to its appearance and dis­
asters. Legends, of course, clustered 
about It, and umny superstitious be­
liefs. the most pathetic being I hut of 
tiie fifteenth century, that the Turk­
ish tide would be stayed. It is al­
most the only surviving fragment of 
Constuiitlne's own city.
