Braastad Sc Co, are closing out tbe 
lines of dry goods and men’s furnish­
ing goods they were carrying In the 
Laughllo stores, and H Is understood 
that the business In the new location 
will be confined to meats and provis­
ions. The grocery department will 
occupy the umio portion of the lower 
floor and the meal market will be in 
what is now the bar-room. In time It 
may be necessary to use tbe second 
floor for store purposes, but it does 
not enter Into present calculations.

In the lease of the Laughlin proper­
ty three years ago and the lease which 
has been recently made of the Me 
Donald property. F. Braastad Sc Co. 
have become successors to two of the 
oldest business establishments In Ne* 
gauneu. The McDonald store dates 
back to Jwi7, when the late Donald 
McDonald began in a modest building 
on tbe site of tbe present brick block. 
Kxoopt for removal to Iron street 
while the now building was being 
erected early In the HO's he was con­
tinuously in buslneii up to tbe time 
of hie death in 1IK)6, when he was suc­
ceeded by bis eon, Donald McDonald, 
Jr. Nicholas Laughlin began busi­
ness in 1070 and occupied tbe same 
stand until hie death in 1000, the first 
of bis brick store buildings being 
erected In 1H74 and the addition made 
in \m .

D. McDonald, J r ., has wished to 
get out of tbe mercantile business for 
some time aod it is bis Intention to 
closeout the stock between now and 
the first of May. He will continue in 
the liquor business, probably In an 
Iron street location, as he has pur 
chased from hie mother tbe Iroo street 
property uow occupied by Swan Pllo 
and also bolds a lease of the Ssiadin 
property recently vacated by Oral J. 
LaCombr Mr. McDonald will decide 
upon one of the location* and rci t the 
other.

COUNCIL ENJOINED FROM
VACATING MAIN STREET.

Tbe petition of TbeClevel&nd-CUffs 
Iron Company, Geo. J . Maas and tbe 
Lonstorf Investment Company, pre­
sented at tbe meeting of tbe Common 
Council last week and asking for tbe 
vacation of Main street east of Mine 
street and tbe substitution of a new 
highway passing south of the Maas 
mine, has encountered roughsleddlng. 
Residents of the eastern portion of 
Main street, as well as many others, 
met at the fire ball last Monday even­
ing to discuss the matter, and tbe 
sentiment found expression In a for­
mal protest to be presented at tbe 
next meeting of the council. An ad­
journed meeting of the council was 
scheduled for last evening, and short­
ly before the session wbb to convene 
a summons In a bill of complaint, 
and also an lnjunctlonal order by 
Hon. R. C, Flannlgan, of the circuit 
court, was served upon the city offi­
cials and other Interested parties. 
The Injunction forbids any further 
action In the matter, pending judicial 
disposition of the bill of complaint; 
consequently tbe session of the coun­
cil was limited to receiving Official 
notice of service of tbe Injunction.

The bill of complaint Is brought by 
George J. Uaupt and sixteen others, 
with J. M. ledger ton as solicitor for 
the complainants, and the return day 
Is tbe 27th of February. The tempor­
ary injunction requires that the Cleve- 
Und-dlff* Iron Company, Geo. J. 
Maas, the Lonstorf Investment Com­
pany and tho City of Negaunee, it# 
mayor uod common council, show 
cuuse on the 17th day of February 
why itn Injunction should not issue 
during the pendency of the above 
suit. In the meantime, the defendants 
are required to "absolutely desist and 
refrain from in any manner obstruct­
ing, closing or abandoning said pub-

He road or highway, or making or 
passing any resolution, ordinance, or 
takiog any action for tbe purpose of 
closing or vacating tbe said public 
road or highway, or to construct any 
street or highway In lieu thereof, to 
take the place of and be used instead 
of tbe said Main street.”  The action 
which has been taken will get the mat­
ter squarely before the dffirts at the 
outeot, and the city authorities seem 
to welcome the prospect of having all 
of the legal phases of the matter 
threshed out before they are called 
upon to pass judgment upoo the street 
proposition itself.

The petitioners for tbe vacation of 
a portion of East/Main street prefaced 
their request with a statement that 
they own all the land abutting on 
both sides of the highway which they 
ask to be vacuted, except the two for­
mer cemetery plats, and that upon 
these The Cleveland-ClliTs Iron Com­
pany holds leases which permit it to 
mine and remove Iron ore therefrom; 
and It is further represented that In 
order to faciliate mining operations 
the company provided new cemeteries 
and removed all the bodies from the 
old cemeteries to the new site, and al­
so secured the removal of the Mouth 
Whore railway tacks to safer ground. 
Now that tho lime for working In these 
underlying ore bodies draws closer 
the company deems it advisable to en­
deavor to endeavor to secure the va­
cation of a portion of Mein street, in 
order that it rnuy have entire control 
of the areas beneath which oro is to 
lie removed. A new highway, to take 
the place of the eastern portion of 
Main elroet, was outlined, and while 
the preliminary laying of the matter 
before the council did not enter upon 
these details, it was the generul sup*

position that the mining company 
would bear the expense of providing a 
new highway, as It had done In secur­
ing tbe removal of tbe cemeteries.

The proposition did not meet favor 
wUh)many oltlzens, particularly those 
owning property In tbe eastern portion 
of Main street. They are now upon a 
through route to Marquette, and as 
some of them expressed It, if the high­
way was cut off at Mine street they 
might as well be left in a "blind alley.” 
Resides the ioconveolenco, the matter 
of depreciation of property values nat­
urally enters Into the question, some 
of tbe finest residences in the city be­
ing In Main street In the blocks lying 
west of Mine street. Various other 
arguments were advanced at the meet­
ing, among them being the claim that 
nearly a mile would be added to the 
distance that funeral parties would 
have to cover to get to the Dew ceme­
teries aud the likelihood that livery­
men would advance their rates. Ques­
tion was also raised as to tbe perman- 
cy of the suggested new highway; 
whether In time the city might not al­
so be asked to vacate tbe roadway 
now being substituted.

