John Quincy Adams Dead

John Quincy Adame, for forty years 
a resident of Negaunee and during 
that period one of tbe most prominent 
attorneys of the Upper Peninsula, oc­
cupying high place In legal, political 
and business circles, died early Tues­
day morning at the family borne, 
Hast Case street, aged 75 years. Im­
pairment of health led to Mr. Adams' 
practical retirement from the practice 
of bis profession some ten years ago, 
and during the past few years bis con­
dition kept him quite closely oonfioed 
to bis home, but while It was realized 
that the end might come at almost 
any moment, there was oothiog on 
Monday to indicate Its approach, be 
having been about the bouse as usual 
that day. Shortly after midnight, 
however, be experienced a sinking 
spell, and the family physician, Dr. 
H. W. Sheldon, was summoned. 
Ministrations wblchhad hitherto been 
successful in restoring heart action 
after similar attacks proved unavail­
ing this time, and at 4:30 a. m. Mr. 
Adams passed quietly away.

Mr. Adams was born in Cornwall, 
Conn., November 2nd, 1837, and came 
of Revolutionary ancestry, bis father, 
Samuel Adams, having been born in 
Westerly, R. I., just four days before 
the signing of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence; while his grandfather serv­
ed as a privateer in the war with Eng­
land and met death In an engagement 
with a British man-of war. Few who 
knew Mr, Adams in mature years and 
admired his thorough yet easy com­
mand of words could realize that bis 
early education was limited to that 
furnished by the district school and 
that this training coded before be was 
10 years of age. Equally difficult of 
realization to those familiar with bis 
rather frail frame of latter years was 
the fact that in his youth Mr. Adams 
did many a full day’s work on the 
farm—and a man’s work, at that. 
His father was a farmer and the 
young man had to do bis full sbareln 
the home fields as well as take a day's 
work elsewhere when opportunity of­
fered. Thus it was nothing unusual 
for him to swing a farmer’s cradle 
upon bis shoulder, tramp three miles 
to a field of oats, put in a full ten 
hours at the task of cradling, and 
finally foot the three homeward miles 
with a full consciousness that he bad 
earned every cent of the $1.25 which 
was his wage.

As he became older, Mr. Adams se­
cured employment in the drug store 
of J. M. Gardiner at West Cornwall, 
remaining there three years. He then 
purchased the business, conducting it 
for two years. Severe illness impelled 
Mr. Adams to sell the store to Charles 
M. Gardiner, a son of bis former em­
ployer. It was mure than a year, 
during which period he underwent a 
surgical operation, before Mr. Adams 
was able to get to work agalo, and 
about this time came a call for volun­
teers for the Civil War. The Revolu­
tionary blood in his veins prevailed 
against the advice of friends, who re­
alized that he was only beginning to 
recuperate physically, and Mr. Adams 
unlisted in Co. C., Thirteenth Con­
necticut Infantry, only to meet rejec­
tion for physical reasons when the 
time came for the company to be act­
ually mustered into service. Not to 
be denied some participation in the 
nation's struggle, Mr. Adams there­
upon joined the-company as cook and 
remained at the froot until the middle 
of 1802, when severe illness compelled 
return to bis nothern home,

After recovering his strength Mr. 
Adams found work first as a farm 
hand and subsequently in a shear fac­
tory. Ever seeking an opportunity 
to improve his prospects and always 
keen for participation in public affairs, 
he joined a debating soolcly aud his 
work In this organization attracted 
the attention of George Wheaton, an 
attorney, who gave the young man 
scoess to bis office and library for 
evening study. In this oauner Mr. 
Adams acquired his legal education, 
meanwhile seourlog a position as 
teacher In a country echeol twelve 
miles from bis home, making the 
woek-eud journeys ufoot. He was ad­
mitted to the bar at LitohUeld, Conn., 
I a April, 1807, and bcoame a law part­
ner of the Mr. Wheaton who bad aid­
ed him in his studies. Upou the death 
of Mr. Wheaton half a year later. Mr. 
Adame continued to practloe in West 
Cornwall until 1872, wheo he deter­
mined to verify the tales which came 
“back East" uf the wonderful mining 
district which was being developed In 
the Lake Superior country.

Mr. Adams opened bis law office In 
Negaunee In the spring of 1872 and 
qulokly won recognition as one of the 
moet able attorneys In Northern Mich, 
igan. Advancement politically was 
coincident with bis progress in the law 
and lu 1874 he was elected a circuit

court commissioner. Election as pro­
secuting attorney of Marquettecounty 
followed two years later, and he con­
tinued to serve the people In this ca­
pacity until be was elected a represen­
tative in the Michigan Legislature for 
the two year term beginning in 1883. 
He also served as city attorney 
of Negaunee for a number of 
years and was a district delegate to 
the Republican national convection In 
1802.

Through his legal services to men 
engaged, in mining, Mr. Adams him­
self became Identified with the Indus­
try, his partnership with James F. 
Foley In the fall of 1679 being hts first 
active participation in this new field 
of endeavor. Tbelr explorations led 
to the development of the Milwaukee 
mine, the sale of which two years 
later brought $100,000. Mr. Adams 
was afterward actively Interested to 
the grouping and sale of Borne of the 
"east range" properties to the Scbles- 
inger syndicate toward tbeclose of the 
80‘s, the sale price of the combined 
mineral areas running close to three- 
quarters of a million dollars. He al­
so bad part in the sale of the Volun­
teer property on the Cascade range as 
well as In other Important mining 
transfers io the district.

Soon after taking up residence in 
Negaunee Mr. Adams became a mem­
ber of the Masonic fraternity and in 
subsequent years be progressed 
through succeeding degrees until he 
bad attained the thirty-second, in De- 
Witt Clinton Consistory, Grand Rap­
ids. In the course of bis many years’ 
Masonic connections he had held nu­
merous high offices, Including that of 
illustrious potentate of the Mystic 
Shrine. During Mr. Adams' long 
confinement to >bls home, frequent 
visits from lodge brethren, as well as 
from friends and associates of other 
aod busier years, served to keep him 
in cluse touch with men and affairs 
up to thpday of his death.

Mr. Adams was married in 1858 to 
Miss Sophronla A. Owen, a daughter 
of Rufus Owen, of Sharon, Conn. Be­
sides the widow, Mr. Adame is sur­
vived by one son, Eugene W. Adams, 
who has bad the direction of the In­
surance business of John Q. Adams Sc 
Son for a number of years past,

Funeral services were conducted at 
the home yesterday afternoon by Rev. 
Hartley Cansfleld,pastor of the Mitch­
ell Methodist Episcopal church. At 
the conclusion of these services the 
Masonic fraternity took charge and 
escorted the remains to the Negaunee 
cemetery, where they were committed 
to earth with the rites of the fraternity.

