According to the slate-makers, John 
W. Elliott, the present incumbent, 
who has heretofore been alligned with 
the Taxpayers, will this year head 
the People's ticket, while Capt. Wil­
liam Heggaton, now president pro 
tem. of the Common Couocll, will be 
nominated for mayor by the Taxpay­
ers. Little Is known definitely regard­
ing the office of recorder, but unless 
present Indications fall, J T. Burns, 
who has acceptably filled the post dur­
ing tbe two-year term now drawing to 
a close, will have the endorsement of 
both parties.

A committee from the national So­

Bowels Get Weak 
A s Age Advances

Admissions to Benevolent Institu­
tions Make Gains.

Figures (n Report of the Census Bu­
reau Show That Millions Were 

Caret! For—Placing-Out of 
Children In Families Noted.

Washington.—A special report on be­
nevolent Institutions in continental 
United States is in course of prepara­
tion by the bureau of the census, in 
connection with the thirteenth census, 
and preliminary ̂ figures, together with 
certain data relating to inmates of 
these institutions, have just been is­
sued by order of Director E. Dana Du­
rand. Theso figures are subject to re­
vision, but are substantially correct.

The total number of institutions re­
ported is 5.397, classified as follows: 
Institutions for the care of children, 
1,162; societies for the protection and 
care of children, 212; institutions for 
the care of adults and children, 1,442; 
Institutions for tbe education and care 
of the blind and deaf, 119; hospitals, 
classed as benevolent, 1,896, and dis­
pensaries, classed as benevolent, 576.

In these Institutions, or under their 
care, there were at the close of the 
year, 380,337 persons, apportioned as 
follows: Institutions for children.
107,401; societies for tbe protection 
and care of children, 35,279; institu­
tions for adults or adults and children, 
121,876; institutions for the blind and 
deaf, 661; hospitals, 28,869. The move­
ment of Inmates during the year is In­
dicated by the fact that 82,011 chil­
dren were received into institutions, 
while 37,825 were placed in families or 
Institutions, mostly in families, and 
chiefly by societies for their care. 
788,691 persons were received into In­
stitutions for adults or adults and 
children, and 2,554 into Institutions for 
tbe blind and deaf; 1,976,838 patients 
were treated in hospitals, and 2,439,- 
059 in dispensaries.

As compared with tbe previous re­
port, that for 1904. the number of in­
stitutions reported shows an increase 
of 1,346 (day nurseries, of which 166 
were reported In 1904, were not includ­
ed in 1910) inmates of institutions at 
close of year, an increase of 95,975; 
children received into institutions du­
ring the year, an increase of 11,186; 
patients treated in hospitals, an in­
crease of 911,326, and in dispensaries, 
of 827,408. There was a decrease of 
109,319 in the number of persons re­
ceived into institutions for adults or 
adults and children, and of 4,471 in 
the number received into institutions 
for tbe blind and deaf.

Whether the increase indicates 
greater need or greater care and more 
complete provision is a question which 
must await a more careful study of 
the question, as also the question as to 
the decrease. Two items are of spe­
cial Interest, the collection for the 
first time of data in regard to the 
placing out of children in families, and 
the notably increased interest mani­
fested in the treatment of tuberculo­
sis, which accounts to a very consid­
erable degree for the increase in the 
number of dispensaries and to some 
degree of hospitals and sanitariums. 
Thus the net number of dispensaries 
added to the list Is 420, and of those 
nearly 200 are county dispensaries es­
tablished in the state of Pennsylvania 
by the department of health for the 
treatment of tuberculosis. The de­
crease of 109,319 in the number of per­
sons received into institutions for the 
care of adults or adults and children 
Is chiefly confined to institutions for 
tbe temporary care of men who ure 
destitute.

Noting the distribution of institu­
tions In the states, U appears that 
New York leads with 797. an increase 
of 200 over the figures in 1904; Penn­
sylvania has 692, an increase of 301; 
Massachusetts, 369, an Increaso of 
104; Illinois, 324, an increase of 39; 
Ohio, 311, an Increase of 62, and New 
Jersey, 207, an increase of GK.

8as» 
katchewan, and Alberta have the 
largest area of desirable lands on the 
North American Continent, and their 
cultivation has juBt begun.