In the company’s behalf it is con­
tended Ufat the quicksand encountered 
throughout the area in the vicinity of 
the old cemeteries makes mining par­
ticularly hazardous and that U would 
not bo advisable .to have u public 
highway running across the tract af­
ter the scope of mining operations Is 
extended. Tbe enormous sums spent 
In sinking tbe shafts at tbe Maas and 
Negaunee mines through the quick­
sand, and the fatalities which attended 
some of (be operations, are cited. 
Though It does out appear that the 
mining company has made use of this 
argument In tbe present discussion,

prove advisable and that In such an 
event it would bo desirable for tbe 
company to have complete control of 
the surface rights, Id order that Its 
own operations might not be hamper­
ed nor public safety endangered.

It Is strange to think that so 
Interesting a feature of the statue has escaped the notice of art circles and 
students for a period of over 400 years.

QUEER PORCUPINE ANT-EATER

The remarkable animal here pictur­
ed Ih the porcupine untuator or proe- 
chluda of Western New Guinea. It t* 
about the slzo of a largo cat und be­
long* to the group of very primitive 
marsupials known as monotrmnes, of 
which the duck billed platypus and the 
ochlmla of Australia nro the boat 
known typos. Tho body of those ex­
traordinary creatures is covered with 
short, blackish fur, mingled with sharp 
spines. Tho mouth Is placed at tho 
extremity of a long, trunk llko snout, 
which protects a long, wormllko 
tongue carrying a sticky secretion, 
and is used for capturing tonnltes. 
upon which those creatures principal­
ly feed. Tho limbs aro very powerful 
and the claws well adapted fur dig­
ging. These animals aro nocturnal 
In fbolr hublts, sleeping during the 
daytime In some crevice beneath a 
rock or log, tho long snout bolng 
tucked away beneath the body. If 
alarmed while feeding, they Immedi­
ately luck tho snout under tho body 
and squat tight down to tho ground, 
partially burying themselves in any 
deHd leaves or rubbish that may be at 
hand.

PLAGUE OF INDIAN MONKEYS
A plague of monkeys some years 

ago sorely troubled the officials at a 
small station on the Saran railway, 
In Northwest India. Trucks full of 
grain for export wore often stored 
up In tho station, and tho monkeys 
came down In largo number from a 
neighboring grove to help themselves 
to the grain, picking holes In the tar­
paulin roof of the wagons.

ODD CUSTOMS IN SCHWA1.M
Many quaint customs linger among 

the village folks who live in tho val­
ley of the Schwralm in western Ger­
many. When a young man needs a 
wife he always chooses her from 
among the maidens of the valley. He 
does not waste much time between 
the engagement and the wedding. 
Tho young man asks the consent of 
the father, who, after discussing the 
bridegroom's property and the dowry 
of his daughter, and coming to a fav­
orable conclusion, seals the Important 
business by witnessing the handshake 
of the young couple in the presence 
of the relations. Two months later— 
always between the hay and corn 
harvest—the wedding takes place.

Preparations for the wedding feast 
occupy many days. A pig l^s been 
slaughtered and the sausages bang In 
long rows. About 80 cakes are baked 
In the ovens and clean, fresh straw Is 
rtrewn on the floor. Garlands are 
medo to adorn the house, and a great 
oakleaf wreath surrounding “A hearty- 
welcome” is placed above the door of 
thq festive house.

On the wedding morning the bride 
is awake early. At about 7:45 o’clock 
she is already dressed In her fullest 
wedding attire. She alts, looking very 
patient nnd dlgnffled, putting on her 
head the bridal crown which has tak­
en at least nn hour to prepare. It Is 
trimmed with 25 rows of red. gray, 
aud silver ribbons while the front Is 
adorned with rosemary, glass balls, 
and flowers. The bride also wears an 
elaborate stomacher embroidered In 
gold and silver. The bridal outfit of 
15 petticoats, a cloth skirt, satin pina­
fore, ornaments, stockings, gold em­
broidered garters, silk handkerchief, 
and long gloves costs over 600 marks. 
For two years of married life the 
bride Is permitted to wear lilac and 
green, but after that she dresse en- 
toirely In black.

To the hard-working Schwalmer 
folk a wedding Is the brightest and 
gayest moment of their lives. The 
bridegroom in his long-skirted coat 
adorned with the dewwlng Insignia 
has an imposing appearance. He, too, 
wears a gorgeous wedding headgear, 
nn enormous erection almost hiding 
his whole face, composed of many silk 
ribbons, yellow, green, and orange. 
Perched upon the very top (a a circu­
lar basket filled with red flowers, 
glass balls, and rosemary. The brides­
maids have so much gold embroidery 
upon tbelr stomachers and ribbons 
that they absolutely glitter In the sun­
shine.

The guests and relations having 
greeted the young pair with a speech 
the wedding progress begins. Bells 
ring ns the procession moves towards 
the church. With a serious dignity 
the bride steps to the side of the best 
man while the proud bridegroom 
walks beside the bridesmaids. The 
glittering procession stops at the lit­
tle village church waiting for the end" 
of the service. Presently the church 
door Is opened And the procession en­
ters the crowded building to the 
sound of the ringing of bells and tho 
music of the organ.

The clergyman after addressing the 
bridal pair blesses them, and they 
seal their marriage by Joining hands. 
No rings are exchanged.

THIS MAY BE A METEORITE

One of the most curious of natural 
formations In Michigan Is found at Bt.

Many tourists 
and geologists visit the rock each 
yoar and the latter are of the opinion 
that la a meteorite.