Mrs. John Stewart Dead

Mrs. Rose Stewart, wife of John 
Stowart, died at 4o’clook Wednesday 
morning at the family home in East 
Peck street. Mrs. Stewart sustained 
a severe fall some months ago'and 
never regained her physical streogth, 
Her maiden name was Rose Kinney 
and she was bornln cbe County Mayo, 
Irelaod, January 1st, 1840, so that she 
was a little over 73 years of age at 
the time of her death. She went to 
Canada when she was 20 years old 
and on August 0th, 1807 she was mar­
ried to John Stewart. The family 
came to Marquette two years later and 
after a comparatively brief residence 
at the Morgan location settled In Ne. 
gaunee, the family thus belog number­
ed among the city's oldest residents. 
Besides her husband, Mrs. Stewart Is 
survived by four children: Mrs. James 
Gaffney, John and James Stewart and 
Mrs. A. F. Wtllman. The funeral 
wai held this morning, servioes being 
conducted at Bt. Paul's Catholic 
Church at 9 o'clock and Interment be­
ing In the family lot In theNegaunee 
cemetery. The pallbearers were N. 
Laugblln, Anthony Lavelle, M. Kelly, 
J, T. Burns, John Manning and T. J. 
Flynn. ____ _

Negiunce Highi Win

JJy defeating the Marquutte bight 
last Friday evening, Negaunee Is In 
the running for tbe Marquette county 
championship. The game wai played 
at the Negaunee High School gym­
nasium aod wus one of the fastest 
gamut of basketball ever seen to the 
local gymDatium. Tbe final score 
stood 26 to 20 In favor of Negaunee, 
although the Negaunee boys were out­
played during the Urst half of tbe 
contest.

Tho Marquette lads started out with 
a remarkable burst of speod aod clear­
ly outplayed their opponents for half 
of the contest, tbe score registering 
15 to 9 In Marquette's favor. During 
the second half a different story is 
told. Negauoee "came together" as 
a team and by remarkably fait ball 
■ucoeeded lo amassing a total of sev­
enteen additional polots to their op­
ponents five. There was a large at­
tendance of spectators. Following 
the game danclug was indulged In.

Negaunee*s “ White Way”

The making of Iron and adjacent 
streets in the business district a 
"white way" at night is close at hand. 
The luminous arc lamps, on orna­
mental Iron posts, which also serve 
in most Instances to support the street 
railway trolley suspension wires, 
have been installed, and just as soon 
as minor mechanical adjustments 
have been madu tbe "white way" will 
become a reality. Non-arrival of some 
■mall but important parts of the ma­
chinery delayed putting the new lamps 
Into service for a few nights, but the 
city’s electrical foroe effected tempor­
ary connections and the lamps were 
given an initial "try-out" Wednes­
day evening. Some provoking 
"grounds" prevented tbe lamps from 
gaining their rated brilliancy and 
steadiness, but the public was never­
theless able to gain an idea of tbe 
Illumination that is in store for Iron 
street. The present defects are such 
as can hardly be escaped in the instal­
lation of a battery of new lights and 
they will be quickly located and rem­
edied, after which there is not likely 
to be any interference with the regu­
larity of the service.

Tbe new lamps are of the "lumin­
ous arc" type supplied by the General 
Electric Company, and each is 1000 
candle power. They differ from the 
old style arc streetlamps particular­
ly io their freedom from tbe "glare" 
which was formerly a necessary ac­
companiment of a high-powered lamp. 
An important factor in toniog the 
rays without affecting tfieir projective 
power is the opal diffusing globe 
which is used. Tbe globe Itself is 
unique in design and it is of sufficient 
density to become perfectly filled with 
light, thus forming a secondary source 
of soft white light of high efficiency 
and low Intrinsic brilliancy, the arc 
being invisible. Due to this remark­
able diffusion of the rays, no shadows 
are cast upon sidewalk or buildings. 
In addition to giving a downward 
sweep of the light, sufficient rays are 
projected at higher angles to Illumin­
ate tbe facades aod cornices of build­
ings, an important factor In securing 
ideal street Illumination. This is 
particularly true of Iron street, for 
tbe "dip" In tbe thoroughfare makes 
it necessary to have some Illumination 
of the buildings themselves, aB well 
as tbe walks and roadway, if proper 
conception of tbe street as a whole is 
to be gained.

Coincident with increased efficiency 
In night lighting comes an Improved 
appearance of the physical elements 
of tne lighting system when viewed 
duriDg the day, for instead of mid-air 
suspended lamps, with dangling wire 
connections to bare wooden poles at 
the curb line, tbe straight iron pole 
aod the lamp which it carries ou an 
ornamental bracket is by no means 
unattractive in the daytime, nor aro 
tbe trolley suspension wires unduly 
obtrusive. Ease of access to all work­
ing parts is a characteristic of the 
new system. Within tbe lamp, tbe 
Illuminating arc Is struck between a 
stationary copper upper electrode, 
which Is practically noo-consumlog, 
and a movable magnetite lower elec­
trode burning under normal up-draft 
conditions. This lower electrode 
feeds through a metal cono which as­
sists In directing tbe up-draft aud keep­
ing the arc stream steady. The trim­
ming and cleaning operation is quick­
ly aod easily accomplished, it not be­
ing ncoessury to remove the globe. 
Thu life of tho upper electrode is 3000 
hours; the lower, over 100 hours, tbe 
cost of "trimming," as compared with 
ordinary illuminating systems, thus 
being materially reduced. The high 
Illuminating efficiency permits wider 
spacing of lumps upon the street, yet 
with no more consumption of power.

Besides twenty of the new lamps, 
whose poles will also form supports 
for the street railway trolley lioe«, 
there will bo an individual ornament­
al pole light on Silver street and an­
other on Lincoln near the hose bouse: 
and three more of similar type and 
efficiency, but suspension mounted, 
located respectively at the corner of 
Pioneer uveoue and Main street, and 
un Gold aud Silver streets near the 
railroad station. As soou as the ser­
vice is in complete working order a 
photograph of the night illuminations 
will be takeu, comparison with a sim­
ilar photograph takeu during the 
daytime havlog been found to be 
tbe nest method of determining wheth­
er tbe electrical product is up to its 
rated efficiency.