Even with a two hundred million 
bushel wheat crop less than eight per 
cent of the land is under the plough, 
four per cent, being In wheat. £ess 
than five years ago the wheat crop 
was only seventy-one million bushels. 
It is a simple calculation to estimate 
that if four per cent, of the available 
cultivable area produces something 
over two hundred million bushels, 
what will forty-four per cent, produce? 
And then look at the Immigration that 
Is coming Into the country. In 1901 
It was 49,149; 17,000 being from the 
United States. In 1906 It was 189,064, 
of which 67,000 were Americans, and 
In 1912 It was about 400,000,' of which 
about 200,000 are Americans, In the 
three years prior to 1912, there were 
858,859 persons who declared them- 
■elves for Canada, who brought into 
Canada In cash, bank drafts, stock, 
Implements and effects over $350,000,- 
000. Why have they gone to Canada? 
The American farmer Is a man of 
■brewd business Instincts, and when 
he finds that he can sell his own farm 
at from $100 to $200 per acre and move 
Into Canada and homestead 160 acres 
for himself, and similarly for'all his 
■ons who are adult and of age, upon 
lands as rich and fertile as those he 

•had left, and producing, Indeed, sev­
eral bushels to the acre In excess of 
anything he has ever known, it will 
fake more than an ordinary effort to 
prevent him from making the change. 
He can also purchase good landB at 
from $12 to $25 per acre. »

And, then, too, there Is the'Ameri­
can capital following the capital of 
brawn, muscle and sinew, following It 
■o  as to keep In touch with the indus­
trious farmer with which he has bad 
dealings for years hack. This capital 
end the capital of farming experience 
Is no small matter in the building up 
of a country.

Will Western Canada's development 
continue? Why not? The total area 
of land reported as available tor cul­
tivation is estimated as 218,000,000 
acres; only fifteen per cent of this Is 
under cultivation. Nothing Is said of 
the great mineral and forest wealth, 
Of which but tittle has yet been 
touched.—Advertisement.

Princess Traidos Prabandh, the 
wife of the Siamese minister to 

Washington, is a 
lady belonging to 
the highest class 
of nobility. She 
Is a native of 
B an g k o k , and 
well equipped to 
maintain a social 
p o s i t i o n  at a 
court or in the 
simpler environ­
ment of a repub­
lican capital. The 
princess and her 
two children ar- 
rived In Washing­

ton shortly before Christmas.
The minister's last post was In Lon­

don. and he was transferred to the 
Washington post last spring. His 
family remained In Bangkok, and 
sailed from tboro to Genoa, where the 
minister met them in December and 
brought them to their new home. Her 
little ones are given unremitting care, 
a feature of the oriental mother that 
Is most adralrablo. But she has leis­
ure to enjoy Washington at its best, 
the soft weather of early winter and 
the gay circle of fetes.

The princess as a representative 
Siamese mother considers her duty 
to her little ones of paramount im­
portance, and she gives every detail 
the closest attention. The older is 
a dainty little girl called Pantip, and 
the boy Is Thevatia. and an important 
member of the family Is a pure white 
Erfclish bulldog, “Kim." He Is their 
constant companion and playmate, 
and accoinranles thorn #on all their 
excursions abroad.

She is proud of her country and is 
entirely conversant with the tremen­
dous strides which It has made In the 
past twenty years. But the oriental 
noblewoman does not concern herself 
with such considerations except in 
the broadest way. Her sphere is defi­
nitely defined for the social and do­

mestic role, at least In Siam. The ex­
clusion of women from any part of 
family life has never been a tenet ot 
those who follow the teachings of the 
gentle Buddha. The wife the 
Siamese noble Is oo little different 
plane from the wife of the European 
In the same station, at least since the 
western civilization took such firm 
root and spread to every division of 
life.

But the Siamese never had restric­
tions, even in time when it was one 
of the Isolated and absolutely in­
closed kingdoms. They were always 
educated In a certain sense and that 
they are being more carefully taught 
is no different, they think, from the 
procedure of the rest of the world. 
They have now an excellent school 
system founded on the very best types 
and teachers of every nationality Im­
parting the various good features ot 
their mode. The Siamese lady of to­
day, says the princess, lives much as 
her sister everywhere.* They preside 
over the fetes which their husbands 
give,and take a deep Interest In their 
housekeeping. They visit among 
themselves and among the foreigners 
who live among them and give their 
own entertainments. They are fond 
of needlework and do It exquisitely, 
one of their favorite gifts being pieces 
of embroidery for personal use.

The Siamese legation is established 
in a pleasant home on Rhode Island 
avenue just above 16th street Prince 
Pfabandh has led the nomadic life of 
all those who serve their country 
abroad, and he has given up the idea 
of taking his household possessions 
about the world. The home, though 
leased furnished, presents many of 
the delightful aspects of the far-off 
country from which its residents 
come. Magnificent pieces of teakwood 
and of carved Ivory give a regal air 
to the prosaic Interior of a modefn 
American drawing room, and in the 
dining room some quaint old dishes 
and vases of porcelain claim instant 
attention.