U. $.. Geological Survey Pro­
nounces It Deceptive.

Unconscious Work of Will Say Ex- 
perts; Also That Rod May Be 

Worked by Operators Who 
Know Ground Signs.

Washington.—Local experts who use 
the divining rod for the purpose of 
locating Assure veins, water courses, 
etc., will doubtless take issue with the 
report of the United Status Geological 
Survey on the aubject. The geologists 
claim that there Is nothing in the con­
tention that underground water can 
be located with the divining rod, ex* 
cept where it la obvious to any one 
conversant with the subject that they 
could ua readily locate the presence 
of water without the use of the dlvln* 
ing rod as with it.

The question is one that has been 
studied and commented on for many 
years. The divining rod men contend 
that they can do what they claim and 
that the rod moves downward over a 
water course despite any effort on 
their part to restrain it. On the oth­
er hund tlie geological experts main­
tain that such la not the case, but that 
the rod is consciously or unconsciously 
manipulated by the holder of the rod. 
The report of the government experts 
la as follows:

The United States Geological Sur­
vey states in water supply paper 255, 
entitled “Underground Waters for 
Furm Use,” just reissued, that no ap- 
pllnnce, either mechanical or electric, 
hus yet been devised that will detect 
wnter in placeB where plain common 
senso and close observation will not 
show Its presence Just as well. Nu­
merous mechanical devices have been 
proposed for detecting the presence of 
underground water, ranging In com­
plexity from the simple forked branch 
of witch hazel or other tree to more 
or less elaborate mechanical or elec­
tric contrivances. Many of the oper­
ators of these devices, especially those 
who use the home-cut forked branch, 
an* entirely honest in the belief that 
the working of tho rod is influenced 
by ugenciGB—usually regarded as elec­
tric currents following underground 
streams of water—that aro entirely 
independent of their own bodies and 
mnny people have Implicit faith in 
their o\yn and others’ ability to locato 
underground water In this way.

In experiments with a rod made 
from a forked branch It seemed to 
turn downward at certain points in­
dependent of tho operator's will, but 
more compteto tests showed that this 
down turning resulted from slight and, 
until watched for, unconscious muscu­
lar -action, the eSects of which were 
communicated through tho arms and 
wrists to the rod. No movement of 
the rod from causes outside of the 
body could bo detected, and it soon 
became obvious that the view held by 
other men of aclenf» is correct—that 
the operation of the “divining rod" Is 
generally due to unconscious move­
ments of tho body or of the muscles 
of the almd. The experiments made 
show that theso movements occur 
most frequently ut places where the 
eporator’s experience has led him to 
believe that water may be found.

In Vindication of 
the Weather Bureau.

Concentrating at the weather bu* 
reau offices, the spot in Washington 
whore the “signs of the skies” of con­
tinents are read, one finds tho old 
horoscope Instinct very much alive.

The weather department Is becom­
ing more important, not so much bo* 
cause of infallible weather predic­
tions, as for Its records of general 
averages on which probabilities may 
be based. Willis P. Moore of the 
weather bureau has "weathered" 
many a storm of disapproval, when 
predictions wont awry, but he remains 
a weather scientist in every sense of 
tho word. Tho Supreme court of Now 
York lias lately rendered a decision, 
which determined tho responsibility 
of 'the Individual under certain ad* 
verse weather conditions, which Is 
looked upon as a triumph for weathnr 
bureau records. An Italian banker was 
Hued for five hundred dollars dam­
ages, owing to Icy approaches to his 
premises. The records of the weath­
er bureau showed that rain and sleet 
had fallen for two days before the ac­
cident and that the temperature was 
low enough to cause the mixture to 
rongeal; consequently, on the day of 
(he accident U was proven by the rec­
ords of the weather bureau that Icy 
«ldewalks would have been unavoid­
able. The weather affects nearly every 
phase of human effort, and the evi­
dence of Interested witness* falls be­
fore tho immutable records of the 
weather bureau. The gigantic activi­
ties of a great nation are often de­
pendent in the last analysis on phe­
nomena, measured by simple mathe­
matical calculations and matters of 
routine record of the weather, so that 
the time-honored tradition placing 
conversation about the weather only 
subordinate to courteous salutatloo Is 
fully vindicated by modern science.

468,000 Apply for 
$1 -a-Day Pensions.

]u answer to the complaints of de­
lay that have been pouring In from 
applicants for pensions under the so* 
ailed "dollara-day” act of May 11 

last, Jnmes L. Davenport. Commis­
sioner of Pensions, the other day ex­
plained that (he pension office has 
!>ceo swamped with nearly 500,000 ap­

plications in the last seven months 
aud that it has taken an extra force 
of clerks, working double shift, to 
complete the adjudication of about
200.000 of these applications.

“From May 11 to the end of June,"
said the commissioner, “468,000 ap­
plications were received. Each case 
had to be fully investigated and the 
Justification of the claim confirmed. 
It ha6 been a tremendous task, and 
the fact that wo have adjudicated 
more than 200,000 claims la the last 
seven months is a high tribute to the 
efficiency of our office force.

“A number of complaints have been 
received from veterans who have 
learned that some of their friends 
who filed applications on the same 
day they did have already received 
notification of the adjudication of 
their claims.

“These complainants cannot under­
stand why an application filed on the 
same day should be adjudicated sev­
eral weeks before theirs. This Is ex­
plained by the fact that In one day 
we have received as many as 37,000 
applications. Naturally several weeks 
must pass before the last of those
37.000 claims have been attended to."

Carnival Called Off 
for Wilson Inaugural.

Washington will have no inaugura­
tion week carnival. This was decided 
at a conference between Chairman W. 
C. Eustls of the Inaugural committee 
nnd Chairman Isaac Oans of the 
Chamber of Commerce carnival com­
mittee.