For an­
other time the attention of archae­
ologists and students of antiquity 
Is focused on this little spot, the 
most easterly of the Polynesian 
group of islands. Here, in the vast 
south Pacific ocean, lies this isle, 
volcanic In character, only 42 
square miles In area, a mere speck 

of land, about one-fourth the size of Barbados, 
and yet surrounded by a charm of mystery pos­
sessed by few places In the world.

The Island merged Into the clear light of his­
tory early In the eighteenth century, when It wai 
discovered by the Dutch captain. Jacob Rogge- 
veen, in 1722. Ho gave to the Island its present 
name in commemoration of the day on which 
land was sighted. Some 50 years later It was 
“rediscovered** by some Spanish sailors. From 
that time to the present day Easter Island has 
been visited, explored, and studied by noted 
travelers, scientists, and investigators from alt 
lands, and it promises to afford these opportuni­
ties for expeditions for years to come.

Geographically considered, It lies 27 degrees 30 
minutes south of the equator, so that it is not 
actually within the tropics. Its position la about 
2,000 miles from the mainland of South America, 
and 1,400 miles distant from its nearest neigh­
bor, the Pitcairn Islands Within its limited 
area, triangular In shape, there are three craters 
of extinct volcanoes, one of them nearly 2,000 feet 
high. Some of the soil Is fertile, and the Island 
appears to have been wooded at one time, for 
decayed trunks of considerable size are still 
found:, now. however, there thrive only a few 
bushes from 10 to 12 feet high. The natives 
grow many sorts of tropical fruits, including 
bananaa, eugar cane, and sweet potatoes. Goata, 
fowl, sheep and a fair number of cattle are reared 
by the few hundred Inhabitants, the sole dwellers 
of today in that mystic land. The climate Is 
not unlike that of Madeira, with one wet and one 
dry season. The water supply consists of some 
brackish springs by the seashore and pools In­
side the craters of the volcanoes. All in all, 
however, the Island Is considered salubrious and 
healthful.

The chief Interest of the Island Is to be found 
In the wonderful statues and other amazing 
archaeological remains lu Its narrow and con­
fined expanse it encompasses a mystery of vast 
proportions—an eglma that has taxed the in­
genuity of ectentlsts quite ns much as did of old 
t^e far-famed riddle of the Rphlnx In this tiny 
island is a remarkable display of hundreds of 
sculptured statues, colossal In size, and erected 
upon Cyclopean masonry: stone houses over 100 
feet In length with waits six feet in thickness 
built like forts; and tablets curiously Inscribed 
with hieroglyphics in no way resembling any­
thing else In the world, doubtless the written 
lungtiage of the ancient Inhabitants, but oue to 
«hlrh tiie key has been lost

Kemuiknble ns nil of these ruins are from the 
strangeness of their nppeurance, the greatest In­
terest iiruJ the greatest problem which they pre­
sent to us is the story Mint they might tell of the 
vanished civilization which erected them. That 
they are of prehistoric -origin can not be ques­
tioned, hut whô r̂ Vo the builders of these won­
derful specimens? Wh.it race of men or gianta 
carved and placed in their present position the 
titanic stone heads that stand out In lonely ma­
jesty amid the barren wastes of this lonely little 
isle? Whence came these ancient workers in 
•tone, and whither have they gone? What tools 
did they use to execute Uiene singular statues 
and buildings, and In what epoch did they per 
form these curiosities?

Such fascinating questions and many others 
equally pertinent present themselves to ths 
student, but. alas, the answer is yet to be had. 
Archaeologists must continue for a while longer 
to delve among the enshrouded mysteries of 
these ruins before they ran reveal the true story 
of this world's wonderland. At present the chap­
ters which have been written on the subject are 
comparatively few In number, and not conspicu­
ously definite in context. Conjectures are at
many as there are explorers, and the number of 
opinions ventured varies tn the huiiw* ratio Prog­
ress. as In all matters of science, is necessarily 
slow Rut let us stop for s moment to examine 
these statues, and platforms, and relics, which 
b*va excited ths slndsat world, and to set wbat

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they are made of and how they were wrought
Uy actual count there have been found no lees 

than 650 of these images, most of which art cut 
out of gray trachitlc lava. Of this number, 40 are 
standing Inside the crater of one of the vol­
canoes, and as many more outside, at the foot of 
the slope, where they were placed ready for re­
moval to the different platforms. These statues, 
morover, represent various stages of formation- 
some of them finished, others nearly completed, 
and still others barely commenced. In size they 
range from 3 or 4 feet to nearly 80 feet In length. 
The largest Image, found In an unfinished state, 
measures 70 feet In length; tbs smallest Is UtUs 
short of 3 feet In length. Although these figures 
rauge In size from the colossus of 70 feet down 
to the pigmy of 8 feet, they clearly are all of the 
same type and general characteristics. The bead 
la long and the eyes close under ths heavy 
brows; the nose large, low bridged, and very 
broad at the nostrils; ths upper lip short, and 
the lips pouting. The head is nearly always tilt­
ed backward. The lower part of the fact la broad 
and heavy, but Imperfectly formed, tbs ears are 
long and pendant. The forms generally ended at 
the shoulders or at the waist, very little work 
being done below these points. One of the lesser 
ststues has been brought to the National Museum 
at Washington, I). C , while another Is on exhibi­
tion at the British Museum In London.

The striking feature about these figures Is ths 
strange facial expressions described as “pro­
foundly solemn." “disdainful,** und with “look of 
supercilious scorn "

The head was in all cates rut flat on top to 
accommodate an Immense crown of red vesicular 
tuff, many of which were found at a crater eight 
miles distant from the cone, where the statues 
(lioiiiselvci were formed. Mubsequent discoveries 
on the Island have brought to light headdresses of 
real feathers, made up as crowns, coronets, and 
other shapes. Thu finding of these feather deco- 
tlons which were used for ceremonial purposes 
has given strength to the belief that the immense 
stone crowns which were superimposed on ths 
heads of the statues were Intended to represent 
these feathered ornaments.

How these immense statues were cut out of 
their position inside the crater of the volcano and 
transported several miles to their respective 
platforms Is one of the mysteries left for us to 
puzzle over. As for tools, s rude form of stone 
chisel Is the only kind of ancient Implement thus 
far found.