FRENCH WOMAN’S YEARLY DRESS RILL $40,000
Those Parisiennes who are anxious 

to gain the right for their sex to vote 
are seeking the 
aid of music to 
gain their end. 
Mile Zina Brozla, 
a Parisian beau­
ty and a member 
of the Grand Op­
era company, is 
responsible for 
the idea which 
has taken the 
form of a series 
of * concert-lec­
tures, with wom­
an's suffrage as 
the ultimate ob- 

joct. The programmes consist of 
works of women composers, and, after 
the male portion of the audience has 
been brought to a “state of compla­
cency" by the muBlc which “soothes 
the savage breast," lectures are deliv­
ered dealing with the achievements of 
women and ending with a plea for 
the right to vote.

Mile. Brozia Is of the 'opinion that 
theBe artistic tactics being more sub­
tle and just as lasting in their ef­
fect, will achieve much more for the 
woman's cause than the more militant 
methods used by some English suf­
fragettes.

It is interesting to remember, by 
the way, that it is Mile. Brozia who 
is credited with saying that a French­
woman cannot really be well-dressed 
unless she Bpends at least $40,000 a  
year on clothes. This she divides Into

the following list of requirements Id' 
order to be above criticism. Every 
twelve-month she must buy half a 
dozen tailor made costumes, costing 
on an average of $90 each; ten eve­
ning gowns, ranging from $200 to $500, 
as well as three riding and sport cos­
tumes, costing $90 apiece. Regarding 
furs, it appears that one must pos­
sess a sable coat, costing between 
$6,000 and $10,000, cloaks of chinchilla 
and ermine at $1,400 each, as well as 
muffs and stoles to match, priced 
about $2,100. Any fashionable mon- 
daine must also buy half a dozen hats 
monthly, varying from $30 to $600, 
which with their costly trlmminga 
bring the hat total up to $12,000. The 
linen is separate, the individual 
pieces of which coBt from $10 to $700 
each, comprising about $700, and run­
ning up to a total of $3,500 In all. The 
elegante apparently requires 24 pairs 
ot shoes, which cost at a mlmlmum of 
$15, with three pairs of buckles at 
$15. These will total to over $900, 
and must be accompanied by $400 
worth of stockings. Six pairs of 
corsets, at $400, must be bought an­
nually. The total of these figures 
reaches $45,000, but us new furs are 
not needed every year a reduction of 
$5,000 is made from the annual ex­
penditure, making it a mere $40,000 
per annum. How many women will 
agree with Mile Brozia’s programme 
ot expenditure it would be difficult to 
say, but certainly most of us could 
manage very comfortably on consider- 
ably less!

PUTNAM FADELESS DYES
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Race Betterment

Eugenics. or raco betterment. 1* a 
subject that Is beirnr given special con*, 
^deration at the present time in sev­
eral portions of the Upper Peninsula 
as well eb throughout the country 
generally. For a thorough under­
standing of what theEugenists seek 
to accomplish, one cannot do better 
than to read the report of a lecture 
given to the students of the University 
of Michigan by Dr. Victor C. Vaughan, 
president of the state board of health, 
a report of the lecture being contained 
in the current number of “Public 
Health,” published by the State De­
partment of Health, Lansing, Mich.

The word Eugenics, meaning the 
generation or reproduction of the good 
and referring to the human race, was 
coined by the late Sir Francis Gallon, 
who defined the term as follows: 
“ Eugenics is the science which deals 
with all influences that improve the 
inborn qaalities of a race; also with 
those that develop them to the utmost 
advantage.” Dr. Vaughan adds that 
“ it will be seen from this definition 
that Galton did not intend to restrict 
this new science to a study of heredity 
and its effects upon race development, 
but to include congenital and postna­
tal influences as well.”

The most distressing matter with 
which EugeniBts are at present con­
cerned, says Dr. Vaughan, is the in­
heritance of defective mentality. Tne 
prevalence of feeble-mindedness in 
this country Is becoming alarming, 
and demands the attention of all who 
are Interested in the future of the 
race; and who is net? “ Without be­
ing an alarmist or a pessimist,” adds 
Dr. Vaughan, “ 1 wish to say that the 
American people is threatened with 
the spread of mental and moral de­
generacy through the multiplication 
of the unfit. 1 am not alarmed about 
ibis because I believe Bteps will be 
taken to check this threatening dis­
aster. However, It is the plain duty 
of those who perceive this danger to 
call attention to it and suggest, IfjDos* 
Bible, how it may be averted.”