Mr. Eustis said that plans for an 
elaborate carnival made by the Cham­
ber of Commerce would be impractica­
ble, because of the lateness of the 
season, and also because it might mar 
the glory of the inauguration cere­
mony Itself.

W. H. Santelnmnn, leader of the 
Marine band, said he will play any­
thing the dancers want at the in­
augural ball. So far as he Is con­
cerned, the statesmen und other 
guests at the party can dance the 
turkey trot, tho bunny hug, the Texas 
Tommy, the angleworm wiggle, the 
grubworm shuffle, the horse trot, the 
alligator amble, the merry widow 
waltz, the Parisian glide, the camel 
slide, the wallaby hop, the hartbeest's 
cavort or tho blind staggers. On hJs 
list of raggy songs to be played at 
the ball aro “Steamboat HIM," “Wait­
ing for the Robert E. Lee,” ”On the 
Mississippi” and “Everybody’s Doin' 
It," and ho la trying to think of 
others.

Dread Toll of Pellagra 
in United States.

Pellagra is spreading In the United 
States and In the six years It has been 
known to medical authorities, has 
claimed not less than 30,000 victims 
with a fatality rate In excesB of 40 
per cent., according to a report of tho 
public health service.

“It has reached,” tho report con­
tends, “the dignity of a public health 
question of national Importance."

'Hie report gives these flguros by 
states tor the period 1907-1911: Vir­
ginia, total cases, G28, deaths 349, 
death rate per hundred cases, 65 per 
cent; North Carolina, cases 2,412 
deaths 1,667, rate 44 per cent.; South 
Carolina, cases 1,880, deaths 682; rate 
31 per cent.; Georgia, cases 4,668, 
deaths 1,682, rate 34 per cent.; Ken­
tucky, cases 613, deaths 220, rate 43 
per cent.; Alabama, cases 2,314, deaths 
869, rate 37 per cent.; Mississippi, 
cases 2.896, deaths 1,260, rute 43 per 
cent,; Louisiana, cases 670, deaths 296, 
rate 44 per cent.

Tho figures show pellagra olthor 
prevalent or sporadic In the greater 
part of tho United States, but particu­
larly serious In the south.

Three Million Stamps 
Are Used Each Day.

Sturtllng figures arc shown indicat­
ing the amount and value of United 
Stales stamps used during tho year. 
More than nine million stamps have 
been sold, and the stamp collectors 
are still busy. As an evidence of pros­
perity It Is Interesting to note that 
there is a five dollar postage stamp, 
more than 11,600 of which wero sold 
last year, and bosldes these more than 
eighty thousand of the ono-dollar de­
nomination.

It has boon estimated that more 
than three million stamps por day 
were used by the people of the United 
States last year. As one French hu­
morist remarked In England. “That 
shows that the American people aro 
oertatnly used to licking." Ho thought 
he hid sprung a real Joke, but was 
surprised to hoar thu American's apt 
reply, “Yen, wo lick the stamps to 
keep In trim for licking the other fel­
lows." The Amorlcau oaglo scream­
ed, the flag unfurled and the American 
complimented himself upon having pa­
triotically vindicated the dignity at 
Undo Sam by a pertlnont allusion U> 
an humble postage stamp."—National 
Magazine.

El- 
drldge Thomas Gerry, the distinguish­
ed lawyer and philanthropist, is his 
grandfather. In Mrs. Gerry, formerly 
Miss Mathitde Townsend, centers 
much Interesting political history con­

nected with the dawn of the railroad 
importance of the lake country of 
Pennsylvania. Ohio and Illinois, 
through her grandfather’s connection 
with the Pennsylvania system and la­
ter as a member of congress.

An only child of parents who 
idolized her and eventual coheir with 
her cousin, Mrs. Ronalds of New York, 
of the vast estate left by William L. 
Scott of Erie, she was most carefully 
educated at home under npcctally se­
lected teachers. Her childhood and 
girlhood were passed hero, and Wash­
ingtonians feels an especial pride in 
all that relates to her future.

Mr. and Mrs. Gerry were married In 
the spring of 1906, and among the 200 
official guests included the president 
and his wife, as well as 200 out-of­
town gUGBtB.

The Republic State Bank, Id com* 
moo with all other state and national 
banks, received a call for a statement 
of condition at the close of business 
February 4th, and the official publica­
tion appears elsewhere In this depart* 
meat. It was the first call for a state* 
ment since the bank opened for bust* 
ness about two months ago, and the 
showing which is made will be grati­
fying to citizenB generally, while the 
oflicers and stockholders will be priv* 
ileged to include a generous amount 
of pride with their gratification.

Ample capital and good management 
will go far toward maklcg the project 
a permanent factor in the town’s up­
building, but the measure of its suc­
cess will necessarily be dependent up­
on the degree to which citizens gener­
ally avail themselves of the bank's 
facilities. "Trading at home” applies 
to banking just as forclbly as to any 
other line of business.

log about such periods of activity as 
have characterized the property in 
the past dozen years, has never lost 
faith in the property itself and what 
Is more, never expects to lose his 
faith. In a recent letter ho says that 
negotiations are now in progress with 
other parties, looking to a resumption 
of operations and a thorough exploit­
ation of tbo property. Mr. Voegtlin 
is working on the theory that success 
comes to those who "stick," and be 
is prepared to qualify as the original 
"sticker.” As evidence of his faith 
in the ultimate worth of the property 
his expenditures to date would foot 
up close to 85000, which does not in­
clude the expenditure of personal time 
or worry in the past sixteen years. 
In addition to bis plans for resump­
tion on an ordinary mining basis, 
Mr. Voegtlin is also looking into it as 
a concertrating proposition—that is, 
to separate the ore from the rock. A 
process is now being worked out 
whereby it is hoped to effect the sep­
aration at a cost of not to exceed 30 
cents a ton. and from two tons of 
Kloman jasper produce one ton of 
good ore which may run as high as 
65 per cent In metallic iron. To be 
thoroughly successful, the concentra­
tion would have to be done on a large 
scale, and Mr. Voegtlin is endeavor­
ing to Interest,capital so that this may 
be done.