It la also remarkable that of the many hun­
dreds of Images scattered throughout the Island 
there Is but one that stands In Its original posi­
tion upon a platform, while the others srs heed­
lessly strewn about. To some this fact seems 
conclusive proof that work on these huge pro­
ductions ceased suddenly. Rut wbat caused the 
work to be so suddenly arrested? Did some vol­
canic eruption overtake the Island? Buch s con­
jecture Is, Indeed, not unreasonable, for closer 
Investigation shows that some of the largest 
statues are burled to the neck in ash and scoria. 
But who can say with certainty?

Viewing tbs relics on tbs Island In thsJr an-

tirety, however, one is Impressed with the toe* 
that when they were carried out a large popula­
tion of skilled men must have concentrated upon 
the task. But where did thla large population 
come from? Were Easter Island a continental 
land with ease of access, such an ample labor 
supply might have been available. But Ita geo­
graphic position precludes thla possibility. There­
fore another explanation must be sought Now, 
nearly all studenta agree upon one point, and 
that Is that the present territorial limitations of 
the place could not have harbored a very large 
number of Inhabitants. First, there is no ade­
quate water supply; and, secondly, there la not 
the area from which to win a sufficient food 
supply. This, then, suggests the theory, and one 
that la open to reasonable refutation, that Fas­
ter Island Is the sole remnant of a greater land 
which was overwhelmed by the aea after a seri­
ous seismic disturbance.

Another speculation of­
fered by a noted traveler 
Is of particular interest 
because of the connection 
which he endeavors to 
point out between these 
ruins and those found lQ 
the highlands of Peru and 
Bolivia. This archaeolo­
gist develops the theory 
that the ancieot peoples 
of Easter Island were the 
same race that centuries 
afterwards laid the foun­
dations of the empires of 
the Incas and the Aztecs. 
These people, be contin­
ues, reached Easter Island 
from the Asian coaat by 
traveling from one Island 
to another across the In­

tervening ocean and finally found their way to 
the American continent over land that baa since 
disappeared beneath the water* of the Pacific. 
Thla theory, important if true, la, however, sub­
ject to objections. In a careful study of the 
Malayo-Polynesian archaeology and languages, 
embracing a period of nearly 80 years, the noted 
botanist aod ethnologist, Prof. W. E. Safford, of 
the United States department of agriculture, 
makes the unqualified anertlon that in ail his 
attempts to trace a connection between the an­
cient relies of the Incas and Aztecs with those of 
the Polynesians, be has failed to find sufficient 
points of similarity to Justify even such a possi­
ble relation. Bo the mystery continues and the 
origin aod workers of Easter Island are yet to be 
learned.

Wooden tablets have also been discovered In­
cised with hieroglyphics. These are of especial 
Interest because of the remarkable skill with 
which they were executed. The writings read 
from left to right; then it Is necessary to turn 
the tablet upside down and continue reading 
from left to right, repeating this process until 
the inscription is concluded. Figures of men, 
animals, geometric designs, constitute the alpha­
bet. Though these luciied tablets have not been 
deciphered, there Is a general belief that they 
contain the ancient myths of the race which in­
habited the land. Borne assert that it Is not eo 
very long ago that there were those on the Island 
who might have been able to read them. It 
should be recalled that up to 1864 there were 
several thousand Inhabitants on Kaster Island, 
but largs numbers of them were taken from 
there and put to work In the guano diggings on 
the Chlncba Islands. Among those It 1s thought 
there were many who knew the written language 
cs appearing on the tablets But the present In­
habitants, less than 200 in number, know nothing 
of them except In a vague way

One particular feature was emphasized by 
Professor Bafford In an Interview which the writ­
er had with him on the subject of the language 
of the Island. He declared that a careful study 
of the language of the modern natives shows It 
to be essentially Polynesian without any vestige 
of foreign domination, but the most remsrkable 
thing Is its very close similarity to the language 
of tho Hawaiian*. Nearly all of the words, by 
certain fixed laws or changes, could be converted 
from the Easter Island language to that of 
Hawaii with similar meanings; even some of the 
ancient gods of Easter Island bear the same 
names as Hawaiian goda. And yet there has 
been no connection between these two islands, 
at least not In historic times, and what 1s 
stringer stilt, these two groups are separated 
from each other by an Interval of 2.000 miles. 
This unusual constancy In the language of both 
Is probably due to the fact that they had no near 
neighbors and no Intrusions of people speaking 
a language different from their own He also 
expressed the opinion that the carvers of the 
images were the ancestors of the modern In­
habitants. and that all the elements of the arch­
aeology of the Islands except the wonderful

They Are Filled With Sausage, Sur­

rounded With Gravy, Baked 
and Served Hot

Select Spanish onions. If they are 
not large one onion for each pet eon 
may not be too much. Remove the 
outer layers of the skin and boll the 
onions in water enough to cover them 
until they are tender, but not untlt 
they break. Blanch them by cover­
ing them with cold water. When 
quite cold remove m part of the soft 
Interior and put some sausage In its 
place. Place the onions side by side 
In a baking dish. Dredge them with 
pepper, salt and flour. Pour around 
them a gravy (the gravy left over 
from the chicken pie will do very 
well) or a sauce prepared from beef 
extract dissolved In a little boiling 
water. Add the onion (cut up), which 
was scooped out, to flavor It Bake 
the onions for about three-quarters 
of an hour or undll the sausage has 
been thoroughly cooked. Baste them 
with the gravy or sauce about every 
ten minutes. When ready for serving 
put the onions on a platter, thicken 
the gravy with flour, strain It over 
the onions and serve.

given. Bake a chocolate cake mix­
ture, and wben cool scoop from It 
good-sized balls. Roll them In white 
frosting, and when set outline with 
melted chocolate put on with a small 
camel’s-hair brush.

To Exempt Homesteaders

Believing that settlers on the cut­
over and wild lands of the Upper Pen­
insula can, within five years, return 
In taxes to tbe state more than is re­
quired at the present to Induce settlers 
to enter upon tbe lands and establish 
homesteads, a bill has been intro­
duced in tbe house at Lansing to ex­
empt such settlers from all taxes for a 
term of five years.

A dispatch to the Free Press from 
Lansing has tbe following to say rel­
ative to tbe proposed legislation:

That settlers will improve cut-over 
aod wild lands in the upper Penlnsu- 
Is, and the northern part of tbe Low­
er Peninsula, to such an extent as to 
return in taxes to the slate far more 
than the cost of inducing settlers to 
take up these lands, is the believe of 
Representative Hollaod, expressed In 
his wild land tax exemption bill, now 
before tbe committee. The bill pro­
vides that settlers taking up cut-over 
or wild lands shall be exempt from 
taxation for five years.