Negatiye Eugenics can succeed only 
by tbe help of legal enactments; there 
must be laws preventing the marriage 
and reproduction of tbe unfit. Tbe 
first thing Is to determine who is unfit. 
The Carnegie Institution h&B inter­
ested itself In this phase of the subject 
and is financing sociological surveys 
which will be certain to yield much 
valuable information. It has been 
suggested that the school teachers of 
the gountry might make a general 
Eugenic survey, but Dr. Vaughan 
doubts the feasibility of this proposal, 
though be concedes tbe great Influen­
ces of schools in other respects. More 
attention should be given to tbe sani­
tation of school bouses, and medical 
and dental inspection of tbe children 
constitutes a move in the right direc­
tion. Instruction in hygiene, includ­
ing that of sex, would be of great 
benefit.

No child should be born into this 
world Bave from good stock, declares 
Dr. Vaughan, but “good stock” re­
quires some explanation. To the Eu- 
genist, good stock means a person 
relatively free from undesirable unit 
characters, and tbe most important of 
these are alcoholism, feeble-minded- 
nees epilepsy and certain other dis­
eases. Tbe Eugenist does not pro­
pose that marriage selections shall be 
determine^ by statute, but he does 
propose to bo educate the young that 
selection* nhall be made on more ra­
tional grounds than is now too fre­
quently the case. Summing up his 
address, Dr. Vaughan said:

To dony the possibility of race bet­
terment Is the worst form of infidelity; 
it means to be without faith in self, 
in fellowmen ami In the Creator. To 
fall to work for this Is to neglect the 
hlghestduty. 1 lace betterment, which 
of course includes and dop^nds upon 
nelf betterment, should Influence our 
dally lives, form u basis for our ethi­
cal judgments, determine our polltl- 
cal/ictivltles and be a strong motive 
in our religion.

Vote for Revision

In connection with the charter elec­
tion on April 7th, the qualified elect­
ors of Negaunee will be asked to vote 
on tbe question of whether the city 
charter shall be revised. If the peo­
ple decide^the question affirmatively 
tbe state laws provide for the ap­
pointment of a charter commission 
which shall hold public sessions for 
the reception and consideration of 
suggested changes. Tbe draft of tbe 
revised charter, as prepared by this 
commission, is subsequently submit­
ted to the electors for acceptance or 
rejection.

As was stated a few weeks ago, the 
last revision of the city charter was 
made in 1901, and conditions have 
changed vastly in the intervening 
twelve years. Many of the provisi­
ons are sadly out of date and prove 
to be mere makeshifts when effort is 
made to conform to modern condi­
tions.

Tbe nature of tbe Ranges of course 
will depend upon tbe suggestions 
made and the manner in which the 
commission may view them, but 
among the changes which are being 
discussed is that of having a city 
treasurer who shall be treasurer in 
fact 8B well as fn name; to make tbe 
salary sufficient to attract a man who 
has the qualifications and require him 
to giye his whole time to the service. 
Tbe enlarged city hall would give him 
office room and he would be expected 
to be there daily to receive and dis­
burse tbe city’s funds.

Another matter is the subject of 
making tbe office of marshal one with 
a straight salary and eliminating tbe 
residence (perquisites.

Still another subject is that of com­
mission form of government. There 
is little doubt that Negaunee and 
every other city will come to it in 
time, and if the people so desire they 
will be in a position to avail them­
selves of its benefits Borne years in 
advance of the time when conditions 
doubtless will force it upon them. It 
is a subject worthy of the most care­
ful consideration of every voter.

Whether or not you are in favor of 
the changes here briefly outlined is 
immaterial at tbe present time; tbe 
thing to do Is to vote “yes” on the 
subject of revision and thus insure 
the charter’s being brought up to 
date. Determination of tbe manner 
in which it shall be done comes later, 
and everyone will have equal voice 
in the matter.

A Handsome Gift

The 1U. Rev. Frederick Eis, bishop 
of this diocese, as an Easter olTeriog, 
has paid the debt in excess of 121,000 
on tbe Baraga scbool at Marquette. 
The generosity of Bishop Eis in free­
ing tbe school of debt was gratefully 
received by tbe members of tbe con­
gregation ot St. Peter's cathedral and 
by tbe Catholic clergymen of that city.

The Baraga school building repre­
sents an investment ot 900,000 and is 
probably the most substantial and 
best appointed parochial school In the 
state. The building was erected near­
ly ten yoars ago, under the direction 
Mgr. Pinten and an advisory board 
from the congregation.