Development of Publicity Methods 
Since Days of “Bellman" or 

“Town Crier."

Our ancestors, before printing was 
Invented, had but one way in which 
to place their wants before the public. 
It was to send round the "bellman," 
or “town crier," a functionary who ex­
isted in every parish in the seven­
teenth century. With the invention of 
printing came an additional aid to pub­
licity. Small hand bills were distrib­
uted in the streets or pasted to the 
church doors or to the posts that, In 
place of curbstones, then separated 
the sidewalks from that part of the 
streets reserved for carts and car­
riages.

In 1622 the “Corantos" of foreign 
news commenced, and on February 1, 
1625-26, appeared the first advertise­
ment in an Engllshd periodical, that 
of a book.

But the advantage of publicity thus 
given to the book was not realized, 
and no other advertisement!can be 
found until the year 1647, when an­
other book was advertised.

In that year Henry Walker adver­
tised a book for a friend In “Perfect 
Occurrences." He and others were 
quick to note the resulting increase 
in the sale of the work, and thus, 
gradually, advertisements crept into 
the periodicals of the days.

In September, 1655, a new state of 
things was created by tbe suppression 
by Cromwell of tbe whole licensed 
press. Marchamont Nedbam, the offi­
cial journalist, at once raised the fee 
for an advertisement in his bi-weekly. 
Ncdham and his friends obtained per­
mission to publish a special periodi­
cal containing only “advices," that 
they termed advertisements.

The fees for one "advice" were 
heavy, and werenot calculated accord­
ing to the length of the entry or the 
space occupied by it in the periodical. 
Persons were charged according to 
their station in life.

From the commencement of the year 
1660 the word “advertisement" took 
the place of tbe old terminology.

When the London Gazette, the first 
paper "half a sheet In folio," print­
ed in two columns on both sides, took 
the place of the older 16 page pamph­
lets, there was obviously no room for 
advertisements. It therefore an­
nounced in June, 1666, that advertise­
ments were not the business of “a 
paper of intelligence" (the first hint 
of the word "newspaper"), and stated 
that It would publish a paper apart for 
all those that were not matters of 
state. Sir Roger L'Estrange at once 
checked this project by issuing a 
pamphlet of advertisements, stating 
that It would appear "fornightly or 
oftener.” This brought the Gazette 
to terms; and after this advertise­
ments frequently appeared in Its lim­
ited space in spite of the announce­
ment made.

A new series of advertising periodi­
cals appeared after this, which have 
not received the attention they de­
serve. Generally entitled The City of 
Mercury; or, Advertisements concern­
ing Trade, they seem to have been 
given away gratis in the streets and 
coffee houses. The first City Mer̂  
cury was issued by Thomas Bromhall.

At the end of the seventeenth cen­
tury advertisements of all kinds be­
came general in the newspapers. They 
were so much recognized to be one 
of the greatest sources of profit to 
the newspaper proprietor that, later 
on. in the year 1728, when the quar­
rel between the- leading coffee house 
keepers of London and the newspaper 
proprietors broke out, the former drew 
the attention of the public to the In­
ordinate amount of space they occu­
pied.

HINTS ON VEGETABLES

WILL BREAK OR SNAP CRISPLY 
WHEN FRESH.
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HE differentiation between these 
two animals is a subject of unusual 

■  interest to the sportsman-natural-
J  ist. To trace the origin of the 

popular misconception that the two 
names are synonymous, a mistake 
to which even some of our best- 
known sportsmen of today must 
plead guilty, we, have to dive Into 
the not always limpid depths of 
early mediaeval history. For the 
event which has probably more to 

do than any other with the promulgation of this 
error was the famous hunt given by Charlemagne 
to the ambassadors of Haroun-al-Ilashld In the 
dank Hercyian woods that surrounded bis hunt­
ing lodge, Heristaltum. According to the original 
account by tho monk Egiuhard of St. Gall, the 
aurochs were of such terror-instilling appearance 
to the men from the east that they could Dot 
even bear the sight of them, and fled from the 
emperor's side. The latter, attacked by tho fierc­
est of these monsters, missed tho vital spot, 
with the result that before brave lsambart could 
•lay It the emperor was slightly wounded In the 
thigh and had his nether garment tom into 
shreds. Rushing to his side, the assembled cour­
tiers offered to divert themselves of their own 
hose, but the emperor laughingly rejected their 
offers, declaring that he Intended to show him­
self in his sorry plight to the fair Hildegarde. 
who was a great huntress herself. Needless to 
say, this adventure proved a mediaeval “scoop" 
of the gaudiest kind, but in the course of un­
numbered retellings the aurochs became a wi­
sent, as was called the European bison, and since 
that time a perplexing confusion has reigned be­
tween these two animals. That the true aurochs, 
which became extinct three hundred years ago, 
was an entirely different animal from the bison, 
whose name, alas! la also on the Hat of animals 
about to share the auroch s fate, is now a fact 
known to all scientific men. To the writer the 
poor old bison's pathetic fate appeals more par­
ticularly, for when shooting In the Rockies In 
the seventies of last century he still saw them In 
herds of ten thousand. Rut as the men who can 
claim to have seen the same marvellous sight 
will before long follow these lordly Inhabitants 
of the wilds to the happy hunting grounds, the 
study of the past history of these two species 
has for somo people unusual attractions. And 
not the leart Interesting phase of it Is the col­
lecting of pictures made at a time when both 
beasts were still roaming over the “wastes of 
the earth," or had but recently disappeared.