Saloons Not Closed

Under the amended Michigan law 
saloons in this state were not closed 
last Saturday—Washington’s birth­
day—in observance of tbe holiday. 
Under tbe old law B&luons were re­
quired to be closed on Washington’s 
birthday, but in the new law that hol­
iday was eliminated from the list. 
The law governing the closing of 
saloons follows:

All saloons, restaurants, bars In 
taverns or elsewhere, and all other 
places., except drug stores, where any 
of the liquors mentioned in Aot No. 
170 of tbe general laws of the Btate of 
Michigan are sold or kept for sale, 
either at wholesale or retail, shall be 
closed on tbe first day of the week, 
commonly called Sunday, on all gen­
eral or any regular city, township or 
village election days, or Decoration 
day, Thankigiviog day, Christmas 
day, New Year’s day, Fourth of July, 
and on general or local primary elec­
tion days until after close of polls,and 
until 7 o’clock of the following morn­
ing, and on each week day night from 
and after tbe hour of 9 o'clock, until 
7 o’clock of the morning of tbe suc­
ceeding day. Provided, that lo all 
cities, incorporated villages and town­
ships of not less thao 1000 popula­
tion, exclusive of villages where there 
Is police protection,tbe commoo coun­
cil, or board of trustees, or council, 
or township board may by ordinance 
allow tbe saloons and other places 
where said liquor shall be sold to open 
at 6 o’clock In tbe forenoon and to re­
main open not later than 11 o’clock in 
tbe afternoon and no longer of any 
week day night, except on general, or 
aoy regular city, township or village 
election days.Decoration day,Thanks­
giving day, Labor day, Christmas 
day, New Year’s day, Fourth of July, 
and on general or local primary elec­
tion days until after tbe close of tbe 
polls.

count of tbe storm, ltewas a complete 
success. First honor was won by 
Omtvedt, world’s champion who es­
tablished bis record lo tbe National 
tournament In Ironwood on tbe 18th, 
with a mark of 109 feet. Barney Ri­
ley was a close second. Tbe world’s 
champion did oot have anything on 
tbe young Irishman, either in length 
of jumps or form, as there was only 
one foot difference in their two jumps 
in favor of the champion, while Riley 
woo io tbe longest standiog jump, 
with 142 feet, Omtvedt clearing 141 
feet. In Omtvedt’s secood jump for 
tbe prizes he got a mark of 142 feet, 
while Riley was close behind him 
with 139 feet. Id Omtvedt’i first jump 
he laodod at tbe 130-foot mark, while 
Riley scored 132 feet. All of tbe pro 
fesslooals as well as tbe amateurs, 
gave u good aocouot of themselves, 
and the jumping was the prettiest ever 
seen on the (shpemlng hill.

Many of tbe ski enthusiasts had ar­
rived In Inbpemlng on Haturday, the 
day set for tbe holding of the tourna­
ment, and remained in thedty for the 
races on Hunday.

The hill was io perfect condltloo, 
which was largely responsible for the 
perfect form that was maintained by 
many of the riders who made the 
jump. Most of the crowd remained 
at the hill until Andrew Hendrickson 
of Virginia did tbe somersault leap.

Riley and Omtvedt broke tbe hill 
record by two feet, when they jumped 
142 feet. Tbe points scored by the 
riders were as follows:

REPUBLIC
One of tbe worst passenger train 

wrecks in tbe history of Upper Pen* 
insula railroading, yet miraculously 
fortunate In its fatalities aod serious 
casualties, occurred as tbe south­
bound St. Paul passenger trtaln was 
entering the Republic station yards at 
9:23 p.m. last Sunday evening. The 
train left tbe rails near the School 
street crossing and out of the two 
engines and nine coaches which com* 
posed the train, the engines and three 
of the coaches were all that remained 
on tbe roadbed after the accident. 
Tbe remaining coaches were turned 
on their sides and slid varying dis­
tances down tbe embankment on tbe 
side nearest tbe sobool house- and 
hospital; yet the conductor was the 
only person who lost bis life and 
though other trainmen and a majori­
ty of the passengers sustained cuts 
and bruises, no one was dangerously 
injured. Melcber E. Bloomer, of 
Green Bay, a freight conductor tem­
porarily assigned to passenger train 
duty, was plnoed to tbe floor of tbe 
express car by a heavy safe and sus­
tained internal injuries which result* 
ed in his death tbe following day.

Tbe train was No. 2, due to pass 
through here at 7:35 p.m., but it was 
running two hours late. Owing to 
tbe storm of tbe preceding day it bad 
been very late in reaching Champion 
on the northbound trip, and tbe reg­
ular train crew having exceeded tbe 
sixteen-hour limit of continuous ser* 
vice, a freight train crew was taking 
the train southward. Because of the 
heavy trackage two engines bad been 
provided and the run from Champion 
had been made at good speed despite 
the snow handicap. There is a re­
verse curve just as tbe BK Paul line 
enters tbe settled portion of tbe town 
and just before reaching this point the 
speed was coosiderably lessened. 
Tbe exact cause of the accident prob­
ably will never be known, but it is 
presumed that & rail turned or snap­
ped under the strain of tbe heavy 
train. It is thought that the tank of 
one of tbe locomotives was the first 
to leave the track aod the resultant 
jolting caused most of Ihe coaches to 
follow suit. Tbe two engines remain­
ed on tbo ties, but tbe mall, express, 
baggage and smoking cars plunged 
down tbe embankment on tbe side to­
ward tbe school bouse. Tbe day 
coach, which was next in tbe train 
line, singularly held to Its position 
on tbe ties, while a sleeping car and 
tbe dining car went oyer on their 
sides. Oos of tbe remaining two 
eieepere which completed tbe train 
staid on tbe ties, while the other, tbe 
last coach in tbe train, was tbe only 
one of tbe cars to retain it# grip upon 
tbe rails. Tbs couplings bad held 
for varying intervals and tbe coaches 
were strung out for tbe greater part 
of tbe distance between tbe School 
street crosslog and tbe South Shore 
railroad crossing. Comparatively 
few persons were Injured by flying 
glass, but tbe coachee’ tumble down 
tbe embankment resulted in many 
bruises.