Dr. Thomas’ place at tbe bead of 

the ticket was contested by Michael 
Tredeau, who received 27 votes, while 
the present incumbent bad 66. There 
were three aspirants for justice of the 
peace—Ed. Byrne, candidate for re- 
election, Henry Johnson aod David 
Peterson. Tbe first ballot revealed 
tbe relative strength as follows: 
Byrne, 37; Johnson, 58; Peterson, 2. 
The latter appeared on tbe scene at 
the eleventh hour, having been de­
tained elsewhere and oot realizing 
that the caucus was to be of such 
short duration. Since the caucus he 
has definitely announced bis candida­
cy aod will contest with Nominee 
Johnson for tbe office, making the 
run on slips. From indications at 
this writing this will be tbe only after- 
math of the caucus and will be the 
only bit of spice injected into toe to­
ta l  campaign. This is in striking 
contrast to tbe situation a year ago, 
when opponents of Dr. Thomas’ can­
didacy for a second term as supervis­
or were successful in wresting the 
nomination from him. Tbe doctor, 
however, was induced to make tbe 
run on slips and retrieved himself at 
the polls. The substantial majority 
given tbe doctor this year constitutes 
an endorsement which is fully merited 
by bis efforts In tbe township’s behalf 
during bis past two terms. There 
was a good deal of bitterness engend­
ered in some of the preceding cam­
paigns, but time has eliminated the 
sting of defeat and this year’s ticket 
as a whole seems to give general sat­
isfaction. •

One of the effects of tbe shortage of 
help at tbe local station, and for 
which of course the agent is in no 
wise to blame, is found in getting the 
mall transferred between the railroad 
station and the postoffice. Michi­
gamme receives mall from five or six 
trains dally and it all has to be car­
ried several blocks to tbe poBtofflce 
aod tbe outgoing mall similarly 
transferred. The agent tries to give 
tbe mail preference over other duties, 
but there are times when the tasks 
get bunched in a matter that leaves 
no*alternative but to let the mail wait. 
This naturally causeB inconvenience 
tobraslness men and to tbe patrons of 
tbe postoffice in general; and It 
prompts a query as to whether the 
railroad,even if itcannotget a man to 
act as operator and attend to other sta­
tion duties,could not engage someone 
to carry the mailB and thus give post* 
office patrons tbe mail service that is 
their aue.

PALACE OF ST. JAMES
Meeting Place of -Balkan and 

Turk Peace Delegates.
» --------

Historic Building In London Was Made
Royal Residence by Henry VIII— 

Commissioners Attracted All 
Attention at Conference.

London.—8 t James' palace, on 
which the attention of the whole civi­
lized world has been fixed on account 
ol the momentous peace conference, 
Is a dark, gray pile, every stone of 
which enshrines hlstorlo memories.

For many years the vlBitor from 
America and elsewhere has made early 
morning pilgrimages to the palace, for 
It is here that the picturesque cere­
mony of "guard mount" takes place, 
and It Is generally one of the regi­
ments of flashing guards that supplies 
the officers and men to pursue their 
old-world task of protecting royalty 
and the R*nk of England. It is also 
the haunt of the London nursemaid, 
for here she can combine the morning 
outing in the park for her aristocratic 
charges and the glimpse of the wor­
shiped guardsman.

During the recent peace meet be­
tween the Ualkan and Turk delegates 
the guardsmen and guard mount lost 
their attraction, and it was a more 
favorite occupation to stand among 
an idly curious crowd and watch the 
prominent statesmen arrive at and 
depart from the great conference.

There is nothing here to suggest 
the bloodshed end the carnage that 
have stained rod the page of recent 
European history. The sequel of this 
battle of wits, carried on amid all the 
mild surroundings of metropolitan 
peace, sacrcely recalled the roar of 
the Creusot and Krupp guns. Men 
who looked upon or guided the course 
of the struggle gazed across the park, 
where tho out-of-works sleep through 
the summer days.
'Now the park is a vista of frosted 

grass, with a flurry of sea gulls show­
ing wbitely against dull sky and blue- 
branched trees. There Is no hint any­
where of the passion below the sur­
face that accompanies tho changing 
of frontier lines and the making of a 
new map of Europe.

The site of SL James' palace was 
formerly occupied by a leper hospital, 
founded in 1190 and dedicated to SL 
James the Less.

MANY LEFT ORPHANS r
Judge Declares Chicago Is Worst 

City for Divorce Frauds.

Asserts Decreet Now Granted Would
Not Be Asked If Proper Restric­

tions Were Placed About Mar­
riage and Divorce.

Chicago.—“Chicago La the worst city 
In the world for fraud and collusion in 
obtaining divorces. In a single year 
our lax divorce laws result in the 
wrecking of 3,000 homes and In the 
orphaning of 4,000 children in Cook 
county alone. Fifty per cent of the 
divorces now granted would not even 
be asked for If proper restrictions 
were placed about marriage and di­
vorce."