Of the earliest of all pictures of what was prob­
ably meant to be the bison, an Interesting arti­
cle which recently appeared In an illustrated week­
ly, In which the roof pictures In the Altamtra 
Gave were reproduced, gave one a capital Idea.
After a gap of untold centuries we reach the 
various pictorial records left to us by the chis­
els, gravers or brushes of the classic ages.
Among those who have made Important discov­
eries respecting the distribution of tho aurochs.
Professor Conrad Keller, the well-known Zurich 
Ecologist, occupies • prominent place. His dis­
coveries in the ruins of the ancient palace of 
King Minos In Crete of no fewer than sixteen 
born-cores and one skull of what unquestionably 
was the original wild ox of Europe, or aurochs, 
show that It lived there at one period, and that 
the famous legend of the mlnolaur has a sub­
stratum of truth. From his pages we borrow an 
Illustration of an Important fresco In Knossos de­
pleting an aurochs In the act of impaling a help- 
losslooklng victim, while a bold bull fighter is 
actually turning a somersault over the back of 
the beast, a third, possibly female, looker-on at­
tempting to aclr.e the bull's tall, tho scene belug 
probsbly enacted In an arena It Is possible that 
the Theseus story came from the slaughter of 
captives In such exhibitions. Several other pic­
tures have boon recently discovered which be­
long to the Minos period, I. e., between 2000 and 
1600 R. C. Professor Keller's highly Instructive 
writings contain many other Illustrations of Ros 
prlmlfenlus.

Skipping tens of centuries, we reach the Ree­
ntries, the most ancient of which originated In 
the period we touched at the outset when speak­
ing of Charlemagne's aurochs-hunt. These ex­
ceedingly primitive pictorial records do not add 
much to our Information; “the choice hurts one." 
as Germans describe that state of uncertainty In 
regard to what the monastic artists meant to 
represent by their crude attempts. Skipping a 
few more centuries, we at last reach, In the be­
ginning of the fifteenth century, fairly Intelligent 
accounts of the animal's habitat, and are fur­
nished with drawings presenting features suffi­
ciently distinct to Indicate, even to eyes accus­
tomed to photographic accuracy, the Identity of 
the animal the picture means to represent.

Very curious Is the circumstance, to which, 
by the way. nobody has so far drawn attention, 
that none of the French sporting hooks of the 
fourteenth and fifteenth centurion, such ss “Roy 
Modus." “Gaston Phoebus," “Once de la Ru'gne"
And "Fontainss-Guerin." mentions either the
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aurochs or the bison by so much as a word. As 
the authors of theso classics were great sports­
men and close observers, this would support tbe 
theory that both these animals had already tbeu 
become quite extinct In western Europe.

In the sixteenth century, when Europe, so far 
as art was concerned, had at last been aroused 
from Its mediaeval stupor by the Invention of 
printing, and an extraordinary demand had 
sprung up for pictorial matter Illustrating re­
cent exploration of new worlds and the various 
forms of the chase, there were produced quite a 
number of pictures of the aurochs by artists, 
very few of whom had ever set eyes upon a live 
wild specimen, though they may have seen cap­
tive ones. Tho one artist of whom we positively 
know that he had before him At least a stuffed 
specimen was the Viennese engraver Augustin 
Hlrschvogel (born in Nurnborg about 1503), who 
Illustrated the famous travol book of Raron Her- 
beriteln, tbe authority most frequently quoted in 
connection with tho aurochs, for he was absolute­
ly the last intelligent observer who saw the beast 
In Its wild state, and left pictorial records of his 
Impressions. Ilerbersteln was gifted with pres­
cient eyes, for he foresaw that the aurochs was 
doomed to speedy extinction. Hence on his sev- 
era! expeditions to the unknown Interior of Rus­
sia as the ambassador, first of Emperor Maxi­
milian In 1516-18, then on many different occa­
sions ss Charles V.*« and Ferdinand's emissary, 
he made notes shout It. and. what was much more 
Important, actually brought back with him some 
skins and skulls, which he had mounted In bis 
house In Vienna, and from which Hlrachvogel 
probably drew hls celebrated picture of the 
aurochs. To differentiate he drew next to It a 
picture of a bison. As those two "portraits." 
which hsvs been published scores of times, will 
be familiar to all Interested In this matter, we 
will merely quote the Inscriptions placed by Iler­
bersteln over the two pictures for It Is s per­
fectly correct differentiation. The picture of the 
bison has the following: “I am a Rlsnn. am 
called by the Poles a Ruber, by the Germans a 
Rlsont or Damthler, and by the Ignorant an 
aurochs." Over the woodcut of the aurochs: “t 
am an tints which la called by the Poles \  Tur. 
by ths Germans an Aurochs and until now by 
the Ignorant a Bison." The Inscriptions In Jhe 
various editions—Herbersteln's volume appeared 
In several languages—vary trifltngly. but tbo 
above, which are taken from the edition of 1566. 
give the sense In the best form.

Shortly after Herbersteln the Flemish painter 
Rtradanus. who lived and worked for over fifty 
years In Florence (from 1653 to 1605), produced 
a drawing of an aurochs engaged In a terrific 
struggle In an arena where he was matched 
against a lion, two wolves and a bear This 
original drawing Is not the least Interesting of 
the twenty odd ancient pictures of the aurochs 
In the writer’s collection In 1578 the Antwerp 
publisher Philip Gslle published this and one 
hundred* and three other sporting drawings bv 
the Florentine master, and underneath each of 
the engravings there Is s Latin Inscription The 
one under tbe plate reproducing the drawing

runs: “Some great lords are looking on at a spec­
tacle In tbe arena. A furious Ron with revening 
fang and claws tears some wild beasts. He lays 
the wolves low and defeats the ‘Taurus' in a strug­
gle, while tbe bear cowers away In terror.” Wheth­
er the artist ever wltnessd such a struggle In an 
arena cannot be ascertained; but It Is quite possi­
ble, considering their great popularity during the 
sixteenth and seventeenth centuries. The blasts