Tbe trainmen who bad escaped In­
jury, assisted by townspeople, hast­
ened to aid those In tbe conches to fcet 
out, aod Conductor Bloomer was ex­
tricated and taken to the Republic 
hospital. A relief train came from 
tbe eoutb as quickly as possible, aod 
latVTln the night those who wished to 
do so were glvon opportunity to pro­
ceed on their journey, but little was 
accomplished toward clearing the 
right of way until the following day. 
Occupants of the dining car fared as 
badly as any of the paeaengers or 
crew uod among the number who aua 
taiued injury in this car were State 
Senator M. il. Morlarlty, of Crystal 
Fails, whose Js/t shoulder was dislo­
cated; S. A. Dunn, of Milwaukee, 
regular pusaenger conductor, who, 
bavlog been relieved by Bloomer, 
was 'deadheading" back to bis home 
lo Milwaukee. Other passengfra who 
were badly shaken up and cut or 
bruised were Dsn II. Bull, J. E. Sher­
man, C. G. Catllo and slater, Mar­
quette; Miss Gordon, Oscar Soder 
gren and sister, Jshpcmlng: Mr. aod 
Mrs. H. Baer and Dr. Fisher, Bough- 
ton; B. C. Neely, Negaunee. All of 
these, togutber with Express Messen­
ger Folkinghorne, Mail Agent Llbbey 
and Baggageman Westbury, were 
made comfortable at tbe Rowland Iun 
until tbe relief train came. Flagman 
Sohroeder was badly cut and bruised 
and was cared for at the hospital. W. 
J. Crane and H. Grtbble, of Negau­
nee, were also among tbe passengers, 
but escaped ln|ury of oonsequence, as 
did a number of Republic people re­
turning from a Sunday trip down tbe 
road.

So far as has thus far been deter­
mined, no blame attaches to tbe 
freight train crew; It was of a nature 
just as likely to happen to the regu­
lar crew, The train had hit upon a 
pretty good dip between Champion 
end Republic, hut had reduced mater­
ially whan entering tbe Republic yard.

Coaches rock aod sway more on a 
snow-bound track than in summer and 
tbfc average passenger would imagine 
that tbe speed was much greater than 
it actually was. The tralp Is one of 
the heaviest which enters tbe Upper 
Peninsula and that there were oo more 
serious consequences to the present 
accident may be regarded as singular­
ly fortunate.

Advertising Solicitor Always Dropped 

Coins When Question of Circu­
lation Came Up.

No one can be successful in selling 
advertising unless he Is resourceful. 
Some find It possible to be also truth­
ful. One of these Is D’Arcy O'Connor, 
perhaps the most widely known ad­
vertising salesman In town. Mr. 
O'Connor does not necessarily go Into 
the confessional when he tries to 
•ell space, but he will not misrepre­
sent Years ago he was working on 
the old Chicago Mail, which blew 
up after several years’ teetering on 
the edge of bankruptcy. Whenever 
be pleaded with the advertising man­
ager of a large firm it was Mr. O'Con­
nor's habit to dangle two silver dol­
lars carelessly In his hand.

"But you have no circulation,” the 
advertising manager would oppose 
to Mr, O'Connor’s wiles.

"Oh,* yes, we have," Mr. O'Connor 
would respond, clinking the silver 
dollars.

"But how much?" —.
Invariably the sliver dollars rolled 

out of Mr. O'Connor's hands at this 
juncture. They whirled musically 
around the floor and Mr. O'Connor and 
the advertising manager and the of­
fice force would Invariably join forces 
In recovering them.

DENMARK TABOOS FALSE ADS.
Law Makes Untrue Descriptions of 

Goods Offered for 8ale a 
Penal Offense.

A law relative to unfair competi­
tion and the putting before the publlo 
of untrue advertisements in Denmark 
went into effect on October 1, 1912.

This law, which has called forth 
some criticism by the merchants, has 
a provision that forbids more than 
two clearing sales a year by any firm. 
Exceptions are mads in ease a bank­
rupt stock Is to be sold or the death 
of a partner or owner shall cause the 
closing out of the business below cost, 
or If s bona fide winding up of the 
business Is undertaken, or if the place 
of business Is to be removed to an­
other locality, etc. If, however, any 
of the above exceptions can be shown 
not to have been true a criminal 
prosecution Is possible.

The law furthermore contains penal 
clauses for persons who are round 
guilty of using false descriptions of 
goods offered for sale, of employing 
false business names or firms In car­
rying on trade, and the like.

WARS CAUSED BY TRIFLES

Many times It has happened that a 
great and costly war has been brought 
about by an incident trivial and even 
ridiculous. Thus the war ot the Span* 
lsh succession la said to have been 
caused through a glass ot water. ▲  
lady, Mrs. Masham, was carrying a 
glass of water, when she was ob- 
structed by the Marquess de Torey. A 
slight scuffle ensued, and the water 
was spilt The marquess thereat took 
offense and bad feeling ensued be* 
tween the English and French courts, 
with the ultimate-result that a war 
was declared.

As absurd in Its origin was the war 
that took place during the common* 
wealth of Modena. A soldier stole a 
bucket from a public well belonging 
to the state of Bologna. Although the 
value of the article did not exceed 90 
cents, its annexation was the signal 
for a fierce and prolonged war. Hen* 
ry, the king of Sardinia, assisted the 
Modenese to retain the bucket, and 
in one of the subsequent battles he 
was made a prisoner. The bucket Is 
still exhibited in the tower of the 
cathedral of Modena.

A third Instance of a war resulting 
from a trifling cause was that be* 
tween LouIb VII. of France and Henry 
II. of England. The archbishop*of 
Rouen decreed that no one should 
wear long hair upon the head or chin. 
Louis submitted to the decree, where* 
•up his wife, Eleanor, railed him 
upon his appoarance. A quarrel en* 
sued, which resulted In the dissolution 
of the marriage and Eleanor’s mar* 
rlage with Henry. By this marriage 
the broad domains In Normandy, for- 
merly belonging to Louis, passed into 
the possession of Henry. Louis, hotly 
Incensed, made an attack on Norman­
dy, and henceforth for nearly three 
hundred years were waged those dev­
astating wars which cost France up­
wards of 3,000,000 lives.

ANCIENT GLANVILLE CHARITY

BRETON WHEEL OF FORTUNE

Near Pont Croix in western Brit­
tany is situated the village of Com­
fort, noted for its fine cavalry and 
now rare wheel of fortune In the 
Church of Sotre Dame. The wheel is 
crudely constructed, and suspended 
from the roof by rough baulks of tim­
ber. A row of bells Is attached to the 
outer rim, which can be set In motion 
by means of s rope. The Hretou peas­
ant believes there is a miraculous 
power of healing when a sufferer la 
brought within sound of the bells. It 
Is quite common for children back­
ward in talking to be brought by their 
parents, who place a son in the box 
and rlug the bells over their beads.