These statements, made by Judge 
M&tcub Kavonagh, speaking from ex­
perience gained in personal bearing 
of 1,000 divorce cases, made a pro­
found impression upon the other mem­
bers of the Illinois commission on 
marriage and divorce. The commis­
sion was considering three tentative 
bills, one of which it is proposed to 
select and offer to the legislature for 
the purpose of ameliorating the evil. 
Prof. Ernst Freund of the University 
of Chicago urged the commission to 
udopt a hill on the general Hnca of the 
one drawn by the conference on uni­
form laws.

Tho discussion was not one-sided. 
Senator Juul was not sure that there 
was anything wrong with tbo present 
laws.

"No one has pointed out the fault 
specifically," he said. ”1 want to know 
what the real trouble Is. Of course, 
I will support any truly progressive 
bill. But 1 do not see how the state 
will benefit by making two persons 
live together whose married life has 
been a failure. The chancellor, J 
should think, ought to be able to look 
iuto an unhappy marriage relation and 
say: "This is hell on earth, and I will 
sever these bonds.'"

The measures proposed by Profes­
sor Freund provide: Marriages of per­
sons coming Into or going out of the 
state to evade Illinois statutes shall 
bo void; affidavits shall give full in­
formation regarding the parties, and 
fifteen days shall elapse between ap­
plication for a license and its Issu­
ance; the state's attorney'oyaffice shall 
be a party to divorce proceedings,

Senator Juul objected to the fifteen- 
day clause, saying It would "enable 
busy-bodies to thrust tbelr noses into 
affairs in which they have no busi­
ness

But nearly all of tho comment was 
in favor of more strtngeat taws.

"Persons should be compelled to 
think before rushing into marriage," 
said Representative Michael L. Igoe. 
"Chicago Is the worst city to the 
United States for fraud In obtaining 
divorce*."

"It s the worst in the world," cor­
rected Judge Kavanagb.

"I know that la true," Interjected 
Senator John E, Madigan. "My own 
observation has been that at loaat 50 
par cent of the divorces In this coun­
ty are fraudulent"

Charles N. Goodnow urged that 
health certificates should be required.

"Divorce is a symptom, not a rem­
edy." he said.

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PARTY SURE TO UNITE

REPUBLICANS AND PROGRESS 
IVES TO BE UNDER ONE 

BANNER.

Process of “Getting Together," for th*
Best Interest* of the Country Is Al­

ready Under Consideration 
by the Leaders.

Since tbe November election there 
have not been wanting signs in the 
western states, whatever may be the 
situation In this immediate vicinity, 
that the Republicans and Progressives 
will not find It difficult to come to 
gether again under the Republican 
banner. Conferences in Kansas add 
Nebraska and the senatorial election 
in Idaho are cases in point, and some­
thing has happened In Michigan that 
is particularly suggestive.

Michigan, it will be remembered, 
was one of the .few states carried by 
Roosevelt, and was tbe homo of one 
of the famous “Seven Governors." Vet 
all the wings and factions of the Re­
publican party got together as Repub­
licans to nominate candidates for jus­
tices of the supreme court and other 
minor state offices to be filled at the 
state election tbis spring. The tem­
porary chairman was an ardent Taft 
man last fall, and the permanent chair­
man was'^n equally ardent Roosevelt 
man, but the appeal which they both 
made was “get together and fight the 
Democrats.” The resolutions they 
adopted were mainly those of the 
Progressive platform last fall, with 
Roosevelt left out.

There Ib likely to he a lot ot this 
sort of thing In the next year or 
two. The holding company proposed 
by Mr. Munsey will not be at all nec­
essary .where there is the spirit man­
ifested by the Michigan Bull Moose 
leaders. The Republican habit is 
strong, and the Republican name 
means much. < When Roosevelt Is not 
the Issue, thero Is little of the new 
party movement. Aud there will be 
less and less as the Democrats give 
occasions and opportunity to raise the 
cry, as in Michigan. "Get together 
and fight!"

Nor does Colonel Roosevelt's use ot 
one of Lincoln’s letters in which be 
substitutes the word "progressive” for 
the name of what be called the Pro­
gressive party of Lincoln's time, imply 
that be la wholly at variance with 
the getting-together idea. Tbis Lin­
coln letter accepts fusion on a Re­
publican basis. Mr, Roosevelt wants 
fusion today on progressive grounds, 
and If be only spells that with a small 
p it ought not to be hard to bring 
•t about.—Boston Herald (Ind ).