were caught In pitfalls and 
transported great distances. 
The likeness Is not a bad 
one, and In the above col­
lection of prints there are 
three other pictures of 
aurochs, and a fifth deplet­
ing the lassoing of the bu- 
balus on the Island of Sar­
dinia. A contemporary and 
countryman of Stradanus. 
one Hans Bol. produced 
also an Interesting engrav­
ing of an aurochs hunt 
which forms the second 
print of hls attractive little 
set entitled, "Venatlonls, 
Piflcattonls. et Aucupll 
typlpublished In 1582 by 
the same enterprising Ant­
werp publishers that gave 
the world the last-named 
collection. Beneath the au­
rochs picture we read. In 
Latin elegiac couplets: 
"Thus with darts, swords, 
and light arrows men every­
where drive the horned 
aurochs Into pits." A rath­

er similar print was produced fourteen years 
after bmy the Numberg engraver, Johann 81b- 
macher, who etched nine other sporting plates. 
Then follow. In rapid succession, half a dozen 
"portraits" by Tempesta, the pupil of Stradanus. 
one of which prints we reproduce. It shows In 
what awe the gigantic wild bull was held, for it 
depicts a formidable-looking machine wherewith 
the bull could be attacked and brought down. 
Tempesta's pictures need not be taken seriously, 
for hls Roman “studio" was nothing but a work­
shop where apprentice hands turned out a vast 
mass of prints of little or no value In an enquiry 
of this sort. Ills English contemporary of the 
pen, Edward Topsoil, in hls Illustrated natural 
history hodge-podge called the “Hlstorie of Fours- 
Footed ReaHtcs" (1C07) only added to tho exist­
ing confusion. "A Bison," ho says, “is a beast 
very strange as may appear by his figure pre­
fixed which by many authors Is taken for Urus, 
some for a Bugle or wild oxe, others, for a 
Rangifer, and many for the beast Tarantus or 
Ruffe." And. to show that he really meant what 
he said, he affixes a picture of what is unmistak­
ably a reindeer! Fortunately, however, he adds, 
as pictures of the bison and of the aurochs, re­
plicas of the two prints by Hlrschvogel out of 
Herbersteln's "Rerum Moscovlticarum Com men- 
tsrli,” which, as we have already mentioned, are 
among the most correct representations pub­
lished at s period when the aurochs still existed.

In England, tbe bellf that th aurochs mas a 
bison-llke creature continued throughout th# 
eighteenth century. The picture taken from Ram­
us] Clarke’s “Julius Caesar," published In 1712, 
■hows what extraordinary ignorance still pre­
vailed. the animal with antlers like an inverted 
umbrella being a bison, or Ros germanus, and 
ths beast in the center an aurochs. The graver 
of Holzab of Zurich, continues the misconcep­
tion; Indeed, goes one better, for tho bison Is 
here turned Into an "American aurochs" Of 
numerous other Illustrations of our two beasts, 
we have not the space to speak at length. Ons 
of the most characteristic of the latter type Is 
the so-called Hamilton Bmlth picture of the au­
rochs. This is a painting, dating, It 1s believed, 
from the first quarter of the sixteenth century, 
discovered In Augsburg not quite a hundred 
years ago. This painting hss mysteriously dis­
appeared. but an accurate copy was made. For 
the first “modern" picture of the bison that ap­
peared In England we have also to go to Ger­
man sources, and, strangely enough, to the same 
city, for It was Augsburg's most famous animal 
painter, Rldlnger (1607-17871, who drew the first 
life-like picture. A countryman of hls, one J. R 
Muller, who lived many years In London, engrav­
ed, In 17f»f. a fine set of plates representing wild 
animals after Rldlnger s drawings from nature. 
Among them Is one of the bison, called by him 
the buffalo, and underneath Is a lengthy and 
fairly correct description In English, which he 
alio copied from Rldlnger Rut this and other 
Isnlnted efforts have not entirely prevented the 
dissemination of the old mistake, for living au 
thorltles sMIl tell us, quite seriously, ‘.bat ths; 
have gr&Mcd aurochs.

New Recipes for the Preparation of
Various Vegetables That Are Well 

Worth Trying—Suggestions 
in Cooking.

A good dlgeBtiou waits on appetite. 
Fresh vegetables will break or snap 
crisply. To cook vegetables, put Into 
boiling water, slightly salted, aud boll 
steadily until done. After they are 
done, drain at once.

Dressing for Green or Wax Beans, 
Cauliflower or Kohlrabi—Half cup of 
sour cream, yolk of one egg, one small 
teaspoon flour, small lump butter, a 
little nutmeg, half cup of water from 
the vegetables, which should be boil­
ed in sail water. Stir together in 
sauco pan and cook gently to pn-veut 
curdling. Add salt If necessary.

Potatoes—Peel and cut into small 
squares, or pieces of equal size, ruw 
potatoes; slice In one-fourth as much 
onion, two greenf peppers, and udd 
boiling water to cook. When nearly 
done add a little sweet milk, salt and 
pepper and a liberal piece of butter. 
Thicken with little flour ruble d In 
milk or butter. They will bo ready 
iu 15 minutes.

Scalloped Tomatoes—Pour off near- 
ly all the juice from a can of toma­
toes; put a layer of bread crumbs In 
the bottom of buttered dish, then a 
layer of tomatoes seasoned with pep­
per and salt and a little butter uDd 
sugar; continue till dish Is full, fin­
ishing with bread crumbs; cover and 
bake until hot, then remove cover 
and brown.

Cauliflower and Cheese—Cook cauli­
flower In salted water, cover with 
drawn butter sauce, then with ground 
eastern cheese or parinesan and place 
In a hot oven until cheese is browu- 
ed a little.