SPARROW CAUSES DEATH
An English sparrow caused the 

death of Sam Park of New York, 
Steeplejack, at Detrott. Park was 
painting a sign three stories in the 
air and wanted to get to the roof for 
a brush. He climbed from the staging 
on which he was working to the roof 
of another building, and from there 
started to cross to the higher roof by 
going hand over hand along a wire. 
He was about half way between the 
two buildings when a sparrow flew In 
his face. The bird, apparently bewil­
dered, sank its claws Into Park’s face 
In an attempt to poise a moment be­
fore resuming its flight Park tried 
with one hand to brush the bird away 
and his other hand slipped. He fell 
to the ground, breaking bis neck and 
dying instantly.

RABBITS FATAL COLLISION
A method of hunting by which 

hunters can avoid shooting each other 
to death was discovered by chance 
while George Mills and William Swift 
were out gunning for rabbits near 
Waynesboro, Pa. Guns will not be 
required by the new method.

It happened that when Mills and 
Swift routed a rabbit, a party several 
hundred yards away also raised one.

WELL TWENTY MILES DEEP
Perhaps the most Idiotic of all the 

many idiotic schemes with which Brit­
ons have been enamored In days gone 
by was that which was at the time 
of Brake’s big well M. Brake was 
a Belgian engineer, * residing tempo­
rarily In this country, who, In 1848, 
approached the then prime minister 
(Lord John Russell), with a scheme 
for sinking a huge shaft, a mile in 
diameter and 20 miles in depth, that 
should tap the earth’s Internal heat, 
and thereby render England independ­
ent of her coal supply when this gave 
out.

Lord Russell, always rather attract­
ed by visionary projects, attentively 
considered the scheme, and caused 
plans and estimates to be drawn up. 
The first difficulty was the inrush of 
water, which would have been cer­
tain to occur sooner or later. This it 
was proposed to keep under by pump­
ing, caissons being used for the pur­
pose of further excavation, while the 
finished portion of the shaft was to be 
rendered watertight by a “Jacket" of 
granite set In Portland cement.

Mad as the scheme was, It found 
plenty of advocates, and a provisional 
bill bag. been, It was said, actually 
drafted, when the overthrow of tbs 
government on the franchise question 
was announced, and tho whole busl- 
nes was thenceforth consigned to a 
will-merited oblivion,

ORIGIN OF CRESCENT ROLL
The story of the origin of tbe cres­

cent-shaped Vienna roll Is worth re­
calling. It arose in the sixteenth cen­
tury, when tbe Turks were besieging 
Vienna, and falling to carry it by as­
sault, began to drive mines under tbe 
walls. At that period the city’s bake­
houses were in the walls under tbe 
fortifications, and when the mines 
were almost through the sound of the 
work was heard In tbe underground 
bakehouses and the alarm given. It 
was to celebrate this event that tbe 
bakers adopted the Turkish emblem 
as the shape In which to make their 
bread.

NURSE IN FAMILY 61 YEARS
After 81 years of continuous service 

in one family as a nutse, Elizabotb 
Doran died at the borne of Mias F. M. 
Campbell In Heweletts, L. I. She was 
seventy-five years old and had been 
employed by tbe Campbell! s’oee she 
was fourteen years old.

Important Federal Department 
Had Very Small Beginning.

Work la Under Three General Heads
of Scientific Investigation, Fishery
Inquiry and Fish Culture—About 

350 Persons In Bureau.

Washington.—Fish, being one of 
the most Important foods, has been 
the subject of consideration since the 
achievement of our national Independ­
ence. But while several states had 
fish commissions, and the American 
Fish Culture association, now the 
American Fisheries society, was in er- 
istence prior to 1871, no branch of 
the government was charged with this 
question until that year. But mat­
ters of importance arising of both a 
foreign and domestic nature, congress 
was Influenced to pass an act creating 
the office of commissioner of fish 
and fisheries In 1871, Its duties being 
to prosecute “investigations and In­
quiries on the subject, with a view of 
ascertaining whether any and what 
diminution in the number of food flBh 
of the coast and the lakes of the Unit­
ed States bad taken place; and 
if so, to what causes the same 
Is due; and also whether any and 
what potective, prohibitory or precau­
tionary measures should be adopted 
in the premises.”

Although nothing was attached to 
the position of commissioner of fish 
and fisheries but “honor and glory,” 
a man, regarded as pre-eminently qual­
ified for the new position was found, 
and Spencer Fullerton Baird, then as­
sistant secretary of the Smithsonian 
Institution, was given the appoint­
ment. Commissioner Baird entered 
upon his duties at oncê and continued 
as the head of the commission until 
his death in 1877. Succeeding him 
came Dr. George Brown Goode, emi­
nent as an ichthyologist and fishery 
expert, who had been Prof. Baird’s 
assistant. After less than a year’s 
time, however, Dr. Goode voluntarily 
gave up the commieslonership to de­
vote his entire time to the National 
museum, of which he was director. 
Next came Commissioner Marshall 
McDonald, practical fish culturlst and 
inventor of important mechanical ap­
pliances now used in the batching of 
fish all over tbe world, who, like Com­
missioner Baird, served until bis death, 
in 1895. Commissioner McDonald was 
the first salaried'head of the commis­
sion. Following him came Capt. John 
J. Brice, a retired naval officer, who 
held the office for two years, and was 
sneceeded In 1898 by George Meade 
Bowers, the present commissioner.

Until 1903 the bureau was known 
as the‘“United States commission of 
fish and fisheries,” and was an inde­
pendent Institution of the government, 
responsible directly to congress. In 
that year it was Included In the new 
department of commerce and labor, 
becoming the United States bureau of 
fisheries.

From the outset the work of the 
bureau naturally fell under tbe three 
general heads of scientific investiga­
tion, fishery inquiry and fish culture. 
This same classification, extended and 
perfected, enters into the organiza­
tion at the present time. Approxi­
mately 350 persons form the present 
personnel of the bureau, of whom all 
but about 90 are at outside stations, 
laboratories or on vessels. The land 
owned and occupied by the bureau at 
Its fish cultural and biological sta­
tions covgtb an aggregate area of 12,- 
000 acres, with a value of 9240,000. Im­
provements and equipments at these 
stations represent more than $1,000,- 
000, while other property of the bu­
reau Includes four seagoing steam and 
sail vessels, 20 steam launches and 150 
■mall sail, power and row boats, which, 
with equipment, are valued at about 
$300,000. Six fish transportation cars 
are worth $46,000. The aggregate in­
vestment of tbe national government 
In property devoted to the fishery serv­
ice, is thus about $1,586,000. And 
for its work and no salary for its 
bead!