They Need ttfe Money.
There seems to be close connection 

between cause and effect iu two news 
Items from Washington. One is that 
the Democrats are alarmed at the 
sonstantly Increasing appropriations. 
The other is that the party leaders, be­
lieving that tbe Income tax amend­
ment will soon receive tbe necessary 
ratifications from the states, are pre­
paring a bill which will raise at least 
1100,000,000 a year.

In some quarters It Is intimated that 
the income tax will supply so much 
revenue that further cuts in tbe tariff 
than those already contemplated can 
bo made. Which Is much to bo doubt­
ed. It is revenue more than free trade 
that a majority of tbe Democrats Id 
congress desire.

SPLENDID PAIR OF TUSKS. INSURES AGAINST SICKNESS.

Though not record breakers, this 
pair of elephant tusks, recently 
brought from equatorial Africa, are 
among the finest over seen In Urn- 
don. They measure respectively 9 
feet 1 Inch and 9 feet 2 inches and 
their combined weight is 325 pounds, 
suggesting forcibly the tremendous 
Htrengtb of tho pachyderm that car* 
rlod them. Elephants are known to 
attain a great age if left unmolested, 
and it Is more than probable that the 
bearer of those two wonderful teeth 
had carried bis full burden of Ivory 
for something like a century. The ele­
phant, thoy say, la not full grown till 
he Is fifty, and may live for nearly 
two hundred years. A well-known In* 
dlan pagoda elephant was more than 
a hundred yeara old tn 1847, and then 
showed no signs of old age.

Norway has a slok Insurance law 
which embraces all wage earners and 
public servants over 16 yeara of age 
whose yearly earnings do not exoeed 
$322, In the rural districts, or $375 in 
the cities. The law also provides that 
the employer shall pay a certain per­
centage (one-sixth) of the premium, 
while he Is held responsible for the 
whole, but may deduct from the wages 
of the Insured at the end of the term 
for which the premium Is paid the 
amount thus advanced. Theoretically, 
it 1b self-insurance on the contrlbutive 
plan, while actu&Hy It amounts to an 
extra tax upon the employer, as most' 
employes stipulate wjien engaging 
their services that the insurant prem­
ium shall be paid in addition to the 
wages.

MILES OF SALT IN NEVADA
Fifteen million tons of salt are lying 

on or near the surface of the grouod 
in Silver Peak marsh, Nov., waiting 
for commercial utilization. Silver 
Peak marsh Is a salt playa, or drtod- 
up lake, of prehistoric origin, about 
20 miles west of Goldfield and 26 
miles southwest of Tonopah. Recent 
explorations in this region were made 
by Richard B. Dole of the geological 
survey, In search of potash that might 
bo utilized commercially. Little pot­
ash was found, however. Practically 
the entire surface of the playa, 82 
miles square, is covered with salt Tt 
Is estimated that not less than 15 
square miles of the northeastern part 
contains a ten-foot saline bed, of 
which at least 60 per cent. Is salt.

MOST COSTLY SET OF DISHES
What Is said to bo the most costly 

set of dishes ever made was recently 
shown at an exhibition In St. Peters­
burg. It consisted of 36 hand-colored 
plates. This set has an estimated 
value of $18,640, a single plate, there­
fore, being worth $51S. It is the prop­
erty of Count Orloff-Davldoff.

An Armenian wedding Is not readily 

forgotten. It lasts for several days, 
and starts with a general meeting of 
friends and relatives, who are enter­
tained by a band of minstrels and 
dancers until the arrival of the groom. 
In the midst of the uproar It is Ar­
menian etiquette that the "happy" 
man shall totter In with faltering foot­
steps and blanched face (it has Just 
been whitened with & little powder) 
In order to go through the ordeal of 
preparation.

He la first publicly shaved, and 
then adorned with various gifts sent 
by the bride-elect. His brothers next 
fall upon him, and with such vigor 
that he speedily stands forth as na­
ture made him. Then they completely 
reclothe him In new garments as best 
they can—a difficult job, when one re­
members that custom forces them to 
hold candles In their right hands 
throughout the operation.

The evening terminates with bon­
fires, more music and much dancing. 
Upon tho following evening the bride 
puts In her first appearance by riding 
to church—the bridegroom walks. Tho 
priest meets them at the porch and 
reads them a very seasonable little 
homily upon the obligations they are 
about to undertake. They next march 
In procession to the altar, where their 
foreheads are bound together wlfii 
gold chains.

Even then, however, another three 
days must elapse before the expectant 
groom Is allowed to take possession. 
They are a long-suffering race, the Ar­
menians.