Baked Onions—Roil until tender, 
drain and cut In halves or leave wholo 
If preferred; put in a dish, pour over 
them a cup of cream or milk; sprinkle 
with salt, cover top with crucker 
crumbs, cut tablespoon of butter In 
small pieces, put over top and put into 
quick oven and brown.

Fried Celery.—Roil until nearly ten­
der, then dip into a mixture of egg 
and bread crumbs and fry lu butter 
or oil. Serve hot.

j Creamed Cabbage—Take a firm 
! head of cabbage, chop rather tine and 

cook In salted water from a half to 
three-quarters of an hour; drain off 
water, put in a piece of butter, sea­
son and pour over enough cream or 
milk to almost cover cabbage; beat 

j to boiling point and serve. This will 
be found a very nice way of cooking 

I cabbage, and many who do not like 
cabbage relish it when prepared in 
this manner.

8tuffed Egg Plant—Cut tbe egg 
plant in half; remove Inside, leaving 
shell one-fourth Inch thick; boll the 
Inside when tender, add one large 
tablespoon bread crumbB, a little chop­
ped onion, a tiny bit of garlic and a 
small piece of butter; season with 
salt aud pepper; fill shells with tbe 
mixture, spriukle bread crumbs and 
grated cheese over tops and bake 
about 20 minutes. One egg added to 
every two egg plants Is a great Im­
provement.

8tuffed Chill Peppers—Tako a half 
dozen large, green peppers and brown 
on top of stove; when done peel care­
fully and make a stuffing of cold meat 
chopped fine; add a small piece of 
onion and tomato, chopped, a little 
thyme, parsley and salt; then fry. 
When done, stuff tho chills; mako a 
thin batter of flour and two eggs, dip 
tbe chills In butter and fry In hot 
lard like doughnuts. When brown, ar­
range In a dish and make a sauce of 
browned flour and pour over them.

Canned Corn Fritters.
Empty the contents of a can of corn 

Into a colander, run cold water over 
It to rinse off the liquid In which It 
was cooked, and thus rid It of the 
tinny taste, then crop the corn fine. 
Mix with two cupfuls of this a cup 
fui of milk, to which you have added 
a pinch of soda, a tablospoonful of 
melted butter, two beuten eggs, two 
tablnipoonfuls of flour and salt and 
pepper to taste. Drop by the spoon­
ful Into boiling fat, drain on brown 
paper laid In a colander and serve 
hot

Spaghetti su Orstln.
Roll a half-pound of spaghetti In 

salted water until it Is tender about 
twenty minutes should suffice--(ake 
it from the fire, drain, And mix with 
It a half cupful of your chicken 
stock, a tablospoonful of butter, pep 
per and salt to taste and turn Into a 
large bake dish or Into Individual 
capples. fltrew grated cheese thickly 
over tho top, set In tho oven long 
enough to brown, and serve.

Apple 8now.
Prepare apples as you would for 

sauce, cook, and when cool put 
through squeezer, sweeten and flavor 
to taste, then take the whites of two 
eggs and beat to a stiff froth, then 
beat the apples In gradually with the 
beaten whites. When together beat 
for five minutes until It appears like 
a white foam. This la mixed with 
boiled custard.

Tutti-Frutti Candy,
Three cups of sugar, ono rup o 

butter and one cup of milk should b< 
boiled together for 29 minutes, thei 
beaten ss for fudge. Add to fhi 
one cup of chopped walnuts, on<-quu> 
ter pound of chopped figs end on* 
eighth pound of chopped caadlei 
*; Tries. Cool In buttered pans.

THE BAROMETER OF THE POST 
OFFICE, THE READING OF 
WHICH SHOWS WESTERN 
CANADA’S GROWTH.

Several of Western Canada news­
papers coining to band during the 
last part of tho year 1912 contained 
Items of news such as the following* 
speaking of the Christmas work in 
the postofflee:

"Other years have been heavy and 
the employees have had plenty of op­
portunity of learning what It was to 
work overtime, but tbe past has bad 
nothing equal to the present. Forty 
extra men have been employed (In 
Winnipeg), and mall trains have been 
run special. The Increuso In tho mall 
this year has been duo to tho enor­
mous Influx of peopio Into Western 
Canada during the season* and also 
the general prosperity which tbe 
prairie provinces have enjoyed. To 
tho latter cause has been duo tho 
heavy increase In tho oumher of pur 
cols which have been shipped to tho 
old country ami Eastern Cunada."

Tbe above extract taken from a 
Winnipeg paper gives a fair Idea of 
tho great work that the Canadian 
postofilces have had all through tho 
western prairies. During tho past 
year hundreds of new postofflcea woro 
established, many of them at remote 
points from the railway* but all forced 
upon tbe country on account of tho 
new settlements that have taken 
place during the year. It Is said of 
the Canadian government that In Its 
Immigration and settlement policy 
there Is nothing left undone to tako 
care of tho people and thclr welfare, 
whether It be In the new town along 
a new line of railway or In the re­
motest bamleL This solicitude and 
care are not confined to the postof* 
flee, but with every branch that has 
to do with organizing new districts. 
Bridges have been built, roads con­
structed, the district policed, and » 
dozen other things have to bo done 
and are done. Is It any wonder that 
with tho splendid land, the high 
yielding land, the land that Is free to 
the homesteader or open to purchase 
at reasonable prices from tho railway 
and land companies, that the Cana­
dian Immigration records for 1912 
will show arrivals of upwards of 
400,000, one-half of this being from the 
United States. The new literature 
being sent out by the immigration 
branch at Ottawa, and its agencies 
throughout tho United States deals 
with many of the rew and Interesting 
features tflat will mark the work of 
that branch for tho year 1913.—Ad­
vertisement.