At the time of the formation of tbe 
bureau artificial propagation of fishus 
was not contemplated, but was insti­
tuted by an act of congress s year 
after its establishment. The fishes 
to which attention was first given 
were the shad, Atlantic salmon and 
whiteflsh. The work proved so popu­
lar that it was extended annually, and 
■oon overshadowed all other branches. 
The policy followed by the bureau, as 
enunclatod by Dr. Goode, has been 
that It is better to expend a small 
amount of public money in making 
fish so abundant that they can be 
caught without restriction and serve 
as cheap food for the people at large 
than to expend a much larger sum In 
preventing the people from catching 
the fish that still remain after genera­
tions of improvidence.

United States dur­
ing the year 1912, 
according to the 
fourth annual sta­

tistical statement ot expenditures in 
fliis movement Just issued by the Na­
tional Association for the Study and 
Prevention of Tuberculosis. These an­
nual statements are based largely on 
reports received from anti-tubercu­
losis agencies throughout the country. 
The figures are estimated where act­
ual reports are not available.

The expenditures during the year 
for sanatorium and hospital construc­
tion and treatment make the largest 
single item In the total, amounting to 
nearly $16,800,000. This Is an increase 
of nearly $5,000,000 over the same 
group of expenditures for the year 
1911. The anti-tuberculosis associa­
tions and committees spent over 
$765,000, while dispensaries and tuber­
culosis clinics spent over $500,000.

More th&n $116,000 was spent for 
the maintenance and establishment of 
open-air schools and fresh air classes, 
which is more than double the amount 
spent for this purpose in 1911. Offi­
cial, state and municipal expenditures 
outside of the maintenance of Institu­
tions, which are included in the other 
totals, amounted to $280,000. In addi­
tion to these figures, about $500,000 
was epenrty hospitals for insane and 
penal Institutions in caring for their 
tuberculous inmates.

Octagon House, at 
the northeast corner of~ Eighteenth 
street and New York avenue. A year 
ago two houses adjoining the property 
on the north were purchased, thus 
providing an additional frontage on 
Eighteenth street by fifty feet.

Glenn Brown and Bedford Brown 
were authorized to make preliminary 
studies of a plan for the proposed en­
largement. At first It was proposed to 
preserve tbe old stables, which, fol­
lowing the pattern of earlier days, are 
of generous proportions, but it was 
found that they could not be used as 
offices or as a lobby to the meeting 
hall.

In order to attain the objects of the 
improvement—namely, offices, meet­
ing hail, exhibition hall and banquet 
hall—the plan which the architects 
regard as the best is a simple treat­
ment reproducing the proportions of 
the two upper stories of the Octagon 
with a recess In the angle, making It 
a part of the garden where statueB 
and memorial tablets may be placed.

Closed colonnades will connect the 
new building with the Octagon, which 
is designed to be used for exhibition 
purposes and will be shown only on 
the garden side. Under the meeting 
room will be a banquet hall, with re­
ception, bat and cloak rooms.

Navy IS th6 and 4-inch guns

Lowest Bidder for U8e in the1913 naval con­
struction program. Bids were asked 
for five 6-incb and 10 4-lnch guns. The 
Washington yard bid was $7,202 each 
for the 5-lnch and $6,370 each for tbe 
4-inch guns. The Watervllet Arsenal, 
New York, which was the second low­
est bidder, offered to construct the 6- 
inch guns for $6,130 and the 4-lnch 
for $6,709.

Both tbe navy and army establish­
ments, however, were far below bids 
submitted by private corporations, 
which were as follows: Bethlehem 
Steel company, $11,350 for the 5-inch 
and $9,680 for the 4-lnch, and Midvale 
Iron Works, $10,950 for the 5-inch and 
$9,280 for the 4-lnch.

The 1913 construction program will 
call for about 32 5-lnch and 50 of the 
4-lnch bore. They will be used on 
tho Battleship Pennsylvania and other 
war craft to bo built, Including six 
destroyers, two oil fuel ships, one ten­
der for destroyer and one submarine 
tender.

Increase in Hog Breeding,
Six million more meat animals wars 

slaughtered In tbe United States in 
1912 than in 1911. Of these 6,000,000 
of the animals were hogs. About 60 
per cent, were killed under Federal 
Inspection, and tho remaining 40 per 
cent, was the product of local slaugh­
ter bouses, where there is state in­
spection or none at ail. The Federal 
inspectors condemned 203,000 entire 
carcasses and 463,000 parts of cap 
casaes, the most prevalent disease 
leading to these condemnations being 
tuberculosis.

Phone Changes

The workof consolidating the "Bell” 
and “County” telephone systems li 
well under way but U will require con 
slderable time before the merging pro 
cess Is oomplete. Nominally, the 
oounty phone service ends with to 
day, but as U will require some time 
to unify the exchanges In the three 
olties the county switch boards will 
be continued in operation under Bell 
management until suen time as there 
no longer any need for the county 
boards.

The first step will be the removal of 
county phones from business bouses 
and residences which had been equip­
ped with both systems; after this will 
be the substitution of Bell connections 
for those places which had only coun­
ty phones. Until this is accomplish- 
eid county line patrons will continue 
to have connection with the local 
county exchange, but inasmuch as the 
previous removal of duplloate phones 
will leave many plooes with only Bell 
phones in service, connection has been 
established between the county and 
Bell exchanges, and within certain 
limitations county subscribers will be 
permitted to have connections over 
the Bell as well as the county lines. 
By this means it is hoped to avoid in­
convenience and give satisfactory 
service to all patrons until universal 
Bell service throughout the county Is 
established. To facilitate the work of 
landllng the inter-llne calls, one of 
the former operators from the county 
exchange is now Btatloned in the Bell 
exchange.

Aj  soon as possible a new county 
directory will be Issued and all pa­
trons will tbon be expected to follow 
the Dell rnle of “calling by number.” 
This rule was never rigidly enforced 
on tbe oounty lines, but it has been 
found that It makes for speedier and 
better service and everybody will be 
benefitted If they will accustom them­
selves to the rule as quickly as possi­
ble. ____ _