STARTLING BURIAL SCHEME
A startling new scheme for the dis­

posal of the dead has been outlined 
by F. W. Fitzpatrick, an American 
consulting architect. He proposes 
that each body shall be molded Into a 
block of clay until all semblance of 
form Is lost. This, after baking in an 
intense electrical beat, Is to bo em­
ployed as a structural unit In a won­
drous national monument of the dead. 
This latter Is to outrank In beauty 
and size anything hitherto built by 
man.

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Spring Clipping of Horses.

Tim modern practice Among the best 
pouted nliil most pH'i'ies.'ivo horse owners 
And farmers is to clip all horses in the 
spring. It is done on the theory that in 
their natural state horses were not obliged 
to work, so could shed the winter coat in 
comfort over a period of several weeks. 
Since wo oblige them to do hard work on 
warm spring days, the winter coat should 
be removed for the same reason that we 
lay off our heavy winter garments. Clipped 
horses dry off rapidly, hence they do nnl 
take cold ss easily nor are* they a s  prone 
to be affected with other ailments as un­
dipped animals whose longer hair holds 
the perspiiation for hours. Because clipped 
horse* dry off rapidly they rest better, gel 
more good from their food and come out 
to the morning refreshed and lit for work.

Fine* the advent of the ball bearing en­
closed gear clipping machine, the work o| 
taking off the winter coat is easy. With 
the machine a horse can be clipped all ovet 
in half an hour, whereas with tho old two 
hand clipper it required several hours to 
do it.

Dairymen also now clip the cows all 
over two or threo times a year. The flanks 
and udders are clipped every three or fnuv 
weeks, so it is easy to clean the parts bo­
lero milking. Tbit means leas opportunity 
i’or dirt aud other impurities to get inta 
the milk.

On oomplaint of Henry Jylha, who 
alleged that his life bad been threat­
ened, Kalll Abo was taken Into cus­
tody the first of the week on a war- 
rast issued by Justice John Atpln. 
Abo was one of the men who was bus. 
peoted of having guilty knowledge of 
the manner In which Matt Jylha, a 
brother of Henry, met death on the 
night of October 12th last. Matt 
Jylha's charred body was found In 
the ruins of an old office building on 
the Uarasa mine property which was 
destroyed by fire. Abo and another 
man wore alleged to have been Jylha's 
companions on the fatal night and are 
said to have used the abandoned 
office building for shelter. Careless­
ness resulted in a blaze being started, 
and Jylha alone of the trio was una­
ble to make bis escape. The testl 
mony at the Inquest was insuftlclenuo 
warrant bolding Abo and his com­
panion, but nearly a month lator the 
widow of Jylha had a dream in which 
she professed that It had been reveal­
ed to her that the two men bad guilty 
knowledge of ber husband’s death, 
The officials naturally were of too 
praotlca^a mind to take any stock In 
the woman’! dream, but diaorepan 
cles in the men's stories aidlsoloeed 
In tbe Intervening weeks led them to 
believe that there might be some bails 
after all for tbe allegations; nod in 
the hopes of olearing up tho mystery 
they rearrested the two men. The 
latter were bound over to circuit 
court, but eventually were discharged 
for want of evidence.

Tho sequel came last Saturday night 
and took the form of a disturbance a1 
the Negaunee mine, where Aho as well 
as Henry Jylha were omployed. Ac 
cording to tho allegations maiio to the 
offlcors, Aho virtually ran a u m c K  for 
some little time and had tho English- 
speaking as well a« thu Finnish em­
ployes terrorised, though Jylha was 
the man upon whom he particularly 
sought to wreak vengeance, bis sup­
posed motive being revenge for the 
part Henry Jylha bed taken In seek­
ing to clear up the mystery of his 
brother's death. In the complaint to 
which Jylha subscribed, it was alleg­
ed that “ Kalll Aho did thrcaloo to 
strike with a miner's oandle stlok, 
and to finish and kill all the Tyrhos,' 
meaning Jylha and others coming 
rom thu district of Pyrho, Finland."

When thu case came up In Justice 
Alpln's court Monday morning. Aho 
legged to be allowed to leave thu oily, 
and when the magistrate, upon review 
of the testimony, found tbuthis power 
probably would be limited to lotting 
Aho under bonds to keop the peace, 
in sagely doolded that the ends of Jue- 

tine would beat be served by accept- 
ng the defendant's offer to put an ep* 

preelable distance between himself 
and Negaunee. Accordingly, sentence 
was suspended end the defondont re­
manded into the custody of Offkmr 
daki, who personally escorted Aho to 
the 4:*M train Tuesday rooming end 
made oertaln that the man was safely 
started toward Canada. With this 
disturbing iWroent out of the way, the 
officials hope they have heurd thu feat 
of tho Jylha-Aho ease.
